FROM ONE ITALIAN VILLAGE, 

Thirty-Five Immigrants Who Have 

Failed to get Work. 

New York, July 31.—The Congressional 
committee continued today the investigation 
into the emigration question. A resolution 
was adopted constituting two members as a 

quorum and providing for the appointment 
of a sub-committee of two or three members 
to take testimony, etc., with all the powers 
of the full committee at other cities. 

Francis Bumonti testified that he came 
from Italy in May last in a tramp steamer; 
1600 other Italians were in the same steamer; 
he was induced to come here like previous 
witnesses: agents in Italy told him he could 
make money fast here; he had not worked 
since his arrival. He received help from 
the Emigrant Society. Thirty-five men 
came with him from his native village, none 

of whom had obtained work. The witness 
appeared to think, as the rest of the witness- 
es, that the committee was specially ap- 
pointed to right all their wrongs and get 
them work and high wages. This is the 
reason they appear to be unwilling to work 
for less than six francs a day, with board. 
He paid Agent Dorelli 30 francs in last 
March as earnest money in the office 
of the Emigration Society at Naples, 
All of the 35 paid thirty francs each, 
and he and his companions got a letter to the 
Colonization Society at Naples. People con- 
nected with the latter society told them they 
would get plenty of work and money in 
America. 
_

AT THOMASTON PRISON. 

Convicts Present Their Claims to 
Covernor Marble.

Rockland, July 31.—The Governor and 

Council, with a large party of ladies, visited 
the State prison today. The Executive was 
called tliere to look into the sewerage matter, 
Thirteen convicts took advantage of the 
presence of the Governor to present their 
cases. Clarence A. Holmes, serving a sen- 
tence for horse stealing in Auburn, wanted 
a pardon as he was innocent. Albert Sears> 
who was Hired by Colby Moore to blow up a 
doctor’s office in Monson, appeared before 
the Council and then wouldn’t say anything. 
Sears maintains that he was sentenced for 
arsoD, but that the building did not burn but 
was blown to pieces. James Newcomb, 
serving a sentence for burning the Carter j 
building at Carmel, said he did not burn 
those buildings, but another set of buildings. 
He got money for it but it was a com- 
mon practice in that section of the State. 
He enumerated a long list of people who, he 
said, had burned their buildings. He is 
evidently insane. 

Samuel Haynes, the slayer of the Rock- 
land policeman, has not yet been informed of 
the report of his connection with the Glen- 
burn murder. Some of the prison officials 
have been satisfied for a long time that 
Haynes and the mysterious stranger on the 
sled were one, the description tallying so 
closely with him but others say that Haynes 
can prove an alibi. He is a dangerous man 
at his best.

Exercises of the Second Day at Mar 

tha’s Grove. 

Rev. A. T. Dunn Speaks of the Boy ot 
the Period. 

Some of the People Present from 
Portland and Other Places. 

[Special to the Press.] 
Martha’s Grove, Fryeburg, July 31.- 

'The second day of the assembly was opened 
by morning prayers at 6.30 led by Rev. E. M 
Cousins, of Cumberland Mills. A 8 o’clock 
the first normal hour led by Rev. A. T, 
Dunn began, the subject being: 

Teachers' qualifications—]. A Christian in be- 
lief. in experience and in example. 2. A church 
member in profession, in loyalty and in works. 3, 
A Bible student in teachableness and in thorough 
ness. 4. A friend in sympathy and helpfulness, 
6. A teacher in knowledge ami in tact. 

On account of ill health Rev. Theodore 
Gerrish, of Portland, was unable to be pres- 
ent to deliver his lecture on the “Wonders 
of Yellowstone Park,” as announced in the 
programme. In his stead, the conductors ol 
the assembly were so fortunate as to secure 
the services of Prof. Carl Brann, of Bangor, 
a teacher of German, and a lecturer on nat- 
ural history. 

His subject was “Bugs,” and the lecture 
was illustrated by about 120 stereoptieon 
jjuiies. ud mis account, ine lecture was 
given in Normal Hall as that could be more 

easily decorated than the Auditorium. All 
who listened to Prof. Braun were well paid 
for sitting for an hour in darkness, since he 
gave much information concerning both use- 
ful and destructive insects. Many of the 
pictures showed the transformations that 
take place in the life of the Lepidoptera. 
The coddling moth, the twig borer, various 
species of curculio and other enemies of fruit 
trees were described. The lecturer referred 
to some of these pests as anarchists and said 
that the man who could banish one of these 
species would prove a benefactor to his race. 
Many beautiful specimens of dragon flies 
were exhibited and it was stated that most 
of liese and the other lace wings were our 
f ends. 

Professor Braun prepares bis own plates by mounting the actual wings and such oth- 
er parts of the insect as can thus be arranged 
and drawing the other portions. When 
thrown upon the screen, it is possible to see 
how infinitely more delicate is the work of 
nature than that of man. “Nothing,” said 
the lecturer, “can be more beautiful than the 
wing of a dragon fly. These beauties must be 
created by some one who knows more than 
we.” European as well as American species 
were shown as some of them have been do- 
mesticated in this country to its injury. A 
plea for butterflies was made, as most of 
them are beautiful and harmless. 

WHAT 8UAI.L, WE DO WITH OUR BOYS? 
The afternoon session opened with music 

by the Bowdoin Glee Club, who sang, “Com- 
rades In Arms.” 

ltev. G. D. Lindsay, with pleasant words 
of explanation, introduced Rev. A. T. Dunn, 
of Portland, as a substitute for Rev. Robert 
Nourse, of Washington, D. C., who had 
failed to arrive in time. The subject was an 
answer to the question “What shall we do 
with our boys?'’ 

Mr. Dunn gave a laughable description of 
the typical boy, his habits and the contents 
of his pockets. Boys are not girls; no real 
boy but what rebels at having his hair 
hanged or being so dressed that people say, 
“What a dear little girl.” A real boy wants 
to get on the front of the horsecar wners he 
can touch his ideal man, the driver. 

Boys should not be allowed to come up of 
themselves. The home life should be guard- 
ed. Too many homes are simply places to 
eat and sleep; boys and flies do not like dark 
rooms.

SHERIDAN AT NONOUITT. 

What the Invalid Eats and How He 
Feels. 

New Bedford, July 31.—General Sheri- 
dan continues fully as comfortable ns the 
latest report showed him to be, and, as stat- 
ed in the last bulletin issued, a greater vari- 
ety of food is allowed him. The roast beef 
has been supplemented by broiled mutton, 
while chicken broth and milk are continued 
as a principal part of the diet. This is ap- 
preciated by General Sheridan, who was in- 
clined to rebel against a diet which he de- 
clared to be suitable only for babies. 

No more callers have been admitted to the 
sick room, not because the General is not 
atrong enough to receive a friend for a few 
moments, but because the doctors fear he 
will talk too much and perhaps become ex- 
cited. He is naturally excitable, and in this 
direction. Every effort is wade to keejp him 
cheerful, and if there is anything of a dis- 
quieting nature it is carefully kept from the 
invalid. 

