Joved disciple, because in certain latitudes
it blooms on that salnl’s day; and they gave
Lhe scarlet lychnis, sometinies called the great
candlestick, to St. John the Baptist, because

these times, in a spitit of the deepest devout-
ness. The winter bellebore, too, baving been
in bloom to witness his conversation, is sa-

ately, the tone’of the system is suddenly
lowered, and the bodily force materially
weakened, while, if contiuued to the point of
producing a cessation of respiration, revivifi-
cation is atended with great difficulty, fre~
quently being altogether impossible, Witn
ether, on the coutrary, while producing in-
sensibility less rapidiy, the effect on the sys-
tem is certain to be unattended by any hurt-
ful result—tbat is unless the grossest care=
lessmess is displa,ed in administeriag it—md
its ultimate action is quite sufficient for all
nurposes ol surgery. Dr. Schill is so con-
vinced of the facts which he has ascertained
as to affirm that every case of death resust-
ing from the application of ather is wholly
dae to the ireompelency of the physician by
whom it may have been administered. In a
word, the investigation has proved t(hat
while ether may be inhaled by any oue if due
caution is exercised, chlorolorm depends for
its safe use upon some unknown quantity in
the organization of the person inbaling it,
and eonsequertly in despite of the most
watchful eare it may prodace death. If ne
other result was gained Dy vivisection than
the determination of this important point in
medical science, the unlortunate dogs and
rabbils and chickens and frogs whe bave been
offered up on the altar of progress wouid not
have died in vain; and sorry though we may
be for the poor little sufferers, we cannot but
believe, to paraphrase the obituary notices,
that their ioss is our gain.

As to this wondertul *English word cabal,”
of course we have all heara the story avout
the five (stotesmen; baving doue so at the
same ime that we learned that crocodiles en-
ticed men to the banks of the Nile by weep-
ing aud wailling, and then devour them. But
let us se¢ what Richardson and Latham say
about it, men who bad more kuowledge of
Eoglish words in the parings of their nails
than all the *“‘skilled talent” of the Nassan
street organ, assisted by a selcetion of quack
doclors, cun]ﬁ dcquire trom now until dvoms=
day, First, Richardson says:

" Bchools of applied science onght therefore, il
possible, to be placed in the immediate vicinity
of schools of abstract science, that the profess-
ors and students in each kind of study might
stimulate the other to a freer thought and io-
vestigation, The higher the class of inteliects
thus broaght into close relations the more rapid
wouid be the progress, both in science and in-
ventions. 1t was for the pecumary advantage
of the whole nation that the highest genius for
mire gcience, as well as that of practical inven-
tion, should be fostered and educated in the
best manner.

He would acknowledge that many great me-
chunieal inventions, and some chemical arts of
value, had been the work of practical men
without the aid of science. Baton the other
hand he would refer to electricity and chemis-
try, navigation und engineering for numerous
instances of the most valuable practical arts
resulting from scientific devotion to truth for
truth’s sake, in men of exceptional genins, ex-
ceptional industry, and exceptional learning,
Such men were rare, therefore it was the
greater loss to the nation if auy of them tailed
to find the opportunity for the highest cultare.

I did not wish them to
be subject to the risk of loss or seattering from
my careless bahits in the matter of preserving
decuments, They were to be beld for me, and
in so far as these papers were coucerned you
were only a friendly trustee, holding papers
subject to my wishes. Mr. Tilion has made a
deadly assanlt vpon me, and has used letters
and fragwents of letters purporting to be copies
of these papers. Are these extracts gennine? |
Are they garbled? Whatare their dates; what,
if anythiug, has been left out and putin? You
refuse my demand for these papers on the
