[T. W. Hizginson m Woman's Journal,
The Late Lady Amberley.

There came to Newport, some yea:s since,
in the height of “the season, a young mar-
ried lady tweaty-three years old or therea-
bouts, who attracted a good deal of attention,
She could not be direcily deseribed as beauti-
ful, though her face was fair and thoaghtiul;
iar as elegant, though her manneis were
frank and winning; nor as brilliant, though
she was full of thought and observation,
There was so much of the ineonvenient qual-
ity of “earnestuess” about her; she seemed
so much like an intelligent schocl-teacher or
normal school-girl, that she would have been
very easily passed by in the circles of fashion
had she been au American. But she being
Viscountess Am berley, the daughter of Lord
Stanley of Alderley, and the daughter-in-law
of Earl Russell, it was not easy or agreeable
to overlook her. There is a fixed im pression
al our watering-places that visiting-cards
which bezin with “Lady” instead of **Mps.”
haye an ornamental look cn a card-plate ; and
{ndeed they are very apt, like the larger
lumps of sugar, to lie always near the Lop.
At any Yate, those who had leass sympathy
with the expressed opinions of Lady  Amber-
ley were still glad to atteud her; and those
who sought her in spite of her social position,
ratker than because of it, were amused in
watchinz the uneasy efforts of society to fix
the right place of one who was at once a for-
eigoer, a lady of rank and a radical.

She had too much of the honest and almost
btusque quality of English manners to know
or care much for all this. Sowmetimes, indeed,
her indifference went almost too far; aund a
few genunine instances of Ere-occupation or
iseourtesy, made her the objeet of oceasional
attack and of absurd exaggeration, many
things being atiributed to her whizh she nev-
erdid or would have done. Those with
whom she had spent an hour were sometimes
offended at her; but those in whose houses
she had stayed were almost always her best
friends; and this shows that any faults of
manner were suparficial, and that the noble
qualities were the real ones. Indeed, it
seemed to me that a good deal of the erili-
cism made upon her was simply a piece of
seli~defense on the part of thuse to whom res-
olute courage and her mlcs‘a;sinﬂé'1 activity of-
fered constant rebuke, Sidney Smith said of
his clerical brethren in Engiand, that they
felt much in this way about Mrs, Elizabeth
Fry, the Quaker reformer: “‘She disturbs
their repose and gives rise to distressing com-
parisons; they long to burn her alive,” There
was visible something of this emotion, in some
quarters, about Lady Amberley.
It happened, also, that she was very fear-
less in demanding of people a very different
standard from that which they were wont to
recognize. She asked lanzuid young men
what they thought of Stuart Mill's late ad-
dress before the University of Glasgow. She
asked fashionable young ladies whether they
had been at college, and ir not, why uot.
There was nothing especially censorious in
her way of putting these things; she really
wished to understand about them. Then she
thought our young ladies ill-educated, and
sbe could not atfirst understand what we
tried to explain—Lhat the well-educated girls
in Americs were not usually to be tound at
watering-places, nor, indeed, in “zociety’ it-
self, but were more commonly the daughters
of ministers and mechanies in small country
towns, Afterward, when she had visited
Vassar College and the public schools, she
understood this for hersell, and admitted that
it would have been unfair to judge of the gen-
eral education of Anerican girls by that of
watering-place belies.
She was keen, quick, and eagerly observ-
ing. At the first ball she attended in Ameri-
ca, she said to me: “‘Never before did I
have the slightest conception wbat Haw-
thorne meant bly his deseriptions of English
wowen. Now I understand them, for I see
that Awerican women after middle life grow
thin instead of stout; and Eunglish women
must look coarse as they grow older, to an
American eye.”” Thus quick and frank—and
sometimes, no doubt, hasty—were all her ob-
servations and conclosions, She came dis-
posed to like America, and did like it, I
think, very much, The Boston radical cir-
cles especially interested her, and she wrote
me that she had never, on the whole, been in
any society she liked so well.
et che had met from childhood at her *
ther’s house the most cultivated men in Eng-
land. Mr. Mill, especially, bad been in .
mate there; and she revered him beyond ul
others. She showed the influence of
school almost too fully, and was rather re-
formatory than poelic in her tastes, Taking
her to see LaFarge's fine illustrations of
“Men and Women,” T was disappointed to
find that she cared little about them, and was
wholly indifferent to Browning's poems,
though greatly enjoying his personal society.
Perbhaps, in growing older, the ideal side of
her nature would bave been developed equal-
ly with the intelectual and practieal; and
this is another reason {>r mouriing her early
death.
The woman suifrage movement in England
will miss Ler ardext and daring advocaey;
and, thouga her example hod less dircet
weight in the United States, there is yet a pe-
culiar ground ot loss for us. - There are now
many cultivated and influential Englishmen
who have visited Amesica; hnt there are ver
few such Englishwomen., American trave!-
ers in England are now often surprised by the
familiarity with the details of Awmrerican life
and history exhibited by the men whom they
meet; but among the women of England
there is a vast abyss of ignorance in all that
relates to us. 'Che loss of asingle English
woman of rank and soelal influence, who had
personally bridged the barrier and seen us as
we are, is a just source of deep regret; even
were it a person less conspicuous for rank,
courage, and virtue than Lady Awmberley,

