Blackwood's Magazine for July, the

The first is a collection of gems of vena 

which have a family likeness; examples ot 
one subject variously treated by poets of dif- 
ferent ages. The writer says: “We have di- 
rected our readers’ attention throughout to. 
no caie of spurious imitation by baser hands, 
of noble jewels, nor to instances where they 
have been meanly purloined; we have aimed 
at exhibitin? their descent in the right line to 
one generation after another of the royaj 
family of poets.” 

In the second we have a picture of Flor- 
ence, in connection with George Eliot’s 
“Itomola;” and Venice, with which is asso- 

ciated in like manner George Sand’s “Con- 
suelo.” 

The third of these articles is a review of an 

“authentic memoir of that extraordinary war 

which England made on the Gold Coast last 
winter.” The book tells of the “ancient his- 
tory of the region;” “the troubles of the gov- 
ernors and traders of old;” “the Ashantee in- 
vasion which led to this last war, and the 
steps taken to meet it;” Us results, and the 
prospects of the settlements, giving altogether 
a very fair idea of the whole subject.

We confess that there is something of the

to apply the term figuratively to a class of pol- 
iticians and other classes of men who seek to 

accomplish their purposes by doing mean and 

dirty acts. Such, however, is not our pur- 
pose. Happily the kind of di;t consumption 
xnfaKKOil in r\ilf inlnn/.sln .-.4 

people, and in time only affects those who en- 

gage in it, as clay eating does the poor whites 
of the South who have the reputation of tak- 

ing their many pecks of dirt straight. 
Leavinsput of the account those indefati- 

gable people who insist in summer proces- 
sions enveloped in dust, and that strange 
multitude wbo never question the origin and 
character of ready made pie3 so generally 
furnished at a certain grade of eating houses 
and innocently accept as a genuine article 
the so-called compounds called codec, al- 
ways slopping about such places, there is 

every reason to believe that the man who 
made the statement (now unfortunately an 

adage) that every human being in a lifetime 
mu3t eat a peck of dirt, was excessively mod- 
est in his calculations. He evidently labored 
under the delusion that as a general rule food 
is prepared with careful scrutiny and of hon- 
est materials. He certainly had not taken 
into consideration the art of adulteration and 
that misnaming of commodities which ap- 
plies to a compouud of peas, chickory, hem- 
lock bark and what else the compounder only 
knows, the name coffee. No, the maker of 
the peck-of-dirt adage mast have lived in 

dawning days of civilization and long before 
Growler remarked to his boarding mistress, 
on beiog asked if he would have another cup 
of coflee, “I never had a cup of coffee at 

your table aud you know it.” He never 
dreamed of the days of so much prepared 
aud worked up food, so convenient for lazy- 
ish or busy people to obtain. 

There is a great deal said about the adul- 
teration in food, and all intelligent people be- 
lie\e that to a certain extent they are cheated 
in many of the articles of daily consumption, 
hut if the exact truth about the matter 
should be presented to the public, the best 
informed would be greatly alarmed at the va- 

riety and extent to which it is carried. Even 
if ouly a part of the tacts were known re- 

specting the adulteration of food, the be- 
liever in the peck-of-dirt theory would be the 
most unhappy of mortals, if he accepted the 
logical inference that his life mission would 
be ended with the accomplishment of his dirt 
eating task. 

For some time the Euglish perple have 
been aroused to the importance of the rasp. 

and have laws lor the punishment of those 
who adulterate food, no matter who is guilty 
of the act. A year or more since" the Lon- 
don papers devoted a great deal of attention 
to this subject. Retail dealers were prose- 
cuted and the various articles of food which 
admitted of adulteration were analyzed. It 
was fouud that a very large per cent, ot com- 
mon articles like tea, coffee, flour and spices 
were more or less adulterated by the use of 
•cheap and hurtful or poisonous ingredients. 
The business there is mined, and, as a con- 
sequence, we have the very cheering intelli- 
gence that the English are contriving to ship 
to this country the food they cannot sell at 
home. This, it seems,should be an addition- 
al inducement to us to begin to know what 
we buy. 

