DEAD IM SMOKE AND FUME. 
• 

Seventeen Persons Known to have Lost 
Their Lives, 

By the Burning of a New York Tene- 
ment House, 

While Many Others are Reported to be 

Missing. 

Egress by Stairways and Fire Es- 

capes Cut Off, 

Making the Establishment a Perfect 
Death Trap. 

New Yoke, Aug. 3.—Seventeen persons 
lost their lives by a fire in a Bowecv tene- 
ment house this afternoon and a number of 
others were injured by jumping from the 
windows and probably fatally hurt. The 
fire was caused by the upsetting of a kero- 
sene oil stove in the rooms of the innitrpcs 

The building was a six story death trap lo- 
cated in the rear of the People’s Theatre, in 
the centre of the block bounded by the Bow- 
ery, Rivington, Choustie and Delaney 
streets. It could be approached only by an 

alleyway scarcely three feet wide and a hun- 
dred feet deep. Several floors were used as 
tailoring shops by four different firms, who 
employed Inearly 100 men and women to 
manufacture cloaks. All the employes were 
Polish Jews. The building burned fiercely 
and rapidly. Back of it is a narrow court- 
yard, six feet wide, covered with 
flagging. All the roads of escape being cut 
off, many of the affrighted inmates rushed to 
the windows and jumped from the third and 
fourth story windows to the narrow pen be- 
low, only to receive broken limbs or heads- 
Many were overcome by smoke before the 
fire reached them and burned their bodies to 
a crisp. One dead body was found in the al- 
leyway. On tlie third floor were the bodies 
of a man, woman and boy; on the fourth 
floor, five unrecognizable bodies, and on the 
fifth, five more. All were burned beyond 
recognition, An unknown man died while 
under a surgeon’s hands in the white house 
saloon. The building had fire escapes but 
the fire ran up the rear of the structure cut- 
ting off egress by these as well as by the 
stairways. Some of the victims might' have 
escaped by way of the roof if the dense 
smoke had not overpowered them.

Spennett will probably die. The total loss 
of property, including $1000 damage to the 
People’s Theatre, will not exceed $10,000. 
Charles Norman, property man of the Peo- 
ple’s Theatre, saved many lives by breaking 
down the partition on top of the theatre 
and throwing a ladder over the alley to the 
third story windows of the burning building, 
over which the occupants of that floor could 
escape. When they were all out, Norman 
threw the ladder up to the fourth story and 
rescuing many there. He thinks tlie large 
loss of life Is mainly due to the people be- 
ing punic stricken. The scenes attending 
the fire were heartrendering. Owing to the 
peculiar situation of the building, the fire- 
men were unable to reach the people at the 
windows and prevent their Jumping, and the 
construction of the place was so faulty, it is 
doubtful if the suffocation and cremation of 
the inside victims could have been prevented, 
even if the firemen had been able to get to 
work earlier.

Where the Mosquitoes are Feared, 
[New York Telegram.] 

"It is not necessary to go around the world 
to learn something new,’’ said a sun-browned 
traveller in the rooms of the Geographical 
Society yesterday. “The other day I accom- 

panied Colonel Bronson, of Brooklyn, to a 

funeral out in Jersey. You L-now that Long 
Islanders have a prejudice against New 
Jersey and everything in it. The mosquitoes 
were pretty bad at the funeral, and while the 
Colonel stood among the weening friends at 
the grave, I could see the mosquitoes boring 
Into him and his lips moving—not in prayer, 
however. As we were crossing the ferry on 
our way home his unspoken opinions of New 
Jersey and its mosquitoes came to the surface 
And were exnressed more vieornuslv than 
eloquently. The substance of his adjectives 
was that New Jersey was the worst place for 
mosquitoes iu the Union, and be would rath- 
er live at the North Pole than be bitten to 
death in New Jersey. That made me laugh 
and I astonished the Colonel by assuring him 
that the. farther north one goes the more 
mosquitoes he will find. In fact they be- 
come positively dangerous around the Arctic 
Circle. 

Resuming his conversation, the traveller 
said: "I mean what I say. As you go north 
the size and number of mosquitoes increase. 
Along the Red River of the North steamboat 
bands and officers and passengers are forced 
to wear a sort of hoop skirt netting over their 
heads and necks to prevent being poisoned 
by mosquitoes. When the cows are milked 
In tlie corrals the men burn smudges and 
make clouds of smoke to keep off the insects 
or the milking could not be done at all. 

“Sir George Back, in his report on the dis 
sovery and voyage to the mouth of the rive 
that bears his name, says that the sailors and 
Indians comprising his party we.e almost 
driven back by the myriads of mosquitoes 
that disputed his passage northward, 
throughout the entire length of the river to 
where it empties into the Arctic basin. Sir 
John Franklin, Dr. Richardson and Captain 
MacKenzie say the same in reference to their 
journeys in the Arctic region of North 
America. Schwatka, in his report on the 
raft-journey he made down the \ ukon River, 
in Alaska says that mosquitoes have been 
known to drive reindeers from an entire 
district, and that grizzly bears have been 
found stung to death by these terrible insects 
which entered their nostrils in swarms and 
attacked them where they could not brush 
them away. 

“Whalers in North Hudson Bay say that 
on a still summer day in that vast region life 
is not worth living on shore. Th« lee side of 
every object will be black with mosquitoes The natives have to wear cloth around their 
heads with an opening in front barred with 
Sne strands of whaieboue. In the door of 
each tent is kept a smudge lire that fills the 
tent and eyes with smoke, until, what with 
mosquito bites and inflamed eyelids, sleep is 
impossible. So, too, ip northern Siberia, 
travellers and hunters have to wear a calico 
curtain around their heads, with a horsehair 
window in front to admit air and allow them 
to see the way. This curtain is to protect 
them from mosquitoes and sunburn from the 
sun’s direct rays and reflection from the 
snow. No, sir, New Jersey is not the worst 
place in the world for mosquitoes.’’ 

THE BRAOSTREETS FOR HARRISON. 

Their Great Lumber Interests 
Threatened by the Mills Bill. 

