After a Severe Attack of the Old Ene-
my, Heart Failure,

With no Indication That the End was
Near.

Mrs. Sheridan at Her Husband’s Bed-
side.

The Causes of Death as Stated by the
Doctors.

General Sheridan’s Life and Brilliant

General Philip Henry Sheridan died sud-
denly last night at 10.20., at Nonquitt, Mass.,
of an attack of heart failure, which did not
yield to the remedies used in the past.
There had been no indication of a change
for the worse during the day. Mrs. Sheri-
dan was at her husband’s bedside in the last
hour and the end was peaceful. The
despatches tell the sad story.

Noxqurrrt, Mass., Aug. 5. —General Sheri-
dan’s death occurred at 10.20 this evening.
Previous to & sudden appearance of heart
failure at about 9.30, there had been no pre”
monitions today of any unfavorable
change in his condition. The weather
was warmer than usual and the
General was at times a little restless,
but seemed generally bright and cheerful to-
day. His volce was strong, and he tooka
full supply of nourishment. He slept oceca-
sionally, as usual, and the doctors and his
family were in a hopeful spirit. At 7 o’clock
Mrs. Sheridan and the doctors went to the ho-
telifor supper and soon after their return the
usual preparations for the night were made.
At about 9.20, Col, Sheridan sald “good
night” to his brother and went to the hotel,
there having been through the day
no sign whatever of any change of
any unfavorable nature in the condi-
tion of the patient. At 9.30 symptoms
of heart failure suddenly appeared and Drs.
O'Reilly and Mathews immediately applied
the remedies which had proved successful in
all the similar previous attacks. But this
time, they were without affect and despite
all that could be done, the General gradually
sank into a condition of complete uncon-
sciousness and, at 10.20, breathed his last.
Mrs. Sheridan, Sisters Urban and Justinian
and the faithful body servant Kleln, were at
the bedside throughout the dying hour.

No arrangement has yet been determined
on in regard to the time or place of the
General’s burial. The following offi-
cial bulletin was issued at midnight;

Philip Henry Sheridan was born on March
6, 1831, at Somerset, Perry county, Ohio, of
parents who had immigrated from County
Cavan, Ireland. He early showed the mettle
of which he was made. He had “go” in
him. At five he could ride on horseback,and
was as fond of horses as girls of that age
are fond of dolls. The Irish schoolmaster
who gave him his first simple lessons found
the “grit” in kim that afterward developed
in the tireless campaigner, Little time bad
he for schools, and it was when he was a
hardware dealer's clerk, bright, cheerful
and anxious to learn, that he aspired to be-
come a student at West Point Military Acad-
emy. His way of reaching the Academy
was manly and direct. He wrote to the
member of Congress for the distriet in which
he lived, asking for the appointment, and he
got it, at 17 years of age. A good, but not
one of the best scholars, far above mediocri-
ty but not at the top, he unfortunately al-
lowed his high spirit to leadjhim to flog a ca-
det who insulted him, and was set back a
year in his graduation. At twenty-three he
left the Military Academy, and on the border
he was seasoned for the great work he was
later called to perform. When the war broke
out he was a first lieutenant, and when he
was made a captain, standing sixty-fourth
in the list, it was his reasonable hope that he
might win a major’s commission before the
war was over. In three years he was a
major general, in five years more he was
lieutenant general, and fifteen years later he
assumed the command of the army in which
he had been so brilliant and suceessful a
leader.

Sheridan at the commencement of the civil
war, was appointed quartermaster of the
army In Southwestern Missouri,and in April,
1862, chief quartermaster of the Western De-
partment. In May, 1562, really began the
career which made “Little Phil” known as
one of the heroes of the great contest. In
that month he was appointed colonel of the
24 Michigan Volunteer Cavalry. Advance-
ment then came rapidly. Inthe July follow-

ing Sheridan was commissioned brigadier
general of volunteers, and after a brief
period was in command of the 11th
Division of the Arm‘y of the Ohio. He com-
manded a division of the Army of the Cum-
berland, and, at the battle of Stone River,
Dec. 31,1862, saved the army from rout
by his stubborn resistance. For his gallant
conduct, General Sheridan was again pro-
moted, this time becoming major-general of
volunteers. In April, 1864, he was_called to
the Army of the Potomac by Gen. Grant, and

ven the command of the cavalry coips.

he ploneered its path to the Wilderness, and
thence to Spottsylvania, ﬁghtiu% the battle
of Todd's Tavern on the 7th. Two days la-

What It Cosis the Newspapers to
Collect News.

