. “The Summer Widower.”

1t is very warm. The city is hot and still.
It is early morning, and the only noise is that
made by the omunibus as it rattles up to this
door and that, taking off passengers to the
express train, Wearied wmortals, who all
night long bave battled with the Leat, and
now have fallen into slumber, are aroused by
the clatter, and turn uneasily, mutter what
we will not repeat, sigh, and as the last trunk

The cook and chambermaid have accom-
panied the family to the door, and received
the mistress’ last charges about taking care
of the house and attending to *hubby,” who
is to remain behind, and who, with uncombed
hair and careless toilette, is seeing that the
luggage is all right.

It
has gone a few lengths when eook discovers a
waterproof left behind, and runs with it after
the **bus,” catches “hubby’s” eye, the strap
is pulled, the driver stops, blasts out an exe-
cration when be sees what it is, and lashes
his horses to relieve his feelings.

Alp, as everybody Jknows, means in the
mouutains simply a loily pastu The
peasant, of course, considers the hills simpiy

Crookes, the dis-
tinguished scientist, known as one of the
investigators in the experiments of the Dia-
lvcticaf’Sociuly, Mr Wallace, the most learned
student of spiritualistic phenomena, Mrs.
Ross-Church and others. These all testity
to the physical personality of Katie, while
the last mentioned had the satistaction of
touching the ghost’s material flesh anild
assuring hersell of its reality. No other spirit
has come to this country with such unexecep-
tional vouchers, and it is only fair to say that
Katie’s performances in Philadelphia fully
warrant her claim to consideration. Profess-
ing to be the daughtler of oné Henry Morgan,
a pirate of Queen Elizabeth's time, she is
now expiating the sins of her family by the
use of remarkable powers acquired since her
residence in the other jworld, She seams Lo
be well attended; for, in addition to the in=
material presence of the old buceaneer, since
coming 10 America she has joined to her
train the spirit of Gen. Rawlins, thus attach-
ing herselt to the Grant Administration and
the military arm of the Federal power. Wih
these two formidable protectors, who, how=
ever, have not Katie’s facility of endowing
their spiritual essence with flesh and blood,
the amiable ghost does not hesitate to bestow
kisses and embraces and other pleasurable
proofs of her physical reality upon the select
company to whom she appears. Indeed, thae
exhibition bas nothing of the rel or
elevating character upon which spiritualisna
justly rests its claim to reverence and respect.

This being the most |;opular as well as the
most astounding manifestation which the
spirits or the mediums have yet given, the de-
tails of the phenomenon are ul;treculil.r inter-
est. Katie's appearance is made at the door
of a sort of closet eut off from the corner of &
room in an ordinary boarding-house, about
which the spectators are ranged. On solicitas
tion she usually condescends to ““materialize™
outside the closet, whose door she opens and
walks out into the room for conversation,
What then appears is a very prelly young wo=
man, with a face *‘framed in & mass of
ringlets,” and an agreeable figure clad, not ia
a *‘eutty sark o' Paisley yarn,” but a gracefel
robe ot white muslin. A silver cross, pro=
sented by oue of her earthly adwmirers, hangs
from a necklace, and she usually earries other
gfts, such as bouquets or a fan, which ap)
pear and disappear with her in a way to cauw: @
anguish and cousternation to a kleptomanine
of this world. Heretofore Katic has showa
noue of the predatory disposition of ber an-
cester, but with such powers of spiritualizing
whalever she lays her hands on, the associa-
tion is not without its anxieties, Katie's con=
versation is somewhat jocular, and her lamil-
iarity with modern slang is remarkable for
ona who has been not less than two centu=
ries in the spirit world. She hails one of her
friends as *‘stupid,” and jovially remarks,
“Good evening, Father Owen,"” as she takes a
bouquet from the hand of the ex-Minister
Plenipotentiary and causes it to vanish ioto
air before his eyes. She makes nothing of
disappearing aud again “‘materializing,” of als
lowing her robe to be cut for a sample and re-
coustrueting it on the spot, of kissing her lo-
male friends and patting the hands of the gen=
tlemen with a “sofl, gentle, maguetic touch. *
She has even allowed herself tw be photo=
graphed in a magnesium light, and is in ev=
ery respect very accommodatling, except as
regards talking sense. This also may 2=
bly be gained by further association with Gen-
eral Rawlins, who used to be accounted aa
intellicent man when here; but if this is all
that K te King has to present, with her re=
markable talent of ““materialization,” she can
be regarded ouly as an unusually pleasant
ghost who illustrates the reaarkable defisieis
ey in the system of popular education in the
spirit land.

