Mr. Editor :—Farmers who live near the

- men-co0st geem to e never to realize all the

wdvanteges within their rench: vegetable
matter from the veean, mud from tho rivers
and crecke, and sods from the marshes are
ull valuable fentilizeis ; a few facts in rela-
tion to my own practice the present season
may be of some vulue to my brother farm-
ers,

In November | employed a mon to eut
ditches on my sult warsh, thirty inches deep,
cight wide sod 1wo hundied and twenty
rods in length, 1 paid the uanal price in
this vicimty, ten cents a rod for digging ond
piling the sods #o ns the ﬂdmcnulgm! Moat
theyr away. This winter one of my neigh-
bors who hed but little to do, agreed to eart
the whole, two wiles, to my barn celler, l(or
twenty-five dollars, which be has performed
to my satishiction.  Thus you perccive [
have more than forty cords of a vuluable ab-
sorbent, in the right place, and my warsh
ditched for the sum of forty-seven dollars.
I consider this materisl from the salt marsh

referable to thet from the fresh meadow,as
itis o finer and more thoroughly decnyed
vegetable matter, and the salt 1t contains
renders it more valuable, The manure of
twenty cows is dropped-into the bam cellar,
the urine saturstes the sodn, the boga root
over the mixture and eat_the_poots of the
prass contnined in the sods with great rel-
1sh, and the whale becomes quite equal to
fine_cow mmum-.rﬂ“mﬂ"ﬂy when npplied
to gravelly or sandy soile,  The salt marsh
i= greatly improved, aud according to my
forme r expenicnee, will increase the value
of the erop of hay in quality and quantity.

Pastures,

The improvement of our pasture lands
has been neglected quite too long,  They
stund in great need ol improvement, and of-
fer the fairest chance of meking it. Large
portions of them are unproductive of any
prolit or benefit,  Sowe suggest, as the
means of beneliting these lands, “to feed
less.” | think this would be injurious rath-
er than bencficial, in the state in whichi they
generally are, beeause it would allow weeds,
fern, brinrs, ete., to choke and crowd out
the grasses still woro than they now do,—
These lands are suffering less from impov-
erishment caused by close feeding, than by
inacuion, the desolating effects of onr winter
winds, und the incrense of varions usoless
and burtiul plauts, In the first place, then,
I would divide them where they exceed eiglt
or ten aeres 16 a lot, [t will have more ef-
fect than many are williug to allow, Then
I would plow such of thew as will ndmit of
i, manure sone, take a crop or two, and then
lay down to grass, Thirdly, | would cut,
subdue, and efivetually root out all brush,
brake, briars, cie,, ete,, from such of them
a8 would not admit of the plow, and top-
dress with plaster, ashes, cte.  Fourthly, [
would graze rather closely, two, or more
yvars, changing pasture often, and thus
make the stock auxiliarly in the work of
emdicatiug intruders, snd spreading the
finer and more nutritive grasses,-Homestead.

To Raise Extra Early Potatoes.

Cover the bottom of several shallow box.
es with six inches of equal parts stable ma-
nure and loam, and put any carly variety of
potatoes over the surface two or three inch.
es npart; then cover them with six inches
of the compost, Nail slats or an open cov-
er over the top, sod bury in the side of &
fermenting monure heap, the warmth of
which will soonstart the potatoes into growth,
If the heat shiould be too great, remove s
portion of tke manure from the top, and ad-
mit.air inside the box. When the weather
will allow planting out, remove the boxes,
which wil contain a mnss.of roots and
whitish colored stalks. Leave them in the
open air for n few duys to harden off, and
haying watered them copiotsly, take out
the potatoes with as mueh earth as possible,
undisturbed about the roots already formed,
and transplant in rows.  You will thep have
potatoes at least two or three weeks' earlier
than when planted st first in the open
grounds. he middle or latter part of
March will be a proper season for putting
thom in the compoat heap, in this lati .

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The Legislature,

The Legislature of our State adjourned
on Monday forenoon, having been together
eighty-three days. The session has been
about the average length of the past ten or
fifteen years—last year it lasted 101 days,and
the previous year [1856] one hundred and
eleven days.

The closing proceedings were unusually
pleasant, and indeed throughout the entire
session there has predominated an unusual
amount of good feeling between the mem-
bers, and the debates have been free, to an
uousual degree, from those acrimosious and
partisan exhibitions 80 apt to come in and in-
terrupt the current of rocial feeling, and not
unfrequently to operate most injuriously on
legislation.

When the Legislature assembled a session
somewhat shorter than has actually taken
place was hoped for, less than the usual |'
amount of private business was anticipated,
and, with the exception of the Liquor law,
no interesting question of general legislytion
was expected to come up for discussion and
settlement. In both of these particulars the
result has shown the public were mistaken.
The amount of private business considered
was fully up to that of previous years, and
in addition to the Liquor law, the proposed
loaning of the credit of the State to the
Aroostook Railroad Company as & matter of
publie policy, to check emigration and pro- ‘
mote the settlement of the public lands, the
Insolvent law [defeated] snd the Kail road
commissioner question have been before the
two bodies, claiming their time and attention,
as has also & change in the policy in respect
to the psyment of costs in eriminal prosecu-
tions.

