CAMP MARBLE. 

Arrangement* for the Muster of 
the Maine Soldiers. 

[Special to the Press. 1 
Augusta, Aug 10.—Preparations for the 

muster are being made as rapidly as possi- 
ble. Gen. H. M. Mitchell has been in the 
city to-day on business connected with the 
encampment and visited the grounds this 
forenoon.

THE TREASURERSHIP.

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL. 

Senators Pass the Bill to Regulate 
Commerce by Telegraph. 

Washington, Aug. 10.—The Senate today 
proceeded to the consideration of the fisheries 
treaty iu open executive session. Senator 
Frye gave notice that on Monday next he 
would move to go into open executive session 
immediately after the morning business, and 
so from day to day next week until a conclu- 
sion was reached on the treaty. 

Senator Stewart gave notice that, as soon 
as the fisheries treaty was disposed of, he 
would press a bill for the admission of the 
State of Washington. 

Senator Call, who was to speak on the 
treaty, saiu he was not prepared today and 
suggested that the matter go over until Mon- 
day. 

The Senate then passed, without dis- 
cussion, objection or division, the bill to reg- 
ulate commerce carried on by telegraph, be- 
ing the bill introduced by Senator Spooner 
on the 26th January, 1888, and reported back 
from the committee on interstate commerce, 
with amendments, on the 18th of July, all of 
which have been published. The act to take 
effect and be in force November, 1888. 

The Senate at 3.40 p. m. adjourned till Mon- 
day at 11 a. m.

F. Morton, and we hereby invite -you to address 
tbe members of our League and their friends at 
any time during the campaign which may suit 
your convenience.

having preserved you and yours from all tlie per- ils of the great deep, aud assuring you that lan- 
guage utterly falls to express our admiration and 
affection for you, we once more repeat our heart's 
fondest welcome home.

SUPREME COURT JUDCES. 

The United States Judges Cet $ I O- 
OOO a Year, But Do Not Save Any- 
thing. 

[N. Y. Graphic.] 
The Chief Justice of the Supreme Court of 

the United States receives 10,500 per annum. 

The eight Associate Justices receive $10,- 
000 each. Tlds is in full for services render- 
ed. They are the poorest paid of any offi- 
cials of the government, for out of their an- 
nual income they are compelled to pay all 
travelling expenses. They have to go on an 
extensive circuit every year, and pay not 
only their fare, but all incidental expenses 
in sustaining the dignity of their judicial po- 
sition. 

If Associate Justice Field was not inde- 
pendent of his salary, it is said, he could 
not actually afford to hold the position. The 
expense of crossing and recrossing the Con- 
t uent with his family and the cost of travel- 
ling on his Pacific coast circuit reduces his 
salary more than ode half every year. 

Justice Miller was figuring up a short time 
ago that if he had devoted the yaars he had 
been en the bench to private practice he 
would now be counted among the million- 
aires in the law profession. 

“The fact,” said the Judge, “that after de- 
ducting the expenses annually incurred in 
travelling over my circuit, which embraces 
the States of Minnesota, Iowa, Missouri, 
Arkansas, Nebraska, Kansas and Colorado, 
1 have just about enough left to pay the ex- 
penses of living in Washington during the 
sessions of the court. It is one of the ano- 
malies of Congressional legislation that the 
Clerk of the Supreme Court annually makes 
fully twice the amount of any member of the 
court. Our position compels us to refuse all 
courtesies from coporations, though it may 
readily be inferred there would be no limit 
if we .would accept them. 

Dovetailing Crlef and Happiness.

The following story comes from North 
Vassalboro and shows that some don’t let 
deatli interfere with happiness. One of the 
citizens died on Tuesday July 24th, leaving a 
sorrowing widow to mourn his loss.

MR, BLAU’S WELCOME. 

Received in New York with a Flattering 
Ovation, 

And Repeated AtMiances of the Re- 

gard of His Countrymen. 

Reception Exercises on Board the 
Steamer Starin. 

The Question of the Hour Forcibly 
Presented, 

In a Ringing Address to Workingmen 
Last Evening. 

