A JAPANESE VESUVIUS.
Bandal San Buries Villages Under
Twenty Feet of Mud. .

SANx Fraxcisco, Cal, Aug. 12.—The
steamer City of Sydney arrived this evening
from Hong Kong and Yokohama and brings
Japanese journals with partieulars of the
voleanie eruption of Bandai San on the 15th
of July. The details of the catastrophe
come in somewhat disjointedly. The Choya
Chimbun dispatched a special reporter to the
scene. According to his account the villages
around Bandal San heard steady rumbling
and felt shocks of earthquake from the 13th.
These phenomena continued intermittently
two days and nights, not.being attended by

any serious resultand no Erezt disquiet was
feit. On the morning of the 15th, at about 8
o'clock, the smaller Bandai San trembled
and roared violently. Almost at once after-
wards ashes to fall and the sky sud-
denly grew black and the rumbling sounds

continued accompanied by a violent ea
quake and a flare of dazzl flame. The
crest of the smaller Bandal San ap-

red to be lifted badly upwards and then
all . with a ‘tremendous noise.
Then followed showers of red mud mi
wi stones, spreading havoe around.
Suoch, indeed, was the nature of nearly all
the matter erupted.  Above the mud fell a
few inches of ashes.

But
when Canadian fishermen are baving ful)
commercial privileges in our ports, it seems
small business for the Canadian government
to haul up a poor old fisherman who was
catching a few haddock from a boat fifteen
feet long.

The Rockland Opinion, to which we con-
cede the palm for being the most audacious
free trade and Democratic paper in Maine,
lays down the proposition this week that
protection does not cause the diversification
of Industries, but is on the other hand
“rather a hindrance to industry generally.”
We might point to the immense industrial
growth of this country under a protective
tariff. or we might turo to that other great
economic fact that England won her in-
dustrial supremacy under the system of pro-
tection, but as these arguments have un-
doubtedly been used on the Opinion without
effect, we will point toa third most signifi-
cant example of the eflicacy of a protective
tariff for diversifying industries and bring-
ing thereby prosperity and abundance. Ger-
many adopted a protective tariff in 1679, As
to the effect of this tariff, we will make no
statements of our own, but quote froma
financial statement made by the Iron and
Steel Association of the Empire, an associa-
tion that includes the employers of about a
quarter of a million workingmen. This
report says:

Hundreds and thousands of the umemployed,
nnemployed when England did the nanufactur-
ing for Germany, have been givin profitable
work; old blast furnaces which had become
moss-grown under free trage have been relighted ;
mew ones have been bufit; others areé today in
course of constructien ; silent spludies are hum-
ming again; old mills have been opened and new
ones bullt; and English firms have found it profit-
able to move to Germany and give employment
to hundreds of the weavers and spinners who,

under free trade. had nearly starved on black
bread and horsefiesh.

Tosuch an extent have the industries of
Germany been diversified and stimulated by
this tarifl that Germany today is not only
holding her own market but is competing
with England for the markets of the world;
and it Is an actual fact that British troops
are found armed with bayonets manufactur-
ed in Solingen, Germany. But perhaps the
Opinion may object to taking the testimony
of German manufacturers, who are, of

course, like all other manufac-
turers Imn  protected countries, rob-
bers, thieves and monopolists. So we

will quote from a recent report of one
of Her Free Trade and Brittanic Majesty’s
officials, Mr. Geéorge Strachey, charge d'af-
Sfaires, at Berlin. **The bellef is widely dif-
fused,” he says, “that the tariff reform of
1879, (the adoption of the protective system)
saved Germany from a great ruin, and that
the empire is now on the road to industrial
greatness, perhaps to the succession of that
hegemony which Great Britain, it Is i!wught'
now with difficulty holds in her hands. Pro-
tection i5in the national air, and it will not
be dissipated by foreign arguments, however
accurately deduced from the axioms of sei-
entufic doctrine.” The English observer
finds “protection in the national air”’ in Ger-
many becanse it has bullt up new Industries
and made employment for the people and
greater prosperity.

