We do not subscribe toN the creed of those

tice of those wiu have and hold large 
collections of works of art, galleries of 
sculpture or paintings, or libraries filled 
with rare and valuable books. How 
many hungry souls may be famished or fed 
in the vicinity of such abundance, just as it 

suits the whim of the lordly owner! So have 

we seen men Hide by high walls their treas- 

ures. of fruit aud flowers from the sight of 
tire passer-uy, ueuyiug iu tuu longing eye 
that which, instead of being taken from them, 
should have added to that possession which 
only those who give, receive. 

Blessings, sav we, oti the man who plants 
shade trees along the dusty way, or opens the 
hidden spring where the weary traveler may 
slake his thirst, or, on the margin of some 

public road, carefully lifts the sod and depos- 
its some rare seed within, with the silent 

prayer that it may spring up and hear fruit of 

which others may pai take hereafter. It may 
afford incitement and encouragement to us 

all, to remember that thus from some un- 

known source or else from chauce, have 
originated many well known fruits, as the 
Baldwin apple, the Goodaie pear, and tin 
Rebecca grape. 

Swiit’s oft-quoted saying, that he is a ben- 

efactor of his race who causes two blades 01 

grass to grow where but one grew before, 
needs constant repetition, and especially, tbal 
men may be induced to attempt the small be- 

ginnings ot progress and improvement, whirl 

they are cont’uufMly neglecting, while wait- 

ing for magnificent opportunities. 
With the wide extent of laud in our na- 

tional domain, wo shall not see for many 

years any approach to the economic lav\- 

now in force, and the utilization ot every 
foot of soil which prevails, in China, Switz 
erland and some other countries of the ok 
world. To the dwellers in town and city 
however, it may not be too early to suggest; 
beginning of the work. 

Our object in the present article is to pro 
pose to those who love their fellow-men, t< 
those real reformers who do not rest content 

edly in abstractions and glittering general! 
ties, but arc ready for every good work, tha 

they begin to advocate the concerting inU 

garden* of all waste places, whether public or 
prtoate, in lari/e towns wul cities. Some oi 

1 ^ie considerations which lend weight to the 
proposition are, that thereby the face of nature 
Will be improved, aud that positive benefits 
will accrue to all peisous connected with 
either side of the transaction. It, for illus- 
tration, we refer to our own city, we notice 
more or less unseemly scars aud furrows wi'h 
which our streets or borders are deformed, 
occasioned by lire, or excavation, or some 
disturbing cause; and in many places we can 
hardly fail to notice how persistently and suc- 
cessfully aud with what amiable rivalry the 
burdock and plautain aud thistle strive to 
hide some of these misfortunes and mistakes 
of men. 

Xow were we to imagine some of those 
huge chasms which railroad necessities have 
created, whose loose and crumbling banks 
alike threaten danger, and invite mischief, to 
be sloped aud sodded ami made green with 
tltc emerald luxuriance which adorns our 
harbor forts, and the rank growth of noxious 
weeds aud hateful plants to be supplanted by 
some of the 8mailer fruits, or garden escu- 
lents, or healthful herbs of the nurservmau 
and horticulturist, and where foul and" noi- 
some vapors load the air, were tlowers plant- 
ed to d stil out of decay and pollution, beauty 
and perfume—would such an effort be too 
great lor the imagination, or the actual ac- 
complishment, too much for the hands of 
women aud children eveu? 

Every square toot ot earth that is rich 
enough to produce some rank aud vigorous 
weed, which is worse than worthless, can 
just a* well and with no more expense sus- 
tain some garden plant which will bear good 
fruet; and in addition to this, these simple 
changes iu vegetable lile, as well as the in- 
troduction of new plants into unhealthy lo- 
calities, will often prove to he the methods by 
which the most important sauitary euds are 
secured. 

That v.ce aud wreteheduoss are often cured 
l>y reproof aud denunciation, we are not in- 
clined to believe, and therefore we prelcr to 
make the attempt, by affording opportuni- 
ties for comparison and contrast; by inciden- 
tal exhibitions ol something brighter aud bet- 
ter. We do not readily get a man out of a 
slough, by telliug him that he is there,-that 
he well knows; or by asking him to look 
about him,—that he has already done; but 
when we show him good footing on dry land, 
then lie inclines to try it. The ueglect of 
this idea explaius frequent failures in at- 
tempts at reform, in both temperance and re- 
ligion. 

