This is a strange gquestion in view of the
fact that the government of Canads is a re-
publican form of government in everything
but name. The nominal rule of the House
of Hanover, to be sure, sheds a monarchical
twilight over our neighbors; but nobody
ever supposed that the traditions of that
house were such as to give a moral backbone
to institutions that are essentially republi-
can in nature, and hence, according fo the
Telegraph’s reasoning, prone to cause moral
degeneracy.

1t appears to be the view of the “tariff re-
formers” that the Mills bill will do no Injury
o Maine, notwithstanding it removes the
protective duty from a large per cent. of her
products. The Canadians are quite sure,
however, that the opening of our markets
to the products of the maritime provinces
will be = very great benefit to them. The
Halifex papers are dally crying for the re-
moval of the duties which prevent Nova Sco-
tia produets from competing on equal terms
with the products of our own State. “Would
itnot be an advantage,” asksthe Halifax
Chronicle In a way that indicates that it
knows that nothing but an afirmative an.
swer s poseible, *‘to a farmer in Nova Scotia
if during the past twenty-one years, there
had been a free market for potatoes In the
United States?” There is not a farmer in
the provinces of Nova Scotia or New Bruns-
wick who doubts that the removal of the tar-
iff from - produets similar to those produced
in Maine would be an advantage to him; for
then he could send his products to our mar®
kets. Now if this would be a benefit to Nova
Scotia farmers, must it not bean injury to
Maine farmers? The Nova Secotia farmer
pays less for his labor, therefore he ean sell
his product at a lower priee than the Maine
farmer. If then he is admitted to the latter's
market on equal terms he can undersell him
and thus either drive him ent of the market,
or compel him to take less for his products;
which means a reduction of the wages of
his labor.

The big raft which bhas arrived in New
York Is valued at $45,000. There are 22,000
logs in the strueture worth about two dol-
lars each. Itis said that their actual cost
was ahout $13,000, and that it cost $10,000
more, leaving an estimated -profit of about
§21,000 to its plucky builders, after they have
paid their incidental expenses. In New
York just now they are estimating the blow
dealt at the lumber coasting trade by the
successful navigation of this gieat raft. To
freight a log to New York custs by schooner
about one dollar a stick. A schooner can
carry about 500 sticks. To transport the
logs composing the Joggins Leary raft
would bave required 44 schooners. The
freight bill would have been aboat $22,000,
This added to the §13,000, the fir=t cost ot the
logs would make $35,000, leaving abount
$9,000 profit. The balance in favor of the
raft scheme is therefore about $12,000,
But it is not at all certain that the Cana-
dian government will allow its coasting trade
to be cut into in this way, for it is said that
future rafts are already planned. Measures
are already on foot to secure the passage of a
special Jaw prohibiting the future construe-
tion of like craft, except such as eome under
the laws governing the imposition of dutles.
Had the Joggins raft been dutiable the cost
of export would have been $2.00 per thous-
and feet or about $10,000 for the raft. Even
this would leave a large margin in favor of
the raft; but it must be remembered that the
risks are large, and that an accident like
that which befell the first raft is so costly as
to wipe out all the profits of several ventures
of the kind.

Democrats and the Tariff.

The Democratic papers, the Argus includ_
ed, are all vociferating that they are not for
free trade. Their protestations to this ef-
fect would command more belief if they
would stop denouncing protection. If pro.
tection be robbery, as they declare, then of
course they are not for protection. And if
not for protection, then what are they for?
There are only two systems under which du_
ties are laid—one system which regards du-
ties merely as a means of raising revenue
and therefore in laying them keeps this ob-
ject solely in view; and the other, which
looks upon duties not merely as a source of
revenue, but alsoas ameans of protecting
home industries from the destructive compe-
tition of similar industries abroad, The Re-
publican position in this campaign is per-
fectly clear. Republicans would lay duties
80 as to protect home industries—that is to
say, they would lay them largely upon arti-
cles the like of which are prodnced in this
country. Now are the Democrats in favor
of this poliey ? 1If so, what does Mr. Putnam
mean when he says great principles are at
stake in this campaign? If the two parties
agree perfectly upon the principle that
should control in the imposing of duties
surely there can beno great principle at
stake in this campaign, for it is fought solely
upon the tariff question, and Mr. Putnam
has been talking nonsense, So has Mr.
Charles E. Allen. So has the Argusup to
a very recent period. So has eyvery Demo-
cratic Congressman who spoke upon

