Luck.

There are some people who are never in
luck. 1If they were not born under an un-
lucky =tar, it was because a wandering comet,
yet more baletul, was in the ascendant. They
made at the beginning some one of those jn-
finitesimal errors which in the course of a
life-long caleulation widen out into the loga-
rithmie figures; they eame into the world be-
hind time, and have always been in search of
it, and never catching up; they were born
just too late for a legacy, they died just too
late for the life-insuranee which happens to
expire first. Their pieee of bread is sure to
full, and always on the buttered side; their
dear gazelles are sure to diej if they think
they can play comedy, a compeliing fate
thrusts them into tragedy; they would like to
write poetry, but are oblized to make a living
by plain prose; if' they hive a chance in an
oil-well, it runs nothing but mud and water;
it they Lave a silver mine, it turns out a false
lead; if they dabble in stocks, it is only to
burn their fingers; all their bulls are beared,
all thweir swans are geese; there are seven Fii-
days in every week of their lives, and all of
them are biack Fridays, so bk that they
are biue! On the wedding journeys of these
worthies nobody has a slipper to throw afier
them; horse-shoes never lie in their path;
let them get up never so early in the mon-
ing to catch their worin, an earlier bird has
been befere them. The blind begear on the
corner always sees them, when their poekels
are empty and & charming girl is their com-
panion, belore he sees anybody else; the con-
fidence man always selects them for vietims;
if they travel, they are the Jonahs of the
Jjourney ; if they stay at home, it is to see the
folly of not having gone abroad; their broth-
ers never learn to swim, and sail round the
weorld in safety; they learn every trick of the
water, to be drowned in their own bath-tub;
recardless of the economies, other people may
put bacon in the engine fives and sit on the
vaive, and nothing bappens; but these people
will not only be blown up by the steam ol
their own teakettle, but will have to eat their
greens without bacon. No contagious disease
goes a-begging for the waut of them to take it,
and always at the sost inauspicious season;
their good crop and their neighbor's famine
never come together; if they make a corner
in cream, there is always a thunder-stoim on
hand to sour it; in short, whatever they do,
they will have rezson to wish they had done
the other thing; they are so invariably out of
Joint with the times ‘and seasons ol prosperi-
ty. that if a faal’s ean he throwm into o esoagl
where they are, theirs is the head it falls on,
while they are iea Lo declare shat if they had
been born hatters, other people would have
been born without heads; and they are thank-
ful for but-one thing in the workl, and that is
that they were not born a pair of twins.

It may bave been to this strangely infelicit-
ous class that those wretched women of the
French Revolation Lelonged who, when one
tyrant went down, and before another eame
to the top, were taken from the prison to the
guillotine by mere routine. For such a fate as
that would seem something to be avoided
neither by wit nor learning, and oaly to have
come through a natural alienation from luck,
an inherent hostility to happiness., But, il
we admit ihe existence of luck or of ill-luck
at all, certainly these and such as theze are
the only cnes who ean claiim any striking dis-
agreement with-it.

But the wretcked individuals who pride
themselves on being so invariably unlortu-
nate, are always, as the saying is, down on
their luck. They never attribute any of their
misfortunes to their rashness or to their pro-
crastination, to their indolence or their med-
dlesomeness, to their pusillanimity or to their
overplus of pluck, to their maladioitness or
to the elemeni omitted in their combinations;
they neither reproach others nor themselves—
it is always and merely their Juek. Luck is
the divinity that shapes their ends; and it we
will accept a new reading of' the old passage,
is the divinity that shapes our ends rough—
hew them how they will! *“Just my luck,”
is the shibboleth they use no all oecasions, Ll
other people adopt their own view of them-
selves, and leave them out of their scbemes
and out of their parties, as persons with whom
it is not best to attempt flne undertakines,
till the unlucky ones again ery outb against
their treatment as a fresh manifestation of
the injustice of Providence, and against
themselves as nothing but the fools of fort-
une. :

It has sometimes oceurred Lo us that a pas-
sible reason for many of the woes of these
poor creatures is that they are completely
out of fime and place. They do not belong
to this generation or to this era; they weie
unlucky at the outset, that they reached this
planet some thousaunds of years atter all their
kindred souls Lad passed away. They be-
longed to the times of the augurs; to the
times when adventures were undertaken by
the direction of the smoke of saerifice or the
position cf the entrails of animals; to the
time when Fortune had her altars, and men

