A Boothbay Schooner Wrecked.

NEw York, Aug, 14,—Captain Delfosse,
of the schooner Eunice McKown, of Booth

bay, Me., who arrived here on a steamer

from Aspinwall, reports as follows: Left
San Blas, July 11, and struck the northwest
elbow of Providence Reef, at 11 p, m., July

15. At1a. m. of the 16th the vessel bilged,

and, finding her going to pieces, I placed the
pasaengers, consisting of Mrs. Delfosse, Ed-
ward Delfosse, Ervest Delfosse, Miss A, Del-
fosse and five seamen, on a main lmwh’ to
wait for daylight. All were landed safely at
an early hour. I then left for assistance and
met Captain Thomas, who agreed to save
what he could of the cargo.

FALSE STORIES OF FREE TRADERS.

Rumored Defections of Prominent
Republicans Untrue.

More About the Destructive Effect of
the Mills Bill.
All Aroostook County Thoroughly
Aroused Over the Subject.

[Special to the Press.)

AvGusTA, Aug. 14.—The report published
by the Boston free trade papers and copied
into similar organs in Maine In regard to the
alleged defection of several prominent Re-
publicans in Maine, is creating considerable
stir here, as the gentlemen concered are com-
ing out promptly with denials. Col. Au-
gustus C. Hamlin of Bangor, who was
claimed as an accession to the Democratic
ranks writes to a friend in Augusta, saying:
“I have not seen the article, but whatever it
says, you may rest assured that Iam a Re-
publican and not a Democrat, and shall not
vote for Cleveland.”

Lorenzo Clay of Gardiner, another of the
alleged seceders, is an old Henry Clay and
Tippecanoe Whig, and is for Harrison and
Protection this year, all stories to the con-
trary notwithstanding.

Col, Francis E. Heath of Waterville, who
has also been represented as leaving the
Republican party, is one of the strongest Re-
publicans and protectiouists in Maine. In
| the war he was one of the most gallant sol-
diers who went from Maine and would on
no account prefer Grover Cleveland to Gen-
eral Harrison.

As a matter of fact the stampede of pro-
tection Democrats over to the Republicans
has made the Democratic managers desper-
ate and they are making reckless claims to
offset it. But it won't do. The protection-
ists are thoroughly aroused. Labor Com-
missioner Matthews, who has just returned
from Aroostook, says the Mills bill is having
@ remarkable effect on the voters in that
county. They live next the Canada line and
understand just what free trade would mean.
For instance, the Mills bill, while in its
amended form it leaves the old duty of 15
cents a bushel on potatoes, drops the duty
on starch from two to one cent a pound.
Now a bushel of potatoes will make about
eight pounds of starch. Under the old duty
the starch made of a bushel of potatoes pays
about the same duty as_ the potato would;
but under the Mills bill the starch made out
of a bushel of potatoes would come in for
seven cents less than would the potatoes. In
other words, the Mills bill would put a
premium on starch manufactured over in
Canada to the extent that the duty om the
manufactured article is less than the duty on
the raw material. The Mills bill would send
the starch manufacturers of Aroostook into
Canada. The people of Aroostook see it and
dun’t propose to favor any such Democratic
programme. Starch potatoes (a small varie-
ty) bring from 10 to 12 cents in Canada and
from 20 to 25 in Maine, It is easy to see
who would suffer by the Mills bill

‘Take the case of shingles, which are largeiy
manufactured in Aroostook. The duty on
a thousand of shingles is 35 cents. Now,
the lumbermen make rather less than 35
cents on a thousand for their shingles. On
the Canada side of the line labor and stock
are about 50 per cent less than they are in
Maine, so that a Province manufacturer can
ship his shingles to Boston, pay the duty,
and stiill make a better profit than can his
competitor in Garibou, who has to pay high-
er for labor and stock. So the people of
Arovstook are thinking of their lumber in-
terest as well as their potat. interest.

Awmong the returns sent in to the Bureau
of Labor Statistics are many commenting on
the tariff issue. Here is one from an En-
glish-American working man, who knows

the condition of labor in England and here:
“1 Lave no faith w in the doetrine of
free trade. As an English-American I speak
from experience, when I say free trade
would reduce wages in almost
every industry throughount the country.

No Plans of Which are in the Maine
Land Office.

