Iv is rumored that the fall season will see
women apparently clad in coats of mail, a
fine network covering corsage and under-
skirt, heavy with closely-wronght steel beads ;

The Gentle Angler.
A little girl was once asked if she had evef
heard of the famous Isaac Walton.
“Oh, yes!” she answered. *“Iknow all
about him. He was the man who invented
fishing.”
Alvhough this statement was far from being
correct, we cannot wonder very much at the
mistake of the little girl.

For more than two hundred years, old
Isaac has been so much talked of and written
about in connection with fishing, that it is
not very strange that he should sometimes

t the credit of being the first one to find out

ow to catch fish with a hook and line.

He has been called “The Common’ Falher
of all Anglers;” and this is g very good title
for him, He was a sort of Washington
among anglers; first by the stream, first to
5\3& a bite, and first in the hearts of all good

shermen.

Isaac Walton was born in England in 1593,
in the month of August, when ihere is gener-
ally Eretty good fis in§. We are not told
much about his eatly days, but I suppose he
toddled down to the brook with his little hook
and line at a very early age, just as Mozart
played on the piano when he could scarcely
reach the keys. He grew up to be a great
fisherman and a very good man. He loved to
wander throngh the green fields and by the
streams, in the beauntilul country where he
lived, and there he used to sit and fish and
think how lovely the blue skies and the green
trees were, and what a delightful thing it was
to sit in the shade by the river-side and read,
or fish, or muse thankfully on the bounties of
Nature.

Although he fished so much, e was always
very gentle and kind, even to his bait. e
never caused needless suffering to a worm or
a fly. He wrotle a book about angling, and
when he tells how to use a little frog for bait,
he says to the fisherman, *‘Use him as though
ﬂou loved bim,” by which he meant that the

ttle froz was not to be hurt, if it was possi-
ble to prevent it. There is a %uod deal that
might be said on this bait subject, but we
will not say it now, because we don’t want to
think aboul anything else but old Isaac’s sim-
ple-hearted tenderness and gentle ways. Ev-
erybody seemed to love him and to like to
read the books he wrote, because there was
:g muca quaint and wholesome philosopby in

em.

The very fish, if they knew enough in those
days, could not have helped loving him for, |
although he caught them, he did it as tender-
ly as he could, and that is all that can be ex-
pected of a fisherman.

We can imagine how the little fishes would
talk about him (if they talked in those days),
when they saw him come down to the river-
bank early in the morning, with his rod and
lize and box of bait. :

“Ho! ha!” one of them would say. “Iecie
comes the good Isaak,” (it was spelt with a k
in those days), “and he wants to eateh some
of ns. And so, very naturally, they would all
move away from the bank, so as to give the

ood Isaae plenty of room to throw out his
ne. And when the cork had been ﬂoatil.(‘i
idly for some time, and the bait had dangled
on the hook until there was danger that it
would be spoiled by the water, one of them
would nudge another, and say :

“It’s too bad to treat the poor man so.
Sece! he has gone to reading, One of us ought
to give him a nibble, at any rate. Don’t you
want to go, chklaides, and give his bait a
little pull? We oughtn’t to neglect him in
this way, and he so kind and good!” ~

“Don’t let me hinder you,” Speckelsides
would say. *“If you want to take the first
bite, Supplefin, I don’t mind waiting.” And
then they would contend in this friendly
manner until at last Sulipleﬂn would say :

‘‘Well, it’s too bad! It none of you will go,
T’ll take the first bite myself. I'm sure that
if we were as good as he is, we wouldu't like
to be treated so.”

And ke would swim up and take the least
little Dbite, and at that instant all the other
fishes would sinm “There goes Supple-
fn!” asthe Food jerked him out of the
water. And as the gentle angler would hold
the Uttle fish in his band and tenderly take
the 1'ook from between his teeth, we can al-
\ most iynagine that the good-naturel Supple-
fin smitd with pleasure to find himselt so
kindly treted. 1f one were a fish, and had
to be cangat, who would not be caught by so

a man ?

