President Myde on the Tariff.

In an address delivered before the Cleve-
land and Thurman Club of Brunswick,
President Wm- DeWitt Hyde, of Bowdoin

fon
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Now President Hyde claims that he is not
a free trader; that he wishes to reform, not

. not sweep away the tariff. But here he is

claiming that the protective system is rob-
bing the people of more than & billion dol-
lars ayear, and proposing as+a remedy a
measure that will take off about a thous-
andth part of that billion dol'ars of booty.
As President Hyde is a teacher of ethics as
well as an expounder of politiial economy,
his proposition appears all the more remnark-
able. But perhaps he will say that the Mills
biil s an imperfect measure and is only a
step towards reducing that billion of
plunder that the manufacturers, according
to President Hyde, are getting. Then we
submit that President Hyde, while profess-
ing himself to be only a tariff reformer, is
a free trader.

Now what about this claln’ advanced by
President Hyde that the tariff is a tax which,
increasing prices, levies tribute upon the
sonsumer to enrich the manufacturer. Ey-
ery protectionist will of course admit that
the tariff ralses prices to a certain extent.
This is what the tariff is for,—to ralse prices
of produets so that the men who produce
these prodoets may have a fair recompense,
There Is such a thing as bringing the cost of
the article to the producer so low as to make
a slave of him, as in the case of the makers
of that cheap English clothing which the
free traders talk so mueh about. A Parlia-
mentary committes that has lately investl-
gated the condition of these clothing makers
of London has found men working eighteen
and nineteen hours a day, with so little res-
pite that they take their meals of dry bread
and coffee while working in their seats, And
with all this hardship these laborers receive
only wages enough to keep body and soul to-
gether. Now the clothing made by these
laborers cannot help being cheap; but the
protectionist elaims that it is too cheap; thas
It would be better for the consumers, who
are the rich and well-to-do and poor alike, to
pay more for their clothes, rather than
make slaves of the clothing makers, But
while the tariff raises prices sufficiently to
prevent the American laborer from descend,.
ing to the level of his brother iy Europe, it
does not as a general rule raise them abnor.
mally, that Is, very far above the cost of pro-
duction. That the rate of duty is added to
cost of an article is a fallacy advaneed by
President Cleveland, but very promptly de-
molished as soon as it saw the light of day.
Senator Edmunds, a man of more public ex.
