Bulwer Lytton.

Look at him as he slopes along with the
easy sauntering air of a man of fashion, who
has nothing to do but lounge about, holcing
his ivory-headed eane in his apparently nerve-
less grasp; yet what work has that band ae-
complished I—two of the best acting plays
that hold their place on the stage, to say
nothing of the novels, tales and sketcles so
tull of the bright creations of his genius, The
loss of this great man, orator, poet, slatesman,
novelist, is still, I think, too recent to enable
us to realize the fuil extent of our national
calamity, Although I know only too well he
sleeps in that place where kings and poets lie,
yet I can hardly bring mysell to Delieve 1
shall not meet him again in some ol his ac-
customed haunts; I have so oflen known hun
absent for a longer period, and tarn up again
as bright, cordial aud kindly as ever. He bad
taken his seat, of course; but it is a curious
thing that he never once spoke in the House
of Lords. The golden chamber n:ver ouce
heard the sound of the new peer’s voice any
more than it did that of his illustrious rival,
Macaulay, the picked litterateur ot the Whigs.
They were anxious to gef Lord Lytton “‘ap™
on the question of the disestablishment of the
Irish Chureh; but he contrived to evaae the
seent of the ““‘whip,” who sought him in vain,
both at Knebworth and in Grosvenor square.

The hoi polloi were not very familiar with
Lord Lytton’s presence. He was not often
seen in the parks or other placas of public re-
sort; but in that park of Oxford street bound-
ed at one end by Marble Arch aundat the
other by the Regent Circus, he was well
known, and many a hat went off in sileut
greeting as he passed on his way, his brou-

bam generally following, to the Portland
Club; there he spent a couple ot hours every
afternoon in the season, It was in this local-
ity I met him, two days, I think, alter his
name appeared in the Gazetle, In later life
he was generally deat; but Isaid, “Good
moning, my lord,”  Ile heard me, and,
laughing, replied I was the first persoa who
had called him by his new title,

The last time I met this distingaished man
was at St. Leonard’s, where 1 had gone for a
short holiday. 1 came quite suddenly upon
him one wet, stormy November evening, and
not far from the archway sy the South Saxon
Hotel. It was blowing a gale of wind, and
iris slender figure wavered and reeled almost

1
was trying to sli||1 past him unobserved, for he
never met me without stopping to say a few
kind words; but he recognized me at a glance,
eaught iold of my arw and asked me o come
with him to the Queen’s Hotel at Iastings,
where he was staying, and dine.

Considering Lord Lytton only occupied
himselt in composition for four hours every
day, isis surprising the amount of work he
contrived to get through. Ile uever had any
time during my acquaintance with him any-
thing like gwf,hcallh; he was always placing
bim-elf under the care of some physician,
and if he heard of any new remedy which he
thought might be applicable to his own case
he was sure to avail himself of it. Like his
brother, the distinguished diplomatist, he be-
came, in later iife, nearly a confirmed hypo-
chondriae, although his intellectual power
dill not seem in any way diminished.

I was on avisit to Sudbrook Park, near
Richmond, about twenty years ago. It was
then a hydropathi¢ establisment, presided
over by a physician of eminence. To my
surprise I met Lord Lytton strolling up the
avenue, one morning, carrying his pipe in
one hand and a small travelling-bag in the
otber, The London season was at its heizht
and Parliament sitling; bu the remained for
at least a month, taking his meals at the pub-
lic table, walking much in Richmomnd Park,
and occupying himselt with his papers and
his pipe. The tobacco he smoked was not,
very strong, but the iucessant use of it must
bave been highly injurious to nerves so finely
strung as his, He seemed to me to have
scarcely any appetite tor food; at breakfast
be seldom ate mor: than a mouthful of toast,
and, having swallowed a cup of Lea, flew off
to the solace of his beloved pi There
was, 1 remember, a space of tangled brush-
wood immediately behind the house, where
I bave seen him sit and saunter about for
hours together, apparently absorbed in
thought; and no one, although the house
was full of iwo&;]o, ever thought of interrup-
ting his solitude. He arrived without any
servant, and never had a visitor duriog the
whele period of his sojourn, At Knebworth,
which is the hereditary seat of the Lyttons,
his mother’s family, the novelist did net, in
his later life, reside much. A friend of miune,
the late Lady Murray, lived at Andlebury,
only a few miles distant,. and while on a visit
there I had frequent opportunities of hearing
of her famous neighbor, He was exlteu:lﬂ'
popular and beloved by the lower order in
that part of the country, and his hospitality
was apparently withoutlimit. People came
rom all parts of the wotld, especially from
Anmeriea, to see him, The house of Kneb-
worth was often full, but I don’t think the
host always knew who his guests were,

Niuth Day’s Proceedings.

The attendance at Old Orchard camp-meet-
ing yesterday was naturaliy diminished by the
unfavorable weather, still there wero large
audiences present at the services during the
day. Occasionally a delusive gleam in the sky
would persuade people that the clonds were
about to break away. Somelow these indica-
‘tions manifested themselves abont train time,
and in consequence nearly all the cars were
well filled.

