Went Deer Hunting and Shot Two

We started on our hunting trip(]the
last of October, reaching camp about
noon Monday.

SPECIAL SURVEY MAPS. ~

Give Valuable Data on Piscataquis
and Sandy Rivers,

A series of special river and lake
survey maps for general distribution
have just been ’'-sued by the State
Water Storage  >mm.ission. These
surveys, which  ire made during the
year 1910, thi gh the co-operative
agreement bet” m the United States
Survey Commi on and the State
Water Storage Commission, give
much valuable data upon the major
portion of the Piscataquis river in
Piscataquis county and th©  Sandy
river in Semcrest and Franklin
counties. ,

The Piscataquis river maps consist
of 11 sheets and are divided into
two groups the first five covering
the main river, from its mouth to
Blanchard, a distance of approximate-
ly 60 miles. The elevation above
the sea ‘level at the mouth of the
river is 127 feet and at Barrows
Falls, the upper limit of the survey,
it is 550 feet above sea level, giving
a drop of 423 feet in a distance of
30 miles, or about seven feet to the
mile-

are interesting, as they cover the
Sebec river from its mouth to the
outlet of Sebec lake and comprise
a detailed map of the lake itsdlf.
Sheets 8 to 10 inclusive are of Pleas-
ant river from its mouth to Silver
lake, and the last sheet, or No. 11,
takes in Silver lake and Big Hous-
ton pond and carries large scale map
of the outlets of these two ponds.

The maps show the plan of the
river, as well as the profile, and
are of especial value in studying
th© water power possibilities. The
maps of Sebec lake show the low
water line and a five-foot contour
line below low water, or in other
words, show the contour of the shore
in case the lake was drawn off to
a point five feet below mean low wa-
ter. Several other contour lines at
five-fdot levels above low water are
ilso shown, indicating the lake sur-

face, in case it were used as
storage reservoir and the level of
the water raised. These contour

lines are of especial value in esti-
mating the capacity of the lake as
a storage reservoir; in other words,
showing the number of cubic feet

of water that can be held in
storage.
Five sheets are included in the

Sandy River set, covering the river
from the point where it empties in-
to the Kennebec to a point six miles
above Phillips, or the crossing of
the spur track, which runs from the
Sandy River & Rangeley Lakes
Railroad to Township No. 6. The
elevation above sea level at*the
mouth is 154 feet and at the rail-
road, 720 feet indicating a drop in
the 60 miles of 566 feet.

Fur Buyer

The traveling fur buyer like any
other main of the road has his ups
and downs, likewise he has his use
and abuse, and sometimes the latter
is more befitting him than the form-
er, like all of usi mortals he is not
out for his general health ' but there
are times when his dealings border
on robbery, and speaking as a rule
it seems to be the aim of these
Sentry to skin the unwary trapper.
There are instances which 1 could
speak of where the buyer delibera-

TRUNK LINE ROADS

Tentative System For Maine

(JOHN CLARK SCATES)

On everyone who travels extensive-
ly over the highways of Maine and
Seriously considers the road problem,
is forced the conclusion that the
State must materially change its

jroad policy. A trunk line system
must be adopted which will permit
of the construction of continuous

roads under trained supervision. Un-
til this policy is adopted, Maine will
make no appreciable improvements
on her roads. A vast amount is an-
nually expended by the State and
municipalities but it is so scatter-
ed in small amounts over so large
an area with little or no regard to
a connecting system and the work
as a whole is so indifferently done

that the net results are hardly ap-
preciable.
Almost at the inception of the

movement for better roads in New

Hampshire, the legislature wisely
authorised the governor and council
to lay out three trunk lines, com-
mencing at the Massachusetts bound-
ary, and running north and south
the whole length of the State. The
total length of which, including roads
which the State wholly maintains and
the streets through the cities and
larger town© is 557 miles. At the
begining of 1910 one line was 86
per cent completed, another 67 per
cent and the other 42 per cent.

