Grass Can be Bad for the Lake — Here’s Why

he grass is not always greener. Expansive
lawns that slope down to the water risk o _a
fouling water quality. -

Grass has shallower root systems than trees,
shrubs, native ground covers and other types of
vegetation. Deeper roots more effectively hold
dirt in place. Dirt contains the naturally occurring
element phosphorus — a key nutrient on which
algae feeds. So, the more dirt — and phosphorus —
washed into a lake by stormwater runoff, the
higher the likelihood of an algal bloom.

Turf also fails to slow and absorb storm-
water runoff as well as other vege-tation and duff
— organic matter such as leaves and pine needles.
Stormwater gains velocity as it passes over grassy
declines, increasing erosion into waterbodies.

That’s why the State of Maine passed a law
that prohibits raking duff within 75 feet of shore-
lines — to preserve absorbent material that
impedes stormwater runoff. The statewide con-
servation organization Maine Lakes recommends

limiting lawn size, mowing less often and leaving = !

the need to fertilize lawns — another way grass vegetation to slow the runoff. Grass does not absorb runoff well and is less effective at holding dirt in place.

can threaten a lake’s health. Phosphorus is a key ingredient in fertilizers. Applying fertilizer to a lawn risks phosphorus being washed into a waterbody, again
feeding algae. Further, fertilizers, herbicides and pesticides can harm children, pets and aquatic life.

Stuart Cole, 7 Lakes Alliance’s erosion control project coordinator, offered these suggestions for mitigating the impact of lakefront lawns:

* Request a LakeSmart or Youth Conservation Corps evaluation to identify ways to control erosion from a lakefront property. Request an evaluation by email-
ing stuart.cole@7lakesalliance.org. Recommendations from LakeSmart evaluations can be implemented by 7 Lakes Alliance’s YCC, which provides labor at a dis-
counted rate.

* Plant a vegetative buffer between the lawn and the lake. Blueberry bushes are especially effective. (Plus, fresh blueberries!)

¢ Let lawns revert to their natural states, mowing only once a year.

* Regrade lawns to flatten slopes and reduce the speed of runoff. The OShima Brothel‘s Grace the Stage

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Portland-filmed Hangdog is Opening
this Year’s Maine International Film
Festival; Eligible for Tourmaline Prize

Opening Night: Hangdog
Friday, July 7, 2023 7:00 PM EDT
Waterville Opera House

he Maine-made film Hangdog is screening for

the first time in the state as the Opening
Night film at the 26th Maine International Film
Festival. The film is one of 7 feature-length
Maine- made films, all of which are in competi-
tion for the juried Tourmaline Prizes.

Director Matt Cascella says “Screening the
film in Maine will be a total treat. There are
enough Maine-specific nods in our film to hope-
fully keep Mainers tickled, balanced with broad-
er strokes that should appeal to “people from
away.” Maine is a special place that can’t really be
boiled down to a few adjectives. There’s a
refreshing authenticity to it and we hope
Hangdog captures a sliver of that spirit.”

The film is a charming indie discovery:
Anxiety-riddled Walt embarks on a comic
odyssey through Portland, Maine to retrieve his
stolen dog before his girlfriend, Wendy, returns
from her business trip. If he fails, he risks losing
them both.

Cascella praises local businesses such as Bangs
Island Mussels and the Illustration Institute, who
“were gracious and willing to help out.”

Cascella directed the film and his wife, Jen
Cordery, wrote the script. The idea originated
from a familiar situation: When they met, it was
clear that if Cascella didn’t get along with

Cordery’s dog, Ollie, one of them had to go, and
it wasn’t going to be Ollie. The couple moved to
Maine soon after the COVID-19 pandemic start-
ed, and were inspired by the cobblestone streets
and winding alleys of Portland: a place where a
dog could easily get lost. “Mainers know who
they are; they’re not hung up on image and fri-
volities,” Cascella says. “There’s something so
refreshing in their no-nonsense approach to life
that made it the perfect foil for someone who's
struggling to accept himself. They serve to both
taunt and entice him.”

Hangdog is showing twice during the Festival:
Friday, July 7 at 7pm at the Waterville Opera
House; and Sunday, July 16 at 3:40pm at Maine
Film Center 2.

The First Chick of the Season and An Egg Abandoned

his has been a very interesting week with our loons and wildlife in general! We observed our
tirst chick of the season in lower Long Pond but, the parents once again, abandoned the second
egg! Just like last year’s pair off the same nest.

If you look closely at the egg you will notice the “X” marked on the top. When we suspect that
an egg has been abandoned, we mark the egg accordingly. If it has not been turned as is typically
done a few times a day, we will collect the egg and transfer it to the biologists at Portland’s
Biodiversity Institute for processing and testing. Why loons abandoned the second egg or both
eggs for that matter, is unknown. Quite often, the abandonment is due to human interference but
not always and not in this case. This particular nest was extremely well hidden and out of the way
so this one is on the parents!

