THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

Fruit Heeping.

A sorrespondent of the Media, Pa., Ameii-
can, gives in that paper an account of a visit
to the froit preserving house of Nathan Hel-
lings & Brothers, at Bristol, Bucks connty.
Messrs, Hellings are fruit dealers, doing busi-
ness in Philadelphia, and an experience of
twenty-five years tfaught them that “heavy
losses were oflen eptailed, caused by the rot-
ting of fruit in stock, this occasioned by the
sudden changes of temperature, and by what
is technically known by the trade as murky
weather, The need, therefore, of some meth-
od by which the finest grades of foreign and
domestic fruits could be kept, was universal-
ly acknowledged. But whilst thus so com-
monly recognized as a need of the trade, all
efforts put forth to secure the much deswred
result, were regarded even by the trade, as
chimerical and visionary. Mr. Hellings¢how-
ever, at once went to work, experimenting as
to the needs of the case: ~ A series of experi-
ments were entered upon, resuiting in the
discovery, that for most bardy fruits, wheth-
er foreign or domestic, a mean temperature of
36 to 38 degrees was needed. Farther, it was
demonstrated that notonly was this low tem-
perature esseniial, but that the air must Le
dry and pure, embracing scientific principles
of ventilation and circulation.” f
On arriving at the house which was built
by Mr. Hellings to secure these conditions,
the narrator was furnished an overcoat and
taken into the fruiv rooms. The first room
entered was cocl, but the larger inner rooms
were cold, the thermometer standing at 359,
while outside it indicated 85°,

““Phere was a striking peculiarity noticea-
ble in the rarity of the air in the house, the
exhalations of our breath seeming almost as
dense as steam. Another feature was that
the air was ¢xceedingly Piliillm' for ra.mlds&l isll
thatjarra goods, no effluvia of anything
sa\rxng%f&uit could be disll.ngm:-heci On
my remarking this, Mr. Hellings, laughing,
replied, ‘tliere’s the secret; the whole princi-
ple flinvolved in this business is Lo arrange
things in such a way that the fruit flavor can;
notjescape. And herein is the great dilfer-
ence between a system of fruit preserving
which allows the flavor to escape and that
which retains it. Have you ever noticed on
entering a cellar used for the storage of ar-
ples, how strongly the entire place would
smell of the fruit, thus demonstrating that
‘the bodies were held In bondage, whilst their
spirits were free?” We want both, and we
think by this system, this much is secured.”

“Samples of the Russet, the Cider apple,
the Spy, and the French Spit, were each sev-
erally ‘ested, and in point of appearance as
well as fineness of flavor, they could not be
surpassed. These aﬁples, or most of them,
were put here last fall, some russets had been
here two years, while samples of Buicks coun-
ty cider apples were shelved in 1872, Straw-
berries have been kept in this house upwards
of thirty days, and used in prime condition
looking as plump and fine as when picked.
Poars, always difficuit to keep, have been
kept over eight months, and sold at fabulous
pr&eu. In cutting several of the apples, the
core and pips were found to be sound and
perfect, a pretty severe test. Mr. David Lan-
dreth, a persongl friend and neighbor of Mr.
Hellings, put a’few apples to a still more se-
vere lest some few months ago. Prof. Gold-
win Smith, an acquaintance of Mr, Lan-
dreth’s, was returning to England, when at
the instigation of the last named gentleman,
a basket of large apples was packed and duly
put aboard the vessel as a gift to the profes-
sor. These apples had been in the fruit house
since last fall. They stood the test of the sea
voyage, and a part of them were eaten on the
Liverpool Cotton Exchange, to the wonder
and astonishment of these Dritishers of the
boards. The main design of the inventor
has been to provide a house that can success-
fully keep for months together, and if need
be, years, fruit for which at the time there
may be no demand, and which, if' sold at all,
when the markets are glatted, is sold at rain-
ous rates. Nor is the invention limited, in
its operations, to fruit. Beef has been housed
for ten weeks, and found to be as sweet when
cooked, as though fresh from the slaughtered
carcass. (oods are brought here from Spain,
from the West Indies and the Mediterranean.
The firm also own a similar storage house in
Niagara county, N. Y.””

In a personal visit to this last mentioned
house a year or two since, we were striuck
with the fact that the room in which fruit is
kept is very dry as well as cold. In ordinary
ceilars, and in most rooms where ice is used
as a preservalive agent, the air is usually
quite moist; but in Mr. Hellings’ house, nails
driven three years before were as bright as if
freshly driven, snd a very careful examina-
tion showed no signs of mould of fungoid

wth in any part of the room, or on frust
?;‘ijug on the floor, The roem was fitted up
like an ordinary fruit cellar, with bins and
shelves, all made of pine lumber unplaned.
The only secret thing about it was the man-
ner of using the ice to keep the room cool,
withont the deposition of moisture, Bins
and shelves are rented Lo other deaiers occa-
gionally, and the plan is-evidently cons_;'dcrct[
suceessful in that locality.—Courtry Gentle-
man.

Cut out end
boards 12§ inches wide, and hang on just like
the frames,

Next is a covering for the top; put this on
with hinges, on the front side, and fasten on
the other with a latch, or a weight on top
will do. When complete, frames should be
one-fourth of an inch smaller than the hive
inside, giving room for the bees to pass
around. When you wish to open this hive,
unfasten the latch, raise the lid, slip off the
end boards, and all is open to inspection.

To put a swarm in this hive, raise the lid,
put one end board in place,then seven frames,
and then the other end board. Put & board
or cloth on top of frame, raise up one end
board three inches, empty the bees as close to
this opening as you can. When they all go
in, let down end board, take bhoard or cloth
off of frames, let down the lid and you have
them.

Cleaning aad Qiling Meruesses.

