AvGUsTA, Aug. 20.—The finish of the
races which were left uncompleted Saturday
night was had on the park this afternoon.

SHOTS FROM AN AMBUSCADE,
Cowardly Murder ef Mrs. Howes,
Near Andover, N. B.

Carars, Aug, 20,—The fishing grounds on
the Tobique river, near Andover. N.B., were
the scene of a cowardly murder Sunday
morning.  On Saturday several men, sup-
posed to belong in the vieinity, were found
fishing on grounds owned by private parties,
one of whom is Major Howes, of Massazhu-
setts. The Major ordered the intruders off
his grounds, and, after some angry words
had passed, his orders were sullenly obey-
ed. Yesterday morning the Major, his wife,
four children and three Indian guides, were
enjoying a sail on the river, near Gulgqual,
when they were fired upon from the bank.
Some ten shots were fired, one of which
struck Mrs. Howes in the head, killing her
instantly.  The officers suspect two men
named Day and Trafton. The sheriff and a
posse are using all means to run them down.
The inhabitants of that section are great ex-
cited, and if the suspected parties are caught
befere their passion cools down, an attempt
will be made to take them from the officers
and lyneh them. Major Howes had a casket
sent from Woodstock last night by special
train, and the remains will go west by train
tonight.

Another Account.

St. Joux, N. B, Aug. 20—A terrible
tradgedy, involving fhe death of a well-
known and highly-cultured Philadelphia
lady, is reported this morning from Perth,
Carleton county. About a month ago Major
Howes of Philadelphia and family started
up to the head waters of the Tobique river
on a salmoe fishing cruise. They were re-
turning Sunday, and when about 30 miles
from the mouth of the river their canoces
were fired upon by a party ambushed in the
woods on the side of the river about 40 yards
distant. Their fire was principally directed
to the first cance, in which were Major
Howes and his wife and two Indians. The
first two shots passed over them without in-
juring any of the oeccupants of the canoe,

but the third shot penetrated Mrs. Howes's
head. She fell forward in the canoe with a
scream and died instantly, The cowardly
wretches did not desist from firing when
thef saw the woman fall, but continuned
their fusilade. When the second canoe,
containing the major's daughter, Helen,
came up, the brave girl only escaped ner
mother's tragic face by lying down in the
canoe. Several shots passed harmlessly ov-
er her head.

When the third canoe, containing the Ma-
Jor's son, Lorraine, and Mr. Lincoln, his
companion, came up, the fire was returned,
and the inhuman wretches fled. They did
not return,

Major Howes, his Aaughter and three sons
reached Andover last night with the body of
the murdered woman. They are completely
Eruslruued with grief. The body will be em-

almed and taken to Boston.

T'wo vonchers named William Day and
Frank Trafton are suspected of the murder-
ous deed. These parties were recently driv-
en from the fishing grounds, and they threat-
ened to shoot any one who would try to pre-
vent them from spearing salmon.

The Murdered Mrs. Howes.

BosTox, Aug. 20.—Mr. Howes was a trav-
eling salesman in the service of Hallet &
Davis, piano manufacturers,  About two
years ago he removed from Boston to Phila-
delphia, where he has since resided. Mrys,
Howes is said to have relatives in Hyde
Park, Mass. She was Mr. Howes's second
wife, they having been married about five
years. She was 40 years old, and leaves one
son, 4 years old.

A member of the firm of Hallett & Davis
received a telegram from Mr. Howes this

There are cases where a binnder well
stuck to is better than an lnogpurluno shift
from =it to a better course. As Col. Grosve-
nor says: If a man starts from Chieago to f|°
to London by way of San Franciseo, it still
may be time to bid him take the other diree-
tion when he has reached the Pacific Coast,
but hardly as he is getting through the Suez
Canal. And thiseonsideration is the weight-
ier in this case as the inconveniences which
aftend the adoption of a protective policy are
greatest at the outset, when profits and
prices are high because there has not been
time to improve production by experience in
the producers, and to cheapen it by the in-
crease of home competition. Even on free
trade prineiples it may be quite right to go
on as we have begun, although it was wrong

