Baxcor, Aug. 23.—The Republicans of
Eastern Maine have been favored with a
perfect day for their demonstration. It has
been another such a day as Providence,—
which sends the sunshine as well as the rain
on the unjust as well as the just,—vouchsafed
to our Democratic brethren when theyr picked
the bones of the ox roasted up on the north
edge of Elijah Smith’s cornfield.

There Mr. Blnine remained until it was
time to go to the meeting In Central Park
where he was to speak. The meeting was
organized with Hon. Lewis Barker, presi-
dent and these vice presidents: Hon. John
Appleton, Hon. E. B. Nealley, Gen. Charles
Hamlin, Hon. D. F. Davis, Hon. Silas C.

Mr. Blaine arrived at 2.30 o’clock, his com-
ing being signified by loud cheers and ap-
plause from the immense crowd gathered in
the square. It is estimated that the vast
concourse which so enthusiastically cheered
the Maine statesman contained from 5000 to
6000 people. The band played “Hail to the
Chief” and as the music and cheers died
away, M. G. Tragk,' Esq., chairman of the
city committee, called the assembly to order
and introduced the permanent chairman*
Mr. Barker spoke for twenty minutes in a
forcible manner. He then introduced Mr.
Blaine as the “Grand Agamemnon of the
Republican forces, the shepherd of the peo-
ple, our own James G. Blaine.” Mr. Blaine
was given a very cordial reception of ap-
plause and cheers. His speech which fol-
lows was written and he evidently -~onfined
himself closely to the manuseript which he
held in his hand. He was listened to intent-
ly and, at various points, was roundly ap-
planded, while at the close of the speech
there were hearty applause and cheers. A
slight hoarseness on Mr. Blaine’s part was
noticeable during the latter part of his re-
marks and once he stopped for a minute to
ask President Barker “Have you any troch-

es?” The speech was as follows:
Mr. Blaine's Speech,

Fellow Citizens:—In a brief speech which
I made in the city of New York on the day
of my arrival from abroad, I remarked as
illustrating the superior condition of labor-
ing men in the United States that the wage-
workers in the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland did not have in the
savings banks of that country as largea
sum to their credit as did the wage-workers
of the comparatively small State of Massa-
cousetts in the savings banks of that State.
A day or two afterwards, this ponderous
and most significant fact was violently con-
tradicted by many Democratic papers. They
one and all perverted my statement by im-
puting to me the declaration that there was
alarger aggregate sum of money in the
savings banks of Massachusetts than there
was in jthe savings banks and postal banks
of the British Isles. As I happened to know
qnite as well as the tlemen who eon-
tradicted me, the ﬂmﬁms in both cases,
I was very careful in inlx my statement,
and I coﬁned myself strictly to the amount
to the eredit of the wage-workers in Great
Britain and Ireland and the amount to the
credit of the wage-workers in Massachusetts,
as will be shown by the report of my speech
in the very papers that afterwards misquoted
it. It is really in that special feature of the
deposits that the pith of the whole question
lies. Let me now give the figures for Great
Britain and Ireiand and, in so doing, I will
use dollars instead of pounds so as to make
all comparisons the more qtulckly appre-
hended, and I will give the British depositors
an advantage of three per cent, in reckoning
the pound as an equivalent to five dollars.
The total amount, at the close of last ¥w.
in both the savings and postal banks of the
United Kingdom was, in round numbers,
five hundred and I.wentg millions of dollars
$520,000,000,) but the whole of this sum was,
i)y no means, to the credit of the wage-
workers of the Kingdom.

A MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT

Recommaending the Cessation of the
Bonding Privilege

As a Measure of Retaliation Against
Canada.

Senator Frye Says Gleveland Is Play~
ing Baby.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 23.—President Cleve-
land submitted a communication to Congress
this afternoon, regarding the fishery ques-
tion, saying that the Senate having defeated
the treaty submitted, it only remained for
him to try and make other arrangements rel-
ative to the question.

PERSONAL AND PECULIAR.

