THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD, 
Grass-Fed Swine. 

Grass Is the natural food of i,eat ca'ttlo aid 
sheep iu thtir wild state, and. when they are 
domesticated, it is still furbished to them foi 
the production of meat and milk and labor, 
on the score of economy, heaithfuluess, and 
natural fitness, although very frequently sup- 
plemented by a variety of other food. Stviue, 
also, before they are tamed, subsist largely 
upon grass as well as roots and nuts,but 
when they are brought under subjection to 
mau, they are almost universally deprived 
of this wholesome natural food, and pam- 
pered with ail kinds of artificial substances, 
many of them gross and unnatural. It i.s 
quite generally true, that wild fruits and wild 
animals are improved by being brought umder 
me nanu oi civilization; out when nat uralists 
infoim us that the wild boar of the forest has 
actually retrograded since he nude the ac- 
quaintance of man, we regard, it as a sharp 
thrust at cur boasted superiority. Not only have his civilized descendants become stupid 
and filthy, gross and degenerate in manners 
and morals, but worse still, in some indefina- 
ble way, they have contracted diseases which, 
while they may be harmless to themselves, 
have transmitted taint and death to the hu- 
man family. It was not so in the days of our 

ancestors, when the boar’s head with fierce 
tusks was borne on smoking platter to grace 
the festal board, and the savory flitch of 
brawn or bacon was never wanting in the 
larder of saintly abbot or doughty knight. To 
what special cause, this deterioration is to he 
attributed,it might be difficult to say; and were 
the entire race to go before the public upon 
their general merits, we suppose they would 
find themselves surrounded by friends and foes 
alike. Like the descendants of Ham, who 
have been imagined by some to be dwelling 
under the weight of an inherited curse these 
animals would find persons who would still 
fasten to them the words of the great law- 
giver when he spake to the childreu ot Israel, 
“And the swine, though he divide the hoof, 
and he cloven-footed, yet he cheweth not the 
cud; he is unclean to you, of their flesh shall 
ye not eat, and their carcass shall ye not 
touch;” and would repeat the account of the 
unclean spirits, the devils who entered into 
two thousand of their race with the approval 
of Jesus Christ; thus proving that under the 
old and new dispensation they found no favor, 
and, therefore, it was of no avail to contend 
against manifest destiny as they were “not 
only doomed but damned.’’ Others, how- 
ever, whose charity never failcth, and whose 
hearts go out to beast and bird, and whose 
faith in the limitless future of progress and 
OtYtiuimniui, uevEifalters, believe that even 

mis j;iuss auu siuggisn animal may oe rennea 
and almost spiritualized, that under his ribs of 
fat a soul may yet becreated and there may 
be even for him redemption from his low es- 

tate. 
Nevertheless, we do not propose to dis- 

cuss the question whether on the whole the 
creation of this animal has been a benefit or 
an injury to the human race; or whether the 
use of his flesh was forbidden to the Jews 
simply because he did not chew the cad .Dut 
we believe that the nearer he can come to 
this the better, and the more grass aud roots 
he eats the better it will be for his own heath 
aud the health of those who partake of his 
flesh. Why shall we persist in loading his 
frame with a mountain of fat, so that he latds 
the lean earth as he moves over it? Is it no4 
in accordance with the laws of physiology 
and hygiene, as well as common sense, 
to believe that a great accumulation of 
fat so unnatural to the original condition of 
the animal must be productive of mischiev- 
ous results? We trust that social scientists 
or advanced agriculturists, will consider that 
the appropriate limits to be assigned to feed- 
ing and fattening swine, affords a field 
worthy of examination. We are inclined to 
believe that they should not be made scaven- 

gers or fed with unwholesome food, that 
they should not be compelled to become 
filthy in their habits, that they should not be 
confined for a great length of time in houses 
or pens, and they should not be kept for 
more than a year, except for stock raising. 
Give them the free range of the pasture, or 
of extensive yards which afford an abundauce 
of grasses aud roots. Allow them to have 
an opportunity for keeping their bodies clean, 
shut them up only for a few weeks prior to 
the final fattening, and feed them sparingly 
or not at all, upon cooked food, and then w ill 
they be fit for the table. The southern 
practice of raising them for flesh rather than 
fat, is certainly to be commended; and were 
their growth to be limited by statute to two 
or three hundred pounds weight, nobody 
wouiu oe Harmed. 

We are glad to learn that our State College, 
among other experimental investigations, 
has ior some time been testing the com- 

parative merits of raw and cooked food in 
fattening swine; and we understand the 
result demonstrates the superiority of the 
former method. We append some extracts 
in confirmation of our position that we ought 
to furnish swine with their natural food. 

A correspondent of the Germantown 
Telegraph writes: My own theory of pork- 
raising based -upon experience, observation, 
and probably a little philosophy of things, if 
written tor the benefit of others, would be 
about as follows: During the hot summer 
months I would feed very little solid feed, 
such as com in the ear or uucracked. I 
would keep hogs upon green feed constantly, 
either grass, oats or rye, and feed them at 
regular intervals, once or twice a day, upon 
mashed feed, either shorts, chopped oats or 
rye, buckwheat etc., teed in troughs. When 
fed in this way and at the same time allowed 
access to water and shade, hogs will beat- 
crowding through the hot mouths, a very 
good time, if not the best, to take on flesh. 
This puts them in the best of condition for 
corn feeding, which should commence about 
the first of September, when the new crop is 
still soft and tender. Treated in this way

oil could mike them. Upon the whole, 1 
believe it the cheapest and most economical. 

The Sacramento Union says: “It is a 

strange sounding proposition to feed bogs 
with bay, but we have experience in this line, 
and however strange or odd it may seem it is, 
notwithstanding, a tact that bogs will not on- 

ly eat alfalla (lucerne or Spanish clover) hay, 
but they will do well on it. We fiist discov- 
ered the fact by throwing a lot of alfalla cliatl' 
from which the seed bad beeu cleaned, over 
to some hogs for a nest, when to our surprise 
they devoured it with as much greediness as 

they would so much oats or barley. Our own 

experience and obsetvalion since has moved 
to us that good allalfa hay with plenty'of wa- 
ter will keep hogs in a good growing condi- 
tion all through the winter. They may !>e 
foddered ill the same way you would (odder 
sheep or cattle, but if cut up with a cutting 
machine and wet befoie feeding, they will eat 
it cleaner and do better on it.”

