Letter from Scotland, 
Naipn, Scotland, Aug. 16th, 1874. 

To the Editor of the Press: 
May be you know more of the geography of 

Scotland than 1 did two months since, and so 

do not need lobe told that the town of Nairn is 
'located on the Moray Firth, just at the en- 
trance to the Highlands. It is a pretty place 
with clean, macadamized streets, and a broad 
sea beach where scores of bathers with drip- 
ping locks and remarkable costumes may be 
seen every pleasant day. 

The resident population cannot number 
more than four thousand, it probably falls 
considerably below that, but there is a float- 
ing population in the season which' fills the 
three hotels and overflows into the cottages 
in every quarter of the town. The incoming 
and outgoing of these visitors makes no break 
in the repose of the place, and, with the ex- 

ception of the ’bus which runs to every train, 
it is rare to see any description of vehicle 
even in tbe principal street. There are half a 

dozen churches, a town house, an academy, a 

number of stores and a small, but well-select- 
ed, circulating library. 

The fruit and vegetable trade is monopo- 
lized by one sedate, middle-aged female, 
whose place of business is so unpretending 
that I generally walk past it and have to re- 

trace my steps and hunt it up. The fish-mar- 
ket is a perambulating one. The fish-wives, 
a peculiar people, walk the streets with huge 
baskets, called creels, containing fish, strapped 
on their broad backs and you bargain with 
them as you can. Salmon and a variety of 
smaller fish are caught od this coast, but all 
the salmon we eat are caught in the Colum- 
bia river, and brought over land and sea to our 

table. There is a part of the town occupied 
exclusively by the families of fishermen (the 
men are seldom home) and, prompted by 
Yankee curiosity, I strolled down there in 

company with a friend. There are no streets 
in this district, but the wretched, low, 
thatched cottages crowd close on either side 
of very dirty lanes. Persons in search of in- 
formation must not be too particular, but if 
the one peculiar odor of “Fish-town” could 
be added to the seventy “well-defined” ones 

of Cologne, that city would be entitled to an. 
other sonnet. 

We fell into conversation with one of the 
tidiest women about the place. She met 
our kindly questions with civil replies, 
and invited us to look at the interior 
of her house. It rather surprised us to find 
it clean, and as orderly as was to be 
o.Tnop.taf] wlierfi one room was kita.hpn. hp<1- 

room anil “living room.” A high posted 
bedstead occupied a recess at one side of the 
room. A dresser like that of the old fash- 
ioned New England kitchen was adorned 
with a goodly display of cheap crockery, and 
there were a few china ornaments on the 
mantel, among them an Uncle Tom and 
Eva. This poor woman had carried burdens 
all her life, and will only lay them down 
when she lies down to rest forever. I don’t 
think 

_ 
I am sentimental, but I felt as we said 

“good bye”, leaving a trifle in her hand, that 
the interest we had shown was a little sun- 
shine thrown into her dreary life. 

These northern districts of Scotland retain 
some of their early characteristics. We are 

always interested, and oltcu amused. The 
rising generation is becoming fashionable, and 
its style of dress conforms sufficiently to the 
London standard to be recognized as an imi- 

tation, but there are many honest old souls 

yet who see in the se flounces and furbelows 
only snares and pitfalls. I see in the church- 

es aged woman with no other head covering 
than the white cap with its wide border, and 
men who still wear knee breeches and long 
hose. 

There are manyiinteresting localities within 
a short distance. In coming here, we can 

read Shakespeare without the book. We pass, 
the “blasted heath” where the weird sisters 
hailed Macbeth “Thane of Cawdor;” see 
Dunsinane in the distance, and trees waving 

their threatening boughs on Birnam lull. 
Cawdor castle itself, the traditionary scene 
of Duncan’s murder, is but three miles dis- 
tant. We succeeded one day in finding a 
machine, (Scotch for carriage J a lame horse, and a driver who smelled of Scotch whiskey, 
to, take us there. The day was cool, and the 
‘gude man” of the party suggested that a 

lap-robe would be a comfortable thing to taka 
along, whereupon our Jehu drawing up in 
front of the hotel, thus attracting the notice 
cfa number of tourists and shopmen, called 
out In tones of thunder to the man in the 
yard, “Jim I briug out that blanket to put 
over their leys 1” 

Our drive was a charming one, past fields 
of waving grain with the picturesque, but I 
fear sadly uncomfortable, cottages of farm la- 
borers dotting the landscape. As we ap- 
proached the castle the flag flying from the 
ancient tower, warned us that there would 
be no admittance. The Earl and his family 
are, as usual, “at home” during the shooting 
season. We left the machine however, and 
directed the driver to give his horse a rest in 
the inn yard. The castle is approached by a 
drawbridge over a dry moat. The words 
“Be mindful” are cut in stone over the euj 
trance, and a large bell swings over the gate* 
The building is very venerable and interest- 
ing, but not in the least, grand or beautiful. 
We passed over a little port bridge and fol- 
lowed a path beside the burn (brook) through 
a tangled wild wood till we were weary. IX 
this estate were mine, I would not exchange 
that sweet wilderness of Nature’s own con- 

triving, for all of Chatsworth’s wonders of 
art. Our driver met us with a tip of the cap, 
and the inquiry, “Should he yoke the 
horse?” 

