SOMETHING ABOUT A SOCIETY THAT IS 

PERPETUATED BY ONE MAN. 

In Suuday’s Enquirer was published a 
short communication asking about tbe exis- 
tence of the Society of the Last Man, a social 
club which was formed in Cincinnati over 
forty years ago, the main point being loin- 
quire if any members of the society still lived, 
and, if only one were still living, who that 
one was. In yesterday’s paper another cor- 

respondent attempts to answer the inquiry, 
but, in so doing, falls into some inaccuracies 
which we will attempt to correct by giving in 
brief the story of the society, who were in it 
at first, and how its members dropped otf 
yjar by year until the solitary one who still 
remains became the sole living reminder of 
the youth and hope and life and ambition 
that inspired those breasts now forty odd 
years ago. It was one Sunday afternoon, 
the 30ih of September, in the year 1832, that 
seven young men, all of them well known 
here in Cincinnati, were gather ea together 
at the studio of Joseph R. Mason, a rising 
young portrait-painter of that (time. They 
were Dr. James M. Mason, Dr. J. L. Vat- 
tier, Fenton Lawson, Henry L. Tatem, Wm. 
Stanberry, Wm. D ane/, iun., and J. R. 
Mason. Tbe Asiatic cholera, the stalking 
phantasm of death, had just arrived on out 
shores, and was advancing up the Mississippi, and had already reached St. Louis, Tb< 
country was in a fever of alarm ovej1 the pes- 

tilence that was stalking over it, anil which 
had thus far I milled the combined skill and 
science of the entire medical profession. 
NaturaMy enough the conversation turned 
upon this subject. After it had been dis- 
cussed for a while, it was suggested that 

* 

those present should form themselves iDto a 
society to be called the Society of the Last 
Man. The main idea was that they should 
have a banquet each year, at which places should be provided for all, and that when 
only one of them remained, he was to drink 
a bottle ot' wine, which they were to provide 
at the first meeting and seal up fqr his use. 
A mahogany carket was provided tor its re- 
ception, anil ou the night of the first meeting the wills was procured and locked up, the 
key-hole filled with sealing-wax, and the 
casket sealed with the seal of the society. 
The key was moreover thrown away, so that 
by no means could the box be opened and 
closed again without its being discovered. 

The first meeting of the society was on the 
night of the 16th of October, 1832. All the 
members were present, and the ceremony of 
locking up the bottle of wine was gone 
through with. They also cast lots for the 
custodianship of|ilie casket; it being agreed 
that it should he confided to one member for 
the first year, to another for the second, and 
so on until it has gone around. Dr. Vattier 
won the lot and in his hands it was plac< d 
for the first year. For four successive anni- 
versaries did the society meet regularly with a 
full membership, all of them still living, and 
each one making it a point of duty to be 
present, no matter what else might inter V-“ne. 

In June, 1837, Dr. James Ii. Mason died, 
and their mystic number seven was broken 
into, aQd in the following October, when 
their banquet took place, there was one va- 
cant seat at the board, one plate lay at the 
table untouched. In November, 1838, Wm. 
Stanberry died, and on the follow ing year, 
when they came together again, only five sat 
at the table, and there were two va.ant 
places. In September, 1843, J. R. Mason, 
tho artist, breathed his last, and the following 
month, when the society of the last man 

cams together, there were but lour of them— 
three vacant oh airs and three upturned plates 
told the story. For seven successive years 
did these four hold their anniversary banquet 
without further change, the sealed casket be- 
ing handed around from year to year among 
those who remained. In November, 1848, 
Wm. Disney died, leaving but three ot the 
seven alive. In June,1855, Fenton Lawsou’s 
earthly career was ended, and Dr. Vattier 
and Henry L. Tatem were the only survivors. 
Mr. Tatem had possession of the casket at 
this time, and had a morbid tear that he 
would be the last man and be left with it in 
his possession. Two months after Lawson’s 
death he was taken sick, and in his delirium 
this idea obtained possession of his mind, and 
he cried, “Break open that casket and pour 
out the wine!

And Dr. Vattier became the Last 
Man 

In October, 1855, the Last Man held hit 
first solitary banquet at his home. Seven 
plates were laid, and seven chairs placed 
around the board. The caskat was placed on 
the table, Us seal brokeu, and its lid pried off. 
The bottle of wine which for twenty-three 
years bad reposed within, was opened and 
drank in silence and solitude by the successor 
of all those seven. No one was permitted to 
break that solitude, and the meal was eaten 
and drauk without the sound of a voice. An d 
each succeeding year, on the sixth of OctoJ 
ber, does the Last Man repeat the solitary r, 

past, he sitting with six vacant chairs around 
the table, with six upturned plates on the 
board. And while he sits there, in silence 
and alone, there come trooping around him 
the memories of all those who once joined 
with him in merry-making, and yet the heart 
of the kindly old man is as young and his 
feelings as tender as they were forty year ago, 
when he little thought of ever becoming the 
Last Man. 

Prevention of Cruelty to Aximals— 
Letter from the Queen.—On Monday 
afternoon, Her Imperial Highness the Duch- 
ess ofEdinburg, accompanied by His Royal 
Highness the Duke of Edinburg, attended at 
the Albert Hall for the purpose or present- 
ing prizes, given by the Royal Society for the 
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals, to childien 
belonging to schools, for the best essays on 
kindness to animals. There were no fewer 
than 463 children who had won prizes. The 
chairman read the following letter he had re- 
ceived from Her Majesty, the Queen, through 
Sir T, Biddulph: “My dear lord,—The queen 
has commanded me to address to you, as 

president of the Society for the Prevention of 
Cruelty to Animals, on the occasion of the 
assemblage in this country of foreign ;dele- 
gates connected with similar associations, and 
of (he jubilee of the society, and to request 
you to give expression publicly of Her Maj- 
jesty’s warm interest in the success of the 
efforts which are being made here and abroad 
for the purpose of diminishing the entities 
practiced on dumb animalr. The queen 
hears and reads with horror of the sufferings 
which the brute creation often undergo from 
the thoughtless and the ignorant, and she 
fears, a’so, sometimes, from experiments in 
the pursuit of science. For the removal of 
the former, the queen trusts much to the pro- 
cress of education: and in rerard to the nur- 

suits of science, slie hopes that the entire ad- 
vantage of these anaesthetic discoveries from 
which man has derived so much benefit him- 
self, in the alleviation of suffering, may be 
fully extended to the lower auiuials. Her 
Majesty rejoices that the society awakens the 
interest of the young by the presentation pf 
prizes for essays connected with the subject, 
and bears witb gratification that her son and 
daughter-in-law have shown their interest by 
consenting to distribute the prizes. Her 
Majesty also desires me to hand you a dona 
tion of £100 to the funds of the society.” 

