HUNTINC FOR MRS. PAUL. 

Thousands From the Mills Hunting 
Through the Woods. 

[Special to the Press.1 
Lewiston, Aug. 31.—Another large party 

of citizens resumed the search for Mrs. Paul 
tonight. The latest developments reveal the 
fact that it was not she who was met by an 
Auburn gentleman on the Sabattus road last 
night but a Miss Kose Carville of that place, 
who remembers the circumstances of the 
meeting as related by Mr. Penney. 

The factories at Lewiston shut down this 
afternoon and many men and boys were 
added to those who were already scouring 
the fields aud roads in the suburbs of Lewis- 
ton. Fully 3000 people were engaged in the 
hunt this afternoon. Bloodhounds have 
been sent for to search for the missing 
woman. 

SELLON IN COURT. 

He is Creatly Affected by the Open- 
Ins of the Counsel. 

Bangok, Aug. 31.—The trial of A. G. Sel- 
lon for manslaughter, which was begun in 
Bangor yesterday, was resumed this fore- 
noon in the Supreme Court. County Attor- 
ney Appleton occupied thirty minutes in his 
opening. He defined manslaughter accord- 
ing to the statutes, and then went over the 
facts in the case. He said the law compelled 
the prisoner to show that he was in danger 
of his life to justify the crime. There was 
no question as to how Sinclair came to his 
death, the only question being as to 
whether Sellon was justified in the act. The 
jury were to weigh the testimony and settle 
that point beyond a reasonable doubt. Mr. 
Appleton proceeded to define a reasonable 
doubt. 

Dr. E. F. Sanger was the first witness. He 
examined Sinclair’s wound, which was 2i 
inches deep. The main artery was cut, and 
the wound was a fatal one, but would not 
necessarily cause death at once, as the bleed- 
ing might be checked by the movement of 
the arms or muscles. 

Daniel Stubbs testified to taking Siuclair 
to the depot on the mail cart. 

S. Lyman Hayes, the mail clerk,was called 
and testified to the quarreling over handling 
the mails, and the row which followed be- 
tween Sellon and Sinclair. He said he saw 
Siuclair bending Sellon back over the table, 
and went to the door for assistance to stop 
the row, when he turned and saw Sinclair 
coming towards him. He met him at the 
sink, and then went out for assistance. Sin- 
clair said he felt faint, and sat down on the 
mail sacks. He reviewed the facts of the 
removal of the body and the arrest at Au- 
gusta. His story was about as has been 
told. 

L. C. Southard, Sellon’s lawyer, reviewed 
the testimony of the witnesses in cross-ex- 
amination, and at 1 o’clock the court ad- 
journed to 2.30 p. in. 

Sellon was affected to tears at one stage of 
the attorney’s opening. 

.mis mieruuun, oiarx nayes testinta that 
he was afraid to be alone with Sellon after 
the crime, as the latter was excited and he 
didn’t know what he might do. 

Officer Breen testified that when he arrest- 
ed Sellon in Augusta the latter said Jerry 
Sinclair died from hemorrhage. Wlieu in- 
formed that Jerry had been stabbed, he said 
some of the Italians who were about Bangor 
might have done it while attempting to steal 
mail matter. 

Conductors Judkin and Whitehouse testi- 
fied to being called into the car and remov- 
ing the body of Sinclair. Whitehouse and 
Sellon told him that Sinclair had been bleed- 
ing at the lungs. Judkins asked Ilayes what 
were the particulars of the affair, and the 
latter referred him to Sellon, saving lie knew 
all about it. When the train reached Etna 
Judkins asked Sellon to send a despatch to 
Sinclair’s brother, informing him of his 
death, which he did, adding “cause, hemor- 
rhage.” 

Lawyer Southard opened for the defence, 
reviewing the cause and all the circum- 
stances, and claimed to be able to show that 
the killing was justifiable. He made a strong 
appeal to the sympathies of the jury, which 
greatly affected Sellon. 

ltufus E. Evans was called by the defence, 
and testified to the peaceful character of 
Sellon. 

Engineer Foss also testified to the good 
character of Sellon, and said Sinclair was 
apt to get passionately aroused. He also tes- 
tified that tlie latter had taken several drinks 
of liquor a few hours before the crime.

the river this afternoon, and was drowned.

The Howes Murder. 
Andover, N. B., Aug. 31.—The prelimina- 

ry inquiry into the charges of shooting, pre- 
ferred against Day, Trafton and Phillipine, 
the alleged murderers of Mrs. Howes, was 
further adjourned today until September n 
The testimony of Cromwell Trafton, the 
brother of one of the prisoners, very mater- 
ially strengthened the belief that the prison- 
ers did the shooting. 

TEN EX-DEMOCRATS ON THE PLATFORM. 

Numerous Converts Hear Mr. Blaine 
Speak at Foxcroft. 

Createst Political Meeting in the 
History of Piscataquis County. 

Recent Misstatements Regarding 
Trusts Effectually Answered. 

[Special to the Press.] 
Fox croft, Aug. 31.—A noticeable feature 

of the great Republican rally at Foxcroft to- 
day was the number of ex-Democrats in at- 
tendance who will vote the Republican ticket 
because of the stand taken by ttieir party in 
favor of tlie free trade policy. The changes 
to the Republican party and protection have 
been very numerous, and, if anything was 
needed to demonstrate this it was the make- 
up of the vice presidents of the meeting. 
There were 18 in all. no two being taken 
from one town, except in a single instanee, 
and of these, ten were gentlemen who have 
denounced the Democracy because they be- 
lieve in protection. Their names are as fol- 
lows: 

Washington Varney, of Atkinson, farmer. 
Elmer 1). Bailey, of Dover, furniture dealer. 
J. D. Brown, of Foxcroft, lawyer. Elisha Briggs, of Farkman. farmer. 
J. M. Hewett, of Sebec. farmer. 
James H. Buck, of Medford, farmer, R. A. Monroe, of Milo, merchant. 
Ellsworth Hurd, of Milo, farmer. 
D. S. Bailey, of Dover, furniture manufacturer. 
Nathaniel L. Balchelder, of Foxcroft, butcher. 
Another significant circumstance was the 

appearance in the procession of 160 slate 
quarry men from Monson who wore pretty 
red ribbon badges Inscribed with the words, 

‘‘PROTECT OUR SI.ATE,’’ 
and carrying a large block of slate on which 
was a like inscription. 

Mr. Blaine, on leaving the State on his 
W estern campaign tour the week after the 
election, will probably go directly to Indiana 
and pay his respects to Gen. Harrison, after- 
wards speaking several times in the State. 
It is doubtful if he visits the Pacific coast. 

MR. BLAINE ON TRUSTS. 
Organizations Authorized by the 

State, Not by Congress. 
Jjovkk, Aug. 31.—Mr. Blaine spoke at 

Foxcroft, which Is almost a part of Dover, 
this afternoon, and people from all parts of 
Piscataquis county were here to hear him. He arrived by special train at about 12.30 
o’clock, and was escorted to the residence of 
Mr. S. 0. Brown, whose guest he became for 
the next hour or so. Soon after 2 o’clock a 
great open air meeting was held at the acad- 
emy grounds and the chairman, non. W. E. 
P arsons, described it as “The greatest polit- 
ical gathering in the history of our county.” 
Mr. Blaine was given three times three 
when he reached the grounds, and the ap- 
plause was very hearty when he was pre- 
sented as “Our Own James G. Blaine.” He 
spoke for a little over half an hour. The 
part of his speech in relation to trusts was 
from a manuscript, for, as he afterwards 
said, although lie hated to read a speech, lie 
wanted to make the statements exact. The 
speech was as follows: 

Mr. Blaine’s Speech. 
Ladies and Gentlemen—In some remarks 

at Portland a fortnight ago I had occasiou to 
say that the President’s attempt to charge 
the responsibility of what are known as 
“trusts” in this country to a protective tar- 
iff, as lie did in his last annual message, was 
utterly groundless and unjustifiable. I said 
then as I repeat now, that trusts flourish to 
a greater extent under the free trade policy 
of England than they do under the protective 
tariff of the United States, and I gave one 
extreme instance in which the whole 
business of burying the dead in the United 
Kingdom had been committed to a trust 
iu which ail the undertakers were stockhold- 
ers and that preferential bonds were issued 
upon this grim and ghastly trust for the 
financial market. I held in my hand an ex- 
tract which 1 had myself cut from a London 
pU|/Vl JVUVlUf, VUKOV 1MVVO 1U 1U1I UCIlOli- All! 

mediately thereafter a class of editors, who 
think that impudent denial will take the 
place of sober fact, assailed me for having 
made an untrue statement and one of them 
procured a telegram from London stating 
that they did not, in England, even kmw 
what the phrase “Trusts” implied. [Laugh- 
ter. J Neither did we in the United States 
until within two or three years, for it is sim- 
ply u modern use of a word to describe that 
which has existed for a long time; namely a 
combination of tradesmen or manufacturers 
in a given line to keep up the price of an ar- 
ticle which they may all be engaged in sell- 
ing and that form of combination or monop- 
oly, or, as it is now called, “trust,” not only 
flourishes more rankly in England than in 
the United States, but it was from England 
and Englishmen that the commercial device 
was imported into the United States. 

