Trial by Newspaper.

In an article, marked by more than its us-
ual acrid power, the New York Nation points
out the obvious disadvantages of “Trial by
Newspaper.” A conspicuously painful ex-
ample of that methcd of dealing with public
offenses is, as everyone knows, exciting the
keenest attention In the United States. A
great reputation is attacked, and with the
name of the first pulpit orator in the New
World, many wider considerations than those
of mere personal feeling are bound up. With
the facts, or what profess to be such, of the
Tillon-Beecher Scandal, we are not concerned,
and do not mean to concern ourselves, We
hasten to say that we are not going to put
our hands in that mud. We should not hesi-
tate to do so If necessity weng shown, for it
may sometimes be the duty of a journalist,
even at the cost of decency, to vindicate some
personality from a grievous wrong, or to as-
sert some principle that has been publicly ig-
nored. But with the conflict that is ragin
around the fame of the pastor of Plymouth
chyreh we are glad to say we in this country
have nothing to do; we have no adequate
means of forming a judgment about any ol
the charges that are bandied about with reck-
less levity, and we are well pleased to be dis-
pensed from the duty of taking aside in an
arraignment that has been poisoned with all
the fury of faction. The method of dealing
with the alleged offense of an eminent public
man which the Americans have chosen is
worth a little consideration. It isnot such as
we should be likely to see generally resortec
to in this country, yet it would be mere phar-
isaical vanity to assert that itis altogether
incompatible with our habits of thought and
our social conventions, It is a danger on the
brink of which all countiies that possess an
unfettered press are hovering, and there is no
security against it except aresolute hardening
of public opinion against the slightest and
earliest sigus of a tendency towards the
abyss. The Americans have plunged into
the miry and slimy flood with something like
frenzy, and it is hopeles to think that the
national mind can come out of it unbe-
smirched. 3

“Trial by Newspaper” may be de:cribed as
that method of scrulinizing the characters of
public men,fand distributing praise or blame,
which is conmon and, indeed, inevitable, in
a Democratic community that resents all
claim to domestic privacy as a restriction of

ublie rights, In every country thereis an

nelination to assert some such power of su-
pervision over the private lives of eminent

ns; but im societies where distinctions of
clasa are maintained the pretension is all but

universally o;:{udmed. [ course, if a scan-
dal breaks out affecting the private character
S s -

of some one on whon, for any reason, the
wotld’s gaze is turned, and if legal proceed-
!ngs follow, there is no possibility of prevent-
ing the publication of every detail connected
with the matter. A prominence allogether
disproportioned to is iutrinsic importance is
thus frequently given to some unpleasant or
discreditable relation infwhicl a distinguished
personage may be involved ; but in England,
even when the law demands publicity, rea-
sonable limits of inquiry and of comment
are set by the very iact that public justice
has taken the controversy in charge, With-
out the intervention of law, there is no ex-
cuse that would at present be admitted in
this country for the open discussion and un-
authorized investigation of a scandal impli-
cating a man of eminence. Whatever may
be the imperfections of our legal system, it
does, to a considerable extent, secure a fair
hearing for a man whose character is im-
peached, and its decisions generally govern
the drift of publie opinion. But the sort of
trial to which Mr. Ward Beecher is now he=
ing subjected has no limitations whatever; it
is confined within no bounds, by regard eith-
er for truth, or justice, or decency. Gossip
sits upon the judgment-seat, and every one is
by turzs, or sometimes at the same mement,
judge and advocate, jury and witness, report-
er, commentator and executioner, Every-
thing is evidence, and nothing is one whit
better evidence than another, The columns
of a hundred journals are open for the recep-
tion of a limitless mass of matter, which may
have no other relation of relevancy to the
charge that is being tried than the caprice or
the cunning of the editor who contrives to
connect it with the exciting tople of the day.
There is no arravgement, no balancing ot
testimoay ; publie opinion is formed upon iso-
lated statements of fact, or more often upon
mere stalements of impressions, and day af-
ter day each new assertion of this kind, drag-
gedout of its relation to the rest of the story,
gives a footing for a new movement of the
public mind. The newspapers surrender
themselves without seruple to the task of sat-
isfying the craving of the public appetite,and
in their competitive ardor they soon lose sight
of the interests of trath a.,.f justice, In a
short time, too, almost every person in the
motley jurr of millions, which Is the self-
constituted tribunal that takes coguizanee of
the cause, loses what little of the judicial
spirit he may have started with. Everybod

