AMONC THE REFUCEE8. 

What Is Being Done for Them at 

Camp Perry. 

Washington, Sept. 6.—Surgeon General 
Hamilton returned last night from a visit to 
Florida and Georgia. He said Camp Perry 
is to be enlarged and arrangements made 
for the erection and furnishing of a Dumber 
of Railroad houses. Five are to be put up to- 
day, ten tomorrow, and an equal number 
from day to day until a sufficient number is 
established to accommodate all who come 
to the camp. It is proposed to double the 
capacity of the camp and improve the ser- 
vice as much as possible. A Yellow fever 
camp lias been established half a mile from 
Camp Perry for the treatment of such cases 
as may develop among the refugees. There 
were 145 persons at muster at Camp Perry 
yesterday, and 17 admissions during the day. 
One person was discharged and. also, five 
persons returned to Jacksonville for insu- 
bordination at the fever hospital. 

The Cloomiest Day. 
Jacksonville, Fla., Sept. 6.—This has 

been the gloomiest day of the epidemic. The 
death roll is unexpectedly large. When Dr. 
Mitchell entered the executive committee 
rooms tills morning and announced six 
death since last evening, and that some 
patients had died for want of skilled nurses, 
there was a sensation. The number of new 
cases in the 24 hours ending at 6 o’clock this 
evening is 4G; deaths, 10; total cases to date, 
454; total deaths, 52. The gloomiest appre- 
hensions are felt here and bitterness at the 
policy that shut women and children in, who 
could have been sent to places of safety two 
weeks ago had a consistent and well ordered 
plan been adopted, is intense. Several 
liberal responses were received today to the 
appeal for relief. Two additional hospital 
wards are being built at the Sand Hills and 
it is hoped arrangements may soon be per- 
fected for prompt and careful treatment and 
the nursing of all patients. 

FIFTY LOST THEIR LIVES 

Ir. a Cyclone Which Swept the island 
of Ouba. 

Havana, Sept. 6.—A terribly destructive 
cyclone visited the island Tuesday. Advices 
from Sogua are that fifty persons lost their 
lives, and that the damage to dwellings and 
warehouses in the city, and to vessels In the 
harbor and the warves is very great. The 
village of Pueblo Nuevo is literally wiped 
out. The telegraph wires are badly broken. 

Canada Will Cet All She Can. 

Ottawa, Ont., Sept. 6.—The customs de- 

partment has decided to enforce the fine of 

$400 against the American schooner Gladia- 
tor, seized by the Canadian customs authori- 
ties while towing in Canadian waters, for 
which she had no permit. 

The Chinese Treaty. 
Shanghai, Sept. G.—There are still hopes 

of ratification of the immigration treaty with 
the United States. The discussion causes 
much excitement. At Canton a mob attack- 
ed the residence of the American official. 

Foreign Notes.

rifles at the trial of Mr. Redmond, M. P., at 
Arthurstown, Ireland, yesterday.

SHERMAN SAYS WAIT. 

That Treaty May Not Have Been 
Rejected By China. 

Washington, Sent. 6.—In the Senate, to- 
day, Senator Hoar offered a resolution which 
was laid over until tomorrow, calliDg the at- 
tention ol the President, respectfully, to the 
resolution of the Senate of the 28th of Aug- 
ust, requesting him to communicate to the 
Senate copies of all communications addres- 
sed by bis direction to the government of 
Great Britain remonstrating against certain 
unfair treatment of American citizens and 
requesting him to furnish such information 
as soon a3 possible. 

Senator Dawes called attention to a mis- 
take made yesterday by Senator Pasco in his 
speech. In quoting an article from the Spring- 
field Republican and designating that jour- 
nal as a Republican paper. Mr. Dawes ex- 

plained that the paper was supporting Cleve- 
land. 

The Chinese exclusion bill was taken up 
and Senator Sherman asked unanimous con- 
sent that the bill be laid rside until definite 
information of the treaty be received. He 
said he had information from undoubted 
source that the probability was the treaty 
had not been rejected by the Chinese govern ■ 

ment. 
Senator Stewart objected to the bill being 

laid aside. 
Senator Platt criticized the way in which 

the bill had come before Congress, charging 
the President with unwarranted interference 
with legislation. 

After further debate, a vote was taken re- 
sulting in 37 affirmative votes. A call of the 
Senate showed 39 Senators, or exactlv a quo- 
rum to be present. Senator Hoar explained 
that be had not voted for the reasons stated 
by Senator Sherman, who had also withheld 
his vote. It was agreed that a vote should 
be taken at noon today.

JACK SPRATT WINS THE RACE, 
While a Young Flyer from Cornish 

Does Remarkable Work. 

Closing Scenes of the Fair of the 

Ossipee Valley Farmers. 

A Successful Exhibition, Which 
Promises More of the Same Sort.

Cornish, Sept, (i.—After a very cold nigb^ 

the last day of this successful exhibition 
opened fair and bright, and by 10 o’clock the 
chill began to wear off, so |tiiat people could 
take a measure of comfort out of doors. The 
crowd began to pour in early in the day, and 
long before noon the the ticket seller had 
passed out over 1200 tickets. A few addi- 
tional entries have been made to tlie vegeta- 
ble department, and the tables assigned to 
the ladies fancy work have materially in- 
creased their load of fancy work since last 
night. The variety Is great and quality 
good. The forenoon passed in witnessing 
the base ball game between the Presump- 
scotts and Sanfords, the score being 24 to 7 
in favor of tlie Presumpscots, and in listen- 
ing to the musical voice of the Indian Doctor 
as he poured forth his sweet strains in be- 
half of his wonderful discovery, or In being 
beguiled into buying gold jewelry for 25 
cents, or in depositing 10 cents for a ticket to 
the inside of the museum, from which came 
the most hideous sounds that ever emanated 
from mortal Ups. It was called music, but 
nowhere on earth can it be duplicated.These 
humbugs should be stopped in the interest of 
good order. The officers today have felt the 
necessity of enlarging tneir groands. The 
uniform ticket system has worked well, but 
the attempts made to get past the gates with- 
out depositing a quarter are ludicrous.

