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THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD. 

English Farm in?. 
Recent English journals contain full ac- 

counts of the sales at auction, in July, of the 
standing crops of wheat, oats and clover, on 
two well-known farms in England. One is 

Sawbridgeworth, county of Hartford, about 

twenty miles north of London, owned by Mr. 
Prout; and the other in Swindon, county of 
Wilts, perhaps fifty miles west of London, 
owned by Mr. Middleditcb. Mr. Middle- 
ditch’s farm of 500 acres, wlifii he purchased 
it about four years ago, was in poor condi- 

tion, as it was close, heavy clay, entirely un- 

drained. Mr. Prout’s farm of 450 acres is al- 
so of clay, and was in a similar condition 
when purchased by him thirteen years ago. 
In the outset, both gentlemen were at la-ge 
expense in drainage, and in clearing the 
ground of trees, hedges and fences, in order 
that it might be prepared for using steam 

power in cultivation. For the side drains, 
three and four inch tiles were used; and 
twelve inch pipes for Ihe mains. When Mr. 
Prout commenced on his farm, finding it in a 

low state, he expended on it §4000 in artifi- 
cial manures, by his reckoning. 

The cost of manure per acre each year is 
§12.50. Mr. Middleditch uses from three to 
lour hundred weight ot dissolved bones, and 
one to one and a half of nitrate of soda per 
acre. Formerly thirty-six horses were re- 

quired on his farm, one half being in grass; 
now, seven are sufficient, except when en- 

gaged in drilling wheat. 
The principal crop raised on both farms, is 

wheat; the remainder of the land is devoted 
to oats and grass, clover on one (arm and 
saiuloiu on the other; the entire freedom of 
the fields from weeds was noticeable on both 
farms. Mr. Prout’s farm was divided into fif- 
ty lots, containing each from eight to ten 

acres; twenty-six lots were devoted to Revit 
wheat, nine to red wheat, seven to black Tar- 
tarian oats, one to mixed wheat, five to sec- 
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hundred and ten acres of wheat, sixty-five of 
oats, and forty-two of clover. The grain was 

all sold standing, the purchaser in ail cases to 
harvest the crop at his own risk; the after- 
math to be eaten off by sheep was sold for 
trom $10 to $20 per acre. With the excep- 
tion of a few spots, the general appearance of 
the crops and rfields was equal to any seen 

during the past season. 

It will be noticed that these farms are cul- 
tivated by steam power, the plowiug, scarify- 
ing and harrowing, all are dour, by the agen- 
cy of steam engines. The plowing on Sir. 
Middleditch’s farm was done by two'twenty 
horse-power Fowler steam engines and plows. 
The total work done by these engines in 1873, 
was 1703 acres for himself, and 1709 acres for 
his neighbors. The hire of the engines the 
last season amounted to $3735. 

From a letter written by Mr. M. to a gen- 
tleman farmer in another county, who ap- 
plied for information in relation to the cost of 
steam cultivation, we learn, that, the approxi- 
mate cost per acre on his own farm, (includ- 
ing five per cent, interest on cost, fifteen per 
ceut. depreciation, repairs, manual labor &c.) 
was for plowing $2.82; scarifying $1.70; and 
harrowing $52. He however estimated that 

enough would be earned on other farms, to 
reduce the cost of his own work to $2.00 for 

plowing; $70 for scarifying; and $37 for har- 

rowing. In concluding his letter he says: 
“It therefore, remains for you to put the 

question to yourself; Can I do my work 

cheaper by horses? I say, certainly not, es- 

pecially taking into consideration the follow- 

ing advantages, viz: high prices of horses and 
cost of keeping; work done at the right 
time; no poaching or treadiug or panmaking; 
the atmospheric benefits of autumn cultiva- 

tion; increased depth of seed-bed, and land 
on the flat without furrows; the certainty of 
a root crop iu drouthy seasons; grain crops 
more certain and heavier by far; less manual 
labor required, according to the value of gross 
return. These are some of my experiences.” 

These statements seem to us remarkably 
interesting and important, and to foreshadow 
very positively what the future of agriculture 
may be, and probably will be. In an exami- 
nation of the statistical details, we must not 
be unmindful of the obvious principles under- 
lying the entire record, and ou which success 

apparently rests; although they may be an- 

tagonistic to the assertions, if not the experi- 
ences, of agriculturists in this country. We 
can hardly persuade ourselves to believe, that 
lUldtlUU Ul tV3 lb 1 UIC lO UUUVXA.l’- 

airy; that as hitherto practised, it is only a 

fashion, a custom, rather a bondage, under 

which we have ignorantly bat needlessly 
lived; and yet it appears to be incontroverti* 
blv demonstrated by these accouuts, that al- 
though grain crop follows grain crop, yet the 

average yield steadily increases from year to 

year. In commenting upon these statements 
the New York Tribune remarks: “These 
favorable results, continued year after year, 
seem to point to the probability that the pro- 
cess of sowing and reaping these crops upon 
this system may proceed indefinitely.” The 

NewT'ork Tones also says: “The fact that 
two farmers can thus raise crops with profit, 
to all appearance indefinitely, proves that 
others may.” 

