The First District.

All the signs are that the Democrats will
concentrate their efforts largely in this dis-
trict, in the hope of defeating the Hon.

Mr. Dow’s previous
prominence in State affairs made him & con-
spicuous member of the House from the
start, and his influence became more potent
as the session progressed. Both in commit-
tee and on the floor he rendered very effect-
Ive service, and he was closely identified
with some of the most important legisla-
tion of the session. Mr. Looney’s naméd
is closely Iidentified with the beneficent
ten-hour law passed by the last legislature.
He applied himself to this work early in the
session, and persistently and ably fellow-
ed it up until success crowned his efforts
and he had the [satisfaction of seeing the
governor’s signature affixed to the bill of his
creation. Mr. John H. Fogg was one of the
most diligent and useful members of the
House. Matters of finance received his spe-
clal attention, and the depesitors in savings
banks owe hiw a debt of gratitude for avert-
ing some {ll-considered legislation which bod-
ed no good to those institutions. Mr. Green
and Mr. Whitten have had no legislative ex-
perience, but they are both gentlemen thor-
oughly identified with the interests of the
city, and have demonstrated their ability to
manage public affairs by successfully man-
aging large private interests. Mr. Green is
a mechanie, capable and popular and there
can be no doubt that he will prove a valuable
member of the House and add a good deal of
strength to the delegation. Mr, Whitten is
specially identified with the fishing business,
and was selected by that interest on secount
of his ability and capacity for affairs to pub-
licly present their case. His election will
secure to the State and to the city a capable
and influential legislator. The Republicans
should see to it that the fnll Republican vote
is polled for this ticket. The Democrats
hope to steal a member or two by split tick-
ets. Republicans should carefully scruti-
nize the ticket before they vote, and see that
it bears the names of all the Republican
candidates.
