There must be a brief explanation, or wo- 
men, far and near, will continue to tax their 
wits for a more acceptable term, and will de- 
vise a thousand substitutes in vain. For the 
word shimmerloon the committee are not re- 
sponsiole. It exists in spite of them, and has 
shown a vitality which they are too wise to 
contend agaiust. A scene in one of the old 
miracle plays on the Creation, opens with 
this direction, “Adam crosses the stage, go- 
ing to be created.” So the word Shimmer- 
loon crossed our stage repeatedly, and became 
well knowu to us, before the garment it rep- resents had taken shape in cotton cloth.

You 
shall hear what a distinguished clergyman 
and lecturer, who has just brought home 
from Edinburgh a package of flannel chemi- 
loons, in obedience to directions from his 
dress-reforming wife, writes concerning this 
abused appellation.

and I sincerely congratulate you on the last 
achievement, which has enriched the English 
language with a new and exquisite word. 
How much literature will owe to the struggle 
for emancipation from corsets and tyranny! While I, in my prosaic way, was bringing the 
thing across the sea, you were idealizing it 
and wedding it to sweet souuds and syllables 
forever. Poet, lover, philosopher, all will 
weave into dream.tvow and history this word. 
In future years the sighing seranader shall 
sing: 
“Wake, dearest, wake! Love lifts to thee its tune;

Arise, and dou the snowy shimmerloon! 
Thu3 shall the ballad-maker write: 

“Oh, Maggie was a bonnie lass!

Soft was her step upon the grass, 
And white her shimmerloon. 

All vainly may young Edwin pine, 
In vain implore love's boon, 

No more he’ll see on Monday's line 
Her vestal shimmerloon.” 

“Yes, Swinburne will leap for joy when he 
hears this word; Joaquin Miller will tell us 
of his shimmerloonless beauties; and I,—ah, 
that I were another Hood; then the song of 
the shimmerloon should be my master- 
piece.” 

The wise man does not struggle with des- 
tiny; be accepts and u.ilizes it. "if the word 
persists in living, if a poet can thus rhapso- 
dize over it, and commend it to our masters 
of melody, surely we shall have to tolerate 
its existence. In time it must fail pleasantly 
upon the ears of women, for it will prove it- 
self the fore-ordained title of the most com- 
fortable, light and simple article in their 
whole attire. 

Sonooi. Diseases.—It is a serious ques- 
tion whether we arenot getting what is called 
education at too exorbitant a price, when the 
health aud usefulness of eyes are impaired or 

sacrificed. And the mischief that is done to 
eyes in schools and colleges may safely be 
taken as an indication of the damage that is 
inflicted upon other parts of the body. Ob- 
jectors may, perhaps, say that the apalling 
statistics obtained by the foreign observers 
could not be gathered in American schools 
and colleges. I believe that they might, and 
I found my belief upon twenty years’ work 
among just the classes of subjects tabulated 
by Cohn and the other continental observers. 
I believe that our system of education, if, in- 
deed, we may be said to have a system, is one 
of the most damaging in its effects upon the 
growing bodies of scholars of any in the 
world. Let any one familiar with hygiene 
take the pains, as I have, to inquire carefully 
into the physical effects of curricula of our 

leading schools and colleges, and he will be 
compelled to confess that there is the greatest 
cause for reform. The attention which is 
paid to gymnastic exercises and other methods 
of physical culture does not correct the evils. 
It often happens that those who really need 
physical exercise most do not get it, or that 
the exercise is excessive, and does barm to 
those who engage in it. What we need in 
our school aud college curricula is a dimin- 
ution of the hours of labor. The working 
hours too often extend Irom eight or niue in 
the morning to ten or eleven at night. The 
strain thus put upon growing bodies is too 
great. Some method should he devised by 
which much that now involves a persistent 
use of the eyes in confined and unnatural 
postures of the body could be accomplished 
through the use ot models or photographs, or 
the blackboard. Much that is now attempt- 
ed to be taught by badly printed books might 
be taught orally, or by some form of object 
lessons. Even if such radical changes could 
not be accomplished, much might be done 
towards lessening the evil effects of our pres- 
ent method by shortening the hours devoted 

to study, by correcting defects in the archi! ^ecture of class and study rooms, by improv- 
ventilation, heating and lighting of 

am* ^y diffusing informaliou 
no®S the parents of scholars, so that there 
ay he less in the home life that is prejudi- cial to health. And just here wo touch the 

very fountain of the evil. Our schools can- not be much, if any, above the intelligence of their patrons. Ido not blame the teachers tor the evils in our systems of education. I blame boards of trustees and other school and 
college boards I or not applying the principles that have already been worked out by scien- 
tific men. If architects and boards of man- 
agers of schools and colleges would apply in the construction and conduct of their institu- tions of learning even a few of the principles that sanitarians all agree upon, we would at 
once see a reduction in thoso forms of dis- 
ease which are traceable to their present neg- lect.— C. H. Aynew, M. 1)., in Sanitarian for September.

The Taste for Collecting'. 
There is no reason that collecting should 

be prevented. On the contrary, there can 
hardly be a gt eater safe-guard toayouug 
man entering life than the possession of a 
taste, especially a taste for art. Since the 
days of Ovid it has been commended, and 
considering bow many boys learn it with their 
early rules of grammar, it is surprising how 
few afterwards apply it. About forty years 
ago a young gentleman, with a moderate al- 
lowance Ironi his lather, took a fancy to some 
chiua at a shop in Hanway street. He mort- 
gaged half his quarter’s income to buy it. 
His father and his Iriends, who would not 
have been the least put out if he had lost

With- 
out being frivolous, they afford a relief from 
serious cares. Walpole and Richelieu tormed 
galleries as refuges from affairs of state. It 
may be a question how far education neglects 
this subject. The early development of a 
turn tor collecting, which was noticed in the 
opening sentence, is prehaps wroth more con- 
sideration from those who bring up children 
than has yet been given to it. Monograms 
and postage stamps may, in this way, be 
among the civilizing agents of our times. —

