It is the grandest victory that lias been 
won by the Republicans of the State pf 
Maine since the war. It has been won, too, 
in the face of the best organized and most 

active opposition that the Republicans have 
met in mauy years. The candidate who 
headed the Democratic ticket was a gentle- 
man whose personal character is above re- 

proach and whose ability is recognized and 
admired throughout the State. He made an 

active personal canvass throughout the 
State, and enjoyed the active and enthusias- 
tic support of all the promiment men of the 

party. He was, too, closely Identified with 
the national administration, and received 
from it all the aid that it could give and that 

was a good deal. Money the Democracy had 
In abundance, contributed (?) by the Federal 
officials in the State and poured in from the 
coffers of the National Democratic Commit- 
tee. The Democrats hoped to cut down the 
Republican majority to 6000 or 7000; they ex- 

pected to prevent it from going above 10,000. 
They expected, also, if not to defeat Mr. 

Reed, at least to cut bis majority down to 

half what it was two years ago. What is the 
result? The Democracy have marched to a 

defeat which, when their efforts are taken 

into account, is the worst defeat they ever 

met with in this State. Four years ago they 
were defeated by about the same majority as 

this year, but then Mr. Blaine was the Re- 

publican candidate for the Presidency and 

they made no fight worthy of the name. 

But this year they fought with desperation. 
The returns below give the details of the 

Republican victory. It is a maguificent re- 

sult and presages the triupiph of Harrison 
and Morton in November. 

BERRY’S ESTIMATE. 

Burleigh’s Plurality Put at 19,807. 
Mr. Stephen Berry, agent for Maine of the 

Associated Press, makes the following esti- 
mate: 

There are 507 towns and plantations In 
Maine. Of these we have received returns 
from 241 which give Burleigh, Republican, 
5t»,019; Putnam, Democratic, 41,646; Cushing, 
Prohibition, 1,774; scattering, 957. The same 

towns, in 1886, gave Republican, 48,160; Dem- 
ocratic, 38,095; Prohibition, 2,442; scattering, 
28. Burleigh’s plurality is 14,373, against 10,. 
065 in 1880, a Republican gain of 4,308. The 
206 towns to hear from gave in 1886, Repub- 
lican, 20,831; Democratic, 27,194; Prohibition, 
1,420. If the same ratio of gain and loss is 
maintained the final vote will stand. Repub- 
lican, 80,252; Democratic, 60,445; Prohibi- 
tion, 2,810; scattering, 957; total, 144,164, 
with a plurality for thb Republicans of 19,- 
807. 

In 1884 the vote stood, Republican, 78,699; 
Democratic, 58,959; Republican plurality, 
19,745. 

The labor vote this year is included in the 
scattering, but evidently some of the scatter- 
ing should be assigned to the Prohibition 
vote. The Presidential vote in 1884 was 
smaller than the governor vote in the aggre- 
gate but showed a slightly larger plurality, 
viz.: 20,004. The legislature in 1886 stood 
Republican Senators, 27; Democrats, 4; Re- 
publican representatives, 122; Democratic, 
27; Prohibition and Independent, one each- 
The Republicans will gain a few in the 
House and perhaps in the Senate. The four 
Representatives to Congress are elected with 
increased majorities.

ind 80 women at Allasac, near Limogis, 
itarted to hold a meeting yesterday. Find- 
ing the way to the meeting house blocked by 
infantry with fixed bayonets, the women 
rushed forward telliDg the men to follow. 
Six were wounded but the Infantry fell 
away. The victorious strikers then held a 

meeting. Afterwards further conflicts 
arose and several more strikers were wound- 
ed. The soldiers again fell back. The maj- 
or offered to meditate between the masteis 
and the strikers. 

Another disturbance occurred when one 
thousand strikers, accompanied by 200 wom- 
«n marched to Limogis. The women were 
ncensed because of the men’s inability to 
mtaiu work and threatened to destroy the 
works. 

Scenes similar to those at Allasac occurred 
until the troops were withdrawn. Many of 
she strikers were wounded.

