Having been driving on the roads the
most of the time for over two vears, and
having bad my siteotion call-d wany
times to the condition of the roads,
thought 1 would write s few lines for
the Farmer and give my ideas of how
the roads should be msnsged here o
Maine, 50 as to give the best rosds with
the least expense.  In the fdrst place as
s00u as practicable in the spring, before
the mud is all dried up the roads should
be thoroughly harrowed and brushed
with a heavy brush and the stones picked
and throsn out of the road; if this
course is followed the roads will settle
smooth and bard and it will be good
traveling from the start. | have seen a
piece of road so rough that a borse would
nol want to trot on it, made so smooth
in this way that the pext day after it
was done a horse would trot resdily over
it witha good load, and the carriage
would run smooth and eswsy where it
was full of jolts the day before, and it
would remain a good road all summer,
while in another district with the same
kind of a road that they did not harrow
hut waited until the usual time of work-
ing oa the roud, they bave had a poor
road until they worked on it, which
many times is the last of June, andl
have even known it to be as late as Au-
gust, before anyvthing wss done. And
after the roads are worked on, many
times it is worse traveling for some time
than before.

So to commence with, | would have
every road in town harrowed and
brushed, and the stones taken out as
s00n 45 practicable in the spring. And
then when the road machine was put to
work, see that it was used in sucha

THE BUTTER OUTLOOK.
Dﬂgm have been not a little disap-
pointed that the of butter has gnne
no higher this wint'r. Theu'unl whtr
rize in price has not been realized, and
the season is now 80 far advanced, and
the supply of the product so plentifal
that no marked lncrease In price can now
be expected. In fact. the price at this
date ls lower by reveral cents a nd
than it was several weeks ago. mde
journals say that the consumption of
butter has been lighter than ususl this
winter. This teken in connection with
the fact that the business of butter mik-
ing is on the locrease all the while, and
especicdly that » much lirger proportion
of winter butter is now made than for-
merly, is enou.gh to account for present
conditions. at a small portion of the
cold storage butter has been needed for
home consumption, the fresh made be::f
nearly sufficient to meet the demand.
Fortunately the export trade has drawn
hesvily on the stored butter. Had it not
been for this foreign demand the price
of the fresh article could hardly bave
been held up to present figures. The
New York Produce Review claima that
the supply from now on will be ample,
and thzt it will require a moderately low
runfe of values to keep the market
heslthy and active. The price of butter
is not 8o low, however, as to discourage
production. In fact, as values of staple
productions are now ruling all arouand,
dairymen have reason to feel that their
business is still in the lead.—Maine
Farmer.

GIVE THE BOYS A CHANCE.,

not expected that all farmers’ sons will

If we mistake not, each
boy will strive to make his animal do as
well a8 his brother's and they will become
attached to thelr charge. Let them read
our live stock department, a8 well as
that of any other paper you may take,
that they may be constantly learning—
not alone how to do, but also what has
been done.  If the animal has any merit
at all, the extra care which the bovs
will give it should bring out all its bet-
ter points,

KENILWORTH AND STRATFORD-ON-
AVON,

(From our Speclal Forelgn Correspondent.)
Loxpox, ENGLAND.

We scarcely leave the little hamlet
before coming to parts of the old walla
which originally surrounded the estate
of Kenilworth. There is no ruin in all
England more Interesting than this
grand old baronial castle. It was found-
ed in 1100, and eame to be the property
of the crown before the time of Erln-
heth, who gave it to her favorite, the
Earl of Leicester. Scott’s novel tells
you @f the lavish way in which Leicester
entertained her there in 1575. Ten thou-
sand soldiers were required to guard the
outer walls, and the historic memories
of the place appeal to us wore power-
fully than those of any other castle o

ingland.

On each side the road we see pict-
uresque rulns of parts of the bnilJlngn
that belonged to the renowned es.ate,
the ancient priory smong them: and
when the magnificent old ruin itself is
revealed to view behind the trees, and
we first behold that nest of royal
romance and home of tragedy, our emo-
tions cannot be put on paper. Oar
coachman, of whom we hoped to gain
som* information regarding the place,
thinking he might know more about it
than we did, haviog lived within the
shadow of its frowning walls all his life,
informed us, when we bargained with
him to return for ua in an hour, that we
“wouldn't want ter stay there an hour—
there's nothin' in thers ter see.” RBut
we found that the hour was sll too
short, and made him wait an extra half-
hour for us.

