American Pomological Siociety.

We attach a high value to “he efforts and
accomplishments of this a ssociation, on ac-
count of the new and vajuable varieties of
fruit it has brought to public notice, and the
widespread interest it P.as awakened and sus-
tained throughout the country, by its trans-
actions and. exhibitions. It deserves, how-
ever, still Ligher commendation for its ear-
nest and long-continued efforts to introduce
amoung (rchardists and frait cultivators gener-
ally, Qoly the best, and, comsequently, the
mogt profitable kinds of fruit, It has given,
Year by year, a list of those fruits whieh after
patient trial have been found worthy of gen.
eral adoption, as well as all the new varieties
which bore marks of promise, By this meth-
od, the labors and watehings and waifings of
the iudividual experimenter have been very
materially diminished, and the frait culturist
of L?-day can begin his labors on the orchard
with such well tried and reliable varieties as
will almost warrant success.

The last report of this society contains a
revised and improved list of fruits. This has
been obtaiued, or rather made up, from the
recommendations of individuals or associa-
tions scaltered over the whole country, so
that these testimonies are the matured and
deliberate expressions—votes as they have
been called—of earnest, practical men, In
this way it is almost impossible that anything
worthless should receive any respectable sup-
port; while it is;also very certain that every-
thing that has decided merit will be recog-
nized and receive strong endorsement,  Ail
those persons who have ever embarked on
the uncertain sea of experiment, will know
how to appreciate the services of a skilful
guide and pilot. To all such, as well as the
large army of beginners that every year brings,
we hasten with the recommendation; that
they avail themselves of this digest of experi-
ence, and step at once into this well-defined
and beaten track, rather than attempt any
longer ways of their own, and ventures that
8o frequently end in disappointment, no mat-
ter how promising they may appear.

In the list of apples the Red Astrachan
stands first, receiving recommendations from
thirty-one states; Maiden’s Blush and Early
Harvest only fall one or two behind; while
the Fall Pippin, Gravenstein, Early Straw-
berry, Sweet Bough, Am. Summer Pear-
main, Summer Rose, Primate, Carolina Red
June, Tallman Sweet, Fameuse, Porter and
Duchess of Oldenburg descend by successive
gradations te the lower plane of twenty votes:
The Baldwin, Rhode Island Greening and
Roxbury Russet, retain their stronghold in

w England and the Middle States, and
therefore come next in rank; as they are
northern varieties, they aré not without hon-
or except when found in the South, or some
western localitles where they are not so well
adapted to the diverse couditions of soil and
climate.

In the pear department, after an experi-
ence of a quarter of a century, based upon
sundry unprofitable endeavors and divers
complete failures, the society re-affirm with
almost the same unanimity that marked the
decision of one of the earliest pomologica]
meetings, the selection of the Bartlett and
the Seckel as the two varieties above all oth-
ers worthy of general cultivation; each one
receives the votes of thirly-two states. Next
in rank, follow the Lawrence, Angouleme
and Avjou; a little lower the Doyenne d'Ete,
and then endorsed by from twenty to twenty-
eight states, are the Diel, Giffard, Superfin,
Bloodgood, Buffam, Dearborn, Boussocs,
Flemish Beauty, Howell, Louise Bonne de
Jersey, Onondaga, Rostiezer, Sheldon, Ty.
son and Winter Nelis.

Among the cherries, the Early Richmond
stands first; receiving commendation in
twenty-six states. The May. Duke comes
next, followed by the Black Tartarian, Arch
Duke, Belle de Choisy, Morello, Napoleon,
Yellow Spanish and Black Eagle in the order
of rank.

In the grape list, the much denounced
award of the Greely prize has been well sus-
tained ; the Coneord, nccupying the first place
in the opinion of thirty-one states. The
Delaware, receives from thirty states almost
equal honor; and the Hartford Prolifie, Clin-
ton, Ives, and Walter, fall but little behind,

In the vote on carrants, the Red Dutch,
Cherry, and Versailles secure about twenty
each ; succeeded by the White Duateh, White
Grape, Victoria and Black Naples—with a
few votes for some other varieties of not
much importance,

The Mammoth Cluster, Philadelphia and
Franconia, are recorded first among the
raspberries,

Ir the gooseberry list, Houghtlon’s Seedling
ranks first, as it most successtully resists the
attack of mildew.

For peaches, the preference is given to the
Early and Late Crawford.

