Λ correspondent asks how to oat sci- 
on*, and wants a recipe for grafting wax. 

Scion·» may be cut any warm day in 
winter or early spring before the buds» 

begin to swell." They should be stored 

j in a cool cell.tr where they will neither 
I dry nor Mart to grow. Slightly damp 
«and will keep them perfectly, so will 

damp bom. Scions are sometunes cut 
the day they are «et, but this W not a 

safe practice except early in spring 
when it is usually too cold to graft 
with comfort. If there is any differ- 
ence the scion should always be a little 
behiud the stock in starting into growth, 
lirafting wax i« made of rosin, beeswax 
and tallow melted together in propor- 
tions to suit the operator. Au old 

recipe is f«»ur parts ro«in. two of bees- 
wax and one part of tallow. Another 
re\erses the last two. Both of these 
will stick to the hands If used dry. 
With wet hands they may be applied 
more readily. A better wax, though 
more costly, is made of three parts each 
of ro-in and beeswax and two of tallow. 
When the ingredients are melted thev 
should be poured Into a vessel of cold 
water, and when cool the mass can be 
worked like molasses candy. Drawn 
out into convenient sired sticks and 
rolled in paper they may be kept any 
length of time and be always ready f >r 

use. 
Another correspondent asks how to 

prune a grtpe vine and when to do It. 
To answer the last question first, the 

best time is as soon as the leaves an? 

all of)'in the fall. If done then it will 
not be Deflected later as Is too oft* η 

the case. The vines cannot be hanriWd 
when fro*en without d*nger of break- 
ing or splitting, otherwise there would 
be no harm in cutting off the surpli « 

wood at any time in winter before tte 
s*p begins to run. Some successful 
growers claim that no h«rnt will folio ν 

pruning up to the time growth begin·'. 
How to prune depends upon the corn! 
tion of the vine. If it Is an old one 

loug neglected, it m»y be a# well to cut 

it back so severely as to get no croi 

the ti'st se»M»o but a strong growth of 
new wood for the next vear's product 
I'h< re are »»veral methods of pruning. 
t»ut all pointing in one direction, th" 
encouragement of healthr new woot 
for next year's fruiting, the old to be 
cut away after bearing one crop, alst 
the shortening in of the new wood t» 

prevent the netting of more fruit thac 
th·* vine can carry t> perfection. A 
common fault in pruning is to leave an 

exc**ss oî new wood and more bunches 
of fruit than the vine can ripen thor- 

ough v. After -utnmt-r growth is well 
advanced it is well to nip the ends of 
the new <ht»ots to prevent wood growth 
at the expense of fruit. This «hould be 
done after the fruit is set. but a few 
good thrifty cnties should be saved 
without nipping to grow for next year's 
fruiting. If too much fruit sets part of 
it should be taken off and in some cases 

it is well to thin out the berries on the 
bunches.

That is a question that no human be- 
ing can answer and be sure that it is 

answered right. Any complete fertil- 
izer from manufacturers with a good 
reputation may be applied with reason- 

able hope of success, provided always 
that the user does his part lu the way 
of cultivation, aud the season I» fairly 
favorable. If unmixed chemicals are 

bought it will be safe to rely ou muriate 
of pota*h. dissolved bone and nitrate of 

*oda. The latter would be most profit- 
ably applied at two or three different 
times through the early summer, a», if

MAINE FARMING NOTES. 

EXCELLENT KE-CtTTTtNO SEASON. LES- 

SONS or A SHORT HAY CROP.. 

This winter ha· been remarkable so 

far in this locality for the light fall of 
too*, the absence of drifts and the gen- 
erally mild temperature. 

Men and teams are now returning 
from their annual trip to the Kennebec 
ice-fields, where they get a job varying 
from four to nix weeks in length, at 

! good pu y ; they report the job this year 
; * short one, there having been very 
! litt'e snow to scrape, and in consequence 
I a very tine quality of ice has been har- 
vested at small expense. 

The mild winter is favorable for the 
«mall hav-mows, and for this reason, as 

: also from the fact that substitutes hive 
taken its place, hay is not likely to be 
so scarce as was anticipated earlier, and 
the high price predicted has not as yet 
been realized. $!lt>$ll per ton being 
the price paid by shippers delivered at 
the station. 

Light hay crops are in many cases 

educators, and the necessity for economy 
proves a blessing in disguise. 

