The address was upon the subject of
carnivorous plants, and Dr. jjooker explained
and demonstrated by experiment some ex-
iaorl.linarl'.; d::covetiea of Llhlr. Darwin's.

mong other things, says a Liwv
he showed a plaut called “Dionmoﬁl,wlhe'
leaves of which were open. A fly was
tured and put upon a leaf, which instantly
closed, and on mupeuing. it was found that
the fly was completely dissolved. A bit of
beef was afterward consumed in the same
way. The leat was then fed with [cheese,
which dis:ﬁreed with it !horribly, and event-
ually killed it. Dr. Hooker explained that
the plant’s action was precisely similar to that
of tho human stomach. The leaf rejected a
piece ot wet chalk. Professor Huxley, in
moviog a vote of thanks, said these phenom-
ena formed a wonderful problem. The plant
had certainly a nervous ssystem of its own.

Arvesting Deeny in Petatoes,

Various plans for arresting decoy in pota-
toes afier digging bave from time been made
publie, such as dusting with quick-lime, gyg-
sum, charcoal dust, ete. Prolessor Church,
of Cirencester, England, the eminent jagri-
cultural chemist, announces that sulphbite ot
lime appears to exercise a very remarkable
influence in arresting decay in potatoes affect-
ed by the potato disease. In one experiment
the salt was dusted over some tubers
ly decayed from this cause, as they were be-
ing stowed awxay. Some mootbs alterward
the potatoes were found to have no further
injury. A similar trial with powdered lime
proved 16 be much less effective.

Sentimentalism in the Fxeculive Couneil.

We have no disposition to impugn the sin-
cerity and good faith of the Governor’s Coun-
cil. " The five gentlemen who advised against
the commutation of Wagner's sentence, thus
makiog it necessary for the Governor to di-
reet hiis execution, no doubt have the true
interests of society at heart.  Yet it is plain
that they bave yielded to feeling and impulse
rather than to reason. The predominant no-
tion has be:n the atrocily of the erime, the
ill desert of thie eriminal and the innocence
and helplessness of his vielims, These con-
“siderations alove, we adwit, are caleulated to
Inspire auy sympathelic nature with the feel-
ing that “hanging 1s (oo good for him."” It
caunct be deuied that the crime had every
agzravation of deliberation, crueity and re-
morselessness, But men who oceupy, nuder
the laws of the siate, a judicial position, are
bounnd to take iuto consideration the whole
ease and to fouud their decision on general
principles, having reference not only to the
offender and his erime, but to the future wel-
fare of the state and the philosophy of pun-
ishment and penalties,  As DGen Jonson said |
almost three centuries ago:

In gre t affyira and donbtful, it behooves

. Men that are askod their sentence, 1o be free
From hate or love, anger or pliy;
For where the least of these doth hinder, there
The wnind n ¢ easily discerns the truth,

