Oak Grove Park, Sanford, Sept. 19.— 

Although the weather is cloudy and more oi 
less forbidding,yet there has been no rain,and 
the first day of the Sanford Agricultural As- 
sociation’s second annual fair which opened 
under such unfavorable auspices this morn- 
ing, bids fair to turn out a success after all.

The Show at Cray. 
[Special to the Press.] 

Gkay, Sept. 19.—Despite the rainy weath- 
er of the past few days which caused the 
management of the Gray Park Association 
to postpone the commencement of the ex- 
hibition to Wednesday, exerything indicates 
a most successful fair. Arrangements have 
been going on for some little time looking to 
a gathering that would surpass any previous 
efforts on their part, which means that our 
State fair must look to its laurels before 
they are surpas9tfa by this historic town of 
Gray. 

Many advantages surround Gray Corner as 
a place to call together a large gathering, 
and the fact of its being the center of large 
herds of cattle, as well as no end of superior 
horse stock, always insures entertainment to 
the thousands who come from Portland, 
Lewiston and places intervening. Gray Cor- 
ner being the half-way point between the 
above named cities. 

For many years Gray Corner was a very 
important point, being the stopping place of 
an innumerable number of stage coaches, 
and teams loaded with West India sugar 
boxes, shook and hoop poles, which lent the 
honorary title to Gray of being a seaport. 
But Gray, unlike many towns and villages in 
Maine, has a class of citizens who believe in 
public improvements, and the past decade 
has added greatly to the town’s prosperity. 
The late Hon. Henry Pennell erected an in- 
stitute of learning which bears his name and 
makes it possible for one to secure an Eng- 
lish or classical education, at a cost within 
the reach of all. A now corn shop employ- 
ing one hundred or more hands is kept busy 
in its season, ant with several minor indus- 
tries, coupled with the Gray Park Associa- 
tion, which purchased twenty-one acres of 
land in the center of the village, and erected 
numerous buildings and added a half mile 
track to practice our Maine stock before 
sending them abroad to do credit to their 
native soil, make every citizen proud of the 
distinction of hailing from Gray.

THE LESSON OF ARKANSAS. 

Will the Brigadiers Lay It to 
Heart? 

[Chicago Inter-Ocean.] 
The shot gun has been brought into use in 

Arkansas since election. At Little Rock and 
in St. Francis county the boldest efforts have 
been made to steal the ballot boxes, and so 

suppress the vote which was honestly cast. 
All this will not avail. The Democratic plu- 
rality may be made to appear larger by the 
destruction of records that tell of opposition 
majorities, but the irrepressible facts are the 
falling off in the Democratic vote and the in- 
crease of the opposition vote. 

The brigadiers of the Southern tier will be 
wise if they see the beginning of the end be 
fore it has progressed too far. The shot gun 
era is hastening to its close; the people who 
work and pay taxes want free schools and 
plenty of them; they want better roads and 
more mills and factories; they want protec- 
tion to their own industries, and a home 
market for the products of those industries 
among a well-paid and intelligent body of la- 
borers. They are bent upon votingifor these 
things, and they are neither “niggahs, sah,” 
nor “Yankee Republicans,” who are bent on 
voting. They are the white citizens who 
work for a living; the negroes will vote with 
them, and so will the“Y'aukee Republicans,” 
for the things foi which the vote are neces- 
sary to a truly republican form of govern- 
ment and to a prosperous condition of society 
The members of “The Wheel” and the Unit- 
ed Labor party in the souther tier are net of 
an ea3ilv terrified kind, and they know how 
to handle guns in self-defense. The inevi- 
table is near upon the brigadiers; the plain 
common people who pay the taxes are going 
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the public good. And this is Republican 
theory ami practice. The Republican policy 
is bound to rule in the southern tier, though 
the persons enforcing it may not call them- 
selves Republicans.

