A Yisit to Aroostook.

Something of Inmterest mbout Aroostook
in General and New Sweden in Par-
ticular.

FrYEBURG, Sept. 21, 1874

To the Editor of the Press:

Having recently visited the Aroostook
country, I cannot forbear to trouble you with
some thoughts occurring to me on my jour-
ney.

Pussing over the fertility of the soil and

agricultural prosperity, which has been pie-
tured by so many pens, and not §(as I had
supposed) been exaggerated, in fact, not half
told, I think it singular that our legislators
can go to Augusta, pass so much time there,

and be blind to the true interests of the whole
people of the state. In a letter in this week’s
issue of the Kennebec Journal, from a trav-
eler in Aroostook, he says, “‘it is a country of
itself; it seems cut off from the rest of the
state and the people while holding a common
feeling with the rest for the good of the state,

speak of the other portion as ‘outside.”
‘What they do outside,” and ‘how is it out-
side,” were common expressions.” Should
this be so? Should the people of Aroestook

be cut off’ from railroad commuunication with
their fellow citizens, except through foreign
territory? The people of Presque Isle, Car-
ibon and vicinity, tired of waiting for any
other way, are seeking and will secure rail-
road facilities by way of Tobique, Woodstock,

Frederickton and St. John. Would it not
be better for us “outside,” for them and the
state, to have direct railroad communication
from Mattawamkeag to Houlton, Presque
Isle, Caribou, ele., and bring their surplus
products of lumber and all else to our own
markets ?

It seems to me that business and property
“inside and outside’” would be at once suffi-
ciently enhanced to justify our legislators in
making an appropriation for this end so far as
they have power to do so. I am satisfied no
member of our legislature would hesitate, il
he would carefully inform himselfon this sub-
jeet. We have nothing ‘“‘outside” to com-
pare with their farms and waving green fields
and none I have ever seen surpass them.
How it was beyond Caribou, I do not know,
as our husiness took us from that point to
New Sweden where we passed two nights.
And here allow me to say, that the poor
Swedes Lave been most grossly maligned and
the results of their labors misrepresented.
In going from Caribou to the Capitol of New
Sweden, the road is good; proceeding wast
about four miles and thence north abhout
three miles the road is bad, and I felt like
joining in the aspersions against the settlers,
until I got to the place of our destination and
had a day to look abjut, and note the pro-
gress made in clearing their farms. The
amount of work they have done in so short a
time is astonishing and the report in the
PrEss of the 11th inst., of the canvass of the
colony, is not overstated. It is no wonder
that they have not done more on their roads;
they must have expended all their strenglh
on their farms, but their system has been the
correct one; viz.: to first make their lands
productive eqgual to their wants, and then im-
prove their roads and homes.

It is a shame to charge these people with
indolence; the night we arrived there, Satur-
day, the man was long after dark, hauling in
grain with one horse, anticipating rain. Mon-
day morning, he and his small boy were
theshing at daylight, tosend to mill, a dis-
tance of twelve or fourteen miles; this man
had three bushels sowing of rye, seven
bushels sowing of wheat, sisteen bushels
sowing of oats, polatoes sufficient for his use,
beans,garden vegetables,and I noticed asmall
flower bed at the end of his house and in ad-
dition to all this a new clearing; he has been
there only three working seasons including
the present, went theie as a person told me,
“without means, dependent solely upon his
hands” and has accomplished in that time all
I have above stated.

Such crops as his would astouish the peo-
ple of this county no less than the amount
of labor performed, and we “Oxford Bears”
“allow” that we can judge of good erops of
grain as well as of the labor encessary to pro-
duce them. One of my companions (we are
three Fiyeburg men) a successiul practical
farmer, coincided with me in the opinion,
that the Swedes have accomplished much

more than an equal number of our own people

could bave done in the same time and unde
the same circumstances, and the other,a
farmer and maoufacturer said, *“I will not
admit that our owa people could not have
done as much, but am free to say that they
would not.” I was informed that some had
located on bad lots, and they will be longer
in becoming self sustaining, but that their
courpge is evidenced by the fact that we
met a man, barefoot, and his son, backing
two bunches of shingles each, to the ecapital,
a distance of about four miles, where they
received eighty-five cents per bunch.

