THE FARM ARD HOUSEHOLD.

Seed Saving.

Every farmer and gardener should endeav-
or to save in so far as he may be able his own
garden and field seeds. As a matter of econ-
omy he should do this, but, what is more im-
portant, he should do it that he may be sure
of being provided with reliable seeds, De-
pending upon seeds purehased at the grocery
and the ordinary sale stores throughout the
country, at the best, is a practice which is at-
tendad with much uncertainty of results,
You may procure good seeds, fresh and
prompt to germinate, or you may get some of
the old stock of seeds, slow to germinate, or
that will fail altogether.

But provided your scedsare fresh and quick
to germinate, you may not be mueh better
off. You may, for inslance, have onion seed
raised from scullions and be gladdened, or
rather maddened, with the sight of a fine bed
of young scullions. Perhaps you have cab-
bage seed raised from cabbages that were un-
marketable Lecause they would not head.
Behold! you have expended your energies
upon a thrifty erop of like plants, which re-
fuse, also, to head. Or you may have given
your utmost care and attention to raising a
few cauliflowers. But your labor proves una-
vailing, and you conclude that canlifiowers
must indeed be very difficult to raise and that
you had betfer buy yours in the future.

Thus we might ran through with the en-
tire list of garden and field seeds. A great
many gardens are not worth half as mwuch as
they ought to be, just because inferiorseed is
used in planting them. It is useless to at-
fempt to have a gocd garden or aprofitable
field crop unless you can be sure of good seed
to start with. It is not good policy to pur-
chase seeds of irresponsible dealers., Either
purchase of a seedsman upop whom youn know
you can rely or else raise your own seed and
know what its parentage was and what its
treatment has been,

Every tiller of the soll can raise a little
seed of extra quality better than one man
can raise equally as good seed for thousands.
Select the best of every thing for seed so that
the next crop may be better than the present,
“Like producers like.”” If you have nice ex-
tra heads of cabbage which come near being
your ideal of what a eabbage should be, save
part of them for sead—that is just the kind of
cabbages that you want to raise. And how
can you be more sure of raising them than to
sow the seeds of such? If you have a fine
bed of onions free from scullions, smooth
skinned, compact and tender—just what you
know onions should be, in order to be about
right—then save some of these and raise your
own seed, and make them better and better
every year, by saving the best each year. If
you desire to have very early cucumbers, save
afew of the earliest and best shaped ones
for seed—not wait and take some of the later
growth.

In eating your melons, if §ou find some
which are saperior to the rest in flavor and
delicacy of aroma, save the seeds of them
and try to raise more like them next year.
If in cooking your squashes, you find that
some of them are better for eating than
others, save the seeds and produce the same
kind next year. Inlike manner save seeds
of all kinds for your own use and a few for
your neighbors if convenient. In this way
a great improvement might soon be intro-
duced into our gardens and much money be
saved which is now worse than thrown away,
in producing those seeds which require time
and care, and occapy the valuable land
Withont remunerating tho gardens,

Seeds for the garden should be thoroughly
dried but not by raising the temparature of
the air, for if you do tha§ it will injure their
vitality. The conditions for preservation of
seeds are lowness of temperature, dryness
and exclusion of the aire Heat and moistare
will either, germinate the seeds or destroy
their vitality. Vegetable seeds after they are
well dried may be wrapped in coarse paper
and put loosely into coarse cloth bags and
and hung in cool and airy places.

If apple, pear and quince seeds are exposed
to the air the rind becomes so hard and
rigid as to make germination impossible, or
at least very difficalt, from merely mechani-
cal resistance. It is better to place them in
earth to preserve them moist through the
winter.

A little intelligent care will enable every
one to save tha best of seed for his own use
and insare good crops. H. R.

Bex Sialls for Cartle.

