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A few miles from Paris is a little ham-
let called St. Denis. The inhabitants are
very poor, and live in extreme poverty,
but they have one of the most magulf-
cent churches In the world, and inside
this church, and in the crypts beneath,
are buried all the kings of France and
their families, from the time of Dago-
bert I, who died more than 1250 years
ago. The church occuples the site of a
chapel erected in the year 275 over the
grave of St. Deanls, the first bishop of
Paris. Dagobert substituted a large
basilica, or grand church, for this chapel
in 630, and gave it to the Benedictive
monks, for whom he also built an abbey ;
and it was over this abbey that our
Abelard of the preceding chapter, pre-
sided as ahbot, about 600 years after. Of
this church, nearly 1300 years old, some
parts remain, but the greater part of
the present edifice was erected In the
11th century.

At the time of the Revolution, the in-
furisted mob, bent on destroying even
the last vestige of the hated royalty,

und its contents, in accordance with the
motion of their leader, who gave the
order that *‘the powerful hand of the
Republic shall efface unpityingly the
superb epitaphs, and demolish these
mausoleums which recallto it the fright-
ful memory of the kings."

They did not succeed in destroylng It
entirely, though they did much damage;
but evervthing has been restored as far
as could be Since that time, one century
ago, France has had avnother empire,
then & kingdom, a second republic, &
second empire, and the present republic,
sud many believe that another kingdom
will s0on succeed, and the Duke of Or-
leans, the next heir to the throne, cou-
fidently expects to be crowned king;
which shows the unstable condition of
affairs political in thia country.

The route we traverse to reach this
burial place of kings, most lnsppropriate-
Iy lies through the district where lives »
colony of what sre called the rag pickers
of Paris, and it may perhaps interest you
to see the contrast of how the poor live,
and how kings die.

Outside the fortifications are a few
tracts of vacant land belonging to the
city, which is rented to these people till
it is wanted for some other purpose, and
then the tenant has to move o apnother
loeation, which s not an extensive un-
dertsking, for he simply has to take his
house up on his back, snd put it down
in another place. 1t he has a famlly,
which is usually the case, they each
take a hand, the man and womasn at each
end, and easily transport the house snd
all its furnishings, for it is not as large
as your hen house, or as elaborately con-
structed. ‘There is one little square hole
for a window, and the pipe-stem-like
funnel sticking through the roof.  This
domicile is surrounded by a garden that
sgrees o size with the house, the whole
pot covering an area lsrger than your
kitchen flaor, and these rows of diminu-
tive jhovels, for they sre nothing else,
have the appesrance of most abject pov-
erty.

The industry of rag picking is not ex-
tensively remunerative, as one might
surmise, and they literally subsist on
the ‘‘crumbs that fall from the rich
man's table,” or rather from what is
thrown into the rich man’s swill barrel
and ash barrel. It s a pathetic sight to
go out in the morning and see them,
turning over with a long, two-tined
wooden fork, the contents of the waste
barrels that are put out on the sidewalk
to be carted away. Every little bit of
meat is eagerly seized upon, for this is
the only meat they have, and we have
even seen them fightlng with the savage,
spatling dogs, to rob them of their
rations.

The entire journey is through such
surroundings as these, but at length we
come to the royal basilica which con-
tains the magnificent tombs of kings and
queens.  As we approach the entrance,
we wonderingly survey the crowd stand-
ing in front of the doors, and as we come
pearer, we observe a long line of carpet
stretching to the street, so we know a
wedding is in progress, and evidently a
very “swell” one; and though we were
not invited guests, you can trust a  Yan-
Lee for getting there just the same. The
crowd outside was of the common peo-
ple, which is easil observed, as the
women wear no head covering, and usu-
ally wear white aprons, so our ‘‘good
clothes” as well as our Iindependence,
carried us in, in the wake of some who
were evidently invited guests, and the
guard said no word. When we discover-
ed that we had the honor of attending
the wedding of a countess, we shook
hands with ourselves in congratulation.

