Some Bath Vessels.
Barn, Sept. 25.—This afternoon soon after
three o’clock,there was launched from the B.
W. and H. F. Morse yard, Bath, the largest
tug-boat in the world, the H. F, Morse.

This tug is owned by the several members
of the Morse family and will be used by the
Morse Transportation Company ot Boston
and New York, in towing the fleet of twenty
The
same firm builta tug, B. W, Morse, an im-
mense tug, and she proved so powerful and
such a success in every way that they de-
cided to build another and even larger one,
and the H. F, Morse is the result. She is
ten feet longer than the B. W. Morse, other-
wise her dimensions are the same, Length
157 feer, breadth 30 feel, depth 17 feet. Gross
tonnage about 450, The net tonnage, after
the engines and boilers arve in, will be about
250, She will easily make sixteen knots per
hour and will be capable of towing four
large coal barges at once. The tug will
create a sensation in the maritime cireles of
New York and Boston.

There was also launched at high water,
yesterday afternoon, from the yard of Kelley
& Spear, a three-masted schooner, not yet
named, and owned by the builders, The
schooner is 99 feet in length, 27 feet in
beam, and 76 feet in depth; gross tonnage
156, net tonnage 148,

The three-masted schooner Carrie A, Lane,
owned by Arthur Sewall & Co., has been
charvered to earry coal from New York to
San Francisco. This will be the firstin-
stance of a schooner’s rounding Cape Horn
with Atlantic coast conl for San Francisco.
If the voyage is suecessful, many other
schooners will probably be put into the busi-
ness. Shipbuilders and ship owners here
think that the schooner will make the voyage
just as safely and just as quickly as a ship.
The Carrie A. Lane is but a year old,
measures about 750 tons and is chartered at
§12. BShe will take a cargo of about 1200
tons and so will receive about £14,400, After
her arrival she will be kept oh the Pacific
coast In the coastwise trade, now monopol-
ized by ships.

BANGOR, Sept. 25.—This morning about
6.30 o'clock, the freight train that leaves
Bangor at six o'clock, when at Odline's
crossing five miles from Bangor, broke apart,
and the cars left the track doing some dam-
ageto the cars andtrack., The train was
heavily loaded which was the cause of the
breaking. A working train was immediate-
ly sent from Bangor to the scene of the ac-
cident, and the cars were got on the track in
four hours from the time of the accident.

OUR RELATIONS WITH THE DOMINION.

Senator Sherman’s Resolution of In-
quiry Under Discussion.
Hard Questions For Democrats to
Answer Asked by Mir. Dolph.

The Tariff Bill And the Reduction It
Effects.

WasminGTON, Sept. 25.—In the Senate, to-
day, Senator Sherman’s resolution for an
enquiry into the state of the relations be-
tween the United States and Great Britain
and Canada was taken up and Senator Mor-
gan proceeded to discuss it. He said it was
an obvious fact that the distinetive policy of
the Republican Senators was tliat no other
but a Republican administration should have
the settlement of questions nmow open be-
tween the United States and Canada. The
Senate was to have a glance at a
substitute for the Mills bill and would then
probably adjourn. The President’s policy
was masterly, and would have more to do
with the coming of Canada within the polit-
ical affiliations of the United States, than
any other  argument which  any
human being could name, because it brought
before the eyes of the Canadians the great
practical question that their material inter-
ests were so bound up with those of the
American people that a common government
was necessary for all alike, The Senate,
however, had no intention of granting the
President’s request fowower.

Senator Dolph replied to Senator Morgan.
He said that to prevent the transportation in
bond of goods to and from Canada would
hurt American transportation companies
alone, and would tend to destroy American
interests and would hardly harm Canada at
all. It would give an opportunity for build-
ing up transporta lines and
wonld in the end, as claimed by the I
men of Canada, be a benefit to the Canadian
Fro\rldeneas. The exercise of ghe power in

he President’s hands, under the act of
March 3d, 1887, would have injured Canada.
Was that the reason the President had not
executed it? The power asked for would
injure American interests. Was that the
reason the President desired it? It would
seem to be the President’s desire to retaliate
on the ple of the United States rather
than on the people of Canada.

