Pear trees are a
mass of blossom buds, now nearing the
time of opening in ceotral Malne. A
bountiful crop of pears will come in
good play, provided apples are short.
Plum trees are uninjured by the winter,
hut are not generally promising a full
bloom.

Small fruits have wintered well, but
it Is too early to forecast their frultage.
This class of fruita are on the Increase
among us as well as the apple. There
never has, however, heen enough of
these fruits grown to fully meet the de-
mands of the people, so there Is room
for a full crop and more.—Maine Farm-
er.

CREAM-RAISING IN A WELL.

It is established that no system with-
out the use of separation or ice has vet
been discovered by which a perfect re-
covery of the cream contents of milk
can be secured, but where the herd is
too small to justify the expense of a
separator, or ice is not available, a good
method is to fit up a well creamery. A
well four feet in diameter will care for
the milk of ten cows: but if it were six
feet it would be better.

Fit out a sufficient number of common
shot-gun cans to hold the milk of three
milkings, with loose-fitting deep-rim
covers, and stout bails so arranged as to
hold the covers firmly in place when sus-

nded. Provide a pulley and one-half

nch rope of sufficient length to let each
can when filled with milk into the water,
until it floats.

It should remain undisturbed, except
by the addition of the pext milking,
for the next twenty-four hours, when it
can be raised and skimmed.

By this method an effective creaming
is secured ; the milk is gafe from all con-
tamination of flies, dust and odors.

But the most Impressive bullding of
any description in Parls, Is the church
of the Madeleine, or church of St. Mar
Magdalen, bullt in the style of a Gree
temple. It stands on a basement 23 feet
high, surrounded by an Imposing col-
onnade of massive columns (0 feet high
and 6 inches In dismeter. It has no
windows. Steps go up all around the
platform. Notre Dame with its elabo-
rate decorations cannot compare with
this majestic structure, plain to dignity.

The most costly church is the Dome
dea [nvalides, so called from its connec-
tion with the Hotel des Invalides, or sol-
diers’ home, built for Napoleon's dis-
abled soldiers. Underneath the gold
dome of this church is the tomb of the
great warrior.

But the most beautiful plece of arch-
itecture in #ll Paris, according to our
poor judgment, is the Tower of St.
Jacques, a square tower 200 feet high,
which once belonged to s church which
was demolished, but the tower left
standing. With ita protruding gargoyles
(fantastic and sometimes hideous figures
which are put on every church to keep
away the evil spirits) and Ita plctur-
esque formation, standing alone against
the sky, it makes a picture of the most
striking beauty.

On the way,
a2 luck would have it, we met a friend,
who, perfectly aghast, asked:

—that Is all," was the answer.

*Why, why, what is this officer golng
to do with you?' she then asked.

“Ask him,” we say, which she did, In
the language he could understand, so he
told her the story, and she beamingly
gave him the two ceots, thus rescuing
us from the jaws of justice. But we
don’t begrudge the tax, for it is worth it
to sit here now, under the trees, and
watch the living, moving panorama of
walking, driving, laughing humanity,
who live out doors, and don't seem to
have & thing to do but have a good time
and enjoy life in their beautiful city.

100 tons of grain would save $200 in

be necessary for him to keep and
80 many horses to do his work.

Now that we may realize how the
constant ndding up of a great many
small sums produces a very large
amount we will take the statistics of
the dairy products of this same state of
Wisconsin as given in the last dairy
bulletin of the United States agricul-
tural department. The value of all these
products is given for Wisconsin at $30,-
000,000, a very large amount of money.

No one knows better than the indus-
trious and economical dairymen of Wis-
congin how many little bits of work
and care enter into the making up of

this large amount of money. Letus

compare the loss to the farmer which
results from bad roads and which bap-
pens little by little. We will omit for

the time the loss to the dairyman,

farmer's loss for Wisconsin has been es-
timated at #5,500,000. This is more

HON. HORATIO KING.

DEATH «F THIS HONORED sON O

FAKIS IN WASHINGTON THURSDAY.

Hon. Horatlo King died in Washiog-
ton Thursday morning, May 20th. He
was in his eighty-sixth year and died
from the effects of an attack of grippe.
His sons, teneral Horatlo C. King of
New York and Henry King of Boston,
were at his bedside when he passed
AWAY.

Horatio King waz the son of Samuel
and Sarsh (Hall) King, and was born o
Paris, Maine, (it was then Massachu-
setts ), June 21, 1811, His grandfather,
George King, and three brothers served
in the war for independence. Like most
of the country-reared young men of the
period, the subject of this notice was
brought up on the farm and had a per-
sonal knowledge of what life upon the
farm is, or rather what it was at that
time, for it is somewhat different now.
He received such an education as the
common schools afforded, and, in the
spriog of 1529, entered the office of the
Jeffersonian, a paper then printed in
Paris, to learn the prioters’ art. Ouge
vear afterwards he becams part owner,
and six months theresfter sole owner,
and, in 1882, editor of the paper, and in
May, 1533, moved it to Portland. On
the first of January, 1535, he sold out
to the Standard, and that paper was
finally merged with the Eastern Argus

In March, 1839, he was appointed by
Postmaster General Amos Kendall, to s
position in the Post Office Department xt
Washington, D). C., where he has ever
since resided. He received promotions
from time to time until 1850, when he
became connected with the foreign mail
service, in which capacity he originated
and perfected certain postal arrange-
ments of great importance to the service

In March, 1534, he was appointed by
President Pierce, First Assistant Post-
msster General, an office of great re-
sponsibility, but for which his long ex-
perience well fitted him. He held this
position until the first of January, 1861,
when he became Acting Postmaster
General, and on the 12th of February he
was nominated by President Buchansn
and confirmed by the Senate, as Post-
master (.eneral, serving in that capacity
until the inazguration of President Lin-
coln and the appointment of his suc-
cessor, March 7, 1s6l. He filled all
these important places with fidelity and
distinguished ability.

