The ground
should be well turned over, a good coat
of mapnure well harrowed in, about 400
pounds of superphosphate to the acre
put in the hills, and the land well cuitl-
vated and hoed at least twice before hay-
ing. Those farmers that neglect the
hoeing and depend upon the weeder are
very sure to get & good crop of weeds
and a small crop of corn. It Is better to
plant a small piece and take good care of
it than to plant a large piece and neglect
it.

BrowsrieLp —The  #oil should be
thoroughly fined and pulverized. No
matter what kind of an implement is
used, the work should be thoroughly
done, and the manure well mixed with
the soil. Then if corn and beans, or
beans snd corn, are to be planted, from
200 to 300 pounds of some standard fer-
tilizer should be applied in the hill or
drill, and this can be most satigfactorily
done with a planter drawn by a horse.
And if clean culture is desirable I know
of no method so effectual as hand hoeing.

Ordi-
nary Pyrethrum powder, which is not a
poison, dusted over cabbages wlill de-
stroy the cabbage worm and drive awa
the flea beetle. It may be mixed wit
wheat flour in the proportion of one part
Pyrethrum to four parts of flour, and be
lightly dusted over the plants.—Secre-

cords of barn cellar manure to the acre,
using an O. K. swivel plow (which Is
good enough for a8 man able to walk),
then apply twenty manure spreader loads
to the acre, working it into the soll with
a dis¢ harrow, and fioishing with a
smoothing harrow.  For planting I use
an Eclipse planter, applying 200 pounds
of some good corn fertilizer to the acre,
which I consider enough for a starter.
The rows are three and one-hall feet
spart, distance between hills according
to size of corn. [ slways hoe twice, and
often three times, running the cultivator
as long as possible. Then if a few weeds
should be left they are removed with the
hoe. [ have never used one of the mod-
ern weeders, Have thought they would
do well for the man, who, when, hoeing,
on coming to a poor hiil would say,
“This will not amount to anything if |
hoe it,” then on finding a good one,
would say, “This will do well if not
hoed.” But [ shall buy a weeder this
season, as one might as well be out of
the world, as out of fashion. My garden
plot is fifteen rods square. [ use a seed
sower, and sow and plant f0 as to run
the caltivator between all rows,

We
think the work of caltivating is much
lessened this way. Weprepare the land
in good shape, then use Z Breed weeder
early and often, and when crops become
rather large, use a harrow cultivator
frequently, and & common cultivator, as
occasion calls for. 1 think the latter
should be used carefully, and not so as
to destroy the rootlets. We always
raise the best potatoes on land that has
been well dressed one or two seasons
previous to planting the potato.

We could tell you much more of inter-
est about falr Paris—something of the
galeties and dissipations of Mardi Gras,
that three days' festival before Lent,
when all Paris Is out fora *lark" and an
hilarious time. We have been unable to
find any resson for this custom, except
that the people think they have to bebave
for the next forty days, and so make up
for it beforehand in this way.

In the mornlog they have a procession
which resembles very much our Fourth
of July parade of fantastics. The trees
on the boulevards are streaming with
bright colored paper ribbons, and
you wade through drifts of confect
snowflakes (little round pleces of blue,
green, yellow, red, purple and white
paper) which every one pelts you with if
ou dare to step outdoors. For three
days and nights this war of the elements
of spirits (of all kinds) goes on. Itlis
mostly a good natured war, but when
the crowd takes your horse, carriage and
coachman, it you happen to be riding In
& cab, and tosses them up snd down in
the air, and fills your neck, hair, sleeves,
eyes, ears, nose and mouth full of con-
fetti, or gets you inside a “‘ring around
the rosy,” and won't let you out, pulls
out your hair-pins, and leaves your gold-
eh hair hanging down your back: or, if
you happen to be a man, they pull off
your coat, smash f’our silk hat and pin
grotesque and vulgar lmages on your
clothes—then it ceases to be a joke.

Three weeks after that they have an-
other day called Micareme, the day of the
Blanchisseres, or laundry women, who
have a grand parade, and the one most
comely to look at, and most deserving,
is crowned queen, and the President of
France glves her 250 in gold and a gold
watch. More confetti than ever s
thrown on that day—you can buy It
cheaper.