The General and family are now looking 
forward to the arrival of Dr. O’Reilly, who 
is expected on Thursday, when Dr. Yarrow 
starts for Washington. In addition to his 
investigations at the Smithsonian lnstitu- 
t.inn Mr Yarrnw ia trritlnn n ninflinnl hie 

tory ol the war, and it is quite necessary 
that lie should not longer neglect his work. 
Dr. O’Reilly having been General Sheridan’s 
physician for fifteen years, and having had 
charge of him in his present illness from the 
beginning, is looked to by the family with 
special confidence, and it is hoped that on 
his arrival he will find the General’s strength 
sufficient to allow him to exchange the bed 
for a chair. As may be imagined, a man of 
so active a temperament as the General is ex- 
ceedingly tired of the bed. 
it will be remembered that when General 

Garfield was lying ill, remedies of various 
kinds fairly delnged the White House, and 
all the cranks in the country sent their ad- 
vice. A similar state of affairs has existed 
at Nonqultt, and it is a greater annoyance 
because the room to store them is so small. 
Not a day passes but packages of various 
shapes and sizes arrive at the Sheridan cot- 
tage. There are patent medicines, mineral 
waters and home-made remedies by the 
dozen. These are received from points all 
over the country, even the South and the far 
West, and are no doubt sent with the best 
intentions in a good many instances, while 
some are evidently advertising dodges,others sent by uneducated people, who take a deep interest in the General and follow the daily 
reports of his case. A good many of the 
remedies are for bronchitis, the impression 
having obtained that the General suffers 
from this disease, which is not the case at 
all. The mail that arrives at the Sheridan 
cottage is also largely increased by letters of 
advice, most of them from people who writ- 
ing shows them to be illiterate. 

Gen. Sheridan continues to sleep well. To- 
day has been one of the most deli ghtful of 
the season at Nonquitt. 

THE MILITIA. 

Ceneral Orders Providing for the An- 
nual Muster. 

Bangob, July 31. — Brigadier General 
Mitchell has issued General Orders, No. 2, 
providing for the annual muster. The or- 
ders provide that: 

“In accordance with G. O., No. 6, A. G. 0., 
dated July 17th, 1888, this brigade will go in- 
to camp at Augusta, for five days, beginning Monday, Aug. 13th. Time-tables, giving the 
movement of military trains will be issued 

in camp in time for dinner on Monday. 
“The camp will be known as “Camp Mar- 

ble,” in honor of the Commander-in-Unief. 
“Commanding officers will see that one 

copy of Circular No. 1, from Brigade Head- 
quarters, dated June 20th, 1887, is placed in 
the hands of each member of their respect- ive commands, and instruct their men to 
make themselves familiar with its contents. 
Inspecting officers will report any neglect to 
comply with this paragraph, together witli 
the name, company and regiment, of 
any sentry who has failed to give the duties therein specified the required 
attention. Commanding officers will be 
held responsible that every man under their 
command is instructed and made to under- 
stand that he goes into camp under a con- 
tract with the State to give nis whole time 
to the performance of such duties as may be 
required of him, and, that, to neglect those 
duties, or leave the limits of the camp with- 
out a pass, is a violation of that contract 
and the oath taken by the soldier when he is 
mustered into the service, and, furthermore, 
that such violation renders him liable to ar- 
rest and punishment.”

! Various Items of Interest Concern- 

ing Current Topics. 

Senator Frye Reports the Union 
Pacific Funding Bill. 

How Mr. Hogg Violated Orders by 
Pairing with Mr. Randall. 

Washington, July 31.—Senator Frye, 
from the select committee on the Pacific 
railroads, reported this morning the Union 
Pacific funding bill, providing lor a settle- 
ment of claims growing out of the issue of 
bonds and to secure payment of all indebted- 
ness. He said “The bill is the Outhwaite 
bill as reported to the House, containing 
many amendments over the bill as it came 
from the commission originally. The Sen- 
ate report is signed by all the members of 
the committee, the Senator from Minnesota, 
Mr. Davis, who was absent, having author- 
ized the Chairman to sign Ids name to the 
report. The bill relates only to the Union 
Pacific and Central Branch, having nothing 
whatever to do with the Central Pacific. The 
committee found much greater difficulty in 
formulating an adjustment and settlement 
with the Central Pacific than with the Union 
Pacific, and is not prepared at present to 
make any report touching ;on that company. 
It is barely possible that it may be necessary 
to amend the bill which is under considers- 
uuu. 11 provides ior nnuing me present 
worth of the debt of the United States 
against this corporation, and 1 desire that a 
statement of the process (which I have here 
and will read) may be printed in the Rec- 
ord.” 

Mr. Frye read the paper referred to, and 
said that the Actuaries of the New York 
Life Insurance Company had been request- ed to present a statement, and that it was 
possible that, when received, the commit- 
tee might want to offer it as an amendment 
to the bill. 

The bill was placed on the calendar, and, with the report, ordered printed. The bill 
will probably pass the Senate, but it is 
doubtful if it can get through the House. 

How the Senators Spent the Day. 
In the Senate today the resolution offered 

by Senator Hoar on the 24th Inst., was taken 
up and agreed to. It provides for the ap- 
polntment of a committee of seven Senators 
to report upon the relations of commerce and 
business existing between the United States 
and British North American possessions, in- 
cluding the effect upon commerce and the 
carrying trade of the United States, of the 
Canadian system of railways and canals in 
such dependencies. 

The Senate resumed the consideration of 
the sundry civil bill, the pending question 
being an amendment appropriating $75,000 
for a public building at Atchison, Kan. The 
amendment was rejected. 

Senator Hoar offered an amendment ap- propriating $10,000 for completing the cata- 
logue of the Congressional Library, which 
was agreed to. 

Senator Spooner offered as an amendment 
a bill to refund the direct tax. 

Senator Harris made the point of order 
that the amendment was general legislation and not in order. 

The Presiding Officer—“The chair has no 
doubt on the subject. The point of order 
was well taken.” 

Senator Frye moved an amendment mak- 
ing an additional appropriation of $8000 for 
the foundation for the custom house and 
postqffice at Kastport, Me., and authorizing the Secretary of the Treasury to sell or ex- 
change the present site, if a safe foundation 
cannot be made for that additional sum. Af- 
ter explanation the amendment was agreed to. 

Senator Plumb offered an amendment pro- viding that supplies made by prison labor, shall not be purchased for use at the Na- 
tional Soldiers’ Home. The amendment 
was rejected. 

Senator Call offered an amendment appro- priating $10,000 to be expended at the dis- 
''*' *■'■** wwviwwMjf ui me iicasui v xur 
the recovery of property of the United 
States now held in adverse possession to the 
government. 

Senators Sherman, Evarts and Cockrell 
opposed the amendment, and Senator Call 
spoke in support of it. After some discus- 
sion the bill went over until tomorrow 
without action on Senator Call's amendment, and the Senate, at 5.30 adjourned. 