The Deteriorated Breed of Ghosts.

The last number of (he London Spectator
laments what it styles *“the deteriorated breed
of ghosts,”” and attributes it to “the demo
cratic tendency of the age.”” It says, witha
free sprinkliag of French words:

“The ghosts of a century, oreven half a
century ago—the ‘ghosts of the old school,
as they have been called—used to feel ita
solemn privilege to be ghosts. They ac-
knowledged something grand, something of
obligation, in their state. They seemed to
say, Mystere oblige as the nobility used to say,
Noblesse oblige.

Tue HorkL oF THE Furune.—The follow-
ing is the translation of an article in a Berlin
paper which will convey*an idea of the Ger-
man estimates of the coming American hotel :

The hotel will
have no stairs, but five hundred balloons will
always be ready to take visitors up to their
rooms. No room waiters are to be employed,
but visitors will be served by a newly  pa-
tented automatic, put in every led rcom,
who will do all shaving, shampocing, ete.,
for the g{uesls by a very simple and ingenious
mechanism, Supposing tbe ggest. requires
hot water, the automatic will be able to call
down stairs; “A bucket of water up to room
number one miilion three thousand oue
huadred and seven,” and the water will be
up in seven seconds by a pattened elevator.
Half an hour betore table d hote, instead of
the ringing of bells, a gun (twenty-four
pounder)wiil be fired on each floor to call
he guests to get ready for their meals. The
ables in the dining rooms will be measured
our miles each, attendance to be performed
by twelve wai'ers on horseback. on either
side of the table. Music during table d hote
will be played—gratis—by eight bands of
seventy-seven men each. For the eonveni-
ence of visitors a railway will be built on
each floor as bﬁn as telegraph offices.

I see by the last report that a small-
er population, in the state of Rhode Island,
pro‘iuces articles of manufacture of the |
value of consider ably more than $100,000,000,
The fact serves Lo show the difference be-
tween the manufacture, carried on by the
aid of machinery on a large scale, of a great
variety of articles of universal utility, and the
piddling processes of the unaided band in
produc%lg the petty objects of a snull-box
commerce.

Tre American * Railway Master Me-
chanic Association have taken steps 1o
lessen the frequency of railroad accidents, by
setting on foot inquiries in regard to the vse
of brakes and the counstruction of locomotives,
Circulars are to be sent to all railroads, asking
for a deseription of the continuous brakes in
use, the cost of their maintenance and re-
pair, accidents caused by their failure to act
at eritical times, and their effect on ecar wheels
as compared with the hand brake. Informa-
tion is also asked about the improvements in
boilers and water boxes in lccomotives, the
nse of spark arresters and smoke consumers,
&e. These last pertain rather to the comfort
than to the safety of travelers, but are not
the less of public iuterest. From the data
collected it is thought that conclusions of
great benefit to the managers of railroads
may be drawn.