The adulteration of food lias been encour- 
aged by two agencies, viz: A desire to ob- 
tain low-priced food and introduction of 
“ready-made” articles, which are found so 

saving of labor as to obtain almost universal 
•use. The desire to obtain cheap articles of 
food has greatly aided the adulteration ot tlio 
ready-made, particularly in those things 
where several ingredients can he ground and 
mixed, which cost less than the unprepared 
article. For instance, unground coffee costs 
l'oity cents a pound, hut the same dealer will 
8 ell a ground article for thirty cents. But 
the public has been so indifferent on the sub- 
ject that it never stops to consider that the 
dealer cannot possibly afford to lose the ten 
cents for the sake of grinding a pound of 
coffee, and loo often buys the cheaper, thus 
combining with the dealer to encourage adul- 
terations. It is urged that adulteration H 
»oi injurious. In some cases it may not he; 
but pulverized marble or terra alba cannot be 
mixed with flour or sugar, and poisonous 
drugs put into a reduced article to give it col- 
or and strength, without being injurious to 
the health. 

As for the remedy, it rests with the con- 
sumer. He must see the need of good food 
and then insist upon having it, and cheap- 
ness must not lead a consumer to purchase 
an article at a price less than a pure one in 
an unmixed state can he obtained for. it 
will be much better logo without the luxury or coflee, spices, etc., than to buy an adulter- 
ated article because it is cheap. 

An obscure Democratic paper in western

ment. me Albany i veiling Journal quotes 
the closing port;on of the Senator's ‘argu- 
ment, in which he defines his position with a 
clearness and vigor which will give the lead- 
er a taste of his quality as an advocate. Un- 
less we take the ground that wc want the 
government to win, right or wrong, there is 
nothing inconsistent with the highest patri- 
otism, as there certainly is not with law or 
morals in a Senator’s accepting a retainer in 
a suit against the UDited States. 

The election in North Carolina turns out 
very much as was anticipated, though th« partisan press despatches remind one of those of -the year 1872, which began by claiming a Democratic majority of 12,000 which Grad- ually dwindled to 3000 and began i„ w! 
days to show a balance in favoi. of J publicans, which finally amounted to 2000 The same despatches charge a great deal of violence upon the colored men,which will 
predict, turn out differently when a)1 
tact* appear. In this state, as iu Tennessee6 
the issue was between the white and colored 
voters. 

Skvebal Congressmen desiring a re-elec- 
tion have learned that it was a dreadful mis- 
take to participate in the salary grabbing bus- 
iness. It was Mr. Butler, if wo remember 
correctly, who told his associates (hat the 
talk about the salary grabbing was confined 
to the abusive newspapers. 

We hare already stated that Mr. Lloyd 
Copeland who is reported not to be a good 
person, is not the Rer. W. Ellery Copeland, 
formerly Unitarian minister in Brooklyn, 
who is an exemplary man and pastor of the 
Unitarian church in Lincoln, Nebraska. 

Current Notes. 
It is said that Gen. Batler has concluded to 

run for Congress in the Essex district.

Senator t'onkliug’s Connection with the 
Railroad Tax Bill. 

Conclusion of IIU Closing Argument iu 
the Case at Cuunuduigun, Jnuc It Dili 

isrj. 
_ 

The following is the conclusion of Senator 
Conkliug’s argument iu this case, taken from 
the stenographer’s report of the trial. 

If your Honor please, I have done with this 
case. I have attempted to discuss it, perhaps, 
at needless length. 1 have tried to show that, 
regardless of the original liability, the assess- 
ment so called, the alleged authority to the col 
lector, and his warrants to his deputy, together 
with the seizures aud enforced collection, were 
all in flagraut violation of law. I have attempt- 
ed also to show that the proceedings of the di- 
rectors of the New York Central Railroad Com- 
pany, on the 19th ofJDecember, 18IW, did not 
constitute the declaration of a taxable dividend. 
If I have failed to establish these positions the 
fault is my own. They are, 1 believe, plainly 
demonstrable, and it is-fortunate that they will 
be deteuuinedon their own merits, and by the 
argument of my associate, aud uot by my argu- 
ment aloue. 1 submit them to your Honor,and 
I leave this case, perhaps forever, with two re- 
marks. 