Democratic LenlslatlonlVIewed from 
a Business Standpoint 

By Men who Have Always Voted the 
Democratic Ticket. 

(Special to the Press.] 
Augusta. Aug. 3.—The removal of the 

tariff on luiroer as proposed by the Mills 
bill is creating ranch consternation and dis- 
turbance among the Democratic voters inter- 
ested in the great lumber interests of the 
State. The Bradstreet brothers, F.T.and J.S. 
Bradstreet, of Gardiner, do business under 
the firm name of the Bradstreet Lumber 
Company, and are among the most extensive 
and enterprising lumber manufacturers on 
the Kennebec river. Their mill is one of the 
biggest and best appointed in the country 
and is located at South Gardiner, where they 
employ over 100 men. Their annual output 
of manufactured lumber is 13,000,000 feet. 
At the headwaters of the river, they own 

large tracts of timber lands where they em- 

ploy winters 350 men and GO horses in log- 
ging operations. Both the brothers have al- 
ways been staunch Democrats and voted the 
Democratic ticket. This forenoon Mr. F. T. 
Bradstreet Was found by your correspond- 
ent sitting on a pile of lumber at his wharf, 
in oouwt ua-vioer, wane ms men were Dusy 
loading a trim schooner which was tied up 
at the dock. 
“I understand,” queried the reporter, 

“that you are opposed to the removal of the 
tariff from lumber.” 

“I am emphatically, and so is my brothe- 
er.” 

"Why?" 
“There is no question but that it would 

have a disastrou s effect on our business and 
the great lumber industry of the State. We 
are not politicians but business men and we 
take this stand simply as a matter of policy. 
We are not foolish enough to bite off our 
own noses. Take the duty off of lumber and 
it hits us squarely in the face.” 

“What is your situation as compared with 
that of the Provincial lumbermen ?” 

“1 think the duty about evens matters up- 
They can manufactuie lumber much cheaper 
over the line than we can, for labor and sup- 
plies cost much less there. Why, the Demo- 
crats would have us pay a big duty on 
horses and oats and strike off all protection 
on lumber.” 

“How shall you vote?” 
“We have always voted the Democratic 

ticket. X shall certainly vote for Harrison 
and Morton and so will my brother. The 
Itepublicans, however, must do something 
to remove the surplus and prevent a tight 
money market.” 

“How will this Democratic attack on lum- 
ber protection affect your employes?” 

“Our men have got it into their heads that 
they don’t want the tariff off lumber, and 
you won’t find any of them who advocate it. 
Manufactured lumber represents about nine- 
tentbs labor, and it is a question of vital im- 
portance to them.

“What do you think the effect of the tariff 
issue will be on Democratic prospects ?” 

“They have gone too far; they are in hard 
sledding. It will cost them the election, 
that’s my opinion.”

CANADIAN RAILROADS IN MAINE 

The Subject of Senator Cullom’s 
Resolution Passed Yesterday, 

After a Lively War of Words Between 

Corman and Edmunds. 

Senator Teller in Opposition to the 

Fisheries Treaty. 

Washington, Aug. 3.—In the Senate to- 

day Senator Cullom offered a resolution, in- 
structing the committee on interstate com- 

merce to ascertain and report whether any 
United States railway lines are owned, oper- 
ated or controlled by the Grand Trunk or 

Canadian Pacific or any other Canadian rail* 
way companies; also whether the commerce 

originating in the United States is diverted 
from American to Canadian lines, to what 
extent and in what manner; also whether 
any discrimination is practiced in their 
charges for tolls against American vessels 
iu tne Welland and St. Lawrence canals; 
also to inquire into the question of regula- 
tion of commerce carried on by railroad or 
water ways between the United States and 
Canada. The committee are to report what 
legislation is necessary for the protection of 
the commercial interests of the United 
States and promote the enforcement of the 
interstate commerce law. 

The discussion of Senator Cullom’s resolu- 
tion took a somewhat political and a some- 
wnai personal turn, particularly in tne re- 
marks of Senators Gorman and Edmunds. 

Senator Gorman maintained that the con- 
cession given by the State of Maine to the 
Canadian Pacific shortened the route be- 
tween Liverpool and Japan two days and 
gives the Canadian Pacific a monopoly of 
this trade. He Insisted that Congess should 
inquire whether the State of Maine in the 
matter of interstate commerce has the right 
to grant such concessions to a foreign road. 
The majority of the directors in the Maine 
branch are. It is true, American citizens, but 
they are allies of the Canadian Pacific, and 
the Maine road receives from the Canadian 
Pacific $25,000 per miie. It is in the power 
of the Canadian Pacific, he said, to bank- 
rupt the Northern Pacific and the Union and 
the Central Pacific. 

Senator Gorman did not take the trouble to 
state that one reason why the Canadian 
Pacific can take away the trade of the 
American Transcontinental Line is that the 
United States Treasury Department under 
this Democratic administration has given the 
Canadian Pacific the right to transport in 
bond from San Francisco to the Western 
terminus of the Northern Pacific and then to 
any port in the United States. By this per- 
mit the Canadian Pacific has been made a 
through bonded line from the Atlantic to the 
Pacific, while at the same time the Canadian 
Pacific is not subject to the provisions of 
the interstate commerce law. 

Senator Gorman read a list of the officers 
and directors of one of the roads, which, he 
said, is designed to receive a part of the 
bounty paid by the British government, 
among the names being Levi P. Morton and 
Wm. L. Scott, of Erie, 1’a. Senator Gorman 
submitted that it is time for the American 
Congress, without regard to party, to re- 
cognize this condition of affairs. 

Senator Mitchell, interrupting, said if the 
Senator from Maryland had taken the trouble 
to read the names of the directors of a west- 
ern road which had lately fallen into the 
hands of the Canadian Pacific, he would 
have read the name of the chairman of the 
Democratic national executive committee. 