Eugene M. Camp, who has collected the
statistics for America on this point, says
through the American that the entire cost of
all news used in the papers in this country 1s
§20,655,000 per year. This is curiously di-
vided. The special bureaus, which are prin-
clpqllz located in New York, with the right
to look over the proofs every night of some
of the morning journals, cost $345,000, This
is divided among one hundred of the leading
vrovineial papers, The business of the As-
so0¢ Press now amounts to $1,250,000
{o%md that of the United Press foots up

000. These two sums, with the spec-
ial outlay for telegraph tolls outside of the
[ izations, place the total to all the qnpen
at §1,820,000 for this departmen t. In ad-
dition to this there are to be reckomed the
‘!‘yeolll services (of professional correspon-

ents in adjacent towns and important cen-
ters, whose salaries te §1,000,000 be-
sides. total cost of all the
service about 82,880,000 per annum. In the
larger cities of the Union it costs all the way
from rw to §2,200 a week for the working
up of loeal distriets. Mr. Camp reckons this
yearly expense at $15,600,000. This is a cor-
rect analysis of the expehse In collecting
news, and the proportion in which one
branch of the service is related to the other,
There are three lines on which this work
proceeds— the ering of news by the lo-
cal reporters, the use of the telegraph and
the special correspondent. Each method is
closely related to the other. The statement
shows that there has been a great develop-
ment of journalism in the matter of news,
and one combination only paves the way for
another in order to keep the lead in this de-
partment of a newspaper. The greater the
combination the greater the result, and the
paper that has the news is the one that the
publie is the most willing to pay for.

The Board is also aware of the danger and
ineonvenience of the same to employees of
the road, but the circumstances under which
the petitioners ask this privilege are peculiar
and entirely unlike those in the case cited by
counsel in the report of the Massachusetis
Rallroad Commissiomers for the year 1885,
In the case before the Board, the petitioners
do not ask for an unlimited right to establish
their lines of telegraph on rallroads of this
State, or on those of the Maine Central Rall-
road, except in the particular locality wmen-
tioned. As before stated, the Canadian FPa-
cific Company or corporations under its eon-
trol, have, as appears by contract, acquired
a :Iﬂ:;t to jthe use of this portion of the
M Central Bailroad for a term of, at
least, twenty years.

While they do not ask, or expect, to use this
line of telegraph for the purpose of movin
trains on the portion of railroad mentioned,
they claim that they should be afforded a
continuous 1i and uggn all roads over
which the Canadian Paclfic trains are moved.

such reasonable limitations and restrictions
as to the location as the Maine Cential Hall-
road Company may impose.

PULPIT AND PLATFORM.
CHESTNUT STREET CHURCH.

Chestnut street church was crewded yes-
terday afternoon to hear the former beloved
pastor. Rev. Dr, Bashford. The closing por-
tions of the sermon, which we give entire,
were devoted to the changes in the church.
The text was as follows:

He healeth the broken in hears. Hejbindeth u
their wounds. He telleth the number of the ltu-‘:
He calleth them all by name.—[Psalms 147, 3 4.

Our age is practical. As Christians, our
eyes are upon our daties rather than upon
our enjoyments. Wetry to use God as a
divine means for accomplishing certain re-
sults, rather than as a source of strength and
inspiration. Our prayers are in the main
supplications. Mr. Beecher called attention
to the fact that while our hymn books con-
tained yigorous exhortations to praise, they
possess very little praise itself. We use the
Bible as an arsenal from which Lo draw wea-
pons of offence and defence, not as a parlor,
a library, and a dining room, in which we
may entertain our friends and be fed, and
rested, and strengthened and Inspired our-
selves. “This practical tendency often leads
to disappointment at our conversion and at
our consecration. Instead of rejoicing in
Christ who is near to us, and in whom we
have all riches, we attempt to secure from
"Him a deposit of wisdom and -strength to
ourselves, for the accomplishment of our ex-
ternal plans. The Roman Catholic church
claims to have such a supply of grace in her-
self, independent of Christ. Protestauts,
not contert with a common supply of faith,
independent of God, claim, each for himself,
such a supply of wisdom and of strength.
The Christisnity of the West has yet to learn
& striking lesson from the Christianity of the
Orient—a lesson of rest and trust in an Al-
mighty Power; the deep peace which the
consclousness of our union with God brings
to human souls.

‘Our present systenr of competition in busi-
ness, and of laying up wealth, Is nof the
ideal system. It is a system growing out of,
and perhaps necessary in, a state of indus-
trial warfare. Perhaps the Lord has per-
mitted this system in order to arouse us from
the lethargy and carelessness of barbarous
tribes. In the present state of society it
would be unwise, and even wroog, for you to
make no provision for sickness, old uge, and
for members of the household. Butupon the
other hand, we cannot think of Christ laying
aside money while his brothers and sisters,
in heathen lands, yet suffer for the Gospel.

He received his educatlon
at the Gorham Academy, of which the well-
known Reuben Mason was preceptor, ‘and
then went East, where he entered business,
but soon moved to Portland and formed bus-
iness relations with Marshall French, who,

is. Mr., Baxter subsequently suecceeded
Marshall French and moved to more commo-
dious premises,a store belonging to the late
Asa Clapp,now oecupled by the Casco Bank.
This store extended under the hotel known
as the Casco House, of which J. M. Thomp-
son & Son were proprietors; the rear com-
prising the counting rooms of the bank. Later
Mr. Baxter retired from the grocery business
and formed a co-partnership with the late
Moody F. Walker, in the hardware business,
which was carried on in the store now occu-
pied by King & Dexter.