To these who would be glad to believe that,
in freedom from the vice of licentiousness,
America has at least not fallen behind the
mother country, the Beecher scandal is a lit-
tle discouraging, let its issue be ever so favor-
able to the accused. It reveals a kind of lax-
ity, theoretically and practically, in the mat-
ter of the relations of the sexes, among a
class of people who have been supposed by
the general American public to live on a
higher plane of virtue and goodness than al-
most anyone else in the world. Plymouth

411 lehurch would bave beea designated by almost

any reflecting person as the very stronghsld
of American morality—the place where the
noblest virtues found their most sincerc and
eloquent expression, and where intelligent
goodness lived its most intense and vigorous
life. On the platform of his chureh the Ply-
mouth pastor shone like a star, radiating
hope, charity, peace and comfort, while all
his eountrymen exulted in the genial warmth
and ligkt that emanated from him, Now it
appears that, at best, questionable practices
and an easy toleration of wrong have ob-
tained a fosthold among some of the most
prominent of 3Mr. Beecher's congregation
and among the members of the literary and
reformatory coterie affiliated with them, Let
ihe pastor come out from his trials as white
as he may and as spotless as he is still, with
good reason, beiieved to be hy a majority of
the American people,and the affair is still the

most monstrous scandal that ever poizoned

the moral atmosphere of the country.

There are pecple wifh a strong tendency to
pessimism who will eagerly conclude from
this untoward series of events in an Ameri-
can city, that vice has begun to undermine
and pollute American as it has continental
society. We shall not be long in waiting for
declarations that America has failed to keep
her early promise in this respect, too, and
that the wild license of the restoration of the
Btuarts or the reign of the last of the Spap-
ish Boutbons is already repeated on this side
of the Atlantic. Under such eircumstances
it is consoling to be able to point to the fact
that no instance can be cited where the mor-
als of a country have been thoroughly pois-
oned, without the transmission of the virus
to the literature, and especially to its poetry
and fiction. There are, as yet, no sigus of
moral decay in. American literature. The
stream of influence issuing from it is stiy
pute and sweet, The fietion which is a true
reflection of average American societ y is a
mirror of virtue. The dime novel which,
with us, is the type of the lowest class of
romance, commonly owes its deleterions in-
fluence rather to its extravagant, improbable
ard sensational incidents, and the unreal life
it depicts, than fo any direet pandering to a
prutient fancy. We are safe in concluding,
then, that though licentiousness exists and is

widely prevalent in America, it has not at-
tained the monstrous growth which charact-
erized society generall Yy not many decades aso
and which still characterizes that of sonjc
European countries. Let the Brooklyn scan-
dal be as flagraut as it will, many years must
pass before American Womanhood ceases o

be generally pure, and befors chastity pe-
comes a jest, as it is where the moral {op of
a people has been permanently lowered,

Our New York Letter.

The Scandal—Closing Acts ef the Brook-
Irn Drama—A Trio of Conspirntors,
Tilton, Moulton, Bntler.

New Yorg, Ang. 10, 1874,

It was no small trial to public patience that
the examination of Monlton should have been
postponed fora couple of days, but there were
doubtless, good reasons for it. The last night
of the last day of the week is not an opportune
moment to enter upona line of inquiry that
must, in the nature of things, consume a great
deal of time. On Monday the curtain will rise
apon the last act of this portentous drama, and
a great community is waiting with Dbreathless
eoncern for the denonement.