If the session has been a few days longer
than was adticipated, though not beyond the
usual length, it may be safely said that it has
been one in which a great deal of work has
been done, moss of it wisely, and has been l
brought to & close as early as was consistent
with a careful consideration of the public bu-
siness. The interests of our State are so di-
vemsitied that naturally there arises more sub-
jects requiring legislative action than there
would otherwise be if we had but one pre-
dominating interest; and we deceive our-
selves if we suppuse the legislation of the
State can be suitably done in much shorter
time than it bas taken this year.

We have kept oyr readers informed of the
progress of such legialative measures, public,
and private, as would be likely to interest
them. Ordinarily some of the most impor-
tant measures before the Legislature are set-
tled definitely in the last days of its exist-
ence. It was so this year. Thecontemplated
loan of the credit of the State, defeated in
the Senate by a vote af 18 to 10, and in the
House by a vote of 35 yeas to 82 nays, was
finally referred to the next Legislature in
both branches, and the proposed amendment
to the Conatitution went with it

The Bill devolving the costs in criminal
prosscutions possed hoth heanches and is now
the law of the State. The bill passed the
House on Tuesday by the very decisive vote
of 83 yeas, 43nays. We trust that the change
will operate for the public benefit.

Contrary to our expectation, two resolves,
one granting $500 & year for ten years tothe
East Maine Conference Seminary on the con-
tingency of the friends of that institution rais-
ing $15000, and another giving $200 a year
to the Westbrook Seminary on like contingen-
ey, were passed. Wo should have been glad
to have had it our power to say that like
juatice was done to Limerick academy. Had
the claims of Limerick been earlier presented
and a favorable report been obtained from the
committee, as we think it might have bein,
the result might have been different. We
have already stated the grounds on which the
East Maine Conference and Westbrook Sem-
inaries asked for aid, and we will only say
that we are satisfied that the action taken by
the Legislature in behalf of these institutions
is judicious,

The Liquor Law question is to be submit-
ted to a vote of the people the first Tuesday
in June, in this form—the people are to ex-

press their preferences by choosing either the
slicense law of 1856," or the *prohibitory
law of 1858." This manner of submission
brings up the distinct question of license or
prohibition, and was spproved by a large
majority of the members of the republican
party of both the ultra prohibitionists and the
more liberal, on the supposition that its ten-
dency would be to bring out a larger popular
vote, While we should have preferred to
have forgotten the existence of the law of
1856, as it seems to be forgotten by the peo-
ple, we trust that the expectations of good to
be derived by this method of submission will
be fully realized.

On Saturday, both branches held three
sessions, the evening session extending into
the late hours of the night.

On Monday two branches met at half-past
8 A. M. and passed upon all business belore
them, interchanged sentiments of good will,
adopted resolutions of respect to the presid.
ing officers, listened to their replies, and at
about eight an adjournment sine die in both
branches placed the Legislature of 1858 among
the things of the past.

«This law has been d to be engr
in both branches of the Legislature, having
passed the House on Monday, after a brief
discussion, and with only a few slight amend-
ments from the Senate bill, by a vote of 103
to 27. The law, in every respect excepting
the distillery clause, is almost ezactly id-ntical
with the law of 1853, In every respect, ex-
cept in the section allowing the manufacture
of liquor, it is @ most admirable law, and will
most cordially meet the approbation of the
Sriends of temperance and good order. We
have objections, strong objections, to the dis-
tillery clause, and are free to confess that it
has as yet failed to commend itself to us.—
But while entertaining these views, we re-
member that as good, perhaps better temper-
ance men than we are, see it in a different
light, and most earnestly favor it. Not claim-
ing to be wiser, or more far-sighted than oth-
ers, it would be the extreme of folly for us,
or for any of our friends who have entertain-
ed the same views, (o refuse fo co-operate n
rolling wp such a mapority for this law ax will
convince all upp ts of temperance that Maine
i true to prohibition.”

But if all good Temperance men
will earnestly engage in the contest, and wa-
ving their differences of opinion on minor
points, sustain the law as a whole, the result
will be a triumph for proAidition, and a final
and conclusive settlement of the whole mat-
ter. We have the fullest faith that the friends
of & Prohibitory Law, will act in this frank
and straight-forward manper. If they do
not, they will inflict an injury upon the cause
they have at heart, which the efforts of a

Mr. Hammond, of South Carolina, made a
speech in the Senate of the United States on
the 4th of March, from which we make the
following extracts. This, says the Republics
a newspaper priuted at Washington, is the
theory of the Southern aristocracy, who con-
trol the Government, control the Democratic
party, and mean to control all the territories
of the Union. And what is stranger still,
they enjoy this control now, and can expect
to enjoy it hereafter, only by the aid of the
votes of laboring men at the North, whom
they stigmatize as “ drudges,” *‘mud-aills,”
and “while slaves.”

“In all social there must be a class
to do the mesn duties, to perform the drudg-
ery of life. That is, a class requiring but a
low order of intellect and but little skill, Its
requisites are vigor, docility, ftidelity. Such
a class you must hiave, or you would not have
that other class which leads progress, retine-
ment, and civilization. It constitutes the
very mud-sills of society and of political gov-
ernment; and you might as well attempt to
build & heuse in the air, as to build either the
one or the other, except on the mud-sills.—
Fortunately for the South, she found a race
adapted to that purpose to her hand—a race
inferior to herself, but eminently qualitied, in
temper, in vigor, in docility, in capacity to
stand the climate, to answer all her purposes.