Nkw York, Aug. 10.—Mr. Blaine took a 
drive this afternoon through Central Park 
and vicinity, accompanied by Messrs. Quay, 
Clarkson and other members of the National 
Republican Committee. Returning from the 
drive, Mr. Blaine retired to his room in the 
Fifth Avenue Hotel, and rested until the 
evening, none of the hundreds of people 
who thronged the hotel being admitted to 
disturb him. At 8 o’clock, tire crowd in and 
around Madison Square mumbered many 
thousands. The people whiled away the 
time in shouting for Blaine, Harrison and 
Morton. The crowd represented all classes 
of society. On the stand were J. P. Archi- 
bald, Master Workman Magee and a number 
of other labor leaders, as well as the officers 
of the various Republican organizations 
here and from out of town. S. B. Elkins, 
Perry Carson, Walaer Blaine and others 
were also conspicuous. At 8.30 Chairman 
Ford called the labor meeting to order from 
the grand stand, and after a few words of 
tribute to Mr. Blaine, sent Cappa’s band to 
the hotel balcony, where they serenaded the 
distinguished statesman. The band played 
“Marching through Georgia,” the crowd add- 
ing their voices. “Home, Sweet Home,’’was 
then rendered, and in a few moments a 
storm of applause arose as the hero of the 
occasion appeared. Mr. Blaine came from 
the hotel, leaning on the arm of Hon. Levi 
P. Morton, and was followed by ex-Seuator 
Platt, Gen. R. A. Alger, Walker and Em' 
mons Blaine, and the committee. The es- 
cort were aided through the crowd by the 
police to the stand. When Mr. Blaine ap- 
peared upon the stand, Mr. Ford again called 
the meeting to order, and David Ueeley read 
an aililrAea in Itohalf nf tha wnrlrinirmnn nf 

New York, to Mr. Blaine. The address was 
a strong endorsement of protection. Mr. 
Blaine was then introduced, and, after the 
applause had subsided, said: 
Mr. Chairman: 

It would be egotism on my part to take 
this magnificent demonstration as personal 
to myself. It rather signifies the great pop- 
ular interest in the question upon which I 
am supposed at least to have a consistent 
record and an earnest zeal. [ Applause!. And 
you have before you a contest in which that 
great issue is to be settled bv the American 
people, perhaps for an indefinite period, one 
way or the other. The year 1887 was pros- 
perous and the President, at its close, pro- 
posed a radical change in the industrial sys- 
tem which.had nrnrlncnd *w "•‘canentv. Since that day there has been a confusion 
in the commerce and manufactures of the 
United States. [Applause]. The question 
before the American people is whether the 
President and his administration shall be 
sustained in that movement. Against him 
the Republicans having the best cause have 
nominated the best man. [Ap- 
plause]. They have given to you for 
President a man of sound experience, 
a man of heroic record in the war a man of 
great purity of character, a man of real firm- 
ness and worth, and you have associated 
with him a man whom to New Yorkers I need 
not further describe thao to say his name is 
Levi P. Morton, | [applause], a man of 
most generous character, of the widest and 
most statesmanlike views on all public ques- 
tions pending before the American people. 
Against this you have two gentlemen of 
whom 1 would not speak in terms other than 
those of entire personal respect. In the can- 
didate for Vice President 1 nave a friend of 
many years standing and am a personal ad- 
mirer of Judge Thurman; but I beg you to 
observe that, at a critical period in this coun- 
try, the Vice President, Georga M. Dallas, 
in casting his vote tied the Senate, 
and destroyed the protective tariff of 1842. 

Today, the Senate of the United States 
has, or on March 4th next, will have 32 Sena- 
tors from the solid South and unless you 
make a change, six Democratic Senators 
from the North, precisely one-half, and Mr. 
Thurman will be in a position to re-enact 
the vote of George M. Dallas in 184i. There- 
fore, however, available a man he may be, 
and however able he may be, the more 
available and more able he Is, the worse will 
be his influence before the American people. 
[Applause.] Now, gentlemen, I know that 
in discussing the question of the protective 
tariff we are always pointing out what Eng- 
land is doing. I have lately been in Eng- 
land for some months and found in English 
public opinion a very great difference of 
opinion on almost all questions. They are 
on what you call the Irish question about 
divided on the forcible policy of Gladstone 
and that of Salisbury. They are divided, 
even, upon the continuance of the House of 
Lords, acd they are not absolutely unani- 
mous in support of monarchy. [Laughter 
and applause.] But from one end of the 
Kingdom to the other there is a unanimous 
chorus on the part of Tories and Whigs, Lib- 
erals, Conservatives and Radicals, and that 
is mat non. urover Uleveiauu, rresiuem oi 
the United States, embodies in his person 
reform of the rcvehue, and free trade for the 
United States, which they like. [Applause.] 