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THE WIDOW OF SMITH.

An Adventure in California.

]¥rom the Ban Francisco Argonaut.]

There were five of us in the coach, a huges
solid affalr, resembling an immense box. It
rested on enormous leather straps that al-
lowed it to swing with a motion that is best
described by saying it was diagonal, though
in fact it was not diagonal atall. One mo-
ment we found ourselves sliding toward the
foremost corner on the left, as the wheel on
that side dropped heavily into some almost
bottomless hole; the next instant we would
be flying with pleasant unanimity through
the rear window on the right, and again,
seeking to force an outlet through tne roof
or floor. But the resultant of these motions,
put together, added and divided, is most
nearly deseribed by the word diagonal, and,
so—diagonal it is.

All five of the passengers were riding in-
side, for it was a day in November—cold and
cloudy, and a light snow was spasmodically
falling, as if really uncertain whether to
stop or go on, but, on the whoele, rather in
favor of going on, 1t being a characteristic of
Western habits never to give up anything for
any cause whatever, once itis begun. BSo,
while s seat outside just atthat time was
better than no seat at all, it was by no means
s0 desirable as a seat inside.

The road we wera to traverse led through

the mountains of Colorado, from the mining
camp of Greenwood (though why Green-
wood, none ean say—it was far aboye timber
line) to Leadville. It was fairly good wheel=
ing, as that word is understood in the Rock-
ies, but six stout mules had all they could do
to manage the coach. " One moment they
were groaning and straining up some steep
incline; the next fairly lifted from their
feet as we dashed furiously down a hill, our
speed oply partially checked by the brake,
which Tommy the driver, would frantically
apnly.

Every one in the West has a title of some
sort, no matter whether he has a right to it
or not, and the five men in the ecocach were
known as the Colonel, the Major, the Judge,
the Doctor and the Professor. It is surpris-
ing how soon one becomes acquainted with
his companions insuch a place. Whether
this is due to the community of sensations
that govern the passengers, as tbe wvehicle
lurches to the right or left, or the sociability
of the men themselves, I cannot say. The
fact remains, however, and in less than half
an hour after we had started I was on famil-
far terms with the past history, present occu.
pation, size of pile, and name of each of my
fellow travelers.

On the coach was an express box said to
contain $30,000 in bullion, the product of the
Greenwood mines. In a rack near the driy-
er's feet hung two Colt's revolvers and a
Winechester's rifle. The road was consid-
ered safe enough, for no robbery had oe-
curred there since the camp had been in ex-
istence, still the stage company preferred to
take reasonable precautions. Hence the
weapons.

After we had exchanged our names and
such parts of our personal history as we felt
free to give, we relapsed into silence. The
Westerner, although a sociable,is not a talk-
atlve animal; he converses in heats. For a
time our quiet was unbroken, save by the
groaning and ereaking of the coach, the
cracking of the driver’s whip and his rapidly
uttered onths.

Perhaps it is well that justice can never be
done—in print—to the profanity of the West-
ern mule-driver. It is as impossible to de-
seribe as the singing of some beautiful aria
by some sweet-voiced singer. Not that the
two ean be compared, in any way; I merely
wished to illustrate the utter inadequacy of
words in type to represent the sounds,

It was at the end of oneof Tommy’'s
flowery periods (which came to our rescue
when the coach, stuck fast at the footof a
veritable hill of difficulty, had at last been
dragged out by the mules, inspired by the
outpouring) that the gentleman occupying
the middle seat (left) broke the silence. We
knew him as Prof. Blood, “‘the hull owner of
the Blackeye mine of Greenwood, and sey-
eral others.” It wasat the close of Tommy's
exhortation, I say, which began softly and
slowly, then gradually increased in volume,
speed and power, until the flow was simply
overwhelming, that the ‘‘Professor” re-
marked pleasantly :

“Tommy seems to swear tol'ably easy, I'm
thinkin’. It's a great gift; wonderful what
"twill do sometimss. When I was a-teamin’
it up to Leadville, I would bet willin’ 1 could
cuss a dead mule up a 600-foot grade, with a
load, and all by the parts o' speech. It's
just like anythin’ else, though—takes prac-
tiee.