A recent exhibition was held in London, 
by the Society for the Encouragement of Win- 
dow-Gardening among the poor of the par- 
ishes of St. Mary aud St. John, Westminster, 
at which the Earl of Shaftesbury, the Baron, 
ess Rothschild and many distinguished per- 
sons were present, giving encouragement by 
their words of praise and by their substantial 
benevolence. Prizes were awarded to the 
working men and women of those districts, 
and the children of the schools, for the best 
display of plants and flowers, ornamental de- 
signs, and plans lor floral decorations with 
growing plants. The entire district has been 
greatly beautified aud improved in every way 
by the encouragement of a taste for flowers 
among the residents. Many new varieties 
are said to.have been introduced by working 
men, who have thru become interested in 
floriculture. 

The sending of a rose or lily into some low 
hovel, or haunt of wretchedness, may he as 
the ushering of light into darkness; and 
wnere tuo Diolc or tho missionary eonkl find 

I a0 entrance, these silent messengers would 
be welcomed, and would exert a potent influ- 
ence iu reforming many of the evil conditions 
of soul and body. 

Our preseut limits forbid entering into the 
details of any plan. Whose cousent, or pit- 
ronage, or assistance are to be secured, and 
what thefplan ot operations shall be, we do 
advise. As we do not despise the day of 
small things, we recommend humble begin- 
nings, and are quite sure that any earnest 
soul in any suitable place, can do much good 
by introducing';liorticulture and floriculture 
into the yards and windows of depraved dis- 
tricts; by encouraging the cultivation of 
wholesome vegetables aud medicinal plants 
by and for the poor; by raising flowers ler 
hospital), asylums, alms-houses and peniten- 
tiaries aud for the sick in body and semi 
anywhere. 

Should these hints ever liud adequate 
realization, we may expect as resulting bene- 
fits: the substitution ot inexpensive public 
garden) of small extent, for a single one with 
broal acre) involving largo expenditure— 
the gradual smoothing away of wriukles and 
distortions iu tho face of nature—the briug. 
iug together on common ground, those who 
give and those who receive, thus aiding iu 
in perfecting that higher husbandry of the 
heart, by which our poor humanity is grafted 
on tho living vine, and cuabled to bring forth 
immortal fruit. 

Ch«*CAC I'luior) Kulcu. 

Dr. L L. Wight of Wbltestone, Oneida Co., 
X. Y., sends the following suggestions for 
the season of 1874,” to ail the patrons of his 
factory: 

1. Milch cows should havfe free access at 
all times to good running water. 

g. They should never be heated by beiug 
run, stoned ar dogged. 

y. The utmost cleanliness should be ob- 
served iu milling, aud by no means wet the 
band) iu the milk while milking. 

4. No can of milk should stand where it 
will absorb the barnyard or stable odor, or 

any other scent. 
5. The milk should be strained and well 

aired immediately after having been drawn 
irpm the cows. 

0. Some arrangement for quickly and etTect- 
ually cooling the milk is at all times very de- 
suable, and when tbe nulb is kept at borne 
over night is indispensable. 

7. Scalding all vessels used about milk at 
least once a day with boiling water, and rins- 
ing them with cold water at night, is essen- 
tial. 

8. Keeping the strippings at home is mor- 

ally and legally as bad as water. 
y. The milk should be sent to the factoiy 

as soon alter milking as possible. 
10. No milk to be delivered at the factory 

after 8 o’clock F. M., or 8 o’clock A M., in 
June, July and August, and 8i o’clock A. 
M. in April, May, September, October and 
November. 

11. Any milk which does not habitually 
keep sweet and pure until 1 o’clock P. M., 
will be made into cheese by itself, and the 
cheese sold by itself, the furnisher or furnish- 
ers ol such milk receiving only the actual 

| avails of his own milk. Such persons’ milk 
will again he mixed wilh the good only when 
the manufacturer is satisfied that a perma- 
nent retorin 1 as been made in the method of 
taking care of it. 