the Mills bill in Congress. Yesterday
Argus contained a very elaborate
tribute to the Hon. Samuel J. Ran-
dall. Mr. Randall o:»lm-e];1 the H'.‘::
bill on the ground that was an
sault on promcflon and astep in the direction
of free trade. So strenuous was hls opposi-
tion that could he not have secured a pair he
would have risen from his sick Dbed, at the
risk of his life, rather than permit the Mills
bill to go through the House without leaving
on record his protest against it. Mr, Randall
is a Democrat. He has been honored by the
Demoerats by election to the speakership
He was under strong temptation to vote for
this bill on political grounds. But so strong
was his conviction that the bill was a blow
at the economic theory which he had held all
his life, and which the district he repre-
sents and the State In which it lives believed
inthat he was ready to risk his political
standing and imperil his life even rather
than assent to Its passage. Yet now the
Democratic press and the Democratic orators
have become so thoroughly frightened at the
stampede from their ranks that they are at-
tempting to palm off the Mills bill as nothing
but a mild measure of tariff reduction. The
average of duties under it, they say, is very
little less than the average under the present
tariff. Of reconstructing our tariff system
on a basis of revenue only they never had
the slightest thought. And they apparently
really expect to convince the American
people that the mountains have been laboring
to bring forth the ridiculous mouse of a five
per cent reduction in the average of the pres-
ént tariff. Their estimate of the innocence
of the American people is altogether too

high.

YESTERDAY'S RAINFALL.

This Year's Weather Unprecedented
for Fifteen Years.

e

Facts and Figures Concerning the
Rainfall and Temperature.

So far as weather is concerned, this has
been & most extraordinary year, and yester.
day was no exception to the unusual state of
things. During the recent rainy weather,
which began on Monday afternoon of last
week, the fall of water has been as follows:
On Monday, .38 of anineh; on Tuesday, .47
of an Inch; on Thursday, .12; on Sunday,
.22; and yesterday, up to 8 o'clock last night,
1.17 inches, making in all 2,46 inches. There
was a fresh wind all day yesterday, and the
heavy rain did much numerous
washouts of greater or less extent being re-
ported. The harbor presented a wild seene,
The waves were white-capped and a number
of vessels dragged their anchors, but no ma-
rine disasters were reported. It wasa re-
markably cold raln storm, the mercury
standing at 58° at the warmest part of the
day, and 52° at the coldest, At 8 a. m. yes-
terday, the thermometer indicated 56°: at 3
P m., 54°; and at 8 p. m,, 54°. Thus far this
year, there is a deficiency of temperature, as
compared ‘with the normal temperature
of the past 15 years of 971°. During the 15
years ending Jaoury 1, 1888, the average
temperature of the different years have been
about the snme, and If this year is to have s
corresponding amount of warm weather a
very hot season is yet to come before snow
falls. So far as rain is concerned, up to 8
o'clock last night, we have had 4.76 inches
more rain fall than the normal amount for
the past 15 years for the same time, a nd put-
ting this and that together it is fair to reckon
on a hot, dry fall, unless this yearis to con-
tinue to bave unprecedented weather,

Every day of this month so far, except the
,2nd, has been below the normal temperature
of the corresponding days In August of the
past 15 years. ‘The normal temperature of
August 13th, for the last 15 years is 69°. The
second day of August this year was above
the normal temperature,

‘at De Bridge came from the old mill
pond, the piggery and the tannery. But he
thought that there was another cause of the
odor.

A NEW STORE HOUSE.

A Large Brick Building to be Erected
by the Grand Trunk Company.

Grand Trunk employes have begun
the erection of a storehouse in the rear of
the passenger station which Is to be 140x40
feet on the ground.

The new building will be completed as
quickly as possible and it is expected
that it will be ready for oceu-
pancy some time in October. It will cost
$7,000. The building which has been re-
moved, has been used as a store house for
railroad supplies since 1852,