Auvoked good luck with burnt-offerings, and

poured libations Lo prevent its opposite; to
the spoel ot superstition between two great
flights of bLirds, one cf which directed Romu-
lus to Rome, and the other directed Colum
bus to America. They are still the uevotees
of small creduiny, and certainly are foreign to
the age and the latitudes of’ civilization,

Itis not, of course, impossible that in all
tke compiications of the mnumerable threads
that hiold the worlds in order, there should be
gome found rusning at cross-purposes through
unwise human intervention, that there should
be born individuals the currenls of whose
lives may run counter to the great currents
of the universe; but since there is a deep and
everlasting law to control the things of crea-
tion, and reconcile disturbanees, and a wise
disposer of evends, such variations are, to say
the least, unlikely; and it seems to us after
all, about time for a general ceclaration ol
disbeliel in the existence of any such thing as
ill luck. *itis not in our stars, but in our-
selves, that we are underlings.”” The great
poet of humanity tells us, and reason coufess-
es the truth of the statement. The person
who is in earnest is never unlucky. “Does
that seem like a harsh judgment? Let us
remember, then, that the person who
is in earnest _megleets no method of
fortifying his  purpese.  Delermination,
perseverance, and industry work  with
him; he avails himsell of every imstrument ;
he leaves no fact unlearned, no stone unturn-
ed; he bends men to kis will; he has nothing
to do with avy cirewnstances beyond his con-
trol, but, like Napoleon, he controls ¢ircum-
stanees; and when all else disappoiuts, he
seizes the elements, and the very “stars n
their courses” fight against his adversarv,to for
him ““there’s no such word as fail.’”"

THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

Recent Investigntions Concerning
Feeding of Animals,

It is well known that herbivorous animals
are foud of common salt, and this is as true
of wild animais as of these domesticated by
man.  Carniverous animals, on the other
band, either bave no liking for salt or show a
positive aversion to it,  Cats, for example,
will rarely toach salt meat. This difference
15 not easily explained. The blood of both
classes of animals contains a certain amount
of soda saits, but the quantity of soda in a
vegetable diet is not necessarily less thaw in
one of flesh, A German experimenter, Herr
Bunge, has been the first to suggest a plausi-
ble solution of the enigma. A vegetable diet
Turnislies twice as much potash in proportion
to its soda as a flesh diet does, and it oeeurred
to him that the greater supply of potash must
be attended with a greater waste of soda. To
test this theory experimentally, he put him-
sell upon a perfectly uniform diet of beef,
bread, butter, sugzar, and a small quantity of
salt. When, by daily analysis of the u ne,
he found that the yquantity of soda
ash excreted had become constant, he
ceeded to take such a dose of potash salts dur-
ing the duy as would raise the amount of pot-
ash iu his diet to a level with that daily cou-
sumed by a herbivorous animal. The resait
was an immediate exeretion of chloride of
sodium in the urine, the amount being at
once increased threefold. Much potash was,
ol course, also passed. The experiment was
repeated at various times, employing different
salts of potash, but always with a similar re-
sult, a dose of potash in every case produci
an immediate exerction of soda. Bunge be-
lieves that this tendency of potash to produce
a greater waste of soda in the system is the
cause of the desire shown by herbivorous an-
imals for common salt. Their vegetable diet
is generally very rich in potash, and they in-
stinetively seek an additioral supply of soda.
Soda does not seem to be an essential ingredi-
ent of plants, but it is certainly indispensable
in the animal economy. In muscle, and in
the blood corpuscles, potash is an essential
gounstituent; but in the fluid portion of the
blood potash is actually injurious, and if in-
Jected, even in small doses, produces death,
Soda salts, on the other hana, can be injected
with safety, and their presence i the blool 1s
essential to the continuation of vital proces-
ses.—dJournal of Chemistry,