AUGUSTA, Aug 14.—In 1794 the general
eourt of Massachusetts passed a resolve re-
quiring town officers to return plans of their
towus, giving the outlines of the boundaries.
These plans are now kept in the archives of
the Secretary of the Commonwealth. Hox. C.
A, Packard has just been to Massachusetts
looking up these old plans. He finds plans
of 130 towns of Maine that are not possessed
at all by the Maine Land Office.

The Ticket Put in Nomination by
Them Yesterday—=The Sheriff Fight
Ends in the Defeat of McFadden.

AUGUSTA,Aug. 14.—The Kennebee County
convention met here this morning, with a
full attendance of delegates representing the
towns of the county.

Judge J. M. Larrabee, of Gardiner, was
chosen presiding officer, and called the con-
vention to order with a brief speech.

The nomination ¢f senators was vroceeded
with. Charles W. Jones, of North Vassal-
bore, nominated Hon. Herbert M. Heath, of
Augusta, and he was nominated by acclama-
tion, the convention heartily conceding jto
Mr. Heath the deserved honor of a renom-
ination. For the second senator there was a
eontest between William T. Haines, Esq,, of
Waterville, and 0. W. Andrews, of Mon-
mouth. Hon. E. F. Webb, of Waterville,
championed Mr. Haines.  Inthe course of
his speech he promised for Waterville seven
hundred votes for Hon. Edwin C. Burleigh
next September, and spoke of the fine fight-
ing qualities of the Republican party in

Waterville, On the ballot Mr. Haines had
71 votes to 61 for his opponent, and was
nominated,

After this ballot came the great and inter-
esting fight of the day, between Sheriif C, H.,
McFadden and Major G. Stevens, of Oak-
land, for the nomination fer sheriff, Major
Stevens is the commander of the old Fifth
Maine Battery. He was a gallant soldier,
distinguishing himsell at Fredericksburg,

Thousands of Republicans in the City
of Many Hills.
A Procession of Clubs and Citizens
More Than a Mile Long.
The Biggest Crowd Ever Gathered at
m w.

How the Returning Neighhor was Re-
ceived.

AUGUSTA, Aug. 14.—The first place which
Mr. Blaine’s train stopped at after leaving
Portland was Brunswick, where a large
erowd had gathered.

The special was side tracked at a station
named Haward’s, midway between Portland
and Augusta, to allow a long train of excur-
sionists intending to take part in the Augus-
ta demonstration to pass,jsothat the people
could be on hand when Mr. Blaine arrived.
While the train was standing the Yarmouth
Band, which was on board. disembarked and
forming a square on the depot platform in
front of the Blaine car, and played the pop-
ular air, “I’ve Fifteen Dollars in My Inside
Pocket.” After 20 minutes the second train
came along and soon Mr. Blaine's cars went
along again.

At Richmond and other places where the
train did not stop large crowds were gath-
ered and cheered as they were left behind.

At Gardiner, which was reached at 8.03
o'clock, the Inhabitants treated the party to
a grand pyrotechnic display, but there was
no cheering. Mr, Blaine briefly expressed
the pleasure he had in once more being in
the valley of the Kennebec and remarked
that they were having a cold summer.

AT AUCUSTA.
Mr. Blaine Received with a Remark-
able Demonstration.
[Special to the Press.)
AUGUSTA, Aug. 14.

Mr. Blaine passed through the gateway of
his own bome tonight after more than a
year’s absence spent In travel in Europe. It
is safe to say that no citizen of Maine, and
very few of the country, ever came home
from any achievements whatever to receive
such a reception and such a welcome. The
people of Augusta and of Maine showed
tonight that they think it a greater thing
to put aside a presidential nomination than
to attain one.

The day dawned very clear and bright
here, materially aiding in the preparations
for the reception which had been delayed
by the rain. It was noon before the people
began to arrive in any large numnbers. Teams
began about that time to eome in from the
country and the streets began to be noticea-
ble for the strangers. But the great crowds
did not begin to arrive until after six o’clock,
when a great train of eighteen cars rolled in
from Bangor and the East. Baagor sent
three uniformed companies and enough citi-
zeéns to make up the number of 400. Skow-
hegan sent 300, among them a fine campaign
company uniformed in' Continental style,
Newport and Dexter sent large contingents.
as also did Fairfield, Waterville, Winslow
and other intermediate stations. Soon after
the train from the East arrived the train
from the West pulled in sixteen cars packed
full with the three companies from Port-
land, the Bath glee club of fifty members,
the Lewiston, Bowdoinham and Richmond
companies, besides a great number of citi.
zens, These two trains probably brought
upwards of three thousand people, Besides
these trains all the regular trains previous
had been crowded, and the regular train
from Portland and the West, which arrived
soon after the excursion trains also bore a
great crowd.