Tsaac lived to be ninety, and he must have
caught a great meauy fish in his time. He
knew all about rds and hooks and baits and
lines and sinkers, .;uad where to go and when
he ought to there, and how fo accommo-
date bimself to the humer of the fish, and
how to wait a long time and fo be thankful
when at last he got fislt enough for supper.

And whether it rained or shone, or was
cold or warm, or whether the fish bit gaily or
never even nibbled, the good Isaa¢ fisked, and
reflected on moral subjects, and the beauties
of Nature; and if he sanﬁ as he walked over
the field, it was often such a song as this:

When the timorouna trout I wait

To take, and he devours my bait,

How poor & thing sometimes I tind,
Will captivate a 1y mind.

And when none bite, I praisa the wise,
Whom vain allurements ne'er surprise.

If he had not been a very moral fisherman,
he never would have thought of singing a
song like that.—Paul Fort in St. Nicholas
for Seplember.

ToHE LAsT SELL ON HIs PARTNER.—I
know'd Gus well. We'd been partners in
Californy. He was one of the best fellows I
ever knowed, and we was always gettin’ sells
ononeanother. But Gus got the heaviest thing
onme when he died!

A few words on Michelet’s personal appear-
ance and characteristies will be in‘eresting to
his many admirers, The extraordinary de-
velopment of his brain and nervous system,
i_-xlrccl!m'_: that of every other part of his phys-
ical organization. at onee struck all who saw
him. 1t was difficult not to forget that he
Lad a body at all,so thin was it amd irail look-
ing. Ilis fine head, disproportionately large
for the small frame which it surmounted,
looked as if it had been moulded by his mind,
so closely did they resemble each other in
character.

The upper part of his face—the capacious
forehead encireled with white hair, the speak-
ing eyes full of warmth and kindliness, and
flashing with poetry and enthusiasm—was all
nobleness and majesty, and great intensity of
lite was expressed in his thin, dilated nostrils.
His mouth was large, and his thin, clearly cut
lips gave a distinet wibratory sound to his
speech, every word of which was audible,
‘The lower part of his face with its heavy
square chin, betrayed his plebeian origin, and
revealed the material side ot his nature,
traceable here and there in Lis later works,
But when he spoke, and the thoughts that
inspired him flashed through his eyes, their
depth aud brilliancy cast all that was less at-
traclive into the shade; they never lost their
light, for it came from a heart that remained
always young. His hair was white when he
reached his twenty-fifth year, but after that
he did not change—he never grew old. In .
early life he was precociously mature, but he
kept the ardor and vigor of youth to the end.

Never was life better regulated than his,
He wus at work atsix in the morning, and
remdined shut “p in his study till twelve or
oue, without allowing anyone to distarb him ;
even when tiaveling, or at the sea-side, or in
Switzerlaud, he adhered resolutely to his ac-
customed hours of work. The afternoon’ was
devoted to social inlercourse and exercise;
from four to six he was always visible to his
friends, and with very rare exceptions retired
to rest at 10 or 10:30, never working at night.
He was extremely moderate in his habits, apd
never took any stimulant but coffee, of which
ke was passionately fond; he never would ae-
cept any dinuer or evening engagements; all
distractions which might destroy the unity of
life and the Larmony of thought he systemat-
ically avoided. 'That his mind might be com-
pletely fiee, he preferred that everything
about him should remain stationary; he nev-
er allowed the eloth that covered his writing-
table to be changed, nor the old torn ta-
board boxes which held his papers to m!re-
newed; and his calm, peaceable character

rlectf}' accorded with the regularity of his

ife, He was simple and affable in his ad-
dress, and his conversation, a delightful mix-
ture of poetry and wit, never degenerated iu-
to monologue, and, without ever a?penring
fereed or unduly solemn, sueceeded in k