Waandering through the woods and spraw-
Jing under trees was of course not much in-
dulged in; but people strolled down to the
beach end watchzd the black waves heap
themselves up upon the beach. The air was
chilly, and the feeling of discomfort soon got
the better of the love of the picturesque, and
wanderers were glad to hasten to the grounds
and Lhuddle together in the tent.

eation. It ismot meant thatwe are to cast
away the principles of the doctrine of Christ;
we are to enforce and to praetice them; but we
are also to use them as stepping stones to a
holy life, and not regard themjas the alpha and
omega of our faith, Many professed Chris-
tians never get beyond this alphabet. The
principles of doctrine become valueless unless
they are used as means for advancement. A
man who rests secure in his justification
alone is not safe, for he may lose his justifica-
tion, The question is asked if a justified man
can be lost. No, if he goes onto perfection,
yes, if he remains where be is. The objective
point of the Christian ;is [sanctification. The
objection that sanctification is impracticable
was met by the remark that the Bible com-
mands us to be holy, and prymises sanctifica-
tion through the truth of Christ; the Bible
would not command or promise an impossi-
bility. The definition given by Richard
Hooker was quoted as the best definition of
perfection ever framed; “We count those things
perfect which want nothing requisite for the
end whereunto they are instituted,”—that is if
a thing meets the end for wiich it is instituted
itis perfect. All then that isrequired of a
perfect Christian is to fulfill the command,
‘Love God with all the heart and mind and
strength,” for that is the end for which he is
instituted. 'We admit perfection everywhere
else, in nature, in art; why not then in the hu-
man heart?

In the afternoon the c¢louds broke away, the
wind went down, and the sun beat fiercely
down through the trees. There was scarcely a
breath of air, and the heat was extreme. Peo-
ple sweitered while they listened.

The children’s meeting was as usual, largely
attended. Mrs. Inskip conducted the wmeet-
ing, which was almost exclusively a service of
praise. The little ones were deeply interested
and joined heartily in the exercises.

Before the afternoon sermon the Rev, Mr.
Inskip made remarks, announcing the closing
service at 7.30 the “march around Zion," com-
plimenting the management of the meeting,
the boarding house, &c. The usual number of
requests for prayers were made, among them
one for a person who hiad nsed tobacco for fifty
years.

The sermon was preached by Rev.W.H.Boole.
He claimed that spiritual life is now, has been
and ever will be tho need of the church. The
power of the charch is a spiritual power. The
Methodist body has more spiritual light to-day
than ever before. 1t has Christian experiences
asgreat and far more numerous than in the
days of Wesley and Whitefield, Buat a still
higher degree of grace 1s demanded in these
times when ministers are settled in rich city
pastorates and grace and self denial are depart-
ing from them. The iesponsibilities of the
Methodist church have increased faster thun
the spiritual life. Too many are reposing in
camp when they should be in the very frout
line of battle. We have an army large enough
to take the continent by storm, and yet we do
not do it. 'We fritter away too much time in
devising new methods of warfare, instead of
using those good old methods we already have.
Rose water and chloroform gospel won't do.
The church must wake up to its work, Why
there is a ward in New York where the num-
ber of grog shops equals the number of dwell-
ing houses, and where & man can fire a long
range rifle in any direction and have no fear of
hitting a mission, Methodist or any other. The
money it takes to build the spire of an up-town
chureh would support a mission in this locality
of sin for ten years; and siill rich men kneel in
up-town churches and pray that God may send
more laborers into the vineyard, Too much
money is speut in drill and dress parade, and
too little in actual fighting. We must strike
our tents and take the tield and march against
the Gibraltars and Malakoffsof sinand tell
the world and beil that we shall plant the
standards of the cross there.

The discourse was a warm plea foran
awakening of spiritnal life, singularly free
from bad taste or extravagance of statemen,and
was very attentively listened to by the large
congregation gathered in the grove. A good
word for woman suffrage, thrown out inciden-
tally by the speaker, cansed a little flutter of
Qcitement in the andience.

The closing service took place at 7.30 p. m.
The Rev, Mr, Inskip preached a highly emo-
tional sermon from Mark, ix, 25d,—"“If thon
canst believe,” The difficulties in the path of
sanctification and vhe way to overcome them
were p;;:im.ed out. The preacher proved a per-
fect tornado, and swept all before him. At
times his voice rose to a shriek, and words
were quite indistinguishable,

At the close of the sermon Mr.Inskip invoked
the descent of the Holy Ghost. TCwo-thirds of
the congregatien dropped upon their knees,
gobbing and shouting. Soon a man started up
and shrieked *“The power is coming.” Men
and women dropped on their faces before the
altar, aud presently they fell to groaning.

Thus closed the second camp-meeting at Old
Orchard,—a grand success in every particular,
A great religious interest was aroused, eminent
puipit orators addressed the people, and the
best of order was maintained on the ground.The
piace has a great future before it.

3ap Frounr A Cavuse oF Disease.—Peters-
burg, Mich,, has for some time past been afflict-
ed by an epidemic of of cerebro-spinal menin-
gitig, and an investigation into the cause has
been made, from which it appears that the
prevalence of the disease is due to the presenca
of some poison in the food of the people. In
connection with this matter it is stated {hat
experiments conducted many years ago showel
that grain affected with smut was capable of
producing violent illness, ergot of wheat proy-
ing even more active than ergot of rye. The
crop of wheat raised in the vicinity cf Peters-
burg last year contained much more smut than
usnal, and it is possible that bad floar has been
{he cause of the prevalent sickness.