During th© past four years, New
Hampshire, as a State, has expended
approximately $1,000,000 for roads, in-
cluding trunk lines. Our Legisla-
ture, during this same four years, has
appropriated over $910,000 for roads
and bridges and what is there to
show for it?

If, during that time there had been

gravel State road from Kittery to
Bangor it would have been a great

benefit to the State, as well as a
source of pride to its people. Our
sister State, during these past four

years has been constructing not on-
ly one, but three trunk lines. The
average length of each is nearly the
same as the distance from Kittery
to Bangor.

The trunk lines have had. this
result in New Hampshire. When
the towns' through which the trunk
lines run saw that the State really
meant business, it stimulated them to
make large appropriations to aid the
work. To these trunk lines more
than anything else is due the won-
derful progress the Granite State has
made in the last four years on a
comparatively small amount of mon-

ey furnished by tbe State, only a
little in excess of that appropriated

as the large unpopulated territory
that practically had no roads were
deducted, as it should be, the dis-
parity shou’'d not be so apparent.

In laying out this system two ob-
jects have been constantly in view.
First and foremost to arrange them
so that our citizens* may receive a
maximum profit at a minimum mile-
age. Second, the development of
the summer business of the State.
While the tourist, hunting and fish-
ing business possesses untold possi-
bilities and if properly encouraged
will possibly be one of our great-
est sources of wealth, still our agri-
cultural and industrial interests are
of first importance and must be con-
sidered. Most of the population, as
well as the trend of travel is length-
wise of the State, consequently the
trunk Mnes must follow the same gen-
eral direction. This not only serves
our business interests, but happily
in most instances accommodates
the tourists and sportsmen. Adopting
the general nomenclature the words
“primary” and ‘secondary” have been
used applying to lines of first and
second importance, although in many

instances it is a distinction without
a difference. It is not to be pre-
sumed that the location of those

trunk lines are considered anywhere
near perfect, or could not be greatly

improved.  Although in the western
section it hardly seems possible
to fchange them materially. In the

eastern, northern and possibly some
of the central sections, no doubt they
might be materially improved with-
out increasing the mileage.

THE PRIMARY ROADS, 1

Kittery to Old Town.

The first and most important from
Kittery to Old Town in the following
sections;

1. From Kittery this road would
‘pad through York Harbor Ogunquit,

Wells, Kennebunk, Biddeford, Saco
to Portland. The distance is 52
miles. This is the great gateway to

the State from the West and South
and is probably traveled more than
any other road in the State, and on
the whole It is the poorest. To
one coming from Boston over the
beautiful roads of Massachusetts and
the 10 miles in New Hampshire, the
contrast is most pronounced. To the
visitor the first impreseion of our
State is very unfavorable and to
a citizen of this state most humiliat-
ting. It seems to the visitor he
is really going into the wilderness.
Thore is, however, about 10 miles
of good road, but it is in such
short sections that it is hardly no-
ticeable.

2. From Portland the route contin-
ues through Falmouth Foreside, Yar-

mouth, Freeport to Brunswick—27
miles., There connection would he
made for Bath and the Western

coast towns.

3. From Brunswick through Tops-
ham, Bowdoinham Richmond, South
Gardiner, Gardiner, HaPowell, Augus-
'a, Vas™alboro, Winslow to Waterville
—53 miles. Connection would bo
made here with the secondary line
to Skowhegan and Bingham.

4. From Waterville, through Fair-

field, Benton, Clinton, Burnham,
Pittsfield, Newport, Etna, Carmel,
Bangor, Orono to OIld Town—63
miles. Total length of this line

from Kittery to Old Town, 195 miles.

Bare Handed.

Otisfield, Me., Nov. 15, 1911
To the Editor of Maine Woods:

There is an old gentleman of my
acquaintance who remarks occasion-
ally that he has> caught more game
in his bar© hands than any man in
the state.