Also, this past week we were entertained by a pair in a loon territory that has not seen any nest-
ing activity in the past several years. While we were observing the inquisitive pair, they surround-
ed our boat which they apparently either found interesting or more likely it was the smiles on the
faces of our two Colby College Loon Project interns! For over half an hour they circled the boat
within a few feet and actually came right up to Brynne who was hanging off the back of the boat

with her phone to shoot some video. A once in a lifetime experience! '

MRain Dance — ever!! Can you turn the rain
off and bring out the sun again?” We’ve been doing
practically daily Rain Dances for the past five
years of drought and I guess someone was listen-
ing all along, albeit a bit late to the dance! Our
long-range forecasters had forecasted another
summer with 26% less precipitation and they still
are believe it or not!!! All they need to do is open
the blinds and look outside!
Enough!!!!' Turn off the rain! We’ve got more
than what we can handle

Your volunteers on the Inter-local Dams
Committee had been keeping the ponds around
three inches above full pond (ie. the water going
over the spillways/walkways is ankle deep.) But
that ship has sailed! With yesterday’s warning
from our very own Kennebec County Emergency
Management Agency and the National Weather
Service out of Gray, Maine:

“A shift in the weather pattern is projected to bring
abundant moisture to the region this weekend and
continue through the end of the month. Multiple
rounds of showers and embedded thunderstorms could
lead to isolated flooding over the weekend, and set the
stage for more widespread and impactful flooding next
week. Historically these weather patterns have result-
ed in periods of heavy rainfall and flash flooding.

The forecast confidence is high that the region will
be impacted by a prolonged wet period, however it is
still too early to talk specifics. While we continue to
monitor conditions and update you accordingly, please
use this time to make preparations and notify interest-
ed parties in flood prone locations.

As of this writing, all of our ponds a bit higher
(OK, way too much higher!) than we would like
no thanks to these unrelenting showers! Great
Pond’s Village dam is currently 4.44” above full
pond with one gate opened just 24”. Long
Pond’s Wings Mill dam is right at .96”, also above
full pond with both gates opened up to their
maximum five feet. If one were to only look at
these metrics you would assume that Long Pond
is in good shape which in reality, is far from the
case. Upper Long Pond is 11”7 ABOVE full pond
due to the water flow being held back at numer-
ous choke points such as Castle Island, the mouth
of Belgrade Steam at the lower end of Long Pond,
and not to mention the 50" x 5" deep Spauling
Bridge off of the Dunn Road! The bottom line is
that it takes several days for the water in Long
Pond’s upper basin to make the nine mile trip to
Long Pond’s Wings Mill Dam and with these
continuous showers, it’s proving almost impossi-
ble to get ahead of it.

Salmon/McGrath is 3.6” above full with its
calibrated valve set to the mandated 1 cfs. flow
and the gate opened three feet. Our neighbors on
Messalonskee are down just 2.16” below full, due
to their electricity generation needs.

So, in summary, cancel all future Rain Dances
and break out the Gore-Tex©!

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Hidden History of Maine by Harry Gratwick

n the foreword of this fine 2010 published history of Maine people, David

Tyler writes, "In our small state, individuals often have a greater impact
on the state than impersonal historic forces." Stories about people usually
hold my interest, how about you?

My bookend review will mention only a few from the beginning and a
few from the ending of this brief 122 page history. Ibet
you will find every single person's life
worthwhile reading.

We are very aware of the Abenaki presence in our
Belgrade Lakes region of pristine waters. Father
Sebastien Rale, a Jesuit missionary, compiled the
Abenaki-French dictionary so very well that its manu-
script is held in the Harvard College library. Other
native languages were mastered by Rale as well:
Algonquian, three dialects, and "the Huron dialect of
the Iroquois.”

If only we could master our own English language.
Everyday I find a new word or usage. Father Rale, in
his multiple language skills, was very much appreciat-
ed by the Abenakis and French settlers, but the English
settlers had a different opinion. "The English tended
to regard all Indians as savages...".

Louise Dickinson Rich wrote kindly, "Rale was fond
of the Indians and deeply concerned with their wel-
fare. He was just one of many missionaries working
equally selflessly among the tribes, but he was the out-
standing example of his kind."

History constantly holds controversy, even in the case of a poor kid from
Maine who eventually becomes "the first colonial governor of the
Massachusetts Bay Colony." Yes, Phip's was one of twenty-six brothers and
sisters in his family, born in 1651 in the farmhouse located by the Kennebec
River.

The portrait of William Phips reveals a very established, ranking self-
made man who was appointed by William III, king of England. Phips had
run-ins with the governor of NY and Phips even caned and beat with his
tists a customs collector for the king. Troubled times for two years, Phips
was in London defending his actions when he fell ill to the flu and died Feb.
18, 1695 at the age of 44.

Critics of Phips even admitted, "He had a flair for making himself attrac-
tive to powerful and influential men...". The famed Cotton Mather stated, "I