Unbuckle all the straps and remove all the
metallie portions possible without ripping the
slitching; then, it a thick coating has formed
on any part where the harness came in con-
tact with the horse, remove _it by scraping it
with a wooden seraper; then place the straps
in water, and after they haye been well soaked
lay them on a board, and with soap and brush
clean off all superfluous matter on the sur-
face ; they should then be allowed to surface
dry, and, if they were Lagd belore cleaning,
neatsfoot oil should be ap[lﬁied; this will pen~
etrate the leather and open the pores,

As soon as the oil bas entered the leather,
apply a cont of melted tallow, thoroughl
smearing all parts of the strap; then lay
the straps out en a board and allow them to
dry; and as the waler dries out, the oil and
grease will enter and fill the pores of the
eather, the one softening it, the other form=
ing [a barrier against woisture from almos-
pheiie or other eauses, .

After the wmoisture has dried out, all fthe
superfluous grease on the surface may be re-
moved with a eloth, and some varnish black
epplied if desired. Leather will absorb mois-
ture rapidly, unless the pores are well
and there is no grease so well suited for this
purpose as tallow. It is the provinee of the
oil to sotten tkefibre, but in so doing it opens
the pores, and renders the leather extremel
scnsitive to moisture unless they are w
filled with grease. The durability of harness
depends much upon the care taken to keep
the leather soft and impervious to moisture,
and harness manufacturers who desire to
maintain a good reputation should caution
their customers against following the advice
of those who have no knowledge of the sub-
Jject on which tligy treat, and as a safe-guard
should print uson their business cards some
simpl2 and corgeet instructions for the pres-
ervation of leather.—Carriage Journal,

Salphur for Fowls.

There is no remedy and assistant so easily
and cheaply obtained, so harmless to the
fowls, or so satisfactory in 1ts results as sul-
phur. It being in the system of animals to
a small degree, there is a greater affinity for
it than there otherwise would be. It can be
administered to the fowls by having it ina
small box, so that they ecan help themselves,
or by mixing it with their food once a week,
or as often as there are indications of ver-
min, Penetrating, as it does, to every part
of the system, all parasites are quickly and
surcly destroyed. Also, gapes ars said to be -
prevented in chickens Fowls need it more
than most animals, their feathers containing
Letweeh four and five per cemt. of sulphur.,
Their eggs, also, have a small quantity, which
is noticed by the discoloring of a silver spoon
when it comes in contact with a boiled
Applied externally to the fowls when oneg
nest, to the nest itself, or mixed with the
soll in the dusting-box, it is eqpally efficacions
in destroying vermin, To be used as a fumi-
gator of buildings, it is necessary to re-
move the fowls, close the room or house,
mix a little galtpeter with the sulphur in an
iron vessel, and ‘apply a match to the mix-
tare, 'This should be doie in the morning,
and the doors and windows opened in the
afternoon for a thorough ventilation. Lard
mixed with sulphur in proper proportions
and applied as often as is nee to the
feathers on the neck and baek of young and
old turkeys, is a very good safeguard against
the ravages of foxe:, For our own
and the comfort of the fowls, let us then use
mlp};llltr or remedies of like nature.—Poultry
World,

Health Scicnce in the Monsehold,

glten, that it is not wise nor economieal to
use water into whose source sinks, privies,
stables and cess pools pour their

Typhoid fever again and in oecurs,
where its origin is unsuspected, but where
science—il it were called in—would point at
once to a leaky drain or a defective vault
rolluting the family water supply.

A case of this kind came under the writer's
observation, where five children in one fami-
ly were sick at ouce with typhold fever; and
where the well water, upon examin
proved to have sixty grains of solid matter
to the gallon, dissolved in it! The relation
of cause and effect was distinet enough here,
—dimerican Homes for July.

PArER FLoUR BARRELS.—About the com~
ing flour barrel, whick is to be of paper made
from the straw of the grain, the Republican
of Diecorah, Ioa., at which place a &ctor{‘ is
established, says — This paper barrel a
round eylinder of heavy compressed  water-
proof paper, about one-fourth of an inch
thick, wooden head and bottom, There are
two paper hoops at the ends on which the
barrel rolls. The barrel has no “belly’” and
weighs tea pounds less than the wooden bar-
rel, and consequently about five barrels more
than at present can be loaded in acar, These
barrels are also air tight and water proof, and
they stand more thumping and rough usage,
we verily believe, than the best oak stave
barrel that was ever made.

For a table ornarient nothing is more ele-
gant. Desolve in suflficient water one ounce
isinglass; strain it; halve one dozen large
peaches and pare themn ; make a sirup of one
pound of fruit sugar and balf a pint of water.
Into this put the peaches and keérnels; beil
gently filtcen minutes, when placz the fruit
on a plate, and cook the sirup ten minutes
longer: add to it the juice of three lemons
ane the isinglass. A pyramid mold is
pretty for this,
when set, put in one-quarter of the peaches,
Place on ice, and let it harden; add more jel-
lv, harden, ete., until full. Let the base of
the mould be jelly.

Finale of the Conspiraey.

We have looked in vain through the twen-
ty columns which Mr. Moulton has devoted
to a statement of what he represents to be
“the truth, the whole truth, aud nothing but
the truth’’—a quotation which he seems
never to tire of repeating—concerning the
allegations of Theodore Tilton against Henry
Ward Beecher, for any fact which could shed
new light upon the subject. From the ominous
givings out, with which the public has been
surfeited ever since the scandal was set afloat,
that Moulton “held the key of the position,”
a great many people have been led to believe
that he had in his possession some direct and
conclusive testimony touching the guilt or
innocence of the accused. But nothing of
the kind has been producel. A voluminous
“correspondence is €émbodied in the document,
much of which bears upon the main ques-
tion, but there is not a sentence or line in
the whole of it which lends any foree to the
original averment. It is plain that Mr, Til-
ton cuiled out of this mass of matter the
most damaging passages contained therein,
and grafted them upon the elaborate state-
ment with which the investigation opened.
The first attack was infinitely more deadly
than. any of the subsequent assaults have
proved, and the final charge of the enemy is
more remarkable for verbosity than for
strength.