to begin,

That the abandonment of protection at this
time will revolutionize the conditions of in-
dustry In Ameriea, nobody whose opinlon is
worth hearing has a doubt. Upon whom 18
the new strain to full? The manufacturers
for the past fifteen years, with one brief in-
terval excepted, have been making very slight
profits. In some great branches of Industry
they have made none at all. They can’t
stand any great reduction in their share of
the joint earnings of capital and labor, with-
out golug to the wall. erhaﬁs as after the
War of 1812, those who buy thelr factories of
the sheriff may be able to ,resume the busi-
ness in view of the cheapness with which
they got the Jhnl; but that is not a desirable
kind of continuity.

It is uﬁou American labor that the redue-
tion in the cpst of production must fall: that
is the line of least resistence, since a redue-
tion of profits in most lines of protection is a
simple impossibility. Our manufacturers aré
paying about $1,000,000,000 a year for labor.
At English rates they will pay about $813.-
000,000 for the same amount of labor, and its
purchasing power will be increased $913,000,-
000 if the prices of what workingmen have
to buy should fall to the same level as In
England—including house-rent, which makes
nearly 04 per cent of the difference In the
cost of living. This calculation is based on
the elaborate and careful comparison of the
wages paid in Massachusetts In 1584, with
those paid in England. In other parts of the
country the cost of food Is at least as mueh
lower than in that state, as its wages are
higher. This leaves a margain for reduction
of $657,000,000 in nominal or §587,000,000 In
real wages, If we are to equalize the costs of
production in the two countries.

But there is no security that the reduction
is to stop at the English level. With modern
facilities for transportation, in the absence
of Protection the great battle for cheapness
of production cannot stop until it has bruug‘m.
all labor down to the level of the worst paid,
worst fed and worst housed labor in the
world. Britlsh eapital is now turning to the
labor of Indis, which the British Government
during our war of Independence employed to
destroy our indigo industry. India has 257 ,-
000,000 of people, of whom one-fifth live on
the verge of starvation. being hungary the
year round. With this labor, cotton factor-
les have been established in Bengal which
are run thirteen hours a day for seven days
of the week, stopping ouly ona few of the
native holidays. As to the wages we have
no exact statement, but we know that in
Bengal three cents a day Is enough to keep
family ag families are kept. In the last local
famine the Government offered half so much
to laborers on public works, and they petit-
ioned for the entire three cents. With this
Bengal labor the Mills Bill places our jute
industry in direct competition; but how
many more lineés of production Hengal will
have before the century Isout no one can
forsee,

$200,000.

The New York Tribune says ' $200,000
were sent here by the Democratic
committee last week to be used in carry-
ing the State of Maine for Putnam and re-
form.

The Difference Between the Manners
of Big and Little Men.

eagerness to acknowledge the courtesy of a
Eged old peasant woman by the roadside.

About
a month later I returned to Berlin, and
among my letters of introduction was one to
the secretary of the most stalwart and com-

man in Europe. 1 delivered it to
Bismark’s chief factotum, and was promised
an audience by the Chancellor the following