Fishermen everywhere, whether they fish
for pleasure or for business, will feel a per-
sonal loss in the death of Seth Green, the
original fish enlturist of the world, and the
one in whom, in spite of his 71 years, lay the
greatest promise of the development of the
sclence of artificial fish propogation. From
his boyhood he was a lover of the woods and
streams, and in 1838, by observation of the
natural methods of propagation in the Sal”
mon River in New York State, got his first
idea that fish might be raised artificially.
He continued studying fish life until 1864,
when on a small plece of land that he bought
fiear Rochester he put his theoriss into prac-
tice, apd succeeded in producing fry from
twenty-five per cent. of the eggs that he ex-
perimented upon. Salmon were hatched
first and then trout. Afterward whitefish,
earp, bass, sturgeon, grayling, herring,
perch, muskallonge, and a number of other

food fishes were successfully ralsed at
Green's hatchery. In 1867, at the request of
the State of Massachusetts, he went to

Holyoke, and in two weeks had produced
15,000,000 youpg shad from spawn. Since
then he has afded In stocking nearly all the
large rivers on the Atlantic coast with this
fish. New York made him Fish Commis-
sioner in 1868, and soon afterward Superin-
tendent of State Fsherios a place that he

held till his death. Not cnly many of the
States, but a number of the European gov-
ernments have had medals struck in his

honor, and nearly every fish or game protec-
tive or slmilar soclety in the country has
made him an hnnomr{ member. e was
passionately fond of fishing as a sport, and
at;t\re a?cn:r;stul. He had a record of

ghty-ive leet in fly-casting, and s s
have once thrown lms; feet. . e

The study of kitchen middens, or shell
heaps has revealed many facts as to the
sorts of food in which primitive men chiefly
delighted, and now Mr. Charles White of
England has discovered a novel method of
Investigating the bill of fare of our remote
progenitors. IHe has found in human teeth,
that are supposed to have done good service
thousands of years ago, particles of food
safely packed away under a calearous coat-
Ing, and thus preserved for mierascopie ex-
amination inthe nineteenth century., The
investigation has brought to light minute
bits of corn husks, particles of starch and
other vegetable substances, little fragments
of iruit, l’m;lmru and cartilage. The study
of prehistorie teelh seems to open o fine feld

of inquiry, and this indubitable ovidence
that man in the stone age varied his diet of
meat and fish with a judicious admixture of
vegetables should increase admiration for
that dimly discerned person.

Mr. Blaine sought to exempt manu-
facturers of lumber from the payment of this
tax on the ground that it would increase the

price of oneof the necessaries, and would

g1ve nothing in return but a small revenue to
the government which was not needed.
Now there is no similarity between a direct
tax, such as this bill proposed, and a protec-
tive duty, And opposition to the first and
support of the second are entirely inconsist-
eut. Part of the purpose of a wrotective
duty 1s to protect labor from disastrous cowm-
vetition of low priced labor abroad. While
the sole purpose of an internal revenue tax
isto raise revenue. A duty may increase
the price of the article on which it is laid but
very slightly, while it prevents the wages of
labor being reduced to the foreign standard.
But an internal revenue tax must inevitably
inerease the price of the article on which it
i8 laid to the consumer, while affording no
protection whatever to the prodocer. It
was a tax of this kind on lumber which Mr,
Blaine opposed in the House—a tax which
inevitably would increase the price of lom-
ber to the consumer while it would afford no
protection whatever to the producer.

THE 32nd MAINE RECIMENT

Holds 1ts Annual Reunion and Elects

Doings of the 7th and the | 4th Reg-
iments at Long Island.

The first six companies of the 32nd Maine
Regiment which took part in the battles of
the late civil war, were mustered in between
March 3, 1864 and April 5, 1864, and the re-
maining companies were mustered in be-
tween April 16th and May 6th of the same
year, the entire regiment numbering all told
1010 officers and men. The first six regi-
ments were sent tothe front in time to take
part in the battle of the Wilderness, and the
other companies joined the first battalion at
North Anna River on the 25th of May and
took part in the engagement st that place on
the next day. From this time on the gallant
32nd Maine saw active service, and on the
12th of December of the same year that they
were mustered in, more than half of tha men
had been either killed or disabled by wounds
and the organization of the regiment was
destroyed. At this time it was consclidated
with the 31st Maine and served with it dur-
Ing the remainder of the war. Yesterday
the 4th annurl reunion of those who are left
of the 32d, oceurred at Peaks’ Island. Ex-
cepting the first it was the largest reunion
ever held by the 32nd Maine Regiment Asso-
eiation.