Notice this little tact, and enw it i„ 

your mind. Presently you shall see its appli- cation to your cows in the barn. There are 
dollars and cents in the latter matter. Now heat three bricks and ask the house-keeper tor a piece or woolen cloth, a muslin hand- kerchief and an old newspaper. Now lift one 
brick from the stove with the tongs and roll it 
up in the woolen. Twiue the handkerchief 
round another brick, and wrap up the other 
tightly in the paper. 

Meanwhile let us examine another matter. Heat a brick and drop it into a pail of water, 
lake it out at once, and notice how quickly 
it has cooled. 

To return to our packed bricks. We Bnd 
the woolen-coveted one at perhaps one hun- 
dred and fifty degrees, the paper covered one 
at about one hundred degrees, and the mus- 
lin-covered one at sixty degrees. To look at the practical side of this we see that radiation 
proceeds at different rates through different 
substauces. Suppose the brick a child. Jlis 
animal heat would have radiated through 1 h 
mu: I n quickly and been almost entirely savtd 
by the woolen. 

As another experiment wrap the woolen 
round a hot brick in such a way that one 
face of the brick is exposed to the air. Lay it down exposed side up. Tear off a bit of 
the newspaper slightly larger than the brick, and lay it upon a hot brick. Roll up more 
paper and make a cap or tent over another 
hot brick. We Bnd that the woolen-covered 
one is the coolest this time. The one with 
the paper shade Twer it less cool, and the one 
with the paper hood warmest of all. Where- 
fore? Simply because radiation into the air, 
when it is iree to move upward, is most rap- id. The woolen about the sides is nearly useless while the top is exposed. The bit or 
paper, though it only covers the top, does 
belter, as the upward movement of the air 
about it is in a measure prevented. The pa- 
per hood being airtight, locks in a cone- 
shaped mass of air. The air, unable to es- 
cape with its heat, stores it up, and reradi- 
ates it again, and so checks the cooling of tho 
brick. 

To save a plant from early frost protect it 
from the top. Radiation is most active up- ward. A paper screen over the top will ac- 
complish more than a woolen wrap round 
the sides. A paper hood would he best ot all. 

Make your barn tight, especially about the 
top, and your cattle will eat less.be in a bet- 
ter condition. and bring a larger return in 
milk or meal. Radiation Hum ilielr u.uic» 
being reduced, health, comfort and happi- 
ness will return to them, and money to you. 
A barn lull of cracks is an offense against sci- 
V- ueo auu JUUl jA/LRCl. 

A small blanket on the top of a horse's 
back will do more good than a large oae bad- 
ly fastened on. 

Kadiation takes place more rapidly through 
water than air. Kadiation through aqueous 
vapor is slow. Keep all the teet ou your 
place dry, be they shod with iron or leather. 
To save your green-bouse coal keep the air 
inside damp. Kadiation is slow in a damp 
atmosphere; quick in a dry one. To save 
your vineyard from an early frost, build tires 
of green wood among the vines at night. The 
aqueous vapor caused by the smouldering 
wood will act as a blaukefcaud perhaps save 
the crop. A fire of dry wood, warm it ever 
so fiercely, will not do half so much good. 

Apply these few facts to your eve.y-day 
life on the farm and you will find money in 
thtm. 

Feeding Fowls Pepper. 
I witnessed for the first time, at the late 

Crystal Palace bird show, the results of jwp- 
per feeding, and was greatly pleased, as well 
as surprised, at the wonderlul improvement 
in color of the numerous specimens so treat- 
ed. I look upon the treatment as fair and le- 
gitimate, and in no way deserving the term 
“trick,” which, I am sorry to say, has been 
applied to it; such a term of reproach shou d 
be reserved tor all dishonest interference witu 
the outside of competing birds, such as draw- 
ing, trimming or staining feathers. What- 
ever can be effected through the medium of 
the secreting organs of any bird cannot tairly 
be termed artificial or unnatural, unless ev- 

erything be so named which differs from the 
mode of life and food of the bird in its original 
state. 

The object aimed at in the treatment of all 
domestic animals is an improvement upon 
their natural or wild state; and, in the case 
of the canary bred in confinement, cayenne 
pepper, voluntarily eaten, is no more unnat- 
ural to it than the egg and cake with which 
show birds have been regularly fed for years. 
The system of moulting birds in close, warm 

cages, leeding them at the same time on more 

stimulating food than simple seed, has long 
been recognized as a necessity where depth 
and richness of color are desired. 

The new mode of feeding on cayenne pep- 
per is simply an extension of this rule, and, 
whether discovered accidentally or as the re- 
sult of an experiment, is, in my humble opiuj 
hui, Liiu iiupiutcuiuii iu iuc mat* 

ment of our favorites that I have witnessed. 
If it could be shown that the health ot the 
birds was injured by such food, there would • 

be some ground for objection on the score of 
cruelty; hut, as, from all I can learn, such is 
not the case, but rather the contrary, I, for 
one, bail the discovery with great satisfac- 
tion. Depth of color has been the point 
chiefly aimed at in many varieties of the ca- 

nary, and here it is beyond the expectation of 
the" oldest fanciers, and permanent or not, 
according to the continued treatment of the 
bird. I would, in conclusion, lay down one 

simple rule for all; viz: Put whatever you 
like iuside the bird, that it willingly takes 
without injury, but forbid, under the strict-* 
est penalties, any interference with the out- 
side.— Cor. Poultry Review (Enylaml). 

Green Cora Padding. 
A correspondent of tiie Country Gentleman 

gives a nice receipt for making pudding: 
Grate closely twelve ears of green corn ; put 
the gratings with a quart of milk into a cov- 

ered tin pail, and set it in a kettle of boiling 
water; when hot, strain through a wire sieve, 
crushing with a spoon any partieles of pulp, 
that will not pass through; add a teaeuptul of 

sugar, and the beaten yolks of four eggs; pour 
back into the pail, and stir till hot, but do not 
let it boil. Then stir in a coffee cupful of 
rolled crackers and a piece of butter the size 
o! an egg. Pour all into a buttered pudding 
pan, ami bake till a good browu; then spread 
the top with the whites ot four eggs beateu 
stiff and, and mixed with a cup of susar; let 

I stand in the oven till the icing is cooked but 
not browned.