In returning we passed the bridge near which 
Prince Charlie met the forces of the Duke of 
Cumberland. A sorry time the gay young 
Pretender must have had of It even with hU 
friends,in this far north, for they were a rude 
race, though true and devoted to him. 

Something of the untamed spirit of the 
Highlands seems to linger in the very cat- 
tle. The Highland cows are shaggy little 
beasts with flaring horns, and eyes which 
blaze with a wild terror, very unlike the soft 
expression of our gentler kine. 

Across the bay which makes the harbor of 
Nairn we see the promoutories of Cromarty, 
Hugh Miller’s birth-place. One needs to 
read his life on the spot to appreciate the 
man. Think of the boy pinched by the se- 
verest poverty, never well-fed or well clothed, 
roamiug by himself along the beach, clamber 
ing over wet rocks, coaxing from Nature her 
choicest secrets, then, laboring with his 
might, still meeting and defying hardships, 
which our poorest laborers never conceived of, 
through all his young manhood, ever reading 
and translating, the records visible only to 
his unveiled eyes, and fainting by the way at 
last when the weight of his burthens was 
too much for even his great brain, but not till 
he had made his name one of which bold 
Scotia proudly boasts, and one which those 
who h onor the man lor bis manhood ipea 
reverently. J. E. E. S.

bally set upon by this large and elegant man 
that it is a wonder that she did not go mad. 
And still he talked and talked and talked— 
and she was crying and crying. 

The friends of bis youth came to see him.

Political Babies. 
About two or three weeks before election! 

even during the most quiet canvasses, it has 
been a long established custom of Democratic 
journals iu this state to break out in capitals 
and full face type, reminding the reader of 
an annual cutaneous eruption. In these ar- 

ticles thus published there are all kinds of 
statements for which no one is held responsible 
and which only the most simple minded ever 

give the least credence to. Indeed, so accus- 

tomed has the public become to this kind of po- 
litical journalism, thatthe most startling state, 
ments fail to cause the slightest comment even 

among the idlest crowds of politicians. Con- 
sequently any considerable attention bestow- 
ed by Republican journals in replying to such 
groundless falsehoods is worse than wasted. 

To show the ingenious character of this 
class of statements and their utter falsity, we 
can do no better than to refer to a statement 
of the Argus, claiming to be based on the 
biennial register of 1873, that the number of 
civil officers connected with the federal gov- 
ernment is 86,660 against 44,500 in 1869. 
Doubtless the Argus is not entirely responsi- 
ble for this statement since that Democratic 
leader, Fernando Wood, made the same 
on the floor of the House of Represen- 
atives last March. If onr neighborhad been 

a little more careful—if he had examined and 
counted the names of officials in the “blue 
book,” he would have found that this Five 
Points Reformer had stuffed that pamphlet 
on nearly the same principle that he has 
stuffed ballot boxes in the slums of the me- 
UUpUllB. 

When Mr. Wood made his speech in Con- 
gress last spring, he stated that of the 86,660 
of the civil officials, 60,225 were employed in 
the postal department. Mr. Packer of Penn- 
sylvania, met this statement by showing that 
including postmasters, clerks, route agents, 
mail contractors and every employe of the 
service even to the boy who gets $5 a year for 
taking a mail bag from a train to an office, 
there were 47,010, instead of the 60,225 as 
stated by Mr. Wood—a difference of 13,215, 
due to this gentleman’s habit of stuffing. 

In his speech Mr. Wood gave the number 
of postal officials in 1859 as 38,294, when the 
mail routes of the country measured 31,000 
miles against 72,000 at the close of 1873, and 
during which time the business of the depart- 
ment has more than doubled. Certainly an 
increase of less than 10,000 employes for 
more than double the work is not very ex- 

travagant. 
In the War Department, Mr. Wood gave 

the civil list as numbering 1666, to which 
Mr. Kellogg of Connecticut, replied that there 
are 992 by actual count, the balance being 
undoubtedly officers of the army and cadets 
at West Point. 

The authority of the’ Argus—Mr. Wood- 
made the most startling error in the Navy 
Department, where he quotes the register to 
show that the civil list in that department 
has leaped from 201 in 1871 to 8241 in 1873. 
In reply to this Mr. Kellogg on the floor of 
Congress, with the register in his hand said 
that all the employes of that department, in- 
cluding civil service officials, all the officers of 
the navy from the highest to lowest, includ. 
ing the navy cadets of Annapolis—all number 
only 2349, of which only.132.are strictly civil 
employes. Here the Argusl list loses 8000 
civil officials. The balance of Mr. Wood’s 
figures, which the Argus copies, are of a 

piece with those already given, and his false- 
hoods were so bare when exposed that their 
author never attempted to defend them. He 
forgot to state that since 1866, the civil list of 
internal revenue bureau has been reduced 
from 8599 to 3533 in 1873.