The presentation of the prizes was then 
proceeded with. 

Locomotive Caprices.—It is perfectly 
well known to experienced engineers that if a 
dozen different locomotive engines were made 
at the same time, of the same power, for the 
same purpose, of like materials, in the same 

factory, each of these locomotive engines would come out with its owu peculiar whims 
and ways, only ascertainable by experience. 
One engine will take a great meal of coal and 
water at once; another will not bear to such 
a thing, but insists on being coaxed by spade- 
fuls ana bucketfuls. One is disposed to start 
off when required at the top of his speed;

ities are so accurately mastered by skillful 
drivers that only particular men can persuade 
engines to do their best. It would seem aa if 
s.ome of tfeese “excellent monsters” declared 
on being brought from the stable, “If it's 
Smith who is to drive, I won’t go; it It’s my 
friend Stokes, I am agreeable to anything.” 
All locomotive engines are low-spirited in 
damp and foggy weather. They have a great 
satisfaction in their work when the air is criap 
and frosty. At such a time they are very 
cheerful and brisk, but they strongly object to 
haze and mists. These are pofuts of charac- 
ter on which they are united. It is in their 

peculiarities and varieties of character that 
they are the most remarkable.

Ohio Republicanism. 
The platform of the Republican Conven- 

tion of Ohio, held at Columbus, Wednesday, 
indicates that in that state at least both par. 
ties go into the cauvass with clearly defined 
and antagonistic principles. The Republi- 
cans in their admirable platform denounce 
repudiation in every form, and demand that 
the government shall pay its honest debts in 
the money recognized by the commercial 
world. They also reaffirm the Philadelphia 
platform, which demands a return to specie 
payments, and, as if to make the declaration 
stronger, assert that the Republicans of Ohio 
believe in immediate measures to gradually 
restore our paper money to a specie basis. On 
the other hand, with great unanimity, the 
Democrats re-assert their adherence to Mr. 
Pendleton’s scheme of paying the national 
debt in greenbacks, and, without a mention 
of specie payment, declare that the currency 
of the country should be regulated by the de- 
mands of business. 

Until within a lew weeks this question of 
the currency has been the most important be- 
fore the nation, and basing the result of the 
canvass upon the utterances of both parties 
upon this single issue, the Republicans of 
Ohio ought to succeed. 

In this connection, it is curious to notice 
the important change of sentiment taking 
place among the Western Republicans on this 

subject of the currency. Directly after the 
panic it was given out that the men of the 
West demanded an expansion of the curren- 

cy, and a greater part of the members of Con- 
gress from that section acted on that pre- 
sumption. What might have been the case 

when that country was suffering from the 
gripes of the panic, cannot now be known; 
but it is true that the Republicans of Ohio 
have entirely recovered from such a fallacy, 
and if Messrs. Morton and Logan had not 

supplicated partial endorsement in their states, 
Indiana and Illinois would, to-day, stand bn 
the honest platform of Ohio. 

But since the Republicans of Maine held 
their State Convention, encouraged by the 
utterances of Demoratic conventions, politi- 
cians and journals of the North, the hot- 
headed Democracy of the South, by their 
lawless acts and violence, have revived the 
old issue, involving not only the right of citi- 
zens to exercise, without molestation, the 
right of the ballot but even the privilege of 
living in peace. Until within a few weeks 
the Republican party had considered this 
matter forever settled, and were ready to 
turn their attention to those measures of re* 
form which must follow the final adjustment 
of the question affecting the right of Ameri- 
can citizens to enjoy in peace all their political 
privileges. But since a few Democratic suc- 
cesses in the North and the assurances of such 
leaders as Senator Eaton of Connecticut, that 
they will be their champions, the Southern 
Democracy have disclosed their purpose to 
secure victory by a system of bloody deeds 
that will keep every defenceless colored man 
from the polls. 

Intent on securing past successes, the Re- 
publicans of Ohio turn their faces to the old 
issue and declare that first of all things Amer- 
ican citizens, regardless of race or color, must 
have their personal rights secured, even if 
the federal government is obligod to interpose 
its strong arm. Thus, the Ohio Republicans 
but express the sentiment of the entire party, 
and Maine will respond by the Jreturn of its 
present delegation to Congress by substantial 
majorities. 

Meanwhile, our adversaries, eager to be re- 

stored to public confidence, will ignore this 
Issue and all other issues, preferring as politi- 
cal scavengers to hunt the streets for petty 
scandal and to make capital out of distorted 
facts. 

This has been, hereabouts, a season of 
marchings and parading3 to an unusual de- 
gree what with secret society reunions, mil- 
itary excursions, mu iters and all the rest-and 
the tendency toward large and fine bands of 
music has beeu quite marked, giving 
rise sometimes to what might be called tad° 
pole processions—with a tremendous head of 
music and officers, and a ridiculous tail of i 

marching privates. This sort of dispropor- j 
tion is, however, by no means new ,but finds 
• rival in the warlike excursion told in spright- 
ly vein by Aytoun: 

Fhairsbon swore a feud, 
Agiinst the clan McTavhh, 

Marched into tbeir land 
To murder and to ravish; 

For he did resolve \ 
To extirpate the vipers 1 

With four-aud-twenty-mcn < 
And flve-and-thirty pipers. 1 

The English are determined to do away ! 
with bribery in elections, if legal enactments 
are of avail. The ne w election law makes 
the payment even of traveling expenses ille- 
gal, if the agent knows the elector is about 
to vote for his candidate. Some of the con- 

victions under the law are very amusing to 

ail except the convicted parties. For exam- 

ple, Baron Grant announced previous to the 

election that on a certain day thereafter he 

would give a supper and a display of fireworks 
and that those who should attend would be 

presented with a rosette and a badge bearing 
his portrait. The judicial authorities con- 

strued this as an illegal inducement. Really 
the British elector must be made of different 

stuff from his American brother to be influ- 
enced by the promise of a badge and a rosette. 

Even an election supper is not ordinarily a 

feast for the gods, and should not warp a 

man’s judgment to any extraordinary extent. 