The London iron trade circular of June 30, 
in referring to the instance to which I have 
elsewhere made allusion, declares it to be 
“The largest amalgamation of business firms 
which has ever been accomplished in Eng- 
land.” On July 14th, the Iron and Steel 
Trades Journal of London says: “Tne 

firactice of combinations to maintain prices 
n certain branches of business is extending 

in England.” It points out “a great increase 
of combinations to sustain the iron trade.” 
It further says that the makers of carriage, 
cart and wagon axles recently united for the 
purpose of establishing an advance, and that 
the alliance has succeeded in upholding high- 
er prices. Another statement sets forth that 
the manufacturers of sheet .iron have joined 
together to prevent free competition, and 
that more than 20 firms have shared in the 
effort, the members of the union pledging themselves to abide as to price by the decis- 
ion of the majority. Still another is the 
well known “Wood Screw Combination of 
ilirmingham,” which was the exemplar and 
precedent for whatever was attempted in the 
same line in this country. Still another 
which has recently been called to my notice, is a combination in some glassware or pot- 
tery, which, not being able to take in all the 
trade, attempted “to turn tradesmen of other 
kinds against those who persisted in remain- 
ing out, and practically boycotted them.” 
I might cite many more and worse, for I 

repeat what I said before that England is 
plastered over with these combinations, 
which are now called trusts in this country, 
and the men who denied it either know 
nothing of the subject or were striving to 
conceal the truth. They may take either 
horn of the dilemma. jLaughter.] The 
point that I made that trusts were in no way 
chargeable to a protective system but flour- 
ished even more freely and more widely un- 
der a free trade system, is abundantly es- 
tablished and is well known to all who 
choose to read the trade journals of that 
Kingdom. 

TRUSTS AMENABLE TO STATE LAW. 
Now as to American trusts, let me say this, 

that there is not one among all the trades in 
the land that derives its being, owes its or- 
ganization or came up under the patronage 
of the national government. Everv one of 
them derives whatever sanction of law it 
possesses from the State government ̂ gen- 
erally one State, but sometimes several, unit- 
ing in giving vitality to the organization of 
the trust, but in^no case the government of 
the United States. Take the Standard Oil 
Trust, the Whiskey Trust, the Cotton Seed 
Oil Trust, the Sugar Trust and various coal 
trusts; take tlie whole list from A to Z and 
not one of them stands upon, or is supported 
by tlie authority of national law or tlie per- 
mission and approval of the national govern- 
ment. Tlie President, therefore, must have 
known, certainly lie should have 
known, when he arraigned trusts 
in r. message to Congress that Congress 
could not dissolve them when their charters 
were from a State legislature and their or- 
ganizations under State law. If he did not 
so understand it, obviously the Democratic 
House did. That trusts have no possible le- 
gal connection with the tariff has been con- 
fessed by the D( aocratic House, confessed 
by tlie ways and means committee, confess- 
ed by Chairman Mills, and practically con- 
fessed by every man that stood as an advo- 
cate of free trade. Take the Mills bill that 
the House or its committees had under con- 
sideration for seven months, in which they 
were seeking to do the most radical things 
with our revenue laws that they dared. That 
bill, after its seven months incubation, left 
the House containing 41 sections, H7 octave 
pages, more than 1,600 lines and 15,000 words, 
and it does not contain a section, or page, or 
line, or.’word, or syllable relating directly, or 
indirectly, or in anyway whatever, to trusts. 
Tlie zeal with which tlie President started 
off to saddle the whole of the unpopularity 
of trusts on the protective tariff and upon 
the Republican party seems not even to have 
been heard of in Congress. Did they pur- 
posely intend to affront the President by 
taking no notice of his suggestion, or did 
the Democratic members of the ways and 
means committee and of the House cooly ac- 
cept the same conclusion that 1 stated at 
Portland, namely, that neither the President 
or the United States, nor any private citizen 
of the United States could affect tho exist- 
ence of trusts or cure the abuses thereof by 
voice or vote in a national campaign. 

Tlie President’s charge that trusts liad 
their origin in a protective tariff does not, 
therefore, have a foot of ground to stand on 

and was contradicted in every line of all the 
free trade experience 1 have quoted from 
England. It is very well to make stump 
speeches against the Republican party as 
having favored trusts, to hold them respon- 
sible for their existence and to introduce it 
as an issue in a National campaign, but even 
the Democrats, who are making these 
speeches, when put upon their responsibility 
as legislators, did not dare to bring the sub- 
ject forward. They knew, if the President 
did not, that trusts were derived from State 
charters and did not exist under National 
law. 

SOME RECENT UIBTORi'. 
Nor did the passage of the Mills tariff bill 

through the Democratic Douse afford the 
only occasion In the history of Congress, 
that the Democratic party very unanimously 
backed out of any investigation of trusts. I 
do not desire to be personal or censorous 
and, least of all, do.1 accuse any man, but 
it is fresh in the memory of all my hearers 
that since President Cleveland was inaugur- 
ated, it was charged that a Senator from a 
great State owed his election to bribery, to 
bribery of the rankest character ever 
charged in our political history. So notori- 
ous was the charge that the legislature of 
the State memorialized the Senate of the 
United States on the subject and asked only 
the favor that there might he an open, fair 
and full investigation. The bribery was 
charged against one of the most prominent 
members of perhaps the largest trust 
in the United States. Far be it from uie to 
say that he was guilty. 1 know nothing of 
him. Certainly I know nothing to his per- 
sonal discredit but the charge was made, and 
made openly; not made anonymously, not 
made in a corner, not made by an individual 
responsible or irresponsible, not made mere- 
ly by a newspaper but made by the legisla- 
ture of what the Democrats are fond of call- 
ing “A sovereign state of this Union.” 
There, my friends, was the opportunity for 
these irrepressible, veracious, omniverous, enthusiastic Democratic opponents of trusts 
to get right into the secret history, if there 
was history, of all the crooked transactions, if there were any crooked trauactions, of one 
of the largest trusts in the nation, to ascer- 
tain whether it was a guilty monster, whether it was a corrupt and dangerous or- 
ganization ; whether its members were pay- 
ing for the election of United States senators 
and buying up State legislatures by the out- 
lav of vast sums of money. 

We have seen that the contrivers of the 
Mills tariff bill avoided tlie whole subject and now what did ttiese Democratic sena- 
tors, many of them still in the service, these 
senators that are preparing to make stump speeches on the Republican iniquity in the 
matter of trusts; what did they do? Did 
they spring forward eagerly to the investi- 
gotion? Did they champ their senatorial 
bits with impatience to get into the race for 
who should first chase these wicked trusts, 
or this one wicked trustdown ? Not one of 
thpm. T'hpv wnplrart onoincf innaetinnfinn 

They combined against investigation lest 
one stray senator might express a faint de- 
sire to look into the matter of trusts and of 
the corruption charged upon the chief of 
them. They caucussed against investiga- tion. They voted unanimously against 
touching the matter. If the alleged trust 
had had the small pox they could not have 
lied from it more rapidly. Not even ton sov- 
ereign states could have induced them to go into the subject at all. They did not want 
to know anything about trusts, especially if 
any member of those trusts had been resort- 
ing to bribery in order to elect a senator of 
the United States to sit on the Dem- 
ocratic side of the chamber. Not alone 
did the Democratic members of the. 
United States Senate resist this investi- 
gation, but they were urged thereto with all 
the force of President Cleveland’s adminis- 
tration, for there were reasons affecting that 
administration that made it quite as eager to 
suppress investigation into the alleged cor- 
ruption of the Senatorial election, and into 
the connection therewith of money derived 
from this great trust, as those which affected 
the members ol the United States Senate. 
In fact, the tar of that stick made a some- 
what general besmearing in the Democratic 
ranks and both outside and inside of the ad- 
ministration, they were determined to have 
no investigation. But now when all chances 
to investigate the bribery and the trust money 
that was alleged to be behind it, and all 
chances to insert anything about trusts in the 
Mills tariff bill have safely gone by. the Dem- 
ocratic papers can make a loud noise over 
trusts; a brave member of Congress can lire 
blauk cartridges at the whole system of trusts 
by putting in on occasion a bill, which Is at 
once referred to the tomb of the Capulets, 
with no possible hope of resurrection in this 
world or the next. [Laughter.] 