forms a theory, and out of the mass of revei!
ant and irrelevant testimony is able to put
together a statement of the case that will
square with his theory, The absenee in
“trial by newspaper” of any tests of the
relevancy or tbe trustworthiness of
the evidence adduced makes it mnext
to impossible to attain the truth in
this way; or if one man echances
to reach certainty thus, his mext neighbor,
arguing from different evidence differently
presented, and following a different line of
reasoning, is pretty sure to reach a diftarent
conclusion. BSo, in any case, the probabili-
ties of injustice are multiplied. But a worse
sort of injustice is still more likely to follow
from the enormous disproportion of the pen-
alty compared with the offense. ““Trial by
newspaper” exercises no discretion in its
punishments. 1t either acquits by acclama-
tion—and this it does seldom,—or it inflicts
upon the accused *“‘a staiu like a wound.”
Such a stain, once flung vpon the character
of a great leader of men, or a revered publie
teacher, is wimost ineradicable; if unde-
served, it is a calamity of the most deplora-
ble kind, for it not only paralyzes a force
that might be powerful for good, but it gen-
erates a cankering distrust ot gooduoess itself,
and a scoffing joy over the humiliation of
what seemed to be goodness.

This is one, and only one, of the demora-
lizing leffects that would flow irom the uni-
versal adoption of trial by newspaper. The
direct contamination of the offensive details
with which the American news fill
their columns is bad enough, but the exuvlia-
tion of base souls and narrow minds ia the
fall and trampling under foot of some charac-
ter that typified a Ioftier ideal of morals, or
a wider sweep of intelligence, than the ereep-
ing ethies or the purbﬁnd mental vision of
“the herd” can tolerate,—this Is a disease
which strikes more dangerously and deeply
into the constitution of a community than &
mere appetite for literary garbage. The
same ubngenerous imstinets that dallﬁht in
erying, “fow are the mighty fallen!” make
themselves manifest also in a crueity exult-
ing over the exhibition of domestic tortures,
of moral anguish, of the bitterest hatreds,
and the foulest treasons. We do not desire
to diminish by a single jot the severity of that
punishment, which is the heaviest and most
effective that ecan be applied to offenses
against public morals, the penalty ot publici-
tﬂ; but the manner in which the penalty
should be applied, and the limitations neces-
sary to minimize the demoralizing et et
upon the lower thought of the community,
seem, in the United States, at any rate, to
require not a little revision,

In considering the growth of organisms,
the action of the alkalies is to be looked u
on as secarcely less important than that of
and water. Lime is the great animal alkali,
and potash the vegetsble one; Its old name
of vegetable kali expressed that faet, and all
the potash of commerce is well known to be
derived from wood ashes. The importance
of potash as a manure has been frequently
overlooked by farmers, who 1arely know the
large amount of this material found in grass,
grain crops, leaves, barnyard manure, roots
and fruits, How potash acts in plants, in
conjunction with carbon and silex, to form
woody fibre, starch, sugar, and oil, is yet un-
known Lo chemical observers, but the fact of
its action is beyond a doubt.

Liebig long since pointed out that the chief
cause of barrenness is the waste of potash
carried off by rich crops, espezially tobacco,
with no replacement by proper manure.
How many millions ot pounds o! potash have
been sent to Europe from the forests of Amer-
iea, and in the grain, tobacco and hemp!
Luekily ove alkali may be replaced by an-
other, and we have received a considerable
quantity of soda from European seaweed and
in the shape of salt., Latterly, nitrate of »o-
da from natoral deposits in South Ameriea is
brought to us at a cheap price.

The point to which we now call attention
is that our farmers and tmit.-gowers have ig-
nored, or rather have been iguorant of, the
importance of wood ashes as a vegetable
stimulant and as the leading constituent of
plants. Even coal ashes, now thrown away
as useless, have been shown, both by experi-
ment and analysis, to s a fair share of
alkaline valae. Aceording to our observation,
it the practice of putting a mixture of wood
and coal ashes around the stems of fruit
trees and vines, particularly early in the
spring, were foliowed as a general our
crops of anples, grapes, peaches, ete., would
be greatly benefitted in both quality and
quantity, and the trees and vines would last
longer.” We will relate only one experiment.