THE FREE FOB ALL. 
The free for all was, of course, the centre 

of attraction for the immense crowd, drawn 
there to see the struggle between Star Gazer, 
Jack Spratt and the new candidate for 
special honors, Mamie W., the mare who 
won the record of 2.27 so easily at Norwrny 
in August. The grand stand was packed 
and every inch of standing room taken any- 
w here where the finish could be seen. The 
driver of Mamie VV. nodded for the word 
when three lengths behind and Jack at once 
took the pole trotting finely, but the gamy 
mare crept on the other two step by step and 
as they swung into the stretch to come to the 
half.on the outside the mare trotted squarely, forcing the others to a break and passing the 
wire in 1.14, taking the pole on the turn and 
holding to the finish, though pressed by Jack on the homestretch; time 2.28}. It 
was a grand exhibition of speed and pro- voked hearty applause. The best time ever 
made on this track previous to today was by Messenger Knox some years ago when he 
trotted a mile in 2.36. The record made to- 
day will be of great service in future races 
as it proves the value of the track for speedy 
work. 

In the second heat, the mare was again sent away more than two lengths behind, and her driver did not help the case any by putting her in a pocket twice. A little better 
judgment with the speed the uiare has 
would have given her the heat. As it was 
she finished third. Star Gazer trotted a 
splendid heat, never lifting his nose, while 
Jack Spratt made three breaks, and in the 
home stretch changed his position. Never- 
theless the starter was determined to give Jack the heat, and the others fell into line 
to tile surprise of many who thought the Buckfield gelding entitled to the heat; time, 2.27$. 

Again the mare was sent off behind and 
on the outside. As they flew to the quarter Jack broke and gained while the others 
trotted smoothly. At the half they were side bv side in 1.13, but the driver of the 
mare forced her a little too much and she faltered on the turn and fell back. Star Gaz- 
er kept close to Jack who at the three quar- 
-il .. mean, iraiujg liHUSeil 
so that he finished easily in 2.28, not being punished for breaking, as he was several 
lengths ahead of the others. 

At the start in the fourth heat Star Gazer 
made one of his characteristic breaks and 
fell so far astern, that as distance was 
waived his driver jigged him around the 
track. In this heat Jack broke several times 
and while the mare ran very level, never lift- 
ing her nose, she could not speed with the 
gelding who jogged in in 2.30, winning the 
race with the mare second and Star Gazer third.

Throughout it was a very exciting race 
and many thought the mare had a chance to 
wm, but the little gelding is coming to an 
edge preparatory for the races at the State 
Fair next week,when he is again to try titles 
with Gleuarm, Star Gazer, Aubine and oth- 
ers, and,is too much for the mare, wonder- 
fully speedy as she is. 

The judges on Wednesday were Gardiner 
Walker of Deering, Levi T. Pike, Cornish, 
and L. P. Ilawkins. Thursday Mr. Walker 
stepped out and Mr. W. H. Abbott of Frye- 
burg, took his place as starter. 

Financially this lias been the most scccess- 
ful fair the society has ever held. Tuesday 
371 tickets were sold, Wednesday 1150, and 
today 2408. As all exhibitors, iu every de- 
partment, are entitled to a free pass, and 
230 shareholders have three tickets each, 
without cost, the attendance on Thursday 
must have been very near five thousand. 
The best of order has prevailed. The offi- 
cers have been constantly on the alert to 
provide for the comfort andipleasure of ex- 
hibitors and spectators, and all are rejoiced 
to know that they now have the means to 
begin the building of permanent cattle sheds 
and horse stalls, that the stock may be kept 
on the grouud throughout the fair. 

During the afternoon the celebrated stal- 
lion Prescott, by Harold, was brought out and 
driven around the track by Ur. Swasey, his 
owner. He is a beautifully formed horse, a 
rich hay, very smooth in his action, and a 

beauty on the track. He has never been 
troted for speed, but rests his reputation on 
the character of his colts. All through this 
section he is noted as a great roadster, and 
ope of the fastest walkers ever seen in these 
parts.

Hyde Park, Vt., Sept. 6.—One hundred 
and ninety-nine towns, casting 64,538 votes 
gives Dilingham 45,476; Shurtleff,17,809; Pro- 
hibition and scattering, 1273, a net Republi- 
can gain over 1884 in the towns heard from 
of 5727. If the same relative gain continues 
in a few small towns not yet heard from, 
Dillingham’s majority over all will be 27,- 
902, being a larger majority than was ever 
given to any candidate. Every county in 
the State shows an increased majority over 
1884. Following is the exact percentage of 
increase: Orange county, 55 per cent; 
Washington, 47; Essex, 42; Lincoln, 40;

Bennington, 33; Windsor, 30; Franklin, 28; 
Orleans, 19; Addison, 4. 