It will, without doubt,be still more difficult 
far a large class to surrender their inherited 
and ancient faith in the indispeusableness of 
barn manure; and to give up the cherished 

privilege of denouncing modern fertilizers; 
but what can be said in these cases, where 
no stock is kept, and no crops consumed on 

the farm, and where everything is carried 
away, and nothing but artificial manures 

brought on. The simple statement of facts, 
contains both the argument and verdict. 
Were we engaged in the manufacture of fer- 

tilizers, we should desire nothing more than a 

few such testimonies, to secure immense 

sales, and correspondingly large returns and 
profits. 

Additional confirmation is given to all 
those who have believed in and practised 
underdrainiog and deep plowing; for by the 

steam plow the land is plowed very deeply 
and thoroughly; and it is quite evident that 

those who farm extensively, must, as individ- 
uals or a community, summon to their aid 
the power of steam. 

It would be interesting to our readers, to 

see the full account of the sales on these 

two (arms with all the minuteness of detail; 
we have only space for the general state- 

ment, that the prices realized for Mr. Middle 
ditch’s crops of wheat, were from $18 t< 

$80 per acre; the average being about $5; 
per acre. Mr. Prout received $23,141 fo 
the entire sales of the present season, inclu 
diug wheat, oats and clover, an average o 

over $51 per acre. The average of sales Iron 
this for seven years, has amounted to $23 
095 annually.

At the luncheon Mr. Thomas Scctt, tl 
chairman, said that a Member of Parliamer 
asked him only two days before. “If we a

we do for beef and mutton?” But he (M 
Scott) advised every one to look out for bin 

self ami no one need ask such a silly ques- 
tion. If Mr. Prout fails lie will pay the 
piper; hut lie believed he bad not only bal- 
anced accounts with bis conscience, but 
also had a good balance at his banker’s. 

Mr. Prout said be bad as much confidence 
in his system as ever he bad, and he believed 
it wovld prove to be equally beneficial lo the 
landlord and tenant-farmer. They were all 
interested in the proper cultivation of the 
soil, and tocy could not do without artificial 
manure on heavy land. lie had tried harm- 
ing here tor twelve years, had kept slock 
first and got manure for the laud, but he 
couldn’t get one tenth part of what he 
wanted; therefore he was obliged to use 
artificial manures to a great extent. 

Mr. Ilousden had come to the conclusion 
that Mr. Prout had better crops this year 
than ever before. Mr. Prout had been 
asked how many years he could keep ou 
without keeping stock, and he said:“As long 
as I live, and my sou alter me.” 

Hedge* for Exposed Hilunlioa*. 
The Garden, among other plants which it 

notices lor hedging in exposed situations, has 
the following testimony to the value ot the 
Scotch pine which is also one of our favorite 
trees: 

There are few plants suited to withstand 
the rigor of severe winters sufficiently to 
form feuces in high situations; and those 
which are adapted to this purpose are lo be 
considered chitdly as the foreruuners of the 
beech and whitehoru. There are, indeed, 
certain situations, though lew, where it would 
be au act of lolly to be at the expense of 
planting any fences with the view of shelter- 
ing, and ultimately reclaiming the laud for 
cultivation, llocky surfaces, such as cannot 
be subjected lo the plow, belonging simply to 
the province of the planter. Thin, gravelly districts, where herbage refuses to take root, 
are also to be left lo be covered with ligneous 
vegetation, as are all those lands lying on 
rock, or which otherwise have such a reten- 
tive subsoil that the water stagnates upon them. At the same time, the meiealtitude of 
lands ought to form no barrier to the intro- 
duction of hedge-plants, so long as we have a 
tew prepared to take their station in the shape 
of fences in any situation; the chief thing to 
be considered being, whether or not the soil 
proposed to be inclosed is likely to become lit 
for tillage. 

Ol all the trees suited to the climate of 
Great Britain, the Scotch pine is, perhaps, 
the most serviceable. If the cold and wintry 
uplands of the North are lo be brought into 
cultivation, it will be by the aid of this tiee, 
either in hedges or strips, or in larger masses 
fl< nillNPA tn nlhpr In nn ami <Iaao U m 

fuse to grow. In peat, sand, gravel, granite, 
aud all thin soils it rises rapidly, aud forms a 

strong rough fence in the course of six or sev- 
en years. lu the neighborhood of Thetfonl 
and Newmarket, in Suffols, where the soil is 
miserable, it is quite common as a hedge tree; 
but in those places it is pruned in the same 
way as the whitehorn, which is certainly dis- 
advantageous; it being well known that of 
all the trees the pine is the most impatient of 
the knife. It is only where a better tree, as a 
fence, will not grow, that I am led to recom 
mend the Scotch pine, and this I do, as al- 
ready stated, because it is admirably adapt- 
ed for ameliorating the climate in exposed 
Situations previous to the introduction of 
others. 