TIIE FARM AMD HOUSEHOLD* 

D rep Plowing. 
This is from the Stanislaus County News of 

Friday, July 17th: ‘"We last week made 
mention ot the fact of one of our fanner?, 
Mr. V. E. Bangs, havin" increased his grain 
yield over a portion of his farm by means of 
deep plowing, eight bushels to the acre. The 
experiment there made was a fair and practi- 
cal test, resulting most favorably to a 

thorough cultivation of the soil. As a fur- 
ther proof of the beuefits of deep plowing 
and thorough cultivation, we have another 
experiment, made Mr. C. C. Baker, on his 
farm a few miles below town. Mr. Baker is 
known, far and near, as a thorough-coin" 
man iu all that he undertakes,and his experi- 
ment in deep plowing is worthy of investfgi- 
tion by his neighbors. The land on which the 
trial was made is of the best of our Paradise 
plain lands. His field is a large one, and the 
land that was deeply plowed is an average in 
character of the whole. Twenty-four acres 
of it were measured off, a heavy, sulky plow 
was secured, five large American horses 
hitched to it, and the ground thoroughly 
plowed to a depth of eight or nine inches, 
thoroughly harrowed and sown to barley. 
The remainder of the field was plowed, sown 
and treated in the usual manner, according 
to the custom of farmers in this locality—ail 
of whom plow with small plows ganged to- 
gether. From the twenty-four acres Mr. 
Baker harvested 1,070 bushels of barley, or, 
in other words, 44 J bushels to the acre. 
From the remainder of the field his average 
was a little less than fifteen bushels to the 
acre. There now is something for the far- 
mers of our valley, especially those whose 
lauds are not of the heavy or adobe nature, 
to investigate.

THE ELECTION. 
As a whole the election yesterday resulted 

in a most gratifying Republican success. 

There were little spots here and there where 
bad generalship and lack of discipline re- 

sulted in local defeats, but on the whole field 

the victory has been as substantial as could 
be desired. 

The result may be briefly summed np as 

follows: Gov. Dingley has been re-elected 

by a majority of eleven thousand; five 

Republican Congressmen have been elected 

by majorities ranging from twelve hundred 
to over three thousand; and the Legislature 
is largely Republican. In this county the 
Democrats gain a Senator and five Represen- 
tatives. Possibly the same party has elected 
Senators in Somerset and Knox, at best giv- 
ing that party four of thirty-one. In the 
Douse there will possibly be fifty Democrats 
and fusion Republicans, but we doubt if this 

nm uc icauucu. 

Oi*r footings up to ono o’clock this morn- 

ing embraced the returns from 154 towns, 
which gave Governor Dingley 31,526, against 
26,671 last year. In the same towns Mr. 
Titcomb received 24,320, against 20,079 for 
Messrs. Titcomb and Williams in 1873, a net 

gain of 614. Stephen Berry, Esq,, the agent 
of the Associated Press in this city, whose 

long experience in compiling returns make 
him an authority, with his usual courtesy, 
gives us tha result of his calculations, 
which are as follows: “One hundred 
and sixty towns, an unusually large number to 

receive, give Dingley 31,441; Titcomb 24,338; 
Republican majority 7103, Last year the 
same towns gave Dingley 26,755, Titcomb 
19,172, Williams 1218; Republican majority, 
0365, showing a net gain of 738. If the 
towns to be heard from gain in the same pro- 
portion, the last year’s majority of 9530 will 
be increased to 10,600 in an aggregate vote of 

90,000 against 80,948 last year.” 
In York county, Mr. Burleigh runs ahead 

of his ticket as do Messrs. Blaine and Hale in 
the third and fifth districts. 

Owen County, Kentucky, is enjoying an 
unaccustomed luxury. At the opening of the 
September term of court in its shire town 
the presiding; uagc took occasion to remark 
that “It is perhaps the first time in the his- 
tory of Owen County when its citizens have 
ever sat in court when there was nut a otugic 
man that had concealed deadly weapons up- 
on his person.” The presence of federal 
troops has, according to the juTlge, wrought 
this change. Owen County has become no- 

torious for some of the most brutal and cow- 

ardly murders that have disgraced the South, 
and most people would prefer to search the 

pockets of any number of nien that could be 

gathered togather there, before believing 
any statement as to the absence of concealed 
weapons. 
It is not a good time now to describe the 

causes of the remarkable irregularities in city 
and county, or draw the moral naturally and 
properly deducible from it. Time must be 
given for the subsidence of the angry feelings 
which were both the cause and result of the 
difficulty before we can look tbe situation 
over calmly and consider the means of pre- 
venting its recurrence. Meantime we suggest 
to our friends of all factions that the less talk 
they make, the sooner things will arrange 
themselves.

Guizot. 
The cable informs us of the death of one of 

the most illustrious Frenchmen of this centu- 
ry, Francois Pierre Guillaume Guizot was born 
at Himes, October 4,1787, and, in case of the 
truth of the rumor which is cabled to us Sunday, 
has nearly attained his eighty-seventh year. 
He came from an old French Protestant stock. 
His father, who was a distinguished lawyer, 
died on the scaffold in 1794, Beingtlius orphan- 
ed, the future historian, statesman, essayist, 
pamphleteer, and doctrinaire was taken by his 
mother, a woman of high culture, to Geneva, where he received a classical education, on the 
completion of which he repared to Paris, where 
he was introduced by an ex-Ambassador of 
Switzerland to several influential literary men. 
Here he made the acquaintance of Mile, Pau- 
line de Meuuau, to whom, though fourteen 
years her junior, he was umarried in 1812. At 
this time, ttiough only twenty-five years of age, he had published his first elaborate works—a 
new dictionary of French synonyms, in two 
volumes; a critical essay on" the state of the 
art in France, and was besides, at the date of 
his marriage, engaged in a work of great la 
bor, the translation of Gibbon’s Decline and 
Fall of the Roman Empire. At the close of 
an active interval of ten years, during which 
-uoum,, auu |JUU1ISUCU 

many essays aud pamphlets, chiefly in defence 
of the doctrines of the party with which he 
was affiliated, he published his revised transla- 
tion of the complete works of Shakspeare, and 
the first two volumes of his History of the 
English Revolution. He wrote, too, a history of the Protectorate of Cromwell. Amon~ his other works are the Lives of the French Poets 
of the reigu of Louis XIV., and a History of General Civilization in Europe, by which he is 
best known by many English readers. But wo 
must suspend our enumeration of the works of 
this most voluminous author, as the space al- 
lotted to this sketch would not suffice for their 
titles. 

M. Guizot’s political life commenced with the 
fall of Napoleon. In 1814 he was appointed 
Secretary General of the Department of the 
Interior; Chief of the Department of Justice 
in 1815; Master of Bequests in 1810, and Coun- 
cillor of State iu 1817. With the changing min- 
istries his fortunes changed, of course; butwitk 
M. Guizot active ministerial life was the rule, 
till, with the accession of Louis Philippe, he 
stood the foremost statesman of France, and 
held under that monarch offices of the highest 
trust and dignity. He fell, of course, with his 
master, aud retired with him to England, aud 
it was there that some of his best literary cifoi ts 
were made. 

min<1 was essentially philosophi- cal. Ins style was placid and clear, and he is a most pleasant author to read after. In politics he was at once progressive and conservative; a 
warm advocate of representative government and friend of education; and yet beyond a cep tain liberal point he was repressive and it w- s his determination to prevent the Befortn ban 
quets in 1818, and drove him and bis King from 
power.