“The colony has now a little world of its 
own, cut off from civilization by hundred* 
miles of ocean. Only uotv ,md then, at long 
intervals, has any vessel landed there, ex- 
cept the schooners owned by Gov. Cobos, 
and the Inhabitants have, therefore, no 
means of escape. These people do not 
share their ruler’s progressiveness. They are an odd and rather unprepossessing lot. 
Most of them are natives of Ecuador, and 
some probably half Indian. The governor told me he h’d one full blooded Britisn sub- 
ject, and afted if we would like to see him. 
lie gratified our curiosity with a glimpse of 
the blackest negro I ever saw. The fellow 
spoke English, and insisted that be was an 
Englishman; but when 1 asked him where 
he was liorn, he answered, ’at St. Helena.’ 
There was an Englishwoman, also, on the 
island. 

"She was only about 25 years old, with blue 
eyes and light hair, but about as tough look- 
ing a specimen as I ever came across. The 
inhabitants are about equally divided be- 
tween the sexes. I eonld not discover that 
there was any religion among them, or that 
any such formality as a marriage ceremony 
was recognized as necessary I be) seemed 
simply to have paired off as their fancy dic- 
tated, and to live free from any more res- 
traint than is required in order to get the 
full quota of work out of them. They have 
an abundance of food, and in that climate 
the kind of dress to be worn and the amount 
of it, are not subjects that trouble anybody a 
great deal. You can Judge what sort of 
creatures they are when you remember that 
they are the criminal classes of a population 
which at best is backward in culture.-

The President's Lett er of Acceptance. 
Mr. Cleveland’s letter of acceptance has at 

• last appeared, more than two months after 
the St. Liouls convention. It must certainly 
be regarded as a remarkable document, and 
it is not surprising that it took the President 
so long. Mr. Cleveland has again “argued 
the free trade position” as the English 
papers describe the performance, and has 
again at the end of the document declared 
that he means protection. In doing this he 
has drawn the document out to considerable 
length, perhaps with the hope that the 
country may forget the free trade beginning 
as it is reading the protection ending. “I 
suppose,” says Mr. Cleveland as he starts 
out, “it is needless to explain that all these 
[the protective tariff] duties and assessments 
are added to the price of the articles upon 
which they are levied, and thus become a tax 
upon all those who buy these articles for use 
and consumption; I suppose, too, it is well un- 
derstood that the effect of the tariff taxation 
is not limited to the consumers of imported 
articles, but that the duties imposed upon 
such articles permit a corresponding increase 
in price to be laid upon domestic productions 
of the same kind, which increase paid by all 
our people as consumers of home productions 
and entering every American home, consti- 
tutes a form of taxation as certain and as ip' 
evitable as though the amount was annually 
paid into the hands of the tiix gatherer.” 
It is certainly needless for Mr Cleveland or 

any other free trader to attempt to explain 
that the tariff is a tax of the sort described 
io„.thi$-paragrapb. It has been again and 

-,-^again demonstrated that the tariff does not 
increase the cost of a protected article by the 
amount of the duty or anything near it; 
and the free traders have never been able 
to show any fallacy in this demonstration. 
They meet it by bare assertions, as does the 
President. Again says Mr. Cleveland: “The 
absolute duty of limiting the rate of tariff 
uuaj£cs iu me uiTcasmi's ui ngm auu eco- 

nomical administration of tbe government, 
seems to be perfectly plain,” and with this 
statement should be taken also his other 
statement that "the cost of the government, 
must continue to be met by tariff duties col- 
lected at our custom houses upon imported 
goods and by internal revenue taxes as- 
sessed upon spirituous and malt liquors, to- 
bacco and oleomargarine.” This means that 
to the theory of free trade which he enun- 
ciated in the paragraph first quoted, Mr. 
Cleveland now adds the directions for the 
practical steps. Keep np. he says, all the 
internal revenue taxes and let them pour all 
their millions into the treasury; then cut 
dow n the tariff duties so that the revenue 
derived frjm! them, will when added to the 
internal revenue taxes, be just enough to 
run the government. And what does this 
mean? It means a tariff so low that it will 
cease to lie in any sense a protective tariff. 
Mr. Cleveland knows, too, that it means 

this; but lie puts on tne cloak of an ardent 
protection is land goes about proclaiming that 
black is white, and that, therefore, no one 
need be frightened. Yet tbe plain and un- 
adorned truth is this: Cleveland means, by 
hook or by crook, to smash tbe tariff sys- 
tem. 