The first object on entering the gate
where you deposit your sixpence, is the
Great Gate House, the only part of this
vast ancient strocture that is kept in
repair—for the nse of the care-taker. [t
is massive and very Interesting, but mot
s0 much 5o as the ruins that rise up here
and there, all about you, as you traverse
what were opce the beautiful gar-
dens, besutiful still, though unadorned
by the flowers which care and cultiva-
tion make to bloom for us; not even
brightened with the wild-flower, or the
springiog blade of grass, for it is a typ-
ieal gray November day, far more in
keeping with the sombre mood of the
place, than would be the sunshine
and the springing lower. We have been
told that spring-time, when all the earth
is blossoming and full of life and bright-
neas, I8 the best time to visit England,
but not so these places which tell us of
its decaving glory, of its tragic, long-
gone visions of splendor, of its romances,
its heart-rending scenes of lite, love and
sqrrow, for they are seen at thelr best
when the sun hides his face, aod all the
earth iz in svmpathy with the gloom
that surrounds.

So we look not for the nodding flower
and waving grass and budding tree, but
feed our eves and nourish our souls with
the symmetry of the goaried and crooked
hawthorn tree, bereft of leavea, with its
glowing dark red berries, and forbidding
thorns, and the abundant holly-trees,
whose profusion of variegated shining

We see Eliz beth re-
ceiving bis homsge, and that of her
many other admirers, and the glory of
the knights and ladies in gorgeous ar-
ray going through the graceful figure of
the stately miouet. And io the ruin of
the old banquet hall we hear the voices,
the shouts, the songs of merriment, and
the clink of glasses that speaks the glow-
ing presence of “wine, woman and
soug,” and the heart beats fast as all
this panorama of imagination, fascina-
tion, aod glowing, thrilling, pulsing life,
passes before you, and you almost audi-
bly say, “On with the dance, on! on!”

But when your feet traverse this dark,
parrow, winding staircagse, whose every
stair has been worn through in the cen-
tre to the very bottom by the footfalls of
centuries—when yoa climb this stairway
that leads to the tower, where, up above

This place has been so often described,
that there seems left nothing for us to
say, only that unlike all the other de-
scriptions, the sun dii not shine o a ha'o
of glory around th: epire of the litt'e
church, but only made for it a dark and
sober background; the water of the sil-
very Avon was sot cryvstalline and
lg:rkling with light and life, but full of
shadows and darkness, none the less
beautiful; the birds were not singlog
their love-songs in exuberance of delight
—but every song was hushed, and the
stiliness was far more eloguent than the
song of warbliog bird and droning bee.
The fragrance of opening bud and flower
did not regale our senses with exquisite
perfume, as did the smell of autumnosl
decay and the moist earth and sere and
fulling leaf. We scarce wonder at the
inspiration of ang:llv.- ministrations, or
that the poor Ophelia, the child of his
dream, grew demented with the melan-
choly beauty and almost uncanny charm
of this rlace. We can see her sitting
here calling over the names of her flow-
ers: “There's rosemary, that's for re-
membrance ; and there Is pansies, that's
for thoughts ; there's fennel for you, and
columbines ; there's rue for you; there's
a daisy—I would give you some violets,
lli:xtdl.!!ey withered all when my father

The little town of Stratford in out-
ward appearance is much like the other
little towns in England, but it is the in-
ward atmosphere of the place that you
breathe into you, that makes it unlike
all others. Not many things remain as
they were whon the world's great genius
was born here, more than 300 years ago,
but the Avon still ripples on, and the
pathshe trod will never wear out. The
house in which he was born i still stand-
ing, as also 12 the school in which he was
taught, and the cottage where he wooed
his sweetheart, which stands in substan-
tially the same condition as when his
footfalls at the door made music to the
ears of Aon Hathaway. We copy these
lines attributed to himself, who must
have been the ideal Romeo:

“Woukl ye be thught, ye feathered throng,

Go plerce my heart with thrilling lay,
Listen o my Ann Hathaway.

She hath-a way to sing so clear,

The house is still occupied by a de

scendant of the Hathawsy family.