Wilson’s strawberry, deservedly takes the
bead of the list, receiving the votes of thirty-
two states; while the very respectable en-
dorsement of twenty-two, is given to
Triomphe de Gand and Longworth's Prolifie,

The Strawherry for the Garden—Plant=
ing and Afterculture.

In my former article speaking of manure
for the new bed, I said, “the formulas, say
well rotted manure.”

I wish to say here that well-rotted manure
Is generally well spent manure, and I prefer
it pretty fresh, worked slightly into the sur-
face.

To recapitulate a little, the plants should
be virgin plants of the same year’s growth.
Ground from which an early crop has been
taken, is the most feasible. It should be
highly enriched with good manura or super-
phosphate of lime, or, what is better, a part
of both. The Wilson’s Albany and most
other kinds will bear a very rich soil and well
repay abundant dressing, The last of Au-
gust or the whole month of September is the
best time to plant. The earlier in September
the better the first crop. But where
plants are transplanted with balls ot
earth from a bed not far distant I have con-
tinued to plant through the month of Octo-
ber with entire suceess,

The first runners put forth are not so
strong as those of later growth, It is best,
therefore, to take off the early runners and
not root plants till the thick and vigorous
shoots come forth,

The ground and the plants being ready for
each other, the planter isnext to determine
his distances. If hehas but’ little ground,
two feet between the rows will do, But if
he has ground enough, it is better in all
cases fo give two feet and a half, For the
strong-growing and broad-spreading varie-
ties, such as the Downer's Prolific and
the Kramer's Seedling, two and a half
are important, For the Jucunda and other
moderate growers, one foot between the
plants in the rows is sufficient. For the Wil-
son and ethers of medium growth, fiftean
inches is better. The varieties of large
growth, as mentioned above should have a
foot and a halt.

In setting planls not imbedded in balls of
earth, care should be used to separate and
spread out the roots and imbed them in fine
earth. In all cases it is best to pour a small
quantity of water around the plant after it
is set, graduating the quantity to the condi-
tion of the soil, as wet or dry. In this way
strawberries can be planted in a dry time as
well as any time.

The planting being thus efiected, for the
first year it is only necessary to destroy
weeds and keep the soil light and mellow.

| try in whic

Between rows fwo or two and a half feet
aparty this operation disturbs the roots very
iittle, if at all, After this motion, plange
the fork lightly next to the rows, breaking
the crust, and slightly loosening - the compace
ted soil without lifting, and immediately
around the hill gently break the surface only,
lest you wound the roots starting out near
the drown and retard the growth and dwart
the plant. In this process the operator
moves backwards before his work, working
clean as he goes. A little practice will ena-
ble him to perform the work with rapidity,,
and it will ‘be found by no means tedioys,
It is not necessary er proper to work around
the hills with a trowel. It is tedious and in-
Jjurious as it destroys roots used for the sup-
port of the plant. If a dandelion og dock
is found growing close up to the piant, re-
move.the earth half afoot away apd work
cautiously up, laying bare the rook of the
intruder to a depth sufiicient to give room
for {a firm grasp and draw it out. It ls use-
less to'eut it off near the surface.

In this way the bed should be dressed in
theispring as soon as the soil is dry enough
to work; aud as often aflerwards as the sur-
face gets hard to much depth. Inthe inter-
vals, let the hoe stir the surface and destroy
young weeds. I usually work with the fork
early in the spring, immediately after the
frult is off, and again in early autumn.
Heavy rains on a stiff soil may render more
frequent eulture advisable.

All this is but pastime to an industrions
man, and the reward is belter than gold; it
is health and joy and solace ‘o the wife and
childven, It is hospitality to your neighbor,
Itis succor to the sick and charity and be.

rhaps no department of induse
ch a general knowledge of mechan-
work is more n shan it is ona
farm. There is a large amount of repairing
agd building which must be done, and m
does not require the services of a yery
workmaw, There is also much that is de-
sirable to do, but which will not warrant the
expense of hiring a regular mechanie to per-
form. The farmer, therefore, who has a
rkshop furnished with the most useful
Is, and possesses skill sufficient to use
them, has a decided advantage over one who
has not. A small break in some implement
often causes serious delay, if it must be taken
to a mechanic for repairs, when, if we have
the means at hand, we can often make it last
through the present emergency, if not per-
Ipanently repair it. An insignificant break
in a horse rake is liable to cause many tons
of hay to be damaged, if the team must ba
stopped to take it two_or three miles for re-
Irs, when there is hardly a portion of it
hat a person of ordinary ingenuity could
not repair with the proper tools, ,l refer, ol
course to the woodea revolving ) 'i'ha
trouble and expense that arise from the loos-
ening and breaking of mower knife sections
is t, unless we have the conveniences for
uét:‘ning or replacing them ourselves.
anf hours in winter may be profitably