Many farmers now living date their 
experience in economic feeding from 
1*71, the "grasshopper year," when the 
hay crop was almost entirely destroyed, 
and other crops badly damaged by the 
swarms of grasshopper* that infested 
every field. A great deal of stock was 

wintered, carried through with little or 

no hay, substitutes In the shape of dif- 
ferent kinds of straw and cornjfodder 
being u«ed, and the**· in small amounts, 

i supplemented with grain feed of some 

kind. In this way it was learned that 
! stock could be wintered in good condi- 
; tlon on much less feed th*n before had 
been thought possible, and that a creat- 
ure did not require to be "stuffed" In 
order to do Its best, In after years, 
wheu full crops were secured, the 
knowledge thu- attained was profited 
by, and instead of resuming the old 
method, more stock was fed or hay sold. 

FARMERS ANO BAD GRAMMAR. 

A writer In the "Farmer's Friend" 
asks why It is that writers of stories In 
which farmers and farmers' families 
figure attribute »uch bad spelling and 
bid grammar to the characters they de- 

pict. If our wav of talking really 
sounds as these writers would make u« 

believe. then It Is quite time for us to 

turn about face, go hick to first prin- 
ciples and stu iy oik·»* in'ire our spelling 
hooks and grim mars. If fome of th»'se 
writ·r* would visit country and go 
around among our people thev would 
discover that while the conntrv folk 
m»y not be so fluent of speech as snm·· 

of our city cou»ins, thev have much 
«olid information, and appreciate and 
l>osse«s good manners. For countrv 

people not to progress, not to learn of 
the world's wav of doing and talking, 
argues that we do not read our grange 
p*(»ers, and those who do read the grange 
pt|w»rs faithfully will tell you that they 
feel that thev are abreast of their cltv 
cousins in the gl aning of Informa- 
tion and happening* in the world. Even 
the Sunday-school books give the same 

mistaken idea that the farmer Is unedu- 
cated. awkward, and not worth much 
consideration. Some writers describe a 

farmer's meal as consisting of salt pork, 
potatoes and brown bread. They forget 
that town and cltv tradesmen, eager for 
custom for the farmer's patronage, send 
their meat and grocerv wagons two or 

three times a week to the farmer's door. 
They forget the fresh butter, eggs and 
milk, the early vegetables and luscious 
fruit UKbe had right on the farm. 

SCISSORED AND PENNED. 
Some experiments recently nude at 

the SliMicbnuftU agricultural college 
by Asa S. Κ inner, seem to show that a 

current of electricity will accelerate the 
germination of seeds. In a collection of 
*e««de treated for twenty-four hours, 
thirtv per cent, more germinated under 
the current th)»u in lots untreated, and 
the seeds which received the electrical 
«timulu* gave * higher percentage of 
germination than other*. 

Agricultural colleges and farmer*' 
nstltutes are far more popular than 
heν were a few tear* ago. They have 
it-moustrated their usefulness to such 
in extent tint few. if anv, intelligent 
'ariuers would l>e willing to have them 
ibandoned. But while the merit of 
hese aids to profitable farming is more 

learlv and more generally recogui/ed 
ihan ever before, there is a good deal of 

misapprehension us to the expense that 
is Involved in their maintenance.—Prac- 
tical Farmer. 

The best information available from 
detached communities here and there 
ill over the I'nited States, as well as 

from general intelligence ou the sub- 

j ft, i* to the effect that the proportion 
ut good horse-tlesh to the population 
of the country has seldom, if ever, been 
as low us it is now. The discouraging 
conditions surrounding the horse mar- 

kets everywhere have had the natural 
efleet of turning stockmen away from 
the growing of good horses, until the 
r?*ult alluded to is so plainly manifest 
a* to admit of no question. What may- 
be expected as the legitimate result?— 
National Stockman. 

Farmers are proneeto run to extremes. 

Twenty years ago they depended mainly 
upou barnyard manure; then for a while 
green manures «ere all the rage, but for 
the last ten years none of the natural 
resources of the farm in the way of 
home fertilizers have been utilized on 

the majority of farms, but everybody 
pays out hard earned money for what in 
many cases is either openly wasted or 

but indifferently conserved.—Professor 
Jordan. 

S. B. Keach of Connecticut, writing 
to the 14 Country Gentleman," says : 

Nobody suffers more loss and incon- 
venience from bad roads than farmers. 
They regret the apparent prospect and 

probable necessity of a discontinuance 
of the good roads work, thus tar ac- 

complished by state aid. But, by un- 

wise management, the state has become 
«ο involved in debt, that a state tax on 

the towns is proposed. Much as they 
want good ronds, farmers had rather 
travel over poor ones than to be over- 

burdened by taxes to keep down Inter- 

est-bearing and ever-expanding debts. 