T irning their attention for a time from the
awfal m'dnight tragedy at Smutty Nose, the
Counei! were bound to consider, amoug other
(things, this question: 1roes the law, as it now
stands, coutemplate a resort to the gallows
excep’ under extraordinary circumstances,
sueli as a homicide committed by an inmale
of the state priscn?  We believe that the his-
tory of the law will compel an answer in the
negative. There is a disposition, to be sure,
among some of the opponents as well as the
advocales of capital punishment to regard the
law 28 a wretebed evasion of responsibility
ou the part of {he legislature, which has nat-
urally Eeen followed by a corresponding eva-
sicu on ‘the part of successive execulives.
But Lhe fact that toe people of Maine, acting
through this legislature, have lelt the law sub.
stantially as it now is ever since 1837, is quite
couclusive evidence Lhat they Lave had a
clear, decisiye purpose in ‘it and that they
have known exactly what they meant. That
purpose seems lo have been to practically
abolish. capital punishment, while leaving
lodged somewhere the power to make use, in
great emergencies, of the rejected penalty.
At any rale this was the ioterpretation put
‘upon it by every Governor from Kent to
Chamberlain, including Fairfield, Kavanagh,
Anderson, Dana, Hubbard, Crosby, A.P. Mor-
ritl, Wells, Williams, L, M. Morrill, Washburn,
Coburn ‘and Cony.  Governor Cony Is-
sued his warrant for the execution of
4 convict who murdered his keeper,
‘in aceordance with whal apaears to be the
intent of the law. There were then no more
execuations till Feb, 5, 1869, when Gov., Cham-
berluin, holding that his predecessors bad
skunned a do'y unmistakably imposd upon
them by law, Langed the negro boy Hanis,
A-desperate effort-was then made in the leg:
islature to sustain the Governor in the course
lLe had taken, but wo change was made ex-
cept t:'o‘rem The %ﬁ:?tﬁ%w'!ﬁue his war "
rant in capital cases -unless, alter a review by
the Council, the sentence was commuted or
the convict pardoned. No more was intend-
ed by the law of 1869 than to secure the Qrm-
al consideration and disposal of each case by
ihe Governor and Couucil,’instead of allow-
ing the conviel to hold his life fur years at the
discretion of a Governor who might at any
time issue a warraut for his execution, or
might change his sentence to, pernetual im-
prisonment merely by deferring to issue bis
warrant. That po more than this was in-
dended is shown by the uniform practice of
the ‘Couneil. under both Chamberlain and
Perbam, of commutivg all sentences on
which they were called to act. And the leg-
islature of last winter, being loudly called up-
on by gentlemen of great ability and persever-
anee lo condemn this practice, did most em-
phatically approve and authorize it by refus
ing to make any change whatever in the law
which bad been so interpreted. Subsequent
Lo the banging of Ha:ris murders were fre
quent and atrocious, but in po instance did
the Council reach the conclusion that the law
of 1869 had re-established capital punishment
as a’penalty to be enforced asa matler of
course even in cises of the most atrocious
crimes ; and after five years of uniform com-
mutation, the legislature was so far from dis-
approving this so called **neglect” and *laxi
ty,” that it came mnearer taking away the
power to bang altogelber than making the
erection of the gallows imperative,

Gov. Dingley, in addressirg the Council in
Wagner's cise, makes use of language which
seems to indicate that the amendment of
1869 increased the stringency of (he law and
that Harriz was hanged in compliance with
it. He says: *‘I shall follow the practice ot
tbe two chiel magistiates who have cceu-
pied the chair since the enactment of this
provision of law”—that is, execute unless
the Couneil advises pardon or commautation.
Ungquestionably the Governor has now no
discretion in the matter, if the Council is de-
termined upon an executior, but the appar-
ent reference to a diversity of praclice since
the law of 1869 was passed, is evidently the
result of a mistake. Harris was haunged be-
fore the new provision was enacted, and
under that provision there Las, so far, been |
no execation. Judge Goddard himself, in
aleuer published . last winter, says: “‘Al-
though repeated eaoital convictions have |
beéen 1iad since 1869, when this law was
passed, yet no executions have taken place.”

We mentiou this point in Gov. Dingley's
statement because we are reluctant to have
the groundless impression prevail that some
how the amendment of 1869 imposed upon
the executive, including the Council, some
new duly or obligation to enforce capital
punishmen., beyond what is clearly set forth
in its provisions. But no more need be said |
to show a clear purpose on the part ol the
people and lawmakers of Maine to continue
a Dloodless administration of the eriminal
law. I the limits of a newspaper arti.le
wounld permil we might sbow, as bas been
a thousand times shown before, that the-
shedding of blood as a means of deterring
from crime is worse than useless; that i,
brutalizes more than it intimidates; that
Maine has never received any benefit from
this species of punishment when it has been,
at infrequent intervals, applied; that states
using milder penalties areat least quite as
exempt from Lhe bhigher ciimes as those
where the gallows is still maintained; that
the pumishment of crime in this state is
much more certain than it would be under
a bloolier code; and finally that the death
penalty is a relic of barbarism, entirely in-
consistent with any well-considered mod-
ern theory of justice, sseial science or
humaplty.