An Interesting Decision. 
An interesting decision has been rendered 

by Referees Jos. W. Symonds of Portland, 
and Richard Dresser of Auburn, in the dis- 
puted case between the towns of Minot and 
Poland, relative to the settlement of the 
settlement of the matter of the schools, 
which was for so long a topic of townmeet- 
ings and popular discussions. 

The history of the case is as long as some 
of the discussions have been, but it is per- 
haps enough to say that, for many years Mi- 
not and Poland maintained certain union 
schools and built union school houses—a 
brick grammar school on the Minot side of 
Mechanic Falls and one or two wooden 
school houses in Poland. Poland withdrew 
from the union school system and broke, as 
it were, the tie that bound. Under the law 
Minot then had a claim against Poland for 
the former’s equitable interest in the school 
property in the latter town, Poland losing 
her Interest in the schools in Minot. The 
referees were to decide the amount due the 
claimant town. The referees have returned 
their decision granting Minot $250 for its in- 
terest in the Minot Corner school house, and 
nothing for its interest in the Mechanic 
Falls on the Poland side.

He Is succeeded 
by J. B. Givin, of Cincinnati. Jackson says 
he knows no reason for his removal. He Is 
a Republican, and his successor is a Demo- 
crat. 

The Poat Offlco Machine. 
Washington, Sept 19.—Under the ad- 

ministration of Don M. Dickinson, the Pres- 
ident’s most Intimate friend and adviser, the 
entire machinery of the post office depart- 
ment has been set to work to secure Mr. 
Cleveland’s re-election. The Postmaster 
General himself sets the example. He 
makes speeches and Ipresides at political 
meetings. He reorganizes the service “in the 
interest of the party.’’ He employs clerks to 
do campaign work. He writes newspaper 
articles and “inspires” political correspond- 
ence. His first assistant, General Stevenson, 
does not need instruction. He is himself 
the most active partisan. Even Don M. 
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General’s office is like a political headquart- 
ers nowadays. Weak Congressmen receive 
assistance by timely appointments. The 
clerks in his office are put under contribution 
for campaign purposes. Chairmen of (state 
committees are informed of the best means 
of extracting funds from unwilling post- 
masters.

A Removal in Chicago. 
Chicago, Sept. 19.—The political sensa- 

tion of the hour is the removal of R. A. D. 
Wilbanks, superintendent of mails in the 
Chicago Post Office, by order of First Assis- 
tant Postmaster General Stevenson. Mr. 
Wilbanks has not for several months been 
on friendly terms with Postmaster Judd. 
Postmaster Judd said this evening: "Mr. 
Wilbanks was removed for gross insubordi- 
nation. For a long time he has disobeyed 
orders. He has also received visits from bit- 
ter enemies of the postmaster, and has for a 
long time conspired to defame the postmast- 
er and to secure his removal.” A well-posted 
official said: “The Democratic administra- 
tioulhad either,to cyndem nor vindicate Post 
master Judd. Mr. Wilbanks had taken is- 
sue with his superior’s action in office. Then 
came the revelation that Mr. Esher, Mr. 
Judd’s law partner, was collecting money 
for campaign purposes from each employe of 
the office. Wilbanks maintained that it was 
true and denounced the measures taken by 
the postmaster’s partner. That is the secret 
of the whole matter. The department, you 
see, had to uphold Judd.” 

DEVASTATION IN CUBA- 

Further Reports of the Work of the 
Great Storm. 

Havana, Sept. 19.—The Advisador Com- 
mercial giving extended details of the de- 
struction by the recent cyclone, says that 
over 1000 lives were lost on the island, while 
damage to dwellings, shipping, crops and 
other property extends into the millions. 
The estimated damage to shipping and on 
the estates in Sagua will amount to fabulous 
sums. It Is believed that hundreds of peo- 
ple perished. Of 1426 houses in Sagua, 
scarcely 20 escaped. The desolation and 
ruin are complete. In Isabella, 44 bodies 
were found on the beach. The beach was 
covered with dead fish and many cattle were 
drowned. The latter are (producing fearful 
odors. 