It will not do for any penny-a-liner, who
“never earned the salt inhis porridge” by
hard labor, to disparage these colonists; such
creatures would faint at the idea of felling
one of the huge trees, where they have felled
and cleared. forests, and he shows himsell
sadly deficient in historic knowledge of a
race, made world renowned at Leipzig, Lech,
Lutzen and Narva. It was an enterprise
requiring courage aud endurance to emigrate
to a foreign and distant country, ignorant of
the language of its people, go into a dark _
-and unbroken forest remote from civilization,
miles away from medical aid in case of sick-
ness or accident and make new homes and
firesides, Though some of them bear a
wort: and sad look they are not despondent,
but are hopeful of the future. Idid nog
hear one express a desire to return to their
Fatherland. Neivher did I see an idler or
lounger in the settlement and those I did
see were busy in some kind of labor, Sab-
bath day, very many went by the house I
was in, to meeting and they were neatly
and cleanly clad and cheerful ; on their return
they came into the house to rest and sing
sacred music; they were refreshed with some

milk and water, I became much interested
in them and their welfare as did my two com-
panions, and we were glad to see there were
those who have their interest, comfort and
prosperity at heart. Among these are our
worthy and kind-hearted land agent, and his
appointees to look into their condition, Messrs.
Jacob Hardison and Nathao S, Lufkin of
Caribou. Mr. Hardison went with us, and
we were gratitied to see with how much
pleasure, in every instance, the settlers, men,
women and children, greeted him, and the
satisfaction he manifested at their prosperity
and any kindoness shown them, the best proof
we could have of his care and good offices for
them, and we feel assured that this gentle-
man will not be indifferent to suffering among
Swedes or elsewhere. We also heard much
of the kinduess to, and interest in, the colc-
tBii..\iltis by peopie ol Caribou and Fort Fair-
eld.

Mr. Johnson, too, the enterprising and in-
telligent merchant and stage proprietor of
Presque Isle, made an effort to help their con-
dition by establishing a branch of his store in
the seltlement, but his agent, a Swede, did
not understand the business and the enter-
prise was unfortunate for Mr. J., but he told
me he did not impugn the honesty of his
agent. Since writing the above, I see in to-
day’s PrEss, the report of the condition of
the people of New Sweden, by Messrs. Hardi-
gon and Lufkin to Mr. Burleigh and from
what we know %erscmally ot the first,” and
have heard of the other, are satisfied the
land agent could not have committed this du-
ty to more reliable, judicious and impartial
hands. I ougbt not to omit to say that many
of the Swedes inquired after Mr, Thomas ap-
parently with much interest, and seemed dis-
appointed not to see him with us.

In fine we were agresably disappointed in
the Swedes; we found them as far as we saw
them indefatigable workers, honest and very
intelligent, the children having made wonder-
ful progress in the study of our language. As
an instance, a boy, perhaps ten years of age
spoke the English language readily and cor-
rectly and at Mr. Hardison’s request read to
us at some length from an English book readi-
ly and with only one mistake in pronuncia-
tion.

I trust that the Legislature next to meet,
will make a]l)_rropria;ions to build and im-
prove their prineipal roads and leave them to
improve their farms. Common humanity
demands that the facility of ingress and
egress should enable them to procure medical
a‘tendanne in case of disease or accident, and
especially at times of severest trial, peril and
suffering eutailed on the female sex. I hope
also, that our-new legislators, will no longer
suffer the inhabitauts of Aroostook to umk
of us as outside, but examine the subject
earnestly and see the advantage to them and
us of immediate and direct railroad inter-
communication. Success to the Swedes and
Commissioner Thomas,in a uew importation.

THE FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

Balky Herses.

The Society for the Prevention of Cruelty
to Animals, puts forth a set of rules for the
treatment of balky horses, which rules, unfor-
tunately, do not always work. The best way
is to have nothing to do with balky horses.
But, nevertheless, some one of these rules, as
well as a hundred others, do work in particu-
lar cases. They are as follows:

1. Pat the horse upon the neck; examine
the harness caretully, first on one side and
then on the other, speaking encouragingly
while doing so; then jump into the wagon
and give the word go; generally he will obey.