People who remember how their fathers
used to tie up oxen and cows in stanchions,
and who have seen these instruments of bo-
vine torture banished at the dictates of hu-
manity and their places sup‘[_nlled with chains,
are In a degree excusable for thinking tbat
our present stable arrangements are all the
most gentlemanly ox or most fastidious cow
could desire; but those who stop and think a
moment will see that there is chance for fur-
ther improvement, in fact that the present
practice of tying up cattle does not meet the
requirements at all.

attle are natuorally among the most clean-
ly of animals, fastidious as to their food,
dvrink and lodgings. They never seek of their
own accord a mud-hole to lie or to wallow in.
Their toilets are made with their tongues.
with which they remove impurities, comb
their hair, allay irritations of the skip, and
perform other offices. When they lie down
they naturally spread themselves over con-
giderable ground; when they get up they
want room to do it in. But when tied up by
the head, they are compelled to stand and lie
in manure and filth, they are unable te reach
many parts of their bodies with their tongues,
they are confined in one position, can not lie
down with comfort or get up without viola-
lation.

These considerations mﬁmt that cattle
should not be tied up at all, and we ask our
readers who own few or many cattle and es-
pecially cows, and who can by any reasona-
ble amount of labor arrange it so as to give
each one an apartment by herselt in which
she can stand, lie, turn around and move
about naturally, to do so and note the result.
It will surprise people who think that a
cow don’t mind having her sides plastered
over with manure aud filth all winter, to see
how clean she will keep herself when shé has
a chanee in a box stall.

Then in one a cow cannot hook or rob an-
other; she will not strain herself lglettlng up
or reaching for food; she can lie down nat-
wrally and get up easily; can be fed to better
advantage, milked with less trouble, and is
better off every way. You who have barn
room, try it and see.—Mirror and Farmer.

. Walking Horses.

A writer in the National Live Stock Jour-
nal thus dwells upon the importance of train-
ing horses to walk fast:

One of the most desirable and valuable
gaits for a horse Is a walk, and it should be
the aim to first develop this gait in the hand-
ling of the colt. The good walker will always
m&:e good time on the road when a day’s
journey is to be made, without wearying him-
self, wgile the slow mope must be constantly
kept on the trot it timeis to be made, A
horse that will walk five miles per hour will
go as far in a day, confined to this gait, as an
ordinary horse can be driven when kept half
of the time to the trot, and with much great-
er ense to nimself. If one-half the pains were
taken by farmers' boys to make fast walkers
of the youngsters on the farm that is usually
takeri to make them trot, the result would be
much more beneficial, and we would find
plenty of teams that could do their five miles
an hour with ease, But instead of this, as
soon as the colt is bridled, the sole aim of
*ithe boys"” is to make a tretter of him, aud
both gaits are spoiled.

Ma%tae the coll?so walk boys; make them ex-
tend themselves in a long, sweeping, square
wall,and (on’t be satisfied with_an{lthlng less
than five miles an hour. When he gets to
trotting he will go all the faster for this pre-
liminary training to the walking gait; and it
be cannot trot fast enough to beat Dexter or
Geoldsmith Maid or Occident, he will have a
gait that is invaluable for business purposes.

pared, I see that some of the chemists find
one pound of hay equal to sbout six and
three-fourths of heets, and that others find
thiee and one-half pounds o beets equal to
one of hay. *“Now, who shall decide when
doctors disagree?” Without making a deci-
sion, let us add the two exiremes together
which will amount to ten and a quarser.
This divided by two, the namber of doctors,
gives us five and one-eighth pounds of beets
as a nutritive equivalent for one pound of bay.
Taking this estimate as acorrect oue, if hay
is worth $20 per to., beets are worth eleven
cents and seven mills per bushel. But the
value here given is the mtritive value alone,
without estimating the advantages derived
from their use in other respects. From ex-
periments made in feeding beets, their prac-
tical value has been made to range from 13 to
24 cents per bushel, with hay at $20 per ton.
An exact estimate of the practical value of
beets for cattle food is a difficult matter as it
is now, and ever will be, hid from mortal ken.
The improved condition of the cow (when
fed to cows during the winter), her increased
usefulness during the entire season, her les-
sened liability to sickness and disease which
high feeding with any one of the different
kinds of grain induces, her lengthened lease
of life, her evident satisfaction and perfect
contentmert, which is so plainly maniiested
while eating her daily ration of roots, are
esch and every one legitimate items to be tak-
en into the account in estimating the praecti-
cal, the actual value of peets as r%od for dairy