After the ceremony, & procession was
formed, headed by two men in gorgeous
military array, carring long poles with
gold knobs on the top, and at every two
or three steps, the stone floor would re-
sound with the heavy thud of these long.
massive canes. Then came the bride and
groom, who bowed and smiled to all
their friends on each side, which was re-

more details. church itself is grand-
ly magnificent, snd no feeble words
could do justice to the superb architect-
ure and beautiful artistic staioed glass
windows. Before this altar Napoleon
was married to the Archduchess Marle
Loulse, and it certainly is interesting to
stand on the spot where the feet of this
great general once stood—and also to
aze on the walls where Joan of Are,
the Maid of Orleans, hung up her arms,
in the year 1420,

But the most solemn and impressive
object in all Paris is the tomb of that
illustrious Napoleon himself. ‘Though
he was banished and died in exile, his
country has given him a far more majes-
tic burlal place than any other monarch,
Inside the church of the Dome (e lova-
lides, the highest and most sumptuously
constructed edifice of the kind in Parle.
No Rom.n emperor had ever a more
magnificent sepulchre.  As you go up
the broad marble steps and enter the
church you perceive in front of you,
direc:ly benesth the lofty dome, s cir-
cular wall of polished marble.

You lonk down into this receptacle,
which is 20 fcet deep and 36 feet in diam-
eter, and on the mosaie floor, which re
resents a wreath of laurel, rises In
solemn majesty the massive sarcophagus,
conslecdrz of a single huge block of
polished reddish-brown granite, weigh-
ing 67 tons, brought from Finland at a
cost of #0000,  Words fail us in at-
tempting the description of this grand
spectacle. It Is sald that on the ocea-
sion of the recent visit of the Czar of

tussia, when he gazed on this impress-
ive acene, the czar wept.

We have not yet learned where is the
burial pluce of Marie Loulse, but the
Empress Josephine Is buried ina little
church at Rueil, a little town of less than
1000 inhabitants, about six miles out of
Paris. A mopument which represents
the empress in & koeeling posture has
been erected to her memory by her son,
Eugene Beauharnias, and daughter,
:Juu-n Hortense, the mother of Napoleon

11.

Another famous burisl place is a beau-
tiful building, once a church, in the cen-
tre of Paris, which was afterwards con-
verted loto a kind of memorisl temple, |
and is now called the “Pantheon,” and |
dedicated to the illustrious dead of
France. The Interior is beautifully dec-
orated with paintings, tapestries, col-
umns and statues, the finest paintings
done being those by Puvisde Chevannes,
the artist who has done some of the dec-
orating for our own Boston public li-
brary. Underneath are the tombs of
many famous men, snd spaces left for
many more.

Mirabeau was the first one interred
here, more than a century ago, then
Marat, the man who perished by the
hand of Charlotte Corday. Rosseau and
Voltaire also, but their tombs are now
empty, the remains of the two philosc-
phers haviog been secretly removed af-
ter the Restoration, *‘as a kind of paltry
retaliation for the desecration of the
tombs at St. Denis.”

The tomb of that wondrous pen paint-
er, Victor Hugo, is the one that most
interests us here. It is simple and plain,
but has been kept covered with fresh
flowers constantly, all these twelve
years by his grandson. It was his will
that he be buried as a psuper, but proud
France could not endure thst her great-
est genius of the age should receive no
more homage than that, so it was carried
out only in the detail of conveying his
body to the tomb in the pauper’s hearse,
which was completely covered and heap-
ed with lowers. To receive his body, the
Pantheon, which before had been conse-
crated, was secularized, for some say he
was an atheist.