The resolution was referred to the com-
mittee on foreign relations and the Senate
proceeded to pass the private pension bills
on the calendar. Amoni the bills ed
was the Senate bill granting a pension of
$3,500 o year to the widow of Gen. Sheridan,

The Tariff Biil,

The finance committee of the Senate met
at 10.50 today. The new tariff bill was laid
before it and the committee formally began
its consideration. A majority of the mem-
bers were personally in favor of making it
public at once, but it was decidea in defer-
ence to ancient usages to await the
action of the full commitiee.

The bill covers 160 printed pages and is the
outcome of a vast amount of labor by Sen-
ator Allison and his colleagues.. 1ts main
points have been frequently stated and the
material changes from the original plan have
been few. Concessions have bad to be made

Senator Hiscock, speaking of the bill
says: Itwill be a thorough protection
measure, and while it reduces the revenues
and revises duties will be radically opposed
in princlple to the Mills bill.

The majority report to accompany the bill is
not finished yet. I have no ideaas to when
the bill be reported to the Senate.

the Senate several months ago. It is thought
probable b{ both Senators Aldrich and Alli-
son that this portion of the bill will be, for
the most part, accentable to the Democrats.

BLAINE AND CONKLING.

The Letter Recently Published Re-
futed by the Official Record.

AUGUSTA, Sept. 25.—The Kennebee Jour-
nal tomorrow morning will publish the fol-
lowing interview with the Hon. James G.
Blaine:

A representative of this paper called on
Mr, Blaine at his residence yesterday to ask
if he desired to say anything In answer to
the recently published letter of the late Sen-
ator Conkling., Mr. Blaine’s reply was as fol-
lows: *Nothing could induce me to enter
into a controversy over Mr. Conkling’s grave.
During our joini service in Congress, some
sixteen years in all, we had some exasper-
ating controversies, but 1 never spoke or
wrote a word concerning him, except publie-
ly, and now that he is dead my lips are seal-
ed against every form of criticism or unkind
expression, no matter what may be the im-
prudence or the injustice of any of his sur-
viving friends.”

Our reporter asked Mr. Blaine if he had
noticed that doubt had been expressed in
several papers as to Mr. Conkling being the
author of the published letter. Mr. Blaine
replied that of course he knew nothing
about that point but it was a great surprise
to him that such a letter should have been
written by Mr. Conkling. The date shows

that the letter was written just six days
after the close of an exasperating dwruanal
debate with Conkling, and if Mr. Conkling
had intended to say anything of the kind he
would have been apt to say it then and not
immediately afterward in a private letter,
which was notdgivan tothe ﬂxh ¢ for twenty-
two years, and not until Mr. Conkling had
been dead several months. The whole affair
was not in accordance with Mr. Conkling’s
Ot At Te B dm tbing oL

en as e knew an g of Cran-
dall or Haddock, Mr, Blaine replied that he
had never seen either of them, and never
heard the name of either except upon the oe-
casion of his personal debate with Mr.Conk-
iing, in April, 1866. Though he had not
ch his mind with the fact so as to re-
member accurately, his strong impression
was that they were both nﬂfeers in New
York under the enrollment act during the
war, and that both had been dism Tom
the serviee for misconduet in office.

Mr. Blaine was then asked by our repre-
sentative if he had anything to say about
the charge that he had made money out of
the recruiting funds in the war. He replied
that it mim with equal truth, be char
that he made money by robbing
malls or bg‘rlmcy on the seas. The re-
porter asked if the whole business of the re-
erui scandal bad not been fully investi-

n Maine. Never, said Mr, Blaine,
was a subject more tlmroushlzll or more ger-
sistently investigated than the recruiting
scandals which grew up in this State the

last year of the war in connection
with the filling of town guotas
by what were known as “pa

credits.” It was investigated by special
committees of two slatures and finally
and most searchin, y a public Commis-
sion com of t prominent gentlemen,
two of whom were eminent Ia and the
third a distinguished officer in the late war,

One of the lawyers was a Democrat of the
most Ipronounced type. There is not a werd
of evidence, or even a suggestion or hint in
any one of the three reports, said Mr. Blaine,
that he had any more eonnection with the
matter than had Mr. Conkling or his unwise
friend who publishes this and at-
tributes it to the dead statesman.