He was Postmaster Genersl during the
latter part of Mr. Buchanan's administra-
tion, when treason stalked with a bold
front through the streets of the National
Capital. Though a life-long Democrat,
Mr. King was loysal to the core, and re-
mained so durlng the entire struggle.
Though exempted by law from the per-
formance of military duty, he furnished
& representative recruit who was duly
mustered in and served in the Unlon
army. Thiz ¢ xhibition of patriotizm and
public spirit received official acknowledg-
ment frorp the goveroment.

After retiring from the Post Office

board of commissioners to earry out the
emancipation proclamation in the Dis-
trict of Columbia.

Mr. King has twice made the tour of
Earope, first in 1567 and again in 1575-6.
The last oue was somew hat more extend-
ed than the first, and on his return he
published & book entitled **Sketches of
Travel, or Twelve Months in Europe.”
He has written much and upon a great
variety of topics, and has also lectured
on various oceasions.  He also originsted
a geries of Saturday evening literary en-
tertaiinments at his private residence,
whiich became very popular. He was
for many years a contributor to newspa-
F«rs and magszine:, on historical and
iterary subjects, sometimes translating
articles from the French.

Mr. King married May 23, 1833, Ann
Collins of Portland, by whom he had
seven children, only three of whom—one
daughter and two sons—szurvive. The
others died voung. His first wife died
September 22, 1869, and be married
February S, 1875, [sabella ;. Osborne of
Auburn, N. Y.

Mr. Kiog's somewhat eventful life has
been one of usefulness. lo all the posi-
tions be has filled, he has inaugurated
important improvements, including that
of the official “Penalty Envelope"—a
convenient, economical device: and by
his literary efforts he has contributed
much to elevate the tone of society at
the Nationsl Capital. ¢

CHOCOLATE Mousse.—One quart of
cream whipped stiff, one coffeecupful of
powdered sugar, one-half cake of grated
chocolate, two tablespoonfuls of sugar,
two tablespoonfuls of boiling water, one
teaspoonful of vanilla. Put all together
and pack in ice for several hours.

BAVARIAN CREAM.—Ouge pint of aweet
milk, one-half pint of hot water, one
plot of whip sweet cream, two and
vune-halt cupfuls of llli:l‘. one Leaspoon-
ful of extract of vanilla, one cupful of
canned or fresh pineapple, one cupful of
chopped Eoglish walouts, onc-half box-
ful of gelatine. Dissolve the gelatine lo
as little water as will coverit. Let It
soak an hour, pour on the hot water, and
when perfectly dissolved, add the milk
and sugar, and boll ten minutes briskly.
Remove from the stove and add the va-
nilla and cream. Set in a cool place,
and as soon as it begins to form, stir in
the fruit and nuts. One may leave out
the walouts, and on taking from the
mold decorste with blanched almonds,
standing them upright in the cream.
Keep in a cool place until served.

PECULIARITIES OF A
nopy IN A

SOME
LAW-MARING
STATE.

Nowhere else in the United States is
there 8o pecullar and remarkable a body |
of lJawmakers as assemble from time to
time in the inland town of Dover to
transsct public business for the people
of Delaware

What is known as the senate or upper
house of the Dover leglslature consists
of nine members ouly. Delaware is one
of the states which has no licutenant-
governor, and therefore from out of
these nine members one is chosen as
presidiog officer.

The basis of representation for these
members [# 20 unusual that esch of the
elght may be said to represent a very
different number of persons. Delaware
is divided into three counties, the most
populous of which is the northerly
vounty of Newcastle, which includes the
city of Wilmington. At the recent pres-
identinl election the vote of Newcastle
waz 22000, The second of the Dela-
ware counties iIs Kent, which includes
the caplital city of Dover and cast at the
recent election G600 votes ounly. The
third and most southerly of the counties
is the rustic Sussex, which cast at the
recent election 8500 votes, Newcastle,
it will be observed, has seversl thou-
sand more voters than Kent and Sussex
combiped, hut the basis of representa-
tion in the Dover senate is the same for
all three—three members from ench
county, and on sny public question,
therefore, in the senate, a minority of
the people of Delaware can by a two-
thirds majority outvote the majority.

The Delaware house of representatives
consists of 21 members, chosen without
reference to population, seven from each
county, and though the Republicans car-
ried Delaware at the recent election,
such is the pecullar method of choice
that the present house of representatives
conslists of 20 Democrats and one Repub-
lican only.—New York Sun.