Then we might xlso tell you of the
very interesting #lsit to the charming
“‘princess in her high tower,” who serv-
us with five o'clock tea In the glass
dome at the top of the Paris Observa.
tory; and of the never-to-be-forgotten
evening twilight, when with this delight-
ful companion by our side, on the ex-
treme top plonscle of this high altitude,
we watched the sun go down, over the
tops of the trees and spires of Paris, and
saw Venus light her torch, the glorious
evening star.

No one can gain entrance to these
charmed precincts, except by special in-
vitation from Miss Dorothy Klumpke,
the talented American girl who I8 the
presiding genlus over this most celebrat-
ed astronomical headquarters in the
world.  She galned the position in com-
petition with ffty men, and is the only
woman ever sdmitted to the Paris Ob-
servatory. She wears her distinguished
honors with perfect unconsciousness,
and in manner and character is most re-
tiring and modest—the most admirable
characteriatic of sll in this wonderfully
gitted personality. Fear she has none,
and spends her nights in her elevated
chamber alone, making observations and
stadying the stars.

We are sorry to spoil this little roman-
tic story by telling you that the alr was
redolent with the fumes of tobacco,
whiskey and onions, that arose from our
impromptu plllow, yet we could not re-
ward our Sir Knight with anything but
sweet smiles—and a sweeter sixpence.

We must not forget the young man,
the only other occupant of our railway
stall, the remainder of the distance to
London, who evidently got very fright-
ened by our looking in his direction out
of the window. l"ullui sure by his
looks that he must be an Englishman or
American, consequently, we thought it
could be no bresch of etiquette to ask
him if the hamlet we were nearing was
not hledwnf. In the most perfect Eng-
lish, and without the remotest vestige of
an accent, he answered, *I don’t speak
English. I speak French!" *“Ah, par-
don”, we say, and immediately ask the
same question in French, when he hasti-
Iy gathered up his ‘*‘traps,” and rushed
out of the train, before it had time to
stop. He had evidently been reading
Max O'Rell's advice to Frenchmen In
his book on England, and visions of de-
signing women and blackmall rose up
before him.

‘Then denr old smoky Tlondon is again
reached, with its warmth and welcoming
tices—and then the memorable visit to
the Old Curlosity Shop, made immortal
by Chas.

Sometimes never a white-
eap of foam to be seen, but the waters
black as ink, and the gallant ship would
ride majestically up one side of these
mountains of inky darkness, resting for
s moment on the top with a shudder and
u groan, before planging down on the
other side. The next day, as far as the
eye could stretch In every direction,
nothing could be seen but white foaming
billows, rising high, high up in the air,
as you have seen the surf rolling in at
the seashore, and the line of the horizon,
instead of being straight, was scalloped
with great mountain peaks of sea, rising
up against the sky. The glant ship
plowed through these billows, rockiog
and puffing and snorting and straining
every nerve, like an Infuriated charger.
In this tremendous gea, we watc
one day, ‘“Three fishers that went sail-
ing,” or at least three fishing vessels,
and saw the thrilling = cle of a ship-
wreck. Once, twice, thrice, did the frail
bark go down out of sight behind a gi-
gantic mountain of billow. We held our
breaths, imploring that the nearer steam-
er which had seen its signal of distress,
might reach the doomed craft in time to
save the poor wretches lashed to the
masts to prevent being washed over-
board, but alas! our prayers were un-
avalling, and the outstretched arms of
the poor victims appealed In vain. For
the last time It disappeared, to rise no
more, and the cries were stilled forever.

And then to watch the sun st morn
arise from dreams of his beloved, and
beat his shining path scross the shim-
mering ses, to seek his couch again at
night—and at last, oh, sight so dear! the
shores of our native land are discerned
in the distance, and a shout goes u
from all on board, “Vive I"Amerique!”
When pext morning we steam up from
quarantine in New York harbor, and
aulute the Goddess of Liberty with bared
heads and waving hands, we all realize
as never before, that this is the land of
liberty and clvilization.

And now, as [ drop the disguizse of an
editorial correspondent (with thanks
where thanks sre due for the courtesy
allow me to pay this tribute to thy
majesty sublime, oh glorious state of
Maine! Though [I've wandered far
‘neath other skies, none gre so blue, so
true, no fleecy cloude so white, as thine,
as mine, oh beautiful skies of Maine!
I've seen no sunsets so gloriously color-
ed as the heavens are painted from thy
grand old Paris hills.  ['ve gazed upon
no landseape so majestic, go sublime, as
the sculptured rocks and mountiing of
grand old Oxford’s pride. ['ve zeen no
temples made with hands, to compare
with thine not muade with hands—no
park-way however elaborately cultivat-
ed, half 8o grand as thy wild woods and
[Jﬂ.ll'.lll'l‘ﬂ green—no gardvm a0 ﬁll[l"(h as
the lowering orchard on the hill—ao
terruces however cared and tended, like
the roadsides where * Black-eyed Susan”
nods and smiles and beckons as yon pass,
and the tall fern bows its stately head,
and the fair field lily droops, arraved to
surpass  “‘even Solomon in all his
glory.”