In the House. 
TheHouse met at noon today, and Mr. Mc- 

Millan of Tennessee was chosen Speaker 
pro tem. 

Mr. Mills of Texas asked unanimous con- 
sent that4the 7th of August be assigned for 
the consideration of bills reported from the 
committee on labor, with the exception of 
the convict labor bill. 

Mr. Spinola of New York objected, and 
the request was not granted. 

Mr. Dibble of South Carolina called up the 
conference report on the Omaha (Neb.) pub- 
lic building bill. As agreed to in conference, the bill provides a limit of $1,200,000 for the 
building and site, with a further proviso that 
the site shall not exceed $400,000. The re- 

Sort was rejected, and the bill again sent 
> the conference. 
On motion of Mr. Townsend of Illinois, further consideration of the deficiency bill 

was postponed, and the House went into 
committee of the whole on the army appro- 
priation bill and the Senate amendments. 

All the amendments were non-concurred 
in, with the exception of those relating to 
fortifications and ordnance. 

Mr. Townshend moved non-concurrence in 
these amendments in bulk, but Mr. Buchan- 
an demanded that they be considered in their 
order. 

A spirited discussion followed, several 
speakers holding that the Senate amend- 
ments relative to fortifications were not ger- 
maine to the bill, and were an usurpation of 
the rights of the House, while others took 
an opposite view. Tending action, the com- 
mittee rose, and the House, at 5 o’clock, ad- 
journed. 

Knifing Mr. Hogg. 
It may be remembered that when the rote 

was taken on the passage of the “Dark Lan- 
tern” bill, Mr. Hogg, a Democratic Repre- 
sentative who favored the measure, was 
paired with Mr. Randall, who was absent 
on account of illness. The administration 
leaders were very angry about it, for an or- 
der had been issued from a high quarter that 
no friend of the bill should place his vote 
against that of the veteran ex-Speaker, w bo 
stood high in the National Councils of the 
Democratic party while Grover Cleveland 
was yet unknown to political fame. So an- 
gry were they that Mr. Hogg was sharply re- 
buked for his action. Less than a week af- 
terward he was defeated for renomination 
and the administration men are in high glee. 
They naturally ascribe his defeat to the 
fact that he consented to pair off with a sick 
man who was ODDOsed to the nriministrn- 
tlon s free trade bill. That, doubtless, is the 
correct explanation.

The Wonderful Power of a Very Mys- 
terious Tyranny. 

IThe Congregationalism] 
It would, I fancy, puzzle the wisest philos- 

opher to define precisely who “they” are; 

yet so palpably do -‘they" exist, and so pow- 
erful and well recognized a social force are 
“they” in all civilized countries that the 
French have actually a separate pronoun to 
represent this something or somebody, or 
aggregation of somebodies—this intangible, 
indescribable entity, whoae existence we all 
recognize so perfectly and which governs 
nuu cvumjn us cumpineiy in many aepart- 
ments of life. 

If you ask a Frenchman to give you a syn- 
onym or equivalent for the pronoun “on," 
or even a paraphrase that shall describe, in 
no matter how many words, the person or 
class of persons represented by this myste- 
rious little monosyllable, he will shrug his 
shoulders, look disturbed, make several 
abortive attempts at an explanation, and 
then give up the undertaking by saying : 
"They—somebody—anybody—all people—I don't know.” The fact is, “on” refuses to 
materialize, even in language. An English- 
man may perhaps suggest as an equivalent 
“Mrs. Grundy. But he is not right. “Mrs. 
Grundy” is a worldly, ridiculous old person, 
at whom we may smile, and at whose de- 
crees we may snap our fingers; “on” !s a 
power before whom all must bow. 

What this power is, whence its derivation, 
why we should be ruled by it, always has 
been, and seems likely to remain, an occult 
mystery. That we are ruled by it—and to 
an extent that leads us to constant acts of 
folly, if not sin; to the imperiling of our 
health, the soiling of our consciences, the 
trifling with our spiritual welfare, the en- 
dangering of our eternal intersts—no one, I 
fancy, will undertake to deny. It Is “on” 
who dictates to us the manner in which we 
shall live, when we shall eat, the wherewith- 
all we shall be clothed. No matter what 

?uestion may arise, the phrase Is sure to fall 
rom some one’s lips, “They” do so and so, “They” say so and so. It having been set- 

tled what “they” do, our course is as dis- 
tinctly marked out as if the wit and wisdom 
of the wisest had been applied to the prob- lem, How many women are there who want 
a better reason for purchasing a certain 
style of costume than the fact that “they” 
are wearing so and so ? Any act of rebellion 
against the mandates of this omnipotent 
they, should some daring spirit venture to 

rebel. Is sure to bring a torrent of remon- 
strance. “Do you want to be odd?” “Won’t 
it seem strange ?” “It Is such bad taste to 
appear singular.” “Every one will be mak- 
ing remarks.” These are the comments tbat 
are sure to fall from the lips of those about 
us. 

It might be supposed that a power which 
held such a widespread sway, that enforced 
its rule without material aids would at least 
nave about it some such attribute as gener- 
ally command respect in a government, 
namely: stability, reason, common sense, harmony, and a reasonable amount of regard for the best interests of the greatest number. 
On the contrary, “they,” like Hamlet, are 
forever commanding us “to put some antic 
disposition on," and in no case are our com- 
fort, means, health, or mental and spirit- ual advancement allowed to interfere 
with the imperial mandate. What though 
our slight American dwellings, con- 
tracted as to space and packed to- 
gether in masses, demand light, airy furni- 
ture. and thin, transparent drapery, with 
bright ornamentation! “they” have trav- 
eiea aoroaa anu, visiting the stately homes 
of England built centuries ago with tower 
and bastion, wainscoated walls and mul- 
lioned windows, nave conceived a fancy for the fashions of Queen Anne’s reign, and 
forthwith insist that our tiny dwellings should be filled with dull carpets, heavy hangings, bulky furniture and massive uten- 
sils that scarcely leave us room to turn 
around. Again, “they” flit to the Orient, and soon the ukase reads that our houses, built to shelter us from the winter’s blast, must be furnished and adorned with screens 
and table and tiny teapots ot Japanese ware, and straw mats, and hangings, and scarves 
and bows and shawls of flimsy silk, that af- 
ford neither pleasure to the eye nor comfort 
to the body. "They" insist that a woman’s 
form, to be beautiful, must include a large posterior hump, her waist must be com- 
pressed, her shoulders padded, and her hair 
should cover her forehead to the eyebrows. 
“They” lay down the law, and with one ac- 
cord, we acquiesce. 