Tuaere never has been a time when freights
from the interior of the country io the sea-
board and aeross the ocean have been as low
as during the present scason. During the
summer it has cost less than three cents a
bushel to send wheat from Chicago to Buftalos
less than twelve cents to New York, and only
twenty-eight and a half cents from Chicago
to Liverpool., It issaid that all the through
rallway lines have been doing this business at
a loss, particularly those less divect, The ex-
fsting lines have shown that they can lake
eare of the present business without great de-
tention to shippers, from which it may be
concluded that with the new road building,
there will be no 9ceasion for Mr, Windom’s
double track lines.

WANT 1IN MrxxesoTa.—The Mayors of the
larger cities are receiving communications from
a committee of the residents of Martin county,
Minnesota, who Lave been so geverely afflicted
with the locust plague during the past two
years, The communication states that the
red-legged locust or grasshopper of the plains
lighted on the fields in that county and com-
menced its ravazes, In a month the entire
crop with the exception of a small portion of
the cereals, was entirely destroyed, Several
other countiesin this State have suoffered from
this cause, but none so severely as this, aond in
all of the counties the 1088 was a hard one be-
cause the people are mainly engaged in agri-
cultural pursuits, and are  dependent
almost entirely upon their crops for sup-
port.  Of the §5000 appropriated by the
state for the aid of sufferers, Martin couunty,
with over a fonrth of the eutire population, re-
ceived less than one-twentieth part. The lo-
custs left after destroying the crop, and the
ground was literally filled with eggs, which
ware hatched in May of the present year, when
the ravages were renewed with results, if any-
thing, more deplorab’e than during the previous
season. In their course nothing was left for the
nourishment of man or beast. Labor has be-
come unsalable, and it is feared that if aidis
not received at once, the approaching winter
will be one of much suffering in this locality.
Money, clothing, flanvels, seeds, dried fruits
and groceries are earnestly solicited by the com-
mitlee. Those who desire to aid this people by
contributions can send them to the Com_
missions of Fairmount, Martin county, Minnd.
sota, via S. M. R. B. to Winnebago City,

The Pyikinn Celebration.

A THOUBAND RNIGHTS IN LINK.

The first celebration of the Knights of Pyth-
jas in Maine took place in this city yesterday.
and was very creditable to the young and flour-
ishing order. ‘The thiee lodges established in
this city have made the organization familiar
to our people. The Order was founded in the
city of Washington, by J. A, Rathbone, on the
19th of Febraary, 1864 1t now numbers over
125,000 members, and has comrades in every
state of the Union, in Capada, and in the
Sandwich Islands. It derives ils name from
the old story of Damon and Pythias, and its
principles are symbolized by the “F C.B.”
friendship, charity, benevoleuce, which are
DLlazoned on all its banners. Portland possesses
three lodges of Pythias, Bramball Lodge No.
3, with a membership of 239;: Munjoy Lodge
No. 6, with a membership of 150; and Pine
Tree Lodge with 50 members,

To the Order there are three grades of rank—
The Page, Esquire and Knight., These grades
are distinguished by thecolor in the shoulder
straps and in the escutcheon on the cap.
The uniforms consist of a black suit, over
which is worn a Dbaldric of blue, orange and
searlet, a white helmet or a black cap with a
band of silver lace, and the scatcheons of the
Order, shoulder-straps, sword and Dbelt, and
gauntlets,

-Some of the visiting Knights arrived Wed-
nesday noon, but the majority did not reach
here until an early hour yesterday morning, A
little after midoight the Grand Lodge of Rhode
Island, Hiram L. Heward, Grand Chancellor,
with delegates from sixteen lodges, under cs-
cort of delegates from Massachusaetts lodges,
accompanied by the Salem Brass Baund, put in
an appearance, Two hours later the Nerom-
bega Lodge of Bangor, and the Gardiner Lodge
of Gardiner, headed by tha Bangor Cornet
Band, arrived at the railway station. At five
in the morning the Webster and King Philip
lodges of Boston eame in on the steamer Forest
City, while a lictle later other Koights came in
on the New Brunswick, The Biddeford, Saco,
Lewiston and Saccarappa Koights came in on
trains soon after.