This issue lias for years been tried in bar- 
rooms, in street cars, in newspaper offices, and 
in other places where men anu gossipers most 
do congregate. Ic has been tried ex parte, it 
bas been used as a theme to feed the distemper 
and craze of these times—that craze and suspi- 
cion and disbelief, which doubts the honesty of 
everyone and everything; which shakes' its 
head, and wrings its hands, and carps, and'de- 
cries continually,—that distemper, which iu- 
sists that pulrlic and private action on every 
side is false and venal, and that whatever is, is 
wrong. To libel the days ill which we are liv- 
ing and to deride the purity and uprightness of 
those w ho Conduct affairs, is now so generally 
the fashion, shat of course hard names must he 
called, and gross insinuations made, when a 
question arises whether eertain written instru- 
“muM uig uiaaom ui iiui. JO IJUS 

been said, aud published, that tlie issue of the 
certificates in question was dishonest, and that 
the actors in the transaction were steeped to 
the eyes in trickery and deceit. My associate, 
as couusel, took part in tlie affair, and others 
also, whom your Honor knows as men of spot- 
less character, and incapable of fraud. 

When the question of the tax arose, detrac- 
tion again loosed its tongue, and the public ear 
was dinned with new accusations. It was said 
that the tax was clearly due, that everybody 
knew it, that the company and its officers were 

trying to wriggle and twist out of a tax which 
all honest or patriotic men would pay, and that 
the question was whether the Treasury officials 
would stand up against a rich corporation, or 
whether they would he corrupted. 

When the matter was presented for decision 
to the Commissioner of Internal Revenue, and 
to the Secretary of the Treasury, both these of- 
ficers were warned by clamor that their reputa- 
tions would be blackened if they decided iu fa- 
vor of the company; aud even with the opinion of the Solicitor (then a private paper; Before 
them, and afterward tlie report of their own 
commissioners before them, they could not 
have ordered tlie assessment to be waived, and 
a suit to be brought, fairly to tiv tlie question, without subjecting themselves'to a deluge of 
imputation. 

At last the case has reached a court of jus- tice, where both sides eau be heard, and where 
tlie hut breath of passion aud faction does not 
mildew reason. The plaintiff 1ms had a full 
hearing—so has the defendant. The directors 
of the plaintiff, in contesting tlie large sum at 
stake, have acted only as trustees lor all the 
men, and all the women, and all the children, who make up the stockholders, and whose gain 
or loss the result must be. 

\\ bother trustees should have relinquished tins money without an effort to recover it. or 
whether they have acted wisely and properly ill striving to save it, I am content to leave to 
the judgment of any man or any- woman who 
Uas^iuteHigently listened to this trial. 

One other remark and 1 have done. Long 
ago, the late Mr. Justice Xelson then being on 
the bench, and likely there to remain for some 
time—and Judge Hall, Hie predecessor of your 
Honor, being also on the bench, with a pros- 
pect of ye:its before him, one who now is also 
in.his grave—I refer to to Mr. Horace F. Clark 
—came from the officers of the plaintilf to re- 
tain lue as couusel in this cause. 1 should be 
more literal iu saying that Mr. Clark came to 
retain me iu such proceedings before the courts 
as might grow out of the claim for the tax in- 
volved in this cause—at that time this action 
liad not been commenced.

Such assaults tipou Courts are certain, even 

yet, to recoil on their authors, without other 
injury, except to the cause of decency. 4s 
attempts by intimidation to impede or influ- 
ence the course of justice, they deserve to he 
rebuked. As ehuliitions of spite, aud as 

abuses of the freedom of the press, they 
ought perhaps to be overlooked among the 
petty brutalities of progiess. I allude to the 
subject to bring it to the notice of your Honor, 
and to say that the impudence of these libel- 
lers has given to my espousals of this case a 

wamth, which put for their attacks, it would

In England, a barrister offered a retainer 
wl o should refuse it or throw up the case for 
fear that obloquy might fall on him for doing 
his duty, would forfeit his prestige and stand- 
ing as a member of the bar. If the retainer 
were against the Crown, aud he should falter, 
be would be held in meaner estimation than if 
ho refused to appear agaiust the humblest 
peasant in all tlie realm. The memorable 
language of T/n-d lirnngham, on the trial of 
Queen Caroline, was only a passionate out- 
pouring of this chivalric sentiment. 

Lu this country the morale of the profession 
in this respect has not yet reached the standard 
which lias long been maintained in West 
minster Hall; but I would: hold myself unwor- 
thy a place on the lolls, if, being asked to argue 
a case involving a great sum of money, the 
reputations of many and the interests of many 
more, and involving; also grave questions of 
law I should shrink from standing at the bar 
of the country and vindicating, as best I could 
tlie constitution, the law ami the right, even 
for an unpopular or hated client, because 
political opponents or glauderers might; defame 
me for doing it, I give my gage that if the 
time shall ever come, politics or no politiQg, 
when I am afraid to brave such dangers— 
afraid to hew to tlie line of professional integ- 
rity and fidelity, let the chips fly where they 
may, I will confess myself uuworthy to stand 
before a court—unworthy membership of the 
bar—unworthy the association of men who 
place truth and honor above the passionate 
discords, the grovelling resentments, or tlie 
acclamation of the hour. 