Senator Gorman said he had no doubt of it 
but that gentleman was not a candidate for 
office. He did not believe there ought to be 
any partisanship in the question, but, as the 
Senator from Oregon brought it out so point- 
edly, he desired to express his belief that no 
man who is a candidate for high office, 
n ucMici i/ouiwiav ut zvcpuuiu.au auu nuu. 

if elected, might become the President of 
the United States, could properly accept 
office until be had purged himself of every 
interest in this British enterprise. It was 
not a question of politics and he had not 
brought it in for political purposes. Mis- 
takes had been made by both parties in the 
past. He, as a Democrat, and the Senator 
from Massachusetts, [Senator Hoar,] as a 
Republican, and both as American citizens, 
ought to be here today in private council 
discussing these matters, as persons aiding 
this administration and counselling and ad- 
vising with it so as to protect these great 
transportation interests. 

Senator Gray asked whether any part of 
the British subsidy comes to a railroad 
building through the State of Maine. 

Senator Gorman could not speak with abso. 
lute accuracy, but had information that the 
road received from the British or Canadian 
government $25,000 a mile for construction. 
The road was chartered by Maine, and was 
subsidized by the Canadian Pacific, and if it 
was permitted to go on, not only would it ab- 
sorb trade, but would bring the Canadians 
into closer relations with that class of Amer- 
ican citizens who have power and influence 
in shaping the affairs of our own govern- 
ment. This ought to be no longer tolerated. 
He was glad the Senator from Illinois intro- 
duced his resolution. Let the matter be 
probed to the bottom. He knew the strug- 
gle to which it would give rise in the States 
of Maine and Vermont, where the roads 
were being built, and great as his friend 
from Vermont (Senator Edmunds) was, he 
doubted very mueh whether he was prepared 
to drop all partisanship and join the Demo- 
crats in wiping out this Interest, not as Dem- 
ocrats, but as American citizens. 

Senator Edmunds replied that the fault 
with the Democratic party was that the only 
thing about it was its narno. That party had 
had control of the House of Representatives 
ten or twelve years, and yet no attempt had 
bt.en made, in that time, to rectify those pro- 
digious evils which the Senator from Mary- 
land had now, for the first time, discovered. 
It was possible that some interests in the 
State of Maryland have stimulated the Sena- 
tor in the form of the Baltimore and Ohio Rail- 
road company to more intense interest than 
general patriotism would have done. lie 
was perfetly right, because If the Senate was 
composed only of men who had no personal 
interest in the country, they would be a very 
poor legislative body. 

Senator Gorman admitted that he was a 
director of the railroad company and said 
that. theSenator from Vermont would scarce- 
ly be able to appreciate why he was not a 
private director of any railroad. But when 
the great railroad which the State of Mary- 
land had helped to build up was about to go 
over to the very syndicate which controlled 
the Canadian roads, he was selected as a 
public man to represent the interests of his 
State to prevent the syndicate which was 
controlling the Maine road and Vermont 
road from taking the Baltimore and Ohio 
road. He wished his friend from Vermont 
would purge himself as he (Senator Gorman) 
bad purged himself. 

Senator Edmunds said he would purge 
himself by the statement that he had never 
been a director of any railroad whatever. He 
did hot, however, seethe distinction between 
being a director to represent the 
interests of the State of Maryland and a di- 
rector to represent private Interests. As far 
as he knew, there was only one railroad line 
in the State of Vermont that was owned by 
the Grand Trunk of Canada, and that was a 
link in the northeastern corner of the State, 
completing the line between Montreal and 
Portland, but for every one of these 20 or 30 
miles of railroad controlled in Vermont by a 
foreign company, there were fifty miles of 

in Canada that were controlled by Vermont 
corporations. There was one thing that 
might be taken as true on both sides of the 
chamber, and that was that the physical ge- 
ography of the globe could not be changed, 
either by the St. Louis or the Chicago plat- 
forms, or by President Cleveland or nis suc- 
cessor, President Harrison. The round globe 
would continue to be just what it was and, 
if the route from Japan to Liverpool was 900 
miles shorter across Canada than though the 
United States, it would remain 900 miles 
shorter. If goods could be carried cheaper 
between Liverpool and Hong Kong across 
Canada, commerce would seek that route. 

Another physical condition to be consid- 
ered is that of climate. When the Senator 
from Maryland said that the Canadian road 
could compete with our Pacific roads or 
even exist without government aid, over- 
looking the climate of the region in which 
the road lies, he made an immense mistake. 
Senator Edmunds, then spoke of Kepubli- 
can attempts in the past to further the 
trade of the nation and Democratic hostility 
to them. 

Senator Cullom closed the discussion, de- 
claring it conclusive, that if it were necessa- 
ry, in order to protect the American people, 
that the flag of the American nation should 
lloat over Canada, be should be in favor of it 
before the subject was got through with. 
The resolution was then adopted without 
dissension. 

Senator Teller’s Speech. 
The Senate then proceeded to the consid- 

eration of the fisheries treaty in open execu- 
tive sesssou and was addressed by Senator 
Teller in opposition to its ratification. He 
said, the committee had not any reason to 
suppose that Great Britain would deal fairly 
with the United States, unless compelled to 
do so by a determination on the part of the 
United States, to insist upon compliance 
with the terms of existing treaties. England 
had never kept her engagements with any 
people that was not ready and willing to 
compel her to do so. Her conduct aud di- 
plomacy everywhere else, was against the 
idea of her conceding to American fishermeu 
that which they were entitled to 
unless she feared the power of the 
government of the United States. 
Much could not be expected from her unless 
the strong hand of a great people like the 
people of the United States, was brought to 
bear. file people of the United States 

wonld get their rights peaceably if they 
could, forcibly if they must. Fear of war,or 
fear that England could destroy $JCO,000,(*X) 
worth of property on the sea coast and lakes 
would not deter the American people from 
demanding what was theirs and what their 
fathers bought with their biood.

THE REGISTRATION BILL. 

Arguments on the Petition Before 
the Full Bench. 

The medical registration bill was argued 
before the law court yesterday. The case is 
entitled 
Stephen H. Weeks, petitioner (or writ o( manda- 

mus, vs. Oramandel Smith and Charles |W. Ttl- 
dea. 
The petition sets out at some length the 

facts as to the passage by the last legislature 
of “An act to regulate the pracltce of medi- 
cine,” its approval by Governor Bodwell and 
entry as such on the blotter and register in 
the Secretary of State’s office, its subsequent 
recall by the Governor, the erasure of his 
uaiuc au'i tuc Ktiicui^iicu »ihu ui me Ulll. 