The sharp letter which Mr, Beecher wrote to
thie enigmatical go-between, demanding the
confidential letters he had addressed to him
shows that he has at last discovered the hollow-
ness of the pretensious of friendship, of which
Monlton has been prodigal, all the while that
he hes been plotting against him. The inso-
leut reply proves quite as clearly that the writ-
er of it is aware that his disguise has been pen-
etrated. He makes a wretchedly lame expla-
nation of the mode in which Tilton became
possessed of the fragments of private notes,
which are embodied in his accusation. The
idea of his havipg taken the words down in
short hand while they were being read to him,
is gauzy in the extreme. DBut the meanest par-
agraph in this offensive epistle is the allusion
to Mrs. Hooker, the sister of Mr, Beecher, It
was utterly unecalled for in the first place, and
conveys a'wholly false impression, in the sec-
ond. All that Mrs, Hooker ever heard of the
scandal, was derived from Mrs. Woodhull, and
all that Mrs Woodhull knew of it came direct=
ly from Tilton. If Mrs. Hooker, sane or in-
sane, believed the allegations against her broth-
er, it was solely because she was the dupe of
Mrs. Woodhull, and her biographer. It 15 gen-
erally known that Mrs. Hooker was at one
time extravagant in her landations of the high
priestess of the order of free lovers. She re-
garded her as a perfect embodiment of purity
and excellence, While she was leboring under
this strange hallucinatioh, any fiction emanat-

ing from that sonrce would have been sure to
impose upon her credulity. Nobody knew
these things better than Mr. Moulton, and that |
is why it is impossible to account for his intro-
duetion of this extraneous topic without attrib-
uting to him the most malicious motives,

There is one feature of this scandal, that can-
not have failed to engage the attention of these
who have kept track of its details, and that is
that everything that has been said incalpatory
of Mr. Beecher, is traceable directly to Mr. Til-
ton. No matter what witness turns up, far or
near, male or female, each and all of them
tell merely what Mr, Tilton has told them, or
told somebody else, from whom they lave re-
ceived it at second hand.

Gen. Batler's band is perceptible in Moal-
ton’s performances for the last fortnight, His
abzence, just at the time he was wanted, the
concealment of his place of sojourn, his subse-
quent assumption that Mr. Beecher’s cofifiden-
tial notes were held by him subject to the joint
demand of the accuser and the accused, all
these things are palpably Butlerian. Buller has
a natural bent towards precisely the kind of
sensation, to which this scandal has given rise.
There is a game flavor about it that is exactly
to his liking. And then he and Moulton have
lately grown to be fast friends through congen-
ial tastes and mutual intercsts as counsel and
client, The firm of which Mr. Moulton is a
partuer, fell under the direful cluteh of the re-
doubtable Jayune, of ‘moiety notoriety, upon ac-
cusations of frauds upon the revenue.

His
nearest and truest friends have pleaded with
him long and sedulously to brealk off an inti-
macy in which they foresaw peril to his peace
and reputation. **Given in confidence to Moul-
ton!" Ominous sentence! Given, in fact,
through Moulton to Tilton, and through Tilton,
first to his associates by scores, and finally to
the world. Uunparalleled credulousness requit”
o1 by unexampled perfidy.

And yet, there shines “ont through all this
dense cloud of darkness, the explicit deelara-
tion of Beecher that he is guiltiess of the
offence imputed to him. Those who know
hi# do not donbt his trathfuiness in the leakt,
and are therefore confident of the final result.
They believe that the statement he will make,
will be the master effort of his life; that h2
will present an array of facts showing by what
processes be has been ensnared in the toils of
a monstrous conspiracy; that every effort he
has made to extricate himself has only served
to render his involvement more complete; that
he has been the prey of a system of black-mail
as unrelenting and insatiable as ever was
peacticed upon mortal man; and that when
the whole truth is known, the only stigma thal
will rest~upon him, will be that he has dis-
played inexcusable weakness and timidity in
not turning upon his assailants at the cntset
and treating them with indignant defiance,
The prospect of the publication of a private
correspondence of a most delicate nature,
invests this affair with additional interest; and
it would be impossible to exaggerate the inten-
sity of popular curiosity and solicitude in ref-
erence to it. Already this case has revealed
the existence of a style of literature, hitherto.
sapposed to be confined exclusively to the
domain of fiction. To say nothing of the
minor actors in the drama—who have developed
an astonishing tendency to sentimentalism of
the most aggravating iype—-Mr. Beecher has
exhibited himself in some of his letters as an
adept in fervid and impassioned expressions of
friendship, love, sorrow, remorse and the whole
scale of emotions. z