1 have no objection to their right to the 
opinion and if I had, it would amount to 
nothing. Nor do I Intend to speak disre- 
spectfully of the English, for I have received 
at their hands a very graceful and very cor- 
dial hospitality which I would be a churl not 
to acknowledge before an American au- 
dience. But that does not effect the pending 
conditions that the American people find 
their interests in one policy which the Eng- 
lish want to change so as better to conform 
to their interests, and that, gentlemen, is the 
prime question before you in next Novem- 
ber’s election. I am glad this meeting Is 
called in the name of laboring people because 
this question is, from first to last, a question 
of labor. [Loud applause.] If you will agree 
to live in as poor a house, eat as poor food, 
and receive as low wages as the people of 
England receive, we can produce 
as cheap goods as a Democratic administra- 
tion wants to see. [Great applause.] 
But if you will better your condition, you 
want an industrial system under which pro- 
tected interests will be maintained. The en- 
tire savings that the wage workers of Eng- 
land, Scotland and Ireland are drawing upon 
now are not near as great as those that lie in 
the savings banks of Massachusetts to the 
credit of the wage workers of that State and 
if yau turn the administration of this Ke- 
public today into free trade channels you 
may not expect those great savings for you 
will put our laboring men throughout the 
country into competition with the laboring 
men of Great Bii'aio, and in the course of 
five or ten yeers will make them as poor on 
this side of the water as they are on the oth- 
er. 

1 will not in this campaign stop to argue 
the question on any other basis. I have no 
personality to indulge in. I have no sores to 
heal. [Loud cheers]. I would rather have 
your cordial and heartfelt and sympathetic 
welcome than any office you care to bestow 
on me. [Applause]. But in this canvas in 
which I snail take a greater or less 
part, I shall hold this question from 
beginning to end as the question that inter- 
ests every man, woman and child in this 
couutry tliat depends on their dally labor for 
their daily bread. [ApplauseJ. There is no 

need to make any laws to protect capital. 
Capital always takes care of itself, and gets 
its full share; but there are laws that can el- 
evate the condition of the laboring man, and 
laws that can degrade him. The Republican 
party has stood for 125 years, and it will 
stand, 1 believe, with the blessing of God 
and the will of the American people, for '25 
years more, upholding and maintaining the 
laboring man. for the government which 
takes care of the bone and sinew and work- 
ing muscle of the land is taking care of the 
men who created wealth in this country, and 
who are, therefore, entitled to the patronage 
and protection of the government. [Ap- 
plauseJ. 

Now, gentlemen, you represent a critical 
State; you represent the State of New York; 
your votes are to tell in that Issue; your 
votes can be decisive upon that one issue. 
l)o not be diverted from that one question by 
side issues. Do not be misled by petty 

squabbles on this or that small Issue or on 
bersonal questions of abuse on the one hand 
or the other, but give your votes as indepen- 
dent laboring men give them for the interest 
of vour own homes and your own firesides 
and thereby for the great interests of a great 
republic. [Immense cheering,] I never, Mr. 
Chairman, thought of that republic as I do 
tonight. 

Mr. Blaine closed by saying that in no 

part of Europe is the condition of labor com- 

parable to that which it holds in the United 
States. He subsequently gave a reception 
at his hotel. 

ESCORTED TO LAND. 
Enthusiastic Republicans Give Mr. 

Blaine a Rousing Reception. 
New York, Aug. 10.—Shortly after 1 

o’clock this morning, when the last strag- 
glers were returning to their various quar- 
ters from the big Republican procession, the 
long expected steamer City of New York 
was sighted some miles off Fire Island mak- 
ing for Sandy Hook. The news soon 
reached the city and Gen. Jackson’s head- 
quarters were as if by magic overwhelmed 
by eager citizens, politicians and statesmen 
anxious to get whatever particulars were at- 
tainable. They came in all stages of negli- 
gee, some evidently having been in bed short- 
ly before. The white plumes of the men 
who had marched lor Harrison and Morton 
were conspicuous, and waved picturesquely 
amid the more sober civilians’ dress. 

They crowded around one of the aides, 
who held a piece of brown paper in his hand. 
He read in a loud voice: “The Inman steam- 
er City of New York, with Hon. James Q. 
Blaine ou board, was sighted off Fire Island 
at 1.15 a. m.’’ There was a great roar of ap- 

£lause. Men seemed crazy and waved their 
>rches frantically to beat time to a rousing 

campaign song. These were the “young bloods,” aroused by a spark. The more dignified ;of the gathering dis- 
cussed the situation in its bearing on the 
coming movements of Mr. Blaine, whether 
he would speak on the way to Maine, and 
when he would address the impatient New 
Yorkers. 

By this time the news had got around the 
city streets and into the hotel lobbies, which 
seemed to spring Into a blaze of light and a 
babel of sound. Everybody was glad that 
the long wait was over. There was some 
lamentations that the big Inman boat did 
not do as she ought, but every one admitted 
that spite of her freak, the procession had 
been a splendid success. 