“Those was great days,” he went on with
a retrospective sigh, *‘great days. We was
gettin 20c and 30¢ a pound for stuff, and mak-
in’ slathers o'money ; an’ losin® it, too,” he
added with a laugh. *I ’member comin
down over the devide one night alone, with
$3,000 in my pocket, when a road agent held
me upan’ cleaned meout. I was pretty
blamed mad, but I had to ante.”

“I'd like to know,” said the Doctor, “how
one or two men can stop and rob a dozen, all
well armed. It looks as if they had no nerve.
I don’t think 1'd stand it.”

The Judge whistled softly at this remark;
the Major smiled and made a pretence of
wiping the window with his coat sleeve and
looking out; the Colonel expectorated
mournfully, The Professor alone was calm.

“Parduner,” said he, looking the Doctor in
the eye, and tapping him gently on the knee
as he spoke, “*‘was you never held up ?"”

The Doctor shook his head.

*1 thought likely,” said the Professor, sig-
nificantly. “Just look here; when you are
stopped you ante quietly and perlitely, It's
runnin’ too much of a risk to object. If any

man is lookin’ fura -hance to eclimb the
golden stairs, through barin’ of his buzzum
for his fellow ereatures—without compensa-
tion—let him. Itain’t in my line, I'm pretty
sure, an’ so 1 say if ever you're heid up you
jest fork over with out any back talk—it's
really the cheapest, and a long way the
safest."”

These sentiments seemed to meet with uni-
versal approval from the other oceupants cof
the coach, and the Doetor, quite crushed by
the weight of opinion against him, relapsed
into sllence.

After this, conversation became desultory.
Now and then a passenger would volunteera
remark, which sometimes elicited a reply and
sometimes did not, Often, as the road led
up some steep incline, we would get out and
walk, to restore, by exercise, the circulation
in our benumbed limbs, Twice the coach
stopped at relay stations, where fresh mules

were harnessed in the place of the tired-out
animals, The stations were nothing more
than rough log stables, with accommodation
for the men who fed and cared for the mules.

The snow had been falling all the after-
noon in fine flakes, and had spread over the
earth a thin white cover that partially hid
the roughness of the mountains and whit-

ened the light that came through the clouds,
into which we sometimes drove. The road
was becoming very heavy and our progress

slow, when, to our relief, the 2oach, about 4
o'clock, entered a small park of a few hun-
dred acres and pulled up in front of Samp-
son’s—twelve miles from Leadville, While
fresh mules were being harnessed we alighted
and stepped into the room that served as
bar, office, parlor and reading room, for
Sampson’s wasa hotelas well as a relay
station.

The establishment was owned and man-
aged by Mr. Sampson and his wife Almiry,
or to put it in another way, Sampson’s and
Sampson himself were controlled by Almiry.
A modern Delilah she, who, when she mar-
ried Sampson, had, speading figuratively,
clipped his locks and left him deprived of all
ambition, There was a rumor that Sampson
drank, a rumor not altogether without foun-
dation, since no one had ever seen him en-
tirely sober. His sole duty was to tend bar,
and when not occupied in ministering to the
liquid wants of others he was looking after
himself. There was but one beverage sold
at Sampson’s—whiskey—though there hung
upon the wall, back of the rough bar, an
illuminated card, setting forth in fly-specked
characters, the superior merits of Hall's
Jamaica Ginger. But as for the ginger, that
was not to be had. Nor were there any indi_
cations, beyond dusty lithographs nailed
askew to the wooden partitions, that soda
water, seltzer, and Mumm’s Extra Dry were
procurable on demand.