Bee IluiiliiiK* 
For the benefit of others who may wish to 

engage in the exciting sport of bee-hunting, 
we give a few directions far finding the abode 
ol wild bees. Go as far from the tame bees 
as possible, as wild bees are seldom found in 
their proximity. Your outfit should consist 
of some strained honey, a piece ot comb, and 
a box or cup in which to catch the bees. 
Place tbe eotub, eoutaiuing some houey, on a 

stand where the movements of the hee cau ho 
seen, and then place upon the honey a bee 
ftom some neighboring blossom. Whe'n this 
bee lias filled bis sac, it will rise, describe a 

few eircles, and take a bee line for the tree, 
in a low minutes [returning with reinforce- 
ments. This operation is repeated, addition- 
al reinforcements arrive, uutil a hundred may 
go to work. The bee-liunter estimates tho 
distance between the tree and the 9taml by 
tin; time tbe bees are gone from tho latter, 
and by the number of bees at work on the 
honey. After a good line is established, ob- 
tain a cross line by moving the stand either 
to the right or left. 

Later in the season, after tbe frost has 

killed tlie flowers, the bees are attracted by 
burning comb. For this a warm, still day is 

best. Supply a tin pail with some ashes and 

live, bard-wood coa.s; on this put bits of 
comb sufficient to make a good smudge. 
which will draw tuo bees to the stand in 
search of bonev, when Uiey are lined as 

above A few drops ot the essence of arnica, 
d-opped upon .he comb contaiuing the hou- 

ey will induce the bees to work more rapidly 
ai/d increase much faster —JJuJalo Lice 
stock Journal.

Victors and vanquished alike 

should join in the resolution to prevent any 
more such shameful irregularities in our cau- 

cuses. 

Historical Scandals. 
“There were kings before Agamemnon,’’ 

_ 
and there have been scandals before Mr. 
Beecher was accused. Being Americans wc, 
of course, delight to call it “The Great Scan- 
dal.” This is partly the effect of national 

pride, which will not concede the befalling of 
even a greater misfortano elsewhere, and 

partly of perspective, which exalts the neigh- 
boring hill above the far-off mountain, and 
makes the last storm “the most severe ever 

experienced in this vicinity,” while the last 
murder is “the most atrocious iu the annals 
of crime.” We are not disposed to under_ 
rate the Beecher scandal. It will, no doubt, 
be historical. Had he been proved guilty the 
world would have felt the same amazement 
at finding a foul, sensual taint in a spirit ap- 
parently so sweet and pure and lofty, as it 
does in contemplating the cosmic intelligence 
of Bacon stooping to a petty bribe. And in 
the glad vindication he has achieved, we may 
weil conclude, independeutly of our national 
weakness for “most remarkable” things, that 
there never was in the world so villainous a 

conspiracy to break down the character of a 

good man. Iago sacrificing the gentle Des- 
demona to his revenge severely tries our ere 

dulity. But here is a man deliberately sacri- 

ficing his own wife to his lust for notoriety 
and sensation, and his hate of an upright 
man who had been his warmest friend, when 
the threats of such charges had ceased to he 

pecuniarily profitable. 
But even ecclesiastical scandals are not new. 

In the Pere ia Chaise cemetery in Paris repose 
the ashes of those two medieval lovers, Abe- 
lard and Heloise, beneath the same stone. 
This is the very shrine of romance. To this 
spot lovers of all modem age3 and countries 
turn their faces when they pray. Yet the 
bodies and souls of the founder of Scholas- 
ticism and his beautiful pupil were tried by 
fiercer storms of affliction and persecution 
than swept over the Brooklyn pastor and his 
fair parishioner. Abelard was a greater 
man in the eleventh than Beecher is in the 
nineteenth century. By his own confession 
be was as great a culprit as Beecher would 
have been at worst, for the innocent girl en- 
trusted to his care fell a victim to his deliber- 
ate machinations. let he,as well as Heloise, 
was able to restore his fallen reputation in 
after life, and to regain the respect of the 
world and ol the church; though, to he sure, 
the standard of morality was not so high 
then as now. There ’is another medieval 
scandal of even earlier date which has crys- 
talized into the myth of Pope Joan. This is 
the most comical of all scandals and probably 
has for Us foundation nothing better than a 
Protestant lie, devised for the purpose of 
bringing discredit on the church of Rome. 
But for centuries all good Proteslauts be- 
lieved that one cf the Popes was a woman 
and was delivered of a child, whose father 
was a cardinal, during a solemn ceremonial 
of the church. 