Use for Old Mowing Machines.
In company with W. . Mathews, of Corn-
wall, I visited one of his neighbors to see a
horse-power arranged for churning, and con-
structed out of an old mowing machine. Sey-
eral are in use in that town, The cost seems
to be but slight, and utilizes almost worthless
property. Take off one driving wheel, and in
a place near the place of churning fix upon
firm timbers the mowing machine with its re-
maining driving wheel uppermost. Upon
this driving wheel a lever about ten feet long
is fastened with bolts; to thislever the horse
is attached, and as he walks in a circle
around the machine, propels its gearing. The
pole of the mowing machine, fastened by
bolts to the same wheel that formerly gave
the vibratory motion to the cutter-bar, now
extends horizontally along the ground, and
on its end ontgide the cirele of the horse's
walk is placed o wheel upon whieh the rope
belt runs, connecting with a similar pulley
on the end of the Sanborn churn, Hiteh the
horse to the lever, and the machine charns.
Let us review this matter, because the mat-
ter is important, and see what changes are to
be made; 1st, oue drive wheel off; 2d, ti
up on edge and braced so as to be firm; 3d, 8
lever bolted to the drive wheel; 4th, a hori-
zonlal revolving bar having on its end a pul-
ley wheel; 5th, a pulley wheel on the churn ;
tithya rope belt trom one pulley to the other;
Tth, all will see that the lLorizontal 1evolving
bar over which the hoise steps must be fas-
tened near its end to keep in place—a post or
; 8th
fasten your churn; 9th, wateh your eburn
and take off your horse as soon as the butter
begins to come.— Vermont Farmer.

That there is any Lmit
to its progress and extent, we have no reason
to believe, True, the number of su
fraits is small compared with the indifferent
varieties that have come down to Jus from the
past.  One reason for this is, that our taste
tor finer fruits has been elevated to a higher
standard, and those of an indifferent or me-
dium quality fall out ol the way; and we
have no doubt that the old pears so highl
landed by historians, were most, if not aﬁ
ot them, only coarse unmelting kinds, When
we reflect upon what has been accomplished -
in the improvement of animals and vegetables
in our own dav, and how many splendid
acquistions have bLeen brought forth that
command the admiration of the world,—
when we reflect upon the many fine Ameri-
can fruits already obtained with but compar-
atively little efiort,—we surely have cause
for great encouragement and perseverance.
There is no limit to progress now or hereafter,
and we believe that the fruits of this earth
are to become more and more perfeet as time
advances,™

The Eyes and Cold Warter.

. The American Journal of Health and Med-
icine says, in speaking of cold water applied
to the eyes, that the aquatic furore has be-
come so general, that for the simple reason
that cold water in a pure, natural produet, it
is elaimed to be a universal and beneficial up-
plication. Arsenic is a pure, natural and
simple produet; so is prussic acid as obtained
from the peach kernel. A single drop of to-
baceo oil will kill a cat or dog in'five minutes.
Many persons are daily ruining their eyes by
opening thein iy cold water mornings.  Cold
water will harden and roughen the hands,
and much more will itdp so to the maunifold
more delicate covering of the eye; or, the
eye will, in self-defense, becoms sealy, in the
manner of a fish; that is, the coats of the
eye will thicken, constituting a species or
catarpet, which must impair the sight. Thas
water, cold and harsh as it is, should be ap-
plied.to the eye For curative purposes, in

of that sufe, war, luoreating Huid which
nature manufactures for just such purposes,
indicates great thonghtlessness or greal men-
tal obliquity. Nothing stronger than luke-
warmt water should ever be applied to the
eye, except by special medical adviee, and un-
der special medieal supervision,

Sali ns an aid 1o Manure.

About five o'clock one fine summer's morn=
ing, I noticed that where thesalt had been
sown the previous day, every grain of salt
had attached to itself the dew, and formed on
its surtuce a wel spot about the size ol a six-
pence, the ground being generaily very dry.
On our light lands it consolidates them and
makes them especially firni and acceptable to
the wheat plant, whose straw will stand firm
and erect, although four and a half to five
feet long, It is alro unfavorable to certain
weeds by this consideration. It prevents the
ravages of the wire worm, It is especially fa-
vorable to saline plants, such as mangolds,
whose ashes contan filly per cent of salt. 1
never sow guano, excepl mixed with its own
weicht of salt, Like everything else, it has,
I am sorry to say, greatly risen in price. 1
observe that all erops seem to thrive well on
land pear salt water, especially where the
land is drained.— Western Rural. .

The National Camp Meeting.

Seyenth Day’s Proceedings.