All these trains came in before Mr.
Blaine’s train arrived. The people who
came disposed themselves about the depot.
The uniformed companies were in line
on Water street, under Chief Marshal A. S,
Bangs, who was assisted by his aids.

Around the depot the crowd was very
dense, and extended out into allthe streets
around. At this same time, too, the people
of Augusta were very geneially gathered on
the doorsteps and in the windows of the
houses along the line of parade, while a con-
siderable crowd had gathered in the streets
about Mr. Blaine's house, to be on hand
when the procession should arrive,

1t was quarter to 9 o’clock when the train
bearing Mr. Blaine and family and the Port-
land Club rolled into the depot. The bells
of the city had already been ringing about
half an hour, and the cannon across the Ken-
nebec had been firing someé minutes. Fire-

works were also blazing out from the roofs
and from the square and the sireets. The
earriage which was to Dear Mr. Blaiue, a
barouche drawn by four handsome dapple
gray horses, fitted out with gold-mounted

harnesses and all the other acces-

sories of an elegant turnout, was
drawn up by the depot platform.
Two parallel lines of uniformed members of
the Augusta Club formed a lane from the
barouche to the track where the train was to
arrive. The train rolled in, and the cheers
rolled up from the great throng. Mr. Blaine
came to the rear door of the car and stood
with his hat off bowing to the cheering
crowd. The passage from the train to the
carringe was made in the midst of an eager
and enthusiastic throng, for the train had
run by the lines of uniformed men.  From
the car to the earriage Mr. Blaine was ac-
companied by Congressman Boutelle, Mayor
Macomber, tHon. J. Manchester Haynes and
many others who could not be distinguished
in the darkness. As soon as he stepped Into
the carriage it was surrounded by old friends
and townsmen, who pressed forward eagerly
to shake his hand. The Portland Clib had
meanwhile drawn up in line by the car pre-
paratory to taking their place in the proces-
sion. _

The procession wound through the streets
of Augusta for about an hour. The display
of fireworks was almost constant, as was the
roll of applause that accompanied Mr, Blaine
along the route. Opposite the Augusta
House a large arch of evergreen and bunt-
Ing, bearing Mr. Baine’s portrait and the
motto outlined in flaming gas jets, “Welcome
Home,"” spanned the street. Some estimate
of the number of men in line may be made
from the fact thatit took the procession for=
ty minutes to pass under this arch.

From the arch to Mr, Blaine's home is but
4 short distance and soon the carriage and
four dappled grays stoped before the house,
now surrounded by a great throng. Mrs.
Blaine and her daughters and Miss Dodge,
with Walker Blaine had been taken a short
cut and were already there. At the gate
when Mr. Blaine stepped in were Walkey
Blaine and the other members of the family,
while Mrs. Coppinger’s two little children
sat one on each gate post, their bright eyes
sparkling at the sight of the torches and
rockets and red fires that were flashing on
all sides. As Mr. Blaine walked to his gate-
way hands were stretched out on all sides to
weleome him. He stepped into the gateway,
kissed his daughter, and then turned to little
Blaine Coppinger, who was very full of all
the delights which a great spectacle gives to
babyhood. And bere Mr. Blaine received
the first slight which he has received in his
whole wonderful journey home. The little
fellow looked downon him a short second
without a sign of recognition, and then
turned cooly to the procession again. Of
what account is great fame to a three-year-
old “who ean view a drum major and a line
of red-coated Harrison Guard from the pin-
nacle of a gate post?”*

Mr. Blaine passed up the walk, stepped in
at the ‘door a moment, cast a quick look
around the familiar hallway and then stepped
out and down the lawn to the stand that had
been erected under the locust tree, very near
the historic spot where he recelved the noti_
fieation of his nomination in 1884. His ap-
pearance on the stand was the signal for
more cheering, and the speeches began.