ing the minds of those with whom he con-
versed in elevated regions. The traditionary
old Feench politeness distinguished his man-
ners; he treated all who eame to him, what-
ever their age or rank, with the same regard,
which with bim was not mere empty formal-
ity, but felt by all to spring frem genunipe
goodness of heart. His dress was always ir-
reproachable; I see him now seated m his
arm chair ut his evening reception, in a close-
fitting frock-coat, on which no speck of dust
was ever visible, his trowsers strapped over
his patent-leather shoes, and holding a white
handkerchief in his hand, which was delicate
and nervous and well-tended, like a woman’s.
As we sat listening to him the hours slipped
quickly away—there was so mueh depth and
faricy in what he said, sueh joyous serenit
and sympathetic kindness, wit withoutmli
ice, poetry without declamation. He wasa
first-rate talker, and the divine something
that stamps a man of genius, made itself con-
tinually feit in his words. Modesty gave him
an additional grace. IHe knew how to listen,
would ask for advice and information, and al-
low himself to be contradicted. Even before
younger and inferior men he ollen e

bis ideas most reservedly, questioning them
and seeking to learn what their opinions were.
It was not that he pretended to be ignorant of
his own worth, for he sPoke of his his-
tory as “‘mon monument;” and when ine
veighing against the use of tobacco and
enumerating the great creative spirits of the
century who did not smoke, he addel him-
sell to the list, but he did not exaggerate his
merit nor intrude himself on public notice,
and, above all, was sagacious enough not to
consider himself called upon to play all kinds
of parts and display every eoneeivable talent.
No entreaties eonld prevail upon him to take
an active shiare in politics; he repelled all
advances made with that view, and when,
after the 2d of Dacember, he lost his appoint-
ments, and was alirost reduced to want by
his refusal to take the eath, he made no boast
of disinterestedness, nor did Le seek to make
a pedestal for himself ovt of the public mis-
fortunes. As long as they were in process of
composition he had a passionaté attachmeng
for his works; but once finished, he became
indifferent to their fate., He not only de-
spised flattery, but cared little for either
praise or blame, and, never soliciting reviews
of his books, would smile at the sharpest
criticisms if clerverly and wittily written,
This serenity of nature and his recluse ijife
were far from quenching the ardor and energy
of his spirit; on the contrary, they so noups
ished aud preserved them that he was able
to produce forty-five volumes and yet lose
none of his warm-heartedness and none of
his brilliancy of imagination,

Away with Envy.

It is not for the sake of novelty that we
introduce Mr. Beecher again. But it is
strange and suggestive—that confessioy of his
about his health and his nervous apprehen-
sion of death. Here is a person who any-
time these twenty years has presented him-
self to the imagination of all Americaus as the
very type of healthful manhood. His temper-
ament seemed to be such that he dwelt in
continual sunshine, and was at all times over-

flowing with a breezy joyousness that com-
municated itszif to all around him fand, in
fact, through tlie medium of his lofty pulpit
and the press, to all his countrymen. Yet
this same man has carried in his heart a
great shadow ever since 1856, long before the
eruel troubles of his later life,. He has gone
into the pulpit a hundred times, he says,
doubting whether he should ever get through
his sermon alive, and speaking with the im-
passioned earnestness of a dying man while
he clung to his desk for support;—sheer ner-
vousness, probably, and a part of the hypo-
chondriac tendency which he appears to
have inherited, and which manifests itself
4also in unaccountable attacks of mental de-
pression and spiritaal agony. Just at this
time, too, comes a paragraph in relation to
George Sand, the {greatest perhaps of living
women, if not the most intellectual woman
of any age or country. The author of “Con-
suelo” is also very nervous; every line of her
face indicates care and mental torture, She
says to inquiring friends thatsuch an im-
agination as hers is a curse to its possessor,on
account of the indefinable unrest which it
brings. And it has been understood for sev-
eral years that one ot our youngest and ap-
parently most vigorous public men, whose
name is now very econspicuously before the
country, is a victim to the same curious anx-
lety which has rendered Mr. Beecher for
many years extremely restless and appreben-
sive, if not unhappy. He,] too, conslantly
expects, and with infinite dread, the stroke
of fate, Appearing to us all as a man whose
exalted position, genius, power and future
prospects shonld produce a steady satisfac-
tion, pride and content, he is nevertheless in
an especial manner subject o mental depres-
sion,