LIGHT LADDER FOR ONWARD

Can Be Made of White Pine and When
Placed in Fork of Limb There
Is No Danger of Slipping.

The illustration is of a safety ladder
for the benefit of fruit growers. Take
I"xS-inch white pine clear of flaws
for sides, and 1x3 for steps, as they
are better to stand on than rounds;
nail blocks for them to rest on, and
to keep it from spreading put a small
rod under every third step, or wire

will do; double and twist it. Take a
solid piece four feet long for the
“snout;” holt this with two %-inch

bolts, with wedges to make it solid
This makes a much lighter and han-

dier ladder than the old straight one
Put the snout in the fork of a limb
and there is no slipping or turning,
nor knocking the fruit off. Use differ-
ent lengths to suit the tree.

FARMERS BECOMING .'ROUSED

Recent Significant Movement in Penn-
sylvania Closely ldentified With
the Grange Institution.

A significant movement in Pennsy”™
vania showed the temper of the farm-
ers in that state and is also closely
identified with the Grange institution
of the state as well. Realizing that
distribution of farm products is form-
ing a larger part of the cost to the
consumer than the producer himself
receives, these farmers have organized
war on the middlemen and propose to
devise some plan that shall put their
products into the consumers’ homes
direct.

A delegation of these Pennsylvania
farmers waited on Mayor Gaynor of
New York city and invited his co-
operation in their plans, while further
denouncing the middleman and his
exorbitant profits. Mayor Gaynor
could of course promise no definite as-
sistance, but the farmers went away
still firm in the belief that their
scheme for the elimination of the
middleman is wholly practical and
worth the trying.

This movement reflects the Grange
position, long maintained, that exorbi-
tant profits on distribution should not
be tolerated and are a burden alike
upon producer and consumer. The
Grange attitude, however, does not go
so far as to wipe out the middleman
altogether, realizing some well-admin-
istered system of distribution as es-
sential to the welfare of all concerned.
It is a question, therefore, how far the
Grange indorsement of the Pennsyl-
vania movement will be forthcoming;
although the principle involvel is dis-

tinctly along Grange lines, if not
pressed to excess.
This Pennsylvania undertaking is

traceable largely to a recent address
by B. F. Yoakum, the well-known rail-
road man, in which he leclared that
while the consumers of the United
States pay $13,000,000,000 a year for
the farm products they use. the farm-

er gets only $6,000,0170,000, leaving it
strikingly revealed that the American
middleman was receiving even more
than the producer. Farmers all over
the country have been greatly aroused
by Mr. Yoakum'’s figures and are giv-
ing the subject of co-operative selling
more attention than they ever did be-
fore; even more than co-operative
buying, which has long been one of the
fundamental principles of the Grange
movement.

In view of the fact that this farm-
ers’ uprising is likely to extend to
other states and may involve the
Grange as well, it is proper to state
the exact Grange position, as relating
to middlemen, in the language of the
Declaration of Purposes, which con-
stitutes the foundation of the order, as
established nearly a half-century ago.
It is this:

“We desire to bring producers and
consumers, farmers and manufactur-
ers into the most direct and friendly
relations possible. Hence we must
dispense with a surplus of middlemen,
not that we are unfriendly to them,
but we do not need them. Their sur-
plus and their exactions diminish our
profits. We wage no aggressive war-
fare against any other interests what-
ever. On the contrary all our acts
and all our efforts, so far as business
is concerned, are not only for the
benefit of the producer and the con-
sumer, but also for all other interests
that tend to bring these two parties
into speedy and economical contact.
Hence we hold that transportation
companies of every kind are necessary
to our success, that their interests are
intimately connected with our inter-
ests and that harmonious action is
mutually advantageous, keeping in
view the first sentence in our declara-
tion of purposes of action that ‘indi-
vidual happiness depends upon gen-
eral prosperity.” We desire only s¢*
protection and the protection of every
true interest of our land, by legitimate
transactions, legitimate trade and
legitimate profits.”