The story which Moulton tells is the same
which Tilton repeated so often to Mrs, Wood-
bull and other intimate friends before he
published it to the world. He corroborates
his associate, in respect to all the details of
the eventful days of December, 1870, Ile re-
lates the incident of the interview in which
he demanded the surrender of the paper con-
taining Mrs. Tilton’s recantation quite in the
manner of one who feels as if he had done an
heroic action, but judiciously omits any refer-
ence to the exhibition of a pistol, which gave
so much dramatic effect to that extraordinary
scene, There is a marked discrepancy be.
tween his account and that given by Mr.
Beecher of the circumstances under -which
the apology.was executed. Ie admits hav-
ing written it, but declares that the language
of it was dictated to him by Mr. Beecher. It
will be recollected that Mr. Beecher repre-
sents that the “apology’” was simply a
gathering together of disjointed fragments of
what be described as a soliloqdy rather than
a conversation. The presumptions are alto-
gether in favor of the latter fendering. If
Mr. Beecher had intended to make g con-
fession of actoal guilt, he would have hardly
employed an amanuensis for such a puarpose.

Quite a number of the letters which Mr.

 Beecher from time to time confided to Mr.
. Moulton are of so confidential a nature that

we-can only acecount for his making such a
disposition of them on the theory that he
thought there was no other depositary in

~ whom they could be so absolutely safe. There

are the letters of Mrs. and Mr. Hooker, Mrs,
~ Morse and Thomas K. Beecher, which cer-

g tainly never would have been handed over to

any third party unless there had been the
most implicit faith entertained in the honor
“and rejiability of the custodian. The letters
of Mr. Claflin and Mr. Perkins are of less
~importance, but they, like the others, be-
longed exclusively to the person to whom
_they were addressed, anud when. Mr. Beecher

- peremptorily demanded the relurn of them,

- saying, “they were never placed in your
- hands to be held for two parties, nor to be

~ used in any way; théy were o be held for
- me,” the withholding of them by Moulton

- was an act of ineffable perfily and baseness,
- Moulton exhibits a note from Beecher, dated
18th July, as evidencing the confidence the
latter had in him up to that time. But it

~ must be borne in mind that Moulton's refusal

to give bim back the letters he had entrusted
‘to him, bears date Aug. 4th. It was on that
day that Mr. Beecher discovered that his
“‘dear Moulton” was false and treacherous.
- Until then he had believed in him and opened
~ his heart to him, although warned repeatedly
- and earnestly by his wite and by mumerous
friends that he would deceive and betray him.
~ The conduct of Moulton in this whole af-
fair has been so delestable that he has mo

.~ clgim to credibility where his word is contra-

- dicted. Any mere statement of his, therefore,
~unsupported by reliable testimony must be 1e-
~ jected, and,inasmuch as his allegations against
Mr. Beecher are wholly unsustained by any
portion of the documentary evidence, we dis-
miss them as entirely worthless,

The grave charge of black-mail which Mr-
Beecher introduced into his defense, with
so much directness and simplicity, so far from
being disputed or palliated by Moulton, is
admitted and defended. He makes up a profit
and loss account ef the five thousand dollar
extortion, showing the dates and sums of the
payments to Tilton, amounting. to 84,550,
leaving a remainder of $450 of the hush money
yet to bz dispensed to that individual as the
price of his silence. There is, to be sure, a
shallow prelense that Tilton did not know
whenee this money was derived, but when we

The Charge of Blackmail Considered
and Denieds

Satorday morning when we weut to press we
had all of Mr, Moulton’s statement that had
been telegraphed east of Doston, comprising
about a third of the whole matter including the
letters, When we went Lo press a part of Mre.
Hooker's letter had been received in which she
aceepts the statement of her Lrother's guilt as
given by Mrs. Woodhull. The letter was en
dorsed to her brother, Thomas I, Beecher.
To this letter, Thomas I replied in the follow-
ing carious letter:
Erama, Nov. 5, 1872,

Dear Belle: To allow the Devil himself to be
crushed for speaking the truth is unspeakably
cowardly and contemptible, I respect, as at

resent advised, Mrs, Woodhull, while I ablu:r
Ecr philogophy.

The above letter, as well as those which fol-
low, are, as Moulton says, introduced to show
that even before the publication of the Wood-
hull revelations, the matter was talked about

by the relatives and friends of Mr. Beecher.
This letter is followed by one of Mr. Hooker's,
zbsent in Europe, to his wife, in which he de-
votes some space to the stories in circulation,
1t is dated November, 1872,

Moulton says that afier Beecher had seen
these letters of his sister, Mrs. Hooker, “‘he
came to me, in trouble and alarm, and handed
me all the letters, together with one under the
date of November 27.° This letter of Nov. 27th
is that in which ghe (Mrs. H.) proposes to Mr.
Beecher that he write a paper coafessing him-
self guilty of the alleged etime, and allow her
to read it in his church. It also enclosed a slip
from a Hartford paper, which says that Nagt
told Eli Perkins that Mr. Beecher would make
a fall which would shock the civilized world,

Mr. Moulton continues:

Beecher then informed me of his apprehen-
sion that his gister, in her anxiety that be
should do his duty in presenting this iruth as
sha understood it, and in protecting Mrs.
Woodhull from the consequediees of baving
published the troth, from which she was then
suffering, would go into his pulpit and insist
upon declaring that the Woodhull publication
was substantially true; and he desired me to
do what in me lay to prevent such a disaster.
I suzgested to hiw that he should see Mrs.
Hooker, speak to her kindly, and exhort her
not to take this course, and that Tilton should
see her and so far shake her confidence in the
truth of her story as to induce her to doubt
whether she weunld be safe in making the state-
ment public. In this course Deecher agreed,
apd such arguments and inducements were
brought to bear upon Mrs. Hooker as werein
the power of all three of us, to prevent her
from doing that which would have certainly
brought on an exposure of the whole business,
All these latters I received from Beecher, and
they are those to which he alludes in his com-
munication of the 4th instant, as the letters of
his sister and brether delivered to me, and
which I did not balieve that I could honorabl
give him up, b thought—and I submit
to the committee, I was right in thioking,—
that they form a part of this controversy, and
were not, a3 he therein alleged, simply given
to my keeping as part of his other papers,
wiich he conld not keep safely on account of
his own carelesspess in preserying docunments.
Beecher was exceedingly anxious that Tilton
should repudiate the statement published by
Woodhull, and denounce her for its publica-
tion, and he drew up, upon my memc_:randum
book, the form of a card to be published by
Tilton, over his signature; and asked me to
submit it to him for that purpose, which I here
produce, marked “N 10":—

BEECHER'S PROPOSED CARD FOR TILTON.