Et:r Meanwhile I wrote the
rd time, embodying some reflections on
German polities in the epistie. 1 believe that
prior to that time the only other American
who had succeeded in attracting Bismarck’s
attention was Yank Adams, who went to
Berlin and made Bismarck the lurid offer of
$200 & week to deliver lectures at one-night
stands through the Northwestern circuit.
When I called the following daf there
were three or four attaches of the Prince’s
cabinet, including the secretary, and the
seemed rather disappointed to find that {
wore conventional attire and was without a
tamahawk and a buffalo robe. They were
superb looking men, all clad in the magnifi-
cent uniforms of colonels or generals of the
Prussian army ; they knew every language
under the sun, and they had the usual suay-
ltty and polish of men in the diplomatic corps
of the foremost natﬁn of Europe. I had
met one of them in New York, fortunately—
n Scerfeldt—and, after about twelve or
fifteen other men had been received by the
Chancellor, this gentleman accompanl{ad me
into the presence of the man who has actually
and unquestionably held the Peaca of Earope
in the hollow of his hand for over thirty
ears,
. When I entered the apartment Bismarck
was half leaning, half sitting on a huge desk
clad in the fatigue dress of a general, and
as magnificent a picture of sturdy manhood
as it has ever been my good fortune to see,
His stalwart thsique. broad shoulders,
mighty chest, slim waist and straight legs
might have been the envy of the ybungest
officer of the guard. hough nearly four
score years, he had recently trained his
weight down from 260 to 180 pounds. I was
presented after the comventional fashion
and the Prince drew himself up, bowed, an
at once relaxed again into his easy position
against the desk. One of his attendants said
to him quietly in German that I was the
Amwerican correspondent who had written
askiog for an interview, and in instant a
wave of hilarious good nature swept over the
Chancellors face. A dozen wrinkles spread
over his cheeks from the corners of his mous-
tache, and his big gray eyes stared at me un-
der the bushiest eyebrows I ever saw, with a

degree of jollity, amusement, and, I amsorry |

to say derision imaginable. A woman with
such expressive eyes could win a heart-sick
anchorite. The infection of his laughter is
absolutely irresistable, and the pantomine
would have been plain to a blind man.
Without saying & word he gave me to under-
stand that my propositions were so prepos-
terous as to be ludicrous, but that he was
amused and not offended. Then the secre-
tﬂlz to whom I had been introduced epme in,
and we talked for some time. The Prinece’s
English is as perfect as that of any Ameri-
can I ever knew, and, of eourse, he made the
conversation himself. Whether I spoke of
such a thing as the Brunswick succession,the
Battenberg marriage, Bulgaria, or any of the
subjects then agitating Europe, he wonld
laugh again, and twist und talk around on
American subjects. I was there perhaps
twenty minutes in all, but before I left he
dashed my hopes, as far as newspaper enter-
prise is concerned, by saying quietly that he
must follow the custom that is universal in
Europe by requesting me to consider ever
word of the talk as absolutely cumiuuutiu{
There was nothing in it in the slightest de-
gree verging on confidence, of course, and not
a word that could not with propriety be pub-
lished if it were considered of suflicient im.
portance, but the charm of his manner was
so great, and his good nature and friendli-
ness so manifest, that 1 felt that nothing on
earth conld ever tempt me to reveal what had
been said. After a week's cogitation 1 came
to the conclusion that nothing whatever had
been said, and then my opinion of the diplo-
matie corps of Prince Bismarck advanced
even more. But he differed In manner from
the ex-Senator.

Mr, Harrison was quite right when he said
that the final outeome of the worship of
cheapness, which Free T'raders preacl, must
be the cheapening of men. Thac is the sore
experience of the laboring classes of Euro
under legislation which cares only for the
consumer and not for the producer. That is
why they fly in millions from the areas of

test cheapness to the “‘opposition’ of our
ariff. They find that, instead of the Tariff
“taking from them with one hand what it
ives with the other,” it gives nearly seven
times as much as it takes. And they decline
to believe that American wages can be main-
tained at the presont level after we have of-
fered to buy our supplies from the cheap: v
capital and laber of Europe and even of Asia
1] the favorite arguments of the Free
Traders turn on things and their cost, not
on men and their welfare. “They take up the
latter only when driven to it by the facts
alleged by Protectionists. Logically, the
Free trader is bound to hold that thé com-
munity has to consider only the former, and
that we owe nothing to labor but such a
chance as the competitions of the world's
markets furnish. It would establish in the
industrial worid that “confilet for existence
and survival of the fittest” which is the law
of savage life, but whieh civilization super-
sedes as the essence of barbarisin. The
Scoteh saying, “Deil tak the hinmost!” is
its “ultimate evangel,” as Carlisle would