The Committee’s Report 
The report of the Plymouth church inves- 

tigating committee is a document of very 
little practical importance. The verdict was 

rendered by the higher tribunal of public 
opinion immediately upon the publication of 
Mr. Beecher’s statement,—supplemented and 
strengthened by Moulton’s rubbish, the lame 
and impotent conclusion to so many profound 
and mysterious intimations. It is sale to say 
that a very large proportion of decent, re- 

putable and Christian people concurred 
with the finding of the committee before it 
was heard, and acquitted Mr. Beecher as fully 
as the committee has done. The verdict is 
substantially that Mr. Beecher did not com- 

mit adultery with Mrs. Tilton; that he did 
not commit any unchaste or improper act 
with Mrs. Tilton, nor make any improper re- 

mark, proffer or solicitation to her; that he 
has greatly erred in judgment in his endeav- 
ors to suppress the long-impending scandal, 
tout bas none nothing wftlcft ought to Impair 
uui jjcijcul cuuuucucc iu ins vyijrisiiuLi ciiarac- 

ter and integrity. This must be practically 
the termination of the scandal, for though 
the fellow Moulton, who made so disreputa- 
ble an exhibition of himself at the Plymouth 
meeting, and the wretched Tilton will proba- 
bly throw upon the public more immense 
“statements,” they will attract comparatively 
little attention. The interest in them will be 
very slight and their utterauces will be gener- 
ally regarded as the angry and malevolent 
railings of men who are utterly disgraced and 
despised, and who will seek vengeance and 
notoriety by all available devices. There are 
also several cases in court—and more threat- 
ened -involving a discussion of the facts of 
the great scandal, so that floods of nastiness 
may be anticipated, with a reckless ns* of re- 

spectable names; but it is certain that future 
disclosures or repetitions of former disclosures 
will fail to awaken the intensity of interest 
and apprehension which marked the early 
days of the investigation. Nearly everybody 
has now a definite opinion on the subject— 
one way or the other—and future proceed- 
ings will excite nausea rather than curiosity. 

The warmth, heartiness and unanimity of 
endorsement which the society gave the com- 
mittee’s report must be most gratifying to 
the pastor, and assure him of a pleasant and 
useful continuance of the great work of his 
life in his favorite field. With their cordial 
sympathy and support, he can go on to new 
and greater success, and time will prove the 
great emollient for the hurts which he hag 
sustained in this crisis of his career. 

Texas people appear to entertain not un- 
reasonable doubts in regard to the strength 
of ropes used in the legal hanging of men, 
and to the efficiency and presence of mind of 
the sheriff who has the strangling in hand. 
Recently Mr. Ely Bly was hanged in that 
state, for the murder of a man named Car- 
michael. The father of the murdered man

There was, 
however, no need for the services of the trusty 
rifle. The hanging went off smoothly and 
expeditiously, to the huge delectation of the 
family circle. At its close Mr. Carmichael 
senior secured the rope, and alter showing it 
with symptoms of marked gratification to the 
three gentle maidens who called him father, 
jumped on his horse and rode home, strength- 
ened by the conviction of having discharged a 
mournful but imperative duty. Aud the show 
was a great moral spectacle. 

The nomination of representatives which 
both parties will make during the next ten 
days will determine the character of the next 
Legislature. Consequently, the selection of 
such candidates is a matter of too great con- 
cern to the people at large to be passed over 

lightly or left to be managed by a few persons 
whose self interest is a motive for them to be 
active. Generally, those most eager to be 
members of the “general court” will be the 
least fitted for the responsible position; and 
least of all is that man lit to be a representa- 
tive whose friends urge in his behalf that he 
is poor and needs the salary ($150 a year). 
Generally speaking, it is sale to select a man 

whose judgment, character and general intel- 
ligence entitle him to the confidence and re- 

spect of the public, and if the voters at large 
attend to the selection of candidates, honor- 

ing those with nominations who will most 

honor their constituents by their votes, the 
next Legislature will give a good account of 
itself. 

St. Joseph, Missouri, is greatly disturbed 
by the antics of the ghost of a horse thief. 
The shadowy visitor appears, in putting off 
mortality, to have undergone a radical change 
in tastes, for instead of prowling round the 
stable and taking sly notes of the condition of 
bolts and bars, he insists upon visiting the 
house, bending over the bed of the servant 

girl and repeating in a hoarse, sepulchral 
whisper, these remarkable words: “Search 1 
Search! If you would possess yourself of 
wealth search the grave of the suicide.” The 
ghost’s intentions appear to he perfectly hon- 

orable, notwithstanding the compromising sit- 
uation in which he is so frequently found. 
He is described as having long straggling 
whiskers, and as wearing a blood-stained 
handkerchief round his neck. From this we 

are led to infer either that there are no bar- 
bers in the other world or that full beards are 

the fashion there, and that it is quite the 
proper thing to wear a sanguinary neckcloth. 

The last instance of poetical justice comes 

from Auckland the capital of New Zealand 
The municipal council of that town have im- 

posed an annual per capita tax upon all bach- 
elors old and young, the proceeds going to 
swell the school fund. It is eminently fitting 
that all men should contribute in some shape 
to the public schools, and if they decline to 
furnish pupils it is perhaps no more than

The Boston Advertiser suggests as a rail- 
road reform that the passengers enter at the 
rear door of the car and go out at the front. 

Vermont holds its- biennial election next 
Tuesday (to morrow). Judge Peck is the 
Republican candidate for Governor and Mr. 
Bingham the Democratic. 

The New York Tribune in commenting on 
the committee’s report tn the Plymouth case, 
says that “there are rumars of letters yet to 
be produced, and new ‘statements’ of ap- 
palling length and nastiness upon which the 
accusers are working night and day. They 
were invited to present their proofs to a com- 
mittee of the church. They accepted the in- 
vitation. What they advanced as proof did 
not sustain the charge, and after the verdict 
they assure us they have much stronger proof which they purposely kept back, and so they will try the case over again in the streets. No 
language, it seems to us, can be too severe to 
stigmatize such a proceeding.” 

Now that the Board of Health of Boston 
has demonstrated satisfactorily that adulter- 
ated articles of food are sold constantly and 
in large quantities in that city, the Herald 
thinks it should do something about it. 
If the law will permit, it suggests raids upon 
the dealers in the villainous compounds, and 
if not, the publication of their names in the 
newspapers. It thinks Boston cannot afford 
to have her reputation, which has already 
been injured abroad by the report of her 
Board of Health, further damaged by permit- 
ting the evils which there are disclosed to ex- 
ist longer. 

We hope that the practically minded voung 
under-graduates of Bates College, who have 
donned the white aprons of hotel servitors, 
will set an example of impartiality to .the il- 
literate members of the guild, by serving all 
hungry guests alike and rejecting contingent 
“perks.” By so doing they will not only elevate the profession above a too common 
suspicion of grasping covetousness, but con- 
fer a boon upon impecunious summer tour- 
ists.— Boston Herald. 