Fryeburg. 
The meeting at Fryeburg broke up yesterday- 

morning. The closing services were of an in-

The Blueberry Crop. — Eepoirs from 
Washington County says the blueberry crop, 
which is large, and of much value, has been 
injured by frosts. The business is immense, 
the pickers numbering several hundreds. They 
occupy the Great Plains, mostly located in the 
towns of Cherryfield, Deblois and Columbia. 
The owners of the land now receive one-fourth 
of a cent per quart for all picked, the tariff be- 
ing paing by owners of the Canning Works at 
Jonesport, Millbridge and other points. The 
income to land proprietors ranges from 84 to 
820 per day. The pickers receive Bix to seven 
cents per quart. Probably three hundred bush- 
els per day are moved from the Plains to the 
several canning establishments. One hundred 
tents and camps are occupied by pickers ou the 
grounds. Whole families camp there tbe en- 
tire season. Twelve year old boys and girls 
earn two and three dollars per day each. On 
tlie night of August 22d, ice formed in water 
left in buckets around the camp doors on the 
Dlains. 

Obituary.—Hon. Joshua Herrick died in 
Alfred Sunday, aged 82 years. Mr. Herrick 
was a native of Beverly, Mass., aDd moved to 
this state when but a youth. For some time 
he was superintendent of the cotton mills in 
Brunswick. When he left there he took up his 
residence in York county, and was collector of 
Kennebunk from 1829 to 1841, In 1842 he was 
elected to Congress, serving one term. He 
was a warm personal friend of the late Prof. 
Morse, and was concerned in the establishment 
of the first line of telegraph between Wash- 
ton and Baltimore. 

Washington County Politics.—A letter 
from a reliable gentleman in political circles in 
Washington county says that the candidates 
for senators, Messrs. Campbell and Corthell, 
cannotbe claimed as HamliD men in any sense, 
the leading supporter of the former from his 
own town declaring at the convention that 
Mr. Campbell is anti-Hamlin. Machias is so 

dissatisfied with the way in which the nomina- 
tion was secured for Mr. Campbell—the wishes 
of the western part of the county being ig- 
nored—that a bolt is imminent.

Our New York Letter. 

Trial Trip of the City of Peking—A dis- 

tinguished Party and n delightful Cruise. 

New York, Aug. 31, 1874. 
The steamship “City of PekiDg” is tho largest 

vessel ever launched from an American ship- 
yard—the largest merchantman ever built save 

tho “Great Eastern”—and her projectors saga- 
ciously conceived the idea of introducing her to 
her native element amid the festivities of an 

excursion party. But first, in order to give es- 

pecial eclat to the occasion they secured a 

promise from President Grant that he would 
grace the voyage with his presence. This ar- 

ranged, they proceeded to get up the affair on 

a scale of magnificence altogether without 
precedent. The invitation cards, engraved 
with taste and eleganoe, were issued with such 
limitation as to ensure every possible comfort 
to the guests. The embarkation began at 8 
A. M. on the 26th inst., and the privileged vis- 
itors, when they reached the deck of the great 
ship, were ushered into a drawing room, richly 
carpeted, gorgeously decorated with flowers 
and furnished with a grand piano, and all the 
concomitants of social comfort. Thence they 
were transferred to a luxurious saloon below, 
where Delmonico himself was in attendance, 
with an efficient corps of practiced assistants, 
to regale them with a luxurious breakfast. 
While the refection was in progress the Peking 
steamed out of the harbor, to the music of a 

full hand. At Sandy Hook President Grant 
and his wife came on board, and some other 
ladies and gentlemen, resident at Long Branch 
and its vicinity. From this point the voyage 
fairly began. The day was exquisite, and 
nothing was lacking that could give enjoyment 
to the scene. A little later, to be sure, there 
were among some of the ladies, symptoms of 
mil de mer that detracted from their relish of 
the creature comforts provided so lavishly, and 
possibly from their appreciation of the beauties 
of Neptune’s expansive domain; but the num- 

ber thus affected was comparatively small, for 
tho waves proved neither angry nor turbulent. 

A statistical passenger, who examined the 
purser’s roll, announced that there were three 
hundred and fifteen guests on board. Of these 
not less than an hundred were ladies. The 
government was fully represented. Besides the 
Chief Magistrate and the Vice President, there 
were the Secretary of War and the new Post- 
master General, both of them admirably calcu- 
lated to contribute largely to the social pleas- 
ures of such an expedition by their genial man- 
ners ana sprightly conversation. The Senate 
was personated by Mr. Buckingham of Con- 
necticut, a gentleman of venerable, thoughtful 
mien, of grave but not austere countenance. 
The popular branch of Congress supplied 
several of its members for the occasion. 
Pennsylvania sent four, among whom was that 
eminent champion of protection and paper 
money, William D. Kelley, whose worship of 
coal and iron ha3 rendered him utterly oblivi- 
ous of the science of political economy and im- 
patient of the restraints imposed by the law o f 
gravitation. It is worth one’s while to see this 
earnest, honest enthusiast, and hear him dilate 
with all the ardor of assured conviction in ad- 
vocacy of propositions which, the experience of 
ages has demonstrated to be fallacious, such 
as to make a currency better by increasing its 
volume and thereby diminishing its value, or to 
bestow larger freedom upon commerce by put- 
ting it in legislative gyves. But he is an up- 
right man, and his constituents return him so 