Temple Bab has been slavishly imitating 
Davy Crockett’s celebrated coon. It was 

given out one day that the venerable 

structure would probably be torn down, and 
next day, as soon indeed as ever it heard the 
news, the old pile began to tumble of its own 

accord, and it was found necessary to stay 
its suicidal course with props. As there are 

no heads of traitors on its pikes now there 
seems to bo no good reason why it should 
continus to exist. However, it is not too 

late to procure the heads. Brooklyn stands 
ready to furnish one. 

The number of letters transmitted through 
the post office in the year 1863 was 502,000,- 
000; in the year which ended June 30th 1874, 
900,000,000—an increase due to the volumi- 
nous correspondence called forth by efforts to 

suppress the Beecher scandal. These 398,- 
000,000 letters are understood to be in Mr. 
Frank Moulton’s possession and are to be 
photo-lithographed and published in the 
Graphic. 
It is announced that on Monday the 21st 

inst. the first number of The Republic, a first 
class daily Republican newspaper, will be 
issued by the New York Republican News- 
paper Association. It will be a “double sheet 
devoted to the general news of the day, and 
the review and discussion of the various po- 
litical, finaucial and literary events of the 

time.” 

Some idea of the distress in Arkansas, 
consequent on the failure ot crops, may be 
gathered from the proposition introduced in- 
to the convention at Little Rock, to the effect 
that no execution shall issue upon any judg- 
ment in the state for eighteen months, and 
that no sale shall be male upon any decree in 

chancery for the same period. 

Current Notes. 
The Boston Advertiser in speaking of the 

defeat of Judge Poland in Vermont, says 
that in addition to the local influences 
against him, “some support was given by 
one or two things iu the official conduct of 
Judge Poland, which his opponents magni- 
fied out of all proportion to the importance. 
The measure of the last session, which has 
been industriously represented as a “press- 
gag law,” has been used against him persis- 
tently and with malice. Whatever errors of 
judgment Mr. Poland may have made, he 
has rendered important services to his state 
and country not to be soon forgotten.” 

We had never wished T. T. anything so 
bad as that. G. F. T. says he has written 
him sixteen letteis within a week.—N. Y. 
Mail. 

In noticing the Southern outrages, the 
Hartford Courant remarks: “Meanwhile for 
every union-lover there is food for thought in 
the significant fact that these murders and 
outrages are most epidemic whenever tem- 
porary successes, south and north, have in- 
flated the old rebel-democratic party with the 
hope of again crawling into power.”

The civilized 
world will have no long hesitation in lending 
to a country which knows how to.pay so well 
as these figures indicate.—Stockholder. 

The French correspondent of the Arcadian 
writes as follows concerning the great Brook- 
lyn scandal: The Beecher-Tilton scandal is 

enchanting, interesting and delighting Eu- 

rope. The Journal de Marseillaise calls it 
TAffaite Beecher, Stilton et Victoria Vod- 
hull.’ Beecher, Stilton et Victoria Vodhuil 
are described as clergymen of the Anglican 
denomination, and a wonderful account is 
given of their adventures. It would seem 
that these three persons have somehow or 
other beeu led astray by Madame Breeches- 
tow, who is stated on good authority to be ‘the 
mother of Uncle Tom,’” 

One of the highest English authorities, 
Writing in the London Times, shows that the 
British harvest will reach 112 to 120 million 
bushels, and that but 64 to 72 million bushels 
will be needed by Great Britain outside her 
home crops. To supply this demand, our 

own and other grain-producing countries will 
have probably 88 million bushels to offer, for 
which there will be no other competitor in 
the markets of the world. England will 
therefore be obliged to import only 110 mil- 
lion dollars’ worth iustead of the 175 of the 
past year, and in her markets grain will 
scarcely be worth more than 12 shillings the 
bushel. In short, the great buyer of the 
world has the advantage of an over-supply, 
and the consequences will be felt severely by 
our farmers. 

The Bangor Commercial should not allude 
to Miss Anthory as a “frisky wren.” It is 
neither proper nor safe. There are a few bears 
still left over in Maine.—Springfield Republi- 
can. 

Of the Southern outrages, the Springfield 
Republican (independent) says: “It is almost 
impossible to overstate the gravity of the sit- 
uation, the magnitude of the peril, the neces- 

sity for prompt and energetic action. We 
are not thinking now of the fall elections, 
nor even of the probability of armed federal 
interference with i^s train of consequences. 
We are thinking of the inevitable reaction in 
public sentiment at the North; we are thiuk- 
ing of the inevitable halt to all progress, 
moral, political, material, at the South. The 

prospect is simply appalling.” 
The Louisville Couricr-Jovrnal cries out: 

“We give it up. There was a chance that 
the next Housj of Representatives would not 
be Radical. That chance is gone. The out- 
breaks in Kentucky and the massaere in Ten- 
nessee settle that much. No people, no party 
could stand under such a load as the people 
of th« South and the Democratic party of the 
Noith are forced to carry. 

A List of Outrages.—The following is a 
condensed statement of some of the current 
outrages in the southern states: 

On Friday last a passenger train on the Ala- 
bama and Chattanooga railroad was stopped, 
at York station, in Alabama, by a false signal, 
and the colored mail agent was taken by 
masked citizens and murdered, simply because 
his skin was black. In the same state, in Lee 
county, a gang of Ku-Klux (now known as 
“white men,”) made a beutal assault upon a 

negro congregation peacefully engaged in Sun- 
day evening worship, killed and wounded sever- 
al,and burned the church. Congressman Hays, 
of Alabama, a Republican, belongs iu a district 
where the colored voters have a majority of ten 
thousand. But he does not dare visit Sumter 
connty for fear of assassination, and says that 
if the election were held to-day the intimida- 
tion is so great that hardly any negro votes 
would be polled. Mr. Hays is not a carpet- 
bagger, hut a native of Alabama, a graduate of 
the University of Georgia, aud lias devoted his 
life to cotton-planting and agricultural pursuits. 
Congressman l'erhain of the same state, also a 
Republican, was recently compelled to fly by 
night from his district to escape a conspiracy 
against his life. Mr. Perham is a native of j 
North Carolina, but since his third year of age 
lias lived in Alabama, and served in the con- ! 
federate army. His crime, like that of Mr. j 
Hay”, is that he dared to join the Republican 1 
party. Judge Martin, sixth auditor of tho I 
ireasury, a resident of Alabama, left his homo I , 
md returned to Washington, feeling that his 
ife was unsafe because be was a Republican. !

Obituary. 