IN THE ItKPUBLICAN PLATFOJtM. 
In my speech at Portland, I said that I 

should neither discuss the advantage nor the 
disadvantage of trusts, whatever they might 
be, nor shall I now. They have no place in 
a national campaign. They are State issues, 
and if an offensive trust should come up in 
Maine, the Republican party, responsible as 
it is for the legislation of the State, will not 
m- utcaiug m me energy anu enecuveness 
with which it will meet its proper responsi- 
bility. I only referred to the subject at Port- 
land, as I refer to it here, to show that Presi- 
dent Cleveland’s effort to charge whatever 
there may be in trusts upon the protective 
policy, was without any justification what- 
ever, and was a weak offset to the 
prodigious effort with which, three years 
ago, his administration smothered all 
investigation into the largest of trusts and 
the studied neglect Into which the ways and 
means committee and the Democratic House 
treated them in their tariff bill. In the Re- 
publican national platform upon which Har- 
rison and Morton stand before the people, 
there is a resolution with which my hon- 
ored friend from Iowa had much to do, re- 
ferring to trusts, in which there is a wise 
discrimination made as to the legislative 
power which shall control them and cure the 
rebels connected with them. That resolu- 
tion “recommended to Congress and to the 
State legislatures in their respective jurisdic- 
tions, such legislation as will prevent the ex- 
ecution of all the schemes to oppress the peo- 
ple by undue chi.rges on their supplies or by unjust rates fo. the transportation of their 
products to the markets/’ Obviously the 
convention referred the trusts to the jurisdic- 
tion of State legislatures and the inter-State 
commerce to the power of Congress, making 
precisely the distinction upon which my re- 
marks at Portland and my remarks today are 
based. The Republican party assigns trusts 
to the power that can deal with them. The 
President, in his message, referred them to 
those bywhom he knew all efficient action on 
the subject was impracticable and impossi- 
ble. 

PORTLAND INTERESTS AT STAKE. 
And now, my friends, a few words on an- 

other subject. The county of Piscataquis is 
not a fishing county, [laughter,] but it be- 
longs to a State that has a large fishing inter- 
est on the coast, and you know, without my 
telling you, how completely the interest of 
those fishermen were sacrificed in the treaty 
which was made by a special commission of 
which the Democratic candidate for Gover- 
nor in this State was one. You know, also, how that treaty although supported 
and urged by President Cleve- 
land was absolutely rejected by 
the Senate of the United States. The Con- 
stitution requires that a treaty, before it be- 
comes a law, shall be ratified by two-thirds 
of the Senate, but this treaty, instead of get- 
ting two-thirds in its favor came much near- 
or cottincr two-thirds ntriiinst. it ri .Miiahtar I 
The President, though intensely displeased 
with the issue, was unable to strike at the 
Senate, which was on top, and seems to have 
concluded that the next best thing was to 
shy a stone at the under dog, which was 
Canada | laughter and applause], and he did 
so in an astouishing manner. A long while 
ago, wheu we were beginning to have rail- 
way connection with Canada, and when 
trade was growing between the Dominion 
and the United States, Congress enacted a 
provision authorizing transit through the 
territory of the United States of merchan- 
dise between Canada and the United States. 
The ports of New York, Boston and Port- 
land were designated in the act, leaving to 
the Secretary of the Treasury to designate such others as he might choose. Well, you 
don't need to be told by me that under that 
clause a very large trade has grown up be- 
tween) Canada and Portland, as the main 
seaport of our State; a trade that has been 
of such consequence and value to Portland, 
that, if it were struck down, you might as 
well knock I’ve millions out of her valuation. 
You know, in the county of Piscataquis,that 
you are soon to be traversed by the Megan- 
tic road, which, in connection with the 
Maine Central, will make another transit 
route for bonded goods, and the President 
says that this trade shall not continue if 
Congress will authorize him to stop it, and 
lie asks us to agree to a law enabling him to 
suspend or destroy the whole of it. 

TUB PKESIUEMT’s MOTIVES. 

Among the motives for this extraordinary 
course is one to placate some railroads into 
which his Secretary of the Treasury has em- 
barrassed him by a gratuitous order iu favor 
of the Canadian Pacific road. The Secreta- 
ry of the Treasury has opened the Trade of 
the whole Pacific coast to the Canadian Pa- 
cific road and has given that compauy the 
right to carry freight as a rival to our own 
Pacific roads, which owe a large debt to the 
government. Certainly if a man owed me a 
debt and 1 had a chance to throw something 
in his way that would enable him to make 
money and pay it, 1 would not throw the 
privilege away over to an alien and a 
stranger in Canada, but the Secretary of the 
Treasury has given that power under that 
law to the Canadian Pacific at its extreme 
Western end. He might easily have with- 
held it if he had chosen. Out of it there has 
grown jealousy with American trunk lines, 
which think, and very justly, that being re- 
strained by the Inter-State commerce law 
they are deeply injured by the Secreta- 
ry’s course. Would it be an ungenerous sus- 
picion if I suggest that it is in the Presi-

President Hyde Criticised. 
Rev. Dr. Mayo, of Springfield, Mass., who 

is an authority on natural educational facts 
and figures, has written the following letter, 
which was published in the Boston Tran- 
script : 

If we are to have the scholar as a perman- 
ent factor in politics, it would seem to be im- 
portant that he should display, at least, two 
attributes of genuine scholarship: First, 
correct knowledge of his subject,and second, 
a more than partisan fairness in the estima- 
tion of parties. In his late demonstration 
in behalf of President Cleveland and the 
Democratic party, President Hyde of Bow- 
doin College, Maine, has exposed himself as 
sadly deficient in both these valuable-quali- 
ties. He arraigns the Republican party for 
•wasteful extravagance” on the ground of 

the support of the Blair bill for national aid 
to education. 

When President Hyde says “a Republican 
Senate passed this bill, providing for the ex- 
penditure of 879,000,000 to do work which 
the almost unanimous testimony of educa- 
tional experts declare could be done more 
wisely and beneficially without a single 
cent of federal 8id," his imagination ob- 
scures the two most prominent facts in the 
case- 

First the Blair bill, at every passage in the 
Senate, has commanded the votes of the en- 
tire delegation from the eleven ex-Confed- 
erate States, which most need Federal aid, 
with the exception of the two Senators from 
lexas, Morgan of Alabama, Harris of Ten- 
nessee, and Butler of South Carolina. To 
this minority of five was added this year. 
Bate, the late Republican governor of Ten- 
nessee, making tne vote at present 22 yeas, 
6 nays, in the eleven States where the great- 
est peril from illiteracy is located. 

It there is a measure before Congress, un- 
partisan in its character, deserving to be dis- 
cussed on its merits, it is this; and, so far, it 
has been kept outside this vortex, notwith- 
standing the efforts of partisans among its 
friends and enemies to misrepresent it. 
When President Hyde asserts that the “ai- 
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experts is opuosed to the Blair bill,” he 
either falls into the common fallacy of deny- 
ipg the competency of educational authori- 
ties who differ from himself; or he betrays a 
singular waut of information on the state of 
opinion. In fact, the Blair bill has been 
three times carried through the Senate on 
the repeated petition and by tlie persistent 
influence of a great majority of the educa- 
tional experts of both sections of the coun- 
try, expressed in all legitimate methods. 