Some twenty-five years ago, we treated an
old hollow pippin apple tree as follows: The
hollow, to the height of eight feet, was filled
and rammed with a compost of wood ashes,
garden mold, and a little waste lime (carbon-
ate). The filliug was securely lastened in
boards. The uest year, the crop of soun
fruit was sixtezu bushels from an old shell of
a tree that had born2 nothing of any account
for sometime. But the slrangest part was
what followed. For seventeen years after fil-
ling, the old pippin tree continued to flourish
and bear well.—Scientific American,

The production of saffton Is an impértan
branch of Agriculture in France, Itisa pef
culiar industry and is little known even in
France. A saffron field is not in the fall
bearing until the second year and at the end
of three years it is exhausted, or as the
ducers style it, is so poisoned that it cannot be
used for the same purpose for fifteen or six-
teen vears, ‘I'he erop is from nine to twenty-
seven pounds per acre of dry pistils. An acre
produces about 700,000 bulbs and each bulb
two or three flowers, About 75,000 are requir-
ed to yield a pound of dry pistils, which are
the valuable part of the flower. The labor
of picking such enormous numbers s, of
course, very great, and when the crop is large
and pickers scare the whole flowers are cut
and earried into villages where the picking is
jobbed out to women and children at from
twenly cenls to a dollar a pound. When
ready for market the saffron is worth from
$7.50 to $10 per pound and when very fine
sells for $20. Once or twice within filly years
it has brought $40 per pound. 1t requires a
peculiar soil which rents for double the rent
of common ground, or at from $15 (o $20
per acre,

Tories English and American.

No man will be justified in voting the Re-
publican ticket next Monday without stop-
ping to consider seriously whether he would
not, on the whole, do a better thing by vot-
ing the Democratie ticket. There is no more
dangérdes-or pernicious habit than that of
esercizing the right of suflrage mechanically
and adhering without reflection to old party

associations merely because they are old., It
was this blind, unreflecting attachment to
names instead of things that caused thou®
sands of men who Dbelonged to the progres-
sive and patriotic Democratic party prior (o
Jackson’s time to adbere to the false De-
mocracy of Buchanan's time—a Democracy
which had been debauched by slavery and no
longer bore any resemblance to that of the
genuine Jeffersonian stamp, It becomes us
ail to take care that the words “progress,”

“liberty,” *justice’” acd “moral ideas” do
not in lise manner carry us unsuspectingly

into the support of errors as serious, and
practices as vicious as those which, by reac-
tion, gave birth to the Republican party.

Why then should a man who approaches
the polls next Monday vote for the Republi-
can instead of the Demwocratic candidates?
To our owa mind the most comprehensive
and therefore the most satisfuctory an-
swer is this—parties in the TUnited
Slates have for several years heen

approximating more aud more neary
to those in European countries, particularly
to those of England. By the disappearance
of the single issue of overwhelming impor-
taunce, which made party lines so sharp and
clear that no man could miss them, we are
relegated to the consideration of more gener-
al questions to seck motives for party alle-
giance. And we find that the same motives
which would impel a British subject to vote
with the Whigs or Liberals rather than with
the Tories, would make a Republican rather
than a Democrat of an American citizen, In
England no oue question of public policy is
ever for a leng time the point of departure
for parties. Dut there is no difficulty in dis-
covering from both history and observation
that while the Liberal ideal is the future, the
Tory ideal is the past, and that while the
Liberal endeavor is to conform icstitutions
1o the more generous and humane notions
of the nineteenth century, the Tory seeks
relief trom the evils of the present by bring-
ing the country back to the golden agze of
the Tudors and Plantagenets. The followers
of Gladstone and DBright use their best
efforts, in their slow English way, to limit
the prerogatives of tbe crown and curtail
the invidious privileges of the upper
classes, at the same time enlarging popular
privileges and diffusing intelligence. The
iberal tendeney is toward a republic, wkile
that of the conservatives, though they would
hardly admit it, is toward the absolutism of
the Stuarts, Consequently in England there
Is a natural gravitation of progressive, philo-
sophical and philanthropic men to the Liber-
al party, and there is a corresponding move-
ment in the direction of Toryism on the part
of the aristocrats; high churchmen and dilet-
tante anthors. A reformer is a Whig by in-
stinet, while a millionaire or a gentleman
usher is as naturaliy a Tory. Not ihat these
rules are lnvariable.  Individual caprice or
private interest may make a Tory of an errai-
ic reformer like Catlyle, er make a noble lord
like the Duke of Argyle an “advanced” Lib=
eral. Not that the Tory party as a whole is
always retrogressive either. The last time
Disraeli was in the cabinet, he led his aston-
ished and recaleitrant associates in the pas-
sagé of a bill greatly enlarging the right of
+ suffrage. Temporary expediency or the am-
bition of an able leader sometimes leads to
sirange digressions and astonishing contra-
dictions. Bot the fact is clear, nevertheless,
that if Great Brilain were abandoned to the
Tories it would go backward, while the Lib-
erals, clothed with undisputed power,
would earry it forward to essential, if not
nominal, democracy.