White River Junction, Vt., Sept. 6.—

How to Tell Good Beef. 
Professor V.C. Vaughan, of the Michigan 

State Board of Health, says:— 
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contains no clots of bloods- Well-nourished 
beeves furnish a flesh which while raw is 
marked with spcts of white fat; it is firm 
and compact. Old, lean animals furnish a 
flesh which is tough, dry and dark; the fat Is 
yellow. Veal is slightly reddish, and has 
tender white fibres. The fat is not distribut- 
ed through the lean, as in beef. The same 
is true of mutton. In well-nourished animals 
white fat accumulates along the borders of 
the muscles. Pork is rose red and has fat 
distributed through theimuscle. The lard is 
white and lies in heavy deposits under the 
skin. 

Good beef is not of a pale pink color, and 
such a color indicates that the animal was 
diseased. Good beef does not have a dark 
purple hue, for this color is evidence that the 
animal has not been slaugetered, but died 
with the blood in its body, or has suffered 
from acute febrile affection. 

Good beef has no, or but little, odor; or, 
if any odor is perceptible, it Is not disagree- 
able. In judging as to odor of meat pass a 
clean knife, which has been dipped in hot 
water, through it and examine subsequently 
as to the odor of the knife. Tainted meat 
often gives off a plainly perceptiblo and dis- 
agreeable odor while being cooked. 

Good meat is elastic to the touch. Meat 
that is wet and flabby should be discarded. 
It should not become gelatinous after being 
kept in a cool place for two days, but should 
remain dry on the surface and firm to the 
touch.

WHY WOOD PULP IS TO BE PROTECTED. 

Mr. Blaine Alludes to the Letter Post- 

ed In the Warren Mills. 

Democratic Influence In Favor of a 

Patent and Its Product. 

Ten Thousand People Cheer the 

Maine Leader at Berwick. 

South Berwick, Sept. 6.—Thousands of 
enthusiastic people of Maine and the neigh- 
boring States greeted Mr. Blaine here this 
afternoon, when be made one of his last 
speeches in the State campaign. Special and 
regular trains from Biddeford and Kenne. 
bunk, in Maine, Dover, Exeter, Rochester 
and other points in New Hampshire, and 
Lawrence In Massachusetts,icame in heavily 
loaded, and when the monster meeting was 
called to order in the Academy grounds, and 
Mr. Blaine was presented, it was estimat- 
ed that 10,000 people were present. Upoi 
this basis the meeting was Just about as large 
as that at Old Orchard yesterday, but it con- 
tained a much larger proportion of men- 

Forty veterans of 1840 from Dover, N‘ 
H.. were at the meeting. Mr. Blaine, him- 
self, arrived in town before 11 o’clock, and, 
with the other speakers, became the guest of 
Mr. Walter C. Burleigh, a son of the late 
Hon. John H. Burleigh, who was for several 
years his colleague in Congress. From Mr. 
Burleigh’s house, which adjoins the Acade- 
my grounds, Mr. Blaine was driven to the 
place of meeting shortly before 3 o’clock. 

A procession had been formed of home and 
visiting campaign companies, and it marched 
to the Burleigh residence, and was drawn up 
in open ranks to allow the Blaine carriage^ 
which also contained Gen. Adam E. King, 
of Maryland, and R. E. Frazier, of Michigan, 
to pass through. In this procession several 
of the places already named were represent- 
ed, Biddeford by its umbrella brigade. Mr. 
Blaine was heartily cheered as he neared the 
grounds in which he was to speak, and his 
appearance upon the speakers’ platform was 
the signal for a renewal of this enthusiasm. 
Just a word from the president, Mr. W. H. 
Downs, chairman of the town committee, 
was all that was given by way of introduc- 
tion, and then came the more formal greeting 
by the crowd and a short speech by Mr* 
Blaine. The speech was as follows: 

MB. BLAINE’S SPEECH. 
Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen: 

One of the great difficulties in discussing 
the tariff question is to get a frank and hon- 
est response from our opponents. If they 
will consent to any statement of fact—mark, 
I say of fact—that may be derived from the 
statistics of the United States, or the experi- 
ence of manufacturers, their cause is gone. 
[Applause]. And therefore, they do in a most 
systematic and persistent manner misrepre- 
acui, Mie cstscuutti trams oi me wtioie ques- 
tion. I read in a Democratic paper within a 
week, that all the statements made by the 
Republicans to the effect that laboring men 
in this country received better pay than la- 
boring men in England, was simply a Repub- 
lican lie. [Laughter.] Well, it took a very 
energetic and a very courageous man to 
make that statement, and so far from the 
truth is it that if you take the average wages 
paid to skilled labor in England, under free 
trade, and to skilled labor In America, under 
the system of protection, the average run- 
ning through a series of years, it stands In 
the relation of 10 to 18.30. That is, to put 
the case in a nutshell, the skilled English la- 
borer is able to earn $10 where 
the American gets $18 20 [applause], and the difference between working for $18 20 instead of $10 a week,makes a vast 
difference in the pecuniary condition of a 
man in the course of five, ten or fifteen 
years. It makes the difference be- 
tween being able to lay up something for a 
rainy day and being comnelled to spend ev- 
erything be earns as lie goes along for mere 
subsistence of oneself and family, and con- 
stitutes that wide sweep, that immense dis- 
tance between the condition of the whole 
mass of labor in this country and the con- dition of the whole mass of labor in Eng- land. 
I have said already, as I now repeat, that 