Good Cooking. 
The following remarks from the London 

Lancet, with reference to English cookery, 
are equally pertinent to our own country. It 
thus discourses : 

There is no more important branch of 
“preventive medicine’' than cooking. Bad 
cooking may cause a dwindling of the race, 
ruin ot the temper, and deteriorations of the 
morals. Good cooking, on the other hand 
is accompanied by national prosperity and 
domestic bliss. So say the promoters of the 
National Training School of Cookery, who 
are undoubtedly right in the main, and are 
deserving of all imaginable success. Now, 
cooking is both an art and a science. For its 
progress as an art we are not greatly concern- 
ed, although our profession would undoubt- 
edly suffer in pocket should hue art cookery 
go out of fashion. “Elegant’’ dishes are gen- 
erally whited sepulchres, and the forerunners 
of blue pills and other disagreeable correct- 
ives. We hope that the school will busy 
itself mainly in imparting a knowledge of the 
scientific principles of cooking, and will teach 
their cooks that the quality par excellence 
which all food should have, is wholesome- 
ness. The bulk of the Englishpeople live in 
big cities, aud if we were asked to name tho 
most predominating characteristic of our 
urban population, we should say “dyspep- 
sia.” Those who spend their days in dark 
offices, chambers or consulting rooms, and 
keep their noses everlastingly upon their re- 
spective grindstones, seldom know that good 
digestion which should wait on appetite. 
Hitherto their dinners have not been so skil- 
fully prepared as to demand the feast possible 
effort from a jaded stomach; but let us hope 
that the national disgrace of indigestibility 
will no longer dim the brightness of our hos- 
pitality, and the number of patent medi- 
cines which are sold so largely in this coun- 

try as aids to digestion, will undergo a rapid 
diminution. 

Value]*! Early Pomiors. 

With the advent of the Colorado potato 
beetle, which has proved undoubtedly the 
most destructive insect of modern times, all 
sorts of schemes have been tried to get 
ahead of the enemy. For the insect’s des- 
truc ion there is nothing so simple or so good 
as a dusting of Paris green, mixed with 
about ten parts ot asbes or plaster, sifted 
with a very line sitter* over the plants that 
are infested with the larvae. 

But the most profitable course has been to 
select the earliest vaiiety to be fouud, and 
plant them as early as possible, choosing at 
the same time the earliest ground that will 
bring them to maturity. They are then 
almost mature before the first broods make 
their appearance, which seems to be about 
the end of June, while late growing ones 
sutler from them at every stage of growth. 
This discovery is giving an impetus to the 
raising of early varieties, and no doubt some 
interesting kinds ot this character will from 
time to time appear in the markets. 

It is very doubtful, however, whether for 
many years any kind will be introduced that 
will prove more generally acceptable than 
the early rose, which has not only stood its 
ground in the districts where originally 
grown, hut has been found to do well all over 
the world. Belore its time no potato did 
this. European varieties brought here never 
achieved any reputation, while Americau va- 

rieties were popularly said to do no good at 
all in England. The early rose has, however, 
proved to be as good in that country as here, 
and has taken a high stand among the popu- 
lar varieties grown there.—Thomas Meehan. 

Burying (tinpr Vines Two -Feel Deep, 
A correspondent of an English horticul 

tural journal, who has resided in China, 
states that, itr the north of China, on the ap- 
proach of wirrter, the vines are taken down 
from the trellis work to which, during sum- 
mer and autumn, they had been attached; 
long pits of from two to three feet in depth 
beiug dug, the stems and branches are first 
trimmed, then laid longitudinally in them, 
and the whole covered up with soil. Thus 
they remain protected from the severe cold of 
winter, until the following spring, when they 
are once again brought to light, are ranged 
upon the framework newly erected for then, 
and otherwise prepared for bearing their lus- 
cious fruit, several varieties of which are cul- 
tivated for the table, but as yet none foi* the 
purpose of yielding wine. 
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vines, andjarranging them for bearing, as ttie 
temperature ot spring increased; aud it did 
so very rapidly; tendiils, that but a few days 
before appeared like so many dry and sapless 
twigs, sent forth their buds; a few days more 
the buds had developed into leaves, and ere a 

month was past, the rich green foliage was 
such as to yield refreshing shade from the 
heat, which, by the latter eud of spring, had 
become unpleasant during the three hours af- 
ter mid-day.