Our Sew York Letter. 

The IT1 on I to n-Beecher Statement—Gross 
Perversion of Private Correspondence— 
The Charge of Black-Bail not ®im- 

proved—A Vindication of Mr. Beecher. 

New York, Sept. 13, 1874. 

The scene has changed. Instead of waiting 
in mute suspense to hear what could be wrung 
out of the mysterious, secretive, silent party, 
by the name of Moulton, who disappeared like 

a jack in the box when be was most wanted 

concealed himself from the face of men and 

feigned extreme reluctauce to unseal his lips, 
we are now deluged with torrents of words, of 

defense, special pleading, explanation, tittle 

tattle and malicious gossip, which throws no 

new light upon the main question, but does 

show, in striking colors, the duplicity, treach- 

ery and baseness of the “friend” who has un- 

dertaken to bolster up the conspiracy against 
the greatest preacher of our age. 

That Mou'ton should feel the necessity of an 

effort to extricate himself from his ignominious 
position is natural enough. But the desperate 
means to which he has resorted in furtherance 

of that object will only serve to sink him to a 

lower depth of infamy. The interminable plea 
which Gen. Butler has prepared for him with 

so much care and labor with the view of break- 

ing the force of the presumption of black-mail, 
raised by a disclosure of the original facts, is 

based upon false premises. The counsel argues 
that because Mr. Beecher did not realize that 

he had been made the victim of extortion, and 

because the demand for money was not accom- j 
panied with threats of exposure, therefore the 
client was not the broker and accomplice of a 

black mailer. The absurdity of this reasoning 
becomes palpable when we take into considera- 
tion the obvious fact that Mr. Beecher was de" 
ceived in Moulton from the beginning, and 

throughout every stage of the progress of this 

drama of wickedness. He parades Mr. Beech- 
er’s confidential and affectionate letters to him- 
self as evidences in support of his repeated as- 

sertions that he has behaved honorably, where- 
as they prove precisely the opposite. He de- 
duces from Mr, Beecher’s expressions of trust 

in him, made orally and in writing, the conclu- 
sion that he was worthy of that trust. This is 

very weak sophistry. It was because of the 

blind, uncalculatiug faith which was so unre- 

servedly reposed in him that he had the oppor- 
tunity to deal an assassin’s blow at his uusus- 

pecting victim. 
It will be recollected that Mr. Beecher did 

not charge nor surest blackmail. He evident- 

ly did not regard the money transaction in that 

light. But when for the first time he related 
that part of the story to his legal advisers, they 
saw and said at once that it was an unmistaka- 
ble case of black-mail. It was a conclusion so 

plain that nothing could more clearly illustrate 
the absence of guile or worldliness in the na- 
ture of the Plymouth pastor, thau the fact that 
it had never once occurred to him. Gen. But- 
ler saw the blackmailing feature of it instantly 
and undoubtedly advised his client that he had 
involved himself in the necessity of appearing 
as a defendant instead of a prosecutor. Hence 
this elaborate publication, which leaves Moul- 
ton precisely where he was before in respect of 
that allegation, but reveals with painful dis- 
tinctness his utter destitution of moral percep- 
tions, and the absolute worthlessness of his un- 

corroborated averments. 

Let us judge him by his own admissions. He 
confesses that.for four years he has held posses- 
sion of a guilty secret; that he has “prevari- 
cated”—a shorter word would have served the 
purpose—and misrepresented the matter repeat- 
edly; that he has undoubtedly given many per- 
sons the impression that he vouched for Mr. 
Beecher’s innocence; and that he has used lan- 
guage guarded but intended to mislead. All 
this he justifies, so that, taking his own plea 
of guilty to the charge of falsehood as a start- 
ing point, we have an undoubted right to 
dismiss him as as an unreliable witness. 
There is, to be sure, a basis for speculation 
as to_whether he was telling an untruth 
when be said Mr. Beecher was guiltless, 
or when he said he was not. He opened the 
campaign with the avowal of a purpose to tell 
“the truth, the whole truth, and nothing but 
the truth” a phrase not original in itself, but 
having a certain savor of originality through 
the rhetorical emphasis, and melo-dramatic 
roll, with which he pronounced the words. But 
he is such a mass of contradictions, that it will 
not do to place any dependence upon that 
promise, it is raiuer more probable that feel- 
ing he was about to say something which had 
no truth in it, he thought it essential to prop it 
up with ostentatious asseveration. However 
that may be, this latest “statement” contains 
so many intrinsic evidences of false inferences, 
distorted meanings, and gross misrepresenta- 
tions, that here where the parties are known, it 
is received as an unmitigated fabrication, and 
not a very plausible one either. In so far as it 
professes to quote language attributed to Mr. 
Beecher it violates all probability. Its inter- 
pretation of passages in the letters is strained, 
unnatural and coarse. Its introduction of an 

old scandal which has for many years furnished 
the staple of conversation in the coterie of 
which Tiiton is the centre and Moulton and 
Carpenter prominent figures in the circumfer- 
ence, is regarded on all hands as one of the 
most dastardly outrages upon decency ever per- 
petrated in social life. If it were not that the 
avenging of it would inevitably lead to a wider 
publicity, the friends of the lady would be very 
apt to make Brooklyn an unsafe place of resi- 
dence for Moulton. The use he has made of 
this old worn out story shows glaringly what a 

piece of Jesuitical perversion the whole state- 
ment is. 

Many years ago, Mr. Beecher became in- 
volved in a controversy with a lady in the 
course of which she said some harsh things 
about him. It was on a literary subj'ect, and 
had reference to the publication of a book. 
Ten years later, she wrote a few lines, expres- 
sive of regret for what she had said, declaring 
herself mistaken, and satisfied that Mr. Beech- 
er’s course toward her was “meant to be kind 
and honorable.” Now can it be believed, that 
there is a lawyer base enough to write, or a 

client mean enough to sign a document in 
which this disclaimer of ill will is tortured 
iuto a retraction of a charge of sexual crimi- 
nality, with a sneaking insinuation of a still 
grosser offense? 