Mr. Cleveland’s letter of acceptance 
abounds in interesting passages, than which 
there is none more Interesting than this, 
which describes one of the needs of the 
country as,— 

A strict and steadfast adherence to the princi- ples of civil service reform and a thorough execu- 
iloo-oi. Jhe laws passed for their enforcement, 
thus permitting to our people tne advantages oi 
business methods in tUe operation of the govern- 
ment. 

This is certainly one of the needs of th< 
country, and it never was such a pressing need 
as it has become under the administration oi 
Grover Cleveland. Four years ago Mr 

/ Cleveland wrote another letter of acceptance 
in which he foreshadowed a state of affair; 
which has since come to pass. Then he said 
in support of his suggestion that the const! 
tution should be so amended as to disqualify 
the President for re-election; 

When we'conslder the patronage of this great o; 
flee, the allurements of power, the temptation h 
retain public place once gained, and, more tliai 
all, tbe availability a parly fluds in any incuinben 
whom a horde of office-holders with a zeal bon 
of benefits received and fostered by the hope o 
favors yet to come, stand ready to aid with monny 
and trained political service, we recognize in tin 
eligibility of the President for re-election a mos 
serious danger to Uiat calm, deliberate, and in 
telligeut political action which must characterizi 
a government by the neoDle.

THE PRESIDENT’S LETTER. 

Full Text of the Long Delayed Docu- 

ment. 

The following is the fall text of the Presi- 
dent’s letter of acceptance: 

In addressing to you my formal acceptance 
of the nomination to the Presidency of the 

United States, uiy thoughts persistently 
dwell upon the impressive relation of such 

action to the American people, whose confi- 

dence is thus invited to the political party to 

which I belong, just entering upon a contest 

for continued supremacy. The world does 
not afford a spectacle more sublime than is 
furnished when millions of free and intelli- 
gent American citizens select their chief 
magistrate and hid one of their number to 
find tlie highest earthly honor aud the full 
measure of public duty in ready submission 
t j their will. It follows that a candidate lor 
this high office can never forget that 
when the turmoil and the strife which 
attend the selection of its incumbent shall be 
beard no more, there must be in the quiet 
calm which follows a complete aud solemn 
sell consecration by the people’s chosen 
President of every faculty and endeavor to 
the service of a confiding and generous nation 
of free men. 

These thoughts are intensified by the light 
of my experience in the Presidential office 
which has soberly impressed me with the 
severe responsibilities which it imposes 
while it has quickened my love for American 
institutions, and taught me the priceless 
value of the trust of my countrymen. 

It is of the highest importance that those 
who administer our government should jeal- 
ously protect aud maintain the rights of 
American citizens at borne and abroad, and 
should strive and achieve for our country 
her proper place among the nations of the 
earth, hut there is no people whose home 
interests are so great and whose numerous 
objects of domestic concern deserve so much 
watchfulness and care. 

Among these are the regulation of a sound 
financial system suited to our need, thus se- 

curing an efficient agency of national wealth 
and general prosperity; the construction and 
equipment of means of defence to insure our 
national safety and maintain the honor be- 
neath which such national safety reposes, 