Not many details can be traced of his
life, except that he went to school from
the age of 7 to 14, and then had to work
for a living, some say as an apprentice
to a butcher—that he attended the re-
ligious entertainments given at the near
city of Coventry—that he married at 18,
and left a wife and three children at 22,
and went to London to seek his fortune,
and at last camé home to his beloved
nstive heath to live out his remainiog
years, and be buried "neath the soll he
loved s0 well.

Most of you are doubtless familiar
with the strange epitaph written by him-
self, which has ever since marked the
slab that covers him in the little village
church:

“Good friend, for Jesus' sake forbeare

To dlgg the dust enclosed beare

Rlese be ye man yt spares these stones

And curst be he yt moves my bones.”

It is said that no one for fear of the
curse dared touch his grave-stone,
though his wife and daughter *‘did
ecarnestly desire to be laid in the same
grave with him.”  And it has also been
imagined that the reason for his fear
that some one might disturb his bones,
was that he intended to take with him
into his grave a confession that the
works attributed to him were written by
some ope else, which question has yet
never been settled in some minds.

We do vot consider your correspond-
ent capable of making any criticisms,
but will venture the remark thita man
who can succeed in muking the whole
world believe for 300 years that he
knows something, must be a genius,
when 0 many of us can’t make anybody
believe it, for that number of minutes.
But the gathering twilight and ap-
proaching darkoness warn us that we
must leave these quiet, peaceful haunts
of enchanted memory, and return to the
contrast of the great metropolis; so, the
train whirls us on towsrds warmth,
light, refreshment snd welcoming faces,
which sfcer all we can't get along with-
out, though we dwell for a season
amid ideals snd dreams.

Things ran smoothly
up tonoon, and then it was Haskell
who came aft and reported to the doctor
that at least three different men in Ben
Johuson's cage had developed cases of
the smallpox. Dr. Haxton at once went
down to investigate, and a quarter of
an hour later he reported that the pesti-
lenee was present in a virolent form.

In such an emergency as this it would
have been everything to us to feel that
we had a competent physician aboard.
It might be smalipox or might be mea-
sles or the wen might be shamming. The
three men had eaten heartily st break-
fast, proving they had no fever or pre-
monitory symptoms, aud the idea of
smallpox was absurd. Dr. Haxton not
only insisted, but with more fervor
than I had ever known him to use be-
fore. The passengers were terribly
alarmed, a8 you may imagine, bue I
took notics that not asinglo man among
the guards and only two among the crew
appeared to be at all anxions. This fact
alone would have satisfied me that it
was an understood thing, I said all the
passengers were alarmed. Ishould bave
made an exception as far as the two
young women were concerned, Their
pretense of alarm was so transparent
that I was not the only one to see
through it.

We had provided no hospital aboard
the bark becavse the government did
not contract for auything of the sort.
Epidemica were not counted on or pro-
vided against. If one broke out, then
Jet the doctor do the best be could. If
the convicts died, well and good. If
they got well, they must be turned over
to the officinls at Botany Bay. Odds
was the difference to the government.

The question with us was, *‘Is it real-
ly smallpoz?’' We were not willing to
take the word of the ship's doctor for
it, and you can see what a situation
that put us iu. While yet the alarm
was upon ns Haskell announced thad he
had something o commuuicate, Con-
victs, guards and sailors ki®w that he
was faithful to the ship and were on
their guard tha: bhe should neither see
nor hear anythizg. He had made some
few discoveries, however, and wns sat-
isfied in his own mind that a trick was
being played on the doctor, and that the
two young women were cognizant of it
In doing his turn below he had got a
strong odor of what he thought was cro-
ton oil, aud he suggested that the doe-
tor be questioned ubout it.

Dr. Haxton was immediately sent for
and asked if aoy of the oil mentioned
was included in his medical outfit. He
answered promptly in the affirmative
and went away to fetch the bottle, It
was missing. If crotou oil be rubbed
upon the face, it will produce a blotch
gimilar to that which appears in the
first stages of smallpox. He was sure
that he had an eight ounce bottle of the
stuff, and just as sure that other hands
than his had removed it from the dis-
pensary. That scttled it with the rest
of us, but not with the doctor. He be-
came indignant that we should question
the correctness of his diagnosis, and
added that if the patients were not iso-
lated he should not hold himself re-
sponsible for resnlts.