It is best for an inexperienced person to
begia with a few, and enlarge - his collection
as he finds it necessary. Besides these tools,
he shop should contain a work-bench, vise,
shaving horse, pair of saw-benches, iron box
and a nail box divided into several compart-
ments, for the various sizes of nails, screws,
};oll:s. c't;; A tool chest it trlu::t. it , a8
it Is quite as convenient to the tools on
nails driven in the proper plag:fo hold them.
Bits, files, screw-drivers, ete., may be easily
provided for by cutting holes through a sheif
of the proper size and shape to hold them.
It is essential to have a place for each tool,
and to keep each tool in its place, so far as

ible, as we frequently need them in @
 hurry, when it is a sacrifice of both time and
temper to hunt tor them. Boys should always
be encoull-_agec.l in theﬂ?u of tools. There is
no way of gaining efliciency except by prac-
tice, and by beginning young thgy w{l be-
come skillful by the time their services are
really required. They will of course use
lumber and- nails for unprofitable purposes,
and injure the tools and possibly themselyes
occasionally; but the experience which they
acquire wi'l more than repay the cost.

The farmer at the present time needs to be
something more than a novice in the me-
chanic arts. He skould understand the prip-
ciples ol machinery as well as those of agri-
cultural science. He should be a good j
of every kind of mechanical werk which
calling employs, and be able to make the
slight repairs which his implements and ma-
chinery so constantly need, with neatness
and dispatch.—Cor. Country Gentleman.

Now the farmer learns that out of
nothing, nothing comes, Ifhe has put noth-
ing upon his fields, his crop is poor. If, on
the other hand, he has weﬁ and intelligeatly
fertilized and worked, he finds in spite ot sea~
sons, that he has barns full, and the promise-
of harvest is surely fulfilled to those who care-
fally meet the requirements of seed time. The
better the farmer the better the crops, and the
risks of season and unfavorabls weather,
bring disaster only to the farmer who neglects
the precantions by which he may avoid them.
Genemllgethe fall wheat crop has yielded weil
and hes been harvested cheaply and in good
condition. There isa market for it.
Crops in Enrope are not over an av and
there are vast deficiencies in stocks to bemada
up. Besides our spring crops will be deficient.
Spring wheat is a comparative failure in many
places, and tne surplus of the fall crop will ba
partly needed to meet this deficiency. Oats
and corn will be below the average, and hay
is short in the West, although plentiful in tha
East. Prices, therefore, will be satisfactory on
the whole, if grain is not sacrificed, and thera
is no good reason why farmers should hasten
to put their grain into the hands of speenia-
tors, that they may hold it for a rise, Tha
outlook is favorable to steady prices if not to
some advance. The agricultural fairs are
now in season. To attend the state and coun -
ty fiirs should be made a duty as it should by
a pleasure, Every farmer should strive to by
a competitor at his local fair., We wisa
there could be premiums offered for the best
mana.{;ed farms here, as there are in England,
and plowing matches for farmers’ boy. %‘om-'
I)etition induees stuly as well as work, and 18
s thought and study that we want. No farms=
erin the world works harder or more steadilv
than an American farmer, or has fewer idia
days. But with the increase of machinery,
and the need of better farming, more stady
and knowledge are needed.—American Agris

MMow to Preserve Brick Werk.

The exclusion of damp from brickwork has
long been an important problem. One of tha
most effective methods of accomplishing this
object is the following: Three-quarters of a
pound of mottled soap are dissolved in ona
gallon of boiling water, and the hot solutio
spread steadily “with a flat brush over tia
outer surface of the brickwork, care bein
taken that it does not lather; this is al}oui
to dry for twenty-four hours; when a solus
tion, formed of a quarter of a pound of alma
dissolved in two gallons of water, 15 applied
in a similar manuner over the coating of soap,
The soap and alum form an insoluble varnise,
which the rain is unable to penetcate, avl
this cause of dampness is thus said to be e~
fectually removed, The operation should
byxcrformed in dry, settled weather.