The new secretary of agriculture ap- 
préciais the full importance of stock 
husbandry to the farmer and to the 
country. The farmer of to-day, he says, 
who has learned the wisdom of diversi- 
fying his crops, raising cattle and look- 
ing after his dairy, ia in most instances 

indepenednt and prosperous.— Maine 
Farmer. 

Comfort and convenience are most ea- 

«entiil features to the country home, and 
if the farmer would keep the wrinklés of 
care from his brow, and have those 
about him happr and contented, be will 

look to these matters carefully and well. 
As a usual thing they are entirely over- 

looked.

LIVING IS PARIS. 

(From our Spec!*] Foretfrn Correspondent.) 

Pari*, France, March 16,1897. 
The problem of living In Paris la the 

greatest theme that confronts an A merl- 
on who cornea here. We shall not be 

likely to forget ocr first days of expert- 
enclog the joya of a boarder's lire Id 
Parla. The boarding place that had 
been previously engaged through cor- 

respondence, wae called an "Kngllah 
Home." for atudenta and governeaaea. 
Great atress had been laid on the luxury 
of a private room, which bad been prom- 
laed, ao one|nlght after dark we proceed- 
ed towards our future abode. 

The cabman who takca luggage from 
one place to another, of courae will cot 

load the trunks, ao a middle-man muu 
be provided. In order to put more money 
in circulation, for foreignera Invariably 
think Americana are made of money, ao 

they atudy up all aorts of achemes to 

Ket It away from them. 
If the place you happen to strike ha* 

no coHcirr-jf, or what we call janitor, you 
must hunt up some kind of a man to 
take your trunks Into the house, and If 
vou happen to be a atranger in a atrange 
land, and can't FYamcai*, very 
likely you will have to lake your truok 
off v'ouraelf and carry it up more or leaa 
flight a of atalra—moatly more—we've 
only had elx ao far. We were fortunate 

enough to have an interpreter in our 

party, who after aeveral futile attempt» 
In tecking a man, nt laat succeeded In 
finding one. All your other luggage, 
steamer trunk, gripsack, umbrella and 
steamer wraps, you must carry up your- 
aelf or pay another fee, ao we shoulder 
our kn tpsack and march. 

Simehi·*, by Instioct or other sup»r- 
nalural or astrological power, we find 
our way to a back entrance, after going 
through a hole in the high board fence 
with which every houae is surrounded 
here, and through a damp, dank, dark 
court into a narrow back alley way, and 
at last emerge into a tuck yard, where 
a! th·· back door stands the matron of 
thi* imposing habitation, with a candle 
in her hand.

one should have our steamer rug to 

wrap around her, and the other one 

ahould have our warm woolen ahawl. 
At last we reach our room after grop- 

iug up a stairway, narrower and dirtier 
than the stairs that go to your hen loft 
in the barn. We find it contains two 

beds, each of which would comfortably 
accommodate a knife-Made if turned up 
edgewise, and the apace between, which 
was the entire territory of the room.

not alone tod friendless, the night would 
have beta a weary one. In (be morning 
the tame sweet ministering presence

Kven the stoves, when you are lucky 
enough to tlud one, *re non-heeted, for 

you can actually sit down ou one and not 
burn your clothes. These stoves might 
remiud you of your days of doll house- 

keeping. for they are not much larger 
than a to> utensil, and one of them Is 
considered enough to warm a whole 
house. being moved from room to room 

when one room is considered sufllciently 
heated for the day. 

No one can wonder that the statistics 
of the city of Paris alone give the num- 

ber of deaths from consumption as 20,- 
(NX) yearly. We can truthfully say that 
so far ae've had a hand-to-hand tussle 
with the thermometer, but mu«t confess 
to being vanquished. Some of the girls 
here who have money to burn have to

o'clock. The cooking here is very good, 
what there is of it, but even that part of 
the struggle for existence is carried on 

with the same degree of smallness that 

everything else is, for several times 
some of us have gotten up from the table 
with the same '*achlng void" that we sat 
down with. It is of no Infrequent oc- 

currence for the vegetables to give out 
before they have been much more than 
half-way around. The vegetables a/id 
other iugredients are generally of the 