EVERY reader of the Prrss should bear
in mind that the exhibition of the Maine
Pomological Society at City Hall is the fullest
add finest display of what the state can do in
the production of fine fruit, to say nothing
of flowers, ever held in Maine, ang should
be patronized by all our peoble.

BOILER EXPLOSION,

One Man Killed nud Three Othery SBlight-
ly Injared.

Yesterday morning about 7 o’clock as the
gravel train on the Ogdensburg road was ap-
proaching the Stroudwater crossing, about two
miles [rom this city, the fireman, Simeon Me-
Donald, noticed steam escaping from the left
gide of the boiler. He bent forward to ree
what it was, when, in less than a second the
whole top of the boiler was blown off, striking
the engineer, George C.Smith,in the head
throwing bim from the ecab, killing him in-
stantly. The fireman, Mr. McDonald, the con-
duoctor, H. P. Barrett, and the brakeman, J. H.
Farrington, all of whom were in the cab at the
time of the accident, escaped with but slight
injury. Mr. Thomas Nelson, who was tending
the brake on the rear car, was knocked to
ground by some of the splinters from the boil-
er.

The engine was the Ssco, No. 2, and built
at the Fortland Company in 1870. The explo-
sion parted the tender from the train, and they
both run some distance before they stopped, the
engine and tender leadimg the train several
rods. The section man was near by at the time
of the accident, and.at once went to Mr. Smith,
but finding him dead immediately started for
the city to warn the passenger train of the ac-
cident. The rail on which the driving wheel
rested at the time of the accident was badly
bent.

Coroner Gould was at once notified of the
accident and went out and brought the body of
Smith to the city. The following gentlemen
were sammouned asa jury to investigate the
case: C. H. Haskell, foreman, George Milliken
J. F. Randall, J. B. Knights, Frank Fox and
R. O, Conant. In company with the coroner
the jury visited the scene of the accident, and
then returned to the city to hear the testimony
of the witnesses. Three hundred feet from the
track lays the top of the boiler, and it most
weigh upwards of balf a ton. Otber parts of
the engine are strewn promiscuously on either
side of the track. An oil can was carned abont
four hundred feet and left beside the dinper
pail of the engineer. The juryexpected to
have been brought directly back to the city, but
owing to the absence of the Superintendent,
Mr. Hamilton, they were oblized to remain
there some time. Mr. Smith, who was killed,
leaves a wife and child, at North Conway,

where he lived. His age was about 28, and he
has been employed on the road about three
years,

The cause of the accident is thought by some
to be a defect in the boiler, while others thiok
that the water must have been low. There is
said to have been a flaw in the boiler where it
barst.

The coronar’s jury met in the Gounty Attor-
ney’s office at half past three.

The evidence obtained
went to show that the water in the boiler was
all right, and that the accident was cansed by a
flaw in the boiler.

Horticulinral Socicties’ Exhibition at
City Hiall.

Woman Suffcage.

Picnic at 01d Orchard,

The woman's suffrage picnic, 80 popular in
the neigbboring state of Massachusetts, has
found its way into Maine, and the flrst gather-
ing of this particular description was held at
Lane and Cleaves’ pavilion, Old Orchard beach
yesterday. The scheme originated in the head
of Mrs. Dr. Drury, Sezretary of the Woman
Suffrage Association of Haverhill, seconded by
Mr. A. J. Hoyt, editor of the Haverhill Daily
Balletin. Advantageons arrangements were
made with the Boston & Maine railroad, and
yesterday forenoon’s train deposited at Old
Orchard some five handred of the advocates
of woman's right to vote and to enjoy the same
privileges as her brother, from Boston, Haver-
Lill, Georgetown, Newbaryport, Lawrence,
Exeter and Dover. Among the prominent
ladies and gentlemen present were H. B, Black-
well of the Woman’s Journal, Mrs. Blackwell,
better known as Lucy Stone, Miss Eastman, a
prominent lecturer in the movement, Mr, Al-
drich, night editor of the Boston Globe, and
the Strickland sisters of Chelsea, who deserve
prominence on account of the excellent sing-
ing and dramatic recitatiors with which they
enlivened the occasion.