Another report says that at Cardenas alone 
property worth $1,000,000 was destroyed or 
damaged, and the deaths amounted to over 
100. A greater part of the fatalities occurred 
along the coast. 

Annexation Too Remote. 
London, Sept. 19.—The London Daily 

News commenting today upon a New York 
despatch expressing the belief that the reso- 
lution introduced in Congress by Senator 
Sherman relative to Canada will be carried, 
says it affords welcome reasons for the hope 
that a readjustment of the relations between 
Canada and the United States, in some new 
form of commercial union may be sooner or 
later brought about. Regarding the talk of 
annexation, the Daily News says that al- 
though Quebec agitators and American 
Senatorial utterances play with the annexa- 
tion idea the thing itself is too remote for 
serious discussion. 

Chamberlain to the Unionists. 
Mr. Chamberlain, in an address to the 

Radical Union Conference at Bradford, said 
he believed the healing of the rupture in the 
Liberal party was improbable and almost im- 
possible. The Gladstonians carefully avoided putting a programme before the 
country, because they did not know them- 
selves what the unstable politician leading 
them might next propose. 

Opposed to Confederation- 
St. Johns, N. F., Sept. 19.—The Colonist 

today expresses the belief that the schemes 
of a confederation of New Foundland with 
the Dominion is dead for the present. 

There was a largely attended meeting last 
night opposed to the confederation. Resolu- 
tions were adopted protesting against the 
departure of any deputation to negotiate for 
terms for the admission of this colony into 
the Dominion of Canada. The departure of 
the delegation has been indefinitely post- 
poned. 

Foreign Notes. 
The German Colonial company lias aD- 

peaieu to ine puouc to suoscrioe to the Emin 
relief fund, stating that the fund must be 
raised in ten days and any support granted 
by the Reichstag will be too late. 

Count Tolstoi, Russian minister of the in- 
terior, is about to retire on account of ill 
health. Either M. Mastrowski, now minis- 
ter of State domain, or M. Marmassien, min- 
ister of justice, will succeed him. 

The burning of two warehouses in Englis New South Wales, yesterday, caused a loss 
of $2,000,000. 

Major Barttelot, in his last letter to the 
Emin Bey relief company, said that Tippoo Tib bad no intention of helping the expedi- 
tion, but to turn back would be pusillani- 
mous. He believed Stanley to be alive.

TREASURE HUNTING. 

Interesting Narratvie of Voyages 
by Portland Seamen. 

How Mesmerlzers Were Employed to 

Locate the Money, 

But No One Ever Succeeded in Get- 

ting Any of It. 

[HON. WILLIAM liOLLD.] 
From 1840 to the breaking out of the Re- 

bellion, there were about Union wharf and 
vicinity a number of merchants, ship-owners 
and mechanics, who met daily at different 
places, usually at the place of business of 
some one of their number. They were an 
unorganized club who called themselves 
“The Algerines.” Amusement and social 
enjoyment were the principal objects of 
their meetings. Those whom I now recollect 
were John Averill, Charles Baker, Royal 
Williams, John Lindsey, Capt. Thomas Mc- 
Lellan, Thomas R. Jones, John Leavitt and 
some others. Of these, John Lindsey alone 
is alive, and he Is so disabled by bodily In- 
firmities as to be unable to give desired in- 
formation. At this time mesmerism had be- 
come a popular study, and some of their 
number had become firm believers in the 
power of persons under its influence to dis- 
cover the place of hidden treasure. A few 
years before, gangs of pirates infested the 
West Indies, and several Portland vessels 
were robbed by them. Capt. Daniel Dead 
was hung up by pirates, on board his own 