2, A teamster in Maine says he ean start
the worst balky horse by taking himout of
the shafts and making him Eo round in a cir-
cle till he is giddy. If the first dance of this
sort doesn't cure him, the second will.

8. To care a balky horse simply place your
hand over the horse's nose and shut off his
wind until be wants to go, and then let him
"Dt
"4, The brain of ahorse seemsto enter-
tain but one idea at a time; therefore contin-
ued whipping only confirms his stubborn re-
solve, 1t you ean, by any means, give him a
new subject to think of, you wil }anenl]y
have no trouble in starting him. simple
remedy is to take a couple of tarns of stout
twine around the foreleg, just below the knee,
tight enough for the horse to feel, and tie in
a bow knot. At the first check he will gen-
erally go dancing off, and after going a short
distance you can get out and remove the
string, to prevent ipjury to the tendon in
your further drive.

5. Take the tail of the horse between the
himll1 legs, and tie it by a cord to the saddle-

irth.
’ 6. Tie a string around the horse's ear,
close to his head.

Twe-Year-0ld Beef.

The English are noted for the early age at
which they force their cattle to the beef point,
How it is done was told by a farmer at a
meeting of the Kingscote Agricultural As.
sociation :

Twelve cows are engaged in rearing calves,
which are fattened from birth, and are sold at

about twenty-two months old, when they
weigh from 100 to 200 stone. The calves are,
of course, well bred.while those calves which
have to be purchased are carefully selected.
They ara weaned at three months old, havi
been previously kept short ot milk, and
partly on gruel, and thus induced to feed on
oiicake and hay. Supposing them to be
weaned in December, their daily ration at six
months old would be one and three-fourths
pounds or two pounds of linceed cake, with
the same quantity of bean meal, and a suffi-
cient amount of grain, mangolds and hay.
The cake and meal are gradually ine

till at twelve months old the calves get twice
the quantities just mentioned.

In summer the other articles of diet which
have been named are replaced by trifolium,
(which is excellent food while [it lasts,) tares
(which is also good} and Frass, with second-
cut clover, The whole of the green food is
cut and brought to the animals in their sheds
and houses, which they do not quit till the
proper period arrives for sending them to the
butcher, by which time their daily rations
have been increased to four pounds of cake
and six pounds of bean meal, with roots and
a moderate allowance of hay. The principle
of management is to let the _snimala continu-
ally master or outgrow their food, pushing
them on rapidly the last three months, so as
to land them fat at something under two
years old. p r

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A Gentle Remonstrance.

The Bangor Whig does not set itself up to
be a funny paper, but, occasionally, when it
mounts its high horse and prances forth to
leeture some erring contemporary, it becomes
irresistibly comic. Like one of the mythical
dragons, which St. George demolished, it
shakes the earth with ponderous tread,
breathes forth a double stream of fire from
distended nostrils, lashes its sices with ils
tail and leaves the air behind it tinged with
blue and pervaded with a heavy sulphurous
odor. The melodramatic element is strong in
the Whig, and blood and thunder predomin-
ate in its mouth-filling and tremendous utter-
ances, This sort of thing may sometimes
startle children, but grown persons, who fail
to see much that is formidable in it, are more
inclined to laugh.

This time the Whiy takes a higher flight
than usual and presumes to take the PREss
1o task in a way that is very near akin to im-
pudence. It intimates that the PREss con-
sorts with the Democracy, has a disposition
to break up the Republican party, and is gen-
erally in a bad way. It ““wants to know, you
know,” whether or not the Press is sound
on the goose, and ‘“‘demands’” a categorical
statement of our “views.” It fills two-
thirds of a column with imposing balderdash
in order to make this ‘“‘demand.” And all
this because the PREss reprinted a paragraph
from the Advertiser on the. senatorial ques-
tion, which the Whig says is disloyal and rev-
olutionary, but has not the grace or fairness
to publish in its harangue, so that its readers
may jodge for themselves of its character.
In order that the full enormity of our con-
duct may appear we republish the offending
paragraph, which is as follows:

The Advertiser says that *from the best in-
formation we can get we believe the one hun-
dred and thirteen Republicans, whose election
to the Legislature was repnrteri last week, are
46 of them in favor of Sepator Hamlin's re-
election, and 56 are oppesed to him, while 11
are reported as doubtful.