Auer carefully looking at the subject in all
its bearings so far as my limited experience
has given me opportunity to dosoe, I have
come to the conclusion that beets for ecattle
food are well worth fully as many cents per
hushel as good hay is worth dollars per ton,
without taking into consideration the in-
creased value of the manure, and that the av-
erage cost, when stored in the cellar or put

into pits, with every item of ex includ-
ed, need not exceed eight cents per bushel.
Now, as the price of hay in Ceatral New

York will probably average over $12 per ton
during the next decade, I do not discover any
risk in growing beets for our dairy stock,

My advice to all dairymen who are not con=
vinced in regard to their cost and their value
as cattle food, would be to try a small picee
each year until “‘they become full Eenu.ul,ed
in their own minds,” not only of the cost of
beet;, but also of their value as food for dairy
stock.

I will corclude this paper, already too long,
by saying that since its first a nce in
print I have Liad two years addi i-
ence in growing and feeding roots, gm
years ago, my success with Lane's Improved
Imperial Sugar Beet had been all that I could
have desired. But during the month of July,
for the past two seasons, this beet has been
struck with rust. By a liberal dressi of
salt the injury t7 the crop from réét will be
greatly lesened, yet nearly one month’s
growth was lost each season with this beet,
when the other kinds grown in the same
planted at the same time, and treated in
respects alike, were not affected in the least
by the rust or blight,

I would also add, that the more I feed
beets Lo dairy stock, the greater value I place
upon them as good, nutritions, health-pro-
moting cattle food.—Harris Lewis before the
Little Folks (N. Y.) Farmers' Club,

'The Feeding of Animals,

It is well known that herbivorous animals
are fond of common salt, and this is as true
of wild animals as of those domesticated by
man, Carnivorous janimals, on the other
hand, either have no Iking for salt or show a
positive. aversion to It. Cats, for example
will rarely touch salt meat. This differerence
is not easily explaived. The blood of both
classes of animals contains a certain amonns
of soda salts, but the quantity of soda in a
vegetable diet is not necessarily less than in
one of flesh. A German experimenter, Herr
Bunge, has been the first to suggest a plausi-
ble solution of the enigma. A vegetable diet
furnishes twice as much potash in rroporﬁon
to its soda as a flesh diet does, and it oceurred
to him that the greater. supply of potash
must be attended with a greater waste of
soda. To test this theory experimentally, he
pat himself upon a perfectly uniform diet of
beef,bread, butter, sugar and a small quanti-
ty of salt. When, by daily analysis of the
urine, he found that the quantity of soda and
potash excreted had beome constaut, ha pro-
ceeled to take such a dose ol potash saits
during the day as would raise the amount of
potash in his diet to a level with that daily
consumed by a herbivorous animal. The re-
sult was an inmediate exeretion of chloride
of’ sodium In the urine, the amount being at
ouce increased three-fold. Much potash was,
of course, also sed. The experiment was
repeated as various times, employing differ-
ent salts of potash, bat always with a similar
result, a dose of potash in every case produc=
ing an immediate excfetion of soda. Bunge
believes that this tendency of potash to pro-
duce a greater waste of soda in the system is
the cause of Lhe desire shown by herbivorous
animals for common salt. Their vegetable
diet is generaily very rich in Lrotash, and they
instinctively seek an add'tional supply of
soda. Soda does not seem to be an essential
ingredient of plants, but it is certainly indis-
pensable in the animal economy. In the
muscle, and in the blood corpuseles, Rou-h is
an essential constituent; but in the fluid por-
of the blood, potash is injurious, and if inject
ed, even in small doses, produces death. So-
da salts, on the other hand, can be iujected
with salety, and their ptesence in the blood is
essential to the countinuation of vital proces-
ses,—Journal of Chemistry.

Forty Bushels to the Acre.
A writer in the Practical Farmer tells how
he gets big erops of wheat:

For the past five years I have averaged
forty bushels per acré of wheat of the finest
quality, always being over weight., I think I
am still gaining every year, and attribute this
to the system pursued, and especially to keep-
ing sheep. My rotation is corn, barley, with
clover; third year, clover; and fourth year,
clover plowed down for wheat.