Another most interesting burial place is
a very old one, near us, in the heart of
the city. It contains the tomb of a young
girl about whom some of you have heard
or read. You will remember that about
ten years ago, & book called *‘Murie
Bushkirtsels Journal” appeared and
made quite a sensation—not from fita
possessing any great literary merit, but
chiefly because It outlined the dally
life of & young and smbitious school
girl, who was studying at the Julian Art
School, and who was stricken with con-
sumption at an early age; and the narra-
tive of the progress of the disease, and
the pages of the journal written up to
almost the very day of ber death, make
it an interesting work in some respects.
After her death, her mother—with the
ald of her master, Julian, who wished to
advertise hia studios, it is said—publish-
ed the journal, and erected over her
grave the most costly and elaborate
mausoleam we have yet seen In France,
Napoleon’s excepted ; by which we infer
that she must have thought her daugh-
ter the greatest genius that ever lived.
‘I'he sepulchre is a large stone temple,
surmounted by an elaborate gold-deco-
rated dome, and on top of thata tall gold
crucifiz. The outside walls are alwﬁ&
orated with palettes, stars and wresths of
of laurel inlald with gold and on one the
four sides are Iinscribed the names of xll
her paintings, her name In large letters,
and this Ipscription, which translated
reads:

MISS PARLOA ON SOUPS.

The French lonsekeeper's Way of Making
Them Described In a Lecture,

“Economy is the watchword of the
French people,” said Miss Parloa in her
talk upon the characteristies of French
cookery at the New York Young Wom-
au's Christian  association, “and the
French housckeeper, no matter how
gimplo the dish, excels in the making of
it. The market prices are much higher
in France than here, butter and sugar
eosting more than as much again, Oune
may buy half u lemon or part of » car-
rot, and it is not thought unusual, and
only asufficicut quantity is purchased to
supply each meal, and an unexpected
guest is never provided for.”

Miss Parloa added that roasting and
broiling are hardly known among
the working classcs, and pastry is
made only in the kitcheas of the very
wealthy. &n American housewife may
take the load in the making of dainty
and fancy desserts, but to a French-
woman the making of soups and sauces
is the most important part of the cook-
pe

ry.

The following simple soup is said to
be savory and delicious: Put 8 table-
spoonfuls of butter or meat fat in a soup
kettle and pour over it 2 gnarts of wa-
ter. Let it cook 10 minutes before add-
ing a pint of potatoe s cut into cubes
and 8 lecks washed and sliced thin
Add a teaspoonful of salt and one-third
of pepper and allow this to cook very
slowly one hour. Break 5 slices of stale
bread into pieces and put in the soup
turcen, and turn the soup over it when
cooked the required length of time.

A French vegetable soup is made thus:
Cut a large onion iuto thin slices and
put them in a pan with 8 tablespoonfuls
of butter. Let them simmer together
half an hour and add 2 quarts of water.
Have prepared a pint of white turnips
cut into cubes, the same amount of po-
tatoes, half a pint of carrots, half a pint
of the white part of the leck cut into
thin slices. Add a clove of garlio, an
eschalot, a teaspoonful of sugar, one-
third of o teaspoonful of pepper and salt
and cook slowly an hour, adding some
chopped parsley 15 minutes before the
soup is removed from the fire. This sonp
may also be used for a vegetable puree
by pressing it through a coarse sieve,
and to a pint of the thick soup add a
pint of boiling milk,

A paste for thickening sances is kept
at hand for constant use. Here is the
way to make one that will keep a long
time: Cut equal amounts of beef, veal
and pork suet in small pieces. Put them
in a kettle with very little water and
glowly render. Turn off the first fat,
and when very hot stir in flour until it
forms a thick paste—about a pint of
flour to a pint of liguid fat. Put these
into a graniteware vessel and place in
an oven and cook three to four hours.
Eeep in glass jars covered.

Gume of all kinds winter-
ed well and we believe there has been
less poaching than usual. Our lakes and
ponds teem with salmon and trout in
greater numbers than ever before. We
m&mﬂully ask all guides to co-operate
with us in the great work of properly
protecting the fish and the game. We
shall take pleasure in doing all we can
to ald you and to make your business
pleasant and profitable.