Our representative then asked Mr. Blaine
if he had not assisted the Public Commission
in their investigation. Mr. Blaine said that
in a certain way he had done so. The Com-
mission needﬂug voluminous information
from the War and Navy Departments in re-
speet to recrulting frauds found great diffi-
culty in obtalning what was essentinl to
their investigation. They then applied to
him for aid. In their final report to the leg-
islature the Commissioners made the follow-
ing acknowledgement of his assistance :

The amendment which I have offered is de
signed to correct this evil, to eut it up by the
roots, and bring back recrulting to an honest
meritorious and patriotic effort to fill the ranks of
our t army. We have witnessed with
amazement the quetas of entlre cities and dis-
tricts technleally filled without adding a single
man to the effective military foree of the nation.

Wasmxerox, D. C,, Sept. 25.—Attention
has been attracted in official and medical
Jireles here to the rapid spread of the vel-
low fever panic in certaln portions of Missis-
sippl, Alabama, Tennessee, Kentucky, Lou-
isiana. Although, according to the press ac-
counts, no cuses of yellow fever have as yet
been discovered in the loealities which are
establishing quarantine by shotgun and oth-
er methods, it is believed. from what is re-
garded as rellable information, that not one
of these places has been altogether free from
the fever visitation. The most experienced
medical officers here do not believe that the
fever has spread from Florida.

Yellow fever develops in five days. Ex-
traordinary precautions have been observed
under national aathority, for a certainty,
three or four times that period,'to prevent
the de re of anyone from Florida to
whom the least suspicion of fever taint at-
tached, and there are no known instances
where Florida refugees have turned their
steps in any direction but to the North.

The panic at the South is out of all man-
ner of proportion to the extent or virulence
of the epidemic. Reason seems tobe com_
pletely dethroned and mob law has sup-
planted statute law.

The wost open and shameless violation of
the civil service law yet is the assessment of
the United States deputy marshals in Massa-
chusetts. As the Demoeratic campaign
grows more desperate its managers grow
more reckless.

The rumor goes that Sir Sackville West,
British minister at Washingtou, is to “be
transferred to St. Petersburg. Mr. West's
success in pulling the wool over the eyes of
our diplomats has commended him to the
English government as an eminently fit per-
son to send to the court of the wily Czar.

It does not appear that the Hon. William
Emery was given an opportunity at the great
Democratic celebration in Biddeford to ex-
ploit his great and peculiar triumph in the
First district. This was an inexcusable
omission. Perhaps, however, the Young
Men's Democeratic club of Alfred or the
Duckworth club of B ddeford may yet invite
him to make a consolation speech.

The interests of the employers and the em-
ployed in the maintenance of a protestive
tariff are identical. Unless the employer's
business is sucoessful he canbot pay the
wages to his employes that they ought to re-
ceive. To eripple the employer on the plea
that he dees not give a fair share of his prof-
its to the workman isto put the latter be-
yond the possibility of ever getting a just re-
muneration.

Mayor Hewitt says if Andrew H. Green
sheuld benominated for Mayor of New York
he would not be a candidate. *“If,” says Mr.
Hewitt, “there is one man who can be ug-
lier than I can be In protecting the interests
of the whole people and enforcing the lawss
heis Andrew H.Green.” The Mayor ap-
parently thinks that the chief qualification
for Mayor of New York isan ability to
make himself disagreeable.

The government papers of the Dominion
no longer conceal what the Dominion fisher-
men want. Says one of them, published in
Hamilton: “If in return for the grant of
commercial privileges to their fishing vessels,
the right to buy bait and provisions and to
ship in bond over Canadian soil, Canadian
fish were offered free entry into the United
States, Canada would jump at the offer-
There is not the s.ightest doubt about that.”