I've seen no tapestries like thoze wov-
en in the loom of Nature, covering the
green and gragsy bed where modest vio-
leta grow-—no gems so rare, &0 fair, 8o
hright, as the dew-drop on the rose. ['ve

Parisians of Maine! you have a far
more fair inheritance, you have a far
more radiant birthright, than your dis-
tant namesake's across the sea.  And as
I view your dear old hills and valleys
once again, let me say, that when you
too wander far away, and smile and
weep 'neath other skies, If the love vou
cherizsh changes, "twill but be, ‘twill bat
be to love it mors: and whatever you
may gain, you would not lose out of
vour life the fragrance of your Oxford
birthplace.

A MOST DELIGHTFUL AND HEALTHFUL
FRUIT, WHICH MAY BE USED IN MANY
APPETIZING WAYS. -

The pines thus grown sell at very h
prices, one of four or five pounds &
well ripened, readily commanding a
rro:nd sterling. Of course the imported

it sells there at a much lower figure,
but it is not presented in the English
markets in neu'l{ 80 good a condition as
in our own. Piveapples do not bear
long shipments, or even long keeping,
very well, il they are allowed tor:s-
proach ripeness before being gathered;
while If plucked too soon they are of in-
ferior flavor und unsstisfactory in condi-
tion.

Speaking from a hygienle standpolnt,
it is doubtful if we have in the entlre
vegetable kingdom a more healthful fruit
than the pineapple. The sharp, pene-
trating, but whoily palstable acid of the
julce bus most valuable remedial quali-
ties, and Is especially efficacious in clear-
ing the moulE‘lhroll and stomach of
morbid disorder. At the same time it
stimulstes digestion, and thusencoura
the system to correct itself, without the
wid of drugs and dosing. Muny of ua-
ture's products—fruits and nuts—do this,
but vone in more marked degree or more
« Miciently than the pineapple.

There is t\-er{. reason 1o hope that the
cultivation of this fruit will be extended
in our own country—especially Florida.
When this is done, in close proximity to
rullroads, so that the pines can be ship-
ped directly through to the northern
we.rkets, we shall be favored with much
better fruit than at present; since it ia
well understood that the most delicious
portion of the crop Is grown quite in-
iand, and is not shipped to our markets
at all. Unquestionably there wlill be,
withio & few years, s great locrease in
the facilities for getting the best of the
crop, and for getting it in such economi-
cal Tushion as will make its cost com-
paratively low.

Mesntime housewives are advised to
make liberal use of the fruit while it can
be had in the markets fresh, and of the
canned sriicle at other times. Here are
a few recipes, which may give new ideas.
Bear io mind that the more nearly ripe
the pinespple, the better it is for any
use. This can be tested by pulling one
of the tuft of greeu leaves st the top.
It it gives way readily, the fruit Is ripe;
utherwise better lay it aside for a few
days.

PINEAPPLE PANCAKES.—The Germans
make these by adding stewed prnull,uple
to u plain pancake vatter of eggs, flour
and milk. Pour out the batter into a
tuttered frying pan that is large enough
to cook it wll. The pan should be not
jess than twelve inches in diameter, and
the batter thin. When the batter has
been poured iotothe pan, cover it at
once with stewed plueapples and dredge
them with powdered sugar. FPut the
pan io a quick oven and bake seven
minutes; cut the cake into triangular
pleces, like pie, when served.

PisgArrLE CrEaM.—Rub a  pound
each of butter and sugar toa cream ; stir
ina pound Of grated pineapple; then
add the yolks of three eggs well beaten,
and one cupful of milk. Beat the whites
of the eggs stiff and light, and add them
last. Line s pudding dish with a rich
pie crust rolled very thin, fill it with the
prepared custard, and bake in a moderate
oven.