And the result. To what does this un- 
thinking obedience to such unworthv rule 
lead? What are the results of this weak 
submission to such a contemptible tyranny? Do we not see some of them In the fraud and 
dishonesty in high places, the defalcations, thedishonsrable bankruptcies of men whose 
families have lived under the rule of this 
ruthless power? Can we not trace much of 
the ill health of our women, the feebleness of our children, the awful statistics of infant 
mortality, to the rules for feminine toilet 

they have laid down? What of our men 
and boys lounging at clubs, playing in the 
streets, because masculine boots and boyish 
games do not accord with Japanese decora- 
tions? The world shudders when the Hindu 
mother flings her living child into the Gan- 
ges, a sacrifice to the sanquinary deity she 
worships. What do we do when we surren- 
der health and strength, and aeprive those dependent upon us of home and home-like 
influences, by adopting a style of dress that 
destroys ourselves and our offspring physi- 
cally, and transforms our houses from com- 
fortable dwellings to buildings for the har- 
boring of bric-a-brac? 

Day by day, and year by year, the women 
of America are growing to be a thoughtful, 
intelligent. Influential race. Quick to per- 
ceive, eager to pursue, and gifted with faith 
and high courage, abuses cannot long exist 
without a strong effort being made sooner or 
later, toward their overthrow. Surely they 
have no nearer duty than the disenthrallinent 
of their sex from this power which is doing 
so much mischief. Let the tyrant “they” be 
torn from the throne so unrighteously held, and a suitable ruler installed. We are not blind followers of the blind in any other de- 
partments of the world’s work; why should 
we be in social customs, dress, furniture, and 
many other things that have to do with our 
daily living?

Confirms the Announcement that 
He Will 8peak Here August I 3th. 

Col. Elias Milliken’s Brief Comment 
on Some Democratic Legislation. 

Managers of the Blaine Reoeption 
Overwhelmed with Applications. 

[Special to the Press.] 
Augusta, July 31.—Mr. Blaine cabled the 

State Republican Committee this afternoon: 
“I shall be present at the great Portland 
meeting, Aug. 15th, and speak. 

At the meeting Jof the committees on Mr. 
Blaine’s reception this evening, it was final- 
ly decided that Hon. William P. Whitehouse, 
Judge of the Superior Court, should deliver 
the address of welcome. Mr. A. S. Bangs 
was elected chief marshal. 

All IFoollshness. 
[Special to the Press.] 

Augusta, July 31.—Col. Ellas Milllken, a 
well known Augusta lumberman, and who 
has been a Democrat, says the removal of 
the tariff from lumber is all “foolishness.” 

Two Hundred Thousand Strong. 
Nkw York, July 31.—Every day witness- 

es a broadening of the scope of the pro- 
posed demonstration in honor of Mr. Blaine 
on his arrival from England next week. 
Hundreds of Republican clubs will be there, 
either as organizations or represented by 
strong delegations. But In addition to them 
there are a great number of civic and indus- 
trial bodies that have expressed a strong de- 
sire to take part. This desire has been grat- 
ified by Grand Marshal Jackson, who issued 
a general order last evening providing for 
their representation. 

At the headquarters of the grand marshal 
and of the reception committee all Is life and 
activity. Letters continue to pour in from 
all parts of the country, asking for informa- 
tion about Mr. Blaine's arrival, the time be 
will get here, the character of the parade, 
when boats can be hired and a thousand 
other questions. The volume of correspon- 
dence became so great that a corps of type- 
writers have been employed. Last week 
Chairman Pool thought that there would be 
79,000 men in line; now he says if there are 
not 200,000 he will be greatly mistaken. 
There are 10,000 men coming from Pennsyl- 
vania alone. New Jersey will send as many 
If not more. 

It is impossible to say how many will come 
from the New Kngland States, but General 
Greely, who will have charge of tbls contin- 
gent, is fairly overwhelmed with applica- tions from Maine to Connecticut. Several 
hundred will come from New Haven. It is 
probable that the Brooklyn army will not 
fall far short of 10,000. They have been well 
organized by Grand Marshal Jones in four 
divisions. The first is commanded by Super- 
visor F. B. Willis, the second by Geueral 
Francis Pinlo, the third by W. B. Parkinson 
and the fourth by School Commissioner L. K. 
Nlcot, The Republican clubs of every ward 
will turn out in force from 100 to 900 men. 
There will be strong delegations from the 
various Irish-American associations. 

Mr. Blaine will sail from Liverpool tomor- 
row and from Queenstown on Thursday. 
Mr. Hennessy, the general manager of the 
Inman Line, and the other officials of the 
company, feel certain that the City of New 
York will be in the lower bay on the morn- 
ing of August 8th.

The 
amendment providing $800,000 for a more ef- 
ficient, mail service under the American flag 
to the West Indies and Central and South 
America was thrown out on the recommen- 
dation of Postmaster General Dickinson, 
who, in answer to Congressman Blount’s re- 

quest for his opinion of the amendment, 
said: “The resources and powers of the 
Department have proved entirely adequate 
to afford to the citizens of the United States 
a foreign mail service equal to, and in most 
cases superior to that of any other nation in 
the world." 

H. K. Thurber, president of the United 
States and Brazil SteamshipILine, said in re- 
gard to this matter: 
“It is well known among merchants that 

the mail service to South and Central Amer- 
loo I u for f 1*0 m uafiofa/ilnni T1 !■ — 

slow and not sufficiently frequent, and much 
of it is carried in foreign steamers by way of 
Europe. It is an absurdity for Congressmen 
to set up the howl of ‘subsidy’ whenever an 
effort is made to give American ships a fair 
chance against foreign competition. But it is 
an old trick of the Southern politicians 
which dates away back in the fifties. The 
story of the Collins Line is still fresh in the 
mind of every man of middle age; how the 
Southern Congressmen took their cue 
from one of their number who 
said, ‘Let’s down everything the Yankees 
want,’ and drove the Collins line, which had 
so gallantly floated the stars and stripes, to 
the wall, and gave its place to the Cunard, 
which was heavily supported by the British 
government. We all know the result: To- 
day nearly all the money that is spent for 
the transport of passengers and freight, both 
to and from our shores, goes into the pock- 
ets of ship owners; and this must continue 
to be the case until we as a competing na- 
tion—establish by government aid regular, 
frequent and rapid steam communication. 

“If people would only think for one mo- 
ment of the manner in which our railroad 
system has helped to increase population, and how it has been the means of building 
up the country, they might readily under- 
stand the importance of our having a mer- 
chant marine which could hold its own 
against the entire world. For steamship 
lines build up the commerce of the countries 
to which they belong just as the railroads 
build up the cities along their routes. There 
are certain plain business propositions that 
both Democrats and Republicans can afford 
to join hands on for the credit and profit of 
the Ration, and the carriage of the 
ocean mails, through which an Amer- 
ican commercial marine can be re- 
established, is one of them. We need 
a militia of the seas as much as we do a mili- 
tia on land, and a commercial marine would 
supply it. We require an efficient mall ser- 
vice between our ports and the Republics of 
Soutli America as much as we do a mail ser- 
vice on land or to Europe, and why we should 
not pay what the service is worth on the sea, 
just as we do on the land, without regard to 
the amount of postage collected, is beyond 
ordinary business comprehension. If Mr 
Dickinson were to apply the same reasoning to our land mail service as he does to our 
ships, it would stop two-thirds of the mail 
routes in the United States, for on only about 
one-third does the postage collected defray the expenses of the route. 