TIE PROCESSION.

The weather was fine anda better day for a
gtreet procession could not have been wished.
The Knpizhts assembled at Pythian Hall, from
which fleated the red-blue-orange baoner of
the Order, at nine o'clock. The sidewalks
were crowded with carious spoctators, and
many were the praises showered upoa the
Knights as they hurded to and fro in  their
showy uniforms.

The publistied route of procession was gone
over, and about noon the Kuoights embarked
for the clam-bake at Hog Island. The digplay
was a brilliant one, the splendidly blazoned
banuvers of the Portland lodges, the parti-color-
ed pennons of the visiting camps, the glitter-
ing helmets and showy baldricks of the
Knights combining to make a procession the
lize of which has not been seen in Portland. It
was voted a decided soccess, and so won the
spectutors that the Order ip this state at least
will not soon cease its already marvelous
growlh,

AT THE ISLANDS,
1t is altogether probable that the steamer
New Brunswick never was more jammed with
humanity than when she lefv her wharf with
the Knights, Saloons, ladies cabin, deck and
burricane deck were a seething mass of Pyth-
ians, laughing, talking, joklng and singiog.
On the burricane deck were stationed the
bands, which did their best to drown the babel
of voices below, but with only pariial success.
Women struggled violently and pleaded touch-
ingly tv be admitted on board, but the hard-
hearted Pythian who presided over the gang-
way sternly informed them it was a party for
ganders only. The boat left her wharf a little
before one o’clock, and sailed about due vorth-
east unlil asmoking voleano was sighled on
the easterly end of Hog Island. The signal
was then given,engines slowed and the steamer
was brought to the wharf.
There is something absolutely maddening
in the odor of clams. We have scen men who
said they produced intoxication and they were
in a condition which seemed to justify the as-
sertion. The effect of this aroma was visible as
soon as the boat touched the§wharf yesterday.
Decorous Knights instantly plunged pell mell
for the gang-way. It was useless for the bold
Knight whbo stood on the hurricane deck to cry
“(Geutlemen, getto the starboard! The boat
will heel over!” &c. The clams had been
ted and the speciesof emotional insanity
produced was only to be subdued by huge doses
of the bivalves,
As fast as they pot on shore the Knights
seated themselves at the long tables which had
been set it the grove, the seaweed was raked
off the smoking pile and the tables loaded with
lobsters, clams, eggs, green corn and potatoes,
It is no use to attempt to describe the scene
which followed. Doctors and apothecaries
were jubilant as they saw the indigestible vi-
aunds disappear.
After lunch the Knights devoted themseives
to physical exercises until five o'clock when
dinner was served, which, strange to relate,
was devoured with as much eagerness as the
lunch a few honrs before. The capabilities of
the human stomach are pastall finding out.
It was intended atfthis meal to indalze in what
is tritely called a *“‘feast of reason,” but no
sooner had the tables been cleared than a gen-
eral stampede to the boat took place. Tt was
Dg use to attempt to stop it, and so the toast
master found his cecupation gone.
When the boat arrived at the wharf in this
city the procession was re-formed and marched
to the City Hall, where it wae disbauded.