Teachers’ Institute. 
Kennebcnk, Aug. 7, 1871. 

To the Editor of the Press: 
The annual institute for York county closes 

to-day. It has been in session five days, under 
tlie leadership of Hon. John H. French, state 
Superihtendent of Schools, Vermont. Tweuty- 
flve .Veal's’ experience in this line of work has 
certainly qualified Dr. French to rank among 
the best of our institute instructors, as well as 

to entitle him to the position of one of our 
ablest educators. From the kind and order of 
topics presented this week, and from the man- 
ner in which they have been handled, 1 am 

quite sure the teachers of Maine hare the 
promise, for the comiDg fifteen weeks of insti- 
tute work, of a rare treat in the philosophy and 
methods of teaching. The attendance has 
been Small—about fifty teachers enrolled,—the 
total number in the county being four 
buudred and fifty. The proportion of 
school officers has been very much less. Evi- 
dently teachers and officers aeed extra prompt- 
ings from some source to reap the fall advan- 
tages afforded by the donations of the state in 
aid of institutes. The,quality of tho attend- 
ance has been remarkably good. It has been a 

week of close, studious attention. The note 
books have been well filled; inquiries for the 
why and the how have been frequent and 
pertinent, and our only regret is that all of the 
teachers in York county were mot present to 
carry away fresh thoughts, suggestions and 
methods into their school work. Prof. 17. A. 
Euce has ably assisted in tlie management of 
tlie institute, aud has been especially success, 
ful iu his department of free-hand drawing for 
primary and rafted schools. This is a subject 
of great importance closely connected with the 
orderly development of child faculties, the cul- 
tivation of taste in the older pupils and skilled 
workmanship among our artisans. 

Evening lectures have been delivered during 
tlie week by Dr. French and Supt. Johnson. 
These have been well attended. We hope to 
learn that a larger attendance of teachers, par- 
ticularly from the country, will be reported at 
the succeeding institutes to be held in various 

parts of the state every week till tlie first of 
December.

The Fisheries of the British Provinces. 
—The fishermen of the British provinces had 
more than the proverbial “fisherman’s lack,” 
last year, the revenue from several branches of 
the business having materially. increased since 
the previous year. The value of fish products, 
last year, was $11,479,1175, including the returns 
from Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Quebec, 
Outario aud Prince Edward’s Island. More 
than half this large sum was contributed by Nova Scotia, the value of its fish products being 
$6,577,086, au increase of $390,231 since 1872. 
The Nova Scotians employed 490 vessels and 
9000 small boats and 18,96ft fishermen. The 
value of the crafts is given at §1,047,418, and 
the value of the nets aud weirs at §578,216. Of 
the various fisheries the cod was, last year, the 
most profitable, the revenue for Nova Scotia 
alone being *2,531,159; the mackerel revenue 
was *1,411,676; the lobster, $865,574, and the 
salmon $295,186.

Although my name has beeu 
mixed up in this scandal, I have not made any 
charges against auybody yet and therefore I 
have not beeu wanted by the committee. Jf 
<ubpoanaed by court of c iurse. I shall havo to 
appear.”. Bowen alluded to the agitation 
shown by Mrs. Hooker in Plymouth church as 
caured by her belief in Beecher’s immortality, 
and but for the fact that she was restrained, 
sue would have announced it to the congrega- 
tion. Being asked if Beecher ever did him in- 
jury, Bowen said, “I could construe his course 
uukindly. I considered it all aloug my duty 
new rtbeless to oestrain my position and pew iu 
the church because 1 inteuded to be there after 
him as I was there before him.** As to Tilton, 
Boweu said lie didn’t care which way it went 
with him. The end must necessarily justify 
me before the public and 1 will never go down 
to my grave without saying something concern- 

ing my relations with this scandal. Moulton, 
continued Bowen, is planed in ah awkward po- 
sition, but I believe he will teil the truth. 