The petition prays that a writ of mandamus 
may issue to the Secretary of State and Sec- 
retary of the Senate commanding them to 
restore said approved act to its place among 
the public acts of the State in the office of the 
Secretary of State; also to cause said act to 
be printed forthwith as a public act and law 
of the State. 

J udge Goddard made the opening argument. 
He claimed that mandamns Is the appropri 
ate remedy In a case like this, and tpparently 
the only adequate one; that the question 
whether a statute exists and is valid and in 
force or not, is a purely Judicial question, a 
question for the court; that when the act In 
question in this case was once deposited in 
the office of the Secretary of State, It became 
a part of the public records of the State, of 
its public laws, as much as if it had remained 
there for weeks, and however It may have 
been removed or changed or obliterated sub- 
sequently, the existence of that public record 
in perfect eonditlen when first deposited in 
the Secretary of State’s office must upon any 
ground be the subject of parol evidence, or of 
whatever secondary evidence may be required 
to prove the fact. 

The Attorney General said that the facts, 
as reported in the evidence—and which are 
familiar to the public, having been fully 
published in the newspapers at the time— 
were not iMdispute. except perhaps the fact 
that the bilVwas taken from the Governor’s 
room and possession with his knowledge 
permission or consent; that the defendants 
did not admit, but denied. 

Now, how, said Judge Goddard, was the 
Governor to manifest bis approval? Simply 
by signing the bill. Such and no other is 
the express language of the constitution: 
"and is he approve, he shall sign it.” That 
official act of approval he was at liberty to 
perform at any moment alter the bill was 
presented, although he was allowed five days, 
if he chose to take that time, provided the 
legislature continued so long in session. As 
a matter of fact the Governor had bean de- 
liberating about the bill during at least five 
days, for he had called upon his private sec- 
retary for a copy during the previous week, 
had read it on Sunday and told his secretary 
so. Nevertheless the Governor “debated” 
the subject still farther, giving friends and 

the whole of Thursday forenoon, the Gover- 
nor patiently listening to all they had to say 
until their arguments were exhausted and 
they had left nim to the performance of bis 
duty- Finally the Governor having arrived at a 
decision turned to the bill which bad been 
lying all the forenoon upon his desk await- 
ing nis official action, pulled it out of its 
jacket and proceeded to sign it; then handed 
the approved act to his private secretary, 
who must have stood beside him, and who 
replaced It in Its jacket as was his duty to 
do with the approved acts, ready to take it 
down to the Secretary of State, where it be- 
longed with its predecessors. The Governor 
having thus completed his duty by approving 
the act 1 .'and delivering it to his private 
secretary in the usual, ordinary and un- 
variable course of public business left the 
executive chamber for the forenoon and 
went to his home in Uallowell for dinner. 
During his absence and in the usual course 
of official duty, well known to the Governor, 
his private secretary took the approved act 
down to the office where it belonged and de- 
livered it into the custody of the clerk whose 
duty had been for a whole generation to re- 
ceive and lenter approved acts. That clerk 
in charge of the office received the act from 
the hands of the Governor's private secre- 
tary. made the usual minute of its number 
on the margin of the act itself, and then en- 
tered it with the date of its approval in the 
only book ever kept in the office for that 
purpose, (p. 45.) 

Can there be any reasonable doubt that 
every requirement of the Constitution had 
been performed to give validity and full ef- 
fect to the registration act? Uad not the 
Governor done all to that act which he had 
done to any other approved act of the ses- 
sion? 

Had he not given much more attention and 
deliberation to the registration act than was 
possible tor him to bestow upon most of the 
other bills which he had approved? Did 
anything remain for nim to perform ? If so, 
what was it? Is there any doubt that when 
he signed that bill and delivered it over to 
his private secretary, he expected it to take 
the usual and ordinary course of other ap- 
proved acts; a course perfectly familiar to 
him? When, after dinner, he inquired of 
his private secretary where the act was, did 
he express any surprise at the answer? Did 
he find any fault with the secretary for de- 
positing it in the office of the Secretary of 
State? Did he ever demand its return? On 
the contrary, his language was, as stated by 
Mr. Stevens to the Secietary of State, that 
he ‘‘wanted to see the bill.” If any one act 
of that legislature received a thorough, care- 
ful, deliberate examination and approval, it 
was the registration act. 

Attorney Ueneial Baker on the Dart ot de- 
fendants contended that the only case where 
the court will inspect the journals of the 
houses of the legislature Is to see if some 
formality necessary and indispensible to its 
validity as an act has or has not been per- formed ; that is not this case. And even in 
such a case the court of Michigan refused to 
disturb on enactment where its validity had 
been recognized by subsequent legislation. 
Now in this case there can be no question but that when this act was lost in the Senate 
In 1887 and passed upon by them It was re- 
fused a passage by a vote of 19 to 7. They 
refused by that vote to pass it over the veto 
message of Governor Bodwell. It never be- 
came a law and the people of the State have 

Roverned themselves accordingly. It is no 
ght matter to disturb the public confidence 

in the matter asked for by this petition and 
it ought not to be done on any doubtful evi- 
dence or upon any uncertain contentions of 
law. 

Now, this tribunal is asked to set up its 
judgment against that of both the other co- 
ordinate branches of the govei ament as to 
the wisdom of this law, and asked to do It 
after the lapse of a year and a half from the 
time when all these events occurred, and af- 
ter Gov. Bodwell's lips are sealed by death. 
I submit that the court has no power to act 
in this matter, where every constitutional 
step has been taken to complete the rejection 
of the law. 