There is an Oriental savor abont many of the
detached passages which have been woven into
the painful narrative, which reminds ene
vividly of the self reproaches of David. The
XXXVIIIth Psalm, for example, contains a
“confession” from which the Tiltons and
Moultons of that age might have framed an
indictment against the veperable Psalmist
more sweeping and terrible tban they have
elaborated concerning the modern exponent
of religion. In so far as any inference can be
drawn from this proneness to excessive word
coloring, it is favorable tc the theory of Mr.
Beecher's innocence. He would be much more
apt to overstate his fau)ts than one who dealt
in less ornate diction.

Before this reaches your readers, the story
of Moulton will have been told, and the sub-
stance of it will perhaps appear in the same
issue with this letter. Tonly hope that those
“who peruse it, will withhold their judgment
until Mr. Beecher himself shall have been
heard from. The decisive statement must
come from him, I will not indulge in any
further speculation or prediction touching its
import, beyond avowing my abiding conviction
that it will prove a successful and satisfactory
vindication of himself, as it certainly will be a
terrible exposition of the rancor, venality and
malevolence’of his enemies,

Almeost a Murder.

About nine months ago, a young man named
Thomas Libby. aged 22, and generally keown
about town, was discarded by Miss Hattie
Rolfe, daughter of Mr.Charles I, Rolfe,who re-
pides at Nu, 5 Cedar street, because of his in-
temperate habits.

The officers forced an
entrance and found the fellow in a drunken
sleep with a heavy navy revolver at his side
with two empty chambers, and a whiskey flask
entirely empty. The fellow had not taken off
his clothes and when he laid down did so with
a desperate purpose of shooting whoever might
call for him.

1t is supposed from the direction of the shot
that Libby had climbed up a tree near the
house about twelve feet, fram which place he
bad a full view of the room and its occupants

The girls as they went into the house at
about eleven o'clock, now recollect seeing a
man about the premises, but would have
thought nothing of it but for the affair which
followed. The fellow refuses to say anything
about the matter.

purpose of the cession to give instruction in
the branches to be tanght, but rather to give
suggestions which, acted upon by teachers,
will add to their executive and teaching power.
Of the seven thousand workers in the schools
of Maine, legs than two thousand are skilled
workers, and the great lack is, not kunowledge
of subjects to be taught, but lack of executive
gkill, and a knowledge of how aud when to
impart to the children.
Dr. French was then introduced and began
by tracing briefly the history of institute work.
In the carliest institute held in the couutry,
the work was chiefly instraction in the branches
to be taught. Arithmetic, geography and
grammar makers were engaged as instractors.
Gradually this line of work changed, and in-
stitutes began to teach the how of school
work, Methods of teaching the varions sub-
jects then became the staple of instraction,
Within a few years another change has faken
place. Underlying principles—the philosophy
of teaching, marks the present character of
the best work done in these assemblies of
teachers. And such work is the real need of
the times. Lack of philosophical, systematic,
educational work is especially manifest among
school workers. The real work of teaching,
true teaching, is not to make the mind a store
house of facts, but to develop ils powers
Principles are to be made the medium of that
development.
The need of institute work is seen in the fact
that on the average the teachers in the schools
change every four years, The new workers
taking the place of the old, must be trained to
do good work, without. waiting to learn from
experience. Again, teaching is becomipg more
and more a science, and a progressive one, and,
that teachers may keep abreast of the times,
all improvements must be brought to their
knowledge.