It was just 8.55 o’clock this morning that 
the Inman steamship City of New York, 
with Mr. Blaine aboard, came to a standstill 
opposite the quarantine station at 
Staten Island, and the Laura M. Starln, 
carrying the members of the Young Men’s 
Republican Club, with their friends, drew 
alongside to receive the Maine statesman 
and his family aboard and give him a formal 
receptioR and welcome home. There was 
no formality, however, in the manner in 
which the crowd on board the Starin gave 
out their first note of welcome when they 
caught sight of the familiar form of Mr. 
Blame as he stood on the upper promenade deck of the big ocean steamer with his wife 
and two daughters beside him, waiting to 
catch a glimpse of some of his old friends. 
Then all the disappointments and tribula- 
tions of the last three days were forgotten. 
ami me pent-up enthusiasm broke forth in 
a great yell, which lasted for several min- 
utes without interruption, while the fire 
crackers of the Chicago men boomed, and all 
steamboats with big whistles '.in the vicini- 
ty made the air vibrate with their tooting. There he was sure enough, looking in ex- cellent health, a trifle pale, perhaps, and 
tired, but smiling and bowing to the enthusi- 
astic crowd below, and every now and then 
recognizing a friend with a wave of his hand 
among those on the hurricane deck of the 
Starin. 

It took about 13 minutes to make the ar- 
rangements for transferring Mr. lilalne and 
his family to the steamer Starin, and mean- 
while all the cabin passengers of the City of 
New York, as well as a swarm of young looking steerage passengers, who crowded 
the rail on both decks, watched the proceed- 
ings with interest and curiosity. During all 
thTs time the shouting and cheering of the 
reception party continued, and cries of 

“Blaine, Blaine. James G. Blaine!" and 
“No. no. no free trade!" occasionally broke in upon the general and indiscrimin- 

ate yelling. 
It was 9.15 when a gang plank was finally 

swung from the deck of the City of New 
fl-‘—--- P..1. WJ 

of the whole affair sprang lightlv aboard 
the steamship with the agility of a Tboy of 16, 
despite his 70 odd years and grasping Mr. 
Blaine’s hands led him aboard the other 
boat. The passage took place amid tumul- 
tuous cheering, and the Maine man had no 
sooner reached the hurricane deck of the 
Starin than he was surrounded by his sons, Walker and James G., Jr., and saluted in true family s tyle, while Mrs. 
James G. came in for her share of the kisses. 
Mr. Blaine was then absorbed by his old 
cronies, William Walter Phelps, Whitelaw 
Reid, Murat Halstead and about a dozen 
others who secured places in the pilot house 
in advance. Mrs. Blaine and her two daugh- 
ters, Hattie and Margaret, who completed the family party, were brought on board by Committeemen Hawes and Blanchard. 

The committee had arranged that the ad- 
dress of welcome should be made in the af- 
ter cabin on the main deck adjoining the la- dies’ saloon, and a line having been formed. Chairman Pool escorted the distinguished 
guest down stairs to where President Ed- 
ward S. Bartlett was waiting to receive him 
in the name of the club. Mr. Pool called for silence, and then introduced President Bartlett of the New York Republican Club who spoke as follows: 

The Address of Welcome. 
Mr. Blaine: The Republican Club of the 

city of New York, and its invited guests, 
tender to you, sir, through me, as the presi- 
dent of the club, their warmest greetings 
and sincerest congratulations upon your ar- 
rival once more, in health and strength, on 
these shores. When the club first proposed 
this reception, it was not intended as an act 
having any political significance, but rather 
as a private expression of love and regard 
for one whom we look upon as our most il- 
lustrious citizens, but we found our sugges- 
tions stirred the friendly jealousy of the 
whole country, and with one accord it was 
insisted that the event of your arrival home 
should be the occasion of a demonstration 
more general than was originally contem- 
plated ; and, as a result, there were assem- 
bled for several days in the city of New 
x ur* lens ui uiousauus oi your iriends 
from all parts of the country impatiently 
waiting to pay you the generous tribute of 
their respect and admiration. Delay in your arrival has interfered to some extent with 
the programme. Last night a great parade 
teok place, about 40,000 strong, lacking but 
one thing, your inspiring presence. Many of the paraders from abroad were compelled 
to return to their homes at an early hour 
this morning. 