We had not noticed at first in the dim light
of the room, the figure of a woman, clad in
deep black and wearing a heavy veil drawn
over her face. She sat in a dark corner and
seemed to shrink from observation. But
when Tommy entered, after looking to his
cattle, and had fortified his nerves with four
fingers of the “‘reg’lar thing,” swallowed
‘without & murmur, Almiry took him aside
and engaged him in earnest conversation,
and her géstures then, for the first time,
directed our attention to the woman,

Our halt was necessarily short, and we
were soon back in the coach; the mules had
been changed, and we were ready to start.
But Tommy lingered, Jand, when at length
he appeared at the door, seemed in no hurry.
He stood there, slowly drawing on his gloves
and surveying the scene with a carelessly
critical eye and an expression of countenance
that seemed to indicate that as for him, if he
were to be given the chance, he would make
a good deal better world than this one—easy.
In his mouth was a cigar, tipped up at such
an angle that the glowing end nearly touched
the wide brim of his sombrero. "I'ne Major,
irreverently inspired, voiced the sentiments
of the party when he remarked, in a drawl-
ing tone:

“I reckon that after bein’ the Angel
Gabriel, for pure glory an’ so forth, I'd
ruther be a driver to a coach than most any-
thlnl !!l

Just then there appeared in the doorway
the lady in black, to whom Thomas gallantly
offered his arm, and thus escorted to the
coach. As they approached, the Colonel
E“ a little groan. “We're goin’to have a

vely woman along with us,” he said, plain-
tively. Consternation was depicted on each
face when the coach door was opened, and
Tommy, looking in, remarked authoritative-
ly: “Sorry, gen'lemen, but I shall have to
trouble you. Here's a lady goin’to Lead-
ville, an’ she's goin’ inside. Jump in,
ma'am!” and in the young woman jumped
with remarkable lightness, and took tho
vacant seat in the forward corner.

“Cunnel, you'll look after ber,” said Tom-
my at the door; **she’s in my charge. Wid-
der of Smith,” she is; him that was killed
down to the Walkei mine last month, but
she don’t savy a word of English, bein’
French. You know'd Smith, didn't ye, Cun-
nel "

“Yes, I know'd him well enough, but I
never know’d he had a widder. I'il look
after her—in English,” growled the Colonel,
and the door slammed, and the stage rolled
ahead.

As we pulled out the clouds parted for an
instant, and a bright ray of sunlight litup
the coach, striking full upon the dark veil of
our new companion.

¥. ¥ CRUSHED BY THE CARS.
Sad Death of Mr. Frank W: Knight.

A terrible accldent occurred in the Malne
Central yard Saturday morning by which
Mr. Frank W. Knight, the Master Mechanic
and purchasing agent met his death,
and Mr. Ira L. Pierce the blacksmith, was
terribly bruised and possibly seriously burt,

The story as told a PRESS reporter was
that Mr. Knight went to the company’s ma-
chine shop, in the yard, to see Mr. Pierce in
regard to making some frames for two hang-
ing lamps to be used in one of the company’s
cars. He asked Mr. Plerce if he had the
proper iron to make the frames from, Mr,
Pierce showed him what he had and Mr.
Knight told him to make one frame aud then
changed his mind and said “Well Plerce you
know what's wanted and you had better
make two frames.” He then went out of
the shop. Mr. Pierce suddenly thought of a
qnestion he wanted to ask Mr, Knight and
followed him. Mr, Pierce’s son stood in the
shop-door and looked at them as they met,
about fifty feet away, and stood on one of
the railroad tracks talking earnestly, Allat
once a lorg [.eight train backed down the
track. The two men were so busy talking
they didn’t notice it and there was no one on
the rear of the train to warn them. Mr.
Knight was struck, thrown on the rails, and
80 mangled about the hips and body that he
died shortly after, at the Maine General Hos-
pital to which he was removed.