A remarkable feature of many historic 
scandals is the unsatisfactory and dubious re- 
sult of them. Does the world yet know 
whether Mary, Queen of Scots, was a good 
woman or a wanton ? And has not Mr. 
Froude’s last volume once more east serious 
suspicion on England’s “Virgin Queen” ? 
Will anybody ever know whether Napoleon 
III was really a Bonaparte ? Victor Hugo 
hurled at him the memorable apothegm, “He 
is neither the son of his father nor the father 
of his son”; but some allowance must be 
made for the writer’s fierce democratic 
wrath. It is some thousands of years since 
the association of I’ericlcs and Aspasia, and 
we believe that, notwithstanding the intio- 
duction of the critical method in histoiv 
scholars have not yet decided whether their 
relations were platonic or otherwise. The 
belief that Gen. Jackson loved not wisely 
hut too well the wife of Gen. Eaton, his Sec- 
retary of War, was once very prevalent, hut 
it could show no very satisfactory grounds for 
its existence. The trial of Queen Caroline 
by the House of Lords was as fierce an in- 
quisition as was ever made into the character 

>f a human being, yet it is not known to this 

lay whether that pure and upright man, her 

husband, had reason to find fault with her or 

not. The horrible Byron scandal,so recently 
revived by Mrs. Stowe, will probably never 

be settled beyond dispute. 
Nor is this the first time that scaudal has 

been per3i9tently associated with the names 

of the greatest and best Americans. Even- 

Washington has not escaped, though in his 

case oral tradition has tor the most part kept 
alive what history would have willingly let 
die. Yet there is a very prominent gentle- 
man in this city, aud one whose interest iu 

the Beecher case has been quite overwhelm- 

ing, who believes that the father of his 

country had numerous other offspring, and 

that he took the cold which resulted in his 

death while visiting a remote part of his es- 

tate on a very improper errand. Alexander 
Hamilton acknowledged publicly “with the 
full assent aud concurrence of his wife,” an 

amour in Philadelphia, as the only means of 

explaining circumstances which indicated 
official misconduct. Aud the all-healing 
Parton, who wrote the latest biography of 

Jefferson,has been at great pains to clear his 

reputation from nameless rumors of the same 

bad kind. 
We have by no means exhausted the list 

of notable aud conspicuous scandals of early 
aud modern date. The taste for evil speak- 
ing is of all times aud places and loves a 

shining mark. The Beecher scandal is a 

great and sorrowful thing; hilt in all ages and 
countries idols have beeu shattered and good 
men have been assailed just as iu Brooklyn 
to-day.

Habper’s Magazine for September con- 

tains an article on “Negro Schools,” written 

by Porte Crayon, whose bright, racy articles, 
so uniqnly illustrated, have delighted tens of 

thousands of readers during the past twenty 
years. It is well kuown-to the majority of 

readers that the writer of these articles is a 

Virginian by birth and education, and that

as one of the first families of Virginia. Dur- 

ing the war Gen. Strother was a Unionist 
and was invaluable as a staff-officer to the 
armies operating in the Shenandoah Valley 
and Maryland. Since that period, he has 

contributed a series of papers for Ilarper's, 
giving his experiences, or rather diary, as 

prepared during those memorable days. His 

Virginian estate, laying in the path of the 

contending armies, was desolated during the 
war. It was our purpose,however, to notice 
the article above referred to, because coming 
from a man who has been bred among the 

peculiar institutions of the South, aud from 
one so well qualified to judge of the results 
of the new condition of the enfranchised race. 

The article will repay a careful perusal, for, 
with all his natural feelings as a former slave- 
holder, he bears cheerful testimony to the 

fact that as a whole the colored people are 

making the best use of their freedom. To 
use Gen. Strother’s own words, “the negro 
since his emancipation has been a surprising 
success.” He has passed from the slavery of 
centuries to free citizenship without a crime, 
and, indeed, we may say without a serious 
error.” 