The train whicl left Portland at uine oclock
yesterday morning embraced niueteen cars.
Every seat was taken. The aisles were flled
and people clustered on the platform like bees.
Several ladies fainted because of the eru:h.
The ticket agent at Portland sold 1100 tickets in
twenty-three minutes,

The 10-25 a. m. train did not leave Portland
until one o’clock. 1t was crowded with people
who were lond in their denunciations of the un-
necessary and inexcusable delay. The manage-
ment of the road was severely blamed, and it
does seem as thongh it was wholly ineflicieng
in that it permitted a regular train to lag three
hours behind time,

There was an immense assemblage at the
camp ground. The crowd was even greater
than on Sunday, It was really difficalt to get
about on acconnt of the crowd,

The morning service began with the singing
of the hymn *‘Jesus thine all victorious love.”
The Rev. Mr. Boole read Cor. viii., and then
announced his intention to take up a contribu-
tion. He explained that the members of the
National Association received no salaries, and
were entirely dependant uwpon volautary con.
tributions. He desired to raise $600, half to go
to Messrs, Inskip aod McDonald, and Nalf to
pay the traveling expenses of the Association.
The contributions at first were slack, but Mr,
Boole nrged aund petitioned and harled texts of
seripture at the agdience, and threatened to
sit down, and said Eastern people were close,
and finally managed to obtain $325 as the re-
sults of the first day’s contributions.

The sermon was preached by the Rev. Frank
Dattome of the New York Conference. He
selected as his text the story contained in {he
ninth chapter of Luke, Presumably the ser-
won waza fins offort, hut it was inaudible to

form. -

At noon a stereoscopic view of the ministers
gronped upon the speaking stand was taken,
The jam of people in the afternoon was some-
thing fearful. Some estimates place the num-
ber as high as 15,000 people. All the avenues
were packed with men, women and children.
He who attempted to make his way through
the erowd undertook no easy task.

The afternoon discourse was preached by the
Rev. Dr. Steele of Auburadale, Mass,, who se-
lected as his text Ephes. iii, 14—the prayer of
St, Paul. An immense crowd assembled in
the spacious auditorium, and clustered on the
ridge in the rear. The disconrse was earuest
and powerful, and fully sustained Dr. Steele’s
reputation as a pulpit orator.

At the close of the sermon a prayer meeting,
remarkable among the remarkable prayer
meetings of this week, because of its extraor-
dinary fervor and results, was held in front of
the speaker's stand. Multitudes of people
were on their knees. Some had their faces
buried in their hands, while one man literally
grovelled upon the earth in the agzouny of his
soul. High above all sols and groans the voice
of the Rev: Mr. Inskip rang ont in admonition
and exhortation.

The evening sermon was preached by the
Rev. Mr. Clark, of the New York Conference.
It was a most isteresting discourse and was
attentively listened to by the larze audience
gathered in the tabernacle, .

Our Fisueries.—A correspondent of the
Lewiston Journal writes as follows concerning
our mackerel and porgy fisheries:

There are now about 400 seiners on this coast,
averaging about twenty men to a vessel, mak-
ing an aggregate of 8,000 men engaged in
these waters in seiniug mackerel and porgies.
Some of these vessels this season will cateh
1,000 barrels of mackerel; others will cateh
alinost none—such is the “luck’ which hits
where it will. The schocner Josephine Swan-
ton of Boethbay, a few days since, canght
400 barrels of mackerel in three days. One’s
now seil at $15 per barrel; two's at §9. That
was a pretty fair job for three days of Jose:
phine 5, The mackerel packing establishments
at Boothbay are very busy, and the town pre-
sents a thrifty appearance. From one to two
million dollars worth of fish come into tifs
r"rt anunally. From official statisties, kind-
y Turnished by D. W. Sawyer, Collector of
Customs at Boothbay, I glean the following re
pert of fish and oil landed in Boothbay and
Southort: Quacter ending December 31, 1873
320,000 pouvds of mackercl, 190,000 poulias of
codfish, and 1,500 gallons of cod oil, al valued
at $30,000. - For the quarter ending June 30,
1574, 576,000 worth of the fish and oil, 111872,
327,000 gallons of porgy oil were produced in
Boothbay, valued at $235.500. In the adjacent
town of Dristol $405,487 worth of porgy oil was
produced. Bristol prodaced 270,000 barrels of
jpur_-.ﬂusl and Boothbay 131,000, making 401,000
n all,

The noisy accounts of life at Old Orchard
Beach, dozomething to obscure the less turba-
lent proceedings at other fashionable watering
places.

We all have a mermai—ed whose capacity
for acquatics we would mateh against that of
any individual of that interesting species and for
her sake there are mauy inhabitants of Cush-
ing’s Island who would not object even to the
sub-cernlean banishment, which was the lot of
the British mariver. We are not like the beach-
ites, confined to the view of what Disraeli once
called the “melancholy sen.” We have ground
nicely carpeted with turf, instead of 2 Sabara
like expanse of hot and blinding sand, for
our promenades.