After the speaking the magnificent line of
parade and the crowd left Mr. Blaine to the
seclusion of his own home, and took up the
line of mareh down State street to Water
street. It was the intention at first to have
the line halt in front of the house of Hon. E.
C. Burleigh, but Mr. Burleigh was quite un-
well today, and unfortunately unable to par-
ticipate in the demonstration. The com
panies, therefore, marched at once to the
trains.

It is almost impossible to give an accurate
estimate of the size of u crowd like this here
tonight. Augusta people say it was the
greatest crowd ever seen here. The line of
parade was certainly one of the best ever
seen in Maine. The Portland companies

made an especlally fine appearance, attract-
ing much attention. The Loyal League of
Bangor made a fine appearance. Perhaps
there were two thousand men in line and
ten or fifteen thousand persons in all the
erowds, uniformed and ununiformed that
thronged the streets at various times. There
certainly was a very large throng, and thelr
enthusiasm was no indefinite quantity. It
was as great'as it was spontaneous.
THE HOME.
Mr. Blaine’s Augusta House and Its
History.
[Special to the Press.)
Avausra, Aug. 14.

The home to which Mr. Blaine has re-
turned this evening after his long tour in
Europe and his remarkable journey through
New England, is neither the most elegant
nor the most costly in Maine. It is unpre-
tentious but eomfortable, surrounded by an
ample lawn generously shaded by spreading
maples and butternuts, Interspersed with
smaller trees and a few shrubs. When Mr.
Blaine came to Maine in 1853 he was a very
young man with his own way to make. The
first years of his life here, which were the
first years of his married life, he spent In &
house on Green street, owned by Mrs,
Blaine’s father, Jacob Stanwood. This
house is yet standing, and is occupled by
Mrs. Blaine's nephew, Mr. Walter Stinson.
In this house Mr. Blaine lived ten years,
through his career as a journalist, through
the time when he was laying the foundation
of his career as a public man. He had won
reputation in his own State and had entered
the field of National polities before he moved
from the house on Green Street. It was
during his first term Iin Congress, in 1863,
that Mr. Blaine purchased the house on
State street which is now his homs.

This house had been bullt in 1830 by an
old sea captain, James Hall. In its day it
must haye been one of the most pretentious
mansions in Augusta. Just to the South of
it, on the other side of Capitol street,
which bounds the Blaine house on
the South as State street does on the
East, were rising the granite walls and dome
of the new State House of the young State of
Maine. The door yard that extended to the
south of Captain Hall's new house was a
counterpart of the much larger open space
that extended northward from the new State
House. Like most of the house builders of
that day, Captain Hall did not think high
posts and lofty cellings a necessity, and to-
day the older part of Mr. Blaine's house, es-
pecially the chambers on the second floor
persist in remaining true witnesses of the
ideas of Captain Hall, in total disregard of
the high reputation and wide culture and ex-
perience of the present owner.

After Captain Hall disposed of the proper-
ty it passed to Mr. Rafus Child, of whom
Mr. Blaine purchased it In 1863. At the
same time that Mr. Blaine bought his home
two friends of his, Joseph Homan, Esq.,
former publisher of the Maine Farmer, and
Sylvanus Caldwell, a relative of Mrs. Blalne,
bought homes next to his, Mr. Homan on the
west side of State street, and Mr. Caldwell
just across on the eastside. Mr. Caldwell
is dead and his widow lives in the house;
Mr. Homan still lives In the enjoyment of
good health, and has been busy today decor-
ating his home to greet his old neighbors.

The house known as Mr. Blaine’s home
today is not much like the house built by old
Capt. Hall. Mr. Blaine has bought the lot
to the west and added it to his grounds. To
the flat root of the old house a cupola has
been added and on the west end, connected
with the old house by an ell, is a new house,
ballt almost exactly like the old house.
This new part Mr. Blaine added fifteen or
twenty years age. The appearance of the
house to one standing in the lawn in front
or on the terraces of the Capitol ground on
the other side of Capitol street, is of two old
fashioned square houses, their flat roofs or-
namented by modern cupolas, and connected
by a two story passageway. But the pro-
portions of the structures are good, and the
whole affect of the establishment, with its
large and neatly kept yard, well shaded by
spreading trees, is one that suggests comfort
and plenty, not display or ostentation. A
small stable west of the house and a vege-
table garden, which has flourished splendid-
Iy in spite of Mr. Blaine’s absence, complete
an establishment such as every well-to-do-
man in Maine delights to possess and may
hopet o possess.