Common people, who look with mingled
awe and envy upon the fame or magnificence
of the great, need to learn anew at frequemnt
intervals the trite lesson that the tempera-
ment of genius is not that of happiness, and
that the station of life most conducive to gen-
uine contentment is that of the ordinary citi-
zen whom fortune has given a position free
from the perils ot absolute poverty, and
at the same time relicved from the greater
perils of fame and publie responsibility. This

is the one string on which Horace specially
harped and Holy Writ adds its potent sanc-
tion, but the world has not learned the lesson
yet. 82 each man goes on mad with his too
keen appreciation of the glories and advan-
tages of those just before him, and bringing
himself headaches and heartaches in striving
to overtake them. The country boy, leaning
on a gate and “betting’’ as he saw the Presi-
dent go by that “that fellow has chicken pie
for dinner every day of his life,” was a little
eruder in his admiration than the rest of us,
We are too often ready to “bet,’” mentally at
least, thatour Presidents, Senators, leading
professional men or richest merchants must
find it delightful to exercise such power—in-
toxicating to enjoy such fame. But the Pres-
ident, ten to one, was too harassed or too
dyspeptic to-enjoy such viands as might be
seryed to him and relished them less than his
rural admirer did the coarser fare of his hum-
ble home, Anditis pretty certain that a
large proportion of the men we felicitate,
have got some hidden wound.

Let us not disturb the quiet of our lives in
this pleasant middle zone of existence, this
region of equatorial calms where we dwell,
by envying any of these people. We are
practically their peers after all. Ii is iikely

that from the height. of the gods we may all
look alike, as the different orders and hier-
archies of ants do to us, when we look down
upon their swarming cities,

THE postponement of the time of holding
the Massachusetts Republican State Conven-
tion to October T—an unusually late date—
is understood as militating against the
chances of Gov, Talbot’s nomination. As
Mr. Pierce refuses to be a candidate, the
chances at present seem Gecidedly in favor of
Gov, Talbot, who represents the extreme
prohibitory and constabulary wing of the
party. The feeling, however, that his nomi-
nation would seriously endanger the success
of the Republicans at the polls seems fo be
gaining ground and finds voice in the leading
journals of the state. The fact that nearly
two-thirds of the last legislature voted for
the abolishment of the coustabulary against
Gov. Talbot's veto is regarded as significant
of the strength of the anti-prohibition feeling
throuzheut the state. It scems at first
glance hardly possible that the Republican
nomination in Massachusetts could fail of
sanction at the election; but iv must be re-
membered that the majority of last year was
only 12,823, and a very moderate percentagze
of change would (urn the scale, and party fea)-
ty is somewhat l2ss reliable than formerly,
‘The temperance men of Massachusetts should
carefully reflect upon the dGesirability of forc-
ing a nomination which would let in a party
pledged to free rum or a liberal license law.
Shonld Mr, Pierce bz induced to reconsider
his refusal, the matter would regulate itselt.
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7 X . dishonest penny by his sensational |
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wima called *Passion’s Peril,” which is
founded on the Beecher seandal, didn’t tind
the moialz of Boston so low as ke seems to
have presumed {hey were when he attempled
to put his play on the boards at the Howard.
A committee of the board of aldermen,urged on
by respectable citizens,has ecompelled its with-
drawal, which,of course,has nettled the virtu-
ons author, who is out in a defense in which
he grows quite sarcastic over the Paritanism
of Boston, and suggasts that there is nothing
in this play to work a tithe of the demoraliz-
ation which has resulted from the sensational
gossip which has covered some of the daily
papers all over for weeks past, and the car-
toons which have disgraced some of the illus-
trated sheets, This may all be true, but it is
hetter to suppress this kind of literatare late,
than to permit it to aczumulate any longer.

Tuz Doston Globe, with a want of accuracy
unusual in that excellent journal, says that
“Hamlin is said to be carrying things his own
way in Kennebee county, where he lives, in
his push for another term.”” About the *‘car-
rying things” we shall nol argue, but are
constrained to insist, mildly but firmly, that
Mr. Hamlin lives in Penobscot county.