In an unguarded enthusiasm 1 hoped well
and much of one who has proved utterly un-
principled. I shall never again notice ber sto-
ries, and now utterly repudiare her statements
made concerning me and mins, 2

Beecher told me to sa{ to Tilton, substantial-
ly: “Theodore may, for his own purpose, if he
c{]éo@e, say that all his misfortunes have come
upon hint on accoynt of his dismissal from the
Union aud the Independent, and on account of
the offenca which I committed againg him; he
may take the position against me. and Bowen
that he does; yet the fact is that his ‘:.lvoaaey
of Mrs, Woodhull and her theories has done
him the injury which prevents his rising. Now
in order to get support from me and from Ply
mouth church, and in order to obtain the sym-

yathy of the whole commaunity, he must pub-
‘ish this card; and unless he does it he * cannot
rise.”” He also said the same thing to Tilton in
wy presence, To this Tilton answered in sub-
stavce to Beecher: “You know why I sought
Mrs. Woodhull’s acguaintance. It was to save
my tamily and yours from the consequences of

our acts, the factsabout which had become
lymawu to her, They have now been publisbed,
and I will not denounce that woman to save
yon from the cousequences of what you your-
self have done.”

To resnme: After I had carried to My, Tilten
the paper of apology which had reference to
Beecher's adultery, and had received assuran-
ces that all between Beecher aud Tilton shonld
be kept quiet, I immediately conveyed that in-
formation to Beecher. He was profuse_in his
professions of tha nkfulness and gratitude to me
for what he said were my exertions in- his be-
half. Soon after that I was taken sick.

While confined to his room, Monlton receiv-
el from Mr. Beecher one of his rather gushin
letters, which has been published and whic
contains the sentence,* D eaGod loek down from
heaven on three unhapny creatures, who more
need a friend than these” —(referriug to himself,
Tilton and wife.) Also the reference to the re-
conciliation that “‘I'heodore will have the hard-
est task in the case” aud further along won-
ders “if Elizabeth knows how geng®ously (Til-
ton) had carried himself toward me.” 'On the
same day Moulton obtained gnrluissiun for Mr,
Beecher to write a leiter to Mrs, Tilton,  Fol-
lowing this dmrmiusion is a letter from Mr.
Beecher to Mrs, Tilton, dated Feb. Tth, 1871,
and begins with the declaration, “When I saw
you last I did not ever expect w see you again,
or to be alive many days.” The lettet has
been published in fullfheretofore. It is full of
expressions of confidence in Moulton, who says
farther that this letter was written to pursnade
M. Tilton to trust him in order that he might
bring abont a reconeiliation.

Following this is a lettex from Mr. Perking, a
nephew of Mr. Beecher, to him, stating that he
had heard in connection with the stories of
Tilton’s criminality, that Tilton stated that
Beecher was equally guilty in the same direc-
tion., Tothis letter Mr. Beecher replied as fol-

lows:

February 23, 1871,
My Dear Fred:—Whatever Mr. Tilton for-
merly said against me—and 1 know the sub-
stauce of it—he Las withdrawu, and frankly
confessed that he had been misled by the state-
ments of ona whe when confronted backed
dewn from his charges,
1o some sense | am in part to blame for his
indigation. For 1 lent a crcdalous ear to re-
poria avout him, which I have reason to be-
lieve were exaggerated or wholly false. After
a full conference and explanation there re-
mains between us pno misunderstanding, but
mutual good-will and reconciliation bave taken
the place of exasperation. OF course I ghall
not chase after rumors that will soon run
themselves out of breath if left alone, 1f my
friends will put their foot silently on any coal
or hot embers, and crush them out, witheut
talking, the miyeralﬂg lies will be as dead in
New York ina little time as they are in Brook-
Jyn. But I donotany the less thank you for
your affectionate solicitude, and for your loy-
alty to my good rame, [should have replied
earlier, but your letter came whi_m i was out
of town, I had to go out again immedijately,
It the papers do not meddle this slander will
fall atill-born—dead as Julius Cwsar. If a
sensation shall be got up, of eourse there are
enough bitter enemies io fan the matter and
create annoyance, though no final damage,

I am your affectionate uxcle, H.W.B.
Concerning this letter, w hich was shown Mr.
Moulton, he says that Mr, Beecher agreed not
to send it nnotil he had seen him again, but
did. On conferring with Tilton abont it, he
penued the following substitute for the letter

Mr. Mounlton continues: “Meanwhile Mra,
Morse, the mother-in-law of Mrs. Tilton, who
was [rom time to time an inmate of his Eamlli
in Livingstone street, had, as I was informe
both by Mr, and Mrs, Tilton, learned from her
danghter the criminal relationzhip heretofore
existing between Beecher and herself, and who
could not understand why that matter had been
settled. and who had not been told how it bhad
been adjusted, and who had hal a most bitter
uarrel with Tilton, accusing him of not hav-
ing so carried his affairs as to keep what for-
tane he had, and who had called upon Beecher
about the relations between Tilton and Mrs,
Tilton, and who had, as Beecher had informed
me, filled the minds of Mrs, Beecher and him-
self with stories of Tilton's infidelity and im-
roper conduct to his wife, wrote the following
etter to Beecher, under date of Jan. 27, 1871,
which he delivered to me the next day, as ap-
pears by my memorandum thereon, together
with the draft of an answer which he said he
proposed to send to Mrs, Morse.