A Scene at Plymouth Church.—Friday 
evening, while Mr. Itaymond was making a 

speech in favor of Mr. Beecher, after the read- 
ing of the report of the investigating commit- 
tee, he alluded to Moulton as the man who had 
poisoned the minds of the people with his lies. 
When this sentence was uttered Mr. Moulton 
interrupted saying: “Fou are a liar.” 

Great excitement all over the church and 
cries of “Put him out!” “Put him out!” 

Mr. Ilalliday—No; let him sit here and hear 
the truth. 

Great confusion followed with cries of “Put 
him out!” “Let him stay!” “Order,” &c. 

Mr. Moulton—Ho will stay whether you 
want him or not. 

At this juncture Captain Bourne of tho Sec- 
ond Precinct police, in plaiu clothes, came and 
stood by Mr, Moulton’s side, and an officer in 
uniform stood near him. The uproar continued 
for several minute3 and then Mr. S. B. White, 
one of the committee, obtained a hearing, and 
said: “Gentlemen, in the name of Plymouth 
Church, I require that any man that does not 
disturb the meeting shall be allowed to sit still 
and hear tho truth.” 

After the exercises closed, a rush, according 
to the World, was made for Mr. Moulton, hut 
tho police had no trouble in saving him from 
violence, though a numberjof persons seemed 
anxious to reach him. He took his carriage 
and with the officers rode home, although an 

effort was made by the curious crowd to pre- 
vent his entering the coach. A part of the 
eager crowd hooted and jeered as the carriage 
passed along. 

Death of Lyman Rawson.—Hon. Lyman 
Rawson died at his residence in Rumford on the 
22d inst. at the age of 75 years. He was the 
son of Capt. Abner Rawson, one of the well- 
known Rawson brothers of X*aris, and was 
born May 6th, 1799. He graduated at Water- 
viilo College in 1827, read law with Jud^e 
Stephen Emery at Paris, ami settled at Rum- 
ford Point in May, I860, and resided there up 
to the time of his death. 

THE GREAT SCANDAL. 

Report of the Committee of Ply 
mouth Church. 

Complete Exoneration of Beecher. 

The following is the continuation of the re- 

port of the Brooklyn church committee on the 
charges against Mr. Beecher: 

MOULTON’S TESTIMONY. 

The committee then take up Moulton’s case, 
referring first to the important fact that he le- 

peatedly declared to many persons that there 
was no adultery. Fortunately we have a state- 
ment in writing, setting forth Moulton’s state- 
ment of the nature of the offense. Mr. Beech- 
er wrote a letter, dated June 1st, 1873, to Moul- 
ton, in which, among other things.he complains 
of Tilton’s threatening, inconsistent conduct, 
and declares his purpose to waste no more en- 

ergy in trying to satisfy Tilton, who, at this 
time, was complaining of the publication of the 
tripartite agreement, so-called, in this letter. 
These are not the words of a guilty mind. 
Moulton replies on the same day that publicity 
was uo part of his profound policy, and he hast- 
ens to object. At first he writes these words: 
‘•If the truth must be spoken, let it be. I know 
you cau stand if the whole case were published 
to morrow.” Apparently fearing that this 
might rather tend to determine Mr. Beecher to 
publish the whole case, than otherwise, he 
crossed out these and other lines with a pencil, 
and commenced anew. In this new effort, on 

the same paper, these words occur; “You can 

stand if the whole case were published to-mor- 
row.” Moulton was right. The pity Is that 
Mr. Beecher did not publish forthwith and so 
become once more free and end the machina- 
tions of Tilton aud the “mutual friend.” These 
two, whatever else they wanted or designed, 
did not believe their purposes would be then 
subserved by the public. Tilton soon became 

fracious and kindly; but what shall be said of 
loulton, who now asserts for the first time 

that adultery was the offense. Is it possible 
that this man is so low in his moral perceptions 
as to believe that a minister of the Gospel, and 
that, too, of Plymouth church, could stand up 
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crime of adultery? No! 
There is but one fair conclusion to draw from 

Moulton’s letter of June 1st to Mr. Beecher. 
He knew that Mr. Beecher had been falsely 
accused of impure advances and that he de 
sired in his inmost soul to suppress the scandal, 
yet if the simple truth was published he could 
stand. Knowing this, he said so. Whatever 
Moulton may say now, since his malice has 
been excited by open exposure, is of little con- 

sequence. He now openly stands with Tilton, 
where he had secretly beeu from the beginning. 
We conclude, therefore, in view of these facts 
and circumstances, that the original charge of 
impure advances, false though it was, has been 
dropped by these accusers, and adultery, at 
this late day, has been substituted as an after 
thought. We brand this performance as a 

fraud, that ought to end all controversy as to 
the innocence of Mr. Beecher. Pursuing the 
narrative a little further, we fiud Mr. Moul- 
ton, who first appeared as Tilton’s friend, after 
procuring the so-called apology, quietly becom- 
ing the friend of both the parties. The mutual 
friend, Mr. Moulton, as he discloses his char- 
acter in these proceedings, appears to be a very 
plausible man, with more vigor of will than 
conscience. One thing is, unfortunately clear, 
that from this time on he contrived to obtain 
and hold the confidence of Mr. Beecher, both 
in bis ability aud purpose to keep the peace in 
good faith. There was certainly room for an 
honest peacemaker, 

BEECHER’S COURSE REVIEWED. 
The committee proceed to review Mr. Beech- 

er’s subsequent course in connection with 
Moulton. They find that he was falsely ac- 
cused of an impure offense and found himself 
in a critical situation. Tilton, who had shown 
himself at times fickle, malicious, revengeful, 
mercenary, threatened a deadly assault upon 
him. He became discouraged. When under 
deep feeling he uses strong words and emo- 
tional expressions. They say: In the light of 
these facts there is not a letter from Mr. 
Beecher, nor an act of his, however ill-judged, 
through these four years of anxiety and grief, 
that cannot be accounted for upon the plain 
theory that he was fighting to suppress an out- 
rageous scandal, which consisted of a false ac- 
cusation against him, made by a reputable 
woman, and that he was endeavoring to help a 
man whom he felt he had undoubtedly injured 
in business matters upon representations 
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chiefly by Moulton, were not well founded. 
The statement of this branch of the case 