regularly to hi3 seat, that he seems to hold a 

lifelong tenure of it, and he adheres to his her- 
esies with a tenacity which the logic of events 
cannot shake nor the force of reasoning dis- 
turb. His colleagues, to name them in the 
order of seniority, were Charles O’Neill of 
Philadelphia, Gen. James S. Negley of Pitts- 
burg, who served in the Mexican War in the 
first year of his majority, -and made a gallant 
record in the Union Army during the rebellion, 
and Washington Townsend of West Chester 
the representative of the Congressional district 
in which the Peking was built. 

New York gave the excursion but a single 
one of her three-and-thirty Congressmen, and 
that was Hon. Thomas C. Platt of Owego, not 
one of the talking men of the House, but a 

thorough business man, with a large fund of 
practical common sense, and a capacity for 
affairs which has brought him fortune and in- 
dependence at an early age, for it is only thir- 
teen months since he got on the shady side of 
forty. 

Connecticut put in an appearance through 
the member from New Haven, Hon. Stephen 
W. Kellogg, who is the perfect incarnation of 
the activity, thrift, and faculty for adapting 
means to ends, which is so characteristic of 
that busy laboratory of combs, clocks, and uni- 
versal Yankee notions. One doesn’t wonder so 

much, come to see him, how he succeeded 
three times in carrying a district in which the 
adverse majority is gederaily large—the last 
time beating ex-Governor English, who had 
previously enjoyed the prestige of invincibility 
—for he is imbued with a spirit of restless en- 

ergy which is proof against all discouragements 
and superior to every foreboding of failure. 

New Jersey in lieu of a Congressman sent us 

her Governor, and a remarkably fine specimen 
he is. too. of nhvsical. intellectual and moral 

manhood. His tall stature and commanding 
presence would have made him an object of in- 
terest in any assemblage, but an acquaintance 
engendered by three days’ association with him 
deepened the sense of respect and good-will for 
him which the first introduction invariably in- 
spired. 

The army, the navy, the press, the bar (le- 
gal), Wall street and the exchange sent its 
delegates. Even Postmaster James, whose as- 
siduous devotion to the exacti ag duties of his 
place is without parallel in official life, and 
calls forth the warnings of his medical adviser 
and the entreaties of his friends, laid aside his 
other cares—for this; time only—to attend to 
the service of the Pacific Mail. 

But the ladies!—No!—Jenkins has rights 
which I am bound to respect; otherwise 
I should like to express my admiration of their 
appearance and behavior throughout the voy- 
age. Amid the pallor of seasickness, and the 
lurches of the ship, they bore themselves with 
patient resignation and uncomplaining forti- 
tude. All the rest of the time they were con- 
tinual contributors to the gratification of their 
companions in every variety of womanly fas- 

j cination. They sang, they played, they 
talked, or listened to the talk of others 
with equal grace and sweetness. The 
President’s wife, albeit she began the voy- 
age with every purpose to derive pleasure from 
it, was perhaps one of the earliest to give indi- 
cations of that languor which results from 
disagreement with the sea, and there was an 

observable subsidence of her hilarity in tho 
course of the afternoon. Even Gen. Grant 
himself was heard to remark toward evening 
that he didn’t feel altogether as well as be was 
wont to on land, though he took his place at 
the dinner table, and kept the deck afterwards 
till ten o’clock. It was very evident he did not 
undertake this adventure from any extravagant 
prepossession in favor of “a life on tho ocean 
wave.” He has an immense idea of the im- 
portance of cultivating commercial relations 
with the populous empire beyond the golden 
gate of the Pacific. His utilitarian nature is 
quickened by statistics of the wealth which lies 
in the mines and granaries of the Pacific states 
and the vast possibilities of tho great world be. 
yoad.He has exhibited a lively sympathy with 
every enterprise which has had for its object an 

increase of facilities for communication between 
the East aud the West. Ho is strongly dis- 
posed to give personal and official encourage- 
ment to every undertaking which promises to 
stimulate the agricultural and mechanical in- 
dustries of the country by opening new markets 
for their products, and to broaden the avenues 

of immigration. The same spirit of thrift 
which placed him in the front rank of contem- 

porary statesmen, and in advance of the age, 
when ho sought to enhance the national pros- 
perity by the acquisition of one of the most 

fertile islands in the tropics, prompts him to 
look with eager satisfaction upon a movement 
which tends to enlarge the area of commerce 

and furnish profitable occupation for American 
shipwrights. Holias illimitable faith in the 
resources, the progress and the manifest des- 
tiny of the RejJublic. Her precious metals, 
her teeming harvests, her works of skill, are to 
his mind so many active agencies in perfecting 
the grand climax of civilization which is the 
acme of human ambition. 