Her. Annul Ilrmvv, LL.D. 

This distinguished teacher, professor aud 

minister, died at Havana, N. Y., August 27th. 
He will be remembered by many of the readers 
of the PuEBsjas the successful principal of Frye 
burg and of Gorham academies for a term of 
years, commencing in 1835 aud terminating in 
1848, when he was called to the pastorate of the 
Congregational church in Machias, where he 
devoted all his energies to the work of the min- 
istry for three years. Afterward he was prin- 
cipal of a semiuary at Ovid, New York, and in 
1858 he removed from Ovid to Havana to en- 

gage in the preparatory work in the establish- 
meat of the People’s College, of New York. 
He was President of this college for several 
years, and was compelled to retire in conse- 

quence of a decline of health, the iesult of a 

protracted strain upon his nervous energies to 
complete the favorite plan of his life. For 
several years Dr. Brown devoted his energies 
in procuring the passage through Congress 
of the Agricultural College bill, and there is 
abundant testimony that the success of this 
measure was mainly owing to his persevering 
efforts. He will long be remembered as one of 
the distinguished educators of the country. 
He was born in Kensington N. H., March 11th 
1804. His pupils were strongly attached to 

him, for whom he cherished a paternal inter- 
est and affection. And many in this state will 
read the announcement of his death with un- 

feigned sorrow. F. B. 

A French Decision.—The French ere a pe- 
culiar people, and tbeir peculiarity comes out 
in queer spots sometimes. A recent judicial 
decision is au instance of it. Who would sup- 
pose that a man hasn’t a right to his own 
name? Yet a French court has decided that 
undtr certain circumstances he hasn’t. It 
seems that a Dutchman named Moet, bas been 
selling champagne, using the brand “Moet & 
Co.,” which some purchasers have confounded 
with the brand of Moet & Chandon, the well 
known wine dealers. The latter firm brought 
a suit against Moet, who was ordered to discon- 
tinue using the title on his wines, and was also 
fined S7000 damages. This appears a clear case of 
injustice, If a mau may not use his own name 
ia his business the case is certainly hard. Moet 
may have had a fraudulent purpose in his use 

of his own name, but to prove such a fact 
would be extremely difficult. Tho point in- 
volved in this French decision is that a man 

may make a trademark of a name which ho 
bears in common with.others, and thus shut all 
others of that name out of the line of business 
he pursues. 

McMahon as the Avatar of Napoleon 
III.—The French peasantry, says a wise Lon- 
don Times correspondent, don’t believe that 
Napoleon III is dead, and Marshal McMahon’s 
recent journey through the provinces, intended 
to convince them of his tangible existence, has 
had just the contrary effect, for they now say 
they have seen the emperor himself, dressed as 

he always was, with mustaches and short hair, 
just a little grayer than formerly. They were, 
it is true, told that it was the marshal-presi- 
dent, but they knew better, they were sure 
that the empire existtd in Fans, and as for 
this septennat, what sort of a fablo was that? 
But it realty makes no odds what the Prench 
peasants believe, and.one might as reasonably 
despair for the republic when the Pennsylvania 
Dutchmen vote for Andrew Jacksn, as con- 
sider Frauee lost when the people see in Mc- 
Mahon only a revived Napoleon. 

Crops in Nebraska .—The Governor of Ne- 
braska has made a report in regard to the 
crops, and though, as he says, they will fall 
short in amount over those of last year, the 
prospect on the whole is favorable. Small 
grain averages well in yield and quality; corn 

crop, less than an average; roots, short; fruits, 
abundant, but poor in quality; oats and hay, 
moderate. The wheat crop is exceptionally 
fine, and as a whole the Governor says, the 
state will have more than ever before. So 
much for the croakers. Nebraska, for a new 

state, is well off. 

Obscene Postal Cards.—A Washington 
special says that the mischievous character of 
the postal cards, urged at the time the law was 
under consideration by Congress, seams to be 
realized, for it is a source of great complaint at 
the Post Office Department that cards of a very 
coarse, vulgar and improper character are very 
frequently in the mails. This is particularly 
true since the Beecher scandal arose. The mails 
are burdened with cards containing improper 
and ribald iokes and doggerel having reference 
to the Brooklyn scandal, and postmasters are 
directed to exercise unusual care to prevent 
such cards passing through the mails. 

The Grangers in California.—The latest 
accounts from the interior of California state 
that the farmers are peuring in their grain to 
the warehouses iu immense quantities, and 
they refuse to sell at present prices and are de- 
termined to hold on. The Livermore Grange 
has just shipped toJLiverpool four hundred tons 
of wheat, and the Grangers say that as soon as 

the Salinas & Monterey narrow gauge railroad 
is completed, in about thirty days, they will 
put on a steamer to San Francisco and load 
vessels direct to Liverpool with wheat this 
season.

Squall on Lake Sebago.—Almost an Acci- 
dent.—Yesterday afternoon about half-past five 
as the steamer Mt. Pleasant was proceeding 
down Lake Sebago, she wa3 struck by one of 
ths severest squalls of wind that has been 
known in that section for years, if ever. So 

suddenly did the wind strike the steamer that 
she was thrown quite on her beam ends, caus- 

ng all the cargo, furniture and ballast to 

’tumble to that side. Capt. Shaw undertook to 

put the boat head to the wind, but being so far 
out of water, the rudder had no effect. He 
then signalled for the steam to be shut off and, 
driven by the wind, she drifted down toward 
the shore nearly half an hour, when, the wind 

abating somewhat, he was enabled to partially 
right tho boat and proceed to her landing which 
had been passed in the fury of the blast. 
There were about fifty passengers, mostly 
ladies, on board, rnauy of whom became al 
most frantic; and prayers, shrieks and shout- 

ing mingled with the voice of the tornado. 

Many of the passengers put on life preservers. 
Fortunately no one was injured. Tho steamer 

was about four miles from Staudish when she 
was struck by the squall. Capt. Shaw, who 
was cool throughout, says the boat being a side 
•wheel steamer could not have been tipped over. 

Those who have always resided about the lake 

aa ythat they never saw anything like it in tho 

way of a storm. It was first seen as a black 
belt sweeping down the lake when two miles 

away, and tho next moment the steamer was 

struck and the water was as white as snow. 

State Pigeon Toubnament-The first 

state pigeon tournament ever held in Maine 

comes off at Lewiston next Tuesday and Wed- 

nesday at the driving park, under the auspices 
of the Aadroscoggiu Sporting Club.