The majority of “educational experts" op- 
posed to the Blair bill are opposed to the 
American common school system, and the 
common school public, North and South, is 
overwhelmingly in its favor. If President 
Ilyde will read the last report of the Nation- 
al Bureau of Educatson, he will see-that 
while the seven Atlantic Southern States 
tax themselves for common schools a per- 
centage of their valuation, only a fraction of 
a mill below that of his own State, Maine 
has 118 per cent, of her children between six 
and fourteen in average attendance in com- 
mon schools, while her Southern neighbors 
have not more than 55 per cent, in schools in 
session not over four months in the year, 
taught by instructors who work for a salary 
for which good teachers cannot be obtained, 
save in exceptional cases. If this is a situa- 
tion for a college president in New England 
to be satisfied with, we should say “the 
scholar in politics” is not the eminent suc- 
cess the people have a right tc expect.

BEN BUTLER TALKS OF THE TARIFF. 

The Lowell of Today Compared with 

the Lowell of 1840. 

Better Pay and Shorter Hours, 
Thanks to Protection, 

Detention of a Huge Cunarder the 

Right Sort of Retaliation. 

Boston, Aug. 21.—In response to the re- 

quest of a large number of business men in 
this city, Gen. Butler delivered an address 
at Tremont Temple this evening, the audi- 
ence being predominantly ltepublican, sev- 

eral prominent men of that party being on 

the platform. 
I returned from college well taught in the 

theories of free trade. I also was a Demo- 
crat of the purest New Hampslre type. As 
a youth, I enthusiastically believed it my 
political duty to do everything to amelior- 
ate the labors and raise the condition of the 
working classes. At that time, in 1838, the 
working men and women of Lowell were 
employed 131 hours per day, with the break- 
fast taken before the day’s work began, 
with 20 minutes for dinner, and supper after 
the day’s work was done. I saw them failing 
in health, in strength and every relation of 
life. Agitation for the shortening of the 
hours of labor had scarcely beguD. It was 
evident that there could be no amelioration 
to the Massachusetts workingman in that 
If the Lowell manufacturer must compete 
with those In other States who were making 
the same goods working longer hours. That 
turned my mind to the thought whether the 
hours of labor In the United States could be 
shortened, so long as the laborer in England 
engaged on similar work in competition was 
employed more hours. In other words, 
could the Massochu.setts mills running at 
the same rate as the English mills for 10 
hours a day only, compete in manufacture 
with the English mills running 14 hours a 
day, even at the same wages. That propo- 
sition brought me to the consideration of 
free trade. Could manufacturing carried on 
in the United States, paying higher wages, 
and running shorter hours, compete with 
the lower prices and longer hours of labor in 
England ? The answer was too obvious to 
need argument. How, then, was the stand- 
ard of the American laboring men to be kept 
up? At that time there were no importa- 
tions of laborers to work in our mills, save 
specially skilled laborers. The answer 
could be: only, by a tariff protecting Amer- 
ican industry against foreign greed and tyr- 
anny with pauper prices of labor. 

While these things were passing through* 
my mind, the tariff of 1842 was passed, levy- 
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tion to the importation of ordinary cotton 
fabrics. This rendered the rewards of cot- 
ton manufacturing so high and so certain 
that those industries sprung up 

ALL OVER NEW ENGLAND. 

calling for such an increase of labor in that 
behalf that the workingmen and women 

could demand an increase of wages, or at 

least a lessening of the hours of labor. 
Coming then, somewhat into political life, I 
took part in the agitation for 10 hours only. 
That was resisted upon a claim, not of the 
competition of England, but of the competi- 
tion of manufacturers in the other States, 
where mills ran for a much larger number of 
hours. This illustrates the beauties of free 
trade in labor. There was no tariff as be- 
tween the States to ameliorate the condition 
of labor in that regard. And besides, all 
employers, in every branch of industry, ag- 
riculture and others, worked tbetr employes, 
some part of the year at least, 14 hours a day. 
Besides, the tariff of 1846 was enacted, di- 
minishing the protection to American labor 
in many industries, but not specially affect- 
ing the cotton industry, as a Tennessee sec- 
retary of the treasury, Mr. Walker, did not 
desire to intefere with the staple of the 
South by taking away its home market. 
Still the labor agitation for 10 hours at Low- 
ell was kept up without special results until 
1850, when our labor representatives in the 
legislature elected Charles Sumner to the 
Senate of the United States, in its results 
the most wonderful triumph American labor 
ever had. 

Soon after the agitation was quieted, in a 
compromise which began at Lowell, and was 
agrettl to throughout the State, that 11$ 
hours per day for six days in the week only, 
should be wrought—and that compromise 
existed until after the tariff of 1857, and I had 
left Lowell in ’61 for another and different 
held of action. Afterward the hours of la- 
bor were fixed, first by agreement, and lat- 
terly by legislation, at fiOhours a week, with- 
out any decrease of wages, but, on the con- 
trary, a very great addition thereto, and a 
general amelioration of the condition of 
the laborer, because of the still high pro- 
tection. 

I have carefully given this history of the 
pioneer manufacturing city, now of nearly 
80,000 people, happy and prosperous beyond 
any like people, which I know so well, and 
in which I have lived so long, that the facts 
shall come to bejunderatoodlbyiall, that to the 
support of protective tariffs Lowell owes'the 
prosperity of her mill owners and the nigh 
condition and character of her laborers. 
SilmnM laniulofinn wliioli amrlra annh mlra 

cles of benefits to whole classes of our labor- 
ing men, and, I agree, richly earned wealth 
to her mandfacturers, for more than a gen- 
eration of men. be denounced as scarcely 
better than a “combined robbery of the many 
for the benefit of a few.” “Ah!” but the 
scoffer will say, “here is a Lowell manufac- 
turer glorifying the means that made his 
wealth.” A single word to that: I never 
owned a share of manufacturing stock until 
after 1858, and then I bought in the shares 
of a ruined concern after the tariff of 1857. 
But * 

NO LABORING MAN OB WOMAN 

ever lost a dollar by the failure to pay of a 

Lowell mill. From reading his message I 
learn that the President does not believe In 
these beneficent results of protection; but I 
do know, and I believe, if he had observed 
and known as I saw how much a protective 
tariff has done for American workingmen, 
that message would never have been penned. 
It is not his fault, but the laboring man’s 
misfortune, that he did not know these facts. 

I have taken this one specimen community, 
of which there are ^thousands upon thous- 
ands in this country, as witnesses to the ef- 
fect of the protective tariff. There it Is be- 
fore us. Look at it That tariff legislation 
has its defects no one doubts. All that can 
be said against it is in a word: It is human. 
That it might be made better every one be- 
lieves. I)o not mock us. But what will you 
do to better it? Take away the Inducement 
to the capitalist to employ his money in man- 
ufacturing? Such temptations are plenty 
enough now. Mines, Western lands, steam- 
boats and railroads have made without tariff 
protection a thousand millionaires to one 
winning his wealth because of tariffs. 
San Francisco, Chicago and New York 
were not built up with their men uf many 
millions earned by manufactures protected 
by a tariff. 

The capitalists of New England, the own- 
ers of mills, water power, establishments 
and appliances for the manufacture of cot- 
ton and woolen goods, have seen and know 
what the rest of the country is rapidly learn- 
ing, that the coarser manufactures of wools 
is going to the West, and all the coarser cot- 
ton fabrics to the South; and that sooner or 
later our skilled operatives will follow busi- 
ness to the places where It Is to be done. 
■ana 1 reel assured tnat, within tne next nve 
years, he must be a bold politican who shall 
suggest that there shall not be a sufficient 
tariff to protect the woolen and cotton man- 
ufactures of the West and South against 
British manufactures or British aggression. 
We recognize this in the fact that provisions 
are now made for it, as regards cotton, in the 
Mills bill, which provldes“on all cotton cloth 
40 per cent ad valorem.” 

Certainly the President cannot agree to 
that provision of the Mills bill which puts a 
duty of four-tenths the cost on every poor 
man’s shirt, and the manufacturer has only 
to card, spin and weave the cotton, and the 
pay of the laborer doing that is scarcely 10 
per cent of the cost, and much less if he is a 

ter”; so that if his shirt cost 0 cents a 

3 one quarter of the whole cost would be 
addition, if the President’s statements 

are correct as regards other dutiable articles, 
for nobody needs tariff protection in raising 
cotton, because neither India nor Kgypt can 
compete with our Southern States as to their 
7.000,000 bales of that which they once be- 
lieved to be king. We call attention here- 
after to the fact that it is deemed necessary 
in the Mills bill to protect cotton against 
home competition,as the ’‘nigger” now raises 
the larger part and sells for direct export the 
least. 