The parallel is plain.  Subject to the same
individual exceptions and temporary aud par-
tial divergencies, the Republicans are the Lib-
erals and the Democrats the Tories of Amer-
ica. While the future may never again bring
us a single great question of abstract morals
on which to divide, no man need suffer his
political conscience to be confused and uncer-
tain so long as it plainly appears that one
party is looking backward and the other for-
ward. The consideration of one or two rep-
resenlative specific questions makes this gen-
eral proposition clear. The matter of frce

« 8chools, for instance, is one of the most im-
portant questions having reference to the per-
petuation of democratic equality. Without
universal eduation, an aristocracy is inevila-
ble. Now suppose the country to be given over
Lo the undisputed control of one or the other of
the existing parties~-can any sane man be at
a moment’s loss to decide in whose hands
that most important interest would be most
safe? Wherever there are enemies to free
schools, whether they be southern whites,
northern conservalives or religious bigots,
they are devoted to the Democratic party.
Whersver there are enthusiasts for popular
enlightenmznt, and wherever there is most
zeal for free schools, there is the Republican
strength the most overwhelming,

So on all questions of reform. There are
many consistent temperauce men who are
Democrats, but theirs is not the party which
temperance men choose @s temperance men,
because the general feeling and tendency in
the Democratic ranks is such as to give them
no encouragement., There is notacommuni-
ty in the United States where a Democratic
success would be regaraed by any true friend
of temperance as a trinmph of that particu-
lar reform,

Take the vital question of the equal civil
and political rights of citizens. Is there an y-
where in the country a eclass to which these
rights are held to belong only by sufferance?
Is there a disposition anywhere to enforae
class distinctions—to discriminate DLetween
the rich and the poor, and to oppress the Jat-
ter on account of their ignorance and weake
ness? Who is it that cherishes this ungener-
ous feeling? And who is it that insists hat
all men, rich or poor, black or white, shajl
enjoy an equal participation in the privileges
and responsibilities cf the government? No
one honestly seeking to do right in this mut-
ter could have a shadow of doubt as to
which parly presented the best claim for his
support.

There is, toe; in the near future, a great
struggle impending which will be a crucial
test ol the nation’s power of self-govern-
ment—a struggle which we should even now
l{e girding up cur loins to encounter, Ee-
sides the claim alreg ¥ before Congross for re-
pa)"ment. of the cotton tax, the South presents
cla:_ms for cotton and oher property destroyed
during ‘thc war, :}111] for the slayes whose
manumission  wiped out foyu hundred
millions of dollars of property, They
are also preparing to ask for the assump-
tion of the whole or apartof the gop.
federate debt or of the debts of the rebellious
states, making an aggiegate of menaces
agalnst the national treasury of a ruinous ex-
tent. 1t seems, at first glance, impossible
that any measure of success could at-

“tend these efforts; but when we, re-
flect that a whole section will be substan-

tially a unit for all the schemes of this nature
and that upon the small part of the other sec-
tion necessary to the purpose there will be
brought to bear the tremendouns influences of
a vast and consolidated pecuniary iuterest for
the avaricious and a vast and copsolidated'po-
litical interest for the ambitious,the situation
seems by no means free from peril. 'Where
can be found the organized and effivient op-
position required to protect the country from
these formidable aggressions hut in  the Re-
publican party? Can you trust it to the
Demoerats, mad with long thirst for power—
the old time and nataral allies of the south-
erners ?