when you get down to the last element and introduce this tariff question to the basis on 
which it must ultimately stand or fall, it is a 
question of wages to the wageman. It is not 
a question of defending capital; it is not a 
question of helping the rich. If you adopt free trade instead of protection in this 
country, I would like any man to point out 
by what possible process you can keep the 
wages of American labor above 
those of European labor, [applausej, and 
the whole question lies therein. I have made my appeal on be- 
half of Republican policy to the vast multi- 
tude of men, and they constitute the vast 
majorities of every people on the face of the 
globe, who earn their bread in the 
sweat of their faces," and this election is to be decided by the votes of those men. It is in their power to approve Mr. Cleveland’s tariff policy or it 
is in their power to uphold the Republican policy of protection. Many of them know the 
tariff policy practically and thoroughly. All 
of them tiave experienced the benefit of pro- tection and to them is remitted the question. I have said that misrepresentation is what 
we meet, aud I have here an illustration in 
the concrete of what I have stated in the ab- 
stract. I have said within the last ten days that among the apparent designs of the 
Mills bill was to strike a blow at the material 
interests of Maine—I might, in a broader 
sense,have said New England-and 1 showed 
from quoting the biil that the manufacturer of 
cotton and of wool,the farmer, the man who 
ha9 an orchard, the gardener, the dairyman, the wool growing, tne man who raises meats 
and poultries, the man who quarries stone, the man who makes brick, almost every material interest in Maine which is now pro- tected is to be subjected to the free competi- tion of Canada. I reaffirm all I have said and 
emphasize every point I made. This morn- 
ing I find a letter in the Portland Argus of 
this morning from S. D. Warren & Co., of 
Boston, who are very large paper makers, 
to their employees at Cumberland Mills. It 
is the first time in ray experience in Maine, 
so far as I recollect, that the owners of a 
manufactory of any kind made a direct ad- 
uress iu me men wno were working in it on 
any political issue. This appeal began by making this statement to these employees : ‘As you know, politics were never mixed in 
the relation of Mr. Warren, senior, to the 
men at his mills.and we need hardly say that 
the same policy will be continued now.” But 
“in a.speech recently delivered by one of the 
Republican leaders in Maine, we find him re- 
ported as saving, that u proper designation of tlie Mills tariff bill, (which has recently passed the national House of Representa- 
tives), would he a bill for the destruction of 
the material interests of Maine. Vo 
far as the measure referred to affects the 
paper making or wood pulp interests of 
Maine, which are certainly very important, the above statement is not, in our opinion, 
truo. 

This is a very large firm that thus talks, 
and they Inform ail the material inttrests of 
Maine that in their judgment my statement, 
for it was to me they referred, was not true, 
for the wood pulp interest, they aver, has 
not been affected. Well, do you know why 
it has not been affected, Mr. Chairman? In 
the original Mills bill wood pulp was on the 
free list, like nearly all the material interests 
of Maine. But the men interested in wood 
pulp, and interested in a patent which 
controls its manufacture, largely Demo- 
cratic in politics, made a combination, 
went down to Washington and with 
Democratic inlluence reversed the decision 
of the ways and means committee and left 
wood pulp just as much protected as it was 
under the Republican tariff. [Laughter aud 
applause.J Aud now Warren * Co. beg to 
assure the people that my statement about 
the interests of Maine beiug struck, does not 
in the least affect wood pulp. Warren * 
Company know why. I don’t believe there 
is anybody in the United States that knows 
better than Warren * Company the exact 
manner in which, and the exact methods by which, and the exact agencies through which 
wood pulp is Just as well protected as it was 
under the Republican tariff, for the Mills bill 
has not touched it. Being perfectly secure 
in tfieir own Industries, the firm of S. D. 
Warren* Co. eau bear with a degree of 
Christian resignation which is truly admira* 
ble all the misfortunes of the other material 
interests of Maine. [Laughter and applause I 
They are not iu the least affected by the men 
of the quarries and the farms and the orch- 
ards and all the other Industries beiug broken down. Ihey can stand ail that with 
heroism.

THE CREWS OF BIO SHIPS. 

It Takes a Cood Many Men to Man- 

age the Ocean Racers. 

[New York Sun.] 
“Curious and Eight Others” write to ask 

about the number of people required to 
hnrwllA n filer all in lilm fha Pltw i\t Vhw Varlr 

and her passengers. The crew of such a 

ship numbers a good many more persons 
than some regiments of soldiers. The New 
York is commanded by Capt. Frederick Wat- 
kins, and bis right hand man, the chief offi- 
cer, is S. F. Bariff. To help these two to 
navigate the ship six deck officers are pro- 
vided, and three of them are constantly or. 
deck when at sea. In addition to these, in 
what may be called the department of sea- 
men, there is a boatswain and his mate and 
thirty-six sailors, of whom twelve men are 
called quartermasters, who are detailed to 
steer the ship and stand on lookout. There 
is also a ship’s carpenter, who is generally as 
handy aloft as with the saw and adze. In 
charge of the machinery are a chief engineer, Air. McDougall, and twenty-seven assistant 
engineers, besides two electricians and their 
three assistants, who look after the electric 
lights; 3 donkey men, 31 leading firemen. 54 
firemen, 63 trimmers, and one blacksmith. 
1 he donkey men are foremen in charge "I the boilers; the leading firemen are also 
called greasers, and it Is their duty to keep the machinery oiled and cleaned. The M 
firemen shovel coal into the furnaces and 
see that it is spread just right to burn as hot 
as possible, and when a furnace needs clean- 
ing they do the work. The trimmers shovel the coal from the bunkers into the stoke 
hole. 