Tranaplanting Evergreens. 
The latter end of August is one of the best 

seasons of the year to transplant evergreens. 
The young growth of the past season has got 
pretty well hardened, so as to permit of but 

t very little evaporation—and the earth being 
warm,new roots push with great rapidity and 
the tree becomes established iu the ground 
before cool autumn winds begin. 

* The chief difficulty is that the soil is usually 
r very dry, which prevents much speed witii 

the operation; and the weather being usually 
very warm, the trees have to lie set again iu 
the ground almost as fast as they are taken 

■ 

up; so that it is not safe to bring them from a 

s distauce. It is as well, therefore, to make all 
t ready iu anticipation of rain, when uo time 

may be lost in having the work pushed 
through. 

1 Should a spell of dry weather ensue, which 
1 in September and October is very likely, one 

I good watering should be given, sufficient to 
soak well through the soil and well about the 
roots A basin should be made to keep the 

e water from running away from the spot and 
t to assist its soaking in. After being well 
II watered, the loose soil should he drawn in 
il lightly over the watered soil, which will f’icn 

aid iu preventing the water from drying out 
.- soou again.—Gardener's Monthly.

Chattanooga Railroad, and the deliberate and 
unprovoked murder of Thomas Ivey, a col- 
ored mail route agent.

Later still, the command of the same divi- 
sion fell to General Crawford, who continued 
with it until the close. So it will be seen that 
there are still a few left of those who, in those 
days of distrust and treachery, dared to do 
their duty to their flag and country.

Our New York Letter. 

The S'eiv loik Liberals—A Parly with 
out Follower*—How Grant ftuabbfil 
Fenton—Political Pharisees. 

New York, Sept. 12, 1874. 
Of all the political gatherings of the 

year, none is so ridiculous front ev- 

ery point of view, as that of the 
little knot of effete politicians who annually 
convene in this state under the imposing title 
of the Liberal Republican party. It is a party 
of leaders without followers—of much preten- 
sion and little principle—splenetic, dyspeptic, 
bilious and fuming with the rage of baffled 
hate. Of this solenfti conclave, Senator Fenton 
is the head centre, by virtue of his position, and 
in view of the fact that lie alone still retains 
for a short time longer an official position. The 
rest have all been office-holders, and are what 
they are because they could he office-holders no 
longer. For a variety of causes—or as they 
allege, for no cause at all—they have been from 
time to time ejected from places under the 
federal or state government. They claim to bo 
martyrs. The world at large, with more em- 
phasis than elegance calls them “soreheads.” 
While Mr. Greeley lived he was their great pro- 
phet. The Tribune was their Koran. Greeley 
differed from them in this, that he wa3 not a 

mourner over preferments lost, hut a longer for 
advancements which did not come. He was a 

chronic and predestinate conspirator always. 
He was forever plotting against his own party, 
forming combinations to destroy the men who 
trusted in him. It was not his fault that there 
was no bolt in 1804, when Lincoln ran for a 

second term.He labored zealously to promote one 
audwas willing to support a well known New 
York Democratic railway manager for the ac- 

complishment of his avowed purpose of de- 
feating Lincoln. 

Fenton was never so malignant as his abler 
confederate. All ho wanted was patronage. 
His disaffection towards the administration be- 
gan with the dismissal of one of his faithful 
henchmen from a lucrative post. It grew 
more intense as the heads of others of his band 
fell into the basket. Somehow or other Gen. 
Grant conceived an early and a strong prejudice 
against the New York Senator, And his an 

tipathies are deep rooted and difficult of re- 
moval. They are apt to last. Some warm 
friends of the administration tried their best to 
eradicate or soften this one, but it was impossi- 
ble. A leading western Senator, was so exer- 

cised|about it that he decided upon going to the 
President and having a serious talk with him 
concerning the impolicy of alienating a leading 
politician from the largest state in the Union 
The conversation was substantially in this 
wise: 

“1 have called,Mr. President, to ask you to do 
something to conciliate Mr. Fenton. He 
complains that you not only make no appoint- 
ments from among his friends, hut that you 
turn out his most faithful supporters.” 

“I don’t like Mr.Fenton’s kind of political as- 

sociates. He and Greeley forced Collector Bai- 
ley upon me, and Mr.-and Mr.-were 
appointed at Mr. Fenton’s urgent solicitation 
and on his assurance that they were capable 
and unexceptionable men, but they didn’t turn 
out so. To tell you the truth, I do not like hi3 
set, and shall decline making any appoint- 
ments on his recommendations.” 

“But, Mr. President, you cannot afford to 
make an enemy of him. He is a Senator and 
has the New York Tribune at his back. All he 
asks is a little patronage. He will not he un- 

reasonable. A district attorney in the north- 
ern district, a postmaster at Syracuse, a few 
revenue collectors and assessors to* replace 
friends of his who have been ejected, and a 

small share of the anpoiptmento in the custom 
house, will appease him. His terms are not 
immoderate. And if they are rejected, it is 
certain Greeley will open fire on you in the 
Tribune, and they have an organization in the 
Republican party by the aid of which they may 
control the state. Tammany Hall is secretly 
abetting them, and the money of the Ring will 
he spent like water to help them carry the pri- 
maries.” 