Then again there is a letter produced written 
by Beecher to Moulton from Little Nalls, Dec. 
2, 1873 in which occur these words: “I intro- 
duced you to young Raymond because he is a 

personal friend acute and safe should youneed’’ 
(the last three words italicized) “Of course I 
have never exchanged a word with him as I 
have with you—and he represents me only in 
church action.” This is quoted to show that 
“Beecher purposely kept him from knowing all 
the facts." It happono that the letter from 
which the foregoing extracts are taken covered 
two letters to Mr. Banfield, the then Solicitor 
of the Treasury, making intercession in behalf 
of Moulton’s firm which was at that time under 
examination on an accusation preferred by 
Jayne, of trauds upon the revenue, which were 

subsequently compromised for §50,000. The 
subj'ect on which Mr. Beecher had never ex- 

changed a word with Mr. Raymond was the 
revenue matter, and the words “should you 
need" relate to possible advice Moulton might 
require, and which Raymond “acute” and 
“safe” could give in respect to that involvment- 
This is another notable example of the spirit of 
perversiou which pervades this remarkable 
document. 

Butler’s explanation of Moulton’s assurance 
to Mr. Beecher that he could “stand if the 
whole case were published to-morrow,” is equal- 
ly disingenuous and artificial. He says he 
believed that if Mr. Beecher made a frank 
confession, as he was advised to do, that ho 
would be forgiven by his church and -the 
world! And yet he had been for years en- 
joining upon him and abetting him in a coarse 
of concealment and secrecy! 

If Moulton should ever be got upou a wit- 
ness stand, and interrogated upon his own 
statements, he would be mercilessly riddled 
through and through. According to his ex- 

plicit representations, he has been the faithful 
friend and ally of a man whom he accuses of 
numerous and repeated acts of gross licentious- 
ness. He “loved him as the apple of his eye.” 
He devoted himself assiduously to the task of 
protecting him from exposure. More than 
that, he welcomed him as his guest, and sent 
his wife and children to enjoy his pastoral and 
pulpit ministrations. This is the man who 
volunteers his testimony to support an infa- 
mous charge which on his own admission he 
has repeatedly declared to be groundless. 

The publication of private letters under any 
circumstances, is understood to be au unpar- 
donable violation of the canous of civilized 
society, ft is not necessary that a man should 
possess culture and refinement to avoid such 
a wanton breach of propriety. The common- 
est instincts of decency would suffice to re- 
strain any person from the commission of au 
act which every sentiment of honor stamps 

as detestable. Yet here we have amass of 
correspondence, much of it irrelevant to any 
pending issne, and all of it sacred from public 
perusal, betrayed to light by a man who ac- 

cepted the custody of it in the name of friend- 
ship, and who theatrically promised to defend 
it “with his life.” If anybody can find excuse 

or palliation for the ignoble conduct of Moul- 

ton, he is past reasoning upon the general 
subject. 

Mr. Beecher has found oat at last what so 

many true friends have told him so often. He 
has been giving his confidence to one who was 

false and treacherous from the beginning. If 
be had possessed a better knowledge of char- 
acter, or less faith in human nature, he would 
have saved himself all these years of sorrow 

and heart-siclrness, by handing over his pre- 
tended friend to the custody of a policeman 
on the night when he struck an attitude and 
drawing his pistol, exclaimed in mock heroics, 
“I will defend you!” Men who deal in that 
sort of fustian arc not to be trusted. 

Happily there is nothing in this new dia- 
tribe, formidable as it is in length, to shako 
the faith of Mr. Beecher’s friends in his own 

emphatic declaration of his innocence of the 
especial sin with which ho is charged. On 
the contrary, it seems inconceivable that such 
confidences as he reposed in his betrayer 
could have existed on the hypothesis of his 
guilt. In all these revelations of his secret 
thoughts, there is not a sentence or a line 
which in any fair interpretation can be cited 
in support of the theory of guilt. Is it to be 
wondered at.tlien, that the society of Plymouth 
church and an overwhelming majority of the 
people at large remain steadfast in the con- 

viction that the great preacher has passed 
through the fiery furnace of calumny and 
detraction scathless?

Up to the Notch. 

The work on the Portland & Ogdensburg 
—A Picturesque Kailrorul—Dr. Semis’ 

Career. 

To the Editor of the Press: 
On Friday I took the opportunity of the 

Board of Trade excursion to look over a part of 
the unfinished road-bed among the mountains. 

After a beautiful run over the smooth track, 
we arrived at Bemis’ soon after ten o’clock; and 
after the cloud of dust caused by the departure 
of the coaches for the Notch had settled, with 
a friend I started up the carriage road on foot 
to ascertain what was the prospect of getting 
to the Notch by rail. The old stage road soon 

enters the “forest primeval,” continues along 
the west side of the Saco, of which we get an 

occasional glance through the trees, but its 
murmur is heard the entire distance. 

There are many evidences of last fall’s 
iiuaiict nucictuc smmcu sucaui^umcu uuii mo 

road, causing several thousand dollars expense 
to the stage company to make it passable. 
Every halt mile or so, are paths bushed out, 
leading up to the railroad, or to the toot of the 
precipice, and high up we could hear the work- 
men call to one another, or to their horses, with 
the report of occasional blasts in the 
numerous rock cuts. Where there is a side 
path there is also a shanty near 

for the accommodation of the men, built of 
square timber or boards covered with tarred 
paper. We often turned in aud climbed up to 
the roadbed to see how a shelf could be formed 
for the track in the face of a uearly perpendic- 
ular cliff, aud the further we went the higher 
up the mountain was the grade, which rises 
some over one hundred feet to ths mile, or 
about two feet to the hundred; this is uniform 
as far as we went. If any one wants to seo 
bold engineering, let him go three and a half 
miles above Bemis’ station, where he will see 
the overhanging mountain of bare granite a 

thousand or more feet high, with hardly room 

for the road between it and the river. This is 
called “Frankenstein’s Cliff,”—so named by 
the venerable Dr. Bemis for a brother natural- 
ist from Ohio. 

After crossing “Bemis’ Brook” aud going 
half a mile along the old road there is a shanty, 
and a path leading by a circuitous route to the 
immense chasm on the eastern side of the cliff, 
and high up on either side of this vast abyss 
is a crew of men blasting along the mountain 
side and dumping the debris into the chasm, 
but with no prospect of meeting, and the em- 

bankfhents must be connected by trestle work 
several hundred-fe6t long and perhaps seventy- 
five feet high; the place where the woodwork 
must rest is probably two hundred feet above 
the carriage road. From this point we bad a 
floe view of Mouut Washington and the build- 
lugs oil sue;sti...--:fc <>— *»— io 
wooden rad track with cars drawn by horses 

(the wonder is how they got them up there) 
which dump large and small blocks of stone in- 
to the gulf, which go bounding down the high 
embaukment with a loud report which is echoed 
from the cliff above. The overseer told us 
of a place further up the road where the men 
have to climb to their work by ropes 
and go down the same way at every 
blast. This scene for half a mile dwarfs all 
my former ideas of railroad building, and 
when they begin on the west side with dtialiu 
or nitro-glycerine the scene will be wild in- 
deed. Mr. Latrobe, the consulting engineer, 
has said that from Bemis’ to the Notch, this 
wiH be the most picturesque railroad on the 
Atlantic slope. 