-the protection of our national domain still 
stretching beyond the needs of a century’s 
expansion, and its preservation for the set- 
tler and the pioneer of our marvelous 
growth; a sensible and sincere recognition 
nf the value of American labor, leading to 

scrupulous care and just appreciation of the 
interests of our workingmen; the limitation 
and checking of such monopolistic tenden- 
cies and schemes as interfere with the advan- 
tages and benefits which the people may 
rightly claim; a generous regard and care 
for our surviving soldiers and sailors and 
for the widows and orphans of such as have 
died, to the end that while the appreciation 
of their services and sacrifices is quickened, 
the application of their pension fund to im- 
proper cases may be prevented; protection 
against a servile immigration, which injuri- 
ously competes with our laboring men in the 
field of toil and adds to our population an 
element ignorant of our institutions and 
laws, impossible of assimilation with our 

people and dangerous to our peace and wel- 
fare; a strict and steadfast adherence to the 
principles of civil service reform and a tl#or- 
ough execution of the laws passed for their 
enforcement, thus permitting to our people 
the advantages of business methods in the 
operation of the government; the guaranty 
to our colored citizens of all their rights of 
citizenship and their just recognition and 
encouragement in all things pertaining to 
that relation; a firm, patriotic and humane 
Indian policy, so that in peaceful relations 
with the government, the civilization of the 
Indian may be promoted with resulting 
quiet and safety to the settlers on our fron- 
tier ; and the curtailment of public expense 
by the introduction of economical methods in 
every department of the government. 

The pledges contained in the platform 
adopted by the late convention of the na- 
tional Democracy lead to the advancement 
of those objects and insure good government, 
the aspiration of every true American citi- 
zen and the motive foi every patriotic action 
and effort. In the consciousness that much 
has been done in the direction of good gov- 
ernment by the present administration and 
submitting its record to the fair Inspection 
of my countrymen, I endorse the platform 
thus presented with the determination that 
if I am again called to the Chief Magistracy 
there shall be a continuance of devoted en- 
deavor to advance the interests of the entire 
country. 

Our scale of Federal taxation and its con- 

sequences largely engross, at this time, the 
attention of our citizens, and the people are 

soberly considering the necessity of measures 
of relief. Our government is the creation of 
the people, established to carry out their de- 
signs and accomplish their good. It was 
founded on justice and was made for a free, 
intelligent and virtuous people. It is only 
useful when within their control and only 
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by their constant touch. It is a free govern- 
ment, because it guarantees to every Ameri- 
can citizen the unrestricted personal use and 
enjoyment of all the reward of his toil and 
of alt his income, except may be his 
fair contribution to necessary public ex- 

pense. Therefore, it is not only right, but 
the duty of a free people, in the enforcement 
of this guaranty, to insist that expense 
should be strictly limited to the actual pub- 
lic needs. It seems perfectly clear that 
when the government this instrumental- 
ity created and maintained by the people to 
do their bidding, turns upon them, and 
through another perversion of its powers, 
extorts from their labor and capital tri- 
butes largely in excess of public necessities, 
the creature lias rebelled against the creator 
and the masters are robbed by their ser- 
vants. 

The cost of the government must continue 
to be met by tariff duties collected at our 
custom houses upon imported goods, and by- 
internal revenue taxes assessed upon spirit- 
uous and malt liquors, tobacco and oleomar- 
garine. 

I suppose it is needless to explain that all 
these duties and assessments are added to 
the price of the articles upon which they are 
levied, and thus became a tax upon all those 
who buy these articles for use and consump- 
tion. I suppose, too, it is well understood 
that the effect of the tariff taxation is not 
limited to the consumers of imported arti- 
cles but that the duties imposed upon such 
articles permit a corresponding increase in 
price to De laid upon American productions 
of the same kind, which increase is paid by 
all our people as consumers of home produc- 
tions and, entering every American home, 
constitutes a form of taxation as certain and 
as inevitable as though the amount was an- 
nually paid into the hand of the tax-gatherer. 