I have said very little concerning our
passengers, male or female, because
they were passengers only and had no
part or portion in our discussions and
worriments. Up to the hour they goé
word of the sicknoss below they were
totally unsuspicious that danger men-
aced. When the doctor announced small-
pox, something had to be done to allay
the panic. The passcngers were assem-
bled in the great cabin, and Captain
Clark plainly told them in the presence
of the doctor that he was not satisfied
that a pestilence had appeared. When
gure of it, he wounld take every precan-
tion to prevent its spread, and he ad-
vised them to resume the even tenor of
their ways uniil the gunestion was set-
tled. He called their attention particu-
larly to the fact that we had a clean
bill of health at the Oape, and that no
disease of the sort existed there. As
every convict had been vaccinated be-
fore leaving England, it was simply im-

ble for a virulent ontbreak to occur.

Dr. Haxton construed the captain's

as an insult and hotly reiter-

auring the remainder ot that
all through the night. The
prompt to respond to every
moved quictly and spoke in Jow tones.
This might bhave been attributed to
their fears of the pestilence, bot I real-
fzed that there was something back of
that. 1bad the watch on deck from 8
to 13, and I noticed many little things
which satisfled me that if the whaler
nor other gail was in sight when morn-
ing broke the climax would come.

When I was relieved by the second
mate at midnight, I had a bit of a talk
with him. His name, as I don's remem-
ber to have told you before, was Cort-
rite. He was o middle nged man, well
up in his daties, and I bave said noth-
ing of him simply because I had not
taken bim into my confidence. I don't
mean that I mistrusted him, but that I
thought it wise to confine my suspicions
to s few persons as possible as long ase
they were only suspicions. The meeting
in the cabin had of course brought him
a knowledge of the situation, and there
was no doubt that he conld be thor-
oughly depended on. The bo'san might
or might not be with us. When I asked
Cortrite his opinion of things, he re-
plied: >

*Mr. Tompkins, if I hadn't known
that you were watching the run of
things I should have posted you a bit.,
It's my opinion that the two women
have been won over and that they have
also made a tool of the doctor, If there's
nothing in sight when the sun comes
up, then God help us!™

“You think there'll be an ontbresk—
A mutiny?"’

“I'm as sure of it as that I stand
here, I understand that we have arms
aboard. If I might be bold enough, 1'd
advise you to make ready for what is
to come. "’

When I went into the eabin, I found
Captain Clark up and dressed and wait-
ing for me. 1 told him what M. Cort-
rite had said, and he replied :

“We can't begin too soon. You
quietly fasten on the iron shutters while
I overhaul the firearms. "’

It was a quiet night, with only
enough wind to give the craft steerage
way, and fortunately for us the dolt of
a man Hawley was at the wheel from
midnight to 2 o'clock. The provisions
for conviets aud sailors were stowed for-
ward of the cages, us was also a num-
ber of the water casks. Those for cabin
use were stowed in the lazarette, and
there were other water casks  ballasted
between the bulkheads of the passen-
gers' eabins and the one hiding the aft-
er iron cagoe from view. You will re-
member that this bulkhead o1 partition
was picrevd for musketry.

We could come at water and pro-
visions without leaving the cabin or ex-
posing ourselves, and when we had the
shutt: r up and the firearms ready for
scrvice Captain Clark looked about and
said:

“*Ralph, we cannot only make a good
fight for it if sttacked, but I think the
advantage will be on our side. Our
greatest care now will be to guard
against any sudden rush aft.”’

Neither of us torned in that night,
and both of us were on deck at day-
light. At sunrise s man waos sent aloft
with & gluss, but he swept the sea in
vain for sight of sail. The fellow conld
<ot hide the exultant Jook in his eyes
as he came down and reported, and we
felt that the hour of peril was close at
hand. The demeanor of the men as they
washed down the decks was defiant,
and had the conviet gangs come up as
usual the outbreak would have ocourred
with the advent of the first. The cap-

We saw Roberts I nocked down.,
tain ordered that they remain below
until after the doctor’s momning inspee-
tion. Inview of the supposed pestilence
this order did not seem to excite any
great surprise,

When the passcngers gathered for
breakfast, all wiore surprised to observe
that the cabin Lnd been put in a state
of defense, I may add that Dr. Haxton
and those who sided with him were also
eynical and inclined to joke about it
As the iron shutters were fitted inside,
no one forward could know about them.
We didn't want them to know, and I
kept watch of the two single women as
they went on deck after breakfast. I

privately told Mr. and Mrs. Williams
and Mary to remain below, and the
other women somebow got warning and
gnve up their nsual worning promenade,
though the weather was beautifully fine.