Nothing, to
be sure, can be better fitted for this purpose
than those wonderful reports of Adjutant
General Hodsdon, which, in a few more de-
cades, will be held among their most highly
prized treasures by their fortunate possessors,
But the volumes of the report are so numer-
ous, cumbrous and at the same time scarce
that they must be regarded rather as reposi-
tories of facts and authorities for reference

. than as a means of keeping alive a popular

appreciation of the valor of our soldiers, Be-
sides these reports there are the various regi-
mental histories and the volume called
“Maine in the War,” by Messrs, Whitman
and True, hastily compiled a few weeks affer
the close of hostilities.  Of the former we be-
lieve there are now but four, viz.: The First
Maine Cavalry,by Chaplain S. H. Merrill; the
Seventeenth Maine, by Major Edwia B.
Houghton; the Fifth Maine by Rev. Geo. W.
Bicknell and the 1-10-20th Regiment by Ma-
jor J. M. Gould. Of these histories but lim-
ited editions are printed and copies of two
earlier ones, at least, are already exhausted.
In a few years they will be hoarded by the
survivors of the regiments whose stories they
give and by curious collectors. There are of
course few private libraries that could aspire
to contain them all with those which
in time will follow. All of them are
excellent for the purpose for which
they are designed, but what is
wanted for popular reading is a compact
and racy story told in one inexpensive vol-
ume and written by some soldier like Gen,
Connor or Gen, Chamberlain, who have liter-
ary ability of a high order as well as a glorious
military record, or Major Gould who made
so enterfaining astory of his regimental
history.

A still more important subject for tha con-
sideration of the association would be the
general care for veterans who have fallen
into destitution and an appeal to the state
in their bebalf. These men are just saved,
by the allowance at present made them by
the state, from absolute pauperism. Though
time may dull in some degree the keenness
of the gratitude that was felt at the clese of
the war toward those who had saved the
Republic, we cannot believe that Maine will
ever turn a deaf ear to representation in
behalf of her suffering veterans. But it
seems that already an appeal is necessary
to oblain what ought to be voluntarily
offered..

A REMAREKABLE OCCURRENCE.—The Phila-
delphia Bulletin states that an extraordinary
accident occurred at Conshohocken a few days
ago. The town is supplied with water pumped
from the Schuylkill river into a reservoir placed
upon & hill. The cost of the works was $75,-
000. The keeper of the gate reports that on
Monday night the reservoir was in good condi-
tion, and appareatly capable of remaining so
for several centuries to come. On Taesday
morning he discovered that a very remarkable
accident had occurred. Part of the southern
embankment had sunk out of sight, leaving a
hole about thirty feet in diameter, and as the
wall of the reservoir hak disappeared the wa-
ter had vanished with it, with the exception of
about one and a half feet in depth. Inspec-
tion showed that part of the embankment had
dropped straight downward about twenty-five
fect, and upon backing into the hole the top of
the bank with the fence and the sod was dis-
covered at the bottom. The side of the vast
hole contained a huge precipitous rock, down
the side of which the earth had slipped. Bat
the most remarkable thing about the accident
was that no water could be found in the hole.
There were more than one million gallons in
in the reservuir at the time, and almost the
whole of this bad disappeared ntterly. What
became of this vast body of water nobody
koows. As the regicn is of limestone forme-
tion, it is conjectured that the country is un-
derlaid with great caves, into one of which the
water of the reservoir has disappeared. Evi-
dence of the existeuce of such caves has heen
observed at different times in the past.

KELLOGG'S ADMINISTRATION.—Governor Kel-
logg’s administration of the state government
has been remarkably judicious.

The
closing scenes of this tragic affair, related ina
calm subdued voice wronght the house to the
highest pitch of excitement. If snch men as
Col. Meacham could manage this matter and
full justice be done the Indians, we belteve our
troubles on this score would be gieatly abated.