cheapest kind, frequently the only vege- 
table being stewed dry white beans with 
no seasoning whatever, and the dessert 
is usually dry crackers and stewed 
prunes, at which we all turn up our noses 

at home. 
For drink we must either use the 

water which all physicians say is deadly, 
or else the sour wine, which In view of 
our State of Maine prohibition princi- 
ples we had resolved not to touch, pre- 
ferring to dry up and blow away for 
want of moisture; but it is one thiug to 
make all these good resolves and an- 

other thing to keep them—in Paris'—for 
we can imagine that a traveller in the 
desert of Sahara would drink almost 

anything he could get hold of, even if 
he belonged to all the total abstinence 
societies in creation when he was "ter 
hum so the only thing we can do is to 

perform the miracle of turning water 
into wine—turning about half a glass of 
water into the same quantity of wine, 
and then turn this concoction into a 

woman. 
For all these luxurious appointments 

and accommodations we pay the price 
of $7.00 per week, and when the extra 
luxuries of lights and laundry are count· 
ed in, It brings it up to about $8.00. If 

you are a bloated bondholder you can 

buy a lamp for $5 00, and kerosene oil

NEW ROAD LAWS. 
The legislature which has just ad- 

journal turned down the bill for a state 
commissioner of highway», which was 

endorsed by th** State R«»ard of Trade ; 
but nevertheless It made some radical 
charge· In the road laws — more proba- 
bly than most of th« citizens of the state 
realize. 

Ια the Hr«t place, bv < hapter 2»'·»> of 
the public law* of this segatoa, the edu- 
cational and statistical work reliting to 

highway*, which was provided for in 
the com mission bill, is placed upon the 
Board of Agriculture, and the amount 
that may be annually expended in in- 
stitute work is increased live hundred 
dollars to allow for this line of work. 

<'hapter II4 provides for the removal 
of bushes and «hubbery growing within 
the limits of the highways. Whether 

putting those words into th** statute will 
make any actual difference in the care of 
the highways is a question that can only 
be determined by the workings of the 
law. 

Chapter 3Φ, passed near the close of 
the leasioo, is the one which makes 
radical changes. In the first section of 
the law as printed in the «upplement 
sheets there is very evidently a clerical 
error. If the same error appears In the 
engrossed bill signed by the governor, 
that section mav be of no effect. Pro- 
viding it is all right, then the effect of the 
law. if we understand it rightly, is this: 
The "working out" of highway taxes 

is done awar. Highway taxes are 

to be assessed like all other taxes. The 
care of the roads in each town is placed 
in the hands of one road commissioner. 
who »hi»ll S*· elected by ballot at the an- 

nual in>'ftirnr. aud «hail not be one of the 
selectmen. He I» to be sworn, to give a 

satisfactory bond, to have entire charge 
of the expeuditure of the highwav 
BOOfT, and to receive not less than #2 00 

per day for hi* services. 
Seventy-live per cent of the highway 

money must be expended before the 
Hfteenth day of July, and the balance at 

the discretion of the commissioner. 
This law takes ♦ (T»*ct March 1. «ο 

It will make no dilTerence in the high- 
way repairs for this year, but each town 
will have to rai«e it* highwar taxes In 

money and choose a road commissioner, 
at its annual meeting next spring. 

This law will make a decidedly radi- 
cal change in the manner of caring for 
the highways, in a large portion of the 
Maine towns, and will doubtless have a 

great deal of adverse criticism : but there 
c*n be little doubt th.it the new method, 
with its concent rated responsibility and 
direct administration, is much mon· 
1 u»ines»-like than the old method.

EXPERIMENT STATION BULLETIN. 

JAPANESE MILI.ET. BARN-YARD GRASS. 

The Massachusetts Agricultural Ex- 
periment Station has recently introduced 
three ne»- varieties of millets from Japan 
Among them Is a varletv of barn-yard 
grass, Pauicum Cm* *Mi/ii„whlch, while 
it differs In its haMts of growth, is botan· 
Ically Identical with the common barn- 
yard" grass. The variety from Jspan ha# 
been grown for a few years at the 
Massachusetts Experiment Station. Pro- 
fessor Brooks of thatStatlon Is very 
enthusiastic abont It, and Γ» com- 
mends it as a fodder crop, either 
for feed lug green or for the 
silo. As a forage plant it may yield 
ten to twelve tons of fodder per acre, 
and when thinly sown In rows aboat a 

foot apart, a yield of flfty to ninety 
bu<hels of seed may be obtained. 