The meeting was held in Lane & Cleaves’
pavilion, and was presided over by Mr. A. J.
Hoyt of Haverhill, whoin a fow appropriate
remarks welcomed the audieace. The Strick-
land sisters then sang “‘The Battle Hymn of
the Rapublie.”

The first speaker was Miss Eastman, a lady
prominent in the woman's suffrage movement,
and who has devoted considerable time to lec-
turing upon it, though probably not so well
koown in this section as the speakers who fol-
lowed. Her remarks, which were made in a
elear and intelligible style, were counfined par-
ticularly to the discriminations which the laws
made against women, and the opposition which
she enconntered from universities in her efforts
to gain a liberal education. Her remarks were
pertinént and, unfortunately for the mascaline
gender who sat beneath her words, were true.
Her brief address was well received, and after
the singing of the hymn, “Pass Upder the
Rod,” by the Strickland sisters, Mrs. Lucy
Stone was introduced. She said:

My feelings were early aroused to asense of
woman’s wrongs by pondering the question
suggested by the spectacle of a woman ill used
by a drunken husband, ““Why don’t she leave
bim,” and the answer, ‘‘because she weuld be
obliged to leave her children also as the law
gives them to him, and he would have the
right to retain them in his costody.” I asked
why shouldu’t the mother bave a right to her
children. Again, 1 saw the husband of a wife
who had worked hard with ber partner to gain
the little property they had, die, and I saw the
law step in and coant the saucers and spoons
in the household, and count out a certain num-
ber for the wife and set off a tract of land,and
I asked why hadu’t the wife a right to the
property she had earned. And other people
raised the question too,and the worman’s move-
ment began simply because it coaldn’t keep
still, apd simply said why shouldn’t women
enjoy the same rights and privileges as men,
The law, through the asking, grew better and
gave to women their earnings for work outside
the house. and secured to taem the property
they had before marriage, which isa deal
to b2 thankfal for. Yet, in every state, the law
is still nojust and it will not be just until wo-
men have a right to vote. Men have made the
laws and they have taken care to protect
themselves, This discrimination against wo-
men would have been impossible if women had
had a part in making the law. A full quarter
of a century ago I came to the Legislatare of
Maiine and the law has been somewhat modi-
fied since. The onl ple now wuo don’t
vote in Maine, are the Indian3 not taxed and
the women. In Massachusetts the excepted
classes are the women, felons, fools and luna-
tics, Power says one thingand justice another.
Bat our claim is sure to be heard and righted
eventually by justice. The day is not far away
when women will vote with men, both being
benpefited thereby. The question involves a
growth of ideas, a change in our civilization.

Can any one tell why woman shouldn't enjoy
the same privileges as man? He no more
right to say that government is his pre tive
than woman. Personally [am in mo harry.
Bat I remember that in 1876 we fill out a full
hundrec years of national existeoce, and there
is to be a grand celebration in honor of those
who refused to be taxed without representa-
tion, and I hate to have it told that 15.000,000
of women are still held 1n bondage.

Men of Maine, I wish there had not been a
tie on this question in your last Legislature.

ut you have elected Gov. Diogley, who, 1

hink, is in favor of woman's suffragze, though
he failed to say anything about it in his mes-
sage, and yon have still the power to do justice
to the women and save yourselves from the
shame of being a set of cowards.