vessel, to make him disclose the place where 
the vessel’s money was hidden; but failing 
In this, he was lowered to the deck just in 
time to save his life, and for many years he 
continued to be an enterprising shipmaster. 
Some of the “Algerines” had been engaged 
in privateering in the war of 1812; when we 
had no navy at the beginning, and there was 
a reason for encouraging it. Sometimes it 
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and piracy began. Some of the privateers 
had a suitable flag to fit all situations. The 
private armed ship Hyder Ally, of Boston, 
which was fitted out in Portland, overhauled 
two Chinese junks in the Indian Ocean, 
loaded with betel nuts, silks, and other Chi- 
na goods. The captain condemned these 
goods as British property, although there 
was no evidence to sustain him. He confis- 
cated both cargoes, took them on board the 
privateer, and gave the junks his ballast in 
return. Capt. Kidd started out as master of 
a legally armed cruiser, but he was finally 
hung for his overt acts. 

Stories of hidden treasure always have a 
powerful Influence on imaginative minds. 
There was a mesmerizer who made a num- 
ber of the “Algerines" believe that he had 
supernatural powers and knowledge. Mr. 
Edward Harlow, who kept on the west cor- 
ner of Fore and Union streets, and owned 
several large sail boats, says he had frequent 
calls from these men for boats to go to Long 
and Jewell’s islands to search for treasure. 
Finally, their knowledge or imagination of 
buried treasure became enlarged, and three 
or four of them, who were amply able, char, 
tered the new topgallantsall schooner Ros 
sius, of 156 tons, built and owned by Charles 
Jordan and the captain, Jesse K. Pierce,who 
went master in the expedition to the West 
Indies. He wrote me an account of the voy- 
age four years ago. He thought it took place 
in 1841 or 1842. The custom house records 
were burned, and it cannot be verified. Capt. 
Pierce died In Boston a year ago. He was a 
well known shipmaster, and pilot of the 
Boston and Portland steamboats. His state- 
ments are worthy of all confidence. He 
says the persons interested In the expedi- tion were Thomas R. Jones, Capt. Thomas McLellan and Royal Williams. These were 
all reputable merchants of the city. It was 
generally understood at the time that there 
were several others interested in the voyage. The object was to visit the island of Mona, in the middle of the “Mona Passage,” a 
strait, 80 miles across, which separates Ilavti from Porto Rico. The island is seven miles long, and three miles broad; but Capt. 1 ierce s letter to me describes it as much 
smaller. Tn is is not the Mona of Tacitus, the chief seat of the Druids, but a chief rendezvous of the pirates. It is a lone isl- 
and, 40 miles from any other land, and there- 
fore. Xelr situated for a piratical retreat. 
Capt. McLellan had had a previous knowl- 
edge of the island, as will hereafter appear. I shall give Capt. Pierce’s narrative nearly in his own language, with some abridge- ments. 

Capt.Pierce, master of the schooner, in his 
narrative given in 1884, says he owned one 
quarter of the vessel and had on board for 
'uate. Wm. Wilcox, and for crew Win. Fitts 
and Charles Smith and a cook. As passen- 
gers Capt. Thomas McLellan, and an other 
mesmerizer that said he could tell us all 
about the money. He had described the isl- 
and correctly and told Its situation. We had 
II days passage and came to anchor at Mo- 
na Isle before sunset." The next morning 
we went on shore through the coral reefs. There was no harbor but the lee of the isl- land. We were all right so lone as the trade 
winus mew on snore. Un reaching the shore 
we found four men who came down to catch 
fish and turtle, who seemed to be frightened. I went and talked with them as I could talk 
some Spanish. The rest of the crew went 
into the woods with the mesmerizer to find 
out where to dig for the supposed treasure. I 
soon went in search of the party and found 
them digging. Near sunset, we went on 
board. 1 he next morning we went on stnre 
and commenced to dig again. This was the 
second day. We found largo quantities of 
conchas, (a large shell fish), and roots of 
trees. We lay about a mile from the shore, 
so after we had got about three feet down 
we went on board. The third day we com- 
menced again. At the depth of four feet, 
we struck something hard, and on digging it 
out, found it to be a two-inch plank, four 
and a half feet long. So we thought we 
were indeed near something valuable. Af- 
ter we got the plank out. we dug two feet 
further, but found no other sign of treasure. 
In the forenoon of the fourth day we again wen* on shore with the mesmerizer to test 
his knowlege. About two o’clock a squall 
came up which blew on shore aud we were 
obliged to hasten on board, get up the an- 
chor and make sail to save the vessel. The 
weather proved so bad that we hove away for Portland where we arrived in seven days’ passage.” 