1In our own way and at our own
time we shall say what we please to say on
this or any other subject; and if the Whig
don’t like it, the customary alternative is
available.

the sense to see the ridiculousness of its ludi-
erously portentous exhibition in reading the
PRESS out of the party with bell, book and
candle in language too heroic for mere mun-
dane affairs.

We should not doour full duty by the
Whig in this connection without a few
words of friendly reproof and counsel.

He who tried to push his way throngh tha
crowds that filled the streetsof Lewiston yea-
terday met with indifferent success. In the
early hours of the morning the thoroughfares
were thronged, and by noon were fairly pack-
ed. The halls were filled to overflowing, and
more than once the keepers were obliged to
close the doors.

Among the articles in the halls certain cray-
on deawings executed by C. W. Waldron of
Lewiston are deserving of attention, displaying
as they do marked talent "and originality. Two
fine top carriages, entered by Albert Chase of
Portland, attract deserved attention, and the
sixty-five different kinds of ploughs exhibited
by Fred Atwood of Winterport, delight the
hearts of the agricalturists,

The unprecedented attendance has brought a
great deal of money into the coffers of the so-
clety, and the receipts so far have been large
enough to pay off the society debt. This will
prove gratifying news to its friends. The baby
show will come off Friday at 11 . m.} and wil
doubtless attract a crowd of visitors, The en-
tries have all been made.

There was a large attendance at the park in
the morning to witness the exhibition of geld-
ingsand the grand procession of stock, The
display of geldings was very fair. At eleven
o'clock the matched horses were brought out
attracting but little attention, The display of
matched steers was excellent, some yokes
showing very fine training. At nine o'clock
there was a plonghing match, :

The grand procession of stock arouud the
track came off at half-past eleven, and was a
sight worth seeing. Hawmpton with his forty
odd colts led the way. Following him came
the Fearnaught brood marshalled by Mrs.

Then came representatives of
other famous breeds, There were 275 horses in
the procession. The show of neat stock was

Cumberland Agricultural Exhibition.
To the Editor of the Press:

The pleasant little village of North Wind-
ham has been much agitated of late, at the
near approach of the time which is to usher
in the thirty-ninth anunal exhibition of the
Cumberland County Agricultural society. As
this society commands a wide spread interest
throughout the county, it may be well to in-
form your readers that the executive commit-
tee of the society are doing their best to make
the county fair of this year the mos: snccess-
ful and attractive exhibition which has ever
yet been given under their patronage. Under
the direct supervison of Mr. Samuel Dingley,
secretary of the society—connty commission-
er elect—tbe area of Sebago park has been
much enlarged, the enclosure now embracing
some fifteen acres; seats are to be constructed
of the capacity of accomodating some 2000
people; 150 stalls and pens are to be
put up for the stock; and a well is now being
sunk upon the grounds, The track
has been worked into a most excel-
lent condition; the judges stand re-
moved some six rods up the track, thus giving
to the horses a better “send-off.” The engross-
ing feature of the three days fair will
be, without doubt, the grand sweepstake
race on Friday, Among the entries
for this race, the champion stallion of Maine—
Messenger Knox—is entered, but he must look
well to his newly won lautels, for that spirited
jet black stallion, Phil Sheridan, is in the field,
whilst the swift footed and beautiful bay stal-
lion, Lightfoot, is under training in Massacha-
setts for the race. King William and Shepard
Knapp, Jr., are also said to be entered. A
temporary but substantial one story building
has been erected upon the grounds which will
serve as headquarters tor the officers of the so-
ciety. H. H. Boody's Hall is being fitted up
for the reception of the agricultural and house-
hold products and wares. For this purpose the
hall is being enlarged by an additio struc-
tare of fifty feet in length, which will give am-
ple room for all who desire to show their pro-
duc.s and goods for the large premioms offered
by the society.