I have never missed a crop of clover by
seeding it with barley. It gives the grass
seed a chance which oats do not. I
raise full crops of barley, which do not at all
interfere with the grass, but I think barley
rather helps by the slight shading. After
the barley is cut the clover makes astonishing
Frowth, ving me superior late pasture. Ow-
ng to danger from mice, I pasture it down
pretty close.

My soil is clay loam. I plough down the
rank elover about nine inches deep, give it
one harrowing, then hanl out my manure
and spread. This [ plough down shallow, as
as I consider it important to have the fertil-
izer near the surface for the roots of tha
wheat plant. I use the drill, putting on one
bushel and one peck to the acre.

I have never had a wheat crop hurt by
freezing and thawing, which I see you some-
times suffer in eastern Pennsylvania. One
season, and one only, when we had a very
fine fall of growing weather, the wheat grew
so rank that I pastured it some during the
winter. I have never had any atlacks of in-
sect enemies on the wheat crop, and feel as
certain of a crop of about forty bushels per
acre under my system, as that spring will sue-
ceed winter. -7t is ten years since I moved
on this farm, and believe nothing more reca-

rates a worn-out farm than keeping nh.&

ey spread their manure evenly over
field, and I have found the truth of what
some one sald, that “the tread of the sheep is
golden.”

Cuarrants From Cattings.

It is now time that currant cuttings were
made and planted, The seoner it is done
after the leaves are ripe on the bushes the
better, to insure a good growth nexi season.
If made now and planted in well ared
soil, new rosts will be produced be cold
weather commences, at which time the-cut-
ting bud should be covered from three to
six inches deep with some straw, leaves or
similar material, to prevent the frequent
freezing and thawing of the ground during
winter and early, spring. No matter how
hard the ground freezes, if it remains in this
condition until spring, or the time for growth
to commence, but the changes in tempera-
ture, which usually occur during the late fall
and winter, are what injure the cattings and
not the severe cold. The cuttings should be
made of the Kruant season's growth, and
about six inches long, then planted their
whole length in the ground, or leaving mnot
more than an inch above the surface.

“Without Occupation.”

Among the unpleasant revelations of the
Iast censns is the fact that in 1870 no less
than two and a half millions of males, over
ten years of age, were returned as ** without
occupation.” Making a most liberal allow”
ance for such of this class as attended school,
the country was nonrishing at least a million
of men, who were eapable of work, and had
no occupation. Idling and sponging have so
bad a reputation in this country, that there
are thousands who rightfully belong to this
army, but are ashamed to confess it even to a
census-taker, and claim occupations which
they have not; consequently, without includ-
ing those whose occupalions are so at war
with society’s welfare and progress as to be
worse than drones, there eannot be less than
two million men who not only centribule
nothing to the common store of industry and
enterprise, but, in one way or another, draw
their sustenance from the accumulations of
others,

Nor can it be said that any one class sends
out this useless army. The indolent rich are
hardly less to be censured than the heedles
and thus helpless poor, or the very mean and
spiritless who form no small part of the army
“ without occupation.,” The criminal and
dangerous classes, as a whole, belong to e
idlers; and belween the aimless vagabond,
whose helpless need appeals to us for aid, and
the more positive thief, who boldly asserts his
right to property by taking it. there is not a
great difference, The latter is more danger-
ous; but the sneak thief is not more cone
temptible than the former. Nor is the army
of idlers confined to any locality. It they
were they could be better dealt with. Every
village in the land has its little band of idlers
who ought to work. Every city can muster
a battalion whose rank and file eats the bread
of helpless idleness; or obtains it by theft
from honest industry. The recruiting agents
of this army are of all grades. The parent
who i so tender of his son that he allows
him to grow up a genteel loafer rather than
have him take a place in the workshop, store,
on the farm, or wherever else bread is to be
won by manual or brain work, is recruiling
for the army without occupation. Indeed,
from this source comes, in the first place, the
greatest number of recruits. They get their
instruction®t the loafing places, in the gam-
ing and drinking saloons. They end their
days in the jail, poor-house, or as the objects
of private chanty,