Omit the cream if preferred
and the dressing will be nearly as good.
The best results in makiog this salad
are secured by haviog both the dressin,
and potatoes warm when mmblnur.

Cueese Purrs.—Mix together four
tablespoonftuls flour, four tablespoonfuls
grated cheese, one-half teaspoonful salt
and a speck of cayenve.

STRAWHBERKY SHERBET.—Pick over
snd wash quickly one quart strawberries.

ALMOND DrOrs.—Beat the whites of
five eggs very stiff. Measure one-halt
cup sifted pastry flour and sift four
times with one-hall teaspoonful cream
tartar, one-half cup granulated sugar
Fold this mixture carefully into the egg.
Add ore-fourth teaspoonful almond ex-
tract. Drop from a tablespoon in small
oval shapes upon a pan lined with wax-
ed paper placing them an ioch or more
apurt. Sprinkle blanched and chopped
slmonds over the top and bake lo a very
moderate oven twelve to fifteen minutes.

BoiLep Ham.—Thoroughly brush and
clean & large ham in lukewarm water in
which & teaspoonful of borax has been
dissolved. Then soak in cold water
over pight. In the morning shake off
every particle of the hardened surface.
Put it into a large kettle and cover with
cold water. Let It heat slowly and as It
begins to boll remove the scum. Then
add & bay leaf, one onlon, two large
sprigs of parsiey, and one quart of sweet
pickle vinegar, or one piot of clear vine-
gar or cider. Keep the kettle where It
will barely bubble, and let it cook till
tender ; sllow twenty mioutes to the
pound from the time simmering com-
mences. If a fork will plerce through
the thickest part and the skin will peel
off easily, itis dope. Let it remain in
the liguor uotil cold. Then carefully
peel off the skin, trim off any ragged
edges and with & soft cloth sop the melt-
ed fat from the top. Mlxone cup of fine
cracker crumbs, half a cup of brown
sugar, one saltspoonful of pepper and
one saltspoounful of powdered tarragon,
and moisten slightly with melted butter.
Spread this thickly over the fat surface,
and retarn to the oven till brown and
crisp.

To CARVE A Hay AT TaBLE.—When
the whole ham is to be served at the
table it should be trimmed neatly, and
the end of the boue covered with a pa-
per ruflls, and the dish garnished with
radishes, olives and parsiey. The thick-
«st part of the ham should be at the
farther side of the platter. With a very
sharp koife make an incision through
the thickest part a little way from the
smaller end. Shave off in very thin
slices, cutting toward the larger end and
down to the bone at every slice. Each
slice should have s portion of the fat
with the crisp crust.

VEAL CuTLETS.—The loin and thickest
part of the leg of veal are commonly
used for steaks, or cutlets, but a very
pice dish may be p from the
cheaper parts, if one will take the time
to do it properly.

THE LIQUOR PROBLEM IN ENGLAND.
For vearly thirty years there have
been no important changes in the Eng-
llsh methods of regulating the liquor
trade. In fact, the changes made in the
vourse of a century are exceedingly few,
and In Ita maln features the Enoglish
licensing system i3 pretty much lo the
condition that it was when the century
openéd. From 1828 to 1869 England
tried the experiment of free trade In
beer. For forty years slmost snvbody
whao liked could set up & beer shop. But
the experiment was a direful failure
In 1569 it was finally abandoned; not,
however, without leaving disagreeable
traces, which are easily discoverahle
to-day In every old Eoglish town.
Wherever half a dozen squalid beer-
houses stand side by side there Is a mon-
ument of one of the most daring experi-
ments ever made in regard to the liquor
trade. In 1870 grocers were permitted
to retall beer, and in 1874 the hours of
closing of public houses at nights and
on Sundays were fixed by Parlisment.
These are the only important changes of
the century. In other respects English
public houses are controlled by laws
which were passed last century, and
now, as then, the local magisteates ap-
pointed by the Lord Chancellor adminis-
ter the licensing laws, and issue licenses
tor the retail sale of all intoxicating
drink.