Two hundred loss in Biddeford, twelve
hundred loss in York county, and some four-
teen hundred loss in the First District—
these are the gratifying features of the elec.
tion which the Democracy celebrated with
fireworks and hurrahs at Biddeford Monday
night. There is a considerable element
in that pargy that can’t read the newspapers,
and the Biddeford performance was un-
doubtedly gotten up to fool them, Perhaps

Henry George says in his paper: ““l'he
President has not flinched a hair's breadth.
On the contrary his letter of aceaptance not
only reiterates and reinforces the argnments
of the mesgage, but In Important respects
shows a significant advance. Not only do
his arguments in the message, like his argu-
ments in the letter, go, when earried to thelr
logical conclusions, to the utter destruction
of the idea that protection can benefit the
people, but they go even further—to the con-
clusion that all tariff taxes should be abol-
ished and the public revenues raised by
direct taxation.” All these observations are
true, but the President’s New York friends
would much rather Mr. George had kept
them to himself. The destruction of protec-
tion 15 undoubtedly the end the Democratic
leaders are working for, but they propose to
accomplish it by what the Argus aptlr calls
“Insidious installments;” and such diselos-
ures as Mr. George's interfere with the game

It appears that the war on Sam Randall
was declared off because it bade fair to seri_
ously eripple contributions to the Democratic
campaign fund. The canvassers of the
Democratic national committee, it appears,
made their rounds among the Demoeratic
manufacturers and merchants in Philadel-
phia, and made their usual request for con-
tributions. They met with unexpected and
almost unanimous rebuffs. Some of the
manufacturers would not give any explana-
tion, further than to say that they would not
contribute a cent, Others were particular to
specify that the national committee could
not get much aid in Philadelphia until the
administration and the free traders in Con.
gress should choose to take their hands off
Mr. Randall; that nothingtha thecombined
Influence of the administration and of the
Democratic committee could do could prevent
the renomination and the re-election of Mr.
Randall; butthathis friends, who constitut-
ed all of the Democratic manufacturers of
Philadelphia, were in no humor to contribute
anything to the Demoeratic national commit
tee. It was immediately after these rebuffs
that the Democratic managers announced
that they had no intention of making war on
Mr. Randall.

Concerning New York.

While the Republicans can win the nation
al election without New York the vote of the
Empire State is indispensable to Cleveland,
In New York therefore the Democrats will
iargely concentrate their forces. Whatever
can be done by fair means or by foul to
swing the electoral vote of that State to
Cleveland will therefore be done. There are
plenty of signs that the situation in New
York to-day is not altogether to the Demo-
eratic liking, notwithstanding their boasted
confidence. Had the Demoeracy been as
sure of that State asthey professed to be
they would never have gone to digging in
political graveyards for campaign material,
as they have In the caseof the Conkling
letter written some twenty-one years ago.
Such tactics are the last resort of despera-
tion—or the last but one which is forgery—and
that is reserved doubtless for the day before
election when there will not be time to ex-
pose the forgery and cateh the forger.
There has evidently been going on in the
agricultural and manufacturing towns of the
State eomething that approaches pretty near
a political revolution. Becessions from the
Democracy on account of Mr. Cleveland’s
free trade deliverances have been numerous
and inclade many Demoerats of distinetion,
The disclosures of the New York Tribune,
Incomplete as they are, are extremely siguifi-
cant and furnish good ground for the evi-
dent Democratic trepidation. Then tpo the
persistence of Gov. Hill in running this yegy
bas been a great misfortune to the Demoe-
racy. It has thoroughly discredited their
reform pretensions, and opened the eyes of
a great many independents who were in-
clined to believe that the Democracy had
been regenerated and could be trusted,
Hill is more popular with the New York
Democrats than Cleveland and an  at-
tempt of the latter to repudiate any sym-
pathy with Hill's candidacy will surely be
the signal for a vigorous knifing by Hill's
friends—the rumsellers. On the contrary an
endorsement of Hill's candidacy is destined
to alienate from Cleveland the vote which
pulled him through in 1884. The President
probably would like to keep silent, but Hill’s