PingarrLE Dessent.—Put in a sauce-
pan four ounces each of butter and
sugar, place over the fire and when the
butter becomes soft mix in four ounces
of flour and blend well. Stir io a cupful
of bolling milk and remove from the
stove. When the mixture is cold, add
the beaten yolks of three eggs, and after
thoroughly blending, add the whites of
the egge, beaten light. Peela plncasple.
cut from it three or four slices and lay
them one side. Pick the rest of the fruit
from the core, and chop it fine. Butter
a mold and sprinkle it with sugar. Cut
the slices of pineapple into diamonds,
cubes, or other fancy shapes, and line
the mold with them. Put a layer of the
prepared mixture in the bottom of the
mold and cover with some of the chop-
ped pineapple, proceeding thus with
alterpate layers till the dish is two-
thirds full. Cover with a greased paper,
place the mold in a dripplog pan, and
fill the pan to half the height of the mold
with water, which should be almost boil-
ing hot. Set all in the oven and steam
for an hour. Turn it out on a hot dish,
and serve hot with the following sauce:
Put a pint of cold water and half a pound
of granulited sugar in a saucepan over
the fire; moisten an ounce of cornstarch
with a gill of cold water, and add it to
the sugar when boiling, stirring all the
while until it is clear. Flavor to taste.

PINEAPPLE WITH RiceE.—This is an
admirable dessert, which can be used
with the sauce just given. Put a pint of
milk over the fire, and the moment it
boils add a third of a cupful of well-
washed rice and half a teaspoonful of
sult. let the rice cook In a double
boiler in the milk for half an hour. Add
two eggs well beaten and three table-
spoonfuls of granulated sugar. Have
ready a buttered two-quart mold, in the
bottom of which put an inch layer of the
preprred rice, then a layer of stewed
pineapple, and s0 on alternately. When
the mold is filled, set it into a pan of hot
water, and cook in a moderately hot
oven for half an hour.

PINEAPPLE SHERBET.—Cover two
tablespoonfuls of gelatine with water
and soak for two hours. Peel a large
pineapple and chop it very fine. Io the
saucepan over the fire put a pint of
water and a pound of granulated sugar,
cooking for five minutes. Then add a
cupful of hot water to the gelatine, and
when it is dissolved pour over the pre-

red pineapple with the hot sirup.

‘ben the mixture is cold turn it into a
freezer and freeze, Just before it be-
comes stiff enough to remove the beater,
add the white of an egg beaten llrht, re-

ck with ice and salt, and stand It away
or two hours.

PINEAPPLE JELLY.—Soak two-thirds
of & box of gelatine in cold water to
cover, for an hour. Chop fine one large
or two small pinea Frh:, or an equal
amount of the can it may be used.
Strain over the fruit the juice of one
lemon, and add s pint of granulated
sugar. Adda pint of bolling water to
the gelative, and, when all is dissolved,
tarn it over the froit. Place
na mold and put it on the lce till it
hardens. Serve with the jelly, whlpﬁ
cream or boiled custard. If fresh p!
apple is used, the acid will in a few
hours digest the gelatine and tarn it toa
liquid.

PINEAPPLE PUDDING.—Peel and grate
ineapple enough to make three cupfuls.

Both oll and electricity may be used
as & motive power, and if the boat |s
running by oil and it 1« desired to change
it to electricity a clutch 1s thrown back,
and the other power controls the boat at
once. The oll engine Is intended to run
the boat when it is on top of water. It
has 48 horse power. The dynamo, when
the storage batteries are fully charged,
develops 150 horse power. There are 60
battery cells of two volts each, or a total
of 120 volts, which run the boat when
submerged for eight knots for eight
hours, or for 10 knots when on the sur-
face. All through the boats are electri-
cal bells, flooding tubes, speaking tubes
and lights. On the top of the boat out-
side are electric dead lights.

When the boat startsout on its mission
of destruction it sails on the surface until
the enemy is sighted by the lookout on
the conning tower. Approaching near
enough, a torpedo is fired from the bot-
tom tube in the forward end. A button
is pushed, the conning tower telescopes,
the electric water valves are opened and
powerful air pumps suck up water
enough to sink the bouat 20 or 30 feet in a
few seconds. Having taken the bear-
ings when on the surface, the com-
mander sends his boat on at an eight
knot rate until within striking distance
of the ship which is floating on the sur-
face, some yards ahead. Then the next
shot Is fired upward. Passing beneath
the ship, the third shot Is fired from the
stern tube. About 30 of these dyamite
torpedoes are stored on the boat when it
starts out.