"Moreover, our railroad system would have 
been impossible without government aid, and 
it would have paid us just as well to have 
maintained our merchant marine at a fair 
cost as it has to spend our millions for rail 
roads.’’ 

Mr. Lane, manager of the Pacific Mail 
Steamship Company, said that, so far from 
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howl of ‘‘Pacific Mail subsidy,” his company had not been represented either directly or 
indirectly at Washington while the measure 
to help American mall steamers was pending. 

John Alexandre, of the Alexandre Line of 
steamers which was recently sold to the 
Ward Line, had just returned from a year’s 
sojourn in Europe, and thought It he hostility 
of the Postmaster General and the Demo- 
crats In Congress to anything looking to- 
ward the resuscitation of our merchant 
marine indicative of an utter want of in- 
formation as to the facts, or a willingness to 
sacrifice everything to partisan ends.

GLADSTONE CHEERED BY PARNELLITES. 

Last Evening’s Debate on the Parnell 
Commission Bill. 

Chamberlain and Parnell Add Zest 
to the Proceedings. 

Continued Apprehension for the Safe- 
ty of Explorer Stanley. 

Losdo», July 31.—The debate on the bill 
for the appointment of a commission to in- 
quire into the Times’s chargest against the 
Irish members was resumed in the House of 
Commons this evening. 

Mr. Smith moved a suspension of the stand- 
ing order under which discussions on the 
commission bill would be interrupted at mid- 
night. 

Mr. Parnell protested against the suspen- 
sion of the order. It was an amendment to 
continue the discussion on a measure of the 
first importance after the House had been 
sitting nine hoars. Mr. Smith’s motion was 
adopted, 131 to 139. Mr. Gladstone and the 
other leaders of the opposition voted with 
the minority and were cheered by the Par- 
nellites. 

Upon the resumption of the debate on Mr. 
Reid’s proposal to restrict the Inquiry Into ^ 
the conduct of Parnell’s associates to the ac- 
cusations for murder and violence, Mr. Par- 
nell said that he referred yesterday evening 
{® proceedings of the cabinet In office from 
i*82. which had frequently been divulged by Mr. Chamberlain to himself and other Na- 
tionalists. 

The chairman interfered to state that the 
line of observations was out of order. 

Mr. Parnell ranliMl that if thlu u/oro fha 
case h would reserve farther statements on 
the subject until he came before the commls- 
slon ana would be prepared to prove the 
charges by bis own and other evidence, and 
the documents and statements of Mr. Cham- 
berlain himself. 

Mr. Chamberlain said he desired to offer a 
personal explanation and was perfectly ready to leave the question of his personal coward- ice in the hands of his friends, or even of his 
enemies. Mr. Parnell had fuither accused 
P*of the secrets of the cabinet between 1880 ana 1882. So far as he recollect- 
ed, the only direct communications he had had 
with Mr. Parnell during the whole of that 
period were as follows: The first communi- cation related to Mr. Parnell’s release from 
Kllmainham jail and Information of what oc- 
curred was duly conveyed to Messrs. Glad- 
stone and Porster. The second communica- tion referred to the formation of national 
councils in Ireland. This scheme Mr. Par- 
nell had suggested. Mr. Parnell now denied 
ever having approved that proposal. Mr. Parnell said: “I don’t deny assenting to the proposal to establish a national council 
at Dublin. What I deny is constructing or 
assenting to Mr. Chamberlain’s scheme. 

Mr. Chamberlain said he had proof of this 
to Mr. Parnell’s own handwriting. Mr. 
Parnell arid that was not true. The com- 
munications which passed between Mr. 
Chamberlain, himself, Mr. Dillon and an- 
other person, not now a member of the Com- 
mons, related to quite other subjects than 
the Irish local government bill, and coveted 
his release from Kilmainhani jail, the ar- 
rears bill, the renewal of ciercion after the 
Pbienix Park murders, and later, the ques- tion regarding the non-renewal of the crimes 
act, and he could produce a letter in Mr. 
Chamberlain’s hand alluding to the defeat 
and withdrawal of the police bill for Ireland 
in which be glorified In Lord Spencer's dis- 
comfiture at the withdrawal of the meas- 
ures. 

In the division on Mr. Reid’s amendment, the House voted !H1» against and 197 for. 
Mr. Anderson moved an amendment that the 
charges be investigated. —r-—- 

Amendment followed amendment In rapid ^ 

succession, but the government, having a 
majority, would not allow any of them. The 
principal point at Issue was whether Walters 
had visited Smith on the morning when the 
b*U was announced. The government evad- 
ed a direct answer, but the opposition main-

Stanley’s Fate. 
The fate of Stanley still continues to dis* 

turb the public mind, and the discussion con- 
cerning his whereabouts, If alive, has been 
prolific of Innumerable theories. The fact of 
Tippoo Tib’s following Stanley, however, |ls 
held to enhance the probability of his death 
In the minds of the pessimists. Major Bar- 
teliot, commander of the camp fit Aruwlmi, 
and Professor Jameson, the eminent nurallst, 
are known to be good men and entirely capa- 
ble under ordinary circumstances of render- 
ing invaluable assistance to Stanley, but it Is 
feared by those who know Tippoo Tib well, 
that that chief, at the bead of a small army 
under perfect control, has not been able to 
resist the temptation, always strong within 
him, to fight whenever an opportunity oc- 
curred, and upon the assumption that he has 
vlelded to his belligerent instincts it is be- 
*ieved that Stanley has been overwhelmed as 
the result of the exasperation of the natives 
which Tippoo has aroused. Strong pressure 
is now being brought upon the government 
to recognize the unofficial expedition now on 
its way to Khartoum which will not likely 
meet with serious opposition until it arrives 
at Berber, where the new Mahdl’s outposts 
are at present stationed. Those followers of 
Khadlfa are known to be half-starvod and 
mutinous, and their desertion of the Mahdl 
and alliance with the expedition in event of 
its recognition are confidently relied upon by the advocates of the government's interfer- 
ence in behalf the beleagured whites in In- 
terior Africa. 

The Pall Mall Gazette, in a strong article 
today, advocates the appointment of Zebehr Pasha to the command of an expedition to 
search for Stanley, and the suggestion Is fa- 
vored by many persons familiar with the 
general situation the African Interior. 

HI* House His Castle. 
Dpbi-in, July 31.—Evictions were resumed 

on the Vandeleure estate today. Thomas 
Bermingham, his wife and adult daughter, 
of Moyasta, stoutly defended their home, 
throwing boiling water, lime, etc., upon the 
bailiffs and police whom they kept off with a 
long pole. Persons occupying boats in the 
hay opposite Moyasta cheered the defenders. 
The police, with the aid of battering rams, 
finally made a breach in the walls, rushed 
into the house. A desperate fight ensued in 
which Bermingham was wounded and ar- 
rested.