IN THE EVENING.
City Hall ia the evening presented a brilliant
appearance. The bLanners of the order were
hongz from the galleriea and the national flag
above the stage. Uniformed Huoights escorted
more than the usual amonnt of youth and
beauty in the promenade preliminary to th»
dance, and though the proposed band concert
bad to be dispensed with, the Bangor and
Portland bands furnished some excellent
music. Inthe Receptivn Hall the weary and
warm digciple of Terpsichore could rest and cool
off with an ice ecream and recuperate his or her
energies for the next polka.
Dancing commenced at about ten o'clock.
The couples literally covered the floor, The
mascnline dress was monotonous but the la-
dies’ presented all styles of make-up and all
shades of color. Crowds of spectators looked
down from the galleries upon the merry scere
below-ur peered in  from the halls, Dance fol-
lowed dance in'quick succession until an in-
spection of the clock and the railroad time ta-
bles compelled the visiting Knights to relue-
tantly take their departure forthe Pullman
traios, by which they returned to their homes.
It is-only just to say thatdthe celebration in
cvery respect was a success. A programme has
seldom been carried out with fewer mistakes,
There was, as far as wefcan learn, a total im-
mun ty from accident of any kind, and on the
island there was not even an approach to any
act which conld be characterized as  disarderly
or rowdyish,

The Saratoga Confcrence,
e

Imperiaant Regulations Adopted.
INpIaNAPoLis, Ind., Aug. 6.—The Secretary
of the recest conference at Saratoga of thoe
Managers of Trauk Lines and Western Rail-
roads gives some interesting information in re-
gard to the meeting,. He =ays that the follow-
ing is a substanze of the resolutions adopted at
the conference:

First, any Western road may keep an azent
in an Bastern city, provided Lhat such agent
shall pot be a building or contracting ageot,
aud shall be under the sapervision of the Tronk
Line Commissioners in respect to the mainte-
nance of rates; gecond, ratea on freights be-
tween common competitive pointa  east of
bonnd are to bhe  established by
the commissgioners, and rates both ways shall be
divided between the lines' carrying trade on
such a basis as they may agree upon; third,

that guestions aris ng out of rates for freight
by rail and on the lakes are to bs determined
by eastern and western commissioners jointly,
the plan to be agreed upoa by a majority of
each commission, recognizing obligations under
the existing conracts between the trank lines
and their orzanizad stermboat coanection on
the lakes, but giving the best practicable pro-
tection to all the rail lines; forch, the commis-
s'opers at the several western railroad centres
are to be nomivated by the respective compet-
ing hves, bat to be approved by all parties to
the agreement.  Commissioners are to he  lo-
caed in Cleveland, Cineinnati, Indianapolis,
Louisville, St. Louis, Chicago, Detroit, aud at
such other points as tha westwern lines may

hereafter choose.

The commissionera for Cleveland and Toledo
are to be appointed by lines centering at thesé
points. An agreement is being drawn up, to
be signed by all Western roads in the interest,
with the exception of specific matters passed
upon above the preseut contract tetweed New
York Ceptral and Penusylvama Railroads,
which form the basis of azreement. The sever

al fast freight, dispatch and colored lines will
be direeted Lo stop buying or prescoting paid
tickets to any of their patrons.  There are Lwo
bureaus of commissioners, an Eastern and
Western burean.

POLITICAL A ND SOCIAL,

During the past week and for some time past,

reports have come from the states of Louisiana,
Miesissippi, and Alabama, of an organization
known as the White League. It is a secret
society and is desizned to unite the white men
against his elored fellow citizens. The order is
spréading very fast and as its purpose is to
overcome rather than to conciliate and run the
colored voter, we may expect serious conse-
quences. In this direction are the resolutions
of the Democratic State Convention of Alaba-
ma which met last Thursday, They declare
against the colored man and eall upon white
men to unite to crush out wha they call negro
equality. The paper of a rebel] recegtly par-
doned by Congress, makes proclamation to the
white meu to defend a white man’s govern-
ment, in terms calculated to stir up bad feeling
which will lead to bloodshed. In Vicksburg,
Misgs,, there is trouble between the colored men
#nd whites, the exact merits of which are un
kaown, Gov, Ames has asked the President
to send two companies of troops to that
Jocality just for fear of trouble and to
exercise a healthy influenca Dby their
presence. With this request, the Pres-
ident has declinved to comply. He will only
send troops when the Governor represents that
they are mecessary to prevent domestiz vio-
Jence, The issue now pending in the South
will be watched with deep interest.