Explanation of Mi>» Hooker** JLetfer*. 
The Eagle publishes a somewhat detailed ac- 

couut of Mrs. Hooker’s connectiou with the 
case. She was completely under the influence 
of Mrs. Woodliull whom she believed a pii"e 
woman, suffering for the cause of women. She 
to Beecher, who replied in a kind and gentle 
manner. He soon received another letter de- 
claring her intention to come to Brooklyn, ob- 
tain from him a public Confession of intimacy 
with Mrs. Tilton and mount the pulpit at the 
regular Sunday service, after which Beecher 
ouv/uiu ituic uuu sue ume 111s pi ace auu preaoii 
to Plymouth congregation. Under the advice 
of a friend who assured him the letter was tbe 
production of an insane woman, lWcher wrote 
to Mrs. Hooker to meet him in New York.— 
They had a long conversation, lie treating her 
as a child in error and succeeded in quieting her. While Mrs. Hooker was in New York, 
Tilton confronted her \Vith the most positive 
and violent denial of the Woodhull statement, 
warned her against her proposed action, and 
threatened her if she persisted in making a 
public disturbance. These letters of Mrs. 
Hooker were confided to Moulton and will 
probably appear in his statement. 

Letter from Unteraue L\ Beecher. 
The Tribune to-morrow prints the following 

letter from Miss (Jaterine Beecher: 
“The t|*e Kditdr of the Tribuue, Sir:—Until 

recently 1 had supposed that the secular and 
especially tbe religious press would maintain 
the sacred rule of justice that established char- 
acter is full evidence against unproved attacks. 
1 bad supposed that the charges Agdinst eucb a 
character would be treated as slander till fully 
proved. 1 am the elder sister of seven minis- 
ters of Christ, of whom I can say that from 
their early childhood, I never kuew of an im- 
pure word or act by any one of them and, 
therefore, when the one who, from early youth; 
has proved a model lover dud husband, was ac- 
cused by a helpless woman tortured into self- 
accusation iu temporary insanity, I supposed 
established character was his sure protection 
and felt it an insult to him, his family and his 
church that an investigation was demanded to 
prove his inuocense* and it has been with a 
shivering cense of danger to every delicate and 
pure woman that it is so often claimed that in 
this case there must be suspended judgmeut.

It is 
practically saying, let vile woman or viler 
man accuse dny lady of the most disgusting 
• rime and she shall be suspended betore the 
public us guilty until she proves her inuoceuce 
in the public papers. Already pure and distin- 
guished ladies are being assailed as is my broth- 
er, and 1 ask every honorable man, who has a 

mother, wife of sister he respects, to come to 
the rescue by maintaining that all persons 
sh*.ll be treated as slanderers, who circulate 
unprovoked attacks on established character. 
This is uot written iu aid of a brother; who is 
sure Vo be still more beloved than ever. It is 
an appeal for the protection of my sc*.”

Parliament Prorogued—'The Quceu’c* 

Mpt-rcb. 
London, Aug. 7.—Parliament was prorogued 

to nay oy a message trom tile Queen, which 
was read by royal commission. Her majesty 
thanks both bouses for voting the gram to 
Prince Leopold. She states that the relations 
with foreign powers are friendly. She explains 
that England is represented in the Brussel’s 
conference, bat has stipulated that there shall 
be no change in recognized rulesof internation- 
al law, and that no l'estfictijns shall be placed 
upon the couduot of naval operations and re- 
serves the right to accept or reject the recom- 
mendations of the conference. The message 
further says: ‘‘Negotiations have been under- 
taken for the renewal of the reciprocity treaty 
formerly existing between Canada and the 
United States. The negotiations commenced 
by the desire and in the interest of Canada 
have been temporarily suspended by the ad- 
journment of the American Senate. They will 
be renewed soon aud l hope will lead to an in- 
crease of commercial intercoutse between the 
two countries. I deeplytament the condition 
of Spain, and whilst earnestly desiring the 
restoration of peace and order in that country 
consider non interference thereunto necessary. 

A treaty has been concluded with the Sultan 
of Zanzibar providing for the gradual stopping 
of tile Slave truffle, I am thankful that the 
famine in India has not been attended with 
much mortality, which is due to the timely 
precautions and measures taken by my govern- 
ment, The Gold Coast is beiug gradually paci- 
iii.fi and re-organized, and the King of Ashau- 
tee is discharging bis obligations.” 

The message proceeds to congratulate Par- 
liament upon its work, aud expresses pleasure 
because of the reductiou in taxation, of tbe 
passage of the factory act, by which the health 
of woftteu and children will be promoted, at 
the passage of the act reforming church patro-

Then the consultations were about the day 
and what people we were to ask!