The Attorney General contended that the 
blotter In the .Secretary of State's office, kept 
by Mr. Milliken, was not a public record, in- 
to the mutilation of which the court could in- 
quire. It was merely a private memorandum 
for Milllken’s own use, not required by law 
to be kept, and he could preserve it or not as 
he pleased. He also claimed that the Gover- 
nor has five full days to approve or dlsap- 
Krove a bill, during which time he may put is uauie to it and erase it as many times as 
he chooses, providing he does not by any 
voluntary act, knowingly and Intentionally, 
put it out of his custody into the keeping of 
some independent department; and no "rou- 
tine business’’ by tne clerks, however long 
continued, can strip him of that constitu- 
tional right and power. 

Mr. Baker then called the attention of the 
court to several embarrassing features of the 
bill providing the prayer of the petltisn 
should be granted by the court and the act 
placed on the statute book. For instance, it 
provides for the appointment of a commis- 
sion by the Governor. Will the court be 
asked to Issue a writ to the Governor com- 

pelling him to appoint such commission? It 
also provides tuat all eligible physicians 
shall register on or before January l, 1888, 
and if they practice without such registry a 
fine and in some cases imprisonment. If a 
new date is to be substituted, what date 
shall it be and who is to do it? 

These are a few of the important points 
made by Mr. Baker and lack of space pre- 
vents a fuller abstract. 

Judge Symonds will reply in the morning. 
This is the last case for argument and the 

court will adjourn finally this forenoon.

VOICE GALLERIES. 

What May Result from the Invert- 
hwii vi mo rnung^raprit 

We tear that the phonograph,says the Lon 
don Spectator, may add to the great picture 
galleries of our great houses voice galleries 
almost more impressive, from the vivacity 
with which grandparents, and great-grand 
parents may be made to address the descend- 
ants who never knew them, and that, too, 
in all sorts Of contending strains. Imagine a 
man in the next century whose great-grand- 
father was a Gladstonian, whose grand- 
father was intrusted with a command in the 
war with Ireland to which home rule had 
led, and whose father had sided with the 
Irish in resisting the oppressions of the re- 
stored Government—and imagine these an- 
cestors addressing their descendant in ail 
the different accents of political passion to 
which their different situations in life had 
given rise, while their portraits look severe- 
ly down upon him, enforcing oy their expres- 
sion the earnestness of their political view— 
would oot such a man carry into life a con- 
sciousness even more hesitating and divided 
than even that which gives birth to our 
nineteenth century vacillations? Or imag- 
ine a man of the same century whose great 
grandmother was a vehement partisan of 
woman’s suffrage, whose grandmother was 
a lady doctor who held that the nerves of the 
woman of the day had been ruined by edu- 
cational overpressure, and whose mother, 
after carrying a law for embodying Amazon 
regiments and womaning afewironclads.had 
emigrated to escade the conseuuences of the 
French conquest of our southern counties— 
and imagine him listening to the most char- 
acteristic utterances of each of these ances- 
tresses as they frowned upon him from the 
living canvas on his wall—would not he too 
carry into life a very strange complexity of 
vivid associations such as might easily em- 
barrass him with the singular conflict of 
their pathetic eloquence ? We have a very 
strong belief that the scientific ingenuities 
of our day, acting under the Imperious guid- 
ance of sensibilities which are as narrow as 
they are tender, will contrive to All the 
world we leave behind us much too full of 
us for the free growth of our posterity, and 
that a time wilicome when It will be neces- 
sary to preach a sort of iconoclasm towards 
the pieties of ancestry in order to clear the 
way for anything like independent growth. 
One of the most effective of Arabian fairy 
tales describes how the prince who ts to 
break the spell of the wicked magician’s en- 
chantment has to pass along a way where 
voices in the greatest confusion address him 
from every side, in every accent of scorn, or 
come from the mere stocks and stones beside 
his path. Was this an unconscious anticipa- 
tion of the phonograph ? We much doubt 
whether Kdison’s wonderful and admirable 
discovery, and the extensions that must fol- 
low, will not tend to bewilder the world in 
which our children’s children live, at least 
as much as the outcries of the bewitched 
vaIIav of riwbi IwwildprAil tha harn rtf that

The Great Parisian Morgue. 
[Boston Transcript. 1 

The morgue, such as we now see it, dates 
from the year 1864. ft is exceedingly plain 
in point of architecture. £very corps that 
Is taken to the morgue, after being curefullly 
cleaned from head to foot, is quickly con- 
verted into a block as hard as stone. This 
result is obtained by Carre’s refrigerator. 
The bodies on view may thus be preserved 
tor any reasonable length of time. This 
longer period of exposure furthers the ends 
justice, and gives more frequent opportuni- 
ties tor identification. The bodies may be 
seen behind a glass partition, decently laid 
out on 12 black marble slabs, which closely 
resemble in form a camp bedstead. Instead 
of exposing them in their hideous nakedness, 
with a rill of water Sowing over their inflat- 
ed or ghastly remains, as used to be the case, 
they are now exhibited in their clotbiug,even 
to caps and bonnets, tbe idea being to give 
as far as may be, the appearance which the 
deceased offered when alive. In the case of 
corpses found without clothing, the inspec- 
tion Is no longer public; though, of course, 
every facility Is afforded persons in quest of 
missing relatives or friends to see the bodies. 
Casual spectators of this hideous show, at- 
tracted thither by mere curiosity, are too of- 
ten witnesses of distressing scenes, when 
relatives of missing loved ones, pressing 
forward to the glass screen dividing the dead 
from the living, catch the first glimpse of a 
dread sight which realizes their most ago- 
nizing apprehensions. "The corpses once 
frozen atthis temperature,' remarked the 
doctor, "will stand erect on their feet, and 
should they fail down they do not sustain 
the slightest scratch. But the noise is like 
that of a marble mantel shelf crashing down 
upon the floor. " The books of the morgue show a steady yearly Increase In the number 
of dead bodies received; 400 corpses were 
brought in there lu 1880 ; 870 in 1882, DM in 
1884, the result of wilful murder, accidental 
death or suicide. The number now annually reaches nearly 1,000. The deaths of men are 
five or six times as numerous as those of 
women.

Dr. Storrson the Contest. 