. AFTERNOON SESSION,
The afternovn was mainly devoted to work
on the black-board, Dr, French introducing the
subject by a few remarks on the necessity of
the teacher understanding the tools with which
he has to work. The boy or the girl is the
chief problem which the teacher has to study.
The boy is dependent upon the senses for his
acquisition of knowledge. An understanding
of the ohject to be taught as well as of th
object which is taught is necessary.
The mental faculties of the child were then
considered. Knowledge is acquired by the
young child chiefly by hearing and seeing.
Now no organ of perception can be successfally
addressed until its attention is arrested by some
sensation, The object to be taught being once
perceived should be thoroughly lodged in the
mind, so it may remain there, This matter of
thorough knowledge and consequent retention
is too much neglected by our teachers, The
efentive faculties need to be cultivated.
Memory, suggestion and association, all should
command attention, Suggestion and assosia-
tion bring into use at a moment’s demand the
stores of memory. To lodge facts in the mind
of the child and ta cultivate the perceptive and
retentive faculties is the work of the primary
schools.
A time comes when the child begins to
reason, to ask why such and such are so. This
is the reflective power. To ask a question the
child must dress his thought in the garlb of
language, must usé his inventive powers. The
child seldom, if ever, reasons logically. Buthe
can be taught through his imagination, which
is disproportionately developed. DBy and by he
will learn to reason from cause to effect, and
then he can form a judgment. This classifica
tion of mental powers ig the basis of object
teaching.
The germs of these facalties are all in the
mind of the infant; gradually they develop, the
perceptive faculties first, the raasoning facul-
ties later on. The perceptive faculties have
strength enough at five years, say, to be utilized
by the teacher. The power of aualysis is
wanting now, and will be for some years, and
all studies that require aualysis should have no
place in the school room. Those that require
only the exercise of the perceptive, retentive
and imaginative powers, are proper to be intro-
duced. At ten years, say, the reason and judg-
ment may come into play.
A recess of ten minutes was taken. The
next hour was devoted to drawing, Mr. —~—
giving a clear and intelligible exposition of
the rudimentary principles of mechanical and
industrial art drawing. He prefaced his work
by remarks on the advantages of free-band
drawing and its coming general introduction
into our schools, He gave an interesting re-
cital of his experience as a teacher in this
branch. Its advantagss in turping out skilled
artisans, 1n 4raiping the perceptive powers, in
developing the imagination, in educating the
power of attention, in training the memory and
the power of expression, and in developing the
taste for the beautiful.
The last hour was used by Dr. French in con-
tinuation of his remarks on the proper methods
of school work.
To-day Dr, French speaks on school organ-
ization ag class management, and Mr. Luce
will speak on industrial and mechanical draw-
ing, its theory and practice, and kindred sub-
jects.
It would give the conductors of the institute
great pleasure to see the parents of pupils, old
High School graduates, and the friends of
educationjzencrally in attendance to-day,

The New Contract.

Yesterday reference was made to the cancel-
ing of the contiact between the Portland &
Ogdensburg Railroad Company and the build-
ers, Messrs, Fuller & Harding, and an intima-
tion of a uew contract for the completion of the
road from Dr. Bemis’ place to the Fabyan
House, where a connection can be made with
the Boston, Concord & Montreal road. For
some time the friends of the road and particu-
larly the directors have been dissatisfied at the
slow progress of the work, and have been de-
sirous of devising a plan fof the completion of
the road at an earlier day than the prescct
progress of the work promised. As time
passed the anxiety of the directors ircreased,
as all the wiile the interest on the construction
account was increasing,
the contractors were unable to proceed faster,

ny's  bonds which they received in part
payment for their wosk, at a price that would
yield the sum requisite to do the work. As
we understand it, thongh we do not get our in-
formation from an ofticial source, the direclors
hzve settled under the contract for all the
work done thus far and barred the company
against any liabilities from any breach of con-
tract. Hereafter the coutractors will confine
thaeir work to the Notch secticn or from Dr,
Bemis’ to the Fabyan House. We understand
that the compromise contract provides that the
work done hercafter shall be by the yard and
paid according to the quality; that the con-
tractors shall employ a suflicient force ot men
to complete the road bed ready for the iron by
Junpe 1st, 1573; that any time when the direc-
tors may be dissatisfied with the prorress of
the work or the gnality of it, they have power
to break it and take the work into their own
hands. The bonds, the directors propose to ne=
gotiate themselves, and pay the contractors in
cash for their work, reserving 20 per cent, until
the section is completed. The price paid for
the grading, we understaud, is wpearly the
same as was paid under the latest estimates
except a slight increase on the price of solid
rock cut,