We are not assembled, sir, on this occa- 
sion in a spirit of adulation, to do homage to 
one occupying a high official position, nor 
are we seeking to find favor with a candi- 
date upon whom the mantle of power Is 
soon to rest, but we come to greet a citizen 
whose name is so intimately associated in 
our history for the past generation that no 
office can add lustre to his fame, no honor 
can increase the esteem and admiration in 
which he is held by his fellow countrymen. 

The history of the country for the past thirty years Is the history of the Republican 
party. As leader of that party in the Douse 
of Representatives, as Senator and Cabinet 
Minister, you have won imperishable re- 
nown, and stand nearer the hearts of the 
American people today than lias any man 
since the days of Henry Clay. 

You have returned to us, sir, at a crisis in 
our history, when our individual interests 
are imperilled, and for tho second time in 
our career as a nation, our foes are those of 
of own household. In the past your voice 
has ever been raised in defence of American 
labor; your reply to the President’s message, 
hashed under the sea, in December last 
struck the key note of the campaign. Histo- 
ry is repeating itself. When the armed 
hosts of treason sought to destroy the gov- 
ernment, the Republican party saved the na- 
tion ; now when the Democratic party, in- 
trenched in power, adopts a policy that will 
prostrate our industry and compel our wage 
workers to compete with the pauper labor of 
the old world, the Republican party stands 
forth once more as the saviour of toe coun- 
try. The solid South again dominates the 
northern wing of the Democracy and that 
party is encouraged by English sympathy as 
was the confederacy in the days of our civil 
struggle, when we fought in defence of our 
political system on the field, even as now, though on a more peaceful one, we contend 
for the protection of our industries and the 
preservation of American manufacturers. 

In this emergency, sir, the Republican 
party looks to you as its leading champion in 
the debate In the great Dattle between pro- tection and free trade, now in progress with 
the banner of Harrison aud Morton full high 
advanced. When you lead on to victory, the 
Republican hosts will follow. 

“One blast upon your bugle horn, were worth a 
thousand men.” 

Again sir, we bid you welcome to your na- 
tive land. 

Mr. Blaine’s Reply. 
Mr. Ulaine said in reply: 

Mr. President and Gentlemen of the Re- 
publican Club and Fellow Citizens: 
To enable you to appreciate this welcome, 

eacli and every one of you should be absent 
from home and country for the long period 

of fourteen months. I am sure yon have Ut- 
ile conception of the great gratification of 
that Instant when 1 saw the shores of our 

great Republic. I cannot tell you how deep- 
ly grateful I am to be remembered In this 
manner by you and these assembled gentle- 
men. It Is an occasion, I assure you, I ap- 
preciate from the depths of my heart. 

It is shadowed by the sad events which 
greeted us—the first piece of American news 

we heard—the death of General Sheridan, a 

man who was above party and stood for the' 
Union of the States. [Shouts of good.J With 
that exception, my arrival upon my native 
shore was unattended by anything but joy 
and happiness. 

The campaign on which you are about to 
enter should be prefaced, if that were possi- 
ble, by every voter in the United States see- 

ing what l have seen [Good, good], and hear- 
ing what I have heard during the last year. 
[Applause.] The progress of the campaign in the Unit- 
ed States is viewed from an European stand- 
point with an interest as profound as it Is In 
the United States. It is the opportunity of 
England. It is the long wished for, the 
longed for occasion, upon which the cheaper 
labor and the cheaper fabrics of the old 
world except to invade the new, and lower 
the wages of American workingmen to the 
European standard. [Great applause.] 

It is not a contest of capital against capital. 
It is not a contest of partisan against parti- 
san. it is much higher than either of those. 
It transcends all party motives. It Is: 
Whether the great mass of American citizens, 
who earn their bread by the aweat of their 
brows, shall be seriously reduced in their 
emolument fromlday to day. (Applause.) 

That is the whole pith and moment of this 

?uestion. Anything that diverts the question 
rom that single point is weakening to this 

campaign. [Applause and cries of good.] 
I say here,[as I hope to say with much more 

elaboration, | applause and cheering and cries 
of “That’s what we want”] I say here, that 
the wages of American labor cannot be low- 
ered except with the consent and the votes 
of the American laborer himself. The ap- 
peal is to him. It comes to his door and asks 
him whether, with the great power of the 
franchise and great majority he possesses in 
his own hands, he is willing for nimself and 
his associates, his children, and his children’s 
children, to take that fatal step at the bid- 
ding of an American Congress and an Amer- 
ican President who are governed by that 
element which sought to destroy the nation. 