Mr. Pierce was struck by the brake irons
of the rear freight car and thrown forward.
As he fell he had the presence of mind to
throw himself snugly between the rails and
the cars passed over him. He was taken to
his home in Knightville and Dr. Thomes
called. The doctor could not discover any
broken bones, but Mr, Pierce was fearfully
bruised and twisted.

Another version of the story is that Mr,
Knight and Mr. Pierce wished to take some
measurements atthe side of the freight house,
A train stood on the track between them
and the building, and they crawled under
oneof thecars and did the desired work;
Then they started to erawl back under the
. same car. As they came from under the car
they crawled on the adjoining track, not no-
ticing any danger. Bat several freight cars
werg being pushed along by a shifting en-
gine, and before they realized they were in
the way, the foremost car struek them,

Mr, Knight was & man of middle age, mar-
ried, and leaves a widow and daughter,
family live on Cushman street. Mr. Knight
was a valued employee of the road, and liked
by everybody, and his tragic death is deplor-
ed by a large circle of friends. He was a
Past Master of Waterville lodge, F. & A. M.,
and a member of Greenleaf Royal Arch
Chapter.

THE MACKAY-GOULD FIGHT.

An Augusta despatch says: *‘The Maine
Central, though their counsel, Messrs. Baker
and Cornish, of this city, have brought a bill
in equity to enjoin the Postal Telegraph
Cable Company of New York, from con-
structing a telegraph line along the railroad’s
location between Mattawamkeag and Vance-
boro.

PULPIT AND PLATFORM.

NEW JERUSALEM TEMPLE,
At the church of the New Jerusalem (Swe-
denborgian) yesterday, Rev. H. C Hay of

: Cinelnnati preached from Jno, viil, 20. “We

Americans,” said he, “unlike multitudes in
Russia who regard life as a burden, and take
refuge in suicide or in ‘strange, mystical and
extravagant theories of religion and society,’
are so free frowm suffering and so prosperous
that we are either indifferent to religions ap-
peals, or we measure the value of religlons
according to their ability to give pleasure.
The popular preacher is he whose discourses
are the most entertaining ; music and fashion
help to fill churches; and many devices of
the entertainment order receive careful at-
tention. Two attitudes towards happiness
are possible. The name of Epicurus has
long served to designate one attitude. He
made happiness the supreme end of human
endeavor. This attitude presented a good
appearance in ancient Athens: it appears
well in the homes of the rich and refined in
Ameriea, but trausplant it into the midst of
the wretchedness of the poor in Russia, and
what would be the result? Orapply it to
the life of the Christ, and what would be-
come of Christianity? If He bad adopted
this principle He would never have come in-
to eonflict with the Jewish cburch, and
would never have died on the cross. The
other attitudes towards hapPlnesa s imper-
fectly exemplified in the Stoies, who protest-
ed that happiness is not the supreme good
but faithfullness. It would seem to be jus
the attitude needed in Russia, or anywhere
when bhuman suffering is at its maximum.
1t is the stuff of which to make soldiers and
statesmen. It gave to the ancients Epicte-
tus and Marcus Aurelius. It hus given to us
some of our noblest leaders in war and
peace. But stoicism does not manifest the
second attitude in its perfection. Under less
favorable conditions we find stoicism devel-
oping into the pride of cynicism, with its
fantastic contempt for riches, honors and
learning; or on the other hand into the mel-
ancholy and despair of asceticism. In John,
the Baptist, we find the utmost abjuration
of happiness and the utmost faithfulness to
duty; and yet we feel his to be far from a
periect life. But in the Christ we find a per-
1ect life that satisfies us. No Stoie shows so
giand and perfect a devotion. None faces
win_and sorrow more bravely., But while
he Stoi¢ hardened himself bafore pain or
sorrow, schooled himself to indifference,
turned iuto iron or stone, Jesus lost nothing
of His sensitiveness, [He loved joy, was
keenly sensitive to pain, and yet was eyer
faithful to duty. He teaches that righteous-
ness Is greater than hngﬂlness. and greater
than faithfulness. e bids us *seek first the
kingdem q’ God and His righteonsness, and
all these things shall be added unto you.”
teousness always follows as a resalt of
ess to God, and is always followed
or accompanied by ‘upplness. ithout it as
# motive, faithfulness is empty and cold;
hap‘:ineaa delusive and disappo nllnq. Chris-
tianity opens to view a new prlnclP e of hu-
man action. It shows the theory of rewards
and amlshment as the springs of human ac-
tion to be low and external. They become
means, under Divine Providence, oely guidin
and controlling us in our low and externa
states of life. But all that is noble in us
and of human worth responds to different
motives; motives of fitness, usefulness,
righteousness. Such motives alone make
earnest, Christian men and women. The
Lord came Into the world fseeking, not hap-
ylness. but usefulness, to ‘lay down His life
or His friends.” And yet there is a time
and place for fleasures. We find Jesus at
the wedding festival at Cana: we find the
people of Bethany giving a feast for His
Pleasure and honor; we hear His enemies
calling Him ‘a wan gluttonous and a wine-
bibber, a friend of publicans and sinners.”
And yet never was there a time or place
when He could not truly say: ‘He that sent
me is with me: ithe Father Lath not left me
.alone; for I do always t hose things that
please Him.””