The writer closes the results of his obser- 
vations with a brief paragraph: 

“There has been a decided improvement in 
the morals, manners and social habits of the 
colored race since the emancipation, operated 
by the simple consciousness of freedom. The 
influence of books and letters has been most 
favorable as far as it extends, but the schools 
are too few and too limited in means to cover 

so vast a field. They need reinforcements of 
men and money. The. education most needed 
by the negro is that which will most directly 
develop bis capacity for self-maintenance and 
accommodation. The Southern country, with 
its natnral wealth, is now in the market, and 
in twenty yea-s will belong to neither specula- 
tors, politicians nor thieves, but to those who 
may earn it by intelligent and persistent labor.”

Our Sew York Letter. 

A Review of Mr. Beecher's defence—Tho 

actual extent of his fanl{ frankly stated— 
A Case of Conspiracy anti Blnch-suail. 

New York, Aug. 17, 1874. 
There was an infinite sense of relief, among 

the friends of Mr. Beecher, when his statement 

appeared. Owing to the delay of its produc- 
tion, which seemed to their impatience well 

nigh interminable, tlieir anxiety had been 

wrought up to its utmost tension. There seems 

to have been a preconceived purpose on the 

part of the assailants to make the halloo last 
as long as possible. First, Tilton must needs 
shut himself up for several days, to ornament 
his diffusive narrative with rhetorical gewgaws. 
No sooner had ho delivered himself of his gar- 
nished diatribe, than Moulton complicates the 
situation by disappearing and concealing him- 
self where he cannot he found for a week. 
When he finally reappears, several days more 

are consumed by his consultations with counsel, 
aud his preparations to sustain his role of mys- 
tery and inscrutability. And thus, through all 
these inexcusable hindrances caused exclusive- 
ly by the attacking party, a deeply excited 
community has been kept in torturing suspense 
for seven weary weeks—the moral atmosphere 
tainted, meanwhile, with prurient details serv- 

ing rather to minister to unwholesome curiosi- 
ty, than to contribute to a plain elucidation of 
the facts—aud a name dear to all Christendom 
exposed to injurious comments and censorious 
strictures. 

Now that the long sad chronicle has been 
completed, a review of it may be ventured up- 
on without offence to good taste. 

Tho trouble has grown out of the maud- 
lin fancies of a lovesick woman crazed and be- 
deviled by a weak sentimentalism, which per- 
vaded her whole nature, hopelessly .destroyed 
her common sense, if she ever had any, and im- 
paired her sanity. She stands revealed in a 

striking light through the extraordinary letters 
which her husband, with a strange heedlessness 
of propriety, has scattered broadcast over the 
land. There is an excess of emotional gush in 
these extravagant effusions which shows clear- 
ly enough that the writer lived iu au ideal 
world, aud was tho perpetual prey of morbid 
vagaries. They are an odd iumble of adula- 
tion, idolatry, and overstrained praise inter- 
woven with quotations and illustrations which 
are only saved from being blasphemous by their 
ludicrous absurdity. Taken iu connection with 
her subsequent narrative of the sufferings she 
habitually endured from his tyranny, caprice, 
conceit, depreciation, neglect and ill treatment 
one cannot avoid the conclusion that the poor 
woman strove all the while to make up in ve- 
hemence of protestation, what she lack of sin- 
cerity of heart. 

It was from this distempered source that the 
original accusation sprang. She told her hus- 
band one day, in an outburst of confidence— 
with a view to placate him—that she had loved 
Mr. Beecher better than she loved him; that 
she had not supposed that there was any- 
thing wrong in this, hat that some inward 
monitor, or celestial visitation had, at length, 
opened her eyes to the fact that it was on the 
whole a sinful thing to do, and that accordingly 
she had made up her mind to return to her al- 
legiance. The precise terms of this unparal- 
lelled confession are Dot known. It was said 
to have been committed to paper, but it is also 
stated that the paper has been destroyed. This 
happened in July 1870. In the last days of the 
ensuing December, Tilton for the first time 
communicated to Beecher the information that 
such a confession had been made, at the resi- 
dence, hut not in the presence, of Moulton. It 
v-as at this initial point of the case, that Mr. 
Be rber made the mistake which has been pro- 
ductive of so much subsequent unhappiness. 
But the circumstances by which he was sur- 