In the interior the house is furnished com-
fortably and well. Both Mr. aud Mrs.
Blaine believe that no part of their house is
100 good for their own use or the use of their
children and friends. There are no state
rooms opened only for favored guests. Ev-
ery part of the house is used, and when the
furniture wears out it is replaced by new.
While not extravagantly elegant, the furni-
niture is substantial and handsome. As
might be expected of the home of a family,
all the members of which have travelled ex-
tensively, the house is abundantly supplied
with bric-a-brac, much of which is interest-
ing for its associations. Of pietures, too,
there is an almost unending number. Mr.
Blaine's library is in the western
wing of the house, and Is, perhaps,
the most interesting portion of the house.
Its shelves are filled with the choicest
works of ancient and modern literature as
well as with those books of reference and
those historical works, which form the
working library of the man of public affairs.
Not all of Mr. Blaine's books are here, but
there is a good array.

Mr. Blaine's eldest daughter, Mrs. Cop-
pinger, who has been in Augusta for some
time, was hers with her children to greet
the returning party this evening, and to su-
perintend the final arrangements made to-
day. The preparations inside the house to-
day were not extensive, merely a little get-
ting ready of a house for its returning occu-
pant and owner.

The Insidious Mills Bill.

The Argus reports Gen. Butler as saying
that he opposes free wool because the plac-
ing of wool on the free list while the manu~
faeturer of woo!l is protected would tend to
destroy the protective system. This, says
the Argus “lets the cat outof the bag.”
Now this particular cat was out of the bag,
long ago—Ilet out by the Republicans., The
Damocrats, or the free traders, however,
have been endeavoring to keep this eatin
concealment. The principal vbject in plac-
Ing raw materials-—such us lumber and wool
—on the free llst in the Mills bill was not te
benefit the consumer or manufacturer, The
Hon. George Walker is frank enough to say
in the Argus that free lumber cannot benefit
the consumer, inasmuch as the price of Jum-
ber after the duty is taken off will be as high
as it s now with the duty on. The construc-
tors of the Mills bill placed raw materials on
the free list, because they saw that in that
way they conld destroy the protective sys-
tem. To protect the manufacturer and at
the same time expose the producer of raw
material to the unrestrained competition of
foreign labor is a poliey that cannot be de-
fended. Itis favoritism, the assessment of
oné class for the benefit of another. Of
course the sheep raiser would oppose a policy
that protected the manufaoturer of his pro-
duet, while he was exposed to unrestricted
competition. Once when off guard the Argus
characterized the Mills bill as an “insidious”
measure designed to destroy the protective
system. This characterization was trictly
accurate, And its Insldiousness consists in
this very scheme of placing raw materials on
the free list while keeping at the same time
manufactures protected. The hope of the
makers of the bi)l was that the manufactur-
ers would swallow the bait and support the
bill. Then when the next onslaught came
upon protection Mr. Mills and his allies
would have the support not only of the
importers, but also of the producers of raw
material—the farmer, the miner and the fish-
erman. For the most part manufacturers
have not swallowed thke bait. Like Gen.
Butler they have discovered the purpose of
the free traders and refused to assist them to
destroy the tariff on raw materials. They
are discerning enough to see that protection
can exist only as long as it exists asa sys”
tem; under which all classes receive its
benefits. Withdrawn from all but one class—
the manufacturers—it becomes robbery
utterly Indefensible. This the promoters of
the Mills bill propose to make it, in the full
knowledge that when Itis reduced to this
conditfon it must pérlsh on account of its
Inherent injustice.

FISHING CRAFT.

Models of Queer Boats Used by Toll-
ers of the Sea.

[Washington Btar.]

In one department of the National Muse-
um there is a fishing boat fron Chittagong,
Hlustrating a eurious method of catching fish
practised in that part of the world. A plat-
form of light bamboo rods is constructed on
one side, and dips into the water. A long
bamboo rod, with a bundlejof twigs fastened
to the end like a broom, is swept through the
water. This frightens thefish and drives
them upon the platform. The fishermen
deftly bring the platform outof the water
with a jerk, and the fish slide from It into
the boat.