The National Camp Meeting.

Eighll; DPay’s Proceedings,

was not so large as on the day previous, though
there were many people on the grounds, An
excursion train of eight cars over the Rochester
railroad bronght in about 400 people. Of
course nearly all Saco and Biddeford were
down, it being quite the correct thing for the
inhabitants of those two places to attend cam
weeting every and all day. 3
About one hundred tents have been pitched

hundred on the grounds, and about fitty cot-
tages, The land fever holds on without abate-
ment, and those owning eligible lots ask “‘fan-
cy’’ prices for them. The inheritors of real
estate in the vicinity, or those who purchased
when values were low are fortunate, The large
tract just on this side of the camp ground has
been bought by an association, christened Cen-
tral kark, divided up into lots, and is now in
the market for parchasers.

Yesterday was a delighttul day, and a cool
breeze coming up fiom the sea and breathing
through tke pines. All about the grounds, be-
tween services, and it must be confessed some-
times during service, picnic parties were
seated munching the frogal gingerbread and
disposing of huge slices of the dyspepsia pro-
ducing pie. After the noon repast grave
elders gathered under the shade of trees and
fell to discussing the doctrine of sanctification,
This doctrine is the all-absorbing topic, and is
rapidly gaining ground, even among those who
opposed. The visit of the National Associa~
tion has had great influence, and one now hears
but few objections made 1o the dogma.

The morning prayer meetings were well at-
tended, and the results were of the most grati-
fying character to those in charge. The regn-
lar sermon at 10.30 was preached by the Rev.
Mr. Stratton of Springfield, Mass., from Phil
1819, *“But my God shall supply all your need
according to his riches in glory by Christ
Jesus,” The discourse was a pleasing one,
strong and vigorous in thought, and felicitous
in illustration, The idea of a loving depen-
dence upon God and a living faith in the Son
was elaborated in an atiractive manner, There
was a large congragation present.

Previous to the sermon the Rev. Mr. Boole
announced that the collection taken Tuesday
was scarcely suflicient to cover the traveling
expenses of the association, and that nothing
remained for Messrs, Inskip and McDonald.
He made a strong plea for those men, stating
that voluntary contributions were the only pe-
cuniary remuneration they received for their
labors, and that they had forsaken lacrative
positions in order that they might go about and
preach the doctrine of holiness, A collection
was taken up and $132 obtained. Mr. Boole
mide another appeal and developed talents in
this line, which would ensure him a pesition
as o first class collector anywhere. He dis-
tinctly stated that Messrs. Inskip and Mec-
Donald did not ask for anything, but that the
association were determined they should have
something, Men were then sent abont with
hats, and money enough collected to make up
the sum desired (2600) within $25. One wom-
au gave fifteen cents, all the money she had.
Mr. Boole attempted to sell this small sum at
auction, but the andience were not in a bid-
ding mood, and so the attempt was given up,

Between services a most interesting prayer
meeting was held in the Portland Pine street
tent, The children’s meeting in the taberna-
cle called out a very large attendance, The in-
terest and excitement was intense, and at the
close of the exercises three children stepped
forward and were baptized by the Rev. Mr.
Toskip. Many others displayed a deep inter-
est in the meeting, and were evidently greatly
impressed. Many hopeful conversions are re-
ported.

Before the afternoon service many people
gatbered in and about the Kenhebunk tent,
where a fine choir sang several inspiriting
hymns, much tothe delight of all who list-
ened.

The afternoon sermon was preached by the
Rev. L, R. Dann of Paterson, N. J., the text
being taken from I's. ¢x-1,2, 3 jand 4. *“The
Lord said unto my Lord, sit thou at My right
hand. until I make thine enemies thy foot-
stool,” &e. This gentleman is one of the most
pleasing speakers oun the gronnd. His fine
diction, impressive manuner, and a sort of mag-
petism of which he is possessed make him a
“drawing man,” The disconrse was a strong
one, based upon the prevailing subject of inter-
est, and held the large andience to its close.