The following is Mrs. Morse's letter:

My, Beecher:—As you have not seen fit to
ay any attention tu the request 1 left at your
Euuse now over two weeks since, I will take
this method to inform you of the state of things
in Livingston street. The remark yon made to
me at your own_ door was an enigma at the
time, ard every day adds to the mystery: *“Mrs.
Beecher has adopted the child.”  *““What
child?” I asked. You replied, *Elizabeth.”
Now, I ask what earthly sense was there in
that remark? Neither Mrs. B, yoarself, nor I
can have done anything to ameliorate her con-
dition. She has been for the last three weeks
with one very indifferent girl. T.has sent ——
with the others away, leaving 1wy sick and dis-
tracted child to care for all four children nigiht
and day, without firg in the furnace or any-
thing like comfort or nourishment in the house,
She has not seen any one.  He says, *She is
mourning for Ler sin.” 1f this be so, one
twenty-four honrs under [his shot, I thionk, is
enough to atone for a lifelong sin, however
heinous. I know that any change in his
affairs would b:ing more tronble upon her and
more suffering. 1 did not think for a moment
when I asked Mrs.B. as Lo your call there, sup-
posing she knew it,of course, as she said youn
would not go there withoat her. ;

I was innocent of making any misander-
standing, if there was any. You say keep
quiet; I have all throngh her married life done
so, and we pow see our errer It has
brought him {o destruction, made me utterly
miserable, turned me from a comfortable home,
and brought his own family l.ubeggnr{; Idon’y
believe if his honest debts were paid he would
have enough to buy their breakfast. This she
could endure and thrive under, but the publicity
he has given to this recent and most crushing of
all trouble, is what's taken the life ont of her. I
know of twelve persons whom he has told, and
they in turn have told others. I had thought
we had as much as we conld live under from his
neglect and ungovernable temper. But thif is
the death blow to us both, and I doubt not
Florence has hers. Do you know when I hear
of your cracking Enur Jjokes {rom Sumlntvl to
Sunday, and think of “the misery you have
brought upon us, I think with the Psalmist:
“There is no God.” Admitting all he says to
be the invention of his half drunken brain, still
the effect upon us is the same, for all he's told
believe it, Now he's nothing to do, he makes
a targat of her night and day. Iam driven to
this extremity, to pray for her release from all
suffering by God’s taking her himself, for if
there’s a heaven 1 know she’ll go there.

The last time she was in this house she said:
“Here I feel I have no home, but on the other
gide I know I shall be more than welcome.”
Oh, my precious child! how my hsart bleeds
over you in thinking of your sufferings. Can
youn do anything in the matter? -

Mr, Moulton continnes: It will ba observed
that in the letter of Mrs, Morse she says Tilton
has sent with the others away, I pur
posely omit the name of this young girl.
There was a reason why it was desirable that
she should be away from Brooklyn. That
reason, as given me by Mr. aud Mrs. Tilton,
was this:- She had overheard conversations by
them concerning Mrs. Tilton’s criminal inti-
macy with Beecher, and she had reported these
conversations to several friends of the family.
Being young, and not knowing the conse-
quences of her prattling, it seemed proper for
the safety of the two families that she should
be sent to a_distance to school, which was
accordingly done. She was put at a boarding-
school at the West.and the expenses of her
stay there were privately paid through me by
Beecher, to whom I had stated the difficulty of
having the girl remain in Brooklyn; and he
agteeg with us that it was best that she should
be removed, and offered to be at the cost of her
schooling. The bills were sent to me from
time to time as they became due, a part of
them through Mrs. Tilton. Previous t» her

oing away she wrote the following letters to
im. Tilton:

BroogLyN, Jan. 10, 1871,

My Dear Mra. Tilton—I want to tell yonm
something. Your mother, Mrs, Morse, has re-
seawdly attempted to hire me by offering me

resses and presents, to go to certain persons
and tell them stories injurious to the character
of your husband. I have been persuaded that
the kind attentions shown me by Mr, Tilton
for years were dishonorable demonstrations, I
never atthe time thought that Mr, Tilton’s
caresses were for such a porpose. I domot
want to be made use of by Mrs. Morse or any
one else to bring trouble on my two best
friends, you and your husband. Bye bye.

January 12,

My Dear Mrs. Tilton—The _story that Mr.
Tilton once lifted me from my bed and carried
me screaming to his own and attempted to vio-
late my person is a wicked lie. Yours truly,

These notes are in Mrs. Tilton’s handwriting,
m{é Mr. Moulton, who continues:

hile this young lady was at school she did
inform a friend of Mrs, Tilton, Mys. P., of the
stories of the family relations. These stories
were written to Brooklyn, and came to the
kuowledge of my friends, creating an impres-
sion upon their minds unfavorable to Mr. 1'l-
ton, and might possibly lead to the reopening
of the scandal. I therefore took pains to trace
them back, and found that they came from
Mrs, P., to whom the school-girl had told
them. 1 therefore called upon Tilton and
asled if these stories could not be Ewﬂ;md'
Soon afterwards he produced to me a letter
dated the eighth of November, 1872, written
by Mrs. Tilton, with & note to me on the back
thereof, to disabuse Mrs, P."s mind as to the
girl’s disclosures.

BroorLyx, November 8, 1872,

My dear Mrs, P—I come to you in this fear-
ful extremity, burdened by my wisfortunes, to
claim your promiged sympatby and love.,..I
have mistakenly felt obliged to deceive~——
these two years, and my husband had made
false accusations against me, which be never
has to her or any one.

In order that he may not appear on his de-
fence, thus adding the terrible exposure of a
law suit, will you implere silence on her part
against any indignation which she may feel
against him; for the one only ray of light ard
hope in this midnight gloom is his entire sym-
pathy and co-operation in my behalf,

A word from you to Mr. D—will change
any unfriendly®pirit which dear mother may
have given him against my husbaud,

Yoa know I have no mother's heart,that will
lock charitably upon all, save you. Affection-
ately, your child, ErizaBeTa.

Of course you will destroy this letter.

[Following the letters are accounts of the
payment of the girl’s school bills in part, by
Mr. Moulton, ashe says, for Mr, Beecher.]