would not be complete without reference to the 
fact that Mr. Beecher had a warm friendship 
for Mrs. Tilton, which began in her early 
womanhood, and that Mrs. Tilton, reciprocat- 
ing this friendship, began as her domestic 
troubles came on to look more than ever to Mr. 
Beecher for sympathy and advice; that this 
feeling on Mrs. Tilton’s part became, under the 
circumstances, so strong as to diminish the 
proper influence that belongs to every good 
husband. It is not unlikely, in the course of 
events, and especially in Dec. 1870, that Mr. 
Beecher received the impression from Tilton 
and Moulton that he had estranged Sirs. Til- 
ton’s affection from her husband. The possi- 
bility that such a fact as this might be added 
to the responsibilities then resting upon Mr. 
Beecher, constituted, as he expressed it in his 
letter of Feb. 5th, in part, one of “the environ- 
ments” that surrounded him. This was. to 
him, the occasion of deep grief and anguish. 
Mr. Beecher conceived that, possibly, he had 
been derelict in duty; he, the strong man and 
pastor, in not repressing at once any undue af- 
feoHmi for bini un iho part of this distressed 
Christian woman, who was yearning for sym- 
pathy that she found not in her household. 
And we cannot but express our regret at two 
errors into which, it is apparent, Mr. Beecher 
fell. While we recognize the appalling disas- 
ter which seemed imminent, when he was con- 
fronted by a professedly injured husband with 
a charge, on the part of his’ wife, of an impure 
proposal from him to her; a disaster which 
threatened to brand with infamy a name which 
through years of public service as philanthro- 
pist and minister of God, had maintained the 
most honorable place in the world’s esteem; yet 
we feel that in an hour of such demoralization 
as this calamity might justly work, the pastor 
should have sought counsel from Christian 
men of his own brotherhood, rather than rely 
upon the counsel of a mau of whom he knew 
so little, and whose character, as the sequel 
proved, he so Sadly misjudged. And it is also 
apparent, from Mr. Beecher’s own statement, 
that in view of the profound sorrow into which 
he was plunged and the expression which he 
gave to his feelings, that he had erred in not 
guarding so closely his relations with the 
family of Mr. Tilton; that there could be no 
possibility for fear in his own mind even of an 
undue affection by Mrs. Tilton for him through 
any heedless friendship or agency of his. 

The committee next refer to Mr. Beecher’s 
solicitude for what Mr. Tilton called Tilton’s 
ideal home, and remark that the account of the 
domestic misery of the Tilton family is corrob- 
orated by the testimony of several witnesses, 
and very fully by Miss Elizabeth A. Turner, 
who is now twenty-three years of age, and was 
an inmate of the family eight years. This 
young woman is a teacher of music in a ladies’ 
seminary in Pennsylvania. She is a person of 
unusual Jintelligence, and her appearat.ci and 
manner before the committee impressed all who 
heard her testify that she was sincere and relia 
ble, and wtll understood the facts of which she 
was speaking. The committee then proceed to 
ask: Will innocent men pay blackmail? Will the 
innocent and especially clergymen fight as for 
their lives to suppress an injurious scandal, 
though it be born of extortion, falsehood and 
revenge? These are questions which, unhap- 
pily, history has too often answered in the af- 
firmative. It is easy now that we see what 
manner of men Tilton and Moulton are, to 
wonder that Mr. Beecher should intrust any in- 
terest of his to their keeping. When we look 
back upon the record made by this sad story, 
we feel 'like visiting, even upon the suffering 
ueau ot our pastor, me severest censure, ana 
this not the less beca use we revere and love 
him, aud know that no man in all our land is 
more beloved. It is. we might say, because he 
is so beloved; because that in him centres so 

many and so great interests of church and hu- 
manity; because he stands foremost to-day 
among men of master minds, of eloquence and 
power, that we would chide him in no uncer- 
tain words for imperilling so much and so often 
the precious interests confided to him by the 
God who made, and who, we have unshaken 
faith to believe, will deliver him from all dan- 
gers. The charge made by the accusers is one 
easily preferred and not easily disproved. It is 
uot enough for the accuser to say: “Intake 
this charge; now let it be disproved or be taken 
as confessed.” 
THE ROLES OF EVIDENCE BEARING ON THE 

CASE. 
The committee next discusses the rules of 

evidence bearing on this case, citing Greenleaf 
on adulteiy, and remarking that it is essential 
to observe that there is uothing whatever, as 
shown by the evidence, that proves that the ac- 
cused parties have ever been found together 
uuder any suspicious circumstances, such as in 
some unusual hours, or place, or consulting to- 
gether in some secret way to avoid observation 
and exposure. There is no proof of clandes- 
tine correspondence, nor attempt in that direc- 
tion. Mr. Beecher’s letters were, as a rule, 
opened, arranged aud read by his wife. She 
testified that she liad read aud answered as 

many as 1000 in three months. Such as readi- 
ed the Christian Bewiew office were opened by 
others, and those that went to the church were 
opened, by the direction of Mr. Beecher, by 
the clerk before being placed on the desk. No 
sort of restrictions were imposed as to his let- 
ters. The usual facts aud circumstances, sug- 
gestive of wrong do.ug, are utterly wanting in 
this case. What then does the case as put by 
the accuser rest upon? We answer mere words 
and assertions, supported by no circumstances 
whatever that are the usual indications of 
adultery. Mr. Tilton says he kuows the fact 
from his wife’s confession, July 3d, 1370, and 
from her subsequent confessions to Moulton, 
and to her mother, Mrs. Morse. This is their 
answer: first, that Mrs. Tilton says, in effect, 
that this confession, whatever it was, was ex- 
torted from her by an imperious, malicious 
husband, and by means that, iu a moral sense, 
were fraudulent, Pretensions were made that 
she must say something to extricate Theodore 
out of his business perplexities. She was made 
to believe there was a conspiracy against her 
husband. The fact that Mrs. Tilton withdrew 
the charge, when Mr. Beecher first confronted 
her, after he had heard of it, ou the evening of 
Dee. 30th, is in order in this connection, to- 
gether with tlio further fact that she has ever 
since denied the truth of the charge 
when free from the domineering 
influence of her husband. She explicitly de- 
nies that the charge was adultery. We now 

see her coining before the committee with ex- 

pressions of joy, that at last she can come a ill 
speak tlie truth, and, iu the ni -.-t solemn man- 

ner, she denies absolutely the charge, and pro- 
ceeds to set forth facts aud circumstances, 
which demonstrate that this unhappy woman 

has for years been the plastic victim of extorted 
falsehoods. 