Of the arrival at Newport, and the departure 
thence on the following day of the President 
aud Mrs. Grant, Vice President Wilsonj Gen.

der the escort of the Governor of Massachusets 
and his suite, the telegraph has made suitable 
chronicle. Our generous hosts, the directors 
of the Pacific Mail Steamship Company, an- 

ticipated every want of their guests. Small 
steamers were in service throughout the day to 

convey us to the shore, carriages wore in wait- 

ing on the pier to carry us to the Ocean House, 
rooms were assigned there to all who chose to 

occupy them, and it was simply a matter of 

preference that led nearly all of us to return to 
the ship early in the afternoon and dine with 
Delmonico, instead of remaining to regale our- 

selves at Mr. Weaver’s bounteous board. In 
fact we took several of Mr. Weaver’s guests 
with ns, quite enough to fill the places of the 
deserters who had gone off to Martha’s Vine- 
yard and Cape Cod. * 

During the day many thousands of people 
visited the ship, and she was an object of curi- 
osity and interest to the residents of and visitors 
at the city by the sea, in whose commodious 
harbor she had sought a temporary haven. 

After a sumptuous dinner in the spacious sa- 

lmon, the decks were put in erder for a mass 

meeting, and the Peking was, to quote one of 
the speakers, subjected to the final and 
severest test of her powers of endurance in 
being compelled to encounter a storm of 
American eloquence. Bussell Sage, the Pres- 
ident of the company, led off in an appropriate 
and interesting sketch of the history of the 
corporation he represented, and the aims and 
objects of the new departure which tho excur- 
sion was designed to initiate. Mr. Sage was 
formerly a member of Congress from the Troy 
district in this state, but for several years has 
resided in this city and is one of the leading 
railway managers of the country. Hi$ intro- 
duction into this corporation is recent, and he 
took hold of it at a time when its fortunes 
were so desperate that it seemed inevitable for 
a while that it must go into bankruptcy. Last 
October its stock was selling below 25 per cent. 
It has now advanced to 47 or 48. By close econ- 

omy, by a careful husbanding of resources, by 
judicious use of all the means of revenue at its 
disposal, it has been lifted into such compara- 
tive soundness of condition, that the Directors 
have seen their way clear to contract for this 
ship, which cost equipped $1,300,000, and also 
for her companion, the “Tokio”■—they call them 
“the City of” Peking and “the City of” Tokio, 
but I hope they will have the good sense to 
avoid such a superfluity of title before the ves- 
sels are registered, for it is at once an affecta- 
tion and an imitation—the Tokio to follow im- 
mediately and to be ready for sea within sixty 
days. They have also given orders for three 
ships of 3000 tons burden each—these being 
nearly double that size. All of them are to be 
built by John Roach at his shipyard on the 
Delaware. 

This great corporation has now thirty-two 
steamers afloat of au aggregate burden in round 
numbers of an hundred thousand' tons; of 
these seven are new screw boats, and the resi- 
due are side wheelers. They run a line from 
New York to Aspinwall, 1900 miles, Panama to 
San Francisco, 3200 miles, San Francisco to 
Hong Kong,6200 miles--ll,300.Besiiies this main 
line, five of their side wheel boats, from 2000 to 
2700 tons, ply between Yokohama and Shang- 
hai. They also have a regular line from San 
Francisco to San Diego, a distance of 480 miles, 
and another from Panama to Acapulco. 

As an example of the enormous saving of 
cost in the employment of screw steamers in 
the place of side wheelers, Mr. Sage cited the 
comparison between the last voyages of one of 
each class of these boats. 

The Henry Cbauncey (side wheel) ran from 
Panama to San Francisco in seven days and 
four hours, consuming 552 tons of coal, or at 
the rate of 77 tons daily. 

The Acapulco made the same voyage in seven 

days and eight hours, using 183 tons of coal, 
less than a third as much as the Henry Chaun- 
cey, or at the rate of 25 tons daily. 

Here was a saving not merely of 369 tons of 
coal in a seven days voyage, but of the space 
which that quantity of fuel occupied. Either 
would have afforded a reasonable profit of such 
a trip. 

The side wheel steamer Japan, one of the 
largest of the fleet, 4500 tons burden, barns six- 
ty tons of coal—not a severe consumption for a 

ship of her class. 
The Peking is 5500 tons burden. The same 

speed can be got out of her with 40 tons of coal, 
and she can carry twice as many passengers and 
three times as much freight. 

Gov. Parker succeeded Mr. Sage and was 
followed by Mr, Kellogg, Mr. Townsend, Mr. 
Kelly, Gen. Horace Porter, one of the wittiest 
speakers ia the country, Erastus Brooks and 
others. Loud calls were made for Mr. Roach, 
hut with the characteristic modesty of genius 
he refused to appear. He was cheered heartily, 
however, as every allusion to him throughout 
the meeting had been. Mr. Rufus Hatch, the 
managing director, whose share in the conduct 
of the excursion, as well as in the resuscitation 
of the fortunes of the company was apprecia- 
tively recognized, was also summoned to the 
improvised rostrum, but could not be persuad- 
ed to make his bow to the expectant audience. 