THE STOCKimijDGE CONCE3T. 

A Brilliant Success. 

City Hall was filled last night with as fine 
an audience as Portland can afford, to greet 
Will H. Stockbridgo on his return from Eu- 
rope, and to hear him aud tho distinguished 
artists who assisted him. The rain, 
which began an hour or two before the time 
for the concert, had but slight effect on tho at- 

tendance, and from seven to eight o’clock the 

passages to the ball were thronged with peo- 
ple. At eight ail ingress ly the main stairway 
was cat off, and late comers were sent to the 
back stairway leading to the rear of the hall. 
This is a very sensible and commendable ar- 

rangement, preventing tho disturbance which 
results from entrance at tho side, and permit- 
ting the large doors to he closed, much to the 
comfort and safety of those occupying seats 

near the doors, who are thus protected from 
disagreeable drafts of cold air. 

The eoucert was a brilliant success in all 
points, aud must have been in the highest 
degree gratifying to the young beneficiary, 
whose modesty, industry and faithful study in 

cultivatiug his lalentti have drawD to him a 

general kindly feeling. His appearance was 

greeted with a warm round of applause. As 
he sang his first piece, “Don Carlo,” it was 

apparent that his study abroad had much de 

veloped bis sweet tenor voice, and a marked 

improvement was perceptible in his stage man 

tiers. As was natural, bo was exceedingly 
nervous, aud somewhat hoarse from his sea 

voyage, and hence could not do himself fnl^ 
justice. Bat the signs of development were 

distinctly visible, and the effect was very pleas 
ing to his audience. In response to .a hearty 
encore he sang the little English piece, “How 

gently here my Gondolier” in a very acceptable 
manner, evoking motif applause. He sang also 

a duo with Miss Cary, “Una Notte in Venezia,’ 
and a solo by Gottsciialk, “O Loving Hearty 
Trust on,” in both of which he merited and re- 

ceived very vigorous approval. His general 
appearauce is much improved, aud he looks 

hearty and healthy. He will he a valuable 
addition to the musical talent of this city. 

Miss Cary was, of course, glorious. The vig- 
or,fire aud heartiness of her bearing and move- 

ments are in themselves inspiring, and her 
voice was in its full power and magnificence. 
She took her public by storm aud especially de. 
lighted them by giving* as an encore to her 
first piece, the negro melody “The Old Folks 
at Home,” making a low revelation to the 
most of her auditors of the patios and beauty 
of which the song is capable. In response to 

the ranturous and importunate encore of her 
ot which tne song is cupaoie. an response ro 

tlie rapturous ami importunate encore of her 
second solo, to which she yielded with her ac- 

customed good nature, sle sang the charming 
lullaby, “UiTds of the Night,” by Sullivan,in a 

charming manner. She was never received 
herewith mere enthusiasm, which is saying a 

good deal, as she has always been a prime fav- 
orite in Portland. She evidently goes to her 
season’s work with abounding health and fresh- 
ness and with the best promise of new tri- 

umphs. 
Signor Del Puente, who made on this occa- 

sion his first appearance in Portland, achieved 
a decided success. His voice is a highly dra- 
matic baritone of great power and brilliance, 
which fonnd opportunity for display in his first 

song, “II Balen,” from Trovatore. He re- 

sponded to the ardent applause with a repetition 
of a part of the same piece. Bat it was in the 
second part that ha chiefly pleased the audience 

by his irresistibly comic rendering of “Largo 
al Factotum,” repetition of which wa3demand- 
ed most energetically and was given with even 

greater effect than before. 
With our home singers, who kindly consent- 

ed to assist their fellow musician, we had every 
reason to be satisfied, despite the severe com- 

petition to which they were subjected from the 
eminent artists who appeared. Miss Barker’s 
song was notably good, showing more power 
and volume of voice than she has ever before 
exhibited, with no diminution of the sweetness 
which always distinguished her singing. The 

quartette sang admirably, particularly in the 
second part. Of the accompaniments, it is 

only necessary to say they were by Kotzscbmar, 
to say they were all that could be desired. In 

fact, it was an entertainment without weak 
points, and was in all parts eminently satisfac 
tory—creditable to all the artists and to Mr' 
Ira Stockbridge, who has managed the affair 
for his brother from the beginning with skill 
and discretion.

bind tbe bank by contract, and the ccrtitjcal

The Court held tli tt the cashier had author- 
ity to act according to the general usage and 
course of businesseonducted by banks. Trans- 
fers of certificates of slock held as collaterals 
weie common transactions with banks. The 
signature of the cashier was that of the bank. 
His signature was given for the purpose of 
transferring title, and whenever the blank was 
filled a contract was established between the 
party who |has signed the blank assignment 
and the person whose name is rightfully filled 
in as assignee. Matthews did nut know but 
what the certificate was genuine, and were it 
any one’s business to inquire into that matter, 
it was that of the batik officers before giving to 
the fraudulent certificate the appearance of 
genuineness through their signature. Toe hank 
erred iu placing confidence in Coe to obtain the 
transfer of stock from the Railroad Co., instead 
of taking the certificate directly from the com- 
pany, They rendered themselves still more 
liable by delivering to Coe a forged instrument 
authenticated by their signature in blank to 

transfer, thus giving it a currency, and. nego- 
tiability which it would not have possessed had 
they made the transfer directly to Coe. Thus 
the bauk put in the power of Coe to commit 
fraud upon Mathews, on which this suit was 
founded. 

The conclusion is that the bank is precluded 
from setting up forgery as a defence, aud the 
plaiutiff is entitled to judgment as above.

Police Captain Tynan asked 
for an adjournment to get more evidence, bat 
afterwards came to him in the special sessions 
and produced a record of Libby’s iudictment, 
conviction aud discharge ou his own recogniz- 
ance in 1872. Not being acquainted with the 
practice he asked the clerk, Mr. Johnson, if 
that was cnougli to make a commitment and 
he said yes. Belying ou Captain Tynou and 
the clerk, and presuming that it was all cor- 
rect, he signed the commitment made out, 
without ever knowing its contents. Judge 
Donahue severely ceusured the police judge, 
and said that Charlick and Gardner had been 
convicted for less. It was his opinion that 
practices were being carried ou in the Police 
Courts which it was necessary to stop. Panoi 
houses and policy officers were tolerated and 
crime sustained i'or pecuniary and political as- 
sistance. He then discharged the prisuuer and 
he was re-arrested for another charge. Judge 
Donahue then wrote a letter to District Attor- 
ney PUeips requesting him to lay the papers in 
this case before the grand jury. 