Here, then, during more than 00 years of 
protection of American industries by tariff 
imports 

HAS BEEN THE GREAT PROSPERITY 
of our country, and the one source of its high 
glory as a nation—because protection had so 
stimulated our industries that almost every- 
thing we needed could be made at home, in 
nil that weut to make up the support of life 
we were independent. 

When war came, most stupendous in the 
vastness of its proportions, the enormous 
equipment of its armies, their comfort, sus- 
tenance and means of transportation, our 
stimulated multifarious Industries made us 
entirely self-reliant as against the world.Our 
commerce was readily swept away in a day. If we had relied upon Intercourse with other 
nations and our freightage as the source of 
our wealth and the employment of our ener- 
gies, if we had been dependent upon Kng- 
land or the Continent for our manufactures, 
w® should have been crippled indeed. 

We lacked but one necessity of war -arms; 
but within a year our Iron shops, able to turn 
not our swords into ploughshares, but our 
ploughshares into Titles, armed our soldiers, 
and we threw away the miserable guns with 
which we had been supplied (from the sur- 

plus of Europe at the breaking out of the 
war. 

So that I solemnly declare in my opinion 
that to the otTects of a protective tariff we 
owe the means which upheld the unity of 
our people, the consolidation of our govern- 
ment, the glory of our achievements and the 
military power of our country, it is not a 
a matter of remark that the attempted des- 
truction of our protective system comes from 
those who did not defend the life of the 
country in that war, and a majority of whom 
mourn the “cause” which a protective tariff 
caused to be "lost” to them. 

In support of this opinion I quote two au- 
thorities, both southern, which fully support 
this view, so grave and weighty of consider- 
ation, that a protective tariff is a necessity to 
prepare our people for war, and to enable 
them to carry It on. Andrew Jackson writes 
as follows: 

Washington Citt, April 20,1824. 
*•••••• 

“You ask me my opinion on the tariff. I an- 
swer that I am m favor of a Judicious examination 
and revision of it; and so far as a tariff before us 
embraces the designs of fostering, protecting and 
preserving within eurselves the means of national 
defence and independence, particularly In a state 
of war, I would advocate and support it. The ex- 

perience of the late war ought to teach us a les- 
son ; and one never to be forgotten.” 

Again: 
“Washington, April 17,1824. 

“It Is well known that 1 am In favor ef the gen- 
eral principle of the bill—that I am in favor of en- 

couraging by a fair competition the manufactory 
of the national means of defence within ourselves; 
and not to depend In time of war to procure those 
means from the precarious source ef commerce, 
which must always be Interrupted by war, and, as 
In the last war, could not be obtained, and, when 
obtained, it was at a war price, to the great inju- 
ry of the treasury,” 

General Dick Taylor, whom I recognize as 
a gallant enemy, gives startling evidence: 

"We could have passed such a law,” writes 
General Taylor, "and held It tight on you till d 
closed the furnaces, workshops, woolen and cot- 
ton mills and steel and bar Iron works over the 
whole North and West, and scattered your work- 
men over the prairies and territories.” 

May not the Mills bill be the present prep- 
aration which General Taylor suggests was 
wanted to be taken (or the late war? 

General Butler proceeded to discuss the 
Mills bill in detail, condemning the removal 
of the duty on wool and showing thetfallacy 
of the President’s assersion that the duty in- 
crease prices of goods on which It is laid by 
its precise amount. 

Upon the fisheries question the General 
said that the President, in his message to 
Congress states that “reference to the opera- 
tion of our tariff laws Is not made by way of 
instruction.” 

“I shall not adopt this plan. I think 1 
know about the fisheries, and am able to in- 
struct most of you, as well as the President, 
because I have done what most of you and 
he has not. I have given ten years substan- 
tially of observation and study of the inter- 
ests of my constituents in the Canadian fish- 
eries, and I propose to give a history of the 
question, wmcn eacn one oi you can easily 
remember and understand, and then discuss 
the question for yourselves. 

The General then reviewed the treaty of 
1818, explaining its provisions, and said. It is 
our turn now to deal with this question when 
we are strong enough to meet British inso- 
lence and British claims with the firmness ol 
American power as soon as we can 
obtain officers of our country who 
shall be Americans and not Britons, and 
shall have Ishown courage to fight some- 
body in defence of American rignts.” He 
then reviewed the convention qf 1864 as to 

reciprocity between Canada and the United 
States and spoke of Canada's attitude toward 
this country during and ofter the War of the 
Rebellion, and with regard to the fisheries 
matter. He said that he agreed with the 
President that the bill giving him power of 
retaliation was a poor one and unworthy the 
dignity of the United States government, 
and if he had vetoed it on that ground he 
[Mr. Butler) would hare been Inclined to 
support him. The fault with the bill was 
that it contains enactments in regard to 
deeping vessels and goods of Canadians in 
the British dominions of North America out 
of our ports when we learn that our vessels 
are kept out of the ports in those British 
possessions. Why don’t the United 
States take the bull by the horns 
even if its name Is John, and give the Presi- 
dent power and right whenever he Suds that 
a single vessel, however small, is kept out of 
any British port anywhere unlawfully, to 
keep out of the ports of the United States 
every British vessel, however great, until 
that wrong shall be redressed. "Retaliate 
the wrong done to a fisherman by Canadians 
by action against a Canard steamship sailing 
under a subsidy of the British government 
and this thing will be brought to an end. If 
the President is in earnest let him enforce 
retaliation for outrages, by the power he has 
had since March, 1887. If he will do that he 
will show that his paper is a message of a 
statesman and not of a campaigner on the 
stump.

MONEY FOR FORTIFICATIONS. 

The Appropriation Bill Passed In the 
Senate. 

Washington, Aug. 31,—The Senate to- 
day resumed the consideration of the fortifi- 
cations bill begun yesterday, the question 
being the adoption of an amendment to 
section six, authorizing contracts lor cast 
iron breech loading mortars not less than so 
nor more than one hundred in number, at a 
cost not exceeding 95,600 each; lor single 
charge breech loading steel guns, not less 
than fifty 10-inch and fifty 13-inch, at a rea- 
sonable price; appropriating $500,000 lor 
investigations, experiments and tests; pro- 
viding that the contracts shall not involve 
an aggregate expenditure of over six millions 
or an annual expenditure ol over two mill- 
ions ; requiring all the guns, etc., to be Amer- 
ican production and be furnished by citizens 
ol the United States, and appropriating 
$5,000 lor expenses of the board.The amend- 
ment was adopted. 

Senator Hawley offered an amendment 
providing that nothing in the act be con- 
strued to alter or repeal the existing provis- 
ions of law prescribing the duties and pow- 
ers ol any department ol the army. 

Pending a vote on Senator Hawley’s 
amendment, there was a call ol the Senate 
and when the presiding officer announced 
that 35 Senators, less than a quorum, ans- 
wered to their names he was inquired of by 
Ur. Kiddleberger whether it would be in 
order to state that only 14 of them were 
Democrats. The presiding officer said he 
thought not and Senator Kiddleberger re- 
marked : “Then 1 have not said it.’’ 

Alter some delay a quorum was procured. 
Senator Hawley’s amendment was rejected 
and the bill was passed. 

Mrs. Sheridan’s Pension. 
At the evening session ol the House, Mr. 

Bingham brought up the bill granting a pen- 
sion ol $3500 per annum to the widow ol 
General Sheridan. Objection to its consid- 
eration was made by Messrs. Cheadle and 
Kilyne, the latter declaring it bis purpose to 
defeat the bill The bill was then allowed to 
enter its place on the calendar.

REPUBLICANS AT GORHAM 

Have the Createet Political Rally 
Ever Held There. 

Hon. R. E. Frazier Addresses an 

Enthusiastic Gathering. 

A Grand Parade and Beautiful Illu- 
minations. 