Aud so we might go on through the whole
list of questions which engage or may engage
public attention. But these are enough to
show a good tendency on the one side and a
bad one on the other and so lead the voter
to a sale practical conclusion.

Tne dramatic critics of certain New York
papers object to Miss Julia Seaman because
she doesn’t make a successful devil. With-
out entering into a discussion as to the jus-
tice of condemning a woman for the lack of
satanic qualities, we will content ourselves
with considering the reasonableness of their
objections, It should be premised that Miss
Seaman has just appeared in the role of Sa-
tan ia the drama of The Deluge, now on the
boards at Niblo's Garden, The critics ad-
mit that she has beauty, intelligence, fire, fm-
agination and force, qualities which, to the
mind of the unprejadiced observer, go to
make up a pretty good devil, and one destined
to be highly successful in her chosen voca-
tion ; but these captious critics object to her
because she is *‘a mammoth copy of Lydia
Thompson.” Now we submit—with all due
regard for brunettes—that II S. M., the
Prince of Darkness, could not more effectual-
ly disguise himselt than by an appearance in
the form of a “‘golden blonde,” and that in
that shape he would be eminently calculated
for a pitfall and asnare in the path of the
stronger sex, at least. It is further objected
that the lady in question has the voice of an
auctioneer, As the devil is popularly sup-
posed to be engaged, the major portion of his
time,in bidding off human souls at ridiculous-
ly low prices, that objection must surely fall
to the ground.

The Temperance Camp Meeting.

[SECOND DAY'S PROCEEDINGS,

Increased Aitendance—Arrival of Massn-
chasetts Reform Clubs——Speeches by
Ex-Gov. Perham, Mr. Johuson eof
Brooklyn, Mrs. Hart, Mrs. Johuson,
aad others,

The second day of the temperance camp
meeting at Old Orchard opened under favor-
able auspices. The heavens were almost cloud-
lese and the air clear, cool and bracing. The
number in attendance on the morning meeting
was not laige, but the forenoon traias brought
many, and in the alternoon there were prob-
ably two or three thousand persons on the
grourd, Among the prominent arrivals were
the Rev. W, IL. Boole of New York, Hon. J, B,
Siweat, and R. E. Griffin, Secrelary of the
Haverhill Reform Association. The best of
order prevailed throughout the day,

The preliminary prayer meeting was held in
the Biddeford tent at half-past eight o’clock,
and was conducted Ly Francis Murphy. Among
those who took part were Rev, 8, F. Wetherbee
of Biddeford, Mrs. Denman, Mrs. Johnson,
Mrs. Hart, Rev, John Allen, J, K. Osgosd, and
others,

The public mectingjwas called to order at ten
o'clock by Mr, Murphy, after which the hymn
“0 for a thousaud tongues,” &ec., was sang.
Camp-meeting John Allen {then repeated the
5th chapter of First Thessalonians, and offered
prayer,

After another temperanee song, Rev. I. Luce,
Presiding Elder of the |Portland District, was
iatroduced. Mr, Luce said he came before the
andience without any special {preparation, but
his head and heart were in the movement.
Such & meeting as this ‘was unigue,—probably
the first one of the kind ever held on earth.
From his early childhood he had taken a deep
luterest in the temperance movement, which
had been increased by the sad wrecks he had
sten among his friends, and even his kindred,
by the vice of intemperance. He believed that
those most casily seduced by the vice were
those of warm impulses and susceptible na-
tures. He was present to give his whole hea
to the movement.