Mr. McLeod, the chief steward, is assisted 
by Mr. Finillow, formerly steward of Jay Gould s yacht Atalanta, and by 146 other 
people, of whom seven are women and eight ™ in their teens, called bellooys. Mrs. McNlchol is the chief stewardess, ami four women help her in the first cabin. The 
second cabin and the steerage have one stew- ardess each. Of the other people in this de- 
partment 36 are table waiters, 16 are bedroom 
stewards and attend to keeping staterooms 
in order, 10 are occupied In tnc pantry, 16 are

In the National Legislature on the subjects which constitutionally come within Its action, the record of the Republican party Is as rela- tively good as it is in the States. In striking contrast are Democratic utterances for “p«r- sonal liberty and “no sumptuary laws,” and the Democratic record of votes and vetoes against temperance legislation. 1 hese propositions are unquestioned. It 
would be supposed that persons desiring the 
overthrow of the liquor traffic would give their moral and political support to the 
party which is thus known by Its fruits; unless, perchance, some greater question demanding superior allegiance and Immedi- 
ate attention were championed by some other party. Out of the ten millions of vot- 
ers who four years ago exercised the right of 
sovereignty, one hundred and fifty thousand 
claiming to consider the settlement of the 
liquor problem the greatest question of the 
hour, cast their ballots in such a manner as 
to give the administration of the government to the supporters of the liquor traffic. They made their greatest efforts where there was the best chance of defeating the party which had confessedly most served the cause they claimed to love. They said they were “testi- fying to the truth,” “standing up to be counted for a great principle.” Their testi- 
mony was loudest where the temperance 
cause rneded works more than words; they stood up to be counted where the saloons mostdesiied they should; their testimony 
gave great rejoicing in the headquarters of 
the enemy. 

During the years since then the cause of 
temperance has steadily gained ; all temper- ance laws are better enforced, and the liquor traffic in the prohibitory States is last becom- 
ing a thing of the past. There have been 
some signal defeats, as in Michigan, when 
the expectation was justified that the pro- hibition amendment would carry. The cam- 
paign there was weakened by party prohi- bitionists who would not surrender, for that time even, the .supposed interests of their 
party ticket.

An Appeal te History. 
As a rule tbe Democratic press is too 

shrewd to seek to revive recollections of the 
past, either in our State or national history. 
•The least saidabout that the better for us," 
is tbe general feeling of Democratic journals 
and Democratic statesmen, and it is based on 
good reason. But the New^Age of Augus- 
ta appeals to the voters to look back into tlie 
history of our State government. It is to 
be hoped they will heed the appeal.

that was corrupt or improper. Here is a 
party which has governed the State for thir- 
ty years, with but two interruptions, and yet 
its bitter foe, ransacking its career to find 
grounds for indictment, has to fall back on 
loose and unsupported charges of corruption 
and extravagance, without being able to cite 
one single act of either the one or the other. 
Could there be any more conclusive proof 
given of the general good conduct of the 
party, its honesty and its efficiency in the 
management of State affairs, than tills in- 
ability to find in its career of thirty years in 
power one single corrupt act for which it 
can fairly be held responsible ? Can as much 
be said of the Democratic party, whom the 
New Age asks the people to put in charge of 
State affairs? Let the proceedings of the 
Garcelon council answer. We need not re- 
cur to them. The public lias not forgotten 
them. The Hon. William L. Putnam, who 
denounced them, has not forgetten them, ana 
we venture to say that the Hon. William L.

Free Trade Fallacies. 
In yesterday’s Argus the Hon. George F 

Talbot picks up the freo trade cudgel that 
tho Argus itself ceased to wield some time 
ago. Though apparently a long and very 
solemn production, Mr. Talbot’s article will, 
we are convinced, afford repayment for read- 
ing it to all men wbose bumps of humor are 
well developed. One of the gems which we 
hasten to quote,— 

The practice of making nominations of men 
capable of contributing heavily to the Corruption Fund has filled the House largely with solid ineu. 
Such bodies feel at once the inconvenience of the 
rich and hasten to relieve them. They have no 
feeling for the burdens which the poor hear for 
the most part in silence. 
will we are certain be vastly entertaining to 
the Hon. William Emery, of Alfied, who is 
no doubt thinking on this subject at the 
present time. But Mr. Talbot aims to enter- 
tain not only the capitalist like Mr. Emery, 
but also tho “small farmer,” to whom he 
says,— 

Does Hie small farmer want Congress to inter- 
vene betweu him and liis customer, and add 47 
per cent, to the price of every dozen of eggs, or 
carcass of lamb, or pound of butter he has got to 
sell? Is he not perfectly willing to live and let 
live, to require Ills larger price when his stuff is 
good and scarce, and submit to his small price, when they are poor and plenty? 

There is nodoubt whatever that the “small 
farmer” is perfectly willing to have Congress 
arrange for him a better market provided no 
one else suffers, and onr Democratic friends 
have always said that everyone else was bet- 
ter off under tho tariff than the farmer. 
But aside from this, if it is wrong for Congress 
to interfere between the farmer and his con- 

sumer, how does Mr. Talbot make the per- 
formance any more moral when the interfer- 
ence is to the extent of 40 per cent., as is 
claimed for the Mills bill, instead of 47 per 
cent, as Mr. Talbot implies that it is under 
the present law ? On the effect of a duty, 
Mr. Talbot puts himself in line with that 
eminent philosopher, Grover Cleveland, who 
first determines his theory and then makes 
his facts to correspond, each agreeing in the 
language of the former that the effect of the 
tariff,— 

Is clearly to add the duty to the market price, 
and make them so much more expensive lo the 
consumer. 