“Very well, I will take my chances of all 
that. Let them do their worst. I have no con- 
fidence in Fenton, and will make no effort to 
conciliate him.” 

In vain the Senatorial ambassador expostu- 
lated and pleaded. The General was inflexible. 
He went away sorrowful, and painfully appre- 
hensive that Grant’s chances for a second term 
had been cut off uutimely by his own fatuity 
and perverseness. 

Fenton executed his threat, tylien he found 
it impossible to make terms with the President, 
ha first made a desperate effort to captuie the 
state convention. Greeley headed the move- 
ment. It was baffled. When that reverse took 
place the whole concern deserted bag and bag- 
gage. Some of the more self-respecting of 
them, realizing what a disgraceful thing it was 

to abandon a cause for so mean and selfish a 

reason as that its rewards were not fairly dis- 
tnbuted, hesitated to make the plunge. I re" 
member one of them—the best man of the lot, 
and, outside of oolitics, a perfect gentleman— 
excusing himself by the plea that “patronage 
was the life of a public man—be could not sus- 
tain himself without it—if be had no offices to 
bestow upon his followers, he would soon have 
no followers to||help him into office.” This ad- 
mission was frank, at least, and if it did not 
breath a spirit of exalted patriotism, we must 
make allowances for the school in which he 
was reared. 

But the revolt proved a ludicrous fiasco. 
The rank and file remained as true and 
steadfast under the old banner as they had 
been in the stirring days of the war. Grant 
had proved himself as sagacious in politics as 
he had invincible in battle. 

And still these same men meet and orate, 
resolve and screech about the necessity of more 
virtue in public affairs, just as if their discovery 
of the need of any, had not dated from the 
moment of their exodus from office. They 
devote a large spaco to denunciation of the 
“Poland-Frelingliuysen gag-law” in apparent 
ignorance ol the fact that that law had no 
possible application to the press, and involved 
the liberties of no human being to any greater 
extent than they are already in danger of 
abridgment through the execution of the penal 
statutes of the country. But perhaps the 
funniest thing in the whole affair was the 
arraignment of the administration on the 
charge “that it has employed spies and in- 
formers to plunder our merchants, acd es- 
tablish a system of terrorism, paralyzing en- 

terprise.” This is said to havo emanated 
from Gen. Cochrane whoso fortune was ac- 
quired by this same system many years ago un- 
der a Democratic administration, while be held 
the office of Surveyor of the Port, and waxed, 
in fat moieties, it was read by Gen. E. A Merritt 
whose pockets W'ere lined with moieties awarded 
to him while be was naval officer, which he 
has not yet ceased to be a claimant of. Con- 
sidering that the “system of spies and infor- 
mers” had existed since the days of Alexander 
Hamilton and was repealed by this administra- 
tion after these two gentlemen had got all they 
could out of it, it is a wonder such a sentence 
could have been uttered without provoking 
an explosion of sarcastic laughter even in that 
doleful assemblage. 

These are days when the political Pharisees 
go about the streets thanking God they are 
ruit lilro fttVior nmn arwl ilic/iliomrA.l 

stand in the market places and exhibit them- 
selves as immaculate specimens of purity. But 
for the doing of this sort of thing in the 
highest style of perfection commend me to a 

“Lib Pub” convention, and especially in the 
state of New York, where you are sure to find 
the,geuuine article, and just enough of it to 
be at once harmless and comical.

Moulton’s Last Statement. 

Opinions of Three New York Papers. 

Below we give extracts from the editorials of 
three of the leading morning papers of New 
York relative to Moulton’s last statement. 