Alter rambling and climbing tor three 
hours we sought the carriage road and were 
lucky in finding a man alone in a wagon who 
took us hack to the station, much to the relief 
of our weary limbs. Having an hour to spare 
before train time, I called on Hr. Bemis 
whose acquaintance I made in 1804. Then the 
cellar of his villa was a labyrinth of fine split 
granite laid in courses—each partition above 
was to be supported by a corresponding one 
of stone in the cellar. At my first visit l lound 
him cleaning his rifle on the piazza of the old 
house. It was a rifled tube fitted into the bar- 
rel of a breech-lovdiug shot gun. To my in- 
quiry as to his skill with the rifle, he said that 
he sometimes brought in half a dozen part- 
ridges with their heads shot off. (Shpt spoils 
them for eating). Dr. Bemis is the presiding 
genius of this valley as John Muir is of the 
Yoseinite, and all who see his home and farm 
want to know something of the man who set 
himself down here with no intention of tak- 
ing boarders. I know he won’t thank me, but 
1 will explain.without rising. 

Dr. Bemis was a watchmaker in Boston as 

long ago as 181G. He learned his trade of his 
father. The continual sitting injured his 
health and die left the watch-making aud be- 
gan dentistry, when there were only two in 
that business besides himself in Boston. One 
of these carved sets of artificial teeth from 
section of the tooth of the hippopotamus, cut- 
ting the form of the human teeth, and leaving 
the enamel to represent natural teeth. They 
were a clumsy substitute, but were considered 
a great invention. The doctor followed den- 
tistry mauy years with success, employing his 
leisure hours in studying medicine, until his 
health again failed, as he thought, from the 
impurity of the Boston water. He visited the 
New Hampshire mountains and received ben- 
efit uniformly. He is an enthusiastic natur- 
alist and the valley of the Saco was an open 
book to him where he could pursue his favorite 
study, and, as he thought, enjoy seclusion. He 
accordingly purchased the old Mount Crawford 
House and farm, with twelve miles of territory 
in “Hart’s Location,” reaching from Sawyer’s 
Rock nearly to the summit of the Notch, ou 
both sides of the river. He became a perma- 
nent resident ou his purchase in 1862, He 
built a saw mill on Nancy’s brook, near by, to 
saw the lumber for a wooden house, which was 
all prepared aud piled under sheds to season, 
but he was so well pleased with the rifted stone 
from his quarry, opened to build his cellar, that 
he built the entire house of rough split stone 
laid in courses. He was his own architect and 
succeeded in building a house well fitted for 
the locality aud of pleasing exterior. 

The doctor is sadly disappointed about his 
coveted seclusion, as the trains dump hundreds 
of curious people at his door every day, many 
of whom annoy him by their calls when he is 
busy. He is a bachelor; the wife of his head 
farmer keeps the house. His mind is as active 
as ever and his conversation sprightly. His 
age is eighty-one. \V. G.

Newfoundland will probably have a general 
election this fall, and as parties are evenly bal- 

anced, a heated contest is expected. 
The crops on Prince Edward’s Isiaud are said 

to he in a splendid condition, and promise an 

abundant yield. 
The Quebec local government has resigned 

on account of the “laud swap” scandal, but a 

new one has not yet been selected. 
Accounts of the Newfoundland fisheries con- 

tinue favorable and undoubtedly the season 

will be a successful one. 

Elopements are so plenty in Toronto that 
some of the newspapers publish long editorials 
on the subject, deprecating tbe levity with 
which they are treated by the press in general. 

To-day there will be a demonstration at 

Ridgeway on the occasion of the putting up of 
the tablet in memory of the “Ridgeway Mar- 

tyrs,” who fell in defending their country at 

the attempted Fenian invasion of Jane, 18GG. 
The London Times, discussing Canadian af- 

fairs, says it favors a union of the Provinces of 
the Dominion under one government. The 
Times thinks that the confederation so far has 
been successful on the whole; but that the pres- 
ent system has its disadvantages, arising prin- 
cipally from the existence of separate and in- 

dependent local legislatures in the different 
Provinces. The Canadian papers interpret th.s 
as another manifestation of the tendency of 

public opinion in England to desire the erection 
of the Dominion into a separate nationality. 

Futher particulars of the cable war are fur- 
nished in a letter from Newfoundland under 
date of Sept. 3. The delay in confirming the 
Canadian Anti-Monopoly act prevents the Di- 
rect Cable Company’s landing their cable. The 

Anglo-American Company have commenced a 

suit against the Direct Cable Company, on the 

ground that by buoying their cable within the 
headlands of Conception Bay their charter is 

infringed, as it prohibits touching any place 
within the jurisdiction of Newfoundland with 

tion restraining the Direct Cable Company 
from further operations and was refused, though 
an injunction, prohibiting the landing of the ca- 

ble was granted. Public indignation against the 

Anglo-American Company is strong, and has 
been intensified by the disappearance of the bnoy 
attached to the Direct Company’s cable, which 
is believed to have been cut adrift by the em- 

ployees of the rival company.

TEMPERANCE RALLY AT FREE 

(STREET CHURCH. 

IB □ — 

Voices from Chicago and Brooklyn* 

The temperance rally at Free Street Church, 
last evening, called forth a very large concourse 

of people, the church being literally packed. 
The speakers, the ladies especially, were warm- 

ly received an<L*,ttentively listened to. There 
was evidently ifc earnest feeling for the tem- 

perance cause called forth, and the meeting, in 

that particular at least, was very happy in its 

effects. 
Alb'on Little, Esq., presided. After prayer 

by the Rev. Dr. Champlin, the Rev. Dr. Ran- 

dolph, a man with a kindly, intellectual face, 
and dark, enthusiastic eyes,was the first speak- 
er of the evening. Ho is both a strong and 

pleasing speaker, and his remarks commanded 
close attention. Talking temperance in Maine) 
he said, seems much like taking coals to Newcas- 

tle. Considering intemperance to be the great 
evil, as slavery was some years since, he called 

for the building up of a public sentiment 

against it similar to that which broke the bonds 
of the slave. In this work woman lias a most 

blessed part to perform. 
These remarks were followed by remarks 

from Mrs. Mary E. Moore of the New York 

League of Prayer.Mrs. Moore is one of those 

earnest, deeply sincere speakers, whose every 
word seems to come from the heart, and whose 
remarks therefore, even if trifling, command 
our attention. She closed her remarks with 

prayer. 
Mr. E. Johnson of Brooklyn, a member of 

the Rev. T. DeWitt Talmage’s church, followed 
Mrs. Moore. In a few plain, simple remarks 
he earnestly beseeched his auditors to wake up 
to the evils of intemperance. He spoke, he 
said, not as a professional temperance lecturer, 
but as a business man of Brooklyn. The 
burden of his speech was a eulogy of the work 
done by women in the temperance cause. 