These results are inseparable from the 
plan we have adopted for the collection of 
our revenue by tariff duties. They are not 
mentioned to discredit the system, but by 
way of preface to the statement that every 
million of dollars collected at our custom 
houses for duties upon imported articles and 
paid into the public treasury represent many 
millions more, which, though never reaching 
the national treasury, are paid by our citi- 
zens as the increased cost of domestic pro- 
ductions resulting from our tariff laws. In 
these circumstances, and in view of this 
necessary effect of the operation of our 
plan for raising revenue, the absolute duty 
of limiting the rate of tariff charges to the 
necessities of an upright and economical ad- 
ministration of the government, seems to be 
perfectly plain. The continuance, upon a 
pretext of meeting public expenditures of 
such a scale of tariff taxation as draws from 
the substance of the people a sum largely in 
excess of public needs, is surely something 
which, under a government baced upon jus- 
tice, and which finds its strength and useful- 
ness la the faith and the trust of the people, 
ought not to be tolerated. While the heavi- 
est burdens incident to the necessities 
of the government are uncomplainingly borne 
light burdens become grievous and intoler- 
able when not justified Dy such neuessities. 

Unnecessary taxation is unjust taxation, 
and yet this is our condition. We are an- 
nually collecting at our custom houses and 
by means of our internal revenue taxation 
many millions in excess ofall legitimate 
public needs. As a consequence, there now 
remains in the national treasury a surplus 
of more than $130,000,000. No better evi- 
dence could be furnished that the people are 
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superfluous burden indicated by this surplus 1 
will be better appreciated when it is sug- 
gested that such a surplus alone represents 
taxation aggregating more than one hun- 

[ dred and eight thousand dollars in 
a county containing 50,000 inhabitants. 
Taxation has always been the feature of or- 

1 ganized government the hardest to reconcile 
i with the people’s Idea of freedom apd hap- 

piness. When presented in a direct form, 
nothing will arouse popular discontent more 
quickly and profoundly than unjust and un- 

necessary taxation. Our farmers, mechan- 
ics, laborers and all our citizens closely scan 
tlie slightest increase in the taxes assessed 
uDon their lands and other property and de- 
mand good reasons for such increase. And 
yet they seem to be expected in some quar- 
ters to regard the unnecessary volume of in- 
sidious and indirect taxation visited upon 
them by our present rate of tariff duties 
with indifference, if not with favor. Tbe 
surplus revenue now remaining in the treas- 
ury not only furnishes conclusive proof of 
uDjust taxation, but Its existence constitutes 
a separate aDd independent menace to 
the prosperity of the people. 

This vast accumulation of idle funds re# 
resents that much money drawn from the 
circulating medium of the country which is 
needed in the channels of trade. It is a 

s great mistake to suppose that the conse- 
quences which follow tfie continual with- 
drawal and hoarding by the government of 
the currency of the people are not of iuime- 

s diate importance to the mass of our citizens, 
I and only concerns those engaged in large 

hnancial tranaction. 
In the restless enterprise and activity 

which free and ready money among the peo- 
( pie produces, is found that opportunity for 

labor and employment and that impetus to I business anu production, which brings in 
9 their train prosperity to our citizens in every station and vocation. Vew ventures, new 

investments |o business apd manufacture 
the construction of new and important works 8 and the enlargement of enterprises, already 
established, depend largely upon obtaining 

8 money on easy termsjwltli fair security, and all 
these things are stimulated by abundant vol- 
ume of circulating medium. Even the har- 
vested grain of the farmer remains without a 

market unless money is forthcoming for its 
movement and transportation <to the sea- 
board. 

The first result of a scarcity of money 
among the people Is the exaction of severe 
terms for its use. Increasing distrust and 
timidity is followed by a refusal to loan or 
advance on any terms; investors refuse all 
risks and decline all securities and in a gen- eral fright the money still in the hands of 
the people is persistently hoarded. It is 
quite apparent that when this perfectly natu 
ral, if not inevitable stage, is reached de- 
pression in all business and enterprise will 
as a necessary consequence lessen the oppor- 
tunity for work and employment and reduee 
salaries and the wages of labor. 