As Dr. Haxton went forward to pay
his morning call Roberts accompanied
him. There were three children on the
poopdeck, and I sent them below just
as Haskell came aft, bringing his mus-
ket with bim and working away at the
lock as if it was in need of repairs.
gave me a Jook which signified that the
time had come. Forward, there were the
gailors of the moruing watch, the guard
relief, the doctor and Roberta. Aft, we
had the eaptain, second mate, Haskell,
all other passengers and myself.

As Dr. Haxton descended to the cages
Oaptain Clark ordered the two single
women below, gpeaking so grufily that
they obeyed at once. Then he turned to
Saunders and Smith, who were smoking
and lounging, and said:

“‘Gentlemen, pleaso step below for a
minute, and don’t stop to ask questions.
Go now—at oncel’

Something in his tones warned them
of peril at band, and they were m'r::
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There were only seven men of us in
the cabin—the captain, both mates,
Haskell, Williama, Saunders and 8mith.
Mr. Williams was an old man and
counted for nothing. Both cooks, the
steward and the bo'sum joined with the
mutineers, Not a single man among the
sailors came aft to cast his lot with as,
though we had Jooked wpon some of
them as steady, honest fellows.

You may think there was great ex-
citement among the women and children
when they came to know the worst, but
I can tell you that they were very quict
over it. Helpless people are always that
way in the face of great perit They
were white faced and trembling, but
there were no wailing and wringing of
hands. The cabin lamps were lighted,
and the women and children sat about
on thechairs and lockers, while the men
made final preparations for defense and
spoke in hushed voices,

The exception was in the case of the
two single women. They had certainly
been very foolish to strike up a romantic
attachment with soch villains, but it
was plain that they had pever contem-
plated a mutiny and the horrors that
mightfollow. When they realized what
had ofcurred and witnessed our grim
prepurations for defense, they became
conscience stricken and hysterical, Miss
Foster admitted that her sympathics
had been worked on until she had come
to regard Ben Johnson as a martyr and
had filched the bottle ef eroton oil from
the dispensary at his request.  She did
pot know the use ho meant to make of
it, however, Miss White confessed that
she thought the doctor had been unjust-
Iy treated, and she had encouraged him
to stand on his dignity and at the same
time bad fallen in Igve with the villain
York and become cffrried away with his
tales of romance. Now that revolt and
mutiny had come they realized the evil
they had done and the position of all of
us.

The mutineers gave us about half an
hour in which to prepare for them.
During this interval they got their
breakfasts, passed about bottles of rum,
which must have been smuggled aboard
at the Cape, and sailors and conviets
fraternized in a way to prove that they
were not strangers to each other,  Rob-
erts we could plainly see from the port-
holes in the front of the cabin. He had
been knocked down and bound hand and
foot, aud his protests and entreaties
were laughed to scorn,  The half hour
was mnearly np before the doctor was
boisted into view from below. As he
was the direet canse of the mutiny and
had been overly kind tothe convicts, he
might have looked for decent treatment
at least. 'fo our surprise his hands were
bound behind his back, most of his
clothing torn off, and the bleod on his
face and neck proved that he had been
bratally nsed.

The first move aft was made by York
and Ben Jobnson, one representing the
sailors and guards and the other the
conviets, They could not have known
how well prepared we were in the
cabin, but York displayed a flag of
truce as the pair broke away from the
crowd around the fo'mast. When they
had come up to within ten feet of the
cabin entrauece, they halted, and the
sailor hailed us with:

“It is all my fault,' continued the
doctor, “and I am hers to tell you to
fight to the last, no matter what be-
comes of me. "

The doctor was about to speak again
when the ropes by which the pair were
held were viciously jerked by the mu-
tineers, and they were pulled down and
dragged forward. They would have
been killed at once but for Johnson and
York, who had sense enough to realize
that this was but the beginning and
that they might be made useful later
on.

Polsoning From "Honey.