Spencer Rogers, both of whkom are experienced
firemen as well as good judges of timber and
workmanship, to examine the broken as well
as the other ladders, with Chief Engineer Mer-
rill, in order to have thedoubt seitled. Friday
afternoon these gentlemen made the examina-
t.on, tested the strength of the laddeis and
¢ mpared them with others in use in the de-
partment. Friday evening the committee held
a meeting, at which every member was present.
The testimony of Messrs, Barnes and Rogers
goes to show, first, that there was no apparent
defect with the ladder, but that the prop must
have been suddenly displaced by a swaying of
the ladder in taking up the hose; second, that
the ladders when putup with the props in
place, are safe; third, that the ladders are made
of heavier timber than specified in the contract
of Mr. Hurneman with the committee. The
following is an abstract of the testimeny of
these gentlemen to the committee:

Ex-Chief Engineer Harris O. Barnes, said:

. Twas mT‘:ested by the Committee to exam-
ine the broken Jadder and those which were re-
cently purchased, 1n company with ex-Chief
Rogers and Chief Merrill, I examined and
tested the ladders Friday afternoon; also went
with them to the place where the accident took
place. From whatI can learn Lam of the
o?inion that the prop gave way or slipped out
of position before the bieaking of the ladder at
the American House fire. Cannot conceive
how it could be otherwise. Also closely exam-
ined the timber inthe broken ladler. It is
straight-grained, clear of knots, and appar-
ently of first quality, though at the break it ap-
pears to be a little brittle or inclined to split
easily; but if the props had been placed as de-
signed by the builder, there was not sufficient
ess from this to have broken if this de-
fecs existed. It could not haye been discov-
ered by the builder or the most searching in-
spection, a8 it did not come to the surface be-
cause the paint did pot strike in as would have
been indicated had there been a surface crack.
Would have no hesitation of being one of six
men to go on this ladder with the usual hose if
it was nuﬁpurted as intended, with props. Had
one of the new ladders putup and tested by
putting men on it, and was satisfied from the
severity of the test, that there is no dauger in
using the ladders, but care should be taken to
have the props kept in place, which are liable

- to be displaced by going up and down the Jad-
der. We also took one of the double ladders
52 feet in length, and placing it in a horizontal
position, supported at both ends, so that it was
ihree or four feet from the floor, and Chief
Engineer Merrill, who weighs 920 pounds,
stood upon the middle and sprung it with his
full force withont any appareunt strain upon it,
though the deflection measured two feet. The
ladders on the new truck compare well with
those in use on the hovk angd ladder house in
ward 3.

Inreply to questions by various members
committee and Chief Engineer, Mr. Barnes sai
that the new Hunneman carriage was probably
the best and most convenient he had ever seeu;
that had he been in the department he wnuit{
have accepted the truck and ladders; that the
ladder which broke at the late tire wnst have
swayed over to one side, thus displacing the
prop; tnat in his opinion the ladders, even to
three lengths, were safe for use with hose if
the props are securely sat,

Ex-Chief Eugineer Rogers said that he
agreed with Mr. Barnes in all essential points.
{e differed with him respecting the quality of
timber in the broken ladder, which he consid-

e Eood spruce without any defect. He
thought the ladder gave out at the splice but
that the props must have first been disturbed.
He expressed the o{.;lninu that six men with
hose could go upon the ladder when the sup-
orts were in position, with the utmost safety,
here is fifty per c:nt. more stock in the new
or Hunneman ladders than in those on the
track in the Washington Company’s house in
ward 3, The new ones have a third more stock
at the middle than the old, and double at the
lower ends, while the tops of the new are as
large as thie butts of the »ld Jadders. By m-as-
urement, the new ladders are longer than the
specifications made in the contract with Mr.
unneman. He thonght the carriage was the
best in use in all essential respects and that the

MASSACHUSETTS.

TERRIBLE !

Burning of a Cotton
Mill at Fall River.

Twenty Victims Lose
their Lives,

36 Maimed and Mangled.

Full Particulars of the 'ferrible

Catastrophe.

Bosrox, Sept. 19.—The following is the full
account of the Fall River fire from the DBoston
Journal special:

Mills No. 1 and No. 2 of granite had been
runcing about twenty minutes when operatives
in No. 1, which is an old mill built in 1863 and
is situated on 12th street with ends on Pleasant
and Bedford streets, were startled with a cry of
fire and escape of smoke from the fourth story.
In this, next to the upper room, which was the
mule warp spinning department, there were
nearly a hundred girls at work under a male
overseer. On the upper floor, the fifth, about
tweuty-five or thirty girls were employed

the youngest of all the operatives. With the
alarm, flames seemed to leap up to this att's
coming from-the windows below,and toterror of
all, up the great tower in the centre of the
building, in which were all the stairs commu-
nicating with each story.