Ordinary barn-yard grass I* a coarse 

arnunl, with stems two to four feet in 
length, appearing In mid-summer, In 
low, somewhat d*mp places or on culti- 
vated ground·. The ordinary variety I» 
a very troublesome weed. Professor 
Brooks says: "This Japanese variety 
of the species Ins not become a weed 
here, however, although the seed docs 
not lo««* all vitality during the winter. 
Although it Is possible- that It might 
under some circumstances become 
troublesome, it is hardly liable to prove 
more so than clover or «inter wheat, 
for instance."

Gloxinias from Suds —Gloxinias, 
to my mind, approach as nearly to the 
perfect flower aa can reasonably be ex· 

pected. For jean I was not sneceesfnl 
with the full-crown belbe, and even now. 

after many experiments, failures will 
come; bat they may be invariably traced 
to some neglect of their needs. I have 
grown them from seeds, and fonnd 
many flne colors In a packet of mixed 
teed», but 1 have never succeeded In get- 
ting them to bloom the flret year; 1 

Satiently waited, like many another 
ower "crank," until they got ready to 

unfold their beauty, and have always 
felt the sight of the blossoms wat well 
worth waiting for. Jnat now I can re- 

call no flowering plant which to fully 
realize· my Idea of perfection—not even 
the rote (the queen), or the lily in all it· 
statellnet·. I wonder It it 1c partly be- 
cause the labor and care expended upon 
the gloxinia I· greater* You know, a 
mother hat greater love for her afflicted 
child—one the cradled and watched over 

oigbt after night—and her heart yearn· 
over this one more than over the rugged, 
healthy one·. Perhaps thit theory le 
correct. 1 only know the gloxinia it my 
pet. The tuber· are a little difficult to 
keep over winter, but I have good sue- 
cett if they are kept warm. I have a 

"belf in my sitting room, and upon thl·. 
in a j«r of tond, covered to keep out the 
light, I put the dry bulb·, and a· early 
at February they will begin to show life, 
when thev may be potted and brought to 
a tunny wludow. 

How το Sow Small or Di st-likk 
Skki>s —Now for the way to plant seeds 
of thlt ami any other pUnt with flne 
«eeds, to insure growth. I utuallv pro- 
cure flat cigar-box»*, bore several gimlet- 
bole· in the bottom, cover them with 
broken bitt of charcoal, and ov*r thit a 
little «phsgnum mots. For the soil use 
wood» earth and a little coarse sand. You 
must have a porous soil, one that will not 
bake. Fill the box or flat to within an inch 
of the top, and then set it Into a pan of 
boiling water, the toil having been flrst 
sifted. When the moisture reaches the 
top set out to cool and drain, then sow 
the tiny seeds in rows or broadcast, as 

you choose. Sift over all the tinest bit 
of dry sphagnum, and set the box on a 
warm brick on a shelf near the stove. 
You will not have to water again until 
the seedlings are up. which will be In 
eleven or twelve day·, sometime· sooner. 

Keep a pane of glas· over it, and when 
they begin to peep out, remove to a light 
window, though not a sunny one for 
the gloxinias. Now 1· a critical time for 
the little seedling·, for there is great 
danger of their damping off. Haine the 
glass often and wipe off the moisture 
collected there, or If they are in need of 
water, set the box Into a pan of tepid 
water as before. As soon as they are 
out of the seed-leaf transplant to another 
shallow box of earth, of the same kind, 
one inch apart, and treat much in the 
same way until you have transplanted 
into the pots in which they are to bloom ; 
by this time they will be stocky plants. 
<md will soon begin to show bud·. I am 

«peaking of plant· in general, such a· 
tuberous begonias. The gloxinias, how- 
ev«r, do not bloom for me until the 
second year; I keep them growing all 
the time until they do bloom. 

There is so much enjoyment in a trial 
of seed that It fully repay· one for the 
trouble. 

RECIPES. 
Ijttle Caramel Pul»i»in<;.—Put four 

tablespoonful· of granulated sugar in a 

clean fry log-pan and »tlr over a moder- 
ate Are till it melt#, being careful not 
to let it become too dark. Divide this in 
six Muall moulds, turning each ·ο that 
the bottom and a part of the «Idea may 
be coated with the caramel. In a bowl, 
heat together thne egg· and four table- 
spoonfuls of sugar ; add one and one-half 
cup· of tnilk and one teaepoouful of 
v«nllla. Kill the mould· with this mixt- 
ure, te: In a pan of warm water, and 
bake In a verv moderate oven till Arm in 
the centre. Turn out at once and »erve 
ice cold. 