Women of Maine, if you let these men sleep
by your sides and forget that you have the
same rights as they, yon will deserve tv be
taxed without representation, as yoa now are.

Mrs. Stone's remarks were received with ap-
plause. After a song, “The Rainy Day,” by
the Strickland sisters, Mr. Aldrich, of the Bos-
ton Globe, was introduced and spoke as fol-
jows:

Since we last met the influence of the foul-
est calumny that ever the incacnate fiends of
hell concocted, has been thrown upon the fair
pames of those engaged in this reform. All
the vileness and villainy of that foul hate have
been made by the enemies of truth and reform
to reflect discredit upon those who are earpest-
ly endeavoring to raise the standard of right
and morality. When the blank cartridges of
ridicale from the enemies of reform fell harm-
less upon the advanecing forces of progress;
when the poisoned arrow of sarcasm was turne
back with deadly effect upon those who hurled
it npon us; when the solid shot and shell of

marks/were not specially edifying and were
addressed principally to the wild waves.

The closing remarks of the meeting were
made by an elder of the socioty of Shakers,
who gave a briefaccount of the success which
the recognition of woman's rights had met
with in that community.

Extension of the Civil Scrvice Rales.

‘W asHINGTON, Sept. 22.—The follpwing order
has just been promulgated:

General Order No. 4.

It appears to me from their trial at Washing-
ton aund the city of New York that a farther
extension of the civil service rnles will promote
the eﬂieienc{ of the pnblic service, it is ordered
that such rules be and they are hereby extended
to the several federal officers at the city and in
the customs district at Boston, and that proper
m&eas:rea be taken for carrying this order into
effect.

The theme of the meeting is the value and
worth of woman. Thia world has existed
6000 years and in no country has women get
eoioyed her full rights. And becausa this has
been so during those ages, men are disposed to
think that it must continue. The eminent
Euoglish novelist, Wilkie Collins, says woman
is pever happy till she has found a master, and
Miss Mulogh eghoes the same sentiment. This
is a view of woman’s rights from an Hoglish
standpoint. But this meeting says that woman
shall have no master, for if it does not it is all
bugh. We are here to say that women shall
be free, that every husband who commands her
to obey is a usurper. We are here to proclaim
8 pew Joctrine of marriage—the doctrine of
the Bible, the doctrine pf Jesus Christ, the
dogctrine of right and of common sense—to de-
clare that marriage is a partuership of equals.
The wife is not to obey; both are equal part-
pers for life,

T'his is not the marriage of the commen law,
nor of Maine or Massachusetts. The law of
Massachusetts defines marriage to be a condi-
tion of servitqde ou the part of tha wile. , The
latter is hound to give the husband her service
and labor, and he in return must supply her
with necessaries. A woman at the baliot box
don't count so mnch as an _ignorang steerage
passenger of an emigrant ship, who bas been in
this country three years. Itis a disgrace that
we allow our women to be classed below the
most ignorant citizen. They are entitled to
all the rights of men (a voice—Should bhold
cfiice, do military duty?) Yes tiedv can do
military duty betier than many cowardly men.
(Here was a little confusion consequent upon
an individual who persisted in asking ques-
tions, cries of **put him ont’’ being plenl.y.‘}

The speaker then went on to discuss women’s
work in the war ayd gaid that we couldn't
have fought to a sycgessfgl iggue if it hadn't
been for the women, He cited the Wyoming
experiment to show the healthful influence of
women on juries. ‘““Where,” he asked, ‘‘do
men get the right togovern women?" 1f the
right to vote were simply a question of muscle
many men would be disfranchised by women,
and if it werc a question of brains,certainly she
was 88 capable of forming an intelligent opin-
ion as the majority of men who voted. Those
men who exercised the right ot suffrage most
intelligently were those who had® had good
mothers, He believed every reform would be
promoted by extending the right of suffrage to
woman.