There was a pretended pirate that played 
an important part in the second expedition of the same party in the same schooner. It 
is not clear how the treasure hunters found 
him. I recollect what a lion he was sup- posed to be by the townspeople at the time. 
CaptainiJoshua F. Safford, who went on one 
expedition with Captain Watts, wrote me 
from the Sailors’ Snug Harbor at Staten 
Island, m lumber 1883, that Captain John 
Watts in a Portland schooner shipped this 
old sailor in Boston. While on the passage to Portland he told Watts that he knew 
where heaps of money was buried on the 
I?l»nd of Mona, and Watts told Captain McLellan. 

Captain Pierce continues: “While we 
were gone on the first voyage Royal Wil- 
liams heard about the pirate who was in the 
navy. He proceeded to Washington and 
had an interview with him, and found out 
that he knew about this Mona Isle. He told 
W illiams that there was a great quantity of 
gold buried on the Island. Mr. Williams 
procured bis discharge and brought him to 
—-——— **• »V* vut 1LVUIU nu <|uvvitiuutvi 
him about tbe Island and what points he 
could describe. His statement agreed with 
our observation on the island, ana we were 
compelled to believe that tbere was truth in 
his statement. So the second voyage was 
proposed and entered upon. I think it was 
in 1841 or 2. On the second voyage we had 
on board the same crew as on the lirst voy- 
age with the addition of Captain McLelian’s son John and the pirate. I 
was not fully satisfied with the pirate’s 
story, so I asked him what was there on the 
isle, that I could know that he had been 
tbere. He said there was a shelving rock 
about one quarter of a mile from the beach 
that would hold 14 men. He said that near 
this rock the money was buried, and a young 
man was killed at the time and burled near 
to protect it. 1 was satisfied from his state- 
ment that the man had been on the island 
before, as on the first voyage I saw the same 
cleft rock, and many other things which he 
described. The pirate was a Welshman. 
We had a passage of 18 days out. The morn- 
ing after our arrival we went on shore tak- 
ing the pirate with us. As soon as we laud* 
ed the pirate ran for the woods and tbe mate 
after him, the rest of us following in the trail. We soon came to the shelving rock 
and there in the cleft we found Urn pirate crying. He told us lust where and how the 
young man was killed and buried. He then measured a number of paces from the rock There, he said, is about the disw“ce, and we commenced digging. It was not far Horn the spot mdicated~T>y the mesmerizer on the first voyage. The pirate now said: “Dig a

noine. The next morning we all armed our- 
seives and went on shore. The man rau in- 
to the woods and to the cleft rock and began 

to cry as before. Our men went on with 
their work and came to a rock which 
they conid not more. The man now became 
uneasy, and said to me, in private, that there 
were too many interested in the matter—that 
he was not going to do any more at this time, 
but wished me to make an excuse to go home 
and get a small vessel, and with him, and a 
small crew, come out, and then we could 
share something. The man then ran for the 
mountain, where he remained all night. The 
next morning we could see him from the ves- 
sel wrth a glass. We went on shore again, and found him. His statements now became 
confused, and we abandoned the digging. In 
the afternoon, as on the first voyage, a suuall 
came up and we were compelled to slip our 
cable and make sail to save the vessel. After 
the gale was over we went back to the an- 
chorage and recovered our anchor, and gave 
up treasure seeking, and on the ninth day 
from Mona Isle we arrived in Portland with 
the pirate on board. While at the Cape look- 
ing for a vessel to go out again the pirate fell 
overboard and was lost, so that ended his 
career.” 