TAE TAXATION OF CORPORATIONS.—The
Court of Appeals in New York has recently
made an important decision, affirming the
judgment of the Supreme Court in the question
at issue between the Tax Commissioners and
the Pacific Mail Steamship Company. This
corporation, which holds its charter under the
laws of New York, refused to pay taxes on the
steamships used exclusively in navigating the
Pacific Ocean, on the ground that as the tax
laws have no extra-territorial operation, this
property, being situated permanently beyond
the limits of the stite, is not liable to assess-
ment for taxation there. In the Hoyt case, in
1861, the Court of Appeals maintained this
point of exemption of property outside of the
state, bt the Tax Commissioners contended
that this decision was not appiicable to corpo-
rations for the reason that they are taxed on
different rules from those which regalate the
taxation of individuals. BSpecial stress was
laid by them on the value of the franchise asa
subject of taxation, and it was urged that the
personal estate of a corporation is blended with
the franchise. This view was disapproved by
the Supreme Court, who decided against the
Tax Commissioners on the authority of the
Hoyt case; and the Court of Appeals have now
affirmed this judgment.

Lewiston yesterday, between the Resolutes and
Androscoggius, resulted in a victory for the
Resolutes by a score of 8 to 7. The Resolutes
played a very poor game, and the Aundroscog-
gins a fair one, The game, however, was quite
interesting, the score being very close.

Ephralm Lawrence. s

This venerable and highly respected citizen
died at his late residence in Gray on the 20th
inst.at the advanced age of eighty-one. He was
a distant relative of the late Hons. Abbott Law
rence and Amos Lawrence; was born in Graf-
ton, Mass., but removed to Gray in early boy-
hood where Le continued to reside for more
than three score years. He was a man of great
natural ability, and though enjoying but very
limited advantages for elucation, his natual
thirst for knowledge led him to read very ex-
tensively, religious, scientific and historical
works, aod to keep well informed in all mat-
ters of public interest. He was traly a self-
made man, and though not a man of genteel re-
finement he was indeed one of nature’s noble-
men and in general information and judgment
upon all the ordinary affairs of life, he com-
pared favorably with those of more learned
professions,

For many years, and when the trost was of
far more significance than now, he wasa jus-
tice of the peace, and has ever been familiarly
known by the title belonging to that position.
His counsel and advice were extensively sought
and highly respected. For several years he
was one of the selectmen of the town and often
held other offices of trust. In 1860 he was rep-
resentative to the legislature from the towns of
Gray and Otisfield.

During all his long life he was an ardent
sapporter of all measures for social and intel-
lectual improvemeut, was never found lacking
in works and deeds of benevolence and charity,
and was generous almost to a fault. In the un-
bounded goodness and wisdom of a Divine Prov-
idence, from whose tender care none could be
excladed, he was a firm and undoubting be-
liever, and this belief and lessons tanght by it
were remarkably exemplified in his life. Mean-
ness, dishonesty and deception were dispisable
in his sight, and yet he was mnever wanticg in
charity for the faults of othets. Tenacious of
his own views. he always respected the opin-
ions of those who differed with bhim. He was
particularly fond of children, and his kind
words and warm generous nature, like magne-
tism, drew around hima large circle of little
admirers, who will miss, but never forget him,
His children and many grand children
will ever be proud to reverence his memory.—
Manhood found in him a sympathizing friend,
and old age a genial companion.

The f.culties of his early days he retained to
the end of life, and was therefore indeed “‘an
old man in whom was also something of the
young,” so that he was heartily welcomed in
all circles. Those most familiar with him felt
it a pleasure to render to him their hospitalities.
The community have indeed met with a great
loss ﬁrhis departure, as the large concourse of
mourning friends that met to pay a last tribute
to his memory will testify, bat his example
and many good deeds are & treasure which they
retain and will ever highly prize.

TaHe Loss oF THE SCHOONER FLEETWING.—

of the loss of the schooner Flestwing 8f La-
moine, already briefly mentioned in this paper.

Isaiah Bowden of
Penobscot, was at the time in his berth, but
awakened by the crash,rushed on deck, and
seeing that the vessel must sink, sprang for the
main-chains of the barque, which he was for-
tunate enough to seize, and was saved. Two
others of the crew were also saved, Hammond
Winterbotham of E. Lamoine, and Sylvanus
Heath, The names of her crew lost are Geo.
H. Trerett, mate, Trenton, — Webber, cook,
Surry, Selyn Penney, Hancock, Alenzo Colby,
Waltham, Emery Wardwell, —Wardwell,——
Sellars, Penobscot. Two men from the Prov-
inces were also lost, names unknown.