The wonder is that with this vast army of
loafers and criminals, the workers make out
to get along and aciumulate anything. It is
really a wonder that states thrive, that rail-
roads and factories are built, and the adgre-
gate wealth of the nation increased. With
this vast army of do-nothings to maintain,
and its vicions ones to restrain, it is a marvel
that the area of civilization is not annually
narrowed rather than enlarged. It is not
safe, however, to further increase this army,
for the laborers have to toil early and late to
bear the present burden of crime, pauberism
and idleness. Consequently every good citi-
zen should do his utmost to disband this
army, for so long as it exists there is no hope
of the good time coming, or to call other-
wise make preparation for the millenium.

The Next Congress.

When Congress adjourned last June, it
looked as though the Democrats might suc-
ceed in electing a majority of the new Con-
gress, but as the canvass has opened the joy
of these gentlemen appears to be more of a
graveyard task of whistling to keep the cour-
age up, than a hope of success, and the Re-
publicans have become more confident. From
all the advices received at Washington two
estimales have heen made of the political
complexion of the next House of Represcata«
tives. -One of these estlmates, which is called

SUNDAY SERVICES,

ST. LUKE'S.

At the morning service Bishop Neely preached
from Gal. ii, part of the 20th verse:—** The life
that I now live in the flesh, I live by the faith
of the Son of God, who loved me and gave him-
gelf for me.”

The most important aspect under which hu-
man life can be viewed is that when it is con-
sidered with reference to its underlying princi-
ple, or the character which man himself im.
presses upon it, We often speak of the life of
man, in general, as short, uncertain, transitory.
We speak of the life of a particular individual
as prosperous and successful, or sorrowful and
unfortunate. But these, and like conceptions
of it, make no such impression npon us as
when the life of an individual man is charac-
terized as aimless, or selfish, or base, or, on the
other hand, as consistent, generous, noble,

Now, while the life of most men everywhere
and in every generation is devoted to the pur-
suit of those objects which minister to sensanal
gratification, or the thirst for praise or place,
and consequently is fashioned and governed by
those motives and conditions which point to
success in this dirsctiont, there have been men
in every land and age who lived a higher life,
Patriotism and philanthropy have had *their
shrines always and every where, upon which
some at least have gladly laid the best offerings
they could bring; and in nations unblessed by
a distinet revelation of the attributes and wiil
of God, there have been those, who, like Enoch,
and Noah, and Abraham, and Moses, and
Samuel, walked by faith, and not by sight,
whe heard and heeded the voice of God speak-
ing through conscience and the spiritual in-
tentions or intuitions, and, in this taith, will-
ingly sacrificed wealth, and earthly ambition,
and life, for the attainment ol the invisible but
enduring realities of the upper and eternal
world. And there are men, thongh they may
bave been denoanced, and riaicule&. and perse-
cated by their conte'nporaries, who have obtain-
ed * a good te?[‘orb through their faith " in after
generations. These are the names we chiefly
honor, however earthly and grovelling our own
aspirations may be. According as we are like
them we feel ourselves humbled; as we are nn-
like them we confess ourselves in our inmost
thoughts, however loftily we may bear ourselves
in the world, below the standard of a true and
perfect manhood. :

St. Paul in the words which I have read for
our present consideration claims for himself a
place among these men of faith, and his re-
cord compels us to acknowledge him the fore-
most hero of them all. When he speaks of
himself and his brethiren among
Christian believers as ““dead unto the world,”
as “‘crucified and dead with Christ,” “buried
with Him’' and “risen with Him uunto new-
ness of life, we seem at first to lack the key
to these mystical expressions. But when we
trace his career, first from the feet of Gamaliel
to the gate of Damascus, and through the
scenes and labors of his subseguent history,
we cannot fail to find their meaning abund-
antly illustrated. And when he declares “[ no
longer live (as before) but Christ liveth in me”
and again, the life that I now live in the
flesh 1 live by the faith of thejSon ofGod” —the
record of that life is a sufficient interpreter,
Our teacher—Christ: our Master and Lord,
Christ; our exemplar, Christ; our Almighty
Saviour and soul refuge for time and eternity,
Christ. This was not oniy the teaching but the
life of St. Penl. To win Christ and to be found
in Him, he counted all things else but loss; to
be conformed unto Him in sufferings, he re-
garded as the highest honor; to serve Him in
toil and tribulation, to walk in His blood-stain-
ed footsteps, to live unto Christ and die for
Christ, this was the joy and the glory of this
blessed A postle.