friends are demanding from him, with so
much vigor and persistence, a cestificate for
thelr favorite that refusal to give it is pretty
sure to be interpreted as & slap at the Gov-
ernor, to be returned with interest on elec-
tion day- All these things naturally have
had a saddening effect upon Chairman Brice
and his associates., Were it not for the huge
corruptible vote of New York city and
Brooklyn Brice and Barnum would be in
utter despair. 1t is to that they are looking
now for the saivation of the Demoeratie
ticket, and it isto the purchase of that no
doubt that a Jarge part of the fund-that they
are now soliciting from the people will be
devoted, Meanwhile they will profess a
confidence in Cleveland’s re-election which
they do not feel, and the more gloomy the
situation the louder will be their boasting.

American tells this story of the postpone.
ment of the launching of the Baltimore:
The cruiser Baltimore wasto be launched
at the Cramps' yard in Philadelphia this
morning. She wasn’t, and thereby hangs a
tale. As late as Thursday the Navy De-
partment announced that the Baltimore was

to be launched Saturday morning. Suddenly
enterdnif the announcement was sent out
hat the launch had been indefinitely post-
poned. No reason was assigned. The real
reason for the postponement would be ludi-
crous were 1t not so shamefully contempti-

It appears that Messrs. Cramp had desired
Mrs, Wilson, the wife of Naval Constructor
Commodore Wilson, to break the conven-
tional bottle over the Baltimore’'s bow and
baptize her. It was a pretly compliment,
and Mrs. Wilson thoroughly appreciated it,
Secretary Whitney, being only a gentleman
and not a naval officer, saw no reason why
the request of the shipbuilders should not be
granted. The details of a launch rest entirely
with the buillders, subject to the approval of
the Secretary of the Navy, and Mrs. Wilson
was therefore Iomullly invited to baptize the
Baltimore. She gladly accepted the invita-
tion and eagerly looked forward to the cere-
monies. Just as Commedore and Mrs, Wil-
son were about to leave their nome yesterday
for Philadelphia tha?' were notified that the
launch had been indefinitely postponed.
Commodere Wilson, who has” been here in
Washington long enough to know something
about the nature and habits of the genus
“naval officer,” Immediately suspected that
something was wrong. Heivvestigated. He
learned.

The launch of the Baltimore was post-
poned because certain naval officers objected
to Mrs. Wilson. Mrs. Wilson, they declared
should not launch the ecruiser. It Is an
ancient tradition of the Ameriean navy, said
these officers, that no married woman may
baptize a new vessel. Only one exception
can be tolerated, and that is the wife of the
Secretary of the Navy. Buta more serlous
reason even than ancient and unalterable
traditions was glven, It was charged that
in her youth Mrs, Wilson had been a gov-
erness.

CHASE. THE MURDERER.

He Is Brought Up Before Judge
Bonney-

The Theory of the Defense Out-
lined.

Shortly after noon yesterday, Edward A,
Chase, who shot Mrs. lda E. Stevens on the
street near the Union Station, was brought
into court to answer to the indictment for
murder found against him at a previous
term. There were very few spectators, it
not being generally known that he was to be
arraigned. He appeared calm and displayed
no emotion at any time.  On his forehead
could be seen the scar of the wound made in
his attempt to shoot himself. He was neatly
dressed and carried a lightderby hat. His
counsel was A. F. Moulton, Esq.

When the indictment was read he listened
with his eyes fixed on the floor. When ask-
ed whether he was guilty or not guilty, he
answered, evidently according to the instrue-
tlon; of his lawyer, “Guilty as to the act, but
the judge is to fix the degree.” Judge Bon-
ney said that the statutes provided for a
hearing, if desired, on the degree of murder,
for which sentence should be imposed. The
hearing, it is reported, will be in chambers,
and not before a jury. It is hoped by Chase’s
friends that he will be adjudged guilty of
murder in the second instead of the first de-
gree.  As in either case he will be sent to
State prison for life, it apparently would
make no difference at all but were his
Iriends to apply for his pardon at any
future time, it would make a great differ-
ence.