The Commercial thinks now, as It thought 
when It used the language referred to by the 
Puess, that all protected Interests should he 
treated as far as possible alike In a revision of the 
tariff and that the placing of lumber on the free 
list should go hand in hand with various other 
reductions, or be made a wedge with which to 
onen the Canadian market to nor own inaniifae- 
tures of wood. Wc think, too, that If proper 
measures had been taken to bring the facts and 
equities In the case to the attention of the Ways 
and Means Committee something might have been 
accomplished ill this direction. However, be- 
cause the measure of tariff revision which has 
passed the House is not perfect in all respects we 
are not obliged to oppose It, or withhold from it 
our hearty support. We recognize the difficulties 
uuder which its framers labored, and believe that 
the measure ss it passed the House Is for the 
best Interests of the country as a whole and there- 
fore entitled to the support of all who regard the 
subject from this standpoint.—Bangor Commer- 
cial. 

The above is the Bangor Csmmerciai’s de- 
fence aga nst tbe charge of inconsistency in 
supporting the Mills bill which puts lumber 
on the free list after its declaration that to 
do so would be a “gratuitous injustice to our 

people.” It is a good one provided the Com- 
mercial regards the Mills bill as simply a 

step in H>e direction of free trade, as tlie 
Hon. William L. Putnam, and the Hon. 
Charles E. Alien regard it, or as an “insid- 
ious installment” of attack upon tbe protec- 
tive system as the Portland Argus styles it. 
Then tbe Inconsistency of placing lumber on 
the free list while a duty of over one hun- 
ered per cent, was kept on rice can be ex- 

plained. It can be said and truthfully, that 
to have treated both alike, would have jeop. 
ardlzed the bill inasmuch as it would have 
roused the hostility of Democratic represen- 
tatives from the South; that it would have 
prevented the taking of any step at all in the 
direction of free trade. The Argus hit the 
case exactly when It said that the only way 
to get rid of the tariff was by “insidious In- 
stallments.” Considered as an “insidious in- 
stallment” the Mills bill is defensible, even 
its inconsistencies. But the Commercial has 
not been wont to so regard It. It has been 
pleased to treat it as simply a reconstruc- 
tion of the protective system. Now in that 

aracter it is utterly indefensible. It works 
the grossest kind of Injustice. It is eulltv of 
favoring particular sections and particular 
Industries. It becomes a series of “gratui- 
tous injustices” which nobody can defend. 
Why does not our Bangor contemporary, 
like its candidate for Governor, have the 
courage of its convictions and defend the 
bill on the only ground that it can be de- 
fended, namely, that it is a step in the 
direction of free trade, and as long a step as 
was possible under the circumstances ? Why 
does it stultify itself by attempting to defend 
the bill as a permanent measure of tariff re- 
vision? Why does it hesitate to confess 
what is the truth, that the Democratic party 
is a free trade party, and that its intention is 
to place the tariff on a free trade basis as 

fast as practicable? Is it scared? 

The Portland A Ogdensburg Lease. 
The citizens of Portland will be called 

upon to-morrow to vote on the question of 
accepting the proposed lease of the Portland 
& Ogdensburg to the Maine Central. It is 
a question in which every citizen of Portland 
has an interest and therefore every citizen 
should express his opinion upon it at the 
polls. 

The proposition is undoubtedly so clearly 
understood that it is unnecessary to state it 
in detail at the present time. Substantially 
the Maine Central railroad agrees to pay the 
city #50,000 a year for 999 years for the use 
of the Ogdensburg road and give the citizens 
of Portland the same advantages from the 
road that they are now getting. It is all the 
offer either to purchase or lease which the 
Ogdensburg has received, and there is no 

reasonable prospect that in the event of its 
rejection any other offer will come either 
from the Maine Central or any other source. 
The practical question then for the people of 
Portland to settle is whether to let the Maine 
Central have the road or keep it and continue 
to run it as it has been run. A vote against 
the lease means a vote in favor of continuing 
the present policy. llas the existing policy 
yielded such results as to warrant its contin- 
uance? It is admitted that since-the road 
was completed it has never returned one 
cent to its principal owners, the citizens of 
Portland. On the other hand it has failed to 
pay its fixed charges even, it lias fallen into 
bankruptcy, the second mortgage bondhold- 
ers have had to take possession of the prop- 
erty, and encumber it with a mortgage of 
over $200,000 to put it in a reasonably safe 
condition for trade and traffic. But since the 
second mortgage was wiped out it has re- 

turned nothing to the stockholders, and its 
earnings have hardly sufficed to pay its fixed 
charges and keep the road bed in tolerable 
condition. Its earnings too have shown no 

tendency to increase, but on the contrary the 
tendency has apparently been the other way. 
Judging the future by the past there Is there- 
fore no reasonable prospect that if the road 

continues to be run under its present condi- 

tions the city will never realize a cent from 
Its investment. Furthermore, the danger is 
ever present while the present arrangement 
continues that the city’s interest will dwindle 
away by failure of the road to earn sufficient 
to pay its fixed charges and keep the road 
bed and track in safe condition, or be swept 
away suddenly by some costly disaster. To 
keep it and run this risk is alternative to 
leasing the road to the Maine Central. 

But it is urged by the objectors to the lease 
that we ought to take more time to consider 
the matter, that we ought not to act hastily, 
that by waiting we may get a better offer. 
A correspondent of the Press yesterday 
urged this point. Now this road lias practi- 
cally been in the market for years. Some 
years ago the Canadian Pacific directors 
came down here and inspected it. We wait- 
ed In hope of getting an offer from them. 
But we got none; on the other hand the 
Dominion Parliament passed an act making ^t impossible for that road to ever purchase 
or lease the Ogdensburg. Two years ago 
the Maine Central made an offer Jot the road. 
It was urged then that we had better wait 
and see if we could not get a better offer. 
We rejected the offer and waited. With 
what result? With the result of getting 
another offer from this road—a poorer one 
than the first—and no offer from any other 
source whatever. There has been plenty of 
time for everybody who wanted this road to 
make an offer for it, but no person and no 
corporation except the Maine Central rail- 
road has made such an offer or given the 
slightest intimation that any such offer 
would be made in the future. It is manifest- 
ly absurd to delay action on this offer with 
the expectation of getting one from any other 
source. Then the only other ground for de-

thoroughly understood, for if they are under- 
stood then the people of Portland are just as 
well prepared to vote on them to-morrow as 
they will be a week or a month or a year 
hence. Now are they thoroughly under- 
stood? The lease has been published In full 
In the dally papers. The ablest lawyers in 
the city have publicly discussed it, and their 
remarks have been published in full in the 
newspapers. Kverybody who had a word to 
say in regard to the matter, or a question to 
ask, has had liberty to do so through the 
columns of the Pkebb and no doubt of the 
other papers also. Nobody has claimed, 
however, that he did not understand the 
lease or was not In possession of sufficient 
facts to enable him to make up his mind. 
Our correspondent of yesterday doesn’t pre- 
tend to be in doubt on either of these points. 
After a question is thoroughly understood 
there is no reason to delay action upon it. 
The sooner it is settled, the better. 