Senator Morton, who is the Republican leader
of the south-west, has during the past week de-
Jivered a speech on the political issues of the
hour, He thinks there is no chance for a third
party, and that tlée Republican party is needed
for the work of the future. He concludes that
1he negro question isn’t settled, and that the
Republican party can but deal with the trans-
portation problem. He shows himself rather a
follower thau director of publig opinion by de-
clariny in favor of currency expansion.

The question of races either in a social cr po-
litical aspect, appears in the case of the colored
cadet, J. N, Smith of the West Foint Military
Academy, who was dismissed without being al-
lowed to graduate because of deficiency in cer-
tain studies, He has made a statement to the
effect that he was dismissed, not for deficiency,
but in accordance with sugzestions from high
authority to prevent the War Department the
trouble of assigning him to regiments with
white officers, where he would be an equal, In
reply toJthis, a professor at West Point is re-
ported to have said that more allowance was
made for the colored cadet, and more pains tak-
en with bim than there would have been with
any other student similarly dull and vicious,

CRIME S AND CASUALTIES,

The flood in Moravia, a distriet of Austria,
reported last week proves more severe than
stated, Eleven villages and two towns were
devastated. The distriet where the storm oc.
curred is very mountainous as was the case
where the storms occarred near Pittsburg, Pa.,
and in Eareka, Nevada. Itis said that these
#torms are likely to occur in localities of a simi-
lar conformation. The three floods reported,
oecurred very nearly at the same time, though
thousands of miles apart. .

The reservoirs above refarred to, cannot be

provided against by mar, but the evidence in-
creases fthat he deesn’t take car of thtee he
can make safe. The latest instance of this
carelessaess is furnished by Trenton N, I
where the main reservoir for furuishing the
ci'y with water, containing 30,000,000 gallons,
gave way and vearly the entire quantity was
poured in a flood into the city.  Several houses
were swept from their foundations, ceilars filled
aud considarable damage done.

Only the young braves who haven't been
1o Wasoington and don’t believe much about
Uncle 8am’s power, are anxious to take the war
path. Daring the week several insignificant
raids are reported on the part of the ludians;
the troops are getting briskly after them and
as a consequence several sharp fights have
occurred. The following are the most impor-
tant: On Canadian tiver, in north-western
Texas, nine Comanches were killed last week,
White scalps were found in their possession,
A seyere fight is reported near Jackson, Texas,
but isn’t confirmed. An Indian village com
posed of raiders was surprised at Oil Creek
Mountains Wyoming Territory, and 25 killed
and 100 wounded; two soldiers were killed
and three wonndad,

Quite a number of fires are reported the past
week, among which are the following: Richie’s
mills, Newcastle N. B., one man burned,
Salem Ind., loss $100,000. A square of small
Jouses in New Orleans, loss $15,000, The four
factories of Messrs, White of Danbury Ct.,
Juss heavy and 80 people out of employment.

N. B,, loss $30,000 and 80 men out of employ-
went. Nos, 57 & 59 South 8t. Chicago, damage

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL.

The Secretary of the Treasury has called in
$20,000,000 of coupon 5-20 bonds of the third se-
ries, dated May 14th, 1862, and £5,000,000 of
resistered bonds, The interest on these bonds
will cease November 1st,

The Secretary of the Treasury decines that all
lines of steamers plying between the United
States and British provinces on the Atlantic
coast, must conduct their business in all re-
spects as foreign going vessels.

The Treasury Department is executing in the
spirit and to the letter, the rules of the civil
service reform. The Secretary is making ar-
rangements for the re-organization of the de-
partment.

The publie debt statement for July shows a
reduction of $1,283,866, which considering the
large aund unusual payments, is favorable, The
receipts of the mternal revenne burean coutinue
unusually large. Theexpenditures of the gov-
ernment for the fiscal year ending June 30th,
1874, were $287,133,873.17. The currency in
Uncle Sam’s box is increasing, the amount be-
iug nearly $17,000,000 Monday, while the coin
holds its own, During the month of August
$5,000,000 of gold will be sold. The treasury
payments for July were $16,516,576.08.