It has repeatedly been announced that the 
Rev. Richard S. Storrs, D. D., of Brooklyn, 
the noted Congregationalist minister, had de- 
cided not to vote the Republican ticket this 
year on account of dissatisfaction with the 
platform adopted by the Republican conven- 
tion at Chicago. In the last number of the 
New York Independent is a long letter from 
Dr. Storrs, in which he gives at length and 
very clearly his views. “It becomes in- 
creasingly probable,” says the doctor at the 
outset, “that I shall again vote for the Re- 
publican ticket.” That the Republican plat- 
form adopted at Chicago is not altogether to 
his liking he frankly declares. The condi- 
tional clause In regard to the abolition of all 
the internal revenue taxes he does not ap- 
prove. lie believes that the taxation of 
whiskey tends to reduce the consumption, 
and lie would have this taxation continued 
in any event. The temperance resolution is, 
too, not so strong and definite as he desired. 
“At the same time, however,” adds the Doc- 
tor, “I cannot conceal from myself the fact 
that even on this subject reliance is to be 
placed on the Republican party, rather than 
on that which principally opposes It, in any 
endeavor to assist by law the interest of 
temperance. * * * The history of recent 
years in our own State seems to shew that, 
as a rule, the Republican party favors tem- 
perance. and would support it by law when- 
ever practicable, while the chief opposition 
to it comes from the other side.”

The policy of protection, which our fathers In- 
itiated almost a hundred years ago, commends it- 
self to me as essentially wise: and f cannot vote 
for any party, or any candidate, by whom tariff laws are regarded as an Inequitable scheme, per- mitting a tax to be laid upon every community in 
the. land for the benefit of manufacturers, and adding the amount of the duty to the cost of living In every home. Such statements, whh others of a similar tenor presented in the President’s mes- 
sage oi seven mouths ago, seein logically to intend Iree trade as their conclusion, whether or not that conclusion is distinctly announced. The English 
press appears to me unquestionably right in put- ting tills interpretation upon them. With my 
contrary convictions I could not liouestlv cast a 
vote in that direction. 

One of the strongett reasons why he will 
continue to support the Republican ticket 
lies in the character of the Republican can- 
didates.

Takiuing everything into consideration, 
therefore, Dr. Storrs thinks it increasingly 
probable that, when the time comes to vote, 
three months hence, his objections to the 
Chicago platform will not suffice to prevent 
him from voting for the Chicago nominees. 
He does not find himself ready to break with 
his party -because its representatives in a 
national convention have made what seem to 
him mistakes in a formal declaration of its 
policy. He says: 

Having conscientiously acted with it for more 
than thirty years, during which it lias appeared to my substantially right on nearly all the funda- mental political and ethical questions agitated 
among us since before the civil war, 1 have a cer- tain abiding confidence in its instinct of right- 
eousness. and in the civil wisdom of those film- ored leaders in it with wbpm I have sympathized 
in political thought. Practical results are 
me uupurutDi imugs m politics; and amid (be 
currents and counter currents of trade and poli- tics swilling around us, remembering that plat- forms exercise no despotic control over tbe intelli- 
gent life oi a party, 1 am still earnestly disposed to feel that the national welfare will be more 
likely to be advanced, on the lines which com- mend themselves to me, If the Kepubliean candi- dates shall be elected in November.

Table-cloths, napkins and d’oyleys 
come, in sets to match, of fine damask, white 
ui uiiu-u. uric js uuie ornamentation 
beyond the woven pattern, wliich is chaste 
and beautiful, on the cloths and nankins, 
bat ingenuity expends itself on the d’oyleys, The rage of these trifles has almost reached 
its height; they are now things of more ac- 
tual beauty than of the least service. It is 
true they were destined, primarily, only to 
shield the surface of finally decorated dessert 
plates from the contact of the iiuger-bowl, but should the bowl not be entirely dry, alas 
then for the d’oyleys, which are quite as 
costly nowadays and more easily damaged than the fine china itself. Some of these 
d’oyleys are of white satin, embroidered in

A thrilling experience. 

Fire on the Steamer City of Rich- 

mond. 

A Passenger’s Tale of the Disaster, 
as Told to a Reporter. 

The steamer City of Richmond, of the 
Portland, Mt. Desert and Machias line, had 
a thrilling experience on her last trip, arriv- 

ing in Portland at 9.30 a. m., yesterday, In- 
stead of 11 p. m., Thursday. From the lips 
of a passenger, we are enabled to give the 
full particulars of the occurreuce. 

The City of Richmond was in the charge 
of the first pilot, Cant. Dennison having laid 
over for the trip. The steamer left Rock- 
land about 6.1S p. m. She had about one 
hundred passengers, ladies and gentlemen, 
and one-third were passengers for Boston 
The night was fine, and our informant took 
a seat in the bow to enjoy the sail. About 8 
o’clock a cry of fire was heard, and a rush of 
steam and smoke came forward. Many of 
the passengers were In the forwaid part of 
the boat, and the stewardess appeared with 
her arms full of life preservers for them to 
put on, showing them how to wear them. 
I he officers stated that a fire box under the 
boiler had set fire to the boiler room, aod ad- 
Tiaeumiwno naa auy valuables in their 
state rooms to secure them. An attempt on 
the part of our informant failed, for the 
steam and smoke were so dense in the pas- 
sage way that the state rooms couldn’t be 
reached. In the meantime the crew had pre- 
pared the life boats, and were playing on 
the fire. The boiler, from the application of 
the cold water, was cracked slightly, and 
when the steam was wanted to call the Pe- 
nobscot, of the Boston line, to the aid of the 
City of Richmond, there was only steam 
enough left in the condenser to make three 
calls, the Penobscot likd left Rockland 
only 15 minutes before the Richmond, and 
had taken her course for Boston only a few 
moments before the Richmond shaped her 
course for Portland. She therefore heard 
the whistles for aid and, within half an 
hour, was within hailing distance. She 
didn't dare to come nearer than hailing dis- 
tance on account of the fire. She notified 
the captain of the Richmond she would lie 
by to give assistance if needed. The Rich- 
mond’s passengers were also informed that 
the laud was but a mile and a quarter dis- 
tant. The crew behaved splendidly and 
worked like beavers. The passengers were 
as calm and collected as was possible under 
the circumstances. After about an hour’s 
bard work the flames were extinguished and 
the Penobscot proceeded on her way, first 
taking the Boston passengers from the 
Richmond. Her officers also promised to 
telegraph from Boston to the Maine Central 
Company at Portland to send tugs to the 
Richmond’s assistance. 