A large force will be put upon the work at
onece and the section completed ao the earlieat
day possible. The “Noteh” division iz the
most difficult to bui'd, and is that part over
which it has been said, isis impossible to bui'd
a railroad.

TIf® part of the line from Upper Bartlett to
DBemis’, six miles, will be completed by the
first of Sepiember, the two bridges Leing Luilt
before the new contract was made. The sec-
tion hands of the company are now laying the
iron.

We understand that the directors, in the new
contract, recover all of Lhe company’s bonds
except about $140,000. When the details of
the new contract are adjusted, we propose to

Moulton rests
his case almost entirely on docamentary evi-
dence, which has been voluntmily placed in
Lis possession by Beecher, Tilton, Mrs. Tilton,
MS;: Morse (Mys, Tiltow’s mother) and other
persons. .Moulton declares with repeated and
eiriest assurances that ke has preserved friend-
fiy relations with all ‘the parties to the case
uring the long period covered by the docu-
weunts in his possession, and has sincerely de-
sired to effect 4 weconciliation between
Beecher and Tilton. When the attacks upon
Tilton were made public by Beechar's friends,
Moulton felt compelled io come to the support
of Tilton, and approved of the course taken by
Tilton in self-defence., Moulton finds it neces-
sary to recur to the beginning ot the contro-
versy. the whole difficulty baving originated in
the differences between Henry C. Bowen and
Tilton. He gives the history of Tilton’s
serious complications with Bowen step by step,
and traces the progress of the breach between
them up to the final complication between Til-
ton and and Beecher, out of which grew the
tri-partie covenaunt. Moulton makes incidental
allusions to some of the important interviews
mentioned by Frank B, Carpenter, especially
those which related to Bowen’s connectivn
with the case, Moulton's narrative comes, in
due course, to scenes between himself and
Beecher in the house of the latter, The letters
written by Mrs. Tilton at the regnest of her
husband and Beecher, the writing of Beecher’s
apology, (the text of which has already been
made public), and the remarkable letter in
wiich Beecner describes himself as living “‘on
tha sharp and racged edge of anxiety, jremorse,
fear and despair.”
. Lbe tast wawmed letter has remained in the
custody of Moulton from the day it was written
to the present time, The small portion of it in-
c¢luded in Tilton’s sworn statement was all that
was then placed by Mr, Moulton at Tilton's
disposal. The whole letter occupies two full
pages of foolscap and the intensity of expres-
sion revealed in the extracts already published
is the prevailing tone throughout. ~ All the let-
ters from Beecher, from which quotations are
made in Tilton’s statement, have been laid in
full by Muulton before the committee.
It is established by Moultou’s evidence that
the letter of apology written by Beecher on the
evening of January 1st, 1871, was, as has al-
ready been intimated, writton by Moulton at
Beecher’s dictation, and that Beecher himself
wrote the last line and appended Lis sijna-
ture.
The statements made by Mrs, Tilton in her
published denial and in her cross-examination
before the committee are not sustained by Mr.
Moulton’s evidence. He states that Mes, Til-
tou communicated with him freely and confi-
dentlially in regard to.the complications of this
scandal, rezarding him alike as a friend of
herself, her husband and Mr. Beechar. Mrs.
Morse also made a confident of Mr, Moulton,
depositing with that gentlemun some import-
ant letfers bearing on the case. These letters,
together with others from Tilton, go far to-
wards strengthening Tilton’s position.
It is now understood the statement revised hy
Moulton will be furnished to the press for pub-
lication about noon to-morrow.
More About Mrs. Hooker,