But, gentlemen, this is not a time for a 

political speech. My heart is too full to en- 
ter. at this time, on a lengthened argument. 
In this moment of welcome and joy, getting 
home to old scenes and old friends, I must be 
allowed to enjoy the pleasant emotions of the 
occasion. I can only add my fervent thanks 
to each and every member of the club, and to 
all friends for the generous welcome 
they.have extended to me in the harbor of 
New York. 

When Mr. Blaine was speaking, the cabin 
was packed to its utmost limits. The great* 
est enthusiasm prevailed. An outburst of 
cheering followed the conclusion of his 
speech. Mr. Blaine was then escorted into 
the ladies’ saloon,where he received a number 
of friends. 

Afterward Mr. Blaine ascended to the up- 
per deck where he received the consratula- 
tions ol all, having a pleasant word for each. 
While there he was banded a poetical ad- 
dress by Mr. Edward Fitzwilliam of Boston, 
representing the Workingmen’s Protective 
Union of Massachusetts, lie was also pre- 
sented with an address by Murat Halstead 
representing the Young Men’s Blaine Club 
of Cincinnati. 

When told that the Irish Americans pro- 
posed to serenade him to-night and present 
him an address, Mr. Blaine replied: 

"That’s all right, I’m glad of it" 
While the Starin was steaming up North 

River, the band played and the passengers 
indulged in frequent cheers for Blaine. All 
along the rlver.tit was escorted by the po- 
lice boat patrol, the Chicago Blaine Club tug, 
and other vessels, while a constant series of 
shrill salutes from the steam whistles of all 
the boats that passed, marked its progress to 
the pier at 23d street and North river where 
Mr. Blaine and all on board disembarked. 
Mr. Blaine was escorted to an open carriage 
and at once driven to the Fifth Avenue hotel, 
surrounded by a crowd which had cheered 
enthusiastically the familiar form of the 
great statesman. 

So many people had congregated about the 
hotel entrance, that the carriage had to halt 
some feet from the curbstone. Mr. Blaine 
lifted his hat and smiled, bowing meanwhile 
to the enthusiastic assemblage. He walked

He had disappeared from view for a mo- 
ment but in resjbonse to continued calls of

Crawford’s Report. 
Nkw York, Aug. 10.—T. C. Crawford, 

correspondent of the World was a passenger 
on board the City of New York. He says 
the passage had been almost without inci- 
dent. The breaking of the vacum pump in 
the engine which delayed the ship twelve 
hours, was the only exception. There was 
no attempt to make fast time on the first trip 
and, except for their impatience at the some-

The Fancy Pina and Badge* That 
Will be Worn Before election Oay. 

[New York Sun.] 
According to reliable authorities the pres- 

ent Presidential campaign Is going to beat 
the record away out of sight so far as the 
manufacture of campaign pins and badges 
Is concerned. 

“All the old-fashioned patterns for but- 
tons and badges,” says a manufacturer who

President Cleveland has so far vetoed tbe 
pension bills of upwards of two hundred old 
soldiers.

The Constitutionality of Protection. 
The Hon. William L. Putnam in several 

speeches delivered since he has become a 
candidate for governor, has hinted, with- 
out directly expressing such an opinion, that 
protection was unconstitutional. Yesterday 
the Argus quoted the opinion of a United 
States court denying the right of the city of 
Topeka to contribute $100,000 to build a fac- 
tory in that city, and deduced from that the 
opinion that members of Congress who vote 
for a protective tariff are robbers. But 
the Argus say the people have no rem- 

edy against the “robbers” except in the 
ballot. If however a protective tariff is un- 
constitutional, there is a clear remedy in the 
courts, and if a protective tariff is also rob- 
bery, as the Argus alleges, then not only law 
but equity is on the side of the advocates of 
a tariff for revenue only. Why not then ap- 
peal to the courts ? Simply because the free 
traders know that they would be sustained 
neither in law nor in equity. They know 
that the authorities are against them. 

The question of the constitutionality of a 
protective tariff is not a new one. It has 
been raised many times of late years. But it 
is a significant fact that for a good many years 
after the constitution was formed, though 
the subject of protection was frequently 
before Congress it was never seriously raised 
at all. With the men who made the constitu- 
tion the constitutionality of protection was 
undoubted. When the tariff bill of 1789 was 
under discussion in the House of Representa- 
tives Mr. Madison, who had been one of the 
framers of the constitution, whs a member of 
that body. Mr. Madison made an exhaust.

wag a protective as well as a revenue meas- 
ure. There had been no serious denial of the 
constitutional power of Congrc-s to protect 
Industries by a tariff and therefore Mr. 
Madison did not directly discu>s that ques- 
tion. But be clearly indicated his opinion 
on that subject in the following paragraph 
which is taken from his speech : 

There Is another consideration. The States 
that are most advanced in population and ripe for 
manufactures ought to have their particular in- 
terests attended to in some degree. While these 
States retained the power of making regulations of trade, they had the power to protect and cher- 
ish sucli institutions. By adopting the present constitution they have thrown the exercise of this 
power Into other hands. They must have done 
tills with the expectation that their Interests would not be neglected. 