The following is an abstract of Mr, Day’s
sermon ; 3

“It Is amazing: we are hardly sufficient to
accept it that God should speak to man; it so
transcends our conceptions of the possible
relation betweén God and His creatures that
weinstinctively say it cannot be. The dis-
tance between the Almighty and an arch-
angel is immensureable;: we can scarcely
conceive of fellowship between them. How,
then, are we able to cherish the thought that
God will commune with us? In his natural
state, man repudiates the statement, denies
the most positive assurances, will not aceept
the most conclusive evidences; and yet,
when you come to study man and under-
stand his nature, his aptitude for moral
things, and think for a moment of his vast
destiny, of his discriminating thought as to
that which is right and that which is wrong,
and the instinetive sense of fhought of the
judgment, of the adjusiment of accounts,
you think it a more remarkable thing that
God should not speak to man. When yon
think of man adrift in the universe,
eapable of aspiration for the good, desiring a
prolonged life, having a heart that is capa-
ble of love, and having a nature that is ca-
pable of the keenest, the most acute suffer-
ing, and the most immeasureable joy and ec-
stacy, you say if must be that that being that
created such a being and set him here,
thinks about him and will make provisions
for fellowship with himself. But then you
say how will God speak to man? If He is
going talk with a creature of course the in-
timacy must be worthy of God, and so at

this point you fall right into trouble, and so
you come to believe that God will not speak
to man as man speaks to man, but that it
must be in some mysterious, some marvel-
ons, some mythical manner, this approach
into the presence of the Divine, You are a
little tempted to repudiate ani hing so made
with human hands as a church, such a thing
as & book, such a thing as a service, and you

if God is ?luq to speak to man, why, he
will speak to him in some subtle,

soMe mys-
terious manner, and the approach willbe
of that character. So man is inclined to say

that God s s to man through nature.
They say He will ﬂmk in the winds and
the waves, and in the thunders; that He will
speak out of the throats of birds, that God
will talk in the world which he has made
and so if man wants to hear from God he
has got to go out and sail upon the sea, or
stan upon mountains and get
some wide horizons and study
the starlit rky and the sunlit earth; that he
must go out into groves to worship, that he
mist hear d's voliee in the murmuring
brooks. And so there are those who tell us
that they worship God after this fashion
and that is the way they hear the voice of
God to them. But when you come to look
Into the history of the world,and I think
when you come to interrogate your neighbor
and your own heart you will find that God
does not speak to man through nature at all.
He has first spoken to man in some other
Way.

A man comes up from the WH extreme of
what I have been speaking. e hands me
a book. He hands me the sublimest book