rounded, are lucidly described in his own 

words: “From tiie anger and Tury of Mr. Til- 
ton, I apprehended that this charge made 
by him, and, supported by the accusation of his 
wife, was to be at once publicly pressed against 
me, and if it was, I had nothing but my simple 
word of denial to interpose against it.” It is 
all very well to say that Mr. Beecher ought to 
have met the fabrication then and there, and 
that it was an unpardonable act of cowardice, 
to yield to menace, and temporize with his en- 

emy. Undoubtedly that course should have 
been unfalteringly pursued. But men rarely 
act wisely in critical emergencies, and there is 
nothing on earth about which a clergyman is so 

sensitive, as his reputation for personal purity. 
Besides, there is one point which Mr. Beech- 
er has not dwelt upon in his statement, that is 
of immense importance to a proper understand- 

ing of the whole subject, and which perfectly 
accounts for Iris eagerness to purchase silence. 
Mrs. Tilton was in love with him. This was a 

difficult theme for him to introduce into his ex- 

planation, but it is necessary to a thorough 
comprehension of his course of procedure. He 
was aware of her feelings towards him. It 
could not be otherwise. She had demonstrated 
her affection for him so plainly, that other eyes 
had taken note of it. That he had not repelled 
aud chided this sentiment, as became his sa- 

cred office—that he had, iu truth, given it a 

seeming encouragemeut by making frequent 
visits to, and bestowing marked attentions up- 
on her, constituted the “offense,” to a sense of 
whicli he was rudely awakened by tire storm- 
ings of a jealous husband, and for which he un- 

doubtedly was overwhelmed with contrition. 
It was the love for Mr. Beecher that Mrs. 

Tilton acknowledged. If she bore testimony to 
any overt act of criminality, it was a falsehood, 
wrung from her, just as many another has 
been in the progress of this wicked conspiracy, 
by the desperate menaces of her husband. A 
more pliable piece of clay never was tenanted 

"by a living spirit. As a witness she is of no 

value whatever, hut the declarations she makes 
wheu liberated from the control of the being 
who has so long moulded her to his will, aro 

less incredible than those extorted from her by 
him. 

The one sentence in Mr. Beecher's narrative 
which will satisfy the doubts of all wlro know 

him, is sufficiently explicit: * * * “At no 

interview which ever took place between Mrs. Til- 
ton and myself, did anything occur which might 
not have occurred with perfect propriety between a 

brother and sister, between a father andchild, or 

between a man of honor and the wife of his dear- 
est friend-, nor did anything happen which she or 

1 sought to conceal from her husband.” This 
will lie accepted as establishing, that while he 
has suflered himself to glide into such familiar 
relations with a prcternaturally susceptible fe- 
male parishioner, as have served to estrange 
her from her husband, and make her discon- 
tented with her home, he has not committed or 

thought of committing that crime for which 
men of the world justify the expiation of blood, 
aud which, when perpetrated by a clergymau, 
excludes him from all possibility of human for- 

givencss. 
The abiding faith of his people in his inno- 

cence has quickened their impatience that Air. 
Beecher should ba heard. And now that he 
has spoken, it is refresbing-to find that all his 
terror and apprehension seem to have vanished. 
He turns upon bis assailants with an energy 
and force which entirely changes the face of 
the battle. They are on the defensive now, not 
he. And he certainly does exhibit them in 
most hideous aspect, especially the principal 
and his accomplice. The one has persistently 
sought to get gain from his custody of the se- 

cret, and the other lias not scrupled to serve as 

intermediary in this disgraceful bargaining. 
Shrewd men of affairs like Vanderbilt,Scott and 
numerous others of that class have insisted 
from the beginning that this would turn out to 
be a black'mail case. 1 have known that it was 

for a long time, so 1’U claim no credit for supe- 
rior prescience. The thing lias been artfully 
worked, and it is barely possible Tilton may 
take the ground that he was not aware 

of the sources of the contributions, which 
Moulton has been passing over to him 
as hp squeezed them out of Beecher. 
That wouldn’t be a bit more preposterous than 
the jiretence that Tilton caught the extracts 
from Beecher’s private letters in short hand, 
while Aloultou was reading them to him; nor 

a bit more impudent than the assumption that 
the private letters aforesaid, [confided to this 
“mutual friend,” were held subject to the joint 
demand of both Tilton and Beecher. 