A curragh, from Donegal, Ireland, pré-
sented to the museum by the Marguis of
Hamilton, 1s interesting, because it shows
what boats men will produce when they have
but limited means at hand. The fishermen
that ne,a.kn these boats are poor. They are
made by constructing a frame of willow in
the usual form of a round-bottom rowboat.
Over this frame canvas is stretehed, and it is
made water-tight by a coating of tar on the
outside. Thess boats are made sometimes
twenty-five feet long, and crews of fisher-
men go to sea in them.

on it represent he erew at work. The
hull of the vessel is nearly square, and looks
like a big tug. There are two short masts

and a little “jigger” mast at the stern. The
vessel has no centreboard, but, in its ?lm. a
wooden arrangement like a big g:dd , that
is screwed to one side, and can raised or
lowered.

This vessel would be very slow and very
safe, It isnot merely the desire to secure
:atetf, however, that led to the adoption of
this form. The vessel is used on a part of
the coast where there are no harbors, and it
Is made so that it can be hauled up on the
beach at night and launehed in the morning,
A Belgian t near by, used for beam trawl
fishing, Is made on nearly the same plan as
the bombschute, and for similar reasons.
A German fishing schooner in use to-day re-
sembles in form the Gloucester schooners of
a century ago. It is made of oak, varnished
above the water line and painted black be-
low. It is ashallow and wide and hasa
cockpit for the helmaman at the stern,

A series of models epitomize the history of
the development of the New England fishing
schooner. The schooner was Invented at
Gloucester In the last century. The old style
Grand Bank cod-fishing schooner, used firsts
in 1750, had a full round bow. curved stem
and wnat was called a *gammon-knee” cut-
water, a long, straight side, high quarter-
deck, and a windlass worked with hand-
spikes. From the decks of this vessel the
crew fished for cod with hand lines. Some
of these schooners, distinguished by unusu-
ally high and shbort quarter-decks, were
known as “heel-tappers.

The Revolutionary war and the war of
1812 were destructive to the fishing fleet.
The large schuoners rotted at the wharves.
During that period and following it ap-

ats, beeause they were built at Chebaceo,
a name by which a part of the present town
of Es:ﬁax was known, A model of a “dof-
body,” or square.stern Chebacco boat, is
ghown in the collection,

Models of these vessels, with all sails set,

rﬂ“tﬂ]lin“s. They have sharp bows, broad
eams, long runs and elliptical <teme«, Cap-
tain Collins has recently undyrtaken to con-
vert the owners of these fishing vessels to
new form, making the hulls deeper and

changing the lines in some other respects, so
s to make the vessels steadier and safer in
heavy seas. Three yem s ago he had the Fish
Commission schooner Grampus construeted
on these lines, to prove that without loss of
speed the vessels could be made 1nore sea-
worthy. Since then a number of fishing
schooners have been eonstructed en the new
model.

THEY WENT TO AUCUSTA.

Portland Campaign Companies that
Turned Out Yesterday.

Mr. Blaine Creeted at the Union

Station.

—

A Continuous Ovation from Boston
to Portiand.

—

After the long and heavy rain the biue sky
and sun of yesterday were ladeed welcome,
The pleasant weather was a guarantee that
the magnificent reeeption to be tendered Mr.
Blaine at Augusta would be a grand sucoess,_
and there was a movement of preparation
early in the day among the citizens and cam-
paign companies of the city, who took the
special train In the afternoon for Augusta to
participate in the great demonstration. Soon
after 12 o’clock noon, mén In gay upiforms
were seen upon the streets, and as early as 1
o'clock a large number of men of the differ-
ent companies had assembled at Park Gar-
den, the drill Lall. Here and there were seen
groups of the Ploneers, with their broad-
brimmed hats and handsome new uniforms
of blue and red.  The Tippecanoe Guards,
with leggings, three-cornered hats, and be-
coming suits of blue, and the gay Harrison
Guards, with white pantaloons, red jackets
and flashing steel helmets, formed the attrac-
tion to a great throng of people, who filled
the street for a long distance in front of the
drill hall on Federal street.