From this time, February, 1871, Mr. Monl-
ton says that everything was quiet. He kad
never heard that Mrs. Tilton charged her hus
band with any infidelities. Hearing by Mr.
Beecher (Jan. 1,1871,) that Mrs. Tilton had
expressed to several persons a separation from
Tilton because of his infidelity to his marriage
vows, he called ppon her as a mediator to
learn if such was the case. Mrs, Tilton denied
that she desired any such thing, or had ex-

ressed such a purpose, but that her mother

Mrs, Morse) on her own responsibility had
made such representation to Mr. Beecher.
In addigion to hemyerbal denial, Moulton ob-
taimed from her a letter, which is given, stat-
ing in the most pronounced terws that the
story is a deliberate falsehood. Meulton also
publishes a letter from Mrs. T. to the woman
with whom Bowen allegea that Tilton had im-
propar relations, which indicates that these
women are warm and gushing friends,

Mr. Moulton proceeds to statp that Mrs. Til-
tonw was the only party who attempted to vio-
late the promise of non intercourse during the
spring aud snmmer of 1871. and gives two or
three gilly though harmles- .etters which Mrs,
T had written to Mr. B., who gave them to
Moulton,

Abbut this time [January, 1872] Moulton
learned that Mrs. Tilton was making state-
ments sallying the reputation of her husbaad,
and that her home was not hnpﬂy. He thougkt
it proper to caution her lest her indiscretion
ahonltﬂareak up the settlement which all were
80 desirons to maintain. In reply to 'this Mrs,
T. wrote a letter stating that she had done The-
odore wrong, but was now convinced otlierwise,
and would no longer be an enemy to reconstruc-
tion.

Mr, Tilton continues:

After the signing of the “tripartite covenant,”
April 2, 1872, Tyton [desired that I should re-
turn him the paPer containing his wife’s confes-
gion, in order, as he said, to remove her
of her anxiety as to its passibly falling into
wrong hands, and she was very desirous that
this paper should be destroyed.  As I held it
solely for her protection, and under pledge to
him, I gave it to him, and he told me aftef-
wards that he gave into her hands, and that
she destroyed it. She also corfirmed that state-
ment, Some time after that—it i3 impossible
for me to fix the date precisely—I learned from
Beecher that Mrs. Tilton had told him that
when she made her confession to her husband
of her infidelity to him ( Beecher) her husband
had made a like confession to ber of his own in-
fidelities with several other women. This being
an entirely new statement of fact to me, and
never having heard Mus. Tilton, in all m
couversationys with her, although she had ad-
mutted freely hor own sexual infercourse with
Beecher, make any claims that her husband
had confessed his infidelity, or that he had been
unfaithful to her, I was considerably surprised
at this intimation made at so late a period, and
I brought it to the attention of Tilton, in the
form of a very strong criticism of his course to-
wards me, that he had kept back so important
a fact, which might have made a great differ-
ence as to the course thatought to be taken,
Tilton promptly and with much feeling denied
that he had ever made any such confession, or
that his wife ever claimed that he had, and de-
sired me to see Mrs, Tilton and satisfy myself
upon that point; and he went :mmadiutel{‘wiu:
me to my house, that I might see Mrs, Tilton
before he should have the o‘;nortunity to see
her, after he had heard the al fact, We
went to the house together and found ber in the
back or. On our way to the house, Tilton
said to me “Frank, what is the use of my tryin

step into the front parlor, where we two were
alone, I then put the question to her: “Eliza-
beth, did you tell Mr. Boecher that when you
made your confession to your husband of your
infidelity with Beecher, your husband at the
sime time made a confession to you of his own
infidelity with other women?"’ I said, "I want
to know if this is trae for my own satisfaction.”
Bhe answered: “Yes.” I then stepped with
her into the back parlor, where her husband
was watting, and 1 said to him: “Your wiie
says that she did tell Beecher that you conf -
sed your infidehity with other women, at the
time she wade her cohfvssngu to you.” Eliza-
beth immediately said: *Why, no, I didn’t teil
youso. I could not have understood your
question, because it isn't true that Theodore
ever made any such confession, snd I dida't
state it to Mr. Beecher, because it is not true.”
I was very much shocked and surprised at the
denial, but of course could say nothiug more,
and did say nothing more upon ihat subject,
and left and went home. The next morning 1°
received the following letter from Mr:, Tilton,
without date, so that I am unable to give the
exact date of this transaction; but kuow it was
after the tripartite covenant.
Dear Francis:—I did tell yon two falsehoods
at your last visit. At flist I entirely misunder-
stood your question, thinking you had refer-
ence to the wnterview at your house, the day be-
fore. Buat when I intelligently replied to you,
I replied falsely. I will now put myself on re-
corid truthfully. 1

I told Mr, B. that at the time of my confes-
sion T. had made similar confessions to me of
himself, bat no lle\'eln;l)ments as to persons.
When you then asked, for your own satisfae-
tion,—"Was it 502" I told my second lie. After
you had left, I smd to T\, *“You know I was
obliged to lie to Frank, and L now say, rather
than make others sufferas I now do, I must
lie: for it is nPhyalcal impossibility for me to
tell the trath.” X

Yet 1 do think, Francis, had not T.'s angry.
troubled face been before me, I would have told
you the truth. i

I an a perfect coward in his presence, not
from any fault of his perhaps, but from long
years of timidity, y

I implore you, as this is a side issue, to be
careful notto lead me into further teripta-
tion.

You may show this to T. or Mr, B, or any
one, An effort made for trath.

Wretchedly, ELIZADETH.

This letter was wholly unsatisfactory to me,
because nothing had occurred the day “previous
to which she could possibly have referred. Af-
ter the publication, on the 2d day of November
1872, in Woodhull and Claflin’s Weekly, of the
story of Tilton and Beecher’'s conduct, in rela-
tioa to Mrs. Tilton, and as my name was men-
tioned in the article as one possessing peculine
knowledge upon the whole subject, I was gon-
tinually asked by my acquaintances, .and even
by strangers, npon their ascertaining who I
was, whether that publication was trae; and 1
found great difficulty 1n making an answer.
A refusal on my part to answer would have
been taken to be a cocfession of the truth of
the charges. Therefore, when people inquired
who had no right to my confidence, 1 answered
them in such phrases as, without making a di-
rect statement, would lead them to infer that
the charges could not be sustained. Iu some
cases 1 doubt not that the inqguirers supposed
that I, in fact, denied their trath; but upon
that point I was very studious not directly to
commit myself. Findiog that my very silence
was working injury to the cause of the snl;»
pression of the scandal,I told Tilton that I wish-
ed to be anthorized by his wife to deny it
thought it certainly could not possibly be true
to the extent, and in the circumstances with
the breadth, in which it was stated in that
newspaper. BSoon after I received the following
paper:

Mr. Moulton:—

My Dear Friend—Ior my husband’s sake
and my children’s 1 hereby testify, with all my
woman’s soul, that I am innocent of the crime
of impure conduct alleged against me, I have
been to my hus®hd a trua wife; in his love [
wish to live and die. My early affection still
buzns with its maiden flame; all the more for
what he has borne for my sake, both private
and public wrongs. His plan to keep back
scancdals dong ago threatened against me I ney-
er approved, and the resalt shows it unavail-
ing; but few would have risked so much as he
has sacrificed for others ever since the conspir-
acy began against him two years ago.