Tilton’s allegation, that she has confessed to 
her mother, Mrs. Morse, is pronounced false liy 
the mother, who testified before the commit- 
tee. The source of the scandal then is in the ■ 

alleged words of Mr. Tilton, which he explains 
iu such a manner as to deprive the allegation 
of all force aud credit. Then comes Mr. Beech- 
er, who solemnly declares that whatevei words 
by whatever means, have been drawn from 
Mrs. Tilton by her husband, he is innocent of 
any aud all impropriety towards her, whether 
relating to improper advances or to adultery. 
It is not for the committee to defend the course 
of Mrs. Tilton. Her conduct upon human re- 
spojsibility is indefensible. Our hope is that it 
may be made clear, as the testimony affords 
much reason to believe it may be, that a weak 
woman was so besought by her designing hus- 
band, when lu a state of mind a little better, if 
at all, short of mental aberration, brought on 

by illoess and domestic sorrow aud gloom, as 
to induce her at least passively to make a 

charge of improper advances by Mr. Beecher. 
There is medical testimony before the commit- 
tee, given by two eminent physicians, Drs. 
Minton aud Corey, to the effect that such cases 

of mental power and domination, bv a husband 
of strong will over a wife weakened by disease 
aud domestic troubles, are not uufrequent. 

The committee discuss Mrs. Tiltou’s pliabili- 
ty in the hands of her husband, calling atten- 
tion to the fact that it was the story of a con- 
spiracy against her husband that led her to 

sign the paper which her husband presented to 
her, and which she immediately retracted.— 
They observe that Mrs. Tiltou’s testimony of 
her husbands ill-treatment is corroborated by 
the testimony of Bessie Turner, then twenty 
years of ag3, aud dispose of Tilton’s allegation 
that Beecher paid $2000 to get this witness out 
of the way as follows: The absurdity of sup- 
posing that Mr. Beecher would invest $2000 
apiece to get persons to leave town, to whom 
Tilton had been peddling his scandal against 
him, is transparent. Persons to whom Tilton 
bad talked in some form of the scandal, some- 

times in one shape, and then in another, were 

too numerous to justify an investment of $2000 
on each of them by anybody whose wealth 
Could not be counted by millions. It should be 
noted that just as Miss Turner was leaving for 
the boarding school, Tiltou procured from her, 
with the aid of his w fe, a letter denying his 
improper liberties. Here, agalu, we find Til- 
ton a manufacturer of evidence. It is not for 
us to pass judgment on Mra. Tilton uncharita- 
bly. She has suffered unparalleled trials. Mr. 
Moulton quotes her as saying in a letter to him, 
as we have seen, that it was physically impos- 
sible for her to tell the truth in her husbaud’s 
presence. It will be uoted that the pretended 
PAnfosginn wetu fihtuino/l in tVinir nroeor'i^A' anfL, 

further, it was when she was away from him,' 
anil from home, at Schoharie, that she stated 
her sin to he like that of Catharine Gaunt, an 

undue affection for her pastor. Iu this letter 
to her hnsbaud she says, “I felt, unfalteringly, 
that the love I felt and received harmed no one, 
not even you, till the heavenly vision dawned 
upon me.” And again, “Oh, my dear Theo- 
dore, though your opinions are not restful or 

congenial to my soul, yet my integrity and 
purity are a sacred and holy thing to me. Bless 
God with me for Catharine Gaunt, and for all 
the sure leadings of an all-wise and loving 
Providence.” This letter was written June 
29,1871, about a year after the pretended con- 
fession. In no sense can the words he con- 
strued as referring to adultery. Tiltou, when 
before the committee, when reference was first 
made to this Schoharie letter, seemed to thiuk 
that the offence, in the story of Griffith Gaunt, 
was adultery, and, accordingly, relied upon this 
letter as incontrovertible evidence of his charge. 
In this he was mistaken. It is a principle of 
common law, that a married woman cannot 
commit or be held to commit a crime perpetrat- 
ed in the presence of her husband, and this up- 
on the idea that the husband's presence aud 
influence amount to duress, and that she is 
therefore not responsible. Whether it is nec- 
essary to invoke this rule of law to excuse Mrs. 
Tilton or not, we may see iu what Tilton was 
able to extort from her, without her volition or 

real assent, something of the re ,son^ which 
moved the early expounders of the English 
common law to assert the doctrine referred to. 

iHE ACCUSER DISPOSED OP. 

We have now reviewed as briefly as we could 
the evidence before us. There are many facts 
and details we have not dbcussed. We have 
cited the more important of these and discussed 
the sailent points. We havejcarefully examin- 
ed the evidence relied on by the accusers to sus- 
tain the charges. We are asked to believe, 
finally, who is this accuser, that he makes so 
hold a face. We may learn from the testimony 
as well as by common report, without descend- 
ing to unpleasant particulars or personalities, 
that TheodoreTilton has in recent years become 
a very different man from what he was former- 
ly reputed to be. He will hardly deny that both 
before and after his espousal of the new mari- 
tal philosophy signs of degeneracy were setting 
in, which have made him a discredited man in 
this community. In the new role his culmina- 
tion and downfall are well stated in recent 
Words by an able writer, who, in sketching his 
career, says: “in the process of time becomes 
before the world as ihe indorser of Victoria C. 
Woodhul', and lends his name to a biography 
of her, which would have sunk any man’s rep- 
utation auywhere for common sense. Such a 
hook is a tomb, from which no author rises 
again.” Such is the accuser! 

THE ACCUSED. 

Who is the accused? It is Henry Ward 
Beecher. The pastor of Plymouth church has 
been a clergyman, with harness on, forty years. 
Twenty-seven of these years he has been here 
in this church, which as all the world knows, 
has so often been stirred to good deeds, and to 
a better life, by his eloquent ministrations. 
This man bus been living in the clear light of 
noonday, before his people and before all men, 
a life of Christian usefulness and great worth. 
None have known him but to admire and love 
him. They who have been most intimate with 
him, at home or abroad, report nothing of his 
life or conversation but W 'at comes or purity 
of soul. We are asked by Theodore Tilton and 
his co idjutor, Moulton, to believe that this man 
with hie long and useful life and high charac- 
ter to sustain, is unworthy of out confidence, 
regard or respect. A Christian character and 
great services which are usually a lower of 
strength anil defence when one is assailed are 
to go for naught. According to Mr. Tilton we 
are invited to give up this beloved and emi- 
nent man and send him and his good name into 
the vortex of moral destruction. We are to 
do this upon what? Upon some wild, absurd 
and contradictory assertions of Mr. Tilton, who 
in all this work does not succeed in disguising 
his malicious and revengeful designs. No tri- 
bunal administering justice ever held a charge 
of adultery proved by mere alleged words, 
written or spoken, which are.denied and not 
connected with circumstances and appearances 
pointing unmistakably to the guilt of the ac- 
cused. 