After the meetiug adjourned there was vocal 
and instrumental music in profuse abundance 
and of excellent quality, and dancing to- the full 
capacity of the extensive deck. 

At midnight the last visitors were despatched 
to the shore, and soon after the floating* castle 
was speeding homeward. The ensuing morn- 

ing was as lovely as the two preceding days had 
proved, and the enjoyment of everybody on 

board seemed to have become even greater as a 
better acquaintance grew up among the pas- 
sengers, and reminiscences of the excursion 
seasoned the conversation of the parting hours. 

We cast anchor in New York next day at 
about one o’clock P. M„ but Mr. Delmonico 
had by that time spread out one of his most 
tempting feasts, of which all were disposed to 
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o’clock, or thereabouts, before the little steam 
vessels began to bear away the gratified voyag- 
ers. On reaching the wharf carriages were at 
hand to bear the company to their respective 
destinations. Nothing whatever had been for- 
gotten or omitted which could conduce to the 
pleasure of the guests. It was in all respects a 

perfect affair of its kind, and reflects the high- 
est possible credit upon the taste and hospital- 
ity of the directors, under whose auspices it 
was conceived and accomplished. They exhib- 
ited no less discernment in the selection of their 
visitors than in the preparations for their en- 
tertainment. The ladies and gentlemen of the 
party were carefully observant of propriety, and 
yet not in the slightest degree formal nor con- 

strained. The utmost good humor prevailed 
throughout the trip, but no coarseness of speech 
or action, no excess of boisterousness. Wine 
flowed in abundance, but there was not an in- 
stance of immoderate use of it. The President 
conducted himself with his usual urbanity, and 
mingled with his fellow passengers with that 
entire absence of pretension which is so marked 
a feature of his character. He hasn’t a particle 
of the pride of station about him, and yet there 
is an atmosphere of dignity around him which 
compels the instinctive deference of all who 
come into his presence. He is fond of and al- 
ways ready to take a full share iu conversation 
if he is in company which is congenial to him. 
But his capacity for reticence, when he is not 
entirely sure of his audience, is inexhaustible. 
He is a kindly natured man. This trait is ob- 
servable in his minutest actions. He is also a 
gallant man, in the best sense of the term. His 
attentions to his wife, though never obtrusive 
nor demonstrative, are, nevertheless, always 
constant and delicate. 

Altogether the initial voyage of the stately 
Peking gives augury of a successful career upon 
the Pacific ocean, whither she will shortly wend 
her way, a fine specimen of American skill and 
enterprise, and representing in an especial man- 
ner the cosmopolitism of our country, since her 
builder is an Irishman by birth, but has found 
a home and a field for his genius in the great

Topham Celebration. 

Bath, Aug. 29, 1874. 
“Popbam day,” now fairly inaugurated as a 

popular Kennebec picnic occasion, dawned 
amid attractive climatic surroundings, and 
ended a great success. 

At the appointed hour the barge “Yosemite ’’ 
a Sagadahoc nondescript water-craft of great 
capacity and convenience, wasjfilled to a pleth- 
oric condition. Some eight hundred to a 
thousand people, representatives of the better 
circles of society, were emptied upon her decks 
from in-coming trains and the streets of the 
city of Bath. 

The passage to the mouth of the Kennebec 
waters, the “Sagadahoc” of the Aboriginies of 
1007 was enlivened by varied martial music 
from the Bath band. 

At 11.30 the landing was made on the wharf 
of Fort Popliam—a substantial granite work 
great strength, but uncompleted, and the largo 
company was greeted by some three hundred 
already gathered from the surrounding islands 
and water courses and farm houses of the 
mainland, in water-craft and land carriages. 

The Maine Historical Society was represent- 
ed by its committee, of which Hon. Chas. J. 
Gilman of Brunswick was chairman. Wo 
also noticed the President of the Society, Hon. 
T. W. Bradbury, and Rev. Dr. Leonard' Woods) 
renerable indeed, but as courteously and in- 
teligently communicative as ever. With the 
ixceptiou of Dr. Hough of New York, the 
;peaker ol the occasion, tho literary make-up of 
lie occasiou was pretty much of homemade 
-tuff, of which Governor Dingley was by uo 
ncans the least conspicuous element, 

* 

Hod. B. C. Bailey of Batb,the efficient chair- 
man of the “Popham committee” of that city, 
in brief, but pertiuent remarks, called the as- 

semblage to order, and invited Gov. Dingley to 
preside, who in a very brilliant response, hap- 
pily introduced the literary treat of the occa- 
sion by saying: 

Among our anniversary days, this is the pride 
of Maine, when on this spot, 267 years ago, 
New England began its life, and although his- 
tory has not recorded all the facts connected 
with its beginning yet here thirteen years beb ra 
Plymouth’s day, the hum of English civiliza- 
tion and industries were heard. 