Municipal Frauds. 
Investigation shows that the books of the 

department of charters and corporations have 
not been written up since May 1873, aud that 
during last year the appropriation was ex- 

hausted iu the spring and no complete rec- 

ord can be found of the expenditures, but it is 
ascertained that the major portions of tho 
amount expended last year have been ineop- 
norated into bills of this year iu such a man- 

ner as to defy a specification of the exact 
amount. The alterations of this year’s hills 
iu this manner amount to nearly 8100,000, f 
which doubtless cover the questionable traa-' 
sactious of last year, if uot the present year.

ternoon: 

Department of Justice, I 
Washington, D. C.. Sept. 3. ( 

Sir:—Outrages of various descriptions, and 
in some cases, atrocious murders have been 
committed in vour district, by bodies of armed 
men sometimes is disguise, and with a view, it 
is believed of overawing and iutimidatiug 
peaceable and law abiding citizens, aud de- 
priving them of the rights guaranteed to the u 

by the Constitution and laws of the United 
States. Your attention is directed to an act of 
Congress passed April 8, IStiti. entitled au act 
to protect all persons in tho United States iu 
their civil rights aud to furnish means for 
their vindication, and to another passed April 
30, entitled an act to enforce the provisions of 
tlie 14th amendment to the constitution of the 
United States aud for other purpose*; also to 
one passed May 30, 1870, entitled au act to en- 
force the right of citizens to vote in several 
States of tiiis Union, aud for other purposes 
which with their amendments, make these 
deeds of violence ami blood an offence within 
tlie jurisdiction of the general government. 

1 consider it my duty, in view of these cir- 
cumstances, to instruct vou to proceed with all 
possible euergeucy aud despatch to detect, ex- 

pose, arrest and punish the perpetrators of 
these crimes, and to that end you are to spare 
no effort °r necessary expense. Troops of the 
United States will he stationed at different 
points in your district for the purpose of giving 
you all needful aid iu the discharge of your offi- 
cial duties. 

You understand of course, that no interfer- 
ence with any political or party action not iu 
violation of law, but. tlie protection of ail 
classes cf citizens, white and colored, in tho 
free exercise of the elective franchise and the 
enjoyment of the other rights and privileges to 
which they are entitled under the constitution 
and laws as citizens of the United States. 

These instructions are issued by the authori- 
ty of the President aud with the concurrence of 
the Secretary of War,

THE BROOKLYN AFFAIR. 
Mr*. IeIiou’h Private Ktalviurjl. 

New York, Sept. 3—The Brooklyn Morn- 
ing Union says: 

The following most important' statement has 
heeu made by a most intimate friend of Mrs. 
Al ton, who frequently visits her and enjoys her entire confluence, Mrs. Tilton feeds most 
keenly, said tins friend, the cruelty with which 
she has been treated by both Mr. Beecher auu 
the Plymouth church committee in their re- 
ports; but at the same tune she is aware that, having thrown herself iu the breach, she must 
abide the consequences. She regrets exceed- 
ingly that when site left her husband’s house 
she did not take with her or destroy all that 
correspondence which he has given to the 
world. A great majority of her letters she se- 
cured through a friend who had the entree of 
the house after a portion of her correspondence 
was published in the Chicago Tribune. She 
ooes not feel at all unkindly towards Mr. Til- 
tou for using these instruments iu his own de- 
fence, but blames herself for giving him the 
opportunity. She fs much vexed at many state- 
ments that have been accredited to her about 
her feeling towards her husband, and takes ex- 
ception especially to that remark which she is 
said to have made, that “if Theodore will come 
and beg my pardon for all this upon his knees 
I will forgive him aud return to his house.” 
Mrs. Tiltou decisively says, “Ho must not come 
to me.uutil lie has publicly and forever retract-

says, is not seeking a legal separation from her 

•husband. She will take no action of this kind 
because she knows that if she should be sepa- rated from her husband he would still meet her

vyoukl be impossible to maintain the separa- 
tion. 

This sounds as if Mrs. Tilton is impressed with the belief that they will not aiways live 
apart. 

During the early days of the scandal, her

TEE LOUISIANA MASSACRE. 
Seward Cfiered for the murderers—State- 

ment bj t*or. Kellogg. 
New Orleans, Sept 3.—Gov. Kellogg has 

‘ssued a proclamation, placing a reward of 
$5000 a bead on all the persons implicated in 
the Conshatta affair, and accompanying his 
proclamation by the following statement: 

lo the Public:—Having felt it my duty to is- 
sue my proclamation offering a large reward 
for the apprehensieu and conviction of the 
murderers in the Conshatta outrage, and to the 
end that the law-abiding citizens of the state 
may fulty comprehend the magultade of the 
crime committed, and be induced to render 
more active assistance to the officers of the law, 
1 deem it proper to make the following state- 
ment of facts, gathered from reliable informa- 
tion received at the Executive Department: 

On or about the 28th day of August, 1874, a 

body of persons belonging to a semi-military 
organization, known as the White League of 
Louisiana, assembled iu the town of Conshat- 
ta. parish of Red River, in this state, for the 
purpose of compelling, by force of arms, the 
state officials of that parish to resign their po- 
sitions. The officers wera men of good charac- 
ter, most of them being largely interested in 
piantiug and mercantile pursuits. They held 
their position with the full consent of an ad- 
mittedly large majority of the legal voters of 
the parish, this being a heavily Republican 
parish, as admitted by their fusion returning 
boards. The ouly known objection to them 
was that they were of Republican principles. 

Frank Edgertou, duly qualified as Sheriff of 
the parish iu strict compliance with the laws of 
the state and of the United States, summoned 
a posse committaus of citizens, white and col- 
ored, to assist him in protecting the parish offi- 
cers in the exercise of their undoubted rights 
and duties from the threatened unlawful vio- 
lence of the White League. 

His posse, consisting of 65 men, were over- 

powered by a superior force assembled from 
adjacent parishes, and fiualiy, after several col- 
ored and White men had been killed, surren- 
dered ibeniselves prisoners with the explicit 
guarantee that their lives would bo spared if 
;he more prominen, Republicans would agree 
to leave the parish and those holding office 
would resign. These stipulations, though un- 

lawfully exacted were complied with, f’art of 
the Republican officials were then locked up in 
jail for the night. 