In all the long existence ol the historic 
town ol Gotham there has occurred no 

grander event there than was the Republi- 
can demonstration last night. Never before 
did such an enthusiastic people crowd the 
thoroughfares and make the streets resound 
with patriotic cheers; never since X* 
the centennial celebration, has there assem- 

bled in the streets of Gorham so many peo- 
ple as were there gathered last night to wit- 
ness the Republican torchlight pcocession, 
which was the largest that ever paraded the 
streets of the village. It was an event that 
will long be remembered as the most bril- 
liant since the incorporation of the town. 
The Republican rally there was a worthy 
successor to the one held in lteerlng Thurso 
day night, and it adds one more to the al- 
ready long list of glorious and successful 
demonstrations that have aroused to activity 
and determination unprecedented, the Re- 
publicans of Cumberland county. 

Portland was at the front on this occasion 
as she was on Thursday night, and sent a 
battalion undei Colonel Leroy Sanborn that 
was indeed a credit to the city. 
It was the largest that has been sent out of 
Portland this year to take part in a campaign 
procession. At 7 o’clock p. m. all the cam- 

paign clubs assembled at the Republican 
headquarters on Federal street, from which 
place they marched to the Portland and 
Rochester depot in the following order:

On a silver background 
on the front of the caps are the words “Reed 
Guards”. The new company marched like 
veterans and as soon as the name on their 
caps was read by the wayside throng they 
were greeted witti an enthusiasm that cer- 

tainly must have been gratifying to the 
friends of the candidate in whose honor they 
are named. 

Upon arriving at the depjt the battalion 
found a special train consisting of thirteen 
cars which moved out of the station for Gor- 
ham at 7.30 o’clock. A large crowd had as- 
sembled on the platform and they cheered as 
the train departed. When Cumberland Mills 
was reached, the Harrison Club of that place 
was found drawn up in line ready to take 
the train. At Saccarappa the .Harrison and 
Morton Club, 100 strong, took the train, 
every car of which was now crowded.

All along the line of march the streets 
were crowded, Japanese lanterns lit the 
way, cannon boomed and red lights 
were burned in front of the 
residences of enthusiastic Republicans. 
Upon arriving at the speakers’ 
stand which was decorated with bunting and 

drawn up in line lacing tbe stand. Ex-Gov. 
Ruble appeared upon tbe stand and said: 
“Fellow citizens and Republicans of Gor- 
ham : This is a grand occasion. Never in 
the history of the Republican party have we 
had such an assembly here as this. I desire 
to nominate as chairman of this meeting, 
Hon. John A. Waterman, as good, as true 
and as loyal a Republican as ever lived In 
Gorham.’’ 

The nomination was received with pro- 
longed cheering. Gov. Robie continued by 
saying that he wished to present a long list 
of names for vice presidents; it included five 
hundred of the true Republicans of Gorbam. 
The nomination was confirmed with cheers.

Waterman rose and was greeted 
w ee cheers.

At this point S. P. Weeks introduced four- 
teen handsome young ladies, all dressed lu 
white, one representing the Goddess of Lib- 
erty, and the other the original thirteen 
States. They sang the "Red, White and 
Blue,” and just as they finished a beautiful 
flag, bearing the names of Harrison and 
Morton, Burleigh and Reed, was raised. 
Three cheers were given at the sight of the 
flag, and a salute from a canon was fired. At 
this time fully 3,900 people had assembled in 
front of the speakers’ stand, and the greatest 
interest was manifested in the meeting. 
Among the throng were many Democrats 
who listened attentively until after the 
speaking was done. 

After the flag raising Judge Waterman 
welcomed to Gorham all tbe visitors who 
were present and extended a cordial greeting 
to all. In a well worded speech he intro- 
duced Hon. R. E, Frazier, who spoke for 
more than an hour on the tariff, the surplus 
and prohibition. He was frequently inter- 
rupted by applause and when he finished 
speaking there was prolonged cheering. 
Three cheers were given for Harrison and 
Horton and three for Heed. 

Mr. Frazier said In beginning: “This is my 
first appearance in speaking to the people of 
New England. I know that you ^appreciate 
me issue* oi me campaign, i am giau to 
come to this historic town. Where I came 
from everything is new. In New England 
everything is old. The marks of the Revolu- 
tion are found all over New England. I 
never entered upon a political canvass with 
such interest and confidence as l enter upon 
this.” 

After Mr. Frazier had finished speaking 
the torchlight parade took place. The 
streets through which the procession 
moved were thronged with people, the 
houses of Republican citizens were brilliant- 
ly illuminated, red lights were burned and 
cannon fired. The procession proceeded 
down South street and countermarched be- 
yond the railroad bridge. On this street the 
residences of F. A. Rid Ion, is.

Emery’s store, Frank Whitney, A. Perry and O. A. Bean were beautifully illumi- 
nated. Oa Main street the houses of Col. U-

Soule, Walter Ilarding and J. IV. Jackson; 
on Elm street, ex-Governor Koble, Charles

Stephen Hinckley. Arthur Stanwood, 
the Gorham House, G. D. Weeks, 
James Irish. Dana Plummer, L. Dow, Ed- 
ward Crockett, L. Hunt, J. C. Summerside's 
store and James U. Irish A Co.’s store. 
Judge Waterman's residence on Church 
street was also beautifully illuminated with 
Japanese lanterns and candles. 

The procession marched up Ma n street to 
the Republican headquarter* where refresh- 
ments were served. Alter this the train was 
taken lor Portland which was reached at 1 
o’clock this morning. 

The demonstration had a good Influence In 
Gorham. Republicans have naught to ap- 
prehend in the grand old town, for its citi- 
zens have come to a fair underbuilding of 
the issues now before them. Victory will 
come on the tenth of this month and it will 
be followed by another more glorious and im- 
portant victory in November.

The letter of General Secretary Litehman 
of the Knights of Labor taking strong 
grounds in favor of protection will have a 

rather depressing eifect upon the Democratic 
papers that have been telling their readers 
that protection was purely in interest of 
monopoly. Mr. Litehman is not working in 
the interest of monopoly, but of wage earn- 

ers. He has made a study of the protective 
principle from the laboring man’s standpoint 
and his conclusion is that it is the policy 
that workingmen should favor inasmuch as 

it is the one that will best conserve their 

interests.__ 
The Republican managers will probably 

think sometime before laying out any 
strength to carry Missouri. That State is 
generally supposed to be a sure part of the 
Solid South. Yet there has been a great 
change in Missouri lately. Geographically it 
is as much North as South, while soc ally 
and industrially it is gravitating to the 
North alone. The St. Louis Globe-Demo- 
crat, tho best Republican authority in that 
part of the Mississippi valley, even hopes 
that the State may be put into the Republi- 
can column this year. "The people of this 
State” it says, “will show at the ballot-box 
this year that even in a partisan sense it will 
hereafter be a Northern Commonwealth.” 

The Maine militia are said to have entered Into 
a conspiracy to prevent tbe re election as Adju- 
tant General of Gen. 8. J. Gallagher, wbo in some 

way seems to have Incurred the hostility of these 
tinsel-bedecked colonels and brigadiers. It is 
just possible that the General has been dlscliarg 
lug Ills duty to the State with scrupulous fidelity, 
and that tbe best interests of tbe public may not 
require that tbe State War Office be placed under 
the control of tbe “mellsh"—In which event Gen. 
Gallagher should be allowed to succeed himself.— 
[Hridgton News. 

General Gallagher will have been Adjutant 
Genera] of Maine for two terms of two years 
each, when the meeting of the next Legisla- 
ture comes around. Col. H. M. Sprague, a 
most experieuced and capable officer, has an- 
nounced that he will at that time come be- 
fore the Legislature as a candidate for Ad- 
jutant General, and the militia officers have 
seen fit to favor his candidacy. We fall to 
see wherein there is any conspiracy. We do 
not dispute that General Gallagher has dis- 
charged his duties with “scrupulous fidel- 
ity,” but no man has such claim to an office 
within the gift of the people of Maine that for 
tlie militia officers or any other body of citi- 
zens to favor another’s candidacy constitutes 
u vuou vi v vuvpiiuv 

Collector F. B. Torrey of Bath told a Bos- 
ton reporter the other day that Maine would 
go strong for Burleigh and that he saw no 
chance for a Democratic gain unless the 
Prohibitionists made a strong fight. This 
was in Boston. He aftewards journeyed to 
Bath where dwel's the Hon. Arthur Sewall, 
manager of the Democratic campaign in 
Maine. He could have had hardly time to 
get out of the cars before he wrote to the 
Portland Argus as follows: 

Since iny return home I have seen many of our 
leaders and I hud the situation much better than 
I expected. There Is an enthusiasm among old 
and young that 1 never saw before, which augurs well. There are strong men at the front, business 
men who mean business. I will say, however, 
that I shad not be in the least disheartened If the 
Republicans have twenty thousand majority, for 
we shall then have the right to expect the same 
States for Cleveland that we had in 1884, If 
their majority is down to fifteen thousand we may 
expect the addition of Michigan, Illinois and Cali- 
fornia. And if tire Republican majoalty is down 
to eight thousand in September the electoral vote 
of Maine will be given to Cleveland and Thurman 
in November. 