After the singing of another hymn, “Q,

patiently we've waited,”;J. K, Osgood of Gar-
diner related his own personal experience and
made a strong appeal for personal effort in ithe
canse of reform,
Mr, E. Johnson of Brooklyn was then intro.
diced. He said he extended to the assemblage
tha greeting of the noonday Fultonestreet
prayer meeting, the greeting of a little prayer
meeting in the mountains of Pennsylvania
which he had established, and the greeting of
the Crusaders of New York., For 28 years he
chewed tobaceo under advice of a physician,
and for the same period had drunk intoxicating
Liquors, but by the grace of God he had been
@alled to conquer his adversaries, and now
wis a free man. He believed that no onpe
quicker than the rum seller and the ram
drinker abandoned their vices when convinced
of them. The rum seller and drinker were
men of generous impulses, and warmest heart-
ed of women were found among the fallen
ones, and it was their very warm-heartedness
which cansed their fall. He presented statistics
showing the work the Reform Associations of
Brooklyn and New York had accomplished,
Mrs. Mary I, Hart, Secretary of the Brook-
lyn Ladies’ Tewmperance R:forn Association,
was the next speaker. She gave an interesting
acrount of the visits of that association to the
sa'oons of Drooklyn on Sanday evenings, and
urged upon the ladies tjo necessity of imme-
diate work, All could pot visit saloons, but
everyone could do something to help on the
reform.

The forenoon service closed with the dox-

ology.

At one o'clock a ladies’ méeting was held in

the Biddeford tent, conducted by Mrs, Hart of

Brooklyn. Tive persons requested prayers.

Remarks were made or prayers offered by Mrs,

Moore of New York, Mrs. Danman of New-
ark, Mrs. Johnson, President of the Ladies
Association of Brooklyn, Mrs, Francis E. Wil-
lard of Chieago, Rev. W. H Boole and others.
A temperance song entitled “A League of
Prayer,” composed by the Rev. F. Ballou of
New York, was sung at this mezting for tbe
first time.

Pablie service in the afternvon commenced
at half-past 2 o'clock with the singing of the
hymn “Friends of temperance quick to arms,”
afler which Rev, W, H. Boole invoked the Di-
vine blessing. The audience then sang “‘Jesus,
lover of my soul,” .

Mr. Muarphy then called upon Dr. Brickett,
as one thoroughly identified with the refoym
movement in this state. The doctor appeared,
but after a few remarks of apology informed
the audience that he would speak Friday after-
1oom.

Ex-Gov. Perham was then introducad. He
said he was not on the grounds simply because
he wanted to be there, but because he conld
not find it~in his heart to stay away.
He was mot a professional speaker, never spoke
simply for the sake of speaking. He would
rather hear from the noble women present
from Brooklyn, New York, Newark and Chi-
cago, than speak himself. Daring the 35 years
he had beer identified with the temperance
movement his zeal had never abated. To-day,
he said, was the grandest epoch in the history
of the reform. No such gathering as he saw
before him had ever been held before anywhere.
Never before had tlere been such an instance
of Cliristian men and women laying aside their
differences, and laying their hearts on the altar
of reform. We have come here to gird on our
armor and win the greatest victory in this glo-
rious work.

Oune of the saddest features of intemperanca
lay in the fact that the igunorant and worthless
were not the only ones to be carried away cap-
tive by it. It attacked the high and noble as
well. Men even in the sacred ark had fallen
victims to it and statesmen had Dbeen ruined
by it.

Temperance men and women often say that
they are discouraged, as if there had been no
progress. But a comparison of the habits of
the people at the present timp with those of
our ancesiors shows that it has been marked
and rapld. The Governor went on to particu-
larize wherein this progress was to be sean,
remarking that the State of Maine had shown
her allegiance to temperance by selecting for
his successor in the puberpatorial chair a man
even more radical, if possible, than he him-
self.

He closed with an appeal to the reformed
men present to work diligently to raise up the
fallen and thus not only rescue other men but
estiblish their own salvation.

Capt. Sturdivant then made a fow remarks,
after which a collection was taken up and the
sum of $57 realized.

Farther remarks were made by Mrs, Dr. T,
. Lawrence, who with her husband has been
laboring for some time in this state, Rev. Dr.
J. T. G. Nichols of Biddeford, and Mrs, Mary
C. Johnsop, President of the Brooklyn Ladies’
Temperance Reform Association.

In the evening no public service was held,
but several social meetings in the tents, which
were well attended and proved occasions of in-
terest and profit.

No definite programme had been arranged
last night for to-day, but the arrival of several
prominent speakers makes it certain that the
meetings will be of intereet. [t was strongly
asserted that Gough will come,and Miss Oliver,
the young and gifted Ohio lady, is expected to
arrive to-day. -

L A TerpBLY DELIBERATE SUICDE, — At

NEW HAMPSHIRE.