This is not so, and a piece of recent Dem- 
ocratic experience that has. been often com- 
mented upon in these columns, shows the 
fallacy of it. In 1887 Mr. Cleveland’s admin- 
istration advertised for bids for the purchase 
of blankets for the army. There were 
English and American bids. The English 
bid about $2.25 for a four-pound blanket, and 
the American bid for the same was about 
thirty cents higher, so that for 2,000 blankets 
the English price was $4,504 and the Ameri. 
can price $5,120, a difference of $616 in favor

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etl the contract by Secretary Endicott. Now 
if on a protected aiticle the effect of the 
tariff “is clearly to add the duty to the mar- 
ket price,” as Mr. Talbot and Mr. Cleveland 
say, this $G1G additional cost in the 2,000 
American blankets must represent the 
amount of duty on that number of blankets’ 
Now as a matter of fact the total duty on 
those 2,000 blankets would be about $3,010; 
and if Mr. Talbot’s theory were correct the 
total cost of those American blankets would 
be over $7,500 instead of only about $5,120. 
We would recommend that Mr. Talbot go 
and commune with his staunch Democratic 
brother, lion. George Walker, who does not 
believe that tho duty increases the price at 
all, or at least appears to so believe from his 
remark that the removal of the duty on lum- 
ber would not make that commodity any 
cheaper.

YESTERDAY’S FISH ARRIVALS. 

The Mackerel Fisheries a Failure 
this Year. 

Thus far this year the mackerel fisheries 
have been a disastrous failure, but yesterday 
the arrivals were a little larger and fishermen 
were somewhat encouraged by a prospect of 

good fishing from uow until the middle of 
October. Since the first day of June the 
mackerel fishermen, in crews of from twelve 
to twenty men,have been cruising the fishing 
grouuds and up to date, as one man said, 
“many of them have not taken enough fish 
to make a chowder.” During all this time 
the vessel owners have had to furnish sup- 
plies to the crews at a very great expense, 
and unless better luck follows their loss will 
be very great. Some say that it is owing to 
the remarkably cold season that fish have 
been so scarce, and that when the water is 
cold the fish do not go in large schools or 
swim near the surface of the water. But the 
outlook at present is rather brighter. Last 
year all the large stocks of mackerel were 

got between the first of September and the 
middle of October and it uow appears as 

though this will be I rue this year, yesterday’s 
arrivals seeming so to indicate. The arrivals 
at this port yesteiday were as follows: 
Schooner Melissa D. Itobins, JO barrels; the 
Elsie M. Smith, 30 barrels; the Robert I’et- 
tis, 40 barrels; the G. W. Brown, 50 barrels, 
and the Henrietta Francis 78 barrels. The 
mackerel landed here were remarkably line. 
One old fisherman said that those which his 
vessel took were the largest he ever saw, 
many of them weighing two pounds. The 
average weight of all the fish were between 
one and one and a half pounds. 

The other fish arrivals yesterday were 
not large but the Fannie E. Thrasher 
had good luck. She brought in forty-eight 
sword fish, for which she stocked $675, each 
member of the crew receiving $86 for his 
share. The vessel was out two weeks. Be- 
sides this the Helen F. Treddick landed 
10,000 cod and haddock.

SOME OF THE STAPLE CROPS OF MAINE. 

What Correspondents Say Concern- 

ing Them. 

A Small Yield of Corn and Apples 
Throughout the State. 

A Large Yield of Potatoes of Good 
Quality Reported. 

This season lias been in many respects a 

discouraging one to the Maine farmer, in- 
asmuch as it has been remarkably unfavor- 
able for the growth of some of the staple 
crops of this State. This season’s weather, 
which has been the cause of the farmer's 
trouble, is without a precident in this vicin- 
ity for more than fifteen years. At the 
United States army weather signal office in 
this city the writer learned that up to and 
including September 3d there has been thus 
far this year, as compared with the normal 
for a corresponding period of the past fifteen 
years, a deficiency of 1,008° of heat, and an 
excess of 5.58 inches of rain. The month of 
August just past lias been the coldest since 
the Portland signal office was established 
more than fifteen years ago. As compared 
with the normal temperature of the month 
of August for the past fifteen years there 
was a deficiency in heat last month of 85°, 
and an excess of .80 of an inch of rain. Con. 
sidering the above facts it is no wonder the 
corn and apple crop bids fair to fall a con- 
siderably short this year of what it was last 
year or in 1880. It would also appear that a 
hot, dry period is to follow. 

The apple crop is on the whole consider- 
ably less than two years ago, owingtodrouth 
in some sections, cold weather at time of 
blooming, and premature dropping of the 
fruit. Tlie principal shipping sections of 
Maine and New Hampshire have rather 
more than three-fourths of a full yield of 
winter apples, but a serious shortage exists 
aioug Lake Champlain, a region that usually 
exports thousands of barrels. Apples are 
very uneven and a short yield in Khode 
Island and Connecticut, where the crop iii the valley appears to have been blasted, and 
is best on the hills. Western Massachusetts 
has a fair crop, but for the whole State the 
average (based on 400 reports) is only GO per cent. Eastern and Northern New York 
have a very serious shortage in apples, and 
in the Central counties the yield is below the 
average, but in the great apple belt along Lake Ontario, embracing Niagara, Orleans, Monroe, YVayne and Oswego counties, tlio 
yield of fine Baldwins is enormous, though Greenings and ltussetts are short. So great will be the shipments, as to seriously affect 
prices in other sections. The Western 
Michigan apple belt has considerably less 
than half a crop, Baldwin and Ben Davis 
being the best, while Greenings are very light. The average for the New England 
and New York apple crop is estimated at 61 
per cent, against 69 per cent, in 1886. This 
is considerably below the Aupu t 1st 
estimate of the department of :i. nltme 
Dut judging from the-statements uf our 
numerous correspondents the above estimate 
is nearer correct. No contracts for winter 
apples have yet been made, but $1.25 to 1 50 
Per barrel has been suggested for the crop at the farm or local depot. The average of 
Boston and New York prices for choice 
Baldwins at wholesale was $2 and $2.50 per barrel for the comparatively short crop of 
1887, and $1.87 to $2.25 for the large crop of 
1880. The prices will probably be maintain- 
ed at fully the marks of 1880, as the foreign 
crop is short and the export demand will be 
so active as to take from 900,000 to 1,000,000 barrels against 808,000 barrels of the 1886 
crop. 