The Times says: 
The. latest statement does not make it anv 

more iutclligible than before, how it was possi- ble for Moulton to state, believing wliat he 
says be did. that Mr. Beecher could stand “if 
the whole case were published to-morrow.” He 
repeats now his belief that “if hc(Mr. Beecher) 
had made, as he was advised to make, a full 
and frank confession of the whole truth, as he 
had done to me, accompanied by such expres- sions of contrition aud repentance as lie had 
made to me, his church aud the world would 
have forgiven him, and he would have stood.” 
This is grossly absurd. Mr. Beecher’s confes- 
sion of half the offences of which Moulton 
claims to have heard from his own lips would 
have irretrievably ruined him. It is nonsense 
to talk about Moulton’s opinion receiving 
strength, from the fact that after all the 
charges have been published Mr. Beecher still 
retains his hold on his church, Tlterejhas been 
no “condoning” of“adulteries” eitherpn Plym- 
outh church or outside of it, because Mr. 
Beecher has not been convictedof any such of- 
fences. An eminent clergyman has precisely 
the same right as other people to claim that he 
shall not be condemned on evidence which will 
not stand either the test of a court of law or of 
fair-minded criticism. Plymouth church may 
have undervalued that evidence, just as a good 
many other people have overvalued it. But the 
majority of the respectable public have simply 
insisted on rating Mr. Beecher’s credibility 
higher than that of the men who have ap- 
peared against him, and so have accepted his 
own explanation of his conduct and his letters 
as, on the whole, involving fewer difficulties 
and inflicting less obvious injustice than any of 
the other alternatives which have been pre- 
sented. The only unquestioned “disclosures” 
which have attended the entire controversy in- 
volve the revelation of unsuspected weakness 
in Mr. Beecher’s character—of moral coward- 
ice, of a tendency to use words in nou-uatural 
senses, of surprising ignorance of human 
character, and of amazing preferences for 
rather worthless people. The undoubted proof which has been giyeu of the existence»of such 
failings, joined with a morbid and dangerous habit of mixing up the must solemn with the 
most trivial subjects, will doubtless seriously 
impair Mr.Beecher’s future influence as a great 
religious teacher. But it will need something 
much mere convincing and far less replete with 
obvious malice and filthvlsuggestion than this 
last statement of Mr. Moulton to put an end to 
that influence altogether. 

The Tribune in' its vigorous way thus pays its 
respects to Mr. Moulton: 

But we shall not waste time aud temper in 
analyzing a statement which will damn Fran- 
uis muuiwju ueeper man any revelation or 
baseness and treachery that has been made by Mr. Beecher or his friends. It is about such a 
document as one might expect from the man 
who allows his friend to make merchandise of 
his wife’s honor, and acts as a broker in the 
transaction,—brutal, cruel, cowardly, infamous. 
Because his actions have been misconstrued 
forsooth, this Bayard of Brooklyn must save 
his reputation for generosity by blasting the 
homes in which he has been a favored guest, 
pulling out the private letters which have beeu 
committed to his private keeping, showing the 
world what ugly things brothers and sisters 
could say of one another, what sentimental 
phrases wives could write in the absence of 
their husbands, aud dragging the reputation of 
iadies whom he has never known aud the hap- 
Siness of families which have never wronged 

im through the reeking filth of this unparal- 
leled scandal. It would not have been consid- 
ered nice business for a gentleman in olden 
times; but we suppose it is all right in these 
days when a husband undertakes to prove that 
he is not a dog by showing that he is a cuck- 
old. 

The World concludes its article on the sub" 
jectas follows: 

There are enormous masses of his statement, and there is one in particular entirely irrelevant 
episode of it, which we must decline to print for the same reasons which lead all respectable journals to suppress the more revolting crimes 
with which our courts of justice are from time 
to time compelled to deal. If we are to believe 
what Mr. Moulton asserts of himself, he lias 
devoted himself, with the assistance of his own 
wife, for a number of jears past, to concealing from the public of Brooklyn and from the peo- 
ple ot Mr. Beecher’s own church and congre- 
gation his knowledge not only of Mr. Beech- 
er’s criminal intimacy with Mrs. Tiltou, but of 
a series of the most heinous offences against 
decency and humanity perpetrated by Mr. 
Beecher. In the pursuit of 1 his object, if wcare 
to behove him, he has not only exhibited, both 
in public aud in private, the warmest affection 
aud admiration for a most loathsome hypocrite and reprobate, but he has also persuaded his 
own wife, equally cognizant witu himself of 
the revolting truth, to combine with him in 
lavishing affection and admiration, sympathy aud the gracious tenderness of social intercourse 
upon the loathsome hypocrite aud reprobate. And he informs that he never would thus 
have ceased thus to act, or to lead hisowu wife 
to act, bad it not become necessary for him 
to defend himself against a charge of black- 
mailing Mr. Beecher vicariously in behalf of a 
husband whom he believed Mr. Beecher to have 
dishonored! All this is not told us of Mr. 
Moulton by Mr. Beecher, nor by Mr. Beecher’s 
lawyers, nor by Mr. Beecher’s admirers and 
friends. It is told us of Mr. Moulton by Mr. 
Moulton himself, with the most cynical uncon- 
sciousness of the hideous light in which he is 
putting himself by the revelation. It is a kind 
of insult to human nature to believe what Mr. 
Moulton thus tells us of himself and of his 
own wife until belief shall have beeu forced 
upon us by other testimony. It would be ap 
outrage upon commou sense to believe what a 
man who can tell ns this about himself aud 
about his own wife, tells us about any other 
human being whatever, until belief shall have 
been forced upon us by other testimony.

FIFTH HAY’S PKOCEEBIACS. 

The attendance on the tempeiauco camp- 
meeting at Old Orchard Saturday v^is not 
large, but the interest was well sustained.