Miss Frances E. Willard of Chicago, late 
Dean of Northwestern University, who follow- 
ed Mr. Johnson, made the speech of the even- 

ing. In language remarkable for its unstudied 
oloquence and simplicity, she told the story of 
her first awakening to the need of wo men in 
the battle now waging against intemperanco, 
of her alliance with the crusaders, and of the 
wonderful results which followed. There was 

an infinite pathos in some of the pictures sbe 

drew, which deeply nrpved the audience. The 
effect of her address, fine in itself and showing 
the marks of high culture and great natural 
talent, was added to by her fine presence. A 
straight, elegant figure, an oval face and regu- 
lar features, deep, earnest grey eyes, a wealth 
of light brown hair, and a wonderfully clear, 
bell-like voice—all these combine to make her 
a very effective platform speaker. 

Mrs. Mary C. JohnsoD, President of the 

Brooklyn Women’s Temperance Union, who 

gave an interesting account of the temperance 
movement in that city and the part taken 
therein by the women, was the next speaker. 
The process by which the woman overcame 

their natural timidity and their reluctance to 
enter upon the mission in the saloons, was en- 

tertainingly described. So effectual was the 
work done in Brooklyn, said Mrs. Johnson 
with a spice of sarcasm, that the name of sa- 

loon has become unpopular there, and liquor 
shops are now known as hotels and drug stores, 
and billiard rooms, aud restaurants and oyster 
houses. The assertion was made that drinking 
saloons especially for women are to be found ir. 

Brooklyn. 
Mrs. Mary E. Hart of Brooklyn, followed 

Mrs. Johnson. She spoke but a few moments, 
warmly commending prayer as a great weapon 
in the fight against intemperance. 

Francis Murphy made very brief, but perti- 
nent aud encouraging remarks. Capt. Sturdi- 
vant also made short remarks, in which he 

spoke of the good effects wrought by the re- 

cent temperance camp-meeting. After the 
singing of a hymn, the exercises closed with 
the benediction pronounced by Dr. Champlin.

They 
gave a series of concerto in Music Hall, Boston, 
last winter, and there was suet, n. demand for 
scats that they were all sold weeks before the 

evenings of the concerts. 

They are already engaged iu Boston for four 
concerts aud two matiDees. to be given the com- 

ing winter. The Boston Advertiser says: 
The concert of the English Glee and Madri-

NEW YORK. 

The Mayor Censored, but not Removed. 
New York,‘Sept. 14.—Gov. Dix has decided 

the case of Mayor Havemeyer. He condemns,

Sickness at a Watering Place. 
The Tribune contains an exposure of the 

causes of the malady said to have prevailed ex- 

tensively at the Gregory House, Lake Maho- 
pac, this summer, from which several deaths 
have occurred, and scores of people made sick, 
some of whom are still suffering. The origin 
of the malady is supposel to be in the water. 
The Tribune says the proprietor of the hotel 
has attempted to stamp it out by threatening 
to proseeuto those who should give it currency. 

WASHINGTON. 

Survivors of the Mexican War. 
Washington, Sept. 14.—There will be at the 

President’s dinner this afternoon given the 
Aztec Club, about tweuty-five members, togeth- 
er with the headsof departments now in Wash- 
ington. The club was formed by American 
officers in the city of Mexico during the war 

with Mexico, when it was agreed that the mem- 

bers should annually meet thereafter to perpet- 
uate the private friendship then formed. Gen. 
Patterson and others have arrived here to at- 
tend the dinner. 

The Frcedmcn’s Bank. 

The Commissioners of the Freedmeu’s Sav- 
ing and Trust Company, says that as yet they 
cau make no statement in detail for which they 
are willing to be held responsible. They have 
not arrived at accurate results, either as to the 
indebtedness or assets of the institution. 

Appointment.

It 
was also determined no change be made in the 
office of Supervising Inspector of Steamboats 
at JSew York, now tilled by Mr. Low.

POLITICAL. 
The Republican Nominee for Governor 

iu South Carolina. 
New York, Sept. 14.—ChamberlaiD, the 

nominee for Governor in South Caroliuu, is a 
native of Worcester, Mass., thirty-seven years 
Old and a graduate of Yale College. A special 
says it is generally thought his surroundings iu 
counection with the Moses administration will 
prevent his being acceptable to the tax payers’ 
organization, but it is believed he will be 
elected. 
Charles O’Conor ou National, State and 

Uluuicipal Affairs. 
Charles O’Conor has been interviewed on the 

subject of the southern outrages and the war 
of races. He regards exile or extirpation as 
the only alternative for the negro. Civil rights 
and universal suffrage in his opinion will never 
answer for the negro. 

On state politics, he strongly favors the nom- 
ination of Tilden, who was his colleague iu the 
prosecution of the riug suits. 

In reference to the late decision of the Court 
of Appeals nullifying all proceedings iu these 
suits ou account of their being improperly 
brought, he treats it as a political and partisan 
decision, unwarranted by sound law. He says 
the city has irrevocably lost 86,000,000 by tiie 
decision, and that the ring thieves voluntarily 
offered to restore 86,000,000 of the stolen money 
before the suits were commenced, but their 
offer could not be cacepted without compouud- 
ing a crime. 

With regard to the proceedings agaiust the 
ring he says it is notorious that these proceed- 
ings have already controlled nominations for 
even the highest officers in the land, and it 
appears from the stand taken by some of the 
judges that they see similar opportunities pre- 
sented by their course, but the Presidency, 
Senatorsbip or Governorship may be promised 
them, and yet they will find the people slow to 
make good the delivery on such contracts. The 
interviewer represents Mr. O’Couor as making 
a gross attack ou the integrity of the Court of 
Appeals because of the decision against him on 
his method of commencing the ring suits.

Attempt to AasamiDnle. 

New York, Sept. 14.—News from Lima to 
the 27th of August states that there was quite 
a sensation about|4.30 p. m. on the 22d. The 
city was thrown into consternation by the news 
that a handful of desperadoes had attempted 
the life of the President. Various letters bad 
been received, stating that there was a conspir- 
acy to murder him, but the President refused to 
pay any attention to them. 