Instead, then, of being exempt from the 
influence and effect of an immense surplus 
lyiDg idle in the national treasury, our wage- 
earners and others who rely upon their 
labor for support are most of all diu-ctly con- 
cerned in the situation. Others seeiug the 
approach of danger may provide against it, 
but it will find those dependent upon their 
daily toil for bread unprepared, helpless and 
defenceless. Such a state of affairs does not 
present a case of idleness resulting from dis- 
putes between the laboring man and his eni- 

but it produces an absolute and eu- 

stoppage of employment and wages. 
In reviewing the bad effects ofthis accumu- 

lated surplus aud the scale of tariff rates by 
which it is produced, we must not overlook 
the tendency towards gross and scand::!ous 
public extravagance which a congested ticas- 
ury induces, nor tile fact that we are main- 
taining, without, excuse in a time of pro- 
found peace, substantially the rate of tariff 
duties imposed in time of war, when the 
necessities of the government Justified the 
imposition of the weightiest burdens upon 
the people. 

Divers plans have been suggested for the 
return of this accumulated surplus to the 
people and the channels of trade. Some of 
these devices are at variance with all rules of 
good finance; some are delusive, some are 
absurd, and some betray, by their reckless 
extravagance, the demoralizing influence of 
a great surplus of public money upon the 
judgment of individuals. While such efforts 
should be made as are consistent with public 
duty and sanctioned by sound judgment, to 
avoid danger by the useful disposition of the 
surplus now remaining in the treasury, it is 
evident that, if its distribution were accom- 
plished, another accumulation would soon 
take its place if the constant llow of redund- 
ant income was not checked at its source by 
a reform in our present tariff laws 

We do not propose to deal with the con- 
ditions by merely attempting to satisfy the 
people of the truth of abstract theories or by 
alone urging their assent to political doc- 
trine. We present to them the proposition 
that they are unjustly treated in the extent 
A present federal taxation, that, as a result, 
it conditiou of extreme danger exists and that 
it is for them to demand a remedy and that 
defense and safety promised in the guaran- 
tee of their free government. We believe 
that the same means which are adopted to 
>nlin.... si... Mt_-_ ..* % 
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and prevent its recurrence, should cheapen 
to our people the cost of supply in their daily 
wants. Both of these objects we seek in 
part to gain by reducing the present tariff 
rate upon the necessaries of life. 
VVe fully appreciate the importance to the 
Oouutry of our domestic industrial enter- 
prises. In the rectification of existing 
wrongs, their maintenance and prosperity 
should be carefully and in a friendly spirit 
considered. Even such reliance upon pres- 
ent revenue arrangements as have been in- 
vited or encouraged should be fairly and 
justly regarded. Abrupt and radical changes which might endanger such enterprises and 
injuriously affect the interest of labor de- 
pendent upon their success and continuance 
are not contemplated or intended. 

But we know the cost of our domestic 
manufactures and products in increased and 
their price to the consumer enhanced by the 
duty imposed upon the raw material used in 
their manufacture. We know that the in- 
creased cost prevents the sale of our pro- 
ductions at foreign markets in competition 
with those countries which have the advan- 
tage of free raw material. We know that 
confined to a home market our manufactur- 
ing operations are curtailed, their demand 
labor irregular and the rates of wages paid 
uncertain. 

We propose, therefore, to stimulate our do- 
mestic.industrial enterprises by freeing from 
duty the imported raw materials,which by the 
employment of labor*, are used in our home 
manufactures, thus extending the markets 
for their sale and permitting an increased 
and steady production with the allowance of 
abundant profits. 

True to the undeviating course of the 
Democratic party, we will not neglect the 
interest of labor and our workingmen. In 
all efforts to remedy existing evils we will 
furnish no excuse for the loss of employ- 
ment or the reduction of the wages of hon- 
est toil. On the contrary we propose in any 
adjustment of our revenue laws to concede 
such encouragement and advantage to the 
employers of domestic labor as will easily 
compensate for any difference that may exist 
between the standard of wages 'which 
should be paid to our laboring men and the 
rate allowed in other countries. We pro- 
pose, too, by extending the markets for our 
manufactures, to promote the steady em- 
ployment of our labor, while, by cheapening 
the cost of the necessaries of life, wo increase 
mts quicjiaamg power ui me wuraiugmeu s 