The old raying that every sweet has
fta bitter might b accentusted by the
statement that honey sometimes con-
tains the most active and dangerous
poison. A ense in point is related in a
medical review as follows: A man and
his wife ate honey. They took but a
little, as they observed a burning sensa-
tion of the month and throat as soon as
#he honey was swallowed, Within a
few minutes both were tulen ill. There
wero naoses, severs pain and vomiting,
then a loss of consciousness, ~oldness of
!hﬂ extremitios, ""‘hl" action llf the
heart and collapse,  No pulse could be
detected. The wife remained insensible
for several hours, but the husband was
not entirely restored until the following
day. Even then strength returned very
slowly, and there was every indication
of oxtreme exhaustion. A portion of the
honey was treated chemieally, and an
extract was given to two cats; to one
small dose and to the other o large dose
was administered,

The small one prodoced partial ex-
haustion, relaxation of the volontary
muscles and general depression.  The
large one took effect almost immediate-
ly, producing relaxation, vomiting,
purging, prostration and almost com-
plete loss of control over the voluntary
muscles. The eat did not regain its
normal condition for 24 hours.

A fairly thorough examination of tha
honey was made in order, if possible,
to discover the natnee of the posonous
l’!{'l'l'llfu"., S‘Ip‘l'ﬂll"" conelusion was ar-
rived at, bat the chemists were reason-
ably satisticd that the rhododendron
and a few other plants of that class con-
tained the objectionable sabstance. [t
iz also stated that plants belonging to
the Leath family have been by  bota.
nists looked upon with apprehension, for
tho reason that they have been suspect
ed of barboring the toxic qualities
which accounted for the eases of honey
powsoning, —New York Ledger.

With Bargoyne at Sarstoge.

In 1791 an officer who had served
with Burgovne wrote a volume, which
he ealied *“Travels Through the Interior
Parts of America, In a Series of Let-
ters. ' The writer was Thomas Aubu-
rey, captain of the Twenty-uinth regi-
ment, who was with Burgoyne at his
sarrender.  In Macmillan’s Magazine
there is an excellent notice of Caprain
Anburey's work, and the condition of
the English soldiers is thus explained :

Burgoyne's army was steadily dimin-
jshing, while the cords round it were
surely tightening. All day and night
from the surrounding woods whistled
the bullets of the American riflemen.
The soldiers were so inured to fire, we
are told, that they ate and slept under
it with scarcely any concern, while, to
add terrors tothe night, came the dreary
howl of wolves, sttracted by bhundreds
to such an unwonted bauquet. The
American sharpshootors were paturally
in their clement upon the steep sidea of
the wooded ravines that formed such a
feature in every battle and skirmish,
The longed for bayvonet bung in idle-
ness frow the belts of the British in-
fantry—there was no room or place for
it. The soldiers had nothing but disci-
pline and their native valor to make up
for their immense inferiority in the use
of the rifle to most of their foes, nor do
we require Anburey’s testimony to re-
alize what a hopeless country was this
in which Burgoyne's army now found
themselves for the conduct of warfare
upon European systems. For onrselves,
we have always marveled at the fashion
in which the British soldier of that
day, half starved and ridicnlously
clothed, fought his way throogh superi-
or numbers of his own race as well
armed as he, better marksmen and fa-
miliar with the wild woods which to
him muost have been strange and terri-
ble.

The “Ears” of Insects,

The natoralists have not as yet been
able to answer the burning question,
Can bees hear? Buat their researches
along that line have resnlted in many
queer discoveries. Simply because a bea
has no cars on  the sides of his bead it
is no gign whatever that he is wholly
withoat some sort of an auditory nerve.
This last assertion 18 proved by the fact
that grasshoppers, crickets, locosts and
flies all have their earssitoated in queer
places—under the wings, on the middle
of the budy und even on the sides of
their legs. The common house fly does
his hearing by means of some little rows
of corpuseles which are situated on the
knobbed thrends which occupy the place
which are tauken up by the hind wings
of other species of insects. The garden
#lag or shell-lesi snail has his organs of
hearing situated on each side of his neck,
and the common grasshopper has them
on each of his broad, flat thighs In
some of the smaller insects they are at
the bases of the wings, and in others on
the bottom of the feet. —St. Louis Re-
public.

The prominent position oo the
temperance question, which the state of
Maine holds smong the other states of
the Union, is the result of long years of
faithful. persistent, individual etfort,
largely through the temperance organi-
zatlons that have at different times flour-
ished in the state and country.