The fire caught as s*ated in the mule spin-
nipg room in the northwest end of the mill and
it is stated from friction in a mule head
at once igniting the oil waste about it, and
spreading by means of oii on the floor and
about each piece of machinery directly and
with great quickness toward the centre tower,
the only source jof escape for those on the
fourth and fifth stories besides the fire escapes
twoon the sides of each gableend. As it
rushed over the flooring it instantly found sub-
sistance in wood work,aund once getting into the
tower ran up to and through the single en-
trance to the fifth story, then springing to the
roof timbers and filling two fireat rooms, 450x
95 feet, with dense black smoke and flame.
While the flames were making such terrible
headway, the operatives became fairly wild,
The overseers at a glance saw that thers was
no way possible to check the fire and gave
their whole attention to those over whom they
had charge at work. They called to them to
save themselves and pointed out ways of es-
cape. These were principally fire ladders, for
the timid creatures dared not run the fire
gaantlet of the ower.

The overseer of the spooling room, who him-
gelf remained till be had nearly suffocated in
smoke, states that the scene in his room and it
must have been worse in that nextjbelow stairs,
OUnnnot be Depicted,

Children ran about without any knowledge
of what they were doing, crying and begging
piteously to be saved, yet wrenching them-
selves away when taken forcibiyy and carried to
the tower while yet there was some chance or
to the iron ladder to the two scattle windows
of the south end which opened upon the roof
baleony at the headi of 12th street fire ladders,
It was impossible to get a great majority to
talke even this method in order to save their
lives, Some wanted clothing and from others
this or that thiog, they knew not what,

As the fire frightened them away from their
deliberations at the foot of the roof ladders
they rushed to the windows at the south gable
end, They were nearly 60 feet from the ground
and dared net jo Cotton ropes were put
out for them to slide down by and some took
this means, but in the effort several met with
death or injury to body and limbs, for hardly
would a rope be lowered before others would
try to get on from the stery below and this
would cause asnapping of the strands and the
parting of the rope sending all down together.
While such scenes were being enacted here
similar ones were going on in _the mule spin-
ning room. The tlames had ascended with
the quicknoess of thought and with like rapidi-
ty did they work for the entrance of the tewer
to the fourth floor where the filling spinning
was done, thereby catting off this means of es-
cape; but they had the vwo ladders of the south
gable directly before them, and were urged by
the overseers and populace on the ground be-
low to take them. me did and others rushed
upon the balconles and like mabdaruls drop

or threw themselves from the cony guards
with hardly a look at the iron ladders, There
was plenty of time for every human being to
have saved itself-had the right course in each
instance been observed, and it is not from the
laek of direction that the girls lost their lives.
The superintendent, as soon as the alarm
was given, rushed to the upper story and with
the overseers did all that was possible. tWhen
the means provided in construction of the mill
were rendered unavailable through the heat,
flames and smoke, the people on the ground
provided beds and matresses for the poor un-
fortunates to jump upon, and many did throw
themselves from windows and in almost every
instance receive fatal or severe injuries, for the
distance was nearly fifty feet to the pave-
ment.

The Greatest Consternation

was felt by people on the streets, who had as-
sembled in immense numbers, and their cries
and acts did not help greatly to compose the
mule hauds, but the disciplined firemeu and
policemen arrived in sufficient numbers worked
wirth a will and to advantage. The firemen in
every way worked to stop the spread of the fire
and especial ly to keep it out of the south end,
whither the operatives had fled. Ladders as long
as they had at command were used. In their
efforts to rescue the girls, some very brave acts
were performed, and it is said that several
firemen, the number is given as four, gave
their lives in their human endeavor.

Brave Acts.
A brave act was that of the supetintendent
and other officers of the corporation, who went
to the upper stories and, by word and example,
told the people how to save themselves. But a
braver one is related of a fireman who was
lowered from the roof by a brotner fireman
into the building and remained so long trying
to drive the last ones forth that he had to be let
go by those who bad hold of his rope. They
had held to his line as long as they could stop,
and, nearly suffocated, wece driven down. His
only way to escape was by a window at the
able end, but he doubtless bad worked so long
in the thick smoke for others that he could not
aid himself,
Scenes Near By.