Delicate i't nt>ix«.—Two-third· of a 

cup of orange juice, one third of a cup 
cf lemon juice, one cup of water, the 
w bite· of three egg*, three tablespoon- 
ful· of cornstarch, a pinch of salt and 
sugar to sweeten. l^it the fruit jelce 
and water on a tire, sweeten to taste, 
and, when boiling, stir in the cornstarch 
dissolved in a little cold water. Boll 
slowly ten minute· and add the whites 
of the eggs stitHy beaten. Mix well, 
take from the fire and turu into a wetted 
mold. Serve cold, with a sauce made of 
the egg yolks, one pint of milk, three 
tablespoonfuls of sugar and flavoring. 

("ki llers —f »ne cupful of butter, two 
cupful· of sugar, four eggs, one-fourth 
of a teaspoonful of nutmeg, one and one- 
htif teaspoonful* of baking powder, one 

cupful of milk, one-half a teaspoonful of 
salt, eutlk-ient flour to roll out. ('ream 
the butter and sugar, add the beaten 
eggs, flavoring and silt, and enough 
flour to make a batter, alternating with 
the tnilk. Sift in the baking powder, 
tbeu add more flour until you have a med- 
ium stifl* dough. Roll out a little bit of 
the dough and test one by frying in the 
hot fat. If it soaks, work a little more 
flour in the dough. 

Omelet Souffle —The whites of six 
egg·, the yolk· of three, three table- 
spoonfuls of powdered sugar, the juice 
of one-half a lemon. Beat the egg yolks 
and sugar until light and thick; add a 

pinch of salt to the yolk and whip very 
stiff*. Pour the yolk mixture over th·- 
w bites and cut lightly together, at the 
same time spriukling over the lemon 
juice, l'ut lu a pastry bag and pre·· out 
on an earthenware platter. Dust thickly 
w ith sugar and bake about six minutes 
in a very hot oven. Serve at once, as it 
« ill not stand. 

Ckeameu K«.tis —Six hard-boiled 
eggs, one and one half cups of milk, two 
level tablespoonfuls of butter, one and 
one-half tablespoonfuls of flour, one- 
half a teaspoonful of salt, onefourth of 
a teaspoonful of pepper, one tablespoon- 
ful of chopped parsley. Put the butter, 
flour and seasoning in a saucepan over 
the fire; when melted and mixed, add 
the milk and stir until it thickens. Add 
the eggs, sliced, simmer five minutes, 
stir in the parsley and serve. 

Mush Muffins.—Two cups of warm 
cornmeal mush, two cups of milk, two 
tablespoonfuls of sugar, two tablespoon- 
fuls of melted butter and sufficient flour 
to make a drop batter. Mix in order 
given, add one-half a cake dissolved in 
a little lukewarm water and heat Ave 
minutes. Stand in a warm place until 
light. Half All your muffin rings, set on 
a well-greased griddle and, when raised 
and brown on the under side turn and 
brown on the other side. 

German Puffs.—In « saucepan over 
the Are put one cup of milk and two 
tablespoonfuls of butter. Wheo boiling 
stir in one cup of Aour until a thick 
paste is formed. Remove, and when al- 
most cold add the yolks of four eggs, one 
at a time. When well incorporated add 
the whites to a stiff froth. Pot in four 
well-greased pans, brush over with beat- 
en egg and bake about thirty minutes in 
η hot oven. 

Raised Muffins.—Scald one pint of 
milk, add one tablespoonful of butter 
nod, when melted, one tablespoonful of 
sugar and two beaten eggs. When the 
mixture is lukewarm add one quarter of * 
yeast cake dissolved in a little lukewarm 
water and Aour sufficient to make a drop 
batter. Let stand over night and do not 
etir in the morning, but lift oat lightly 
with a spoon and drop in muffin rings on 
a hot griddle, or in gem pans, and bake 
in a quick oven. 

Tomato Fricassee —Id a saucepan 
put one-half of a can of tomatoes, one 

heaping tablespoonful of batter, ult and 
peper to season very highly and a pinch 
of baking soda. Simmer fifteen minâtes, 
add three well-beaten eggs and take from 
the Are the moment It b gins to thicken.

Date Puffs.—Two eggs, one cap of 
sagar, one-fourth of a cap of milk, one 
teaspoonfal of baking powder and floor 
to make a thin batter.