. The Fool of Five Forks.

RY DRET HARTE,

He lived ajone, I do not think this pecul
“iarity. arose from any wish to withdraw his
{oolisliness from the rest of the camp, nor

was it probable that the combined wisdom of

Five Forks ever drove him into exile. My
impression is that he lived alone from choice
—=a choice he made long before the camp iu-
dulged in any eriticizrne of his mental capacit d‘
He was much given to moody reticence, and,
although to onlward appearances a sirong
man, was always complaining of ill health.
1ndeed, one theory of his isolation was that
it afforded him better opportunities for taking
medicine, of which he habitually consumed
large quantities,

His folly first dawned upon Five Forks
theough the Post Office windows. He was
for a long time the only man who wrote
howme by every mail, his letters being always
directed to the same person—a woman, Now
il so happened that the bulk of the Five
Forks correspondence was usually the other
way ; there were many letlers received—the
majority being in 1he female hand—but very
few answered. .

“The men received them indiffereutly, or as
a matter of course; a few opened and read
them on the spot with a barely repressed
smile ot self-conceit, or quite as frequently
glanced over them with undisguised impa-
tience, Some of the letters began with “My
dear husband,” and some were never called
for. Dut the fact that the only regular corre-
spondent of Five Forks never reveived any
reply became at last quite notorious. Con-
sequently, when an envelope was received
bearing the stamp of the “Dead Letter Of
fice” addressed to the Fool, under the more
convenlent title of **Cyrus Hawkins,” there
was quile a fever of excitement. I do not
know how the seeret leaked out, but 1t was
eventually known to the camp that the enve-
lope contained Hawkins’ own letters return-
edl? This was the first evidence of his weak-
ness; any man who' repeatedly wrote to a
woman who did not reply must be a fool, I
think Hawkins' suspected that his folly was
known to the cawmp, but he took refuge in
symptoms of chills ana fever, which he at
once developed, and effected a diversion with
three bottles of Indian chologogue and two
boxes of pills. At all events, at the end of
the week he resumed a pen, stiffened by ton-
ic8; with all his old epistolatory pertinacity,
This time the letters had a new address.

In those days a popular belief obtained in
the mines that luck particularly favored the
foolish and wunscientificc.  Consequently,
when IIawkins struck a “pocket” in the hill-
side near his solitary calin, there was but lit-
tle surprise. ““He wil! sink it all in the next
hole,”” was the preyailing belief, predicated
upon the usual manner in which the possess-
or of “‘nigger luck” disposed of his fortune,
To everybody’s astonishment, Hawkins, after
taking out about eight thousand dollars and
exhausting the pocket, did not prospoct for
another.

A few ventured the belief that the
house was haunted ; the imaginative editor of
the Five Forks Record evolved from the
depths of his professional consciousness a
story that he regularly entertained her spirit
in this beantifully-furnished mausoleum. The
occasional spectacle of Hawkins’ tall figure
pacing the veranda on moomlight nights lent
some credence to this theory, until an un-
looked-for incident diverted all speculation
into another channel.

And so it came to pass that, in accordance
with the tastes or weaknesses of the individ-
ual, the more prominent and salient points of
the valley were cliristened, aud there was a
“Lace Handkerchief Fall,”” and the *“Tears
of Sympathy Cataract,”and one distinguished
orator’s **Peak,” and several “*Mounts” of
various notzd people, living or dead, and an
“Exclamation Poiat,” and a “Valley of Si-
lent Adoration.”  Aund in course of time
empty soda-water bottles were found at the
base of the cataract, and greasy newspapers
and fragments of ham sandwiches lay at the
dusty roots of giant trees, With this there
were frequent irruptions of closely-shaven
and tightly-cravated men aud deljcate, flow-
er-faced women in the one long street of
Five Forks, and a scampering of mules, and
an oceasional procession of dusty brown-linen
cavalry.