I think and believe that he had been on 
the isle with pirates, and there is no doubt 
but that there is treasure buried there. He 
told ine privately how he, with the pirate 
crews, murdered tho chips’ companies. At 
one time he said they drove tfce crew 
of a vessel overboard, and they got hold of the pirate’s boat — the 
wretches cut their hands off and they drown- 
ed. In a letter to me Capt. Salford says the 
man was knocked overboard by the main 
boom. At the time, it was hinted by some 
that the man was foully dealt with by in- 
terested parties. Capt. Pierce admits in his 
communication, that he had an understand- 
ing with the pirate to go out again and 
secure the treasure, and that they hastily abandoned the enterprise on the second 
vovage for that purpose. The leading spirits in these two expedi- 
tions made two more voyages to the same 
island. The account of the last one, given 
by the mate of the vessel, who is now living, 
sheds light on the motive for so many 
voyages to the island.

The Republican Leader Kept Busy 
by Visiting Delegations. 

Washington, Sept. 19.—The great ball 
which was the feature of the Blaine demon- 
stration in New York, is about to start from 
its home in Cumberland, Md., and be rolled 
to Hagerstown, Md., next Tuesday, and 
Frederick, Md., Wednesday. At each point.

A Day With Cen. Harrison. 

Indianapolis, Ind., Sept. 19.—Gen. Har- 
rison began to receive callers at 7.30 this 
morning. They were chiefly visitors who 
remained in the city over night and others 
attending the State fair. The General made 
four addresses today to several visiting dele- 
gations. The first delegation comprised 
some fifty veterans of the Seventh Indiana 
Cavalry. The veterans were introduced and 
shook hands with Gen. and Mrs. Harrison- 
At 2 o’clock delegations from Iroquois 
county, III, and La Porte, ind., numbering 
together over 1300 were received at Univer- 
sity Park. Gen. Harrison addressed these, 
stating that the issue this fall was the 
principle of protection. The Democrats be- 
lieved protection was robbery; the Republi- 
cans believed it wise and necessary. If the 
doctrine that protection Is robbery Is sus- 
tained, then the Democratic- representatives 
will not be faithful unless they remove pro- 
tection—not 7 per cent, of it, but all of it 
The adoption of this policy means lower 
wages ana this cheapening process may be 
pushed so far as to Involve the cheapening of human life and the loss of human happi- 
ness. [Applause.] He again advocated 
spending the surplus by the purchasing of 
bonds at a premium. The third delegation, numbering 600 from 
Grundy county, 111., were received in the 
Park at 4 p. in., and Gen. Harrison made an- 
other speech. When the General reached 
home, he found 20 Indiana veterans drawn 
up in line in the yard and shook hands with 
them and then made a speech. 

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL. 

Peculiar Position of the Chinese 
Exclusion Bill. 

Washington, Sept 19.—Senator Edmunds 
reported from the committee on foreign re- 
lations the following order to the Senate 
today: 

Ordered, That the President nl the Senate be directed to withhold the transmlssian to the House of Representatives ot the act [ House hill | to prohibit the coming of Chinese laborers Into 
the United States until further direction of the 
senate. 

He asked for its immediate consideration. 
Senator Teller objected to its present con- 

sideration, and the order went over until to- 
morrow. 

Senator Vest inquired of the presiding 
officer what the effect of the non-action on 
the proposed order would be,but no response 
was made. 