ActiviTy 1IN THE IRON TTADE.—A special
dispatch from Troy, N. H., to the Times, says
affairs at the iron works in Troy and Albany
and other places on the Hudson have takena
sudden and radical start. A few weeks ago it
was admitted by all iron men that the prospects
of running the Bessemer steel and the Renses-
laer rail mill were by no means promising.

A FeaUupurLENT CLAM ALLOWED BY THE
Mixep CommissioN.—A Washington despatch
to the Boston Advertiser says thata case has
been discovered where our government has paid
$200,000 in gold upon the award of the mixed
commission for cotton destroyed, where nearly
all the evidence upon which it was founded
turns out to be fraudulent. The fraud became
fully known to our authorities before the pay-
ment, but after the final decision and formal
award, it was decided that then, as under the
treaty, the award was binding, the only course
remaining was to pay the sum over; thereafter
it would be proper to call 4he attention of the
English authorities to the facts in the case, so
that the money may be retained from the par-
ties seeking it frudulently, In such case it may
eventaally be returned to the United States.

History of Seven Days.

The news for the week ending Wednesday
Night Sept. 23d.

A SHOCKING AFFAIR.

This week we have to record the occurrence
of one of those calamities resnlting in great
loss of life and limbs, which afterthought easi=
ly provides a remedy and points out the almost
criminal carelessness which results in such ter-
rible scenes. Saturday morning when the op-
eratives in Granite Mill No 1, at Fall River,
had been at work about twenty minutes they
were startled by the cry of fire and the escape of
smoke from the fourth story. In the room on
the fourth were almost 100 girls at work under
an overseer. On the floor above (the fifth
gtory) were almost 30 of the youngest operatives
in the mill at work. With the alarm, the
flames seemed to leap up this attic from the
windows below and up the great tower in the
center of the building where were all the stairs,
The fire caught in mule spinning roem on the
fourth floor in the northwest part of the room
from the friction in a mule bead and igniting
the cotton waste about the machine, almost as
inflamable as gun cotton, the fire flashed along
the floor toward the central tower, burning the
waste to which point the flames were drawn by
the draft. This tower was the only means of
escape, excepk two of which there were on each
side of the gable end of the mill. The burning
cotton made a thick suffocating smoke and
there was enough material to make a hot fiie
until the more substantial wood work was ig-
nited. 4 3

The most shocking scenes followed. The op-
erators mostly young gitls and children were
frantic with terror, running about the room,

shouting, crying and begging to be saved, The
few cooler heads who were present could have
no control over them. Even after the tower
was impossible,it was difficult to get even a few
of them to go up the ladder to the roof from
which they could reach the ladders leading to
the ground. They were 60 feetfrom the gronnd
and could not jump withont certain death or
shocking mutilation. On the fourth floor
where there were a hundred girls the scemes
were no less frightful. There escape, teo, by
the centre tower had been cut off, but the two
ladders of the south gable were before themg
but g0 bewildered and horror-stricken were the
poor girls with the peril of the position and the
thick, suffocating smoke, that, although urged
to take the ladder, many rushed to the balcony
and threw themselves into the sireet below
without a look to the Jadder. When the means

- of escape provided by the mill had been cut
off, the people brought feather beds and mat-
tresses to break the fall of those who must now
jump, bat in pearly every case those who took
this means of escape were shockingly maimed
or killed by the concussion. The full fire de-
partment was soon on hand, but their efforts
could only be directed to attempts to save life,
and in this they were baffled by the great dis-
tance from the ground, the scarcity of long
Jadders, and the dense smoke and increasing
heat. One fireman in bis heroic efforts to save
the lives of the belpless children hadto be
abandoned by his friends, thus sacrificing him
self to save others. Words, say eye witnesses,
can give no idea of the terrible scenes, in the
streets and at the windows where the poor vic-
tims rushed for aid. Parents could see their
children cut off by flames, fifty feet from the
ground, while the whole populace was little
better than an infuriated mob. The police and
firemen showed great coolness and courage.