I, Now we see in this life not oul
a life above and apart from that

men in general—and not only & lifeof faith :l

such a life is exhibited in the character of il-
lustrious and worthy men among the Gentiles
before the Christian era, or more completely,
becanse based npon an express revelation, b
the Jewish patriarchs aud prophets, bat a life
begotten, directed and wholly fashioned by a
faith, whose object is aperson. The life that
I now live in the flesh I live 1 or by faith,
namel{, that of the Son of God. A mew light
had burst  forth upon the  world.
Nay! He whoisand bas ever been the light
of the world had now become incarnate amonwest
men,—had personally appeared as the world’s
illaminator. The only begotten Son of God
had manifested h;mself‘tap men as the Way,
the Truth, the Life. Faith, therefore, which
before groped with uncertain step and little
light amidst the conceptions of the inner con-
scionsness or the phenomena of the outer world
for its true object, now discerned and planted
itself at once upon_the Rock of Ages. The
mysterions predictions of Jewish prophets
were explained and gloriously fnlﬂliec{1 in the
advent and incarnation of the Son of God in
the person of Jesus Christ, and thus henceforth,
whether for Jews or Gentiles, faith, to be a
;rue and worthy faith, must be a Christiun
aith.

I will not pause to further justify this faith
or in other words to review those facts and
circnmstances whereby it is established that
Jesus Christ is what He claims to be, and
whereon the Christian faith and the Christian
church are bnilt. We know what St. Paul
once was—the bitterest enemy and persecutor of
the name and cause of Christ, and we know
what he subsequently became, though it cost
him the lvuss of all that the world holds dearest.
—one who could say of himself in the fullest
sense, '‘The life that I now live in the flesh I
live by the faith of the Son of God.” There
was proof enongh to convince and transform
such a man, and there is enough to convince
any who will open their hearts to receive the
hlx;nrs[ed t}r;nlh gf thie Gasu:»al.}l S

: ut there is none other than the great
central fact of the Gospel, namely, the ]ofg of
God towards men in giving His only hegotten
Son for their sake, and the love of Christ in
offering Himself a ransom for their sins, *that
could or can beget such a life as that of St
Paul, The life that I now live in the flesh I
live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved
me and gave himself for me. Here was the
great copstraining, prevailing motive. The Son
of God thus humbled himself, thns suffered
thus died, because He loved me, chiefest of
sioners though I am. It was the love of Christ
thus conceived of as manifesting itself in the
extreme of self-sacrifice for man’s salvation,
and thus realized as stretching forth its al-
mighty arm for his own individual salvation
that constrained and compelled St. Paul, and
that has constrained and compelled every other
Christian saint and martyr to devote himself,
soul and body, a living sacrifice to Christ. The
sacrifice and death of Christ are the springs of
that life which is “hid with Christ fu God.”
And soch they cannot but be to every one
whose faith bas grasped their import and their
motive,

Is our life in the flesh that which is begotten
and sustained by soch a faith? If it is, the
fact cannot but be as manifest, as that the
covetous man is seeking money, or the ambi-
tions man place or fame, and our claim to that
effect can be justified as St. Paul could justify
such a declaration respecting bimself.  That
we are named with the name of Christ, are
enrolled amongst His followers, and profess
allegiance to Him the charch records can show.
But theve is another record kept on high,
wherein is exhibited what master we are serv-
ing, what is our supreme object of desire and
affection, what is is the life we ore actively
living, and by that record we shall be judged.