The question of the degree of moral re-
sponsibility involved in the case is likely to
be interesting, and, it is said, the counsel
will Po deeply into branch of the case.
While Chase, at the time of the murder of
Mrs. Stevens, was not wildly insane, otyet itis
claimed by his friends that he was not a sane
man, and that his acts outside of the erime
he committed, and the steps leading up to
that erime were not the acts of a sane man—
that is, of a man who was capable of reason-
ing clearly and compmhandlmf his own sit-
uation. They claim that this insanity dates
back some two years or more beyond the
time when he first made the acquaintance of
Mrs. Stevens, or, in other words, * he was
not nade insane by his love for Mrs. Stey-
ens, but was in love with her because he was
insane.” The above statement of the
thenr{. of his friends in relation to the case
will show the line, not exactly of defense
bnbt of afplmnian. wl&cth Wl.ll dbe f&lowad
when the case comes before Judge Bonney.

Chase'’s father and mother came into tlfe
court room bf the rear entrance, and took a
seat on one of the settees. Chase turned his
head as they came in and soberly nodded to
them. The aged and affiicted couple were
regarded with looks of Ityol?' all present.
Soon after Chase was allowed to have an in-
terview with them in an ante room. He

&Ir;sped his mother’s hand as he went out of
court room door.

The Powder Magazine.
To the Editor of the Press:

I see by the vote of the city fathers that
they have refused to locate a new powder
house. Now, as the saying is, what are we
going to do about it. Some one says that the
city has no right to build a powder house.
Perbaps it has not. But what right has the
city to owna pest house? Simply for the
safety of its inhabitants; for the good of all
and as a measure of precaution. That is
just why the ecity should build a powderhouse
as a matter of precaution,and the city should
own itand have controlof it as a matte
of precaution. As a matter of fact when the
Portland Water Company lays a new pipe
they often meet a ledge which must be re-
moved and to remove it they must have some
explosive. So it is with the contractor who
lays the foundation of some of our large
buildings ; he must have powder to demolish
the ledges which he finds. Do our city

fathers want these people to send to Boston
at a great expense and get a keg of powder.
Let me say here that the express companies,
the steamboats and railroads d> not care to
oarry Eowder as the law forbids them. Well,
then, how do the dealers get it here. Almost
wholly by vessel. Vessels have to depend
on wind and weather, and then, as there is
no regular packet line be*ween Boston and
Portland, the dealer must either wait until
some vessei Is coming to Portland or else
charter a vessel himself. Powder Is brought
here in lots of from 50 to 200 kegs. When
some vessel is coming to Portland, the Bos-

ton dealer makes a trade with the captain
and puts the powder on board, and when the
vessel arrives here the dealer, or his agent,
obtains a special permit from the city clerk .
to land it and cart it to the powder house.

ow, Mr. Editor, we will suppose the city
should tear down the powder house and a
vessel arrive here with 200 kegs of powder
on board. The dealerlis not allowed to store it
and there being no place to store it, the ves-
sel would either carry it back to Boston or
throw it overboard, as no vessel is allowed
to lie at any wharf with powder any longer
time than is oceupied in unloading it.

While this sub;act at first does not seem
to interest the general publie any fair-mind-
ed maniwill see, if he looks cmfugi'. that
the publie is, or ought to be, interested. Pow-
dsrBi an article that in some form must be
used in  Dbuilding up = city that,
like Portland, has been founded on a ledge,
and I have yet to hear of ony city that has
ever been damaged by a store house of pow-
der. The city has from time to time made
laws in relation to the storage and carting
of powder and has provided a severe penalty
for the violation of any of these city laws
and as a matter of dollars and cents the old
Powder house has paid well,

Then why not
et the city build a new one- .