But to the objection to delay, that it will do 
no good, is added in this case the objection 
that it may do much harm. It may deprive 
us of the chance of taking advantage of 
the present opportunity to dispose of the 
road. The Maine Central has not agreed to 
keep its offer open Indefinitely. On the con- 
trary it is understood to want an answer 
without unnecessary delay. A policy of 
delay is therefore liable to result in 
the withdrawal of the Maine Central" 
offer, and deprive the people of Portland of 
the opportunity to dispose of this road which, 
we think, the great majority of citizens of 
Portland believe should be embraced. 

The objections to the terms of the lease 
have all been answered and it Is not neces- 
sary to go over them. Our correspondent of 
yesterday was grossly in error, howevpr, 
when he assumed that the sum of moicj the 
city was guaranteed for the road was a 
“mere bagatelle." The original loan of the 
city to the Portland & Ogdensburg road was 
$1,380,000. $80,000 a year is almost four per 
cent cp this sum, and If the effect of this 
lease is to ffimie the stock of the road worth 
$50 a share, as it probably will be, the city 
by disposing of its stock can recover nearly 
the principal of Its original investment. 
This is much more than a “mere bagatelle." 

SPECS. 

A Mark of Learning and Culture of 
Various Times. 

When Alessandro dl Spina of Florence in- 
vented spectacles, be believed he was con- 
ferring a benefit on all those of the human 
race who suffered from defective vision. It 
cannotbe surmised that he ever anticipated 
that they would be used as marks of social 
position and intellectual superiority by some 

tha nmwf oi*ri li/od nalinnn »4 it... _it- 

Yet, strange as it may appear, they have 
been put to this extravagant use, especially 
in Spain in former days, and latterly in Eng- 
land and America. In Germany the habit of 
wearing spectacles first began in affectation, 
consequent, it may reasonably be presumed, 
on the intercourse which existed between 
that country and Spain under Charles V. By this affectation, following the theory of nat- 
ural evoluion became a necessity, and now it 
is almost an obligatory badge of scholarship 
among all those who aspire to the distinction 
of being considered a savant in Germany. Mark Twain wittily observes that If he had 
the monopoly of the sale of spectacles in that 
country he would be momentarily rendered 
bappy.inasmuch as the revenue he would de- 
rive from it would supply all his wants. 

Jn the seventeenth century, In Spain, the 
wearing of spectacles by both the sexes was 
a mark of social eminence. For this reason 
they were worn by many who by right of 
birth were not entitled to them. It was then 
the custom that no one carried on a conver- 
sation until these brain-illuminators were 
first fixed on the nose, and adjusted careful- 
ly by the dainty pink-nailed fingers of their 
fair wearers. Although they were not nec- 
esscry, they kept them on while eating or 
attending public functions, such as theatres, 
concerts and bull fights so that they might 
command by this badge of nobility respect 
from those of the lower orders with whom 
they might be compelled to coma in contact. 
There is a story told of a young monk who, 
having accomplished for bis order a very dif- 
ficult task, was asked by the prior to request 
him any favor which It was in his power to 
grant, and it should be conceded to him. 
With grave and anxious looks he replied that 
he had long yearned to be permitted to wear 
spectacles. This request evidently gratified 
his superior, who, with an air o'f satisfied 
pride, said to the young monk, "Hermano, 
ponya las ojales "(Brother, put on specta- cles ), which concession filled the recipient 
with so much joy that he forthwith fell on 
his knees, and kissing the hand of the prior, earnestly expressed his gratitude for so great 
an honor having been thus readily bestowed 
upon him. There is another story told which 
shows how highly the right to wear these or- 
naments was esteemed. It is said that when 
the Viceroy of Naples, the Marquis d’Astor- 
gas was having his bust sculptured in mar- 
ble, he was most careful to have his best and 
largest spectacles put in, as be thought it 
could not be a good likeness of him if these 
necessary appendages of nobility were omit- 
ted. 

In this century the size of spectacles was 
also a matter of Important consideration, 
just as carriages and men-servants are now- 
adays. As a man’s fortune increased so did 
the size of his spectacles. And the Countess 
d’Aunoy assures us that as men rose in po- 
litical and social rank the higher the specta- 
cles were placed on their noses. She also 
states from personal observation that some 
oi loose worn oy me grandees were as large 
as her head, ana that lor this reason these 
great personages obtained the sobriquet of 
ocales. These glasses were for the most 
part made in Venice, until the Venetians,out 
of revenge, played a trick on the Spaniards. 
It is recorded that the Marquis de Cueva 
w ith two other nobles undertook to set the 
arsenal of Venice on fire by means of burn- 
ing glasses, and thus render up the city to 
King of Spain. To be revenged for this at- 
tempt on their city, tbe Venetians caused a 
large number of tnese spectacles, or ocales, 
to be made of burnfDg-glass, and had them 
set in frames of explosive material, so that 
when the sun’s rays beat upon them they 
would heat it so that it would explode, and 
thus blind their wearers. It is said that this 
desired end was actually arrived at, but with 
no more disastrous consequence than the 
burning ot the eyebrows, eyelashes and hair 
of the wearers, a circumstance which made 
the Spaniards very irate with the Venetians, 
causing them to withdraw their custom for 
ocales from them forever. 

It would seem that the English caught this 
quaint and ridiculous custom from Spain, but 
not to appear slavishly imitative, they 
adopted the eyeglass, that vain decoration of 
a man’s face which Coleridge described as “a 
piece of glass stuck in a fop’s eye to show 
that he was a coxcomb.” How many men 
wear this curious ornament for affectation,lit 
were useless to speculate; but it is known 
that in tbe greatest majority of cases it is 
worn to give the wearer a supercilious air 
which he in his inordinate vanity mistakes 
for a dignified one, and without which he 
would be unnoticeable among the thousands 
of commonplace beings with whom we come 
dally into contact. Fora time this single Piece of glass was much in vogue, but it has 
“y degrees given place to the more refined 

dangerous to the eye-sight ornament 
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Jn former days the rims of spectacles were made of bone and tortoise-shell, but tWs clumsy framework has given place to gold nickel and steel, so that a pair of spectac es 
can now be had winch weighs less than half 
an ounce. Still, the tortoise ahell frame 
with long handles of the same substance is in use for “ladies’ glasses,” for with them 

Insolent gazers may be the more easily “suub- bed,’ and unpleasant acquaintances, by an 
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The Great Banyan Tree of Calcutta. 
[Correspondence of New York Times.] 1 lie great “sight” of Calcutta is unques- 

tionably its splendid Batanical Garden, on 
the further shore of the Hooghly, and the 
giant banyan tree which stands in the midst 
of its palms and bamboos like a king amid 
his courtiers. It is true that the five-mile 
drive thither across the Canning Bridge 
and through the endless bazaars of Howrah 
(the Brooklyn of Calcutta) Is anything but an 

easy enterprise to achieve satisfactorily. If 
you start iu the morning the whole journey 
there and back is one long martrydom to a 
heat and dust and glare w hich only those 
who have been in India can fully appreciate. 
If you start in the evening you arrive just in 
time to see the whole garden vanish from 
your eyes into the deepening darkness of 
night, and have to console yourself perforce 
with the time-honored joke. “There w as 

nothing to be seen, and I saw it thoroughly.” The latter result attended the first effort 
which we ourselves made to reach the re- 
nowned banyan, and bazaar happening to be 
unusually full that night, our homeward 
drive through it in the dark, with an accom- 
paniment of shouting and whp-crackiug 
worthy of a royal “progress,” vividly recalled 
Sir George Trevelyan’s famous definition of 
“hi 1” as “a monosyllable used by cabmen 
and ornibus drivers preparatory to running 
over deaf people.” 