Congressman Platt of Va. has brought a libel
suit against the publishers of the Sunday Ga-
zette of Washicgton,

The Sepate naval committee will start on
their tour of inspection at once, They have it
in their power to recommend reforms in the
way of economy which will save the nation sev-
eral millions, The navy yards from the first
have been little better than asylums for the
lazy.

The War Department veports of the deaths
of Major Crittenden of the 5th Cavalry, and
Gen. J. A, Haskin, retired. Gen. H. had
charge of the defenses of Washington doring
the late war, having lost an arm in the Mexi-
can war,

FOREIGXN.

In France there have been few developments
of interest. I'he wrangle of factions continues
and nothing but MacMahon seems permanent,
The Assembly will adjourn from August 6 to
November 30. In the meantime the constitu-
tional committee will devise, or attempt to de-
vise, some constitutional measures, The com-
mittee is made up largely of Monarchists or
conservative men. The Bonapartists have no
representative thereon. With the MacMahon
ministry, ths Bonanartists are suspected, and
their honses are searched for treasouable docu~
ments. The Republican government of Spain
complains that the MacMahon government
gives aid and comfort to the Carlists. Of late
several Bourbon adherents have been bold
enough to declare in the Assembly that they
considered it their right and duty to do every
thing in their power to establish a monarehy.

During the week slight Republican successes
are voted, but there has been no great change.
The guestion of armed Intervention has been
discussed, but the English government declares
that it never had a thonght of it, and dees not
thiuk that other powers will consider the prop-
osition favorably. The question of acknowl-
edging the republie of Spain has also been con-
sidered but these crowned heads and their gov-
ernments are very careful not to recoguize too
much repablicanism in Europe.

In the British House of Commons the public
worship vegulation bill has passed to a third
reading.In Germany there is nothing new as re-
gards the conflict between the state and Romish
church. It is said thatthe Catholic bishops have
forwarded a protest declaring that they cannot
submit to one sided laws and asserting that
legislation respecting the church belongs to the
Pope alone.

The international Congress does not seem to
be doing much.

BUSINESS, ETC.

There is u general feeling that business will
begin to revive by the end of August. Crops
are good, money is plenty in money centers,the
dry goods and iron trade are quickentng a little
and speculation is generally at a low ebb.

The other day the Chicago grain gamblers
succeeded by the aid of Toronto capital in mak-
ing a corner of corn by which the price was ad-
vanced about 15 cents on a bushel, Several
small dealers were ruined, but the leaders made
something. A corner in oats was made in New
York the same day. A full report of the vari-
ous markets may be found elsewhere,

THE GREAT SCANDAL,

Because of the ahsence of any reliable facts
the past week relative to the scandal which so
seriously affects the character of Rev. H. W.
Beecher and others, the papers of New York
and Brooklyn have been filled with all sorts of
reports, ramors and interviews. All sorts of
people are anxious to get their names into print in
connection with this deplorable affair, like the
cegkney who pined to be kicked by the Duke of
Buckingham that his name might appear in
the court record in connection witk that of the
noble lord.