From 9 o’clock that night until 5 a. m. yes- 
terday, the crew were engaged mending the 
boiler, so that steam, at the latter hour, was 
got up and the boat slowly proceeded to 
Portland reaching here as stated, at 9.30 a^ 
m. After arrival here the steamer was 
taken to the PortlanuiCompany’s and the 
boiler repaired substantially.

STAIN-CROMWELL. 

Attorney Ceneral Baker’s Argument 
for the Government. 

Mr. Baker began his argument for the 
goverment in the Stain-Cromwell case at 9.30 
yesterday morning and occupied two hours 
and a half. 

He claimed that the section of the statute 
under which it is claimed that the law court 
has jurisdiction was repealed witli the death 
penalty. This is not a capital case; there 
was no punishment by death when the mur- 
der was committed and there was none when 
the defendants were tried. Furthermore, if 
it did apply, the verdict of the jury of mur- 
der in the second degree, a crime never pun- 
ishable by deatli under our statute, took it 
out of the purview of the statute. 

The counsel’s argument was mainly as to 
the newly discovered evidence which he took 
up point by point. After this protracted 
trial and solemn verdict of the jury, said he, 
what does the defence present to shake the 
firm position of the State? The defense con- 
sists of two branches—suicide and alibi. The 
new evidence has been directed to these two 
branches and to severing one single strand in 
the great cable of government evidence-the 
testimony of young Stain. As to the suicide 
branch Mr. Baker claimed that the experi- 
ment of Mr. Mudgett in locking himself into 
the vault with a ten cent piece is only a rep- 
ttition of an experiment performed before 
the trial. Mr. Mudgett’s experiment omitted 
three important factors found with Mr. Bar- 
ron; these were the wounds on the head, an 
unattached string curled up as ii would nat. 
urally fall upon Barron’s breast as lie lay 
upon ins back, ami the fact that Mudgett had 
a lamp and Barron had none. 

Mr. Baker claimed that the new evidence 
as to the construction of the secret hiding 
places at Stain's home in Medfield instead of 
breaking down young Stain’s testimony in 
that particular corioborates it and on cross 
examination of their witnesses the govern" 
ment drew out the fact of h number of oth- 
ers which Stain had for that purpose. As to 
the new evidence tracing the whereabouts of 
young Stain which lias been heralded 
through the newspapers with great flop and 
flutter of wings it only brings him down to a 
period just prior to the July trip; another 
set 01 witnesses take him just after that trip and carry him along to the time of the No- 
vember journey to Dexter when lie is lost 
sight of except by his own testimony, and 
they take him up again after his return. In- 
stead of overthrowing his testimony the 
counsel claimed it as strongly corroborative 
of tbe government’s position. 

Mr. Baker took up the testimony of the 
defendant s witnesses, seriatim, where they undertake to show that Stain was in Oak-, 
land and other places at the time he says he 
was on the July and November trips, which 
lie claimed was worthless by season of the character of the witnesses or the unreliabili- 
ty of mere recollection without memoranda 
as to dates, lie said: Having taken all 
this testimouy to show that Charles Stain 
was in various towns and could not have 
been on these trips, they go further and un- 
earth a fellow by the name of Ware in 
Massachusetts State prison and proceed to 
show with an elaboration of detail by him, that the te-timony of all their new wit- 
nesses is false because lie swears that Stain 
did go on the July and November trips al- 
though he claims to give a different object for them, namely to get away from some 
fancied danger of arrest or something of 
that sort. Now what is the court to do? If 
Ware tells the truth the other witnesses are 
false: if they tell the truth Ware has lied 
about it; and if the verdict is to be set aside, 
on which of the liar’s testimony is it to he 
done? Die fact is that although they have 
ransacked every nook and corner for evi- 
dence and taken it in their own way, the 
whole mass, wherever It touches young Stain, brings him down to the July and 
November trips but does not trace him 
during those times except by the witness 
Ware. Isn t that fact of striking signifi- 
cance, not as tending to overthrow but to 
corroborate young Stain’s testimony ? 

Mr. Baker then took up the testimony as 
to the B. F. Sanborn receipt. He said it was 
a collateral issue forced into prominence by the defence who, when it was produced and 
the government called attention to the great similarity of the handwriting to Stain’s, claimed it was a forgery. The government met the issue as offered and it has since 
turned out that the government was correct 
and the receiDt is genuine although not 
signed by Stain. But there was another re- 
ceipt for a beach wagon and a horse about 
this time that has not been accounted for bv 
any new evidence and no witness has turned 
up to own it. As to the identification of 
Stain and Cromwell by |the Dexter, as hav- 
ing been seen by them in town on-the day of 
the murder the counsel said: We do not 
recognize our friends or acquaintances by any one feature or the color of their hair or eyen 
we identify people by their general appear- 
ance, and not by detail. You may be mis- 
taken as to a man you have known all your 
life, if asked about the color of his hair or 
eyes. 

The counsel then real the thestimony of a 
new government witness who says he saw a 
erroriirav in — «■ 

I i-me uiuiutri 
ana that he went to the jail at Bangor with- 
out ever having seen any photograph or at- 
tempted likeness, and without any attendant 
picked out David L. Stain among all the 
other prisoners as the man he saw in Dexter 
on that day—he recognized him not by any 
one feature but, as he says, by the peculiar look of his face and eyes. Now that single 
piece of evidence, said Mr. Baker, is of more real evidential importance than the whole 
mass of testimony taken on the part of the 
defence. 