The Eagle publishes a letter from G, H.
Beecher in relation to the Huooker feature of
the scandal—which asserts that Mrs, Hooker's
belief in her brother's gailt rested solely on the
testimony of Mrs. Woodhull, Mrs, Stauton and
Miss Auliluuir, and his refusal to discuss the
subject with her. Mues. Hooker's viewa on the
warriage relation are somewhat similar to
those of Mrs, Woodinll, thongh not so gross,
She does uot believe in promis:uous free love
as does Mrs, Woodhull, bot that law should
not bind mun aud wife together when they
have ceased to love each other. She also be-
lieves that having separated on such grounds,
they should be at liberty to marry azain if
they find mates they truly love. She was de-
votedly attached to Mrs. Woodholl and has not
withdrawa from her, - The letter also says as is
Mrs, Heoker's in her letter, makes a great
int that he did not deoy hus guilt o her, it is
ut just to state the reasons lier brother gave
why he pursued this course with her mind off
this subject and sooth aund comfort her.

The members of the committee present were
Sage, chairman, White, Clathn and Cleveland,
with Gen, Tracy and J. L. Hill, conunsel for the
committee. Moulton (hd not make his ap-
pearance till an hour after the committee had
assembléd.

After asession of about two hours anda
half the committee adjourned. The members
in coming down the steps were surrounded by
members of the press, but they stated that
they had bonnd themselves to secrecy and
would not make the statement public until
they had hell a consultation. Monlton stated
he would hand copies of his statement to the
press at eleven o'clock to-morrow. The com-
mitiee will hoid the next session to-morrow
pight at eight o'clocle.
Significant Siatement of n Brooklyn Pa-
per.
The Brooklyn Eagle extra, issued to-night,
says ‘““Mr., Moulton has made his statement to
the investigating committee, as from the be-
ginning we_kuew he would. He refuses to
take any side or any part whatever in the
squabble in which the reputation of a woman
and the future good name of ler children are
at stake. Mr. Moulton was called apon by the
committee to produce documents entrusted to
him in contidence; and it was 1ntimated or in-
gsinuated that one of the parties to the case
(Mr, Beecher) requested that he should uubur-
Jen his mind of all verbal communicatiou en-
trusted to him in rezard to the matter. Mr.
Moulton, even at that request, very properly
refases to be a party to any such action. Cer-
tain documents or extracts from documents fell
into the possession of Mr. Tilton. They fell
there with the knowledge and cousent of D r.
Beecher, and Mr. Tilton in his statement
published them. 1In justice to Mr, Tilton, Mr.
Moulton was bound to confirm their authentic-
ity., Hedoes so by prodaciog the originals
thereof. [In justice to Mr. Moulton, Mr, Moul-
ton could do no less. . In justica to Mr, Frank
Moulton, Mr. Moultoa could do no more. But
here be stops and leaves the parties exaetly in
the position which he found them. He sim-
ply leaves it where he found it. No man and
no woman is the worse for trusting his honor.
As1t was said and believed by Moulton from
the beginning, the offence of Beecher, whatev-
erit be, was a wrong, a man could forgive and
it was for;:wclt. It was a wrong which could
be condoned and it was condoped.  Chis in it-
self does not indicate what was the wrong but
indicates what it was uot.

“From all the other iudizations that Tilton
has given evgy since he submitted his state-
ment to the committee, it would appear that
Tilton isin a position himself to re-establish
his divided home, At the most, Beecher can-
not have more than eight or ten years of use-
fuluess before him. Women and children are
deserving of chief counsideration, and now the
door ¢an be safely closed in the fuce of morbid
curiosity of the world us soon as Beecher shall
bhave told his story. The world, even more
than Tilton, ean forzive the oficnce whatever
it be into which Beccher fell.

There has been enough  destruction done in
this case, The friends of morality and religion
ot Beecoer agd Lilton will be now molined  to
build up for there has been attempt enough to
tear down; and though, m a manly conrse,
Monlton has seen fit o adopt, the scanadal
managers and paltroons may ol disappoint-
ments, every one else, men of religion, or hon-
or and of the world will find salisfaction.