Here is an assertion not only of the consti- 
tutional power of Congress to foster manu- 
factures but also of the duty of Congress 
to do it. Under the confederation each State 
had had the power to protect its own man- 
ufactures; but when the confederation was 
abandoned this power was turned over to 
Congress, and in the opinion of Mr. Madison 
not only could Congress use it, but also was 
bound to use it. Nobody in that Congress com- 
posed as it was of men who helped frame the 
constitution denied this proposition of Mr. 
Madison. Again in 1828 when some opposi- 
tion was being made to protection on the 
ground of unconstitutionality Mr. Madison 
declared, after reiterating the above argu- 
ment, that "a further evidence of the consti- 
tutional power of Congress to protect and 
foster manufactures by legulatiou of trade, 
(an evidence that ought itself to settle the 
question) Is the uniform and practical sanc- 
tum given to that power for nearly forty 
years.’’ 

Alexander Hamilton was a member of 
Washington’s Cabinet. Mr. Hamilton de- 
clared that a protective tariff was “necessa- 
ry for the support of the government and 
for the encouragement of manufactures.” 
Obviously Alexander Hamilton had not dis- 
covered that protection was unconstitution- 
al. 

Thomas Jefferson was a member of Wash- 
ington's Cabinet and was quite as familiar 
with the constitution as the modern Ameri- 
can free trade doctrinaries. Mr. Jefferson 
in 1818, commenting upon a pamphlet in 
which direct protection to home manufac- 
tures was advocated used this language: 

I have read with great satisfaction the eloquent 
pamphlet you were so kind as to send me, and 
sympathize with every line of it. 

And then he proceeds at length to argue in 
favor of the policy of fostering manufac- 
tures. Evidently Mr. Jefferson had not 
learned that protection was unconstitutional. 

In 1830 President Andrew Jackson, whom 
the Democrats are still voting for, said in his 

message to Congress; 
The power t» Impose duties on Imports origi- 

nally belonged to the several Slates. The right 
to adjust those duties, with a view to the encour- 
agement of domestic branches of Industry, la jo 
completely ldeutlcal with that power that It is dif- 
ficult to suppose the existence of one without the 
other. The States have delegated their whole au- 
thority over imports to the general Government; 
without limitation or instruction, saving the very 
inconsiderable reservation relating to their inspec- 
tion laws. Tills authority having then passed 
from the States, the right to exerelae it lor the 
purpose of protection does not exist In them, and 
consequently, If It be not possessed by the gener- 
al Government It must be extinct. Our political 
system would thus present the anomaly ol a peo- 

file stripped of the right to foster their own indus- 
nes and to counteract the most selfish and de- 

structive policy which might be adopted by for 
elgn nations. This surely cannot he; this indis- 
pensable power, thus surrendered by the States, 
must be within the scope of the authority express- 
ly delegated to Congress. In this conclusion 1 
am confirmed as well by the opinions of Presi- 
dents Washington, Jelterson, Madison and Mon- 
roe, who have each repeatedly recommended the 
exercise of this right under the constitution, ns by the uiuforin practice of Cougress, the continued 
acquiescence of the Slates and the general under- 
standing ol the people. 

So much on the constitutionality of protec- 
tion. The list of eminent men that as- 
sert its constitutionality might be greatly 
lengthened, bnt this will suffice for the pres* 
ent. It puts the Democratic orator of today 
who declares protection unconstitutional 
at odds with George Washington, James 
Madison, Alexander Hamiion, Thomas Jef- 
ferson, James Monroe and Andrew Jackson. 