It appears by the record that the secret was 

turned to pecuniary profit a3 long as tho vic- 
tim would bleed. Like Alontagne Tigg, the 
accuser reasoned thus: “My discoveries being 
published would be, like many other men’s 
discoveries in this honest world, of no further 
use to me. * * * I make, or think I 

make, a certain discovery which I take an 

early opportunity of mentioniug in your ear, 
in that spirit of coufideuce which I really 
hoped did prevail between us, and was recip- 
rocated by you. Perhaps there is something 
in it, perhaps there is nothing. I have my 
knowledge aDd opinion on tho subject. You 
have yours. We will not discuss the question. 
uui my goou ieiiow,- you nave oeeu weuu; 
what I wish to point out to you is that you 
have been weak. I may desire to turn this 
little incident to my account. (Indeed I do. I’ll 
not deny it.) But my account does not lie in 
probing it or using it against you. * * * 

I wish you to venture a little more with us 

certainly, and to keen nniet. You promised 
me" you would and you must. I say it 

plaiuly, you must reason the matter. If 
you don’t my secret is worthless to me; 
and being so, it may as well become the 
public property as mine; better, for I shall 
gain some credit, bringing it to light.” 

The only difference perceptible between Tigg 
and Tilton is, that the one urged his demand 
in person, the other by attorney, But then it 
should bo stated, to the credit of Tigg, that be 
was not trafficking in the virtue of bis own 

wife. No novelist would care to make liis plot 
revolting by introducing so dark a feature of 
moral obliquity into bis story. 
I by no means conclude that the storm is over. 

Moulton has flown to his legal adviser in 
Gloucester, and the two are doubtless, at this 
very moment devising means to parry the force 
of the first decisive blow strack at the con- 

spiracy. The crime of levying black-mail is 
one of peculiar atrocity, placing its perpetrators 
beyond the pale of sympathy cr forbearance. 
It will require no small degree of ingenuity to 
inveut a plausible explanation of this iniqui- 
tous phase of the case. Gen. Butler’s talents 
as a criminal lawyer, conspicuous as they are, 
will find ample scope in discovering some 

method of extricating his client from the un- 

pleasant dilemma in which he has placed 
himself. 

Neither can anythiug be expected of T'dton bat 
the malevolence which is aggravated by disap- 
pointment and failure. All that he can pos- 
sibly hope for now. is companionship in his 
irretrievable fall. Involved in an inextricable 
maze of inconsistencies and contradictions, he 
will throw liis little remnant of strength into a 

desperate effort to bury the great preacher 
beneath the ruin which he has brought upon 
himself. So far from succeeding, I anticipate 
confidently that the pulpit of Plymouth church 
will soon again resound with the eloquence of 
its gifted minister, inspired with fresh power 
by the.(chastening influences of the relentless 
persecution to which he has been subjected) 
aud exclaiming like the Hebrew prophet “my 
God hath sent Lis angel and hath shut the 
lions’ moutlis that they have not hurt me, for- 
asmuch as before him innocenoy was found 
in me.” Yarmouth.

Dominion Notes. 
There were 17,359,825 cigars, weighing 203,211

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plugs, imported through the port of Montreal 
for the year ending 30th of J uue. The revenue 

arising therefrom amounted to 12,031,175. 
The Dominion government proposes to com- 

mence the construction of the branch railway 
from Winnepeg to Pembina immediately. This 
branch will give Manitoba connection to tbo 
outside world. 

The government railways in the Dominion 
have discontinued the granting of half fares to 
clergymen. It is insinuated that many of them 
took a mean advantage of the favors granted 
them. 

According to the late English papers there 
has been a considerable advance in the securi- 
ties of the Graud Trunk Railway since the last 
meeting, and out of £000,000 sterling 
which the directors took power to issue at that 
meeting £300,000 5 per cents, have been already 
disposed of within the discount authorized by 
the shareholders. 

The statement of the revenue and expendi- 
tures of the Dominioa of Canada for the month 
ending July, 1874, was as follows: Revenue- 
Customs, $1,041,429.09; excise, $233,078.79; post 
office, $42,174.51; Public works, including rail- 
ways, $141,052.91; bill stamps, $10,715 79; mis- 
cellaneous, $673,210.07; total, $2,147,032.70. 
Expenditure, $2,280,525.32. 