FROM BOSTON TO PORTLAND.

Bosron, Aug, 14,.—Mr. Blaine’s party was
not astir until late this morning and several
callers on Mr. Blaine were denied. Ad-
dresses of congratulation from a Republican
club at Lynn, and from a league of working-
men at East Cambridge, were presented to
him at a later hour. At 11.30 a delegation
from the Home Market club was admitted to
a conference. At noon the party left the
hotel for the railroad station, Dr, Burden
and Senator Southworth accompanying Mr.
Blaine in the four horse carriage which
brought him to the hotel. There was no
demonstration on the route.

When the carriage reached the station
there was a large crowd present and it was
with difficulty a passage for the party was
cleared by the police. Mr. Blaine, on enter-
ing his car, was cheered by the crowd., As
the train was about to leave Mr. Blaine ap-
peared upon -the platform in response to
calls, and thanked the people for their kind-
ly recognition. The train then moved out of
the station on its way to Augusta.

The train bearing Blaine reached Lynn
at 12m. Thousands had assembled to see
him and Central Square was packed with
humanity. Mr, Blaine was introduced by
Henry Cabot Lodge, who said:

Mr. Blaine has been speaking mnllnuouslﬁ
since he arrived, his voice Is much worn an
he is very hoarse but he will speak a few
words to you.

Cheer upon cheer followed the mention of
Blaine's name.

Mr. Blaine said;

Mr. Lodge has kindly made apologies for
me and I must content myself by expressing
my sincere thunks for you coming here to

me. Iam home onee more and among
riends,

The Blaine party arrived at Newburyport
at 2.11 o'clock, and another great concourse
of people was on hand to receive them. Mr.
Blaine addressed the people in brief, but
once more excused himself in consequenee of
the great strain his yolee has pndergone. He

returned thanks to the people for their wel-

come, and expressed the joy and gladness he
felt after so long an absence to be at home
among friends. [Applause.] Maine men, he
said, always felt at home in Massachusetts:
[Cheers.]

When Mr. Blaine had ended his speech the
people grasped his hands, or rather as many
as could get mear enough to do so. Mr.
Blaine sald though, “I got pulled to pieces
yesterday on that, and 1 must bea little care-
ful.”  Considerable laughter was evoked
when a stout lady of some 300 pounds
mounted the platform and insisted on shak-
ing hands with the hero of the time. Dr.
Burden and the Massachusetts delegation

left the cars at this gnint. the last place of
importance within the confines of Massachu-
setts, and Mr. M, O. Sides, of Portswouth,
chairman of the New Hampshire delegation,
paid his respects to Mr. Blaine. The other
gentlemen of the Mr. Sides’ party joined the

n at Northampton, and they were Col.
W. H. Sise of Portsmouth, and Dr. M. F.
Wentworth of Kittery.

Portsmonth was reached at 3.02 o'clock,
and the great crowd of people was packed so
close as to in imminent peril from the

assing trains. After the crowd had satis-

ed themselves with cheering, Mr. W. II.
Wood briefly introduced Mr. Dlaine, a d
said they could not expect that gentleman 1o
make a long speech, as his toroat was soie
from speaking the previous day. [Cheers
and cries of “Welcome home.”] Mr. Blaine
then came to the front, and, when the cheer-
lnE had in some measure sub.ided, said :

I have only a word to say, and that is a
word of thanks for your cordial greeting. 1
am exceedingly glad to see so large an_aud-
ience of real Yankee faces., (Applause,] It
is more pleasing than nnythinf I saw in
more than fourteen months of European
travels. I am glad to see you und the soil of
New Hampshire, first because I like the
State, and next because It is so close to
Maine. [Applause.] Iam glad to see you
all, and I would like to shake hands with
every one of you.”

Mr. Blaine closed amid loud cheers, and
Hu hope loudly expressed to “cowe and see

again.

At his request the side gate on the plat-
form was opened so that he could step to the
edge of the platform and be seen by all those
who 2ould not before see him.  This so
glensed the multitude that they yelled with

elight until the train once more sped on its
rumbling way. While at Portsmouth Messrs.
A, L. Prescott and M. S. Hurd, of North
Berwick, boarded the train and were intro-
duced to Mr. Blaine. The train left Ports-
mouth 38 minutes late.