Having bhad power to strike others, he las
foreborne to use it, and allowad himself to be
injured instead. No wound is so great to me as
the imputation that he is among my accusers.
I bless him every day for his faith in me,which
swerves not, and for standing my champion
against all my accosers.

Euizapern R, TiLtoxN,

Upon the strength of that I thereafterwards
said that Mrs. Tilton denied the story. About
the 16th of December, 1872, Mr. Carpenter and
Dr. Storrs undertook to look up the reports,
with the intention, as I understood, of advis-
ing some public statement, or as being con-
cerned in some investigation of the matter,
and Mrs. Tilton wrote for them ths following
paper:

MRS, TILTON'S STATEMENT,
December 16, 1872,

In July, 1870, prompted by my duly, I in-
formed my hushand that H. W. Beacher, my
friend and pastor, bad solicited me to be a wile
to him, together with all that this implied.
Six months afterwards my husband felt im-
pelied by the circumstances of a conspiracy
against him, in which Mrs. Beecher had taken
part, to have an interview with Mr. Baecher.

In order that Mr. B. might know exacily
what I had said to my husband, I wrote a bricf
statement (I have forgotten in what form),
which my busband showed to Mr. Beecher.
Late the same evening Mr. B, eama to me
(lying very sick at the timey and filled me
with distress, saying I had ruined him—and
wanted to know if I meant to appear against
him. This I certainly did not mean to do, and
the thought was agonizing to me, I then
signed a paper which he wrote, to clear him in
case of a trial. In this instance, as in most
others, when absorbed by one great interest or
feeling, the harmony ot my miund is entirel
disturbed, and I found on reflection that thi):s
paper was so drawn as to place me most un-
justly against my husband and on the side of
Mr. Beecher. 80 in orderto repair so crnel a
blow to my long suffering hnsband, 1 wrote an
explanation of the first paper, and my signa-
ture. Mr. Monlton procaced from B, the state-
ment which I gave to him in my agitagion and
excitement, aud now holds it. This énds my
coonection with the case.

Eruzaprera R. Tivtox.

P. 8. This statement is made at the request
of Mr. Carpeuter, that it may bo shown coofi-
dentially to Dr. Storrs and other friends, with
whom my husband and I are consulting,

This paper was delivered to me, and the
theory of the confession then was that MWr.
and Mrs, Tilton should admit no more than
the solicitation; but that endeavor to.make an
explanation of the business fell through, and
after it was shown to those interested, as I
was told, the paper remained with me, [ re-
ceived no further communication from Mrs,
Tilton until tha 25th of June of this year (1574),
and that communication eame to me in this
wise: When Tilton showed me his Dr. Bacon
letter, I most strongly and earnestly advised
azainst its publication, and said to him in sub-
stance, that, while I admitted the wrong and
injustice of Dr. Bacon’s charges, that he {Mr.
T.) had lived by the magnanimity of Beecher
and that he was a dog and a knave, when I be-
lieved he had acted a proper and manly part
in endeavoring to'shield his family, yet that its
publication would so stir the public mind that
an investigation would be forced upon him and
Beecher in some manner which I could not
then foresee, and that the truth would in all
probability have to come out, or so much of it
that Mrs. Tilton and Beecher would be dis-
honored and destroyed, and he himself be sub-
Jjected to the severest criticism. Notwithstand-
ing my adyice, he was so wronght up with the
continued assaults upon him by the friends of
Beecher that he determined on the publication
of the letter. » said to me, in substance,
that as the course T had advised in the matter
inregard ta she churchinvestigation had heen
so completely set aside by Beecher's friends.
aud they had so far ignored all propositions
coming from me as to the best mode t:{{J dispos-
ing of the matter, they evidently did not any
longer intend to be gaided by my counsel or
wishes; and if Beecher and his friends set me
agide in the matter, he (Mr. T.) could see no
reason why he should any longer yield to my
entreaties or follow my lead. The only modi-
fication that I was able to get of the Bacon let-
ter was this: “It originally read that, Beecher
had committed against him and his family
“a revoiting crime.” 1 insisted that that
should be changed into “‘an offence committed’
against we,” which was done, and the Jeiter
was published in that form.

The reasons which actuated me to require;
hope that the reconciliation and peace might
still be possible. As the letler as amended
would state an offence only, and also that an
apology sufficient in the mind of Tilton had
been made for thot offence, if Beecher in reply
to the Bacon letter shou!d come out and state
that it was true he had committed an offence
against Lilton, for which he had made the
most ample apology. which had been aceepted
by Tilton as satisfactory, and as the matter
was nobody’s business bat that of the parties
interested, he would never become a party to
any investigation of the sabject, and that
Tilton had acted not unjostly or unfairly
towards him in what he had done; that in suci,
case the affair might possibly have been quieted
and peace maintained, ut if the words
“revolting crime” remained in the letter, all
hope of reconciliation or fescaping the- fullest
investigation would be impossible. After the

ublication of that letter I so advised My,
Beecher, his friends and counsel, but that ad-
vice was unheeded; aud I also gave Mr. Bepch-
er the same advice at & consultation with him
for which he asked iu a letter, which wiil hLepe-
after in its proper place be produced. Some
days subsequent to this advice of mine 1y
Tilton, I received the following letter of dute
Juane 25, 1874, from Mrs. Tilton, which i3 the
last uommuufcntinu I have with or from her op
the subjeet:

Juse 25, 1874,

Mr. Moulton:—Tt is fitting 1 should make
quick endeavor to undo my injustice towards
you,
1 learned from Theodore last night that you
greatly opposed the publication of his state-
ment to Dr. Bacop, had coupled you with
Mr. Carpenter in advising it.
Forgive me, and accept my gratitude.