Upon a review of the evidence, with an ear- 
nest desire to find the truth andjadvise what 
truth and justice shall require, we feel bound 
to state that in our judgment the evidence re- 
lied upon by the accuser utterly fails to sustain 
the charges made. We herewith snbmit a sten- 
ographic copy of all the evideuce before the 
committee, with some unimportant or irrele- 
vant exceptions. 

STATEMENT OP CONCLUSIONS. 
First—We find from the evidence that Bev 

Henry Ward Beecher did not commit adultery 
with Mrs. Elizabeth B. Tilton, either at the 
time or times, place or places, set forth in the 
third or fourth sub-divisions of Mr. Tiltou’s 
statement, nor at any other time or place what- 
ever. 

Second—We find from the evidence that Mr. 
Beecher has hever committed any unchaste or 

improper act with Mrs. Tilton, nor made any 
unchaste or improper remark, proffer or so- 
licitation to her of any kind or description what 
ever. 

Third—If this were a question of error® of 
judgment ou the part of Mr. Beecher, it would 
be easy to criticise, especially in the light of 
recent events. In such critiscism even to the 
extent of regrets and censure, we are sure no 
man would join more sincerely than Mr. 
Beecher himself. 

Fourth—We find nothing whatever in the 
evidence that should impair the perfect confi- 
dence of Plymouth church or the world in the 
Christian character aud integrity of Henry 
Ward Beecher. And|uow let the peace of God, 
that passeth all understanding, rest and abide 
with Plymouth church and her beloved and 
eminent pastor, so much and so long alfiicted.

Committee of Investigation. 
THE CHURCH ADOPTS THE COMMITTEE’S EXON- 

ERATION. 
After the reading of the investigating com- 

mittee’s report Mr. Kaymond read the report of 
the examing committee as follows: 
The|i xaminiug committee of Plymouth church 

beg leave to report that in consequence of the 
publications of certain statements by Theodore 
Tilton, this committee was requested by the 
pastor of this church to authorize an investiga- tion by a sub committee into the imputations 
made against his character on July <5, 1874. 
The committee accordingly appointed brothers 
H. W. Sage and H. M. Cleveland such a sub- 
committee, requesting them to associate with 
themselves Messrs. Claflin, Winslow, Starrs 
and White, (who are not members of the exam- 
ining committee) in their work of investiga- tion. No charges having beeu preferred to the 
church or to the examining committee against 
our pastor, it was the office of the suh-cum- 
mittee simply to ascertain whether there was 

any foundation in fact for the charges and trial 
before this body of the church. This committee 
has in our judgment faithfully and impartially 
discharged its duties and has presented 
to us a report which is here annexed. The 
evidence taken has also been transmitted to 
us. Most of it has already been made pub- 
lic. Tbe publication of the remainder will be 
considered by us at a future meeting,one point 
however, being settled that nothing will be 
withheld from publication which can afford a 
pretext for censuring the pastor of this church. 
The expeciency ot publishing evidence injuri- 
ous to other parties is a question which cannot 
be hastily determined. While we should have 
unhesitatingly done our duty in case a different 
conclusion hail beeu reached, we rejoice to say 
that without one dissenting voice this commit- 
tee And nothing in the evideuco to justify the 
least suspicion of our pastor’s integrity ami 
purity, and everything to justify the demand 
ou the part of Plymouth church aud society, a 
degree of confidence and affection towarus its 
pastor, if possible, more than it has ever yet 
felt towards him. It is not the office of "ibis 
committee to review his errors of judgment, in 
managing a complex trouble Bud struggling 
against tbu most infamous conspiracy know" 
to tbe present age. It is for us simply to con- 
sider what moral culpability, if any, 'is devel- 
veloped upon his part, and of this we find no 
proof, although, nuder a delusion artfully brought about by his enemies, our pastor was 
for a long time made to believe himself in 
fault. In conclusion, we recommend to tin 
church the adoption or the following resolu- 
tions: 

Unsolved, That the evidence laid before the 
investigating committee not only does not af- 
ford any foundation for putting the pastor of 
this church, ltev. Henry Ward Beecher, upon trial, hut, on the contrary, establishes, to the 

perfect satisfaction of the church, his en- 
tire innocence ami personal purity with respect 
to all charges now or hereafter made against : 

him by Theodore Tilton. 
Resolved, That our confidence and bjve for 

our pastor, so far from being diminished ate j 
heightened and strengthened by the unmerited 
sufferings which he so long has borne, aud that 
we welcome him with a sympathy more teu- r 

der, aud a trust more unbounded, than were 1 

ever felt belore to'his public labors among us, * 

to our church, our families, our homes and our 
* 

hearts. 
The abovo were adoptedjunanimously.

INDIANS. 

Reports of Severn! Agent*. 
WashinGton, Aug. 2!).—The agent John D. 

Miles writes from the Cheyenne and Arrapahoe 
agency at Darlington, Indian Terri toy, Aug. 
l9tb, that Little{Kobe, White Shield ami Paw- 
nee, Cheyenne chiefs, arrived at the agency on 

the 15th, having left the inaiu Cheyenne camp 
eight days previous. They brought thirty 
warriors, fifty-one women and fifty-four chil- 
dreu. After a thorough examination as to the 
loyalty by the agent and military authorities, 
they were enrolled. Little Kobe made a state- 
ment which was corroborated by others, to the 
effect that they come in to be at peace at the 
request of the agent. They would have come 
In sooner but was prevented by severe threats 
of the hostile portion of the tribe. There were 
others entitled to protection who would come 
n if they could. 