Dr. Hough, the orator of the occasion, then 
said: 

This event brings 113 to the spot where 267 
years ago England began her actual possession 
of New England. Saying nothiug of Scandina- 
vian visits, and after the ample discussions of 
the purposes and character of the colonization 
undertaken here, 1 only remark that the pur- 
pose was for permanent occupation. The agen- 
cy of woman would have been fortunate in this 
undertaking, and we may seek in vain for the 
details of the first landing, which have led to 
the great point of interest “Pemaquid,” which 
in a century grew into the metropolis of New 
England before Boston was, as the state pa- 
pers trom ifs inhabitants show. 

Recurring to the voyages of Gasnald, Pring 
and Weymouth, and the facts tending to show 
“Pemaquid” to have been a busy manufact- 
uring and commercial place, Dr. 
Hough gave a very intelligent and 
graphic exhibit of the state affairs in the court 
of Charles II, which led to the erection of Pem- 
aquid into a ducal state as the patrimony of 
the Duke of York and a province of the state 
of New York, (1660-4,) and also a vindication 
of the ducal governor, Andros. His sketches of 
Maverick were novel and interesting, and of 
his relations both to Massachusetts and the 
government of the ducal state, as an intimate 
and trusted friend of the crown administration, 
and especially of his personal relations and in- 
fluence with the Duke of York. He said Mav- 
erick was a staunch Episcopalian, and as such 
an object of distrust, and a subject of more or 
less detraction and persecution with the ruling 
powers of the bay government. 

“In the presence of the children”, said Dr. 
Hough, “one should speak well of the 
parent, but where has ever existed a power 
which has shown itself so ready to govern her 
neighbors as well as herself, as has the people 
of|Massachusetts;’* it was even applied to New 
York in an at tempt to stretch her rule over 
seven counties of that state on the banks of 
the Hudson. 

Such were the salient points of an interesting 
and instructive paper. 

The address was followed with brief remarks 
by the Hon. James W. Bradbury, Hon. Geo. 
T. Davis of Portland, Bev. D. Cushman of 
Bath, the historian of “Sbeepscot farms” of 
1625, R. 1C. Sewall of Wiscasset, and C, J. 
Gilman of Brunswick, as; called out by Gov. 
Dingley, and all in further illustration of the 
objects of the occasion, which may he regarded 
no n niAof annoncafnl ioann r\f fKia nnnnlna as a must successful issue ui tins popular state 
celebration. 

Dominion Notes. 
The Council of Agriculture for the Province 

of Quebec intends publishing a monthly illus- 
trated agricultural journal. 

Canada is looking forward to a hard winter 
for her laboring men on account of stagnation 
in the lumber trade, and the Montreal Witness 
urges the government to push forward the pub- 
lic works to give them employment. 

The Victoria(B. C.,) Standard has been auth- 
orized to state that the Provincial Government 
has agreed to leave the question in controversy 
between British Columbia and the Dominion 
in reference to the railway, to the arbitration of 
Lord Carnarvon. 

The canning of salmon is being carried on 
extensively on the Pacific coast of British 
America, and one establishment will this year 
put up 250,000 cans of those fish, besides send- 
ing large quantities, salted, to Australia and 
the Sandwich Islands. 

For some time hack peat fuel has been used 
on the locomotives of the Grand Trunk going 
east from Montreal. The result was not satis- 
factory, and it has been decided to abolish its 
use on passenger trains, though it will be con- 
tinued on freight trains. 

Newfoundland is becoming alarmed in re- 
gard to the seal fishery. It is found that the 
seals are being killed off more rapidly than 
they are produced, and, if measures of protec- 
tion are not taken, the seal fishery will soon 
become a thing of the past. The oil pioduced 
in 1874 was 2,835 tons less than in 187a 

A project is now on foot in Newfoundland to 
construct a railway across the Island. It is to 
be some four hundred miles long. It is pro- 
posed to have steamers crossing to Cape Breton, 
and then to connect with the lntercolonlal 
Railway. By this plan, the projectors contend, 
thejvoyage to Europe could be made more quick- 
ly and much more safely than at present. 

Mr. S, McDonald, of Dundas, is in Manitoba, 
engaged in prospecting for a reservation in be- 
half of a colony from East Ontario, under the 
auspices of W. Gibson, M. P„ for Dundas, Mr. 
Barrie of Morrisburg, and himself. They pro- 
pose taking to Manitoba 400 families, 150 of 
whom are at the preseut moment ready to 
start.

KENNEBEC COUNTY. 
In tearing down an old house in Augusta the 

other day an elegant gold chain which was lost 
some fifteen years ago, was found in the 
laths. 

The ice business is very dull on the Kenne- 
bec; only two or three vessels are loading at 
Gardiner at the present time. It is estimated 
that one hundred and fifty thousand tous re- 
main ou the Kennebec to be sold. Those par- ties that were offered early in the season four 
dollars a ton now see their mistake in refusing 
that remunerative price. The dullness proba- b.y results from ths coolness of the season. 

KNOX COUNTY. 
The contract for furnishing tho lumber for 

the new Rockland custom house and post office 
has been awarded to Stanley & Ayers. 

Herbert Flint, about 13 years old, a messen- 
ger in the telegraph office, in Rockland, fell 
from a trapeze in the basement of the build- 
ing, Saturday, and split the bone in his right 
leg. 