The following named persons were among 
those who surrendered and resigued: Homer 
.J. Twitcliell, plainer and tax collector of Red 
River parish, and deputy U. S. postmaster iu 
charge of the pest office"at Cousbatta; Robert 
A. Dewees, supervisor of registration ot De 
Soto parish: Clark Holland, a merchant and 
supervisor of registration for Red River parish; 
W. F. Howell, parish attorney aud U. S. coun- 

sel; Franks. Edgertou, sheriff of Red River 
parish, aud M. E. Willis, a merchant and jus- 
tice of the peace. 

On the following morning, Sunday, Ihe 30th, 
these persons were bound together two ard'two, 
conducted by an aimed guard to McFarland’s 
plantation, just over the parish line of Red 
River, within the boundaries of Bossier parish, 
about 40 miles east of the Texas line. There 
they were set upon aud deliberately murdered 
in cold blood. On the night preceding the 
murder members of the White League of Cad- 
do parish, mounted aud armed, left Shreveport aud were seen rididing in the direction of the 
place where the murders were committed. 
Their bodies were buried where they fell with- 
out inquest or ady formality whatever.

THE GREAT SCANDAL. 

Last Friday evening Plymouth church was 

cramuieu 10 its utmost capacity to ucar me im- 

port of the Investigating Committee to which 
had been entrusted the examination of the 

charges against Mr. Beecher. The full report 
would fill between five and six columns of this 

paper in solid type. It begins by giving the 
letters of Mr. Beecher which led to the ap- 
pointment of the committee. Thirty-seven 
persons were invited to testify before the com- 

mittee, all of whom complied with the request 
except Frank Carpenter. In the report of the 
committee there are no new developments in the 
case and no testimony is given throwing addi- 
tional light upon the question. The report as- 

sumes that both Tilton and Moulton are conspir- 
ators and shows that Tiltons first charge was that 
Mr. Beecher had made improper proposals to 
Mrs. Tilton, but, as time passed,they concluded 
to make it adultery. So far as the first charge 
is concerned the Committee have the testimony 
of Messrs. Belcher and Harmon that for more 
than two years, Tilton’s charge was only that 
of improper advances. There could be no mis- 
take about this for it so appeared 'in Mr. Til- 
tou’s|“true story” which he read to his friends 
an dmade the subject of conversation with 
newspaper people. It was not until Tilton had 
worked up his case that the charge of adultery 
was thought of—when Mr. Beecher had signed 
that senseless apologv written byJMoulton, and 
Tilton, by threat and solicitation, had extorted 
from his wife those singular confessions that 
the charge of adultery was made. The Com- 
mittee proceed to show by the testimony taken 
that there was no such idea as adultery in the 
case: First, because Mr. Beecher’s offense 
whatever it was, was one that Tilton could for- 
give which could not be true if it had bee n 

adultery; second, that in his cross-examination, 
Tilton said that Beecher said he had done Til- 
ton wrong but not so much as some 

others, referring to Mrs. Beecher and others, 
who on learning the cruelty of Tilton to 
his wife interfered to persuade her 
to leave him and influenced Bowen to discharge 
him from the Independent and Brooklyn Un- 
ion; third, by the letter of Moulton to Beecher 
who had learned of Tilton’s bad faith in retail- 
ing the stories to his associates, and wrote 
Moulton that he would make a statement pub- 
lic which would “bear the light of the judg- 
ment day,’ in which he (Moulton) advised 
Mr. Beecher against this course, but says 
to him: “You.can stand if the whole case 
is published to-morrow.” The report dwells 
at some length upon Tilton’s troubles and ap- 
plies the rules of evidence to the testimony 
from which they conclude that Mr, Beecher is 
not guilty of any impropriety in connection 
with Mrs. Tilton, but censure him for allowing 
himself to be made the dupe of Tilton and 
Moulton in connection with the case, The 
ohurchand society unanimously adopted the 
report of the committee and the conclusions 
arrived at. Moulton, who was present, inter- 
rupted Mr. Raymond, who was making a 

speech defending Mr. Beecher and accusing 
Moulton, by calling him (Raymonfl) a liar. 
This interruption was followed by censiderable 
confusion and cries of, “give him hell,” “put 
him out,” but poli cemen being present and the 
appeal of the presiding officer prevented any 
assault on the mutual friend. As Moulton left 
the church, a rush was made for him by part 
of the crowd, but he was safely escorted to his 
carriage by the police and went home. This 
action toward Moulton, however detestable he 
may be, was disgraceful in the extreme. 

It is said that both Moulton and Tilton are 
now engaged in elaborating new statements, 
and that the former will present a case against 
Mr. Beecher where he confessed adultery with 
another Umu Mia. tiiuiu, of which he 
has certain proof. 

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL. 

Postmaster General Jewell took charge of 
the postal department Tuesday.

POLITICAL. 
In this state the Repub licaus have made 

their nominations in every county except Aroos- 
took, where the coavention is held to-day. 
Most of these conventions have been charact- 
erized _by an unusual degree of harmony and 
the candidates are generally worthy of party 
support. Our voting readers shonld not forget 
that the annual election takes place a week 
from next Monday, September 14th. 

All of the Democratic state conventions held 
last week.declared against the civil rights bill, 
and those of Missouri and Ohio for paper mon- 
ey and payment of 5-20 bonds in greenbacks. 
The so-called Democratic convention in Illinois 
was an independent affair and is so claimed by 
the leading Chicago papers. 

The Bostoh Journal concludes, after looking in the field, that there is no demoralization in 
the Republican ranks in that state, such as 
several independent journals discover and have 
predicted for years. Gen. Butler wants to go to Congress again, aud the Republicans in 
Judge Hoar’s district aro signing a paper urg- 
ing him to again be a candidate. The same 
request has been made to George F. Hoar of 
the Worcester distiict. About 50 merchants in 
Boston gave Congressman Dawes a dinner 
Thursday. In a speech, Mr. Dawes said he 
was in Boston by an agreement with the Ways 
and Means Committee with reference to the 
revenue laws. 

Tbe Fenian Convention has been in session 
in New York the past week. A new constitu- 
tion was adopted and Col. John O’Mahony 
elected head Centre. 

In a letter ex-Secrelary McCulloch urges the 
withdrawal of legal tenders in order that a 
basis may te reached. He favors free banking 
and a revenue tariff. 

The Republicans of New Jersey on Thursday 
last nominated Hon. George A. Halsey for 
Governor by acclamation. The convention 
demanded an early resumption of specie pay- 
ments. 