The moral of all this jg that Mr. Torrey 
should not talk politics unless he is in Bath 
where the leaders, including Mr. Sewall, can 
be on hand to tell him what to say. 

The Portland Phkbb’b argument that the graulte 
cutters should vote against a measure that bene- 
fits them and is now pen-lng out of fear that later 
on a measure may be proposed that they might 
not like so well, we are willing to let that go at 
its full weight without comment. If anybody is 
such an infernal fool as to believe that it would

F. Thompson who said frankly at Bath that 
he was for reducing the tariff to nothing. 
The Mills bill takes off the duty on rough 
granite and leaves it on the polished article. 
But if the Democrats carry out the pro- 
gramme of the Argus and Mr. Thompson,— 
and also of Allen G. Thurman a9 his recent 
speeches show—the duty on manufactured 
granite must follow the duty on rough gran- 
ite at an early date. It is for the granite 
workers of Knox county to do what they 
can to block the Democratic plans, which 
are made none the less dangerous because 
of the Rockland Opinion’s attempts to ob- 
scure the issue by throwing dust. 

Before proceeding with the retaliation bill 
it would seem to be well to ascertain whether 
Article 29 of the treaty of Washington has 
been abrogated or not. That article gave to 
Canada the privilege of transporting goods 
in bond through this country free of duty. 
Now if that article is in force we cannot 
refuse this privilege except by violating a 
treaty. If on the other hand that article 
has been abrogated then the privilege which 
Canada has been enjoying rests simply on 
the sufferance of our government and can be 
withdrawn at any time. President Cleve- 
land claims that this article has been abro- 
gated. Secretary Bayard some time ago 
explicitly replied to a question on this point 
that it had not been abrogated. Senator 
Edmunds, one of the best lawyers of the 
Senate, holds this opinion, and so does Sena- 
tor Sherman. Mr. Putnam has never so far 
as we are aware directly given his opinion, 
but a paragraph in one of his articles on the 
fisdery treaty appears to imply very clearly 
that he thinks or thought at that time that 
Article 29 had not been abrogated. Discuss- 
ing the various grounds on which the privi- 
lege of transshipping fish across Canada was 
claimed by our fishermen he said: 

Therefore Its only alleged basis would be the 
twenty-ninth article of the treaty of A. D. 1871. 
Apparently in the view of the commissioners the 
article did not sustain that construction: and in 
the argument of the Hon. Kichard H. Dana, 
counsel of the United States at Halifax in A. D. 
1877, at a time when the matter came fairly in 
issue, he asked the question: “Does the treaty of 1881 give the Untied States the right to buy bait, ice, provisions, supplies for vessels and to 
transship cargoes within the British Dominion?” 
He himself answered: "J say the treaty of 
Washington has not given us these rights.” Moreover, the action of the commission in con- 
struing this article was of very little consequence, because the article Is terminable by two years’ notice by either government. If the construction 
put on it is not satisfactory to the United States 
Congress cau denounce It; and if a different con- 
struction had been adopted unsatisfactory to the 
Dominion of Canada, It would have in like man- 
ner been denounced by Great Brttaln. 

Had Mr. Putnam believed that this article 
had been abrogated of course he would not 
have wasted words trying to show that it did 
not give us the transshipment privilege. He 
would have said simply that no claim could 
be made under this article because it was 
not in force. The Canadian minister of jus- 
tice claims also thnt this article has not been 
abrogated._ 

Misleading Figures. 
The Argus has undertaken to prove from 

the report of the commissioner of labor sta- 
tistic of Maine that wages are very low in 
this State. It declares that by that report It 
appears that the average wages of agricultu- 
ral laborers is $1.25 per day including board; 
of cotton mill employes $1.05 without board; 
of woolen mill employes .50 cents per day 
without board; boot and shoe factory em- 

ployes $1.40 per day; clothing makers .69 
cents per day. The Argus professes to find 
these figures in the report of Commissioner 
Matthews for 1887. As far as agricultural 
laborers is concerned it is right except that 
the Argus forgets to say that in the haying 
season their daily wages average $1.75 and 
board. Mow let us see about cotton mill op- 
eratives. The report says that the average 
weekly wages for skilled operatives in cotton 
mills, or In the cotton mills from which re- 
ports have been received, are $10.52. This 
would make the average daily wage $1.75, not 
$1.05 as the Argus says. The Argus says the 
average daily wage in woolen mills is 50 
cents. Xow the report says that the average weekly pay for skilled labor in woolen mills 
is $12 that is $2 per day instead of 50 cents as 
by the Argus. Again the Argus says the total 
wages paid for boot nnd shoe makers Is $1.40 
Iter day. It appears from the report bow. 
ever, that the weekly wages paid to skilled 

labor in this industry are $12.35, which 
would give something over $2 per day as the 
average daily wage. Then the Argus says 
the average wages of clothing makers is 69 
:ents per day. The report says, however> 
.hat the average weekly wages of skilled 
Nothing makers is $10.52 which would make 
their daily wage something over $1.75 per 
lay. Now how did the Argus get its figures 
Here is the process. It first laid down the 
proposition that “a workingman’s wage is 
not what he gets for one day’s or one week’s 
work, but what he gets for one year’s work. 
If he is employed in some occupation that 
offers opportunity for 312 days work 
in a year, his daily wage is easily 
computed, but if he is only able to 
get work 156 days then his real daily 
wage for the year, is just half what he 
receives for six months he is employed.’’ 
That is to say if A works six months of the 
year for $1 a day and does no work for the 
other six months the average daily wages 
paid him by the industry he worked for was 

50 cents a day. Now the corn packing shops 
of tills State are in operation perhaps about 
thirty days in the year. The pay of the em- 

ployes averages say $1 per day. But this 
says the Argus is not the amount the can- 

ning shops pay. To arrive at the correct 
wages paid you must suppose the employes 
of these shops worked a whole year and 
received but $30, and then this $30 must be 
divided by 300, the number of working days 
in a year, to arrive at the actual daily wages 
paid by the canning industry. That is in- 
stead of paying their workmen $1 a day, the 
canning industry actually pays but ten 
one hundredths of one dollar or just 10 
cents. This is the plan on which the Argus 
reckons wages in this State, and this is the 
process by which it makes the pay of the 
woolen mill employe 50 cents per day instead 
of $2, and wages of clothing makers 69 cents 
instead of $1.75. 

Now, as matter of fact, the wages of the 
working man is the pay he receives for work 
performed. If he works ten hours and re- 
ceives $1.50, then his wage is $1.50 per day. 
This seems to be too self-evident a proposi- 
tion to need argument. And now is the first 
time the Argus ever undertook to claim that 
the way to ascertain the daily wages paid a 

mill operative, or a farm laborer, or anybody 
else, was to divide the amount he received, 
not by the number of days he worked, but 
by the number of working days in the year. 
The Argus has frequently stated the wages 
of men emp'oyed in cutting and harvesting 
ice. Now these men work in this business 
perhaps three months in the year. 
The proper way, then, according to the 
AlgUO 3 ICtlOCU UiCtiUUU Ui cuui^uuug n ilgCS, 

to ascertain their daily wages is to divide the 
total amount of their wages, not by the num- 
ber of working days in three months, but 
by the number of working days in a year. 
Tet the Argus never adopted this plan, until 
the exigencies of the Democratic campaign 
for a tariff for revenue only drove it to 
this desperate expedient to show that wages 
under the protective system are down to the 
level of the wages of free trade England. 
The plan may deceive people who do not 
work for wages, but it can never deceive the 
wage earners.