Hon. W. M. Evarts on Agriculiure.

CrAreMONT, Sept. 9 —The second day of the
Connecticat River Valley Agricanltural Fair
was largely attenged, and the display of stock
and agricultural prodocts was very fine. A
very large crowd of people was drawn to the
grounds in the afternoon to listen to the address
by Hon. Wm. M. Evarts of New York.

At 2 o'clock Chester Pike introduced Hon.
Wm., M. Evarts of New York, the eminent
statesman and lawyer, as well as practical
farmer and successful stock grower.

Mr. Evarts began his address by congratulat-
ing those present on the saccess of the fair.
There seems to be nothing wanting. The weath-
er, the display and the enjoyment of the occa-
sion are npearly perfect, and irom it we know
that in agriculture there have been taken no
steps backward, The great Romau poet, whose
inspirations were in so much wunison with our
own, himself a farmer and the son of a farmer,
hit upon the true secret of the snccess of agri-
cultural shows when he said, **These things
seen bp the eye make a greater impression than
those heard by the ear.” Whether be learns
this from the caltle shows of his own valley or
his own instruction, our farmers know it well,
1f any one thing characterizes farmers’ fairs ic
is that they do not depend upon noisy conten-"
tions, They bring with them their evidence
by the girth of the cattle and the weight of
their products. They settle thefquestion of ex-
cellence. Now, if all the assemblies of this
country, and we Americans ari a people of as-
semblies, were to do away with speeches and
resolmions and compelled to show by results,
they would not appear better than the farmers,
An old Eoglish Admiral, & native of New
England, who became eminentin the British
service late in life, visited his native shores,
Having been born on Cape Cod he supposed he
knew all about the conntry, and on the voyage
entertained his fellow passengers with accounts
of it, and among others, told of Cape Cod lob-
sters which weighed 25 ponnds,

As this was doubted, a wazer was laid that
he could not, on landing, find such a lobster,
When he rtried he failed, but by hunting up
the old fishermen obtained some affidavits that
they formerly caught them of such size, but
the referees decided agaiust him, saying, “Afi
davits are not lobsters.”

What a year the last would be if politicians
presented their work instead of their talk. We
should have in conventions state goveruments
established by frand and dissolved by injunc-
tion. Others like South Carolina, following
Moses and the prophets, and so on; but instead
of this we have speeches aud resolutions. Ab,
that resolutions are not acts, that affidavits are
not lobsters,

The essence and force of farmers’ lives are
what they show and what they =ay. Probably
the reason why Capt, Pike invited the speaker
to deliver the address was because he koew
somewhat of his guing on a farm, and knew
while he (the speaker) supplies a large family,
giving the boys a pair of boots and the girls a
new bounet, yearly paying taxes and pew rent,
and keepiug out of the sheriff, but driving no
oxen, sheering no sheep and threshing no grain,
and thought that if it could be kuown how
these things were done it would be of great ad-
vantage to the farmers of the Connecticut val-

ley.

I said V' r. Evarts, *‘confess to an ambition to
succeed as a gentleman farmer. There is one
fanlt with gentlemea farmers. He sees neigh-
bor farmers prosper jost as they devote their
own gkill and their own care to their farms,
acd he thioks the way for him to succeed is to
show his own skill and thought in his tarm.
This is the fatal mistake. The first thiug for
him to do i8 to learn to let his farm alone and
leave it to the care of practicable and sensible
farmers,”

He then spoke at some length on the life and
interests of 1armers and gave many suggestiong
which were of much practicable.value to agri-
culturalists, his address being mainly ou farm-
ing interests.

o the conrse of his remarks he alluded
briefly to self government, dwelling somewhat
upon its beauties and benefits to the people,
articularly to the farming portions, *‘Ours,”
e said, “is government of the ;l:eople and for
the people and it is patent to all that we shall
retain this form of government as long as it is
permitted us to elect a Chuef Magistrate to pre-
gide over the nation,”
He also referred to the national finance,
speaking most decidedly in favorof a hard
money policy or a specie basis, A promise to
pay so0 long as 1t is kept by the governmant is
redeemable in gold but when broken he argued
is worthless,