Concerning the corn, the potato and the 
apple crop of our own State, we publish the 
following statements of a few ox our many 
correspondents : 

.. _. Fryeburg, Aug. 29. 
To the Editor of the Press: 

Last season I packed 226,000 cans of corn. This year 1 don’t expect to till over 125,000, but 
tbink the quality will be superior to that of last 
season, My experience teaches me I hat hi a cold 
season like this year, the corn is save,er and of 
finer quality than in a hot season, but it cuts much 
lighter. Corn seems to have got a good growth this year, but it is suckering badly, and not so 
many ears as there ought to be. I intend to start 
up Illy factory next week, which will be nearly two wee. s later than last scasou. My opinion is 
that l! the fiost holds off till the very last of Sep- tember we shall get about two-thirds of a crop of 
corn in this vicinity, and I know of no place in 
Western Maine where the corn looks better than here in Fryeburg, and I have had an opportunity to observe a good deal of corn the past three weeks. 

Tlie potato crop, I should say, will be good, rather above the average, If they do not rot. The apple crop, I should say, will be very light ‘“deed- T. L. Eastman. 
Messrs. Young & Milliken, of Hiram, 

Maine, write under date of September 1st as follows: 
“The apple ■ crop is considerably lighter than last year and the potato crop more favorable with 

not as much indication of rot, 
“The corn crop is rather backward but probably two weeks of gbod warm weather would 

make quite a difference for the better. We ex- 
pect quite a falling off from last year, perhaps not 
more than two thirds crop. We are running three factories this year, one at Brownfield, one at 111- 
ram and one at East Baldwin. Last year we run 
two, viz.: at Hiram and Brownfield. At Hiram 
last year we packed 11,000 cases and at Brown- field about 5,000 cases. This year at the three 
factories we expect to pack from 18,000 to 20,000 cases." 

From Farmington we receive tiie follow- 
ing: 

Farmington, Aug, 28. To the Editor of the Press: 
I will say that the outlook for sweet com is dis- 

couraging, indeed. We do not think we shall 
pack more than two thirds as much as last year for the same acreage, about 175,000 cans. Some 
packers here say there will not be more than one half a crop. 

Potatoes are looking good and it has the ap- 
pearance now of being an average crop. 

There will| not be a full crop of apples about 
here, with the possible exception of Baldwins It 
seems a bearing year for them.

packed 28,000 cases. It will probably be Sept. 15th before I begin cauning, while last year I 
commenced Sept. 1 st. 

The potato crop is better than last year; better yield and better quality. 
Farmers report a fair crop of apples, about the

Charles E. Herrick, an enterprising corn 
packer of Cumberland Centre, sends us the 
following information:

A correspondent at Bar Mills writes that if 
the frost holds off several weeks longer, and 
we have favorable weather, there will be a 
fair yield of corn in the Saco Kiver valley. 

1 he apple crop of that section is consider- 
ably lighter than it was in 1886, but there has 
been a good yield of potatoes. 

A correspondent writing from Jay Bridge, Franklin county, says: “We have begun 
packing our corn crop and find the yield will 
be about two-thirds as large as that of lest 
year.” 

There is only a fair apple crop, but the 
potato crop is fully equal to that of last year. A member of the firm of James J, Libby & 
Lo., produce dealers, who has just been 
through the State examining the crops, told 
the writer that the potato crop is superior in 
quality and quantity this year to the crop of 
last year. The apple crop, he said, will be 
lighter than in 1886, and the corn crop con- 
iiderably smaller than that of last year. 

C. G. Sawyer, of the Kineo Packing Com- 
pany, writes as follows concerning the crops In the vicinity of Wilton: 

,, Wilton, sept. 4, 1888. 
To the Editor of the Press: 

“We shall pack 100,000 cans of corn this sea- 
son ; there will not be more than two-thirds as 
much to the acre as last season, but the quality will be better.

POLITICAL PROHIBITION.

parts; that a minority ought to rule the ma- 
jority. 

Political parties cannot move faster than 
tli6 people. Parties are the servants of the 
people; they are machines by which the peo- 
ple work out their purposes in government. 
The first duty of a party to nominate men to 
take the government where they find it, and 
to guard it from the outlawry of the wicked. 
Ho who willingly sacrifices good already in- 
corporated into law, In the hope that out of 
political dishonor and the chaos of reckless- 
ness shall be evolved better social conditions 
and higher forms of civilization--that man 
has not rightly studied constitutional gov- 
ernment. The iconoclast is not likely to be 
a builder. Moral reforms seeking recogni- tion in government are not accomplished through party action, but through and out of 
the brain and heart of men trusted by the 
people to do whatever needs to be done. That 
great statesman, John Sherman, was not 
elected to bring about a resumption of specie 
payment; the people of bis State sent him to 
the United States Senate as a strong man. a 
sound financier. Out of his know ledge and 
ability aud the necessities of the times was 
born the financial system which has made 
our national credit universally unchallenged. 
Henry W. Blair was not elected to introduce 
a prohibitory amendment, or to originate his 
great plan of federal aid to public schools. 
He was sent to the House and afterwards to 
the Senate because he was a man who could 
be trusted. “His works praise him in the 
gates.” 