At one o’clock the usu J children’s meeting 
was held in the grove. Mrs. Fitzgerald of 
Brunswick, conducted the services, which were 
of the usual pleasing character. 

A large audience gathered in the grove at 
three o’clock to attend the regular afternoon 
service. The chief objects of attraction were 
Dio Lewis and the Kev. A. A. Meaeharr. of 
the Indian Peace Commission aud Modoc cele- 
brity. Dio Lewis made a speech of about 
twenty minutes in length, in the course of 
which he took occasion to express his gratifi- 
cation at the project of a temperauce camp- 
meeting, to warmly endorse its teachings and 
to throw out some hints for practical work. 
The doctor forgot to give a satisfactory expla- 
nation of the somewhat famous Baugor sta- 
tistics. 

Dr. Lewis was succeeded by Mr. Meacliam, 
who gave a very entertaining account of the 
labors of the Indian Peace Commission, and of 
the Modoc massacre in which Gen. Cauby lost 
his life. Ho attributed the Indian troubles to 
the fire water of the whites, aud to the iu- 
trigues, outrages aud bad counsels of the white 
whiskey-peddlers. As a proof of the value of 
temperate habits and the deleterious nature of 
strong drink, he stated that the physician who 
attended him after the Modoc assault,in which 
he was so seriously wounded, assured him that 
he would surely have died from the effects o£ 
his wounds had his constitution been in auy 
way impaired by the use of alcoholic slirnu- 
lcnts. Mr. Meacham’s interesting remarks 
were very attentively listened to by the audi- 

The next speaker was Miss Francis E. Wi!. 
lard of Chicago, formerly, Dean of Evanston 
Uuiversity in that city. This position su0 re- 
signed in order to devote herself to the temper- 
ance movement, and has ever since given her 
whole heart and strength and time to the 
cause. The address was one such as might bo 
expected from a woman of Miss \Y iilard"s cul- 
ture and ability, and was one of the finest de- 
livered on the grounds during the whole camp- 
ineeting. Very interesting accounts were giv- 
en of the manner in which the reform was car- 
ried on iu the YVest, and the astonishing and 
unexpected success which greeted the efforts 
of the crusaders. Sho exhorted her Eastern 
sisters to take heart and not falter in their ef- 
forts in the good cause. 

SIXTH DAY. 

Yesterday there was a fair attendance, many 
peeple being present in carriages. In the morn- 
ing there was a temperance love feast, at which 
great interest was manifested. Many short 
and pithy exhortations were made. In the af- 
ternoon Dio Lewis, Francis Murphy and others 
spoke at length. Dr. Lewis was very interest- 
ing in his remarks,and the other speakers were 
entertaining. The day was bright, but quite 
cool, and out-door exercises wero not comfort- 
able to attend even in the shelter of the woods. 
In the evening there was the usual prayer 
meeting. 

To-day the encampment breaks up, and the 
morning hours are devoted to farewells.

essary appropriations for its completion. The 
work was resumed upon the directors of this 
company assuming the contract for completing 
it. at about one-half of its estimated cost. The 
Marginal way has been completed thus far under 
the geucral supervision of the city engineer,ami 
upon plans either furnished or approved by 
him; and the directors of this company fully 
appreciate, and cheerfully acknowledge tho ef- 
ficient services of that officer in making tho 
work a success.

I hope we shall con- 
sider the importance of this position and return 
Mr. Thomas. Mr. Pullen, whose executive 
ability and integrity are well known to all, has 
served one year. Mr. Walden has also served 
one year. In nominating these gentlemen we 
are first to consider their ability and fitness for 
the office, and, secondly, party usage aud pre- 
cedence, both of which have been considered 
aud established. Therefore I move the three 
gentlemen named be nominated by acclamation 
as candidates for this office. 

The gentlemen named by biin were then 
unanimously nominated by acclamation. 

Mr. Richard K. Gatley of Ward 4 presented 
the name of George H. Abbott. He suggested 
that gentleman as the soldiers’ candidate.

which you have kindly offered me; not from 
any lack of appreciation of the honor of a 
nomination at your hands, or of the import- 
ance of the position of a representative of the 
city of Portland in the Maine Legislature. I 
have long felt that office-holding and journal- 
ism are incompatible; that an editor who is a 
candidate for, or au incumbent of, office would 
be suspected of conducting his paper with 
reference to his personal political ambition, 
and that, however conscientiously he might try 
to avoid.it, he would be really somewhat in- 
fluenced by such consideration.

This nomination, 
and the certainty now established of the elec- 
tion of onr city ticket by a haudsome majority, 
afford me the opportunity to withdraw, with 
this brief statement of re isons.

SUNDAY SERVICES. 

ST. LAWRENCE STREET. 

Yesterday morning the pastor, Rev. A. H. 
Wright, preached a sermon from Jude III. 

“Earnestly contend for the faith which was 
once delivered to the saints.” 