The attack was made as the President was 
leaving the palace to walk to his home. A few 
blocks from the government building, a num- 
ber of men had posted themselves ready for the 
onslaught, but either the immediate action of 
the officers with the President and bystanders 
or a sense of the criminality of the deed they 
wished to execute, so overpowered them as to 
render their weapons useless in their hands. 
One fact is certain, that of the many shots fired 
not one struck his Excellency. 

The leader of the movement w«s wounded 
and captured after a hand-to-hand conflict with 
Col. Santa Maria. The other conspirators fled, 
but thirteen of them have since been captured, 
and will be submitted to a rigorous trial. The 
plot was no doubt a wide-spread conspiracy 
among the discontented and unemployed mili- 
tary officers. 

The people assembled in great crowds before 
the President’s house, and cheered him on his 
escape. He has become more popular than 
ever. 

An Election for Member of the French 
Assembly. 

Paris, Sept. 14.—Partial returns are received 
from the election for a member of the Assem- 
bly in the Department of Marne et-Loire, so far 
as canvassed. The vote stands thus: Compte 
de Maille, Republican, 36,000; M. Bruas, gov- 
ernment candidate supporting the Septeuate, 
22,000; M. Berger, Bonapartist, 19,000. The 
above includes returns from all the important 
towns of the department.

PASSED AT THE 

First Session of the Forty-Third Con gress. 

[General Nature—No. 56.] 
AN ACT to provide for the electiou of Con- 

gressmen at large for the State of Alabama 
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Bep- 

resentatives of the United States of America, in 
Congress assembled, That the two additional 
Ilepresentatives to Congress allowed to the 
State of Alabama, according to the apportion- 
ment under the ninth census may be elected by 
the State at large, and the other Representa- 
tives to which the State is entitled by the dis- 
tricts as now prescribed by law in said State, 
uulcss the general assembly of Alabama shall 
otherwise provide before the time lixed by law 
for the electiou for Representatives to Congress 
from said State. 

Approved, June 20,1874. 
[Genkbal Natube—No. 57 ] 

AN ACT to authorize the issue of duplicate 
agricultural land script where the original 
has been lost or destroyed. 
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Rep- 

resentatives of the United States of America in 
Congress assemljled, That the provisions of 
the act of Congress of the twenty-third day of 

_ June, eighteen hundred and sixty, relating to 
the reissue of land warrants in certain cases, 
be, and the same are hereby, extended so as to 
include the reissue of agricultural college land 
script,lost, cancelled or destroyed without the 
fault of the owner thereof, under such rules and 
regulations as the Secretary ot the Interior mav 

prescribe. 
Approved, June 20, 1874. 

[General Nature—No. 58.1 
AN ACT makiug additions to tbe fifteenth 

section of tbe act approved July 2, 18G4, en- 
titled “An act to amend an act entitled ‘An 
act to aid in tbe construction of a railroad 
aud telegraph line from tbe Missouri River 
to the Pacific Ocean, and to secure to the 
Government tbe use of the same for nostal, 
military, aud other purposes,’ approved July 
1, 1862.’’ 
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Rep- 

resentatives of the United Slates of America in 
Congress assembled, That there shall be, and is 
hereby, added to tha fifteenth section of tbe 
act approved July second, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-four, eutitled “An act to amend au 
act entitled ‘An act to aid in the construction 
of a railroad aud telegraph line from the Mis- 
souri River to the Pacific Ocean, aud to secure 
to tbe Government the use of the same for 
postal, military, and other purposes,’ approved 
July first, eighteen bundled and sixty-two,” 
the following words, namely: “And any officer 
or agent of the companies anthorized to con- 

struct the aforesaid roads, or of any company 
engaged in operating either of said roads, who 
shall refuse to operate and use tbe road or 
telegraph under his control, or which he is en- 

gaged in operating for all purposes of com- 

munication, travel, and transportation, so far 
as the public aud the Government are con- 
cerned, as one continuous line, or shall refuse, 
iu such operation aud use, to afford and 
secure to each of said roads equal advantages

the amount of all exee>s of freight and fares collect- 
ed by the defendant, and lor treble the aruouut of 
damages sustained by tbe plaintiff by such failure 
or refusal; and for each and every violation of or 
failure to comply with tbe requirements of this act, 
a new cause of action sha'l arise; and in case ot suit 
in any such Territory, district, or circuit, process 
may be served upon any agent of tbe defendant 
fou nd in tbe Territory, district, or circuit in which 
such suit may be brought, and such service shall be 
by tbe court held to be good and sufficient; and it is 
hereby provided that for all the purposes of said act 
and oi the acts amendatory thereof, the railway of 
the Denver Pacific Railway and Telegraph Compa- 
ny shall be deemed and taken to be a part and ex- 
tension of the road of the Kansas Pacific Railroad, 
to the point of junction thcreot with the road of the 
UnionfPacific Railroad Company at Cheyenne, as’pro- 
vided in tbe act of March third, eighteen hundred and

[General Nature no. 59.] 
AN ACT to amend the act entitled an act 

transferring the control of certain Territorial 
penitentiaries to the several Territories in 
which the same are lacated, approved Janu- 
ary twenty-fourth, eighteen hundred and 
seventy-three. 
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Re- 

reprenlatives of the United States ‘of America in 
Conyness assembled, That the act entitled “An 
act transferring the control of certain Territo 
rial penitentiaries to the several Territories in 
which the same are located,” approved Janu- 
ary twenty-fourth, eighteen-hundred and sev- 

enty-three, be, and the same is hereby, amend- 
ed by striking out the words Montana, Idaho, 
aud Wyoming wherever ihe same occur in said 
act, and the said act shall hereafter have no 
applicability to the Territories of Montana, 
Idaho and Wyoming. 

Sec. 2. That the penitentiaries in the Terri- 
tories of Montana. Idaho, and Wyoming, shall 
continue under the care and control of the 
marshal of the United States for said Territo- 
ries, under aud pursuant to the provisions of 
the act entitled “An act in relation to certain terri- 
torial penitentiaries,” approved January tenth, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-one; which said last 
mentioned act is hereby revived and re-enacted so 
far as the same applies to the Territories ot Monta- 
na, Idaho, and Wyoming.

AN ACT providing for publication of the re- 
vised statutes and the laws of the United 
States. 
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States of America 
in Congress assembled, That the existing con- 
tract or contracts between the Secretary of 
State on the part of the United States, and 
Charles C. Little. Augustus Flagg, Heury T. 
Miles, aud Johu Bartlett, of Boston, known as 
the firm of Little, Brown and Company, dated 
the twenty-eighth day of May, eighteen hun- 
dred and sixty-six, and all other contracts be- 
tween the United States or any officer thereof 
with said firm of Little, Brown and Company, respecting the printing or publication of the 
laws of the United States, are hereby declared 
to be determined, pursuant to the powers therein reserved. 