wages and add to tbe comforts of his home, 
and, before passing from this phase of the 
question, 1 am constrained to express tbe 
opinion that while the interests of labor 
should be always sedulously regarded in any 
modification of our tariff laws, and addition- 
al and more direct and efficient protection to 
these interests would be afforded by the re- 
striction and prohibition of tbe immigration 
or importation of laburers from other coun- 
tries who swarm upon our shores, having no 
purpose or intent of becoming our fellow 
citizens or acquiring any permanent interest 
in our country, but who crowd every field of 
employment with unintelligent labor at 
wages which ought not to satisfy those who 
make claim to American citizenship. 

The platform adopted by the late national 
convention of our party contains the follow- 
ing declaration: 

“Judged by Democratic principles, the interests of the people are betrayed when, by unnecessary 
taxation, trusts and combinations are permitted 
and fostered, which, while unduly enriching the 
few that combine, rob tbe body of our citizens by 
depriving them, as purchasers, by the benefits of 
natural competition.” 

Such combinations have always been con- 
demned by the Democratic perty. The dec- 
laration of its national convention is sincere- 
ly made, and no member of our party will be 
found excusing the existence or be- 
littleing the pernicious results of 
these devices to wrong the people 
under various names they have been punish- 
ed by the common law for hundreds of years, 
and they lose none of their hateful features 
because they have assumed the names of 
trusts instead of conspirapies. 

We believe that these trusts are the natur- 
al offspring of a market artificially restricted, 
that an inordinately high tariff, besides fur 
ni6hing the temptation for their existence 
enlarges the limit within which they may 
operate against the people and thus in- 
creases the extent of their power for wrong 
doing. With an unutterable hatred of all such 
schemes we count the checking of their bale- 
ful operation among the good results prom- 
ised by revenue reform. 

While we cannot avoid partisan misrepre- 
sentation, our position upon the question of 
revenue reform should be so plainly stated 
as to admit of no misunderstanding. We 
have entered no crusade of free trade. The 
reform we seek to inaugurate is predicted 
upon the utmost care for established indus- 
tries and enterprises, a jealous regard for the 
interests of American labor and a sincere 
desire to relieve the country from tbe injus- 
tice and danger of a condition which threat- 
ens evil to all the people of the land. 

We are dealing with an imaginary danger. Its existence has been repeatedly confessed 
by all political parties and pledges of a rem- 
edy have been made on all sides. Yet when 
in the legislative body where under the con- 
stitution a remedial measure applicable to 
this subject must originate, the Democratic 
majority were attempting with extreme mod- 
eration to redeem the pledge common to both 
parties, they were met by determined oppo- 
sition and obstruction and the minority re- 
fused to co-operate in the House of Repre- 
sentatives or propose another remedy, have 
remitted the Redemption of their party 
pledges to tt.e doubtful powers of the Senate, 
the people will hardly be deceived by 
their abandonment of the field of legis- 
lative action to meet in political con- 
vention and flippantly declare in their 
party platform that our conservative 
and careful effort to relieve the situa- 
tion is destructive to the American system 
of Protection, nor will the nennie lie mis- 
lea by the appeal to prejudice contaiued in 
the absurd allegation that we serve the in- 
terest of Europe, while they will support the 
interest of America. They propose in their 
platform to thus support the interests of our 
country by removing the internal revenue 
tax from tobacco and from spirits used in the 
arts and for mechancal purposes. 