Many of these organizations have ceas-
ed to exist, but all have done good work
in their day, sad have aided in strength-
ening the temperance seuntiment of the
state.

The education of the people through
these organizations made it possidle in
1831, to pass the act known sl over the
world as the *“Maine Law”, and the same
influences have enabled the law to with-
stand sl the assanits of its adversaries
to the present day.

I'he most of thoze who were prominent
in this work have gone to their reward,
and many of the socieiies that were most
eflicient in those times have given place
to others, but their influence remain: as
a bl ased inberitance to us, and places
the state of Malge far in advance oo this
subject

We must not allow our standard to be
lowe red I he cause demands our most
earnest and persistent «fforts.  “Eternal
vigilance™ is the price of success.

We have many efficlent temperance
organizations, 1l doiog good work: bat
the 1. O G. T, us it appears to me, fur-
nishes the best facilities for the accom-
plishment of the necessary work, of any
organization of which | have any knowl-
edge. It is world-wide in its operation;

curate. ‘This kind of physical culture
was laid asidein the kitchen because its
work-a-day value had not been found

out.

Much that is called physical culture ls
only physical exercise,—and bere let me
mske u distinction between physical
culture and physical exercise.

Physical culture Is exercise taken In ac-
cordance with the laws and demands of
the body and in harmony with the mind.
Physical exercise nu{ be sawing wood
or it may be the meaningless movements
of the idiot.

Physical culture aims to give the boﬂ{
freedom and make it express the ind
vidual ; physical exercise is usually taken
without legitimate aim.

It is the freedom which physical cult-
ure briogs to the body that makes it of
practical use in the kitchen, the laundry,
the sick room, the factory, the store, the
office, and wherever one s obliged to
perform physical labex or exercise.

The housekeeper can do more work in
less time and with less expenditure of
vital force it she knows how to use her
muscles and all parts of the body in their
proper relations.

The first requisite of the human body
for work of any kind Is freedom of
movement; no muicle can move freely
and do its work properly unless it ls
frie and unbound. The muscles of the
body are s0 arranged over the skeleton
that one set overlies and overlaps an-
other and in some places there are several
layers of muscles. Should one become
stiff or rigid or too much contracted from
over use the working of many others Is
affected.

lLet me see you stand at work or In
conversation and I will tell you where
you grow tired, and will give you a cor-
rect standing position which if persisted
in will take the tired ache away aod in
time prevent its return. Then work will
be restful.

First the body must be in perfect
harmony with gravity ; we usually stand
in such a manner thata large part of
our force is u-x;nndcd in keeplng the
body semi-upright or In a position a]l>-
proximsting ercctuess. This force Is
really wasted so far as our work is con-
cerped ; let us save on this waste and
acquire a habit of erect carriage.

A good exercise to gain habltual erect-
ness is to take the emﬁre weight directly
over the balls of the feet and press
downward with the balls and allow the
liead to float upward and 1ift with it all
the contents of the torso, Each organ
of the body should be lifted several
inches bigher than the average man or
woman usually carries it; as they usual-
Iy stand and walk every organ is beariog
down, adding its weight to every other
organ uotil all are weakened and we
have a prolapsus of wvarious organs.
Lifting every organ by the muscles sur-
rounding it will briog relief to a pro-
lupsed organ, and relief can come in no
other way.

We have to make an effort at first to
stand erect but the result warrants it,
and the effort soon becomes unconscious
or habitual.

Are we washing dishes—take the
weight firmly and squarely on the balls
of the feet, lift the head very high and
the chest as high as possible—muscles
of the back, heretofore unused come In
to relieve overtaxed muscles, and that
bearing down feelipg goes away. A
tired weakness back of the knees may
come st first because we have stood
wrongly so long that those muscles are
too ghort; bathe and rub those parts a
few times and they will come out all
right and gaio sufficient development to
support their share of the welght.

At the ironing board, the wash tub, the
kneading board, keep the body as erect
as possible. If your sink is too low to
allow this put & brick under the dish
pan; remodel the ironing board,—at any
rate keep the vital organs high.

Several exerclses may be taken to aid
the body iu becoming erect.

1. Take the weight of the whole
body firmly and squarely over the balis
of the feet, let the top of the head float
upward from the feet, drawing with it
the organs of the entire torso.