Morgues and hospitals were speedily impro-
vised. Mission chapel, near by, was taken for
one of the latter, and as fast as one would be
picked from under the window of the mill,
stretchers were ready to carry her to either the
chapel or central station. At this latter place
Twenty-five Dead Bodies
were laying, and other unfortunates had been
taken to other stations or to homes. In anum-
ber of instances bodies were not recognized,

artly from the fact that they were so dis-
ggured. begrimed and dirt covered, and partly
from the fact that their friends or relatives
were looking eliewhere,
In the Mission chapel were those whose suf-
ferings were intense, The injuries were vari-
ovs, but of course largely to the limbs of the
individual. Every physician in the city was
summoned at the earliest moment,- and ex-
hibited the greatest solicitude for the sufferers,
Some remained at the church, others accuom-
panied ambulances to this or that place, while
the others workad without cessation at the
chapel. So much of nursery has mnot been
known in these parts prior to this, and every-
body is moved to do all that is needed.

Forty Killed

The extent of the fire is not so great as
might, under the circumstances, been expected.
The fire was under control shortly before half-
past 8 o’clock. Then the entire roof had not
fallen, nor the wall crambled much below the
eaves of the north side. The fire, as alluded
to, was kept almost wholly out of the south
end, or that part south of the tower, and so a
g::rl.'lon of the fifth and fourth floors was left.
{orth of the tower the destruction was greater.
I'he roof in that section fell inand took with it
the tops of the gable end wall, and carrying
away a portiou of the fifth flooring with it,
erumbled so ne of the side walls and erashed
through to the third story, thus leaving sound
the carding and the second weaving floors.
The granite mills have been for some time,
and were ranuing full capacity which is 5000
pieces of print cloth per week, aund it is sup-
sosed that a considerable stock is rained either
!nr fire or water and smoke. A large amonnt
of machinery is also rendered useless, most,
however, that in the two upper stories, but the
most expensive is still good, and the engines
and boilers are uninjured. ]

Origin of the Fire.
The fire originated in the mule room from a
heated mu'e head in charge of a lad named
Samuel Young, who made his escape, Every
effort was made by the spinvers to sabdue tLa
flames before the alarm wes given. Many of
the women sud girls were so terror stricken
that their limbs were almost useless. Some
were praying, others lamenting, and others
stood in mute agony watching with orazed

‘rope, when it was burned off about 25 feet

from the ground. The smoke had become so
dense that those who remained crowded the
windows for air, some leaping head foremost,
their brains flyiug many feet. Others saffocat-
ed, fell back and perished in the flames.

John N. Bosworth, a fireman, having gained
the roof with true firemen’s Lmvery. told a
woman if she would hold fast to him he wouald
land ber in safety by means of a rope which
he accomplished, and in the same manner res-
cued a boy. Many of the bodies are burned
beyond recognition.

The Granite mills were incorporated in 1863
with a capital of $4,000,000,and employed abous
450 msdles and females 11 the No. 1 mill.
Telegrams were received from Gov. Talbot
and the Mayors of Boston, Lawrence and other
points offering assistance in any form desired
and expressing their hearty sympathy with
those in affliction.

A coroner’s jury has been summoned, con-
sisting of Daniel Stillwell, Chester W, Greene,
Earl P, Bowen, Job B, French, Chas. Alway
and Chas, H. Dean, to thoroughly investigate
the sad catastrophe. They will meet on Mon-
day. The citizens demaud this: humaoity
will sanction it and justice to the relatives and
friends of the safferers requires it.

Destructive Storm in Towa.

CHI1CAGO, Sept. 19.—Despatches fromjDaven-
port aud Dubuque, Iowa, and Rock Islaud, Il
give acconnts of a terrible storm of Tain aud
wind in those localities last evening, by which
a great amount of property was destroyed and
at all these places, housespwereg unroofed,
walls blown down, and fences scatterad, while
the -cellarsaud basements were filled with
water. The whole surrounding country was
flooded. At Rock Island, the First Presbyter-
ian chureh was nearly destroyed, a \mrtmu of
the roof being lifted np and dropped through
into the basemeny, carrying with it the organ,
pulpit and floor, and upon these a great portion
of walls fell, Itis impossible to estimate the
amount of damage, but it will be many thou-
sands of dollars. ’

During the storm a freight train on the Iil-
inois Cengral Railroad when three miles west
of Duluth, ran into a break caused by the flood.
The engine was completely wrecked and the
engineer, Andrews, and fireman, Orton, and a
brakeman named Allison, were buried Leneath
the ruins.