The resolution did not effect Its purposes 
The passage of the measure was duly an- 
nounced to the House when the motion to 
reconsider was defeated. The act was then 
enrolled, signed by the Speaker, ami yester- 
day, about 5 o’clock, was signed by the Pres- 
ident of the Senate. The clerk of the com- 
mittee on enrolled bills took It last night 

J r ,V »uu« t/wuj null uujouru* ed and there wm no one to receive it, and »o 
it remained In the custody of the Senate 
committee over night, and was actually In 
the possession of the Senate when the resolu- 
tion of the foreign relations committee was 
reported. Senator Bowen, chairman of the 
Senate committee on enrolled bills, after 
carefullexauiination of the rules held that 
the announcement to the House of the pas- 
sage of the bill was a virtual surrender of its 
custody, and he took the responsibility of 
permitting his clerk to proceed In the dis- 
charge of nls duty as usual. 

Representative Kilgore, acting chairman 
of the House committee on enrolled bills, 
stated this afternoon that he will bold back 
the Chinese exclusion bill as an act of cour- 
tesy to the Senate until that body has had 
time to act on the Edmunds resolution.

And, for al) 
the noise, enthusiasm and more or less in- 
evitable craziness, an American political 
campaign is a great school in which is done 
a vast amount of good and enduring work 
for the Republic. 

We have been aware for some time that 
the Democrats won a victory in Maine; we 
are now Informed by the Portland Herald 
that the Prohibitionists also won a yictory, 
and it really seems that they have. The 
Herald conveys this information very deli- 
cately, out of chivalrous respect for the gal- 
lant and conquered foe, we presume; but 
does it firmly, nevertheless: 

At tlie last moment we receive “Notes from 
Headquarters.” from Chairman (Voodbury, in 
which he analyzes the Clark vote of 1886, and 
shows that at least 1400 of the number were cast 
by labor men who never counted themselves 
members of the Prohibition party, thus leaving 
only 2760 Prohibitionists at that time. 

The election returns prove the wisdom of our 
State conveutlon in nominating Hon. Volney B. 
Cushing for Governor. Mr. Cushing ran ahead of 
his ticket in almost every town. 

As Cushing received 3,151 this ye tr, or 401 
votes more than Clark ought to have got in 
1886, it is very evident that the Republican 
party was badly thrashed Dy the Prohibi- 
tionists, and that the Maine returns are full 
of food for uncomfortable reflection for Har- 
rison and Morton. This victory has not yet 
been officially proclaimed in Boston by 
Mr. Cushing. 

Mr. Stevenson, the First Assistant Post, 
master General who with Chairman Brown 
gave object lessons in civil service reform in 
Maine in the first days of the present admin- 
istration, has been stumping in Illinois. The 
spectacle of a federal office holder display- 
ing "offlensive partisanship” has long ceased 
to attract attention. But Mr. Stevenson’s 
utterances deserve some consideration. A 
high official, standing very near the Presi- 
dent, whatever he says on a public question* 
especially on the tariff, ought to be ortho- 
dox. "We propose,” said he at Shelbyville, 
111., on the 17th Inst, "that Internal revenue 
taxes remain as now, and that tariff taxes be 
reduced an average rate of 7 per cent, and 
you are told that this is free trade. In other 
words, cheapening to the people the necessa- 
ries of life by saving $10,000,000 a month to 
the pockets of the taxpayer, and thus check- 
ing the unnecessary accumulation in the 
treasury, Is by the protectionists de_ 
nounced as free trade. Need I argue to you 
that it is a curse rather than a blessing to be

benefit of a high tariff? Does the laborer? 
Not at all. It increases to him the cost of 
food and shelter and clothing. Does the 
manufacturer increase your wages when the 
tariff is increased? No such case can be 
fonnd. He is the sole beneficiary of the 
high tariff. Millionaires are now numbered 
by the thousands, when a few years ago you 
could count them on the fingers of your 
hand.” There is nothing original about 
what Mr. Stevenson says here. All the 
Democratic orators have been makirg the 
same contradictory statements; but few if 
any of them have ventured to state these 
contradictory propositions in one breath, as 
he does. “We are not free traders, we in- 
tend to reduce the tariff only from 47 to 40 
per cent.,” he says in one sentence, and at 
the next moment declares that a high tariff, 
—and a 40 per cent, tariff is ceitainly a high 
tariff,—is a baneful thing increasing the pov- 
erty of the poor and the riches of the rich. 
If this tariff was so bad why did not the Mills 
bill put it down more than a pitiful seven 