As the mangled bodies, some dead, others
nearer dead than alive and better to have been
dead, were taken from under the windows
where they fell, they were carried on stretchers
to an improvised morgue or hospital according
as they were dead or alive, At the Mission
chapel nearly 20 dead bodies were lying at one
time. The fire was not so destructive to prop-
erty as might be suspected, as the firemen con-
fined it to the two upper stories and a short
time put it out above. Indeed, only por-
tions of the two wupper stories were
destroyed. It is said, however, that the walls
of the mill will have to come down latgely
as the granite was cracked by the heat and
water. As soon as the flames were subdued,
the search for victims was begun and many
were found so shockingly charred that no one
could recognize them. Full lists of the casu-
alities are now made up with the following
result: Killed or burned to death, 23; wound-
ed and maimed, 36; more than a third of these
are dangerousily injured and many canuvot
recover.

There are many rumors about the affair,
one that the elevator by which all might have
escaped would not work; and the corouner's
jury has taken testimony showing that the
Soperintendent, who says he did all in his
power to save the girls, was not present at all,
The jury are now in session, and when their
verdict is made up the result will be given.
The total insurance on the mill is $450°000.
The insurance agents value the properly re-
maining at $157,000.

THAT DREADFUL BORE,

During the week Theodore Tilton has pun-
ished the newspapers with a “‘statement’’ so
long that it would cover one side of this paper
in fine type. It is well written and there are
many who believe that he has improved his
case with the public; but life is short and in
geueral too valuable to devote to the details of
this nasty affair, whether based or. truth or
falsehood. The statement contains little that
is new, and maiuly rests upon the word of Til-
ton. The story of Mrs. Tilton’s confession
of the crime lof adultery with Mr. Beecher is
told with great explicitness, and a letter is in-
troduced from Susan Anthony to show that
she knew the natore of the intimacy, and
that Mr. Beecher was the sinner and a
great liar. Tilton also shows that at the time
the famous letter of apology was written by
Beecher, he(Tilton) had no trouble with Bowen
but had just entered into a new contract with
him to edit his paper. He denies that his
first charge against Mr. Beecher was improp-
er proposals, by showitig from the records of
the Plymouth cburch that he was called be-
fore its committee to answer to charges thag
he (Tilton) had accused Beecher, his pastor,
of committing adultery, asearly as August
1870, and for telling Rev. Dr. Taylor that
Beecher preached to seven or eight of his
mistresses every Sunday, as early as the spring
of 1871. He further asserts that Beecher and
Mrs, Tilton confessed their crime to others
than himself and Moulton, are the

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL,

The reports of the bureau of statistics show
that our imports for the fiscal year ending June
30, 1874 amounted to $595,861,248; for the pre-
vious year $(61,617,147. Exports for the last
year amounted to $629,252,156, and for the pre-
ceding year 8578,938,985.

Attorney General Williams has received a

The safe burglars will be tried in October.

=2 THE NEW REBELLION.

Last week when our paper was issued, the
country apprehended that there would be a sea-
son of bloodshed such as the country had not
seen since the first rebellion, but the proclama-
tion of President Grant suddenly brought the
McEnery peopla to their senses and at the de-
mand of Gen. Emay, U. 8. A,, the revolu-
tionists gave up their arms, and left the state
house, and Kellogg has been reinstated, the
McEnery people only making a lengthy pro-
test. In the remote parishes, however, the
white leagues inangurated new governments
which it will be more troublesome to change.
The state is in a fearful condition.

There has been ltttle change in the situation
in other states except that the decided action of
President Grant has given the White Leagues
a head flaw. Would not the first rebellion havs
been as easily checked if Buchanan had exer-
cised firmness?

The Democratic state committee of Tennes-
gee attributes all the lawlessness in that state
to the proposed civil rights bill.

In Kentucky a large band of outlaws have
seized and fortified the court house in Breathitt
county, and the governor has sent a large force
to capture them.

In Arkansas, outlaws seem to have it their

own way, stage robbery being the present recre -
ation of a chivalry that won't work. The oth-
er night four stages were waylaid and robbed—
or the portion of the passengers who were so
unfortunate as to be males, The ladies were
passed by. The robbers have been pursued and
surrounded in the woods.