The property formerly belonged to Sarah MeCrate.
By ber will Richard H. Tucker was made trusiee,
with authority *‘to appoint a trustee to be substitut-
ed for him in case he, the said Tucker, stould from
any cause be unable to act as such, and also to name
& snitable person to succeed him as trustee after his
decease, which appointment of a substitute or suc-
cestor is to be made by the said Tucker in writing,
and such substitute or successor shall have the same
power and authority as the present trustee, or if said
appointment of a new trustee shall mot, from acei-
dent or otherwise, be made by the present trustee or
by his suecessor, then the then Judge of Probate for
the County of Lincoln shall appoint one in case of a
vacancy, a8 provided by law.” Tucker was also
named as executor of the will. He notified the Judge
of Probate in writing that hoe declined both trusts,
and did “recommend the Hon. John Babson of said
‘Wiscasset, as the most proper and suitable person for
the acceptance of the above trustin my (his) place
and stead.” Thereupon Babson, in addition to an
administration bond, furnished to the Judgg of Pro-
bate a bond as such trustee, wherein is recited the
fact of his appolatment by the Judge, and condition=
ed for the execution of “such trust according to the
will of the testatrix,” which bond was approved and
dered to be ded. Babson entered upon his
duty as trustee, and, under this state of title,eflected
this insurance. The Court held that plaintift had an
fnsurabl e interest, ordered judgment for plaintift,
and referred the case to the Clerk tor assessment of

accusing Beecher of adultery and rape, and
never acknowledged that I had done so; and
that the statement that I have adroitly con-
tinued to maintain membership in Plymouth
chureh is a stupid falsehood, as I bave neither
managed, nor contrinued, nor used a single
effort to influence the action of the church or
any one of its members,

Bowen coucludes as follows: *“This is not the
first attempt Miss Beecher bas made to convey
information on the subject in question and my
advice is that in the futare she look more care-
fully after her facts or she may need morc
than a mutnal friend to help her out of some
serious difficalty, I am quite willing that
Beecher should act as judge and jbry on my
conduct, for he knows and has often said and
recently too, that he did nat censure or con-
demn we for the course I had taken in this
most unfortunate affair,.  Happily for me in
this matter, [ have a witness of his words in
one who is now and always has been ono of
Beecher's warmest friends,

Rumors of n New Council.

dant Graat,that European governments having
colonial possessions in American wuters can
no longer transfer them from one power to an-
other, should be acquiesced in by England,
Spain and Denmark."”

OF THE

UNITED STATES

FASBED AT THE

First Session of the Forty-Third Congress.

[GEXERAL NATURE—NO, 70.]

AN ACT fixing [the amount of United States notes
providing for a v listribution of the national bank
currency, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Repre-
sentatives of vhe United States of Ameriea in Con-
gress assembled, That the act entitled “An act to

rovide a national currency gecured by a t?]ed e of
ﬁulted States bonds, snd to provide for the circu-
lation and redemption thereof,” approved June

third, e!i!xl‘teen hundred and sixty-four, shall here-
aiter be known as “the national bank act.”
BEC. 2. That section thirty-one of “the national-

bank acl” be so amended that the severgl associa-
tions therein provided for shall not bereafter be re-
quired to keep on hand any amount of money what-
ever, by reason of the amount of their respective
circulations; but the moneys required by saiid sec-
tion to be kept at all times on hand shall be deter-
mined by the amount of deposits in all respects, as

provi for in the said section.
Sec, 3. That every association gfanlmd, or to be
under the provigions of said e :t, and of the

several acts amen thereof, ehall at all times
keep and have on deposit in tfle treasury of the
Um*t'ed BStates, a sum equal to five per centum of its
eirculation, to be held and u r the redempiion of
such eirculation; which sum shall be counted as a
part of its lawful reserve, as provided in section two
this act; and when the circulating netes of any
such mocia.uom. a or unassorted, shall be
presented tor redemption, in sums of one thousand
dollars, or any multiple thereof, to the treasurer of
the United States, the same shall be redeemed in
United States notes. All notes so redeemed shall be
charged by the treasurer of the United States to the
res ive associations issuing 1he same, and he shall
notify them geverally,on the first day of each month,
or o r, at his discretion, of the amount of such
redemptions; and whenever such redemptions for
any association shall amount to the sum ot fiye hun-
dred dollars, such association so notifiel ehall forth-
with deposit with the treasurer of the United States
a sum in United States notes equal to the amount of
its cirenlating motes go re ed.