But such a spectacle as the monster tree of 
Calcutta is well worth a double journey, and 
our second attempt was more fortunate than 
our first. Starting from our hotel at 4 p. m. 
we reached the garden a little before 5, and 
had already driven more than half way 
across it when our “gharri” (carriage) halted 
suddenly at the entrance of a long straight 
auenue flanked by two ranges of loftv trees. 
ana our Bengali driver, pointed to tlie far 
end of it with his lean, brown forefinger, 
said impressively, "Dekho, burra gach walian 
bai” (Look, there is the Dig tree.) 

We followed the pointing finger with our 
eyes, but saw nothiug except a thick grove of small trees, in which the path seemed to 
lose itself, and this was ali we could make 
out till we got within about too yards of it" 
Then to our amazement, vve found that the 
supposed grove was all one giant tree,'and 
that its countless trunks were nothing more 
than tlie shoots which it had sent down into 
the earth from each of its mighty boughs, to 
take root there and spring up again till the 
whole plantation was covered. After walk- 
ing in many yards beneatli one huge bough, and nothing that this giant was only one 
among scores—some of which, although so 
vast and ponderous as to need supports of 
solid brickwork, seem mere twigs compared 
with the enormous mass of tlie parent stem 
—I began to have a clearer idea of the real 
size of this vegetable Goliath thau I could 
ever have gained from tlie inscription at- 
tached to one of the largest brandies stating 
that the girth of its trunk is 42 feet, that the 
circumfrence of its crown is 850 feet, and 
that it has sent down into the earth 252 “ae- 
rial roots.” 

The same inscription tells you that the 
tree is more than 100 years old. When it 
was first planted Warren Hastings was turn- 
his face homeward to figure in the greatest 
political trial which England had seen since 
Cromwell and his grim comrades sat in 
judgement upon “the man Charles Stewart.” 
Two-thirds of India and the whole of Bur- 
mah were still independent of the British 
crown. Frederick the Great was still reign- ing in Berlin. The French revolution lay hid in the unknown future, and tlie battle of 
American independence, though nobly fought, was not yet won. And it may be 
that when not one stone oi Calcuttta shall 
remain upon another, and when tigers shall 
prowl and vultures shriek over the ruins of 
the Viceroy's palace, the giant tree shall 
stand and uprear amid a vast solitude those 
mighty boughs that once shaded the bravest 
men and fairest women of India, a silent 
and solitary mourner at the tomb of that 
great empire whose childhood was coeval 
with its own.

Some Cepe Elizabeth Democrats 

After Keeper Hanna- 

Everyone who has been over to the Two 

Lights knows Marcus A. Hanna, the keeper. 
He wears over his lighthouse uniform a 

Grand Army button and a medal specially 
voted to him by Congress for heroism in 
saving the lives of members of the crew of 
the schooner Australia one cold January 
morning in 1885. Yesterday he was down to 
the Custom House, and around him were a 

company of Cape Elizabeth Democrats, who 
came with charges of offensive partisanship 
and negligence of duty against him. They 
presented the charges to Commander Batch- 
elder. The hearing was -private, and Com- 
mander Batchelder says that it would not be 
proper for him to make the charges public- 
But the raid on Keeper Hanna is a matter of 
common talk over on Cape Elizabeth, and 
the details of it are in everyone’s mouth- 
There is not and has never been good feeling 
between the Light House and the Light 
Saving Station on the Cape. As the Life 
Ssovpra oro tha mno» 

stirred up quite a hornet’s nest around 
Keeper Hanna’s ears. Yesterday their par- 
tisans came over to make out the Keeper an 

offensive partisan because four years ago he 
made a bet on Mr. Blaine’s election, presided 
at a meeting where Mr. lieed spoke and 
served on the Republican town committee. 
They also declare that both the Keeper and 
his wife picked up drift wood unlawfully 
about seven years ago on the place formerly 
owned by H. L. Staples; that he gave picnic 
parties privilege to go on to premises not his 
own; that he ran a public stable on the 
premises charging half a dollar for feeding a 

horse; and that he neglected his duty on a 

certain occasion last year when one of the 
lights was out for a short time. To sustain 
these charges quite a company came over 
from the Cape, most of them Democrats. 
There were Thomas Haskell, Democratic 
Collector of Cape Elizabeth, First Selectman 
Michael J. Peebles, also a Democrat, Ed- 
ward F. Hill, Democratic Town Treasurer, 
and Third Selectman Augustus F. Skillin, 
another Democrat; Life Saving Station 
Keeper Horace Greely Trundy, Hiram 
Staples and Sumner N. Dyer, were also there 
as witnesses. Mr. Hanna was there to meet 
the charges. It is understood that he admit- 
ted that he was an offensive paitisan four 
years ago in the respects charged, but denied 
that what little he had had to do with poli* 
tics had in any way caused neglect of duty. 
As to the light being out once, it is said that 
it was caused by the breaking of a chimney, 
an accident which Mr. Hanna's friends say 
was not occasioned by neglect of duty. 
What the Light House authorities will do 
with the charges is not known; and very 
likely little attention will be paid to them as 
the trouble seems to arise from a quarrel long 
standing between Keeper Hanna and some 
of his neighbors. Mr. Hanna refuses at pres- 
ent to make any public statement, as the 
matter he says Is in the hands of the proper 
authorities, the Light House Board. He 
does say, however, that the whole thing he 
believes to be a conspiracy against him.

YOBK COUNTY.

perell drills. Extra care was taken in load- 
ing the goods, for they were going all the way 
through to \ ancouver without a change. From there they will be shipped to China. 
Eight hundred bales comprise the shipment, 
which Is the third made by the Pcpperell 
and Laconia Mills within six weeks. Each 
bale contains 15 cuts, averaging 15 pounds to 
the cut. The cloth is packed in burlap, baled by hydraulic pressure and tied by nine 
strands of coarse hemp cord. The bales look 
as if they might be sent around the world 
without fear of breaking apart. 

Hunting for Cold. 
Swanville people are interested in the 

queer actions of some mysterious diggers at 
Bog Hill, in that town. A correspondent of 
the Belfast City Press thus tells of them: 

“There are at present mysterious move- 
ments in progress around Bog Hill; several 
persons of both sexes have been seen dig.