Last week we left Tilton surprised at an
arrest for libelling Mr, Beccher on a warrant
procared by the complaint of one (aynor, an
attache Jof the Brooklyn Argus, the paper
which espouses Tilton's cause. Since that time
Mr. Tilton has appeared in court, and the up-
shot of the whole affair is that the case will be
dismissed. Tilton says he had nothing what-
ever to do with the affair, and Gaynor, who
appears to be a notoriety seeker, claims the ac-
as his own for the good of society. The Broolk-
Iyn Investigating Committee bave been holding
sessions nearly every evening, but little that
has transpired there has been made public. For
more than a wesk the Committee have been
looking for Frank Moulton, who as a friend to
both parties is mixed up with the whole scan *
dal, if he was not indeed the confederate of
Tilton in the whole business. For a week
previous to Tuesday he was flitting about the
country, being one day the guest of Gen. Bat-
ler at Bay View on Cape Cod, another at Nar-
ragansett, R. I, and a third visiting a sick
wife. Tuesday he was seen in Brooklyn by the
reporters of the Argus and the Eagle, The
former represents him as saying that he had
received no request to appear before the Com-
mittee, while ths Iatter declares that he said
that he found at his house two requests dated
July 27th and 20th, but had not yet received
the letter from Mr. Beecher requesting him to
appear and tell all he knew, He told the
Eagle reporter that he would not appear un-
less he received a request from both parties to
do so. Moulton thinks the trouble should have
been arranged by compromise. He declined to
say whether or not he had the original letters
in his possession. Frank Carpenter, who has
made a great deal of talle about the scandal,
refuses to appear before the Committee, Mr,
Tilton conld not let a week pass without pub-
lishing a letter. The last is addressed to the
Investigating Committee and declines to fur-
nish the original letters of Mr. Beecher and
Mrs. Tilton, which he says he was willing 1o
do before the Committee when he appeared
there and which it was agreed one of its mem-
bers should examine, but who, he says, never
called npon him. He says he is advised to this
course by his legal counsel, intimating that he
was arrested at the snggestion of Beecher's
friends. He also charges that the Cemmittes,
though composed of honorable men, are bound
to exonerate Mr. Beecher and criminate him
(Tilton.)

The Committee has also given to the public
the authorized cross-examination of Muys, Til-
ton, Itis very long and is only explamatory of
her statement, an abstract of which was given
last week, She complains at all times, even
when she was very sick, that her husband
never gave her any more attention than if he
had been an entire stranger. She asserts that
years ago he began to eriticise Mr. Beecher and
repeat scandals respecting him and other ladies
than Mrs, T, long before she had an idea that
he was suspicious of her—that when Mr.
Beecher came to visit her in sickness, she al_
ways made it a point to tell him (Mr. T.) al)
the conversation and inform him of every visit
—that at length he began to charge her in fits
of passion with improper and ecriminal action
With Mr. Beecher, which she always resented,
and until it became 4 common ocearrence, with
indignation—that Ler husband has constantly
belittled her and treated her with indignity in
publie, telling her to keep away from him in
hotels and public places and once declaring in |
a party that he would give $500 if she was not
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by his side. She reiterated her denials of Te-
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Tilton (at Beecher's house) that it mnever
occurred; and in the other instance, where she
and Mr, Beecher were found in a sleeping
room, she says that Tilton left them there and

returned in five minutes finding them as when

he went out. In reference to the letters written

by her accusing Mr. Beecher, she said that all
of them were written by Tilton and copied by
her in bed from severe illness or at his personal
solicitation nearly amounting to violence, on
the pretext that it would help him in the ad-
justment of his business troubles. The note
declaring that Mr. Beecher asked her to be his
wife, “with all that it implies,”” she told him
at the time was false and wrong, but he repre-
sented that it was necessary to help him out of
the Woodhull affair. She says she also went
to Dr, Storrs and told him the letter written to
him was false. Tilton was always excited
when he asked for these letters, and usually did
so after consultations with Moulton. She even
declares that when she gave some of these let-
ters she was unconscious of the act from great
sickness, aud cannot now recall what tnok
place. She denies telling Miss Anthony that
she had done wrong with Beecher, but remem-
bers of telling ber as a friend of the unfaithful-
ness of Mr, Tilton, who frequently admitted
that during his lectaring tours he had commit-
ted adultery and did so as often as he desired,
In the course of the cross-examination Mrs.
Tilton says that Tilton accused her of criminal
condaet with other men than Mr. Beecher.

Wednesday a number of letters passed be-
tweea Mr. Beecher and Mr. Moulton, which
are published elsewhere. Mr. Moulton is to
testify.