Mr. Baker then took up the testimony of 
each witness in Medfield who claims to have 
seen David L. Stain on or about the day the liammond horse was stolen, which was 
the day of the murder, and analyzed it. Ue 
claimed that it was unreliable because some 
of them were the associates of Stain in his 
criminal acts and others for other reasons: 
while the new evidence on the part of the 
government is by reputable people—notably the secretary of a detective society who in- 
vestigated tlie circumstances of the loss of 
the horse, and a man who says he suspected Stain at the time of stealing this horse- 
shows that David Stain was not in town at 
the time and had not been for a number of 
days. 

Upon the question of identification the 
Attorney General said it is denied that the 
witnesses who identify Stain and Cromwell 
as the persons the saw them on the 22d of 
Febrvary, have testified honestly but the de- 
fence say it is all a mistake and error on 
their part. It cannot be disputed after this 
body of evidence that there were two or 
three strangers in the town of Dexter on 
that day. Every citizen in a town of that 
size knows whether a person is a stranger or 
not. Now we iiave here a dozen witnesses 
who testify that they saw David E. Stain 
there on the day of the murder. If it was 
not Stain then it follows that they saw a 
man that looked mightily like Stain. 
And so with the witnesses who identify Cromwell. If they are all mistaken then ft follows they must have seen someone who bore a close resemblance to Oliver Cromwell. I hen you have two cases of mistaken identi- ty by a dozen or fifteen witnesses and you have the singular fact that these two stran- 
gers, whoever they were, happened to look not only like two other men but to bear a close resemblance to these identical defen- 
dants. Isn’t that an astonishing combination? 
But if this remarkable combination were 
true, if the two strangers who happened to 
be in Dexter on that day and bore this strong resemblance, the one to Stain and the other 
to Cromwell, does not the court suppose that long before this time the originals, or at 
least one of them, would have been found? 
The Attorney General then commented, up- 
on the uncontradicted testimony as to the 
confessions of Stain and Cromwell 
and closed by saying: I have thus gone 
vtci uiicni iiuc giuup ui ujsumony which 
they government has put in and upon which 
it rests its case and whicli has been un- 
attacked even by the testimony offered by the defense and now we submit the case to 
the keeping of the court. The public mind 
has been vexed long enough with this almost 
endless controversy over the body of this 
dead man. I pray that the court will permit his shade to sleep unvexed by further 
trouble. Let the solemn verdict of this jury 
stand, as stand it ought; see that righteous- 
ness is not overthrown and that injustice 
and crime does not get to the top and with 
that the people of the State will be satisfied. 

Mr. Baker closed at twelve o’clock. Mr. Gil- 
len and Mr. Barker both made short replies 
and at half past twelve the court adjourned 
until afternoon to hear the mandamus case.

of the Municipal Court in this city, was 
united in marriage to Miss Fanny Fern 
Green, youngest daughter of John B. Green, 
Esq., of Louisville, Kentucky. The cere- 
mony took place at the residence of the 
bride’s father, No. r>35 Sixth street, Louis- 
ville, and was private, only the family and 
Immediate friends being present. Rev. 
Charles Craik, of Christ Episcopal church, 
officiated. Mr. and Mrs. Dyer started North 
and will spend a few weeks at different sea- 
side resorts, arriving in Portland soon after 
the middle, of the month. Both have the 
best wishes of many warm friends. 
Has Become a South Sea Islander. 

A young lad named George Sewall of Bos- 
ton—who has relatives in Portland—disap- 
peared in November, 1887. It seems he sailed 
from Boston that month for Australia, but 
when the ship touched at Humphrey’s Isl- 
and, South Sea Islands, in May, Sewall de- 
serted and is at that place. He shipped un- 
der the name of Phillips. He was a sample 
clerk for Taylor Bros., Boston.

PINE STREET CHURCH. 

Rev. Theodore Cerrish Tenders His 

Resignation. 

A letter has been received by the official 
board of Pine street church. It is with deep 
regret that the society will part with Mr. 
Gerrish for, even in the short time since his 

appointment, his inlluence and power were 

marked in the parish. This is the letter: 
To the Official Board of the Pine street M. 

E. Church, Portland, Me.: 
Dear Brothers—Five weeks have elapsed 

since I came here at your earnest request to 
■egain my health. At that time I expected 
that I should be able to return and resums 
my labors in September. 

During these weeks I have had the best of 
medical treatment and in some respects my 
health has improved. But my physicians 
now inform me that it will be impossible for 
me to preach for several mouths at least. 
They also inform me that 1 must go to a less 
rigorous climate before the cola weather 
comes. The disease of tbethroat from which I 
am suffering is the result of a severe coid 
from which I was suffering several months 
before 1 left Biddeford. When 1 was ap- 

E muted to your church I was a sick man, 
ut went to my work cherishing the hope 

that the warm summer weather would bring 
relief. In this 1 have been disappointed,auu 
I now write to inform you to take the prop- 
er steps to secure a pastor to fill the place 
which 1 am obliged to vacate. When 1 re- 
call the hearty reception you gave us; the 
united and energetic manner in which you 
entered upon the church work; the large and 
increasing congregations; the glorious social 
meetings; the Christian sympathy and kind- 
ness you displayed in unanimously voting 
me a vacation upon salary until my health 
was restored, and the interest you have dis- 
played in the welfare of myself and family 
since men; tuese an comunib in contributing 
to my great sorrow in sundering the rela- 
tions which exist between us as pastor and 
people. During the 17 years of my ministry 
1 have never served a church where my re- 
lations with the society were more pleasant 
than with yours. Could 1 resume my labors 
tomorrow, there Is no appointment in the 
MethodUt Episcopal Church that 1 would 
prefer to Pine street. 

There are many reasons why you should 
not be discouraged. Your parsonage affords 
a beautiful home; your elegant church edi- 
fice is finely located; your membership is un- 
ited, devoted, heroic, ever displaying a spirit 
of self-sacrifice and generosity not excelled 
by any church in New England. You are 
respected in the community; new families 
are joining your anks; no church in the con- 
ference has a brighter prospect of success ; 
you have a history in the future if you only continue to measure up to your opportunity. The church authorities will send you a lead- 
er, one who will bear your banner onward to 
that victory, the sounds of which already 
greet youi hearing. I shall ever pray for 
the blessings of God to rest upon your 
hearts, your homes and your beloved church.