But, says the Argus substantially, if tlie 
decision of the United States Court in the 
case of Topeka is not tantamount to a decla- 
ration that protection is unconstitutional 
it is tantamount to a declaration that it Is 
robbery. Of course if a protective tariff 
is robbery men who have helped enact 
such a tariff are robbers. Now observe 
how rich tlie country has been in robbers. 
The tariff bill passed by the first Coogress in 
1789 in Its preamble declares that “It Is nec- 

essary for the support of the government, 
for the discharge of the debts of the United 
States and/or the encouragement and protec- 
tion of manufacture*, that duties be laid up- 
on imported goods, wares and merchandise.” 
Among the gentlemen who voted for this 
bill was James Madison, Richard Henry 
Lee, Charles Carroll of Carrollton, Ethridge 
Gerry, Roger Sherman and Abraham 
Baldwin. All these men are consigned to the 
category of robbers by the Argus. George 
Washington signed the bill and made it a 
law which entitles him to be called the 
prince of robbers. Then there is Thomas 
Jefferson, whom the Democracy have been 
wont to revere. He too, was a robber. 
John C. Calhoun, to whom President Cleve- 
land paid so gushing a tribute some time 
ago, be too, at one time favored protec- 
tion, and lie endorsed it as beneficial to the 
farmer as well as to tne manufacturer. “The 
farmer,” he said, “will find a ready market 
for his surplus products, and what is of al- 
most as great consequence a certain and 
cheap supply for all his wants.” And then 
there is Andrew Jackson. He deserves a 
place way up iu the Argus’s list of robbers. 
What a galaxy of robbers this is—many 
of them Democratic robbers too—men whom 
the Democracy have held up for years as 
models of statesmanship; men whom the 
Argus has again and again glorified—all cor- 
signed now to the category of robbers.

of the city is over, and such property can 
readily be had by the acre for the price asked 
per lot several months ago. The “town ad- 
dttlon’’ business was another favorite tmpo- sition which belongs to the not unforgotten past.

names and grandly fantastical improvements, which existed only on highly colored litho- 
graphic maps, have reverted to the original bare quarter sections (one hundred and sixty acres) of land. Today the plow, manned by 
some enterprising farmer, rushes ruthlessly 
across Phanton avenue to the Hotel Decep- tions, thence at right angles to the University of Unreality, then on to the Chimera Opera- house and back to the station of the Void 
and Imposture -Kailroad.

They promoted 
him to be a major-general in the regular 
army, and when the commission was made 
out the President decided that it should be 
sent to the general, who still lay near Cedar 
Creek, by an unusual messenger. 1 was 
selected for this agreeable duty. 

From Washington to Harper’s Ferry I went 
by rail, but there it was necessary to have an 
escort. Starting early in the morning and 
riding all day with no o ther interruptions 
than were caused b y the occasional appear- 
ance of Mosby’s cavalry here and there on 
our flank, it was about 10 at night when we

Maine’s Account. 
[Lewiston Journal.] 

“Why, gentlemen, everything that comes Into Maine is taxed two or three times more than it 
was under ttie old revenue tariff. But the aver- 
age tax of this tariff of today on the products of 
Maine Is not so much as under the revenue tariff 
of 1840.”—Candidate Putnam at Bangor. 

By “tax” Mr. Putnam means “duty.” The 
duty imposed by the tariff of 1840 on lumber 
was the same as now, from 10 to 30 per cent.; 
the duty on wool was 30 per cent., and under 
the present tariff is about 40 per cent.; the 
duty on farm products and lime was the same 
»s now; ttie duty on cotton and woolen 
goods, of which we manufacture much more 
than wo use, was 10 per cent, less than now, 
tnd tlie duty on boots and shoes the same. 
So much for Mr. Putnam’s statement that 
the duties which protected Maine products 
were more under the tariff of 1840 than now. 

But what the duties of 1840 were Is of little 
con'equence. What is of immediate interest 
is what are the duties that the Democrats on 
the one hand and the Republicans on the 
otlier propose now. Please compare these, 
Mr. 1 uthaiu, and then balance Maine’s ac- 
iount.

the foreign cost plus tne duty. 

On the other hand the Republican protec- 
tion bill, as indicated by the votes of Repub- 
licans in the House and as already formulated 
by the Senate, proposes to retain the present 
40 per cent, duty on clothing wool, and the 
present duty of 30 per cent, on manufactured 
lumber and farm products, and the present 
duty on bricks, bags and undressed granite; 
to thoroughly protect our cotton and woolen 
industries; to make the duty on lime 10 cents 
per cask• to Impose a duty on Canadian fish 
preserved by ice or an other preservative 
process; to admit free of duty the chief iron 
materials needed for the construction of iron 
vessels for the foreign trade; and to retain 
the present law requiring American regis- 
tered vessels to be built in this country. And 
at the same time the Republican tariff bill 
will reduce the duty on rice and sugar to 41 
l«er cent.—instead of the 08 and 100 per cent, 
of the Mills bill. 

Now if Candidate Putnam, in his next 
speech, can spend time to discuss the two 
tariff measures on which the people of Maine 
will pronounce a verdict in September and 
November, the people will find it much more 

interesting and important than going back 
to the tariff of 1848J