An influential meeting of members of the 
Lumber Exchange was held at St. John, N. It., 
recently. It was attended by a very large pro- 
portion of the lumber operators. It was unan- 

imously resolved that in view of the present 
and prospective condition of the foreign mar- 

ket it is absolutely necessary that the protec- 
tion should be largely leduced. A committee 
was appointed to carry out the object of the 
resolution as far as possible. 

The value of the total exports from New- 
foundland for the year 1873 were $7,829,215. 

By the middle of September or early in Oc- 
tober, at the farthest, a new railroad of 200 
miles in length, including branch railroads, 
will be in operation in Prince Edward Island. 
The trunk line, extending from Tignish near 
the northern extremity of the island to George- 
town, near its eastern end, will be 154 miles 
long.

THE BROOKLYN AFFAIR. 

Contradictory Stories. 
New York, Aug. 17.—There is a lull in the 

Beecher-Tilton scandal. Every body is waiting 
to hear from Moulton. Tilton tells the report- 
ers that Moulton's full statement, when pub 
lislied, will prove bis case ami utterly over- 

throw Beecher’s defence. On the other baud 
there are said to be plenty of witnesses, some 
of whom have testified before the committee to 

prove that both Tilton and Moulton have re- 

peatedly declared that there was no truth, iu 
the scandal as originally published by the 
Woodhulls (which is substantially the same as 
now published by Tilton,) and that both Beech 
er and Mrs. Tilton were entirely innocent of 
any criminality. It is stated on the best au- 

thority that Moulton vehemently opposed the 
raking up of the scandal, by Tiltou in the pub 
lication of his letter to Dr. Bacon, going so far 
as to threaten to exclude him, ever alter from 
his home if he did so. Tilton, however, re- 

fused to follow Moulton’s wishes, though he 
did consent to so far alter the letter as to 

charge an “offence” against Beecher instead of 
a “crime” as first written in the letter. 

Mr. iTBoulion Iuierviewed. 
The Brooklyn Argus lias the following: 

Ipswich, Mass., Aug. 17. 
Frank Moulton has at last spoken in regard 

to the situation. He boarded the train at Sa- 
lem this morning. He is on a £ business aud 

pleasure trip and goes to Portland, Me. Brief- 
ly summarized the information gathered from 
the interview is as follows: Moulton says he is 

in this section to fill some business engage- 
ments, but will combine pleasure with commer- 

cial transactions. He will return to Brooklyn 
when his mission here is completed and not be- 
fore. At present he says he can give no opin- 
ion as to be probable time of his return home. 
He says he has digested Mr. Beecher’s state- 
ment with regard to the blackmailing charge. 
He is much struck with it, aud speaking on 

this part said with great emphasis, “There is no 

blackmail about it, Everything in connection 
with money matters in this case can be explain- 
ed satisfactorily to everybody.” 

Moulton still declares that his course has 
beeu an entirely honorable one, and he pro- 
poses it shall continue so to the end. His at- 
tention was called to a portion of Beecher’s 
cross-examination in which he (Moulton) is 
represented as having intrigues a la Lady Mon- 
tague, where Mr. Beecher says he would not 
“carve a cabbage unless be could steal on it 
from behind and do it by device.” When this 
was read Moulton smiled and said: “I will re- 

ply to that by witbolding the criticism of liis 
(Beecher’s) method of telling the truth with- 
out guilt. I have decided upon my future 
course and shall strictly adhere to the plan I 
l.n..

being but myself knows. This has heeu a very 
difficult case' lor me to manage up to the pres- 
ent time, hut the difficulty is now all over.” 

Moulton maintains that he has not a single 
document belonging to Beecher that has refer- 
ence to this case. With regard to making pub- 
lic any future statement, 1m adheres to his de 
termination as set forth in his statement to the 
investigating committee Monday last, but adds 
that auy charges affectiug his honor will call 
from him such an explanation as will effectual- 
ly wipe out auy stain anybody might seek to 
attach to his name. Monltou read Halliday’s 
statement and remarked: “That doesn’t show 
much animosity on my part towards Beecher 
does it?” Moulton stated that this was the 
last time he should speak on this topic while 
he remain away from Brooklyn. “When I get 
ready to be interviewed” said Mr. Moulton, 
“the interviewers will he busy enough”. 
Moulton appears perfectly calm and self-pos- 
sessed.