Eriza R. Tiuros,
Having now placed before the committes my
Statement of the facts concerning Mrs, Tilton,
and the documentary evidence that I have {o
support them, and as they are diametrically
opposed to nearly all that Mrs, Tilton appears
to declare in her published statement, I deem
it m{' duaty to myself, and my position in this
terrible business, to say that doring this affair
Mrs. Tilton has more than once admitted to
me and to another person to my koowledge,—
whom I do not care to bring into this contrg-
versy—the fact of her sexual relations with
Beecher, and she never has once dauied them,
other thau in the written papers pre for a
purpose which I have already e:

faithfully carried ont by me in every way pos-
sible, to protect the families of both parties
from the consequence ¢f publie disclosure of
ah‘na Tilton's adwmitted infidelities to her hus-
and.

Tollowing the above is an explanation of the
Woodhull affair and Mr. Beecher's letters in
that connection. There is nothing new in this
part of the stalement except the assertion that
Tilton used Lis inflnence constantly with Mr:.
Woodbull t3 prevent her publication of the
whole thing.

THE CHARGE OF BLACKMAIL.
Respecting the charge of blackmail, Mr,
Moulton says: “I saw gquestions put in the
cross-examination of Tilton, as published in
the Brooklyu Eagle, and also published in the
newspapers,—with Low muach'of trath T know
not,—that Mr, Samuel Wilkeson had charged
that Tilton's case in controversy with Bowen
was for the purpose of blackmailing him and
Beeclier, and thar he (Wilkeson) kunew that
there had been no crime committed against
Tilton or his household by Beecher, Beecher
never intimated to me that he thought there
was any desire on Tilton's part to blackmail
him; and as I had the sole management of the
money controversy between Tiiton and Bowen,
whicli I have already fully explained, T know
there was no attempt on Tilton's part to black-
mail or get anything more than what I be-
fieved his just due from Bowen., So that I am
certain that Mr, Wilkeson is wkolly mistaken
in that regard. The q'l;esliou whether Wilke-
son kuew or believed that any offence bad been
committed will depend upon the fact whether
yhe knew of anything that had been done b
Beecher or Tilton’s wife which called for apof-
ogy at the time he wrote the tripartite cove-
nant. It will be remembered that the tripar-
tite covenant was made solely in reference to
the disclosures which Bowen had made to Ti!-
ton aud Tilion had made t» Bowen; and Til-
ton's letter sets forth that the only disclosure
he made to Bowen of Beecher's acts towards
himself were of improper advances made to his
wife, and that he 2o limited his charge in order
to save the honor of his wife. These questions
will be answered by the production ot the letter
of April 2, 1872,

This letter, it will be observed, contains no
protest against biackmailing, either on Tilton's

part or my own, upou Beecher or Bowen, and
14 of the date of the tripartite covenant, Wil-
keson, also, hearing of Tilton’s troubles, kindly
offered to procure him a very lncrative employ-
ment in a large enterprise with which he was
conuected, as appears from a letter dated Jan-

nary . 1871,
Jannary 11, 1871,

Dear Tilton—Yon are in trouble. 1 come to
you with a letter just mailed to Jay Cooke ad-
visiag him to secure your sexrvices as a platform
speaker to turn New Eogland, or Old England,
or the great West upside down about our
Northern Pacifie.

Plack up heart! Yen shan’t be trampled
down. Keep quiet, Doa’t talk, DON'T
PUBLISH. Abide your time, and it will be a

It will ba observed that this letter was dated
after the letter of apology, and after the letter
of Tilton to Bowen, and Wilkeson could hardly
have desired to employ in g0 _grave an enter-
prise ons whom be then knew or believed to be
_attempting to blackweil his employer. And
besides, his kindly expressions and advice to
Tilton seem to me wholly inconsistent with
gueh an allegation, :

I thivk it just, in this connection, to state a
fact which bears, in my mind, upon this sub-
jeet. On the 3d of May, 1873, 1 knew that
Tilton was in want of money, and I took
leave, without cousulting him, to gend him my
check for a thousand dollars, and a due-bill for
that amount to be signed by him, enclosed in a
letter which I here ﬁroduea. ;

New York, May 3, 1873.

Dear Theodore—I enclose to you a check for
one thousand dollars, for which please sign the
enclosed.

After the above paper was returned to me,
on the sawe day I sent him the thousand dol-
lars, leavivg it to be a matter as between our-
selves and not a money transaction. I know,
to the contrary of this, so far as Beecher is con-
cerned, that Tilton never made any demand on
him for money or pecuviary aid in any way or
form. He asked only that Beecher should in-
terpose his influence and power to protect him
from the slanders of those who claimed to be
Beecher's friends; while Beecher hiwself, with
generosity and kindness toward Tilton which
had characterized his acts during the whole of
this nnhapny controversy, of hisown motionin-
sisted, through me, in alﬁiug Tilton in estab-
Jishing his snterprise of ths Golden Age, for
wlueh purpose he gave me the sum of five
thousand dollars, which I was to expend in
such manner as 1 deemed jadieious to keep the
enterprise along, and if Tilton was at any time
in need persumnty, to aid him. 1t was under-
stood between myself and Beecher that this
money should ¢o to Tilton as if it came fr.m
my own volnntary contributions for his benefit,
and that he should not know—and he does not
know until he reads this statement, for I do not
beileve be has derived it from any other sonrce
~that this money came from Beecher or thiuks
- that he is 10 any way indebted to him forit. I
annex an account of the receipt and expendi-
tures of that sum.

AX INTERESTING SUIT AT LAw,—The County
Commissioners of Androscoggin county laid
out a road across Little River about a mile be-
low Lisbon Falls.