There were no war parties out when these 
ludians left Big Bow. A Kiowa chief had 
brought in sixty horses and mules from Texas 
about the time, they left the camp. The party 
that raided In Colorado was composed of Kio- 
was, Cheyennes^and Coinanches. Little Kobe 
did not know how many persons they had 
killed or how much stJik had been stolen. 
The party that had the fight at the Adobe 
Walls consisted of the Cheyennes, Kiowas and 
Comaches, between 300 and 400. Six Chey- 
ennes and six Camanches were killed and a 

number wounded. Bird Medicine, a Kiowa 
brave, with a party of Kiowas, killed two men 
on the border settlements of Kansas and three 
near Medicine Lodge. A party of Dog Soldier 
Cheyennes killed PatHennesy's party near 
Buffalo Spriugs, on the Barker road. The 
Osages camped in that vicinity burned their 
wagous and carried off the stores. White 
Horse and Bear Teuzue, with their bauds, are 

very desirous to come to the agency and are 

anxious for peace. Agent Miles anticipates 
great advantage from the system of enroll- 
ment tecently adopted as giving more perfect 
control over individual members of the tribes, 
but he adds that all law is powerless without 
force to back it up, and in this country in the 
absence of civil power the ability to enforce the 
law and order rests entirely in the military. 

J.M. Haucock, agent for the Kiowas and 
Coinanches, telegraphs (Aug. 27) that all is 
quiet and that there has been no lighting 3ince 
the last report. The hostile Indians are re- 

ported as gone to the plains. Only a part of the 
Kiowas have beeu engaged. The ckauges of 
camping gr 'uud to a safer location gave rise to 
the report that all were engaged. The Caddos 
and others of the Wichitas ageucy did not join

Headquarters in field, Wichita Agency, Indian 

Territory, via Caddo, I. T., Aug. 25—The 
action at this point between the hostile Krowas 
aud Noconees and companies C. E. L. and H. 
of the 10th United States cavalry, which was 
opercl here in the unauthorized squatter camp 
of the latter tribe on Saturday last, continued 
after the first complete scattering of all the 
Indians in a series of attacks on the line which 
Geu, Davidson had established about the 
ageucy on the Bluffs in the rear of the line of 
Ouachita below,varying in their frequency and 
strength at intervals until daylight this morn- 

ing. The main object was to wipe out the 
buildings aud settlement of the agency, which 
would have resulted in a great destruction of 
government property. Attempts were made to 
effect this by setting fire to the prairie at differ- 
ent points, which well nigh accomplished the 
purpose, but through the tireless activity of 

.Geu. Davidson, Col. Gaines Dawson and S. H. 
Carpenter, with Mayor Montgomery acting 
under bis command, the fire was defeated by 
the well directed efforts of the enlisted men and 
the buildings, though with difficulty, saved. 
Frequent sorties were made by the Indians in 
numbers ranging from 50 to 500 along the line, 
but they were gallantly repulsed aud driveu 
back in great disorder by tbs cavalry dis- 
mounted, who took position on the crest of 
Black Hills. One charge made by the company 
under the command of Capt. L. H. Carpen- 
ter is deserving of especial mention as it occur- 
red jnst in time to prevent an important posi- 
tion being taken up in the rear of the centre of 
our position by the Indians, and which, if se- 
cured, must have resulted to the troops and the 
agency in great loss and embarrassment. But 
Capt. Carreuter’s company arrived in the nick 
of time, and a massed column of over 150 In- 
dians were seut dying back in the most pre- 
cipitate haste. Thus far our loss is only four 
wounded. All are doing well. The number of 
Indians killed by the fire of our troops, which 
was rapid and effective, cannot be ascertained 
owing to their artful habit of snatching men 
from the field, but it is kuown to have been 
quite large. 

The Kiowa and Nocouee Indians murdered 
several white men who were found on the prai- 
rie, four of whom were brought in the follow- 
ing day for burial. The horrible mutilation of 
their bodies forbids description. Besides the 
cutting off of their noses and ears aad other 
disfigurements, their bodies were pierced 
through and through by arrows. 

Prominent amoDg those butchered was a Mr. 
Osborne, sou in-law of the veteran and famous 
Delaware Chief, Black Beaver. 

Since the cessation of the firing Gen. David- 
son, through a refugee Comanche warrior, has 
succeeded in effecting the return of all friendly 
Indians to the reservatiov, viz: 1501) in ali.i 
Gen. Davidson will pursue the hostile Indians 
wherever they go until signally punished or de- 
stroyed. Ke will march with flying columns 
at once with ten days’ ration. 

SOUTHERN DISORDERS. 

The Kentucky Troubles. 
Louisville, Aug. 20.—Col. Clarke,who com- 

manded the white troops at Lancaster Thurs- 
day, withdrew 68 men aud weut to Sparta, 
whence he will march to Owenstown to sus- 
tain Judge McNamara’s court iu the prosecu- 
tion of the offenders. Walker Russell’s party 
waited to surrender to the federal commander, 
Wm. Smoot was sent to Owenstown to-day in 
charge of the sheriff’s posse. 

Nccro Arms sis in Lonhiana. 
Shreveport, Aug. 29.—Letters tonight 

brought by a courier states that 8U0 armed ue- 

groes had assembled below Conshatta aid were 

constantly receiving reinforcements from all 
quarters. The towu is guarded by 200 white 
men, who call for help, A courier also arrived 
at Merideo, Webster Parish, who brings intor- 
rnation that lOjiuien left Colton Point at day- 
light this morning tor the scene of the conflict. 
Seventy men left here this afternoon aud more 
will follow to-uigbt. Reinforcements have al o 

gone from Meriden. A letter from Mr. String- 
fellow at Robinson place, states that a conflict 
is inevitable and thinks it can’t be delayed 
longer than to-night. The black population ol 
Rea River Parish outnumber the white three to 
one. Cousliatta is 50 miles from the nearest 
telegraph station and it is not possible that fur 
tber particulars can be had before to-morrow. 

New Orleans, Aug. 29 —The Evening 
Picayune says a telegram from Shreveport 
this morniug briugs the startling information 
that a body of 800 armed negroes have assem- 
bled at Conshatta, and that the greatest alarm 
aud excitemeut prevails throughout the whole 
upper Red River country. The immediate ob 
ject of this gathering is uot stated, but there is 
sufficient menace in the fact itself to arouse 
everybody to a sense of danger and impending 
mist jrtuiie. The neighborhood of Comhatla to 
Colfax suggests the probability that the noto- 
rious Ward lias something to do with the pres- 
ent affair. Perhaps we are destined to hear 
more of those muskets which the Grant Par- 
ish witzesses took with them when they re- 
turned after trial. The impression in Slireve 
port tbis morning was that serious trouble 
would result though we trust more favorable 
advices will reacli us to-night. 

The Story Discredited,

She will offi 
cielly communicate with auy government 
which possesses legal authority, aBd promises 
to be permanent. Germany and Austria are 
free to act iu this matter iu accordance with 
the ir own interests.