PENOBSCOT COUNTY. 
The Bangor police found a party of “bloods” 

beastly drunk and fast asleep in a boat at one 
of the wharves Sunday night. The boat was 
half full of water and would have soon sunk. 

The Bangor Park Association has been or- 
ganized and arranged for a meeting Sept. 29, 
39 and Oct. 1. J. P. Bass is President, W. H.

wgmg AT THE AMERICAN HOUSE 

Two Men Badly Injured by the Breaking 
of a U adder. 

Last night, about eight o’clock, the fire de- 

partment was called out by an alarm from box 
16. The department was promptly on hand 
and soon found the fire to be in the attic of the 
American House, on the corner of India and 

Middle streets. One or two men rushed to the 

room whence the smoke was issuing, and ascer- 

tained that a few buckets of water, applied at 

once, would subdue the flames. They conse- 

quently called for the water, but instead of 

passing up a pail or two of water a hose was 

headed up to the second floor, and water was 

thrown over the men on the stairs to such an 

extent that they wero obliged to retire and let 
the fire go. 

Soon the fire was found to be beyond reach, 
and the hose was withdrawn and taken to the 
outside of the building, where the windows in 
the lower stories were thoroughly mashed. 

During all this time the fire was gaining ra- 

pidly, and the flames were seen bursting 
through the roof of the building. 

At this point one of the new landers, recently 
purchased, wa= put up against the building, 
and the men of the Machigonne engine started 

up the ladder. When they were up to the top 
the water was turned on, end the ladders snap- 
ped as would a pipestem with a ton's weight 
upon it. Thomas Hammel, who was at the top, 
was not seriously injured, strange to say. al- 

though he fell from the roof to the ground. 
Albert L. Mitchell, who was near the centre of 

the ladder, fell to the brick walk beneath, 
striking on his back. Although there were no 

bones broken, it is feared thut he received in- 
ternal injuries. Samuel Thurston, who was 

near the centre of the ladder, fell heavily on the 

sidewalk, fracturing his thigh badly. Dr. Mer- 
rill set it, but he thinks it very serious. Hugh 
Marr was slightly injured. Dr. Merrill was 

promptly on hand and attended to the injured 
men at once. 

The accident delayed the firemen a little, hut 

by active efforts the fire was soon subdued. 
The attic and fourth story were badly burned, 
as well as the roof. The house was flooded 
with water from top to bottom, injuring the 
furniture badly. 

The fire probably caught from a defective 
chimney, as there ,was no light or fire in the 
attic during the evening. 

The house is owned by the Sailers’ Home So- 

ciety, and is occupied by Enos Gray, who owns 

the furniture. The damage to the house is 
about $3,800. It is well insured. The furni- 
ture is insured for $5,000 in the agency of John 
E. Dow, in the following companies: $1,000 in 

theiQueen Company, England; $1,000 in the 
Brewers of Milwaukee; $1,000 in the Amazon 
of Cincinnati, and $2,000 in the North British 
of London. It is impossible at this time to tely 
what the damage is. The entire roof is burned 

off, and the upper stories are badly burned.

The Coushatta iTrouble. 
Shreveport, La., Aug. 31.—The air is full 

of rumors concerning the Coushatta trouble, 
but noue of them can be traced to a reliable 
source. Gen.lemen who left Coushatta yester- 
day morning report all quiet and the citizens 
discussing the propriety of removing the pris- 
oners to Shreveport. It was reported to-day 
that the prisoners were intercepted near Mans- 
field by a partv of Texans and hanged, but the 
driver of the Mansfield stage, which has just 
arrived, pronounces the report entirely un 
founded. The Times received the following 
dispatch from Winder: A gentleman just from 
Red River says a company of men who started 
for Shreveport with the Coushatta prisoners 
were overtaken twenty three miles below 
Shreveport^m Sunday evening, about 3 o’clock 
by forty or fifty armed men supposed to be 
Texans from beyond the Sabine, who took the 
prisoners out of the bauds of the guard and 
killed Homer Twitcbell, Bob Lewes and Frank 
Edgerton on the spot. The other three,Howell, 
Holland aud Lewis escaped, but were recap- 
tured and are supposed to have shared the 
same taie. ane prisoners requesteu to ne tanon 
to Shreveport, aud selected the men to take 
charge of the company that was to guard them. 
Every precaution was taken that was believed 
necessary to insure their safety. The citizens 
were satisfied with the assurances that they 
would leave the state and did not desire to take 
barsh measures. The Texans swore that they 
did not intend to have such d—d scoundrels 
hunting homes in their state. The gentleman 
from whom we gather the iuformatioa says he 
saw the dead bodies of the three first named 
patties. 

This dispatch is tot generally credited here 
as various parties have arrived to-day from 
Mansfield. Keoelli and Kingston who must 
have passed near the scenes of the reported 
murders this morning, aud they bring no in- 
formation on the subject, and strong hopes are 
entertained that this report, like the earlier 
ones, may prove untrue. 

The Prisoners murdered. 
Shreveport, Aug. 31—11 P. M.—The reyorts