The biennial election in Vermont took place 
Tuesday lor state officers, congressmen and a 

legislature. The indications are that the Re- 

publican majority on the state ticket, although 
Judge Peck, the Republican candidate for gov- 
ernor, has the most popular Democrat in the 
state for an opponent, will be yuite up to that 
of 1872. Messrs. Hendee and Joyce, Republi- 
cans, are elected to Congress by large majori- 
ties. In the second district, however, it looks 
as though Judge Poland would fail of a re- 

election. From the returns leoeived, Denni- 
son, Independent Ropublicau, leads Poland. 
There was a good deal of independent voting, 
the cities aud large towns in several cases 

electing Democratic representatives through 
the aid of liberal (rum) votes. 

INDIAN AFFAIRS. 

The rigorous policy inaugurated against the 
bad Indians has had a decisive and salutary ef- 
fect. Only one outrage appears duiing the 

past week—the murder of six surveyors of Law-- 
renee, Ks., 20 miles from Fort Dodge, on 

Wednesday of last week. Gen. Davidson from 
Indian Territory reports that his expedition 
against the war-path Indians has been success- 
ful and in consequence, large numbers who 
were growing uneasy, have returned to their 
reservations praying for peaco. This same re- 

port comes from all directions. The savages 
see that the military mean business, and busi- 
ness they appreciate. Geu. Davidson under the 
direction of Gen. Sheridan is pursuing hostile 
Indians, who are to be punished wherever 
found. The same is true of all the border com- 

mands. 

The Black Hills expedition of Gen. Custer 
has returned to Fort Lincoln. He confirms all 
that has been reported of the rich country he 
visited. He marched about 1000 miles and re- 

ports that his command is in good condition to 
take the field again. Miners and explorers are 
anxious to visit the new country as soon as the 
Indian title is extinguished or as satisfied that 
the government will not interfere. 

CRIMES AND CASUALTIES. 

Saturday Et Henryville, Ind., two!men met 
another named Gardner walking on the rail- 
road track near the town. They seized him, 
robbed him and then fastened him to the track 
over a culvert. Before a train came along he 
loosened all the cords but one which bound his 
ankle to the rail. Thus confined, the train run 

over him crushing his leg so that be fell into 
the culvert where he was found. After telling 
the story he died. Two men have been arresta 
ed on suspicion. 

Horace Williams of East Leverett, Mass, 
aged 22, shot himself Saturday because be 
feared arrest for^abusing a horse. 

Henry Balt engineer of a switching train at 
Springfield, Mass., has been arrested for caus- 

ing a fatal accident at a crossing in that city 
recently.

TOtTTHERN TROUBLES. 

During the week the reports of violence in 
several of the Southern states have been fre- 
quent enough and sufficiently outrageous and 
bloody to convince any candid mind that there 
exists a powerful organization of white men in 
those states which is determined by intimida- 
tion and cruelty to overawe the colored citizens 
and thus eliminate their influence in political 
affairs by keeping them from voting. The con 
dition of these people is most deplorable; for, 
used to abuse, in mortal fear of the violence of 
their late masters who look upon them as the 
cause of all their woes, ignorant, superstitious, 
the press, the telegraph and all the means of 
communication in the hands of those who are 

just now trying to show that tbey are seditious, 
the African of the South is little better off, and 
not so safe as when he was the property of his 
present persecutors. 

Last week our record closed with the murder 
of sixteen negroes, in jail for allfged, but not 
proven, attempt to create a disturbance in Gib. 
son county, Tennessee, from which they were 
taken by a band of masked men and murdered 
in a manner so fiendish as to put the men 

committing the deed on a level with (the sava- 

ges on the Indian border. So outrageous was 
this act that Gov. Brown of that State has of- 
fered a reward for the murderers, but no one of 
them has yet been arrested. 

Following after this is a bloody affair in 
Conshatta, one of the remote parishes of Lou- 
isiana on the Bed Biver. First comes a report 
of negroes arming; next of the capture of the 
political leaders, both whites and negroes and 
the resignation of parish officers to save their 

lives; then the murder of six of these leaders^ 
white men, while being taken as prisoners to 
Shreveport, by a party of masked men alleged 
to be Texans. Taking tile story of the “whit* 
leaguers” for it, they are at fault, but they are 

not to be fully credited. The advioos are to 
the effect that it is tl>» p'au of the “white 

leaguersf to rou out. of that country every 
wh»“ republican. Gov. Kellogg has raised a 

regiment of picked white men to be attached to 
Gen. Longstreet’s brigade, whose duty it will 
be, so far ar they are able, to prevent white 

uuiiiapco. 

Reports of violence in individual eases come 
from various states, and are so well authenti- 
cated that the Federal authorities will doubt- 
less give them attention, though President 
Grant is extremely adverse to any exercise of 
federal power in states which ought to be quiet- 
Further particulars may be found elsewhere. 

BUSINESS CROPS, ETC. 

Reports from the larger cities indicate that 
the fall trade, especially in dry goods and boots 
and shoes has begun in good earnest. The 
stock, however, is quite large. Manufacturers 
are not very hopeful at present. Money in the 
“big places” is easy and cheap on good (paper. 
Crop reports continue favorable except for the 
hog crop, which will be about two-thirds last 
year. Drouth is injuring cotton in some states. 
The reports from our own state continue favor- 
able,though slight frosts occurred in Aroostook, 
Washington and elsewhere last week, doing 
litMe injury. Fruit in Eastern Maine is report- 
ed better than anticipated. 

The general impression in money circles is 
that the changes brought about by the curren- 

cy act of the last Congress is an improvement 
on the old order of things. 

Granger Governor Taylor of Wisconsin, in a 

speech the other day, declared that the railroad 
would lose less than 5 per cent, of earnings as 
compared with last year because of the new 
granger laws. 

FOREIGN. 

In Spain there is little new. The war goe 
on without much change, though if a balance 
were struck the Carlists have lost during the 
week. Russia declines to recognize the Repub- 
lic. Considerable small fighting is reported in 
Cuba, with general success in favor of the in- 
surgents. 

The International Congress at Brussels has 
adjourned. It didn’t do much. 

France is quiet now that the Assembly is not 
in session. 

Forest fires are reported at Black Rapids, On- 
tario, doing great damage. 

St. John has a bad horse disease, taken from 
an American circus. Half of the horses are 

unfit for work and many have died.