ANNUAL SESSIONS.

EVERY SUBJECT UNDER THE SUN. 

Versatile Col. Fellows Talks Until His 
Hearers Co Home 

The Democratic rally drew a large aud- 
ience to City Hall last evening. It was hot, 
ao hot in fact that many of the linen dusters 
of the noble Putnam Phalanx were discarded 
before the evening was over. The stage was 
occupied by the Glee Club and a few other 
people, the former commencing the “ser- 
vices” by giving a political rendition of 
“Climbing up the Golden Stairs,’’ and they 
sang it very well. An encore was called for, 
and It was fully twenty minutes later when 
the speakers came upon the platform. 

P. J. Larrabee called the meeting to order 
and presentedMr. A. F. Moulton as presiding 
officer. 

Mr. Moulton said in commencing, that in 
going around the country he had been im- 
pressed with the fact that there was great 
interest in the political issues of the day. 
They are not paying so much attention to 
allegory and flowery speeches, but are get- 
ting down to solid argument. 

Mr. Moulton then commenced his assault 
on the Republican party in the degeu- 
eracy of the shipping interest, saving that in 
1857 the ships of this country' did three- 
fourths of the carrying trade of the country, 
and that it had been reduced from that to 
the present insignificant proportions by the 
tariff. He then went on to show that the 
tariff was for the benefit of the few to the 
exclusion of the many. He said the tax on 
rice in South Carolina was for the benefit of 
a few men, and that this principle applied to 
many other protected industries, but lie said 
further that 19 out of every 20 laborers are 
in the unprotected industries. He closed by 
comparing Blaine (aud when that name was 
mentioned the audience burst into a storm of 
applause) to Disraeli, saying that he more 
nearly resembled him than Gladstone. 

There was great applause when Colonel 
Fellows of New York, was introduced. He 
said, in beginning, that these questions 
which we discuss in our campaign now were 
purely questions of economics aud could not 
awaken the interest and enthusiasm of the 
issues of the war. He commented on the en- 
thusiasm that had just been manifested over 
the mention of Blaine’s name by saying that 
he would prefer that everybody but Repub- 
licans snouid go home as he really had not 
need of saying anything to Maine Demo- 
crats. He then proceeded to take up and dis- 
cuss the Kepublican ulatform. ne said 
tl.nr ».. ........x:„ x 
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to railroads in times past had been just iu 
opposition to the plank which calls for the 
distribution of the public lands to actual 
settlers, and that the Democratic party had 
taken out of the hands of these railroad mag- 
nates 80 million acres of that laud. 

Next came the pension plank and he said 
that the Democratic party party was a better 
friend to the soldier because it had recog- 
nized some 48,000 new claims. Mormanism, 
he said, had been allowed to grow and in- 
crease under Republican rule, and during the 
25 years of their rule they had done nothing 
to hinder it. 

The navy had also been greatly depleted 
during the Republicans’rule and yet in the 
three and one half years of Democracy there 
have been laid the keels of thirteen first class 
vessels of war. 

Mr. Fellows then commenced his remarks 
upon the tariff question which was really his 
important topic. He said the Republicans 
had never before enunciated the tariff views 
as stated in their platform of 1888 and pro- 
ceeded to quote from well known leaders 
of the party who he believed had at other 
times not only been opposed to the present 
tariff party as advocated by the Repub- 
lican party but lud leaned very for toward 
the tariff for revenue only position of the 
Democrats. Morrill, Blaine, Folger, Mc- 
Collougli, John Sherman, Wilson, Gov. 
Long and Heury Cabot Lodge were all 
quoted from. He prefaced these words by 
saying that “there is not one representative 
Republican alive or dead, James G. Blaine 
and Thomas B. Reed included, who has not 
over and over denounced the tariff doc- 
trine.’’ 

Mr. Fellows iiad a great deal to say about 
farming and said that within a radius of 
five miles around the town of Sydney, Me., there were fifty-four farms, twenty-three of 
which were unoccupied, and of course all 
this was the result of the tariff. He ridi- 
culed the idea that a tariff had anything to 
do with wages, maintaining that they were 
regulated always by supply and demand. 

Mr. Fellows said a great deal more about 
almost every subject under the sun and 
really hurt the force of his remarks by con- 
tinuing so long, as long before he closed 
half ins audience had gone to rest among their protected blankets to dream of how 
many cents a decade they could save by tak- 
ing the duty off salt. 

RAILWAY MATTERS. 

NEW TRAINS ON THE OGDENSBURG. 
The Maine Central railroad is to put on 

additional trains between Portland, Cumber- 
land Mills and Sebago Lake. 

This arrangement will go into effect on 
lhursday, September Gth. A passenger 
train will leave Sebago Lake at 6.05 a. in., 
arriving at Portland at 6.45 a. m., connecting 
with trains for Bangor, Vanceboro, Lewis- 
ton and Auburn, Waterville and Skowhe- 
gan. A train will leave Portland for Seba- 
go Lake at 3.45 p. m. a train will leave 
Portland for Cumberland Mills at 10.10 a. m. 
and 2.00 p. m.; returning, will leave Cumber- 
land Mills for Portland at 11.30 a. m. and 
4.15 p. m„ making connection for Lewiston 
and Waterville. These trains are new, and 
in addition to the regular through trains of 
the summer schedule now in force. 

By this arrangement there will be six 
trains a day on the Maine Central from 
Portland to Cumberland Mills and return. 
The train arriving at Portland at 6.45 in the 
morning will enable mechanics and others 
to reach the city in time to begin work at 7 
o’clock, and the last train to Sebago Lake at 6.15 p. m. will enable them to return 
after work. 

These trains are fixtures; they will be run 
the year round, with perhaps slight altera- 
tion in the time during the winter months. 

After Monday, September 3rd, the name 
of Westbrook station on the Portland & Og- 
densburg railroad will be changed to Cum- 
berland Mills and the station called Liver- 
more will be changed to Sawyer’s river. 

An engine house and an iron turntable are 
to be put iu this fall at Sebago Lake. 

A NEW FKEIGHT HOUSE. 
The Maine Central will build an addition 

to their freight house on West Commercial 
street of 200 feet, and intend to have it ready 
for occupancy October 1st. When this is 
ready for use they will abandon the freight 
house now used by the Portland & Ogdens- 
burg railroad and the track wbich now 
crosses West Commercial street will be dis- 
pensed with. This track across the street 
has been objectionable to the public, and it 
is a move in the right direction to get rid of 
it. The Maine Central also saves the dan- 
ger, annoyance and expense of maintaining 
a “know nothing” crossing near Danforth 
street by the removal of the track running to 
the Portland & Ogdensburg railroad freight house.

The Maine Central, since it acquired the 
Portland & Ogdensburg railroad, consists ol 
021 miles. In addition to this the company operates 285 miles of steamboats.

dent’s mind that he might make an impor- 
tant point there. But instead of asking for 
power to proclaim a suspension of all tran- 
sit on Maine railroads, wny don’t his Secre- 
tary of the Treasury recall the privilege that 
he gave to the Canadian Pacific and let us 
alone here in our trad* over the Megantic 
and Grand Trunk lines?

To whom in 
the State of Maine is there a wrong done by 
the fact that Imports from Eu- 
rope or the West Indies are 
landed at Portland, destined for 
Canada can go stialgbt through without 
being detained under our customs house laws 
Would it not be, in y*ur judgment, a very 
mean and a very uiueighborly act if. when 
the St. Lawrence river is frozen up so that 
no ship can enter it, aud the President calls 
attention to that fact as an advantage we 
have over Canada, to 4euy them commercial 
privileges through Portland, especially when 
it throws a large a large and constant profit- 
able trade into the hands of thousands of 
American citizens? Would you advise that 
the trade be stopped and the Americans en- 
gaged in it all punished because the Presi- 
dent stubbornly refused to use the means of 
proper retaliation in his power for the last 
■year and a half in regard to the fisheries? 

I think it would be wiser to have the 
policy of retaliation that hits tho right man 
and not resort to one that strikes your hon- 
orable and deserving men, aud all this in or- 
der that Mr. Cleveland’s adminis- 
tration shall be relieved from the odium 
of the gratuitous blunder of 
the Secretary of Jthe Treasury.