The Republican party as a party has al- 
ways stood for the highest temperance legis- lation which the people demanded. The Re- 
publican party in its rank aud file and 
through its Individual reureseutatives has 
origiuated and enforced the extremest legis- 
lation yet on record. Beyond this no party 
can go without first yielding its claim to be a 
servant of the people. A party should not 
assume the role of moral reformer. Reforms 
are vital with moral purpose born of intelli- 
gence aud conscience; they gather to them- 
selves by tbe attraction of human sympathy and the cohesion of truth, individual after 
Individual, until out of the mass of individ- 
uals comes so strong a sentiment that legis- 
lation is had. and government feels the toucli 
of the reform. Then party organization of- 
fers its machinery in support of the reform 
which the people have adopted. The record of the Republican party proves 
it to be made up of men out of whose brain 
aud heart reforms have come in the past and 
are likely to come in the future. The party 
in its organism bas gone and will go just as 
fast as the people sustain. I once heard a 
minister say that be could not support the 
Republican party, in a certain State, because 
it was not up to the standard set by his 
church for its membership. What confusion 
in statement! Church membership is based 
upon moral and spiritual conditions; party membership upon citizenship and political belief. To set up the same standard for both 
relations is to mix the text of the Saviour's 
command, “Render unto Casar the things that are Ca-sar’s and to God the things that 
are God’s.” 

We are told, with intonation not emphasiz- ed with the “charity which rejoiceth not in 
Iniquity," that the temperance plank of the 
Chicago platform, adopted by that honora- 
ble body of representative Americans, in 
party-fellowship with nine-tenths of all the 
church members of the North, means less 
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Liquor Dealers’ Association. What incon- 
sistency! As well might comparison be 
drawn between a straightforward avowal of 
devotion from an honest man to a good wom- 
an, and the protestations of the libertine to 
the poor creature he would make his prey. Not the least of the disastrous results of 
"Third Party” doctrine and policy is this 
confusion of moral standards, this calling evil good and good evil. The charity which 
thinketh no evil is as becoming to the Chris- 
tian in politics as to the Christian anywhere else. To indicate that the two great parties of the country are differentiated only by the 
whiskey hogshead and the beer keg, is a 
frivolity and recklessness in illustration pre- cluding answer by argument- To say in one breath that prohibition is the demand of the hour, that prohibition prohibits, and then 
proceed to defeat the men who have voted for Prohibition and the party that “cordially sympathizes with prohibition, does not tend to inspire confidence in the mental vigor and 
moral uprightness of those who challenge 
approval of their devotion and policy. The “Third Party” trades in the devotion 
of women and the heroism of men. It goes to the drunkard’s wife and the broken-heart- 
ed mother; with much ostentation it says, “Wo will fight for you, we will avenge you of 
your adversary. Join our train, and follow 
us. and the women follow. It induces 
tnose women to give their money, their ser- 
vices, their “influence,” the most precious of their treasures, in support of a party ticket 
the only possible result of that party tick- 
et being to decrease the chances of electing the best men nominated by the two great 
parties. 

This “Third Party” goes to strong, true 
men, ministers of the Gospel, perhaps, and 
says, “You are the foe of the liquor traffic 
you desire its overthrow-then vote with us 
this ticket labeled ‘Prohibition.’ By every such vote cast are the friends of the saloon 
encouraged. 

It is sad, Indeed, when Christians are wil- 
ling to do evil that good may come; are wil- 
ling that prohibition shall be delayed in or- 
der that a party may be built up. It is 
boldly stated that prohibition is not desira- 
ble until it can be secured through the Pro- 
hibition party. Did ever a Republican Pro- 
hibitionist or a Democratic Prohibitionist 
make suoh a declaration? 

With great pleasure the Republicans of 
Iowa and other States testify to the good work of certain Democrats who voted far 
prohibition, or who not voting for it at the 
popular election are now active supporters of its enforcement. The Democratic party in Iowa at its conventions defere to the grow- ing sentiment in its ranks, and no longer de- 
nounces prohibition or gives open support to 
the saloon. 

It is boasted that the "Third Party” is the 
only political party which honors the wom- 
an. Honors woman indeed! It appropri- ates her work and her influence to its own 
purposes and pays in fulsome flatteries; it gives to women seats in con- 
ventions, and places their names 
on meaningless committees and tickets 
impossible of success. Flattery Is cheap; full convictions are desiraDle; woman’s so- cial and religious influence adds respectabil- ity to propaganda. The personal respect of the good men of the “Third Party” is wor- 
thy the emulation of any woman, but sup- posed party honors are no criterion of that 
respect. The pity of it Is, that women, gen- tlo and refined, and sometimes strong, should be vain enough to be thus cajoled and their God-given powers thus mortgaged. Do 
not prayers ascend for this party and its candidates? Certainly. So did many Chris- 
tian men and women pray for success of the 
Confederate army. Were they not sincere? 
To be sure; and God who knows all hearts 
answers ail sincere prayers In His own time 
and His own way. 

How the Prohibition party shall serve the 
ends of good government does not yet ap- 
pear ; that it shall do so faith bids us believe. 
“He maketh the wealth of man to praise Him, and the remainder He will restrain.”