The presence of ungodly men in the church, 
whose lives were in opposition to the pure doc- 
trines of Christ, led the apostle Jude to make 
this exhortation. There was need that the in- 
fluence of these enemies of the truth should he 
counteracted, or neutralized by earnest defend- 
ers of the faith. 

Each Christian must stand upon the ground 
of his faith, and hold fast his profession without 
wavering. He must watch infidelity with fidel- 
ity. He must resist error by proclaim- 
ing truth. He must regard himself as set for 
the defence of the gespel. and be earnest and 
zealous in maintaining the truth against all 
forms of error and unbelief, 

Concerning rhis duty of contending for the 
faith, the common duty of all Christians, there 
are some points indicated in the text. 

1. The faith for which we are to earnestly 
contend is a faith delivered to us, and not a 
faith discovered by us. 

It is not original with man—not tbe product 
of the human mind working under the laws of 
thought. It is diviDely revealed and communi- 
cated; God-given, not man discovered. A faith 
delivered to the saints by the Holy Spirit. 

The apostles were careful to disclaim any 
human origin for the subject matter of their 
teaching. Paul says emphatically: “I received 
it not of man, neither was I taught it by the 
revelation of Jesus Christ.” This was the 
apostle’s strong point against false teachers. 
He never taught for doctrines the opinions of 
men. 

The first element, therefore, of our conten- 
tion for the faith must necessarily be the maiu- 
tainauce of its divine origin. We must stand 
up for it as a revelation, uot of man’s wisdom, 
but of Cod’s grace. Here Paul planted him- 
self, immovably. Upon this rock we must un- 

flinchingly stand, and hold fast our confidence 
unto the end. 

We are to say to men, “we come not to you 
with philosophies and speculations and theo- 
ries, but wim truth divinely revealed. We 
offer you not the deductions of human thought, 
nor the probabilities of speculation, but tbe 
positive, unhangiug, eternal testimony of the 
Son of God, wbo came to bear witness tbe 
truth, and who was himself the way and tbe 
truth and the life. 

II. Our contention for tile truth should be 
free from tbe spirit of controversy. Tbe ex 
hortatinn is to contend for, uot to fight about 
the truth. There is a great difference here. 

A lile may be spent ill continual controversy 
about the truth, which accomplishes very little 
ill the defence of tbe gospel, i. e., in maintain- 
ing its sacredness and purity. The world has 
been tilled with tbe din of religious controver- 
sy. The theologies of tbe schools are an end- 
less labyrinth of human speculations upon 
Questions which the gospel does uot raise noi 

determine. 
Now, it would certainly ill become me to say 

that all this hard thinking and hot fighting has 
accomplished nothing for the honor of truth. 
Ix't theologians have their battles, let them 
sharpen their definitions and split their hairs 
of doctrine, hut there are defenders of the 
faith as good as they, who know nothing ol 
their wisdom—men with believing hearts ami 
godly lives, who have been living epistles 

1 known and read up by ail men, witnessing t( 
the truth and power of the gospel, 

Defending the faith does not mean buildup 
walls of definition around gospel truths. Thi 
men who stand in the ranks and heroically 

I tight their country’s enemies are no less iti 
true defenders than they who, with mighty in 
teilects, construct its laws and frame ils cousli 
tutiou. He is a defender of the faith whosi 

1 itforal energies are enlisted in the cause 0 
r truth, and who is daily resisting evil and wrong 

How theu are we best to contend for tin 
faith once delivered to the saints? 

I. By receiving it into our hearts. 
Intellectual assent is not enough; con«ictioi 

1 of the truth is not enough. There must follov 
that belief of the truth which is made stionj 
and operative by a heart experience of its reali 
ity. Not until you have come to feel th 
power of God’s truth in your soul aud upoi 
your life can you successfully contend for th 
faith. 

, II. We must contend for the faith by a con 

slant profession of it. Christian profession i 
not a duty that can be done once for all. Th 

r apostle says something about “holding fast ou 

l, profession” We should make good our pre fessiou each day. It is by steadiastuess i 
faith, aud continuance iu the life of loviu 
service, that we are enabled to hold fast ou 
profession. 

n Brethren, we can nobly contend for the fait 
,i by nobly living it. A holy life is the m« 

convincing evidence of the power and reality 
e the Gospel. Without grmvtli in holiness a 

1. profession is vain, and a.I contention for tl 
)f truth sake powerless. Even Christ liimse 

could not witness a good profession witlioi 
le giving to the truth’s he proclaimed the force 

his own perfect example. livery CUristly li 

is a powerful argument for the truth as it is in 
JbsqSi 

Such a life is itself an earnest and continual 
defence of the Gospel, its power cannot be 
estimated. It is mightier than logic; weightier 
than argument; it is irresistable evidence of 
the truth of Cbristiauity.