Sec. 2. That the Secretary of State is hereby charged with the duty of causing to be prepar- ed for printing, publication aud distribution 
the revised statutes of the United States enact-

several titles and chapters and the marginal 
notes referring to the statutes from which each 
section was compiled aud repealed by said re- 
vision; and references to the decisions of the 
courts of the United States explaining or expound- ing tho same, and such decisions of state courts as 
he may deem expedient, with a full and complete index to the same. And when the same shall be com- 
pleted, tho said Secretary shall duly certify the same 
under the seal of the United StateB, and w hen print- 
ed and promulgated as hereinafter provided, the

and treaties therein contained, in all the courts of 
United States, and of the several States and Terri- 
tories. 

Sec. 3. That the revision of the statutes of a 
general and permanent nature, with the index there- 
to, shall be printed in one volume, and shall be en- 
titled and labeled “Revised Statutes of the United 
States;” and the revision of the statutes relating to the District of Columbia; to post-roads, and tlio 
public treaties in force on the first day of December, one thousand eight hundred ane seventy-three, with 
a suitable index to each, shall be published in a sep- arate volume, and entitled and labeled “Revised 
Statutes relating to District of Columbia and Post- Roads. Public Treaties.” 

Sec. 4. That the Secretary of State shall cause 
the two volumes to be stereotyped and such number 
of each volume to be printed and substantially bound at the government printing office as he may deem needful, lor public distribution a& hereinafter 
provided, and for sale by his office. 

Sec. 5. That he shall, in like manner, cause to bo 
edited, printed, published and distributed pamphlet 
copies of the statutes of the present and each future 
ses ioji of Congress, to the officers and persons herin- 
atter provide i, and bound copies of the laws of each 
Congress to the number of two thousand copies to be 
distributed in the m inner now provided by law, and 
uniform with the said edition ot the revised statutes. 

Sec. 6. That at the close of every session of Con- 
gress the Secretary of State shall cause to be dis- 
tributed pamphlet copies of the acts and resolves of 
Congress for that session, edited and printed in the 
maimer aioresaid, as follows: To the President and 
Vice President of the United States, two copies each; to each Senator, Representative, and Delogate in Congress, oue copy; to the librarian of the Sen- 
ate, for the use ot Senators,one hundred and twenty six copies; to the librarian of the House, two hun- 
dred and fifty copies, for the use of the Representa- tives and delegates; to the library of Congress, four- 
thoM« for1 th« 

^ Department of State, including those for the use ot legations and consulates, six hundred copies; to the Treasnrv 
hundred copies; ui the War IiepIrtS tacludtog those for the use ot officer, of the army two hundred 
copies; to tue Navy Department including riUSauS 
the use of officers of the navy, one LundredSmJm to the Department ol the Interior, including those for the use of the survevors-genera] ami 
and receivers of public land offices, two bS™! and fifty copies; and to the Post Office 
fifty copies; to the Department ot Justice, indmlbm 
those for the use of the chief and associate justices 
the Judges and the officers of the United States ami territorial courts, four Hundred and twenty-five con 
ies; to the Department of Agriculture, ten conies- 
to the Smithsonian Institution, five copies; to the

to bo retained in the custody of the Secretary of 
State, one thousand copies; and ten thousand copies shall be distributed to the States and Territories in 
proportion to the number of Senators, Representa- tives. and Delegates iu Congress to which they i.re at 
the time entitled. 

Sec. 7. That after the close of each Congress the 
Secretary of State shall have edited, printed and 
bound a sufficient number of volumes containing the 
statutes at large enacted by that Congress to enable 
him to distribute copies, or as many thereof as may 
be needed, as follows: To the President of the Unit- 
ed States, four copies, one of which shall 'be lor the 
library of the Executive Mansion, aud one copy 
shall be for the use of the Commissioner of Public 
Buildings; to the Vice President of the United 
States, 0De copy: to each Senator, Representative, 
and Delegate in Congress, one copy; to the librarian 
of the Senate for the use of Senators, ODe hundred 
and fourteen conies; to the librarian of the House, 
for the use ot Representatives and delegates, four 
hundred and ten copies; to the library of Congress, 
fourteen copies, including four copie*ior the law li- 
brary ; to the Department of State, including those 
for the use of legations aud consulates, three hundred 
and eighty copies; to the Treasury Department, in- 
cluding those for the use of the officers of customs, 
two hundred and sixty copies; to Ithe War Depart- 
ment, including a copy for the Milftaay Academy at 
West Point, fifty copies; to the Navy Department, 
including a copy for the library at the Naval Acad- 
emy at Annapolis, a copy for the library of each na- 

vy^yard in the United States, a copy lor the library 
of the Brooklyn Naval Lyceum, auu a copy for the 
library of the Naval Institute at Charlestown, 
Massachusetts, sixty-live conies; to the Department 
Of the Interior, including those for the use of the 
surveyors-general and registers and receivers of pub- 
lic land-offices, two hundred and fifty copies; to the 
Post-Office Department, fifty copies; to the Depart- 
ment of Justice, including those for the use of the 
chief and associate justices, the jndges and the 
officers of the United States and temtorial courts, 
four hundred aud twenty-five copies; to the Depart- 
ment of Agriculture, five copies; to the Smithsonian 
Institution, two copies; to the government printing 
office, one copy; and the Secretary of State shall 
supply deficiencies and offices newly created. 

Sec. 8. That the said printed copies of the said 
acts of each session ond of the said bound copies 
of the acts ot each Congress shall be legal evi- 
dence of the laws and treaties therein contained, 
iu all the courts of the United States aud of the 
several states therein. 

Sec. 9. That the said laws of each session of Con- 
gress shall also be stereotyped and printed for sale as 

provided in respect to the said revised statutes. And 
the copies of the said revised statutes and of the 
said laws of each session ot Congress, as issued 
from time to time, shall be respectively Bold at the 
cost of the paper, press-work and binding, with ten 
per cent, thereof added thereto, to any person apply- 
ing for the same. And the proceeds ot all sales stall 
be paid into the Treasury. 

Sec. 10. That the Secretary of State shall cause 
all the copies of the revision of Indian treaties 
made by Thomas J. Durant, now printed to be 
bonnd, and the same shall be deposited with the 
Secretary of the Interior, for the use of the depart- 
ments and officers of tlie government. 

Approved, June 20, 1874.