They declare also that there should be such 
a provision of our tariff law as shall teud to 
check the importation of such articles as are 
produced here. Thus, In proposing to in- 
crease the duties on such articles to nearly 
or quite a prohibitory point, they confess 
themselves willing to travel backward in the 
road of civilization and to deprive our people 
of the market for their goods which can onlv 
be gained and kept by the semblance at least 
of an interchange of business, while they 
abandon our consumers to the unrestricted 
oppression of the domestic trusts and com- 
biuations which are in the same platform perfunctorily condemned. They propose further to release entirely from import duties 
all articles of foreign production (except lux- 
uries) the like of which cannot be produced in this country. The plain people of the 
land and the poor who scarcely use article5 
of any description produced exclusively abroad and not already free, will lind it diffi- 
cult to discover where their interests arc re garded in the proposition. They need it 
their homes cheaper domestic necessaries This seems to be entirely unprovided for in 
the proposed scheme to serve the country. Small compensation for this neglected neet 
is found in the further purpose here an 
nounced and covered by the declaration tha 
if after the changes already mentioned then 
still remains a larger revenue than is requls 
ite for the wants of the government, the cn 
tire internal taxation should be repealei 
rather than surrender any part of our pro 
tective system. Our people ask relief f'rou 
the undue and unnecessary burden of tarit 
taxation now resting on them. They are of 
ferred free tobacco and free whiskey. The 
ask for bread and tl)ey are given a stone, 

The implication contaiued in this part; 
declaration that desperate measures are juatl 
lied or necessary to save from destruction o 

surrender what is termed our protective sys- 
tem should confuse no one. The existence 
of such a system is entirely consistent with 
the regulation, the extent to which it should 
be supplied and the correction of its 
abuses. Of course in a country ns 

great ns ours with such a wonderful 
variety of interests, after leading in en- 

tirely different directions, it is difficu’t, ii 
not impossible, to settle on a perfect tariff 
plan; nut in accomplishing the reform we 
have entered, the necessity of which is so 

obvious, 1 believe we should not bo content 
with a reduction of revenue involving the 
prohibition of importation and the removal 
of the iuternal tax on whiskey. It can be 
better ami more safely done within the lines 
of granting actual relief to the people in 
their means of living and at the same time 
an impetus to our domestic enterprises and 
farthering our national welfare. If mis- 
representations of our purposes and motives 
are to gain credence and defeat our present 
effort in this directian, there seems to be no 
reason why every endeavor in the future to 
accomplish revenue reforms should not be 
likewise attacked and with like result; and 
yet no thoughtful man can fail to see in the 
continuance of the present burdens on the 
people and the abstraction by the govern- 
ment of the currency of the country, inevit- 
able distress and disaster. All danger will 
be averted by timely nction. The difficulty 
of applying the remedy will never be less 
and the blame should not be laid at the door 
of the Democratic party if it is applied too 
late. 

With firm faith in the intelligence and pa- 
triotism of our countrymen, and relying on 
the conviction that misrepresentation will 
not influence them, prejudice will not cloud 
their understanding, and that menace will 
not intimidate them, let us urge upon the 
people interest and public duty for the vin- 
dication of our attempt to inaugurate a 
righteous and beneficent tariff reform.

The street in front of 
the club rooms was thronged with people> 
and when the Young Club moved up 
Congress street, carrying red torches and a 
handsome banter, an immense crowd of cit- 
izens formed in line and fell in behind.

Again 
and again Mr. Reed tried to quiet tiie enthu- 
siastic throng but still they cheered and 
shouted and threw their hats in the air. Red 
and green lights were burned, and Roman 
candles and rockets were discharged. To 
this was added the booming of cannon. Af- 
ter many minutes Mr. Reed succeeded in 
quieting the throng and said: 

“Gentlemen: Thie crowd is like the vic- 
tory, almost too big for belief. 1 beg to thank 
the gentlemen of the Young Men’s Republi- 
can Club for their kindness, not only in ap- 
pearing here tonight, but also in giving their 
support the other evening in City Hall. 
They see what the effect Is now of giving 
ample support upon the proper 
occasion. But I can say to 
them with perfect frankness that 
even with their assistance 1 did not 
think we should be able to do what we have 
done. I was a prophet who did not fully 
believe In my own prophecy. For it so hap- 
pened that in opening the campaign at Bos- 
ton X predicted that wo should see an up- 
rising this year not equalled by that of 
thirty-two years ago when onr great states- 
man, Hannibal Hamlin, marched triumphant 
from Kittery to Eastport. 

There has been on this occasion a similar