2. With the weight over the balls lift
the crown of the head upward until &
slight stretch is felt in the entire length
of the back.

3. Tuke the same position as in No.
2, and bring the body forward as though
bending to pick something from the floor,
but stop the bend when a gentle stretch
on the back is felt, and rise to a standing
posture; all the time press downward
with the balls of the feet.

4. Withthe weight over the balls of
the feet take a good hearty yawn and
carry the arms out so as to stretch u
ward every muscle of the body.
sure that the weight is correct and the
yawn is deep

5. Plice the fingers lightly on the
front of the hips, weight over balls of
feet, yawn and lift the head and top of
the chest ass high as possible. Each of
these movements should be taken twice
and allow an ioterval of about one-half
minute between any two.

These few exercises persisted In four
times per day for one week will make a
marked improvement in any ope, but it
requires a much longer time and many
more movements to give [full control
over the body.

The muscles should be kept elastic and
flexible all the time; any rigidity is a
waste of energy and strength.—Ameri-
can Kitchen Magszive.

DACOITS OF BURMA.

THOUGH SOMEWHAT CHANGED THEY
STILL EXIST TO PLUNDER.

Authorities Are Unable to BMop the Thisv-
ing and Do Not Often Capture Oune of
the Dacolis—A Hample Case of the Inef-
Sciency of the Police Oficers.

Burma is one of the countries that
are changing very fast, and one of the
things that have ohanged in Burma is
the dacoit. The sportive gentlemen de-
soribed by Rndyard Kipling and others
who crucified villagers wholesale and
filled old ladies with kerosene were

has | flourishing in full vigor less than ten

years ago, but they already belong as
conipletely to the past as Dick Turpin
and his colleagues in England. No doubt
a fresh war or any event seriously shak-
ing the British power or reputation
might produce a recrudescence of the old
dizease, but in the meantime the dacoita
have entirely changed their habita. In-
stead of living together in bands in the
jungle they are scattered through sepa-
rate villages in the guise of peaceful
enltivators. During the day each man
attends to his paddy flelds just like his
peighbors, and it is only at night thas
they meet together for the dispatch of
their more important and lucrative busi-
ness,

Dacoity an defined by law is simply
robbery committed by a band of five
men or more, and it is important only
becanse of the Burman's strong natoral
propensity toward it aud tho great diffi-
colties which his national character
places in the way of his detection. It
must always be remembered that, Bar-
mn being in a trapsition stage and
much less settled than India and the
government being extremely short hand-
ed, an immense amount of varions kinds
of work falls upon each single English
official. Hence it is wholly impossible
for him to exercise any close or detailed
supervision over any particular part of
his district. This of itself renders the
detection of eriminals a difficalt mat-
ter. When the dacoits were in the woods,
it waa simply a case of turuing out oo-
casionally to hant them down. At pres-
ent the matter must necessarily be left
chiefly in the hands of natives

Now, the patives are for the most
part honest and tolerably law abiding,
and they have no sympathy whatever
with & man who gocs dacotting, but the
dacoit goes anmed, and the sopineness
and cowardice of the Boeman in the
presence of arms, more prrticularly of
firearms, are somethioz almost incom-
prehensible to the western mind, It s
quite sufficiont for u pai 1y of half a dozen
men to have o gun among them—aeflect-
ive or useless, loaded or empty, matters
little, the were show is enough—and
they may go frarlessly to work in the
midst of & crowd. No one will interfere
with them. In more than one instance
bold robbers have made successful at-
tacks when armed merely with their
dabs—the dagger which e¥ery Burman
carries—and with a pretended rifle made
of = stick, with which they frightened
off all opposition.

But perbaps the strange workings of
the native character are best exhibited
in the following case, which oocurred
quite recently. The facts are vouched
for by an Euglish officer: There was a
band of five men who were in the habit
of practiciug dacoity occasionally, Three
of them came from the same village—
pot & common thing, as it makes deteo-
tion easier—the foarth from another
village, and, as for the fifth, no wman
knows whence he came, for reasons that
will appear.  Oune night these five men,
armed with notbing but their knives
and spears, which are used for fishing
in lower Borina, enterod a hounse, tied
up the owner and began plundering.
Now, this hcuse was in a large village,
containing not only a population of
some 1,400, bot a police post with 15