A Kentucky Mob Defies Aunthoriry.

LousviLLe,Sept. 19.—Col. W. L. Clark,com-
mander-in-chief of tho state troops, in this
city, to-day received a telegram from the Quar-
termaster General of the state, informing him
that vatlaws in Breathitt county had barricad-
ed themselves in the court house in Jackson in
large numbers, and ordering that all the state
militia in the city be ready to move at a mo-
ment's warning. In pursuance of this order,
Col. Clark has 200 men iv readiness, and will
take two pieces of artillery along with him.
Sixty men left here yesterday for Breathit
county,and are now ou their march to Juckson.
The KHellogg Government Restored, Etc.

NEW Orveans, Sept. 19.—Governer Kellogg
and such other state officers as are now in the
city went down to the State House at 10 o’clock
to-day, and the military authorities formally
delivered the building to them and furnished a

military guard,

The Seoretary of State, Speaker of the
House, Lientendnt Governor and Attorney
General are somewhere in the North, and it is
understood that Governor Kellogg has tele-
ﬁmphed for them to come back at ooce. He

as also telegraphed to the members of Con-
aress, who are all abroad from the state except
‘ongressman Smith, requesting them to return
at once to thﬁi;] pective constit i
. Governor Kellogg yesterday seut the follow-
mlg to Congressman Sypher and Senator West:
“I see by the Western papers that you have
severely criticired my leaving the State House,
1 left it on Monday at the earnest solicitation
of all our friends, the Lieut. Governor and the
Spealter of vhe Hounse being absent from the
state. An accident to me they felt would have
made the complications desperate. There were
none but colored militia in the state house, and
had they made any resistance they would have
been burned ont and massacred, the building
being entive indefensible. If our friends will
come here and help us we will be very glad.”

Probable Outrage.

AUGuUsTA, Ga., Bept. 20.—A report reached
this city this afterncvon that about 400 negroes
under the leadership of a negro named Tenant
intended to make an attack on the whites near
Riesea store in Edgefield county, 8. C., about
15 miles from Auoguste, It was reported some
unknown parties fired into the house of Tenant
last night and that be intended to retaliate on
the whites who assembled to resiit the assaulc.
A courier arrived here with a oote from a
prominent white citizen of Edgefield asking
assistance. A party was organized and was
on the eve of starting when another couarier
arrived bringing the information that Teoant
had been arrested by the civil anthorities, the
negroes had dispersed and all was quiet.

Scnator Morton on Beconstruction.

INDIANAPOLIS, Sept. 19.—Senator Morton
addressed an immense andience at the Masonic
Hall last night, upon ‘‘T'he Past and Present.”
He spoke earnestly and calmly and his re-
marks were frequestly applauded. He opened
by contradicting the assertion that reconstrue-
tion was a failure, claiming that the apparent
failure was due to the conduct of its enemies

and not because of intrinsic defects in tue sys-
tem. Resistance to reconstruction grows out of
opposition to the abolition of slavery and the
clevation of the negro to civil and political
rights. He condemned the White Leagues,

which, he said, have buta siongle prineiple—
that the white men should rule. In the ma-

jority of the Southern States thera has been a
high carnival of ciime for the past two mounths
but a amall portion of which is made known to
the Northern public. The news agents of the
Sonth are, with few exceptions, “Democaats
and sympathizers with these crimes, and some-
times participants,” If they have news of

larger massacres thay accompany it with apol-
ogies and justifications, Tae telegraph is load-
ed with reports that the negroes are conspiring
and the whiles are on the defensive, but when

the facts are known it turns out that only the
white Republicans are killed. All the negroes
ask is to Ee let alone. They koow that they
cannot cope with the whites in any struggle

with arms. The calumnies are made pretexts
for assassinations throughout the South. Itis
not a war of =aces, but a war against the Re-
publicans of the Soath, white and black, not
from any apprehension of social equality or
fear of the civil rights bill, but to make this a
white government and reduce the negroes as
nearly as possible to slaves.

The seizure of the state
by the MeEnery faction was in the nature of a
exican pronunciamento. 1E it is toleratad in
one state it will be adopted by another, There
is but one salvation for the South—the recog-
nition of the equal civil and political rights of
the colored people, and the protection of life
for all opinions and for all parties.