percent.? The truth is the Mills bill does 
lower the tariff a full hundred per cent, on 
some of the great products of the North, like 
wool; but the average duty is kept up for 
appearances by high rates on articles of 
small importance and on Southern staples 
like rice in which Georgia ;ls interested, and 
sugar, in which are concerned Louisiana 
and the millionaires of the Sugar Trust. 
The claim that the Mills bill will reduce the 
surplus ten millions a month is mere asser- 
tion made for campaign effect. The increase 
of importations under it wouul be so great 
that no prophesy of the sort attempted by 
Mr. Stevenson can be made. Some better 

judges than he think the effect of the bill 
would actually be to increase the surplus. 

The Republicans of the Fifth Congres- 
sional district of Massachusetts have made 
General N. P. Banks their candidate. It 
was not done without opposition, General 
Banks receiving but one more vote than the 
forty necessary for a choice. The reports of 
the convention are silent as to the age and 
appearance ol those forty-two delegates, 
but the imagination does not probably err 
much when it pictures them as venerable, 
gray-bearded men whose Republicanism 
uaies uaca to me uecauence 01 tne Whig 
party of New England. General Banks U 
72 years old, and there are many politician! 
of to-day who were in their cradles when he 
began his political career. He was firsi 
elected to Congress in 1853, and from that 
time to this he has been almost constantly 
in public service, as a Congressman, Govern- 
or of Massachusetts, a General In the field, a 

Congressman again, and as a United States 
Marshal of Massachusetts. But so far as con- 

temporary judgment can determine he has 
made lasting fame for his name neither sc 

much by the length of his public service noi 

his persistence in returning to public life al 
a time when other men are seeking 
retirement, as by one memorable contest in 
which he figured at the very outset of his 
career. Banks had been elected to Congress 
in 1853 by a coalition of Frce-soilers and 
Democrats. During his first term he with- 
drew from the Democrats and became a 
Know-nothing, and was by the latter party 
returned to the Thirty-fourth Congress by a 
large majority. That Congress assembled in 
December, 1855. On the 13th of May in the 
previous year, the old Missouri Compromise 
that had kept the peace of the Union for 
more than thirty years, had been repealed by 
the influence of the slave power; that slave 
power had at once begun Its march on the 
fertile plains of Kansas; and amid th< 
frenzy of excitement that spread over th< 
North the Republican party was forming 
It was a time of great excitement and in 
tense feeling, and the battle ground wai 
made in the House of Representatives whei 
the speaker was chosen. Nathaniel P 
Banks of Massachusetts represented th< 
side of freedom; William Aiken, of Soutl 
Carolina the side of slavery. The contesi 
lasted more than two months and Banks was 
elected on the 133d ballot by a small plurality 
The significance of this contest is set fortt 

by Mr. Blaine in his Twenty Tears of Con. 
gress: 

It was a significant circumstance, noted at the 
time, that the successful candidate came from 
Massachusetts, and the defeated one from South 
Carolina. It was a still more ominous fact that 
Ranks was chosen by votes wholly from the free 
States, and that every vote from the slave States 
was given to Mr. Aiken, except that of Mr. Cullen, 
of Delaware, and that of Henry Winter Davis of 
Maryland, who declined to vote for either candi- 
date. It was the first instance in the history of 
the government in which a candidate for speaker 
had been chosen without support from both sec- 
tions. It was a distinctive victory of the free 
States over the consolidated power of the slave 
States. It marked an epoch. 

General Banks’s old associates are nearly 
all gone, the issue involved went down in a 

bloody war in which he was a prominent 
figure; but the nation remains, greater and 
fairer and more prosperous than ever before, 
thanks to the vigor of the Northern men who 
stood up to the South in the Congress of ’55.