All adviees from the South indicate that the
‘White Leagues embrace a numerous member-
ship and are well armed.

POLITICAL.

Despite the efforts of the Tweedites, the New
York Democratic convention nominated Hon.
8. J. Tilden for Governor at Syracuse the 17th,
by a vote of 252 to 137. Tilden is a good candi-
date—io beat. Wm. Dorheimer, Liberal, was
nominated for Lieut. Governor. The platform
declares for specie payments, honest payment
of public debt,local self-government, ete, There
is said to be serious disaffection at the nomina-
tlon of Tilden. ;

The Republicans of ‘ennessee nominated
congressman Mayunard for Governor. The na-
tional platform of 1872 was reafirmed, and de-
clares for equal rights before the law, but deems
a part of the provisions of the Senate civil
rights bill unwise.

The People’s movement in Missourl appears
to be gaining ground, nearly every Republican
paper advocating the nominations.

An exciting election took place in New Ha-
ven, Ct., Mounday, for school officers, because
the Catholics, under the advice of a priest, un-
dertook by a separate ticket to secure a majori-
ty of the board. The Catholic candidates re-
ceived 1400 of 5000 votes, Many leading Cath-
alics denounced the movement.

Gen. Batler 18 pleading for a re-nomination
He saysif he is

from the tower of freedom and justice’’—which
is good.

In our own state the returns give Gov. Ding-
ley a majority of 11,500. The Legislature is
composed as follows: Senate, 28 Republicans,
3 Democrats; House 91 Republicans, 3 Demo-
crats, and 7 fusionists of vraious sorts.

Judge E. R. Hoar has again declined to
be a candidate for Congress, and Dr. Ayer of
pill fame iz a competitor.

VARIOUS MATTERS.

Five masked men entered the residence of
the President of a bank at Wellsboro’, Penn..
bound all the inmates of the house, com-
pelled the official to open the bank, from
which they took $50,000, and took an $800
ring from one of the ladies, kissed them and

departed. Later—two of the fellows have been
arrested.

Among the fires of the week are the follow-
ing: St. Albans, Vt., loss $14,000, insured; sash
and blind factory, Taunton, Mass., loss $21,000;
seven wooden blocks in Windsor, Ont., loss
$40,000; hotel at Fargo, Minn., $55,000; Kings-
land’s paper mills, Passaic, N. J., loss $80,000.

Gen. Miles reporis numerous fighting In-
diaps in the Wachita River country. One of
his detachment,bad a fight with 300 whom they
drove off. He thinks that Santanta and Big
Tree lead them. Otherwise the Indian hostil-
ities for the season aré thought to be over.

The woman’s suffrage picnic, so popular ia
the neigbboring state of Massachusetts, has
found its way into Maine, and the first gat her-
ing of this particular description was held at
Lane and Cleaves’ pavilion, Old Orchard beach
yesterday. The scheme originated in the head
of Mrs. Dr, Drury, Secretary of the Woman
Suffrage Association of Haverhill, seconded by
Mr. A. J. Hoyt, editor of the Haverhill Daily
Balletin. Advantsgeous arrangements were
made with the Boston & Maine railroad, and
yesterday forenoon’s train deposited at Old
Orchard some five hundred of the advocates
of woman’s right to vote and to enjoy the same
privileges as her brother, from Boston, Haver-
hill, Georgetown, Newburyport, Lawrence,
Exeter and Dover. Among the prominent
ladies and gentlemen present were H. B, Black-
well of the Woman's Journal, Mrs, Blackwell,
better known as Lucy Stone, Miss Eastman, a
prominent lecturer in the movement, Mr. Al-
drich, night editor of the Boston Globe, and
the Strickland sisters of Chelsea, who deserve
prominence on account of the excellent sing-
ing and dramatic recitatiors with which they
enlivened the occasion.

FQREIGN,

There isn’t much of importance in European
telegrams. The Spanish war has ceased to be
interesting. Germany is troubling the Danes
and attempting to get a Dbitof territory, to
which Rassia objects because thereby Germany
will get control of the Baltic sea.

There is no improvement in Cuban affairs,
It looks as though all business and property
would be ruined by forced loans and the civil
war,
