GowM | BEST USE OF SALT IN AGRICULTURE.

IT IS AN UNCERTAIN QUANTITY AS A
FERTILIZER.~—SALT SOLUTIONS DEAD-
LY. —~BURNING CATERFILLAR NESTS.

‘‘Ameteur Farmer” asks about the use
of sait on land, and how much should be
applied to an acre.

In reply I would say that the effect of
salt on soll s so variable that no set rule
can be given that would be safe for an
ine:lx nced farmer to follow, un-
leas 1t is to let it eutirely alone in the
way of a fertilizer. In the new edition
of I'rofessor Storer’s work about twenty
pages are devoted to the discussion of
the value of salt in agriculture with the
introductory statement that *‘Sodium is
apparently not essential to the life of

sgricultural plants,” and that “Crops
can frow ly well without it.”” If
any is needed they can always find a

supply in the soll or in the air. “The
old notion,™ he says, ‘‘that soda could
repluce potash in the plant has been dis-
roved.” Though saltis not a direct
plant food like potash, nitrogen and
phosphorie acid, yet it sometimes ap-
pears to have been

OF AN INDIRECT VALUE

by its power, under certain conditions,
of rendering available as food, materials
already io the soil. Because salt appears
to be of use in one trial it does not fol-
low that it will prove useful in other
cages. On the strength of apparent suc-
cess In a siogle experiment it has long
been recommended as being of use, but
after a great many trials made by many
different experimenters, the general ver-
dict iz unfriendly to its use. It has often
been recommended s a destroyer of
worms in the soll, but an application
heavy enough to kill animal life will al-
most surely kill vegetation also. I have
lived through several “salt fever” excite-
ments, some quite extensive ones, but I
have failed to hear of a single farmer
who has been converted to its use be-
vond one or two trials.  Applications of
as little as four to six bushels to the
acre in some instancez have apparently
increased the vield of crops, while in
other cases results have been directly
opposite, the yield being reduced. My
advice to **Amateur Farmer" Is to
POSTPONE  EXPENSIVE  EXPERIMENTS
in the use of salt as a fertilizer till such
time as they can be made for experi-
ment's s1ke, but not for immediate profit.
Better follow the main traveled roads in
plant feeding for the present. Make and
save all the fertilizing materials possible
on the farm by keeping stock, feeding
rich food and seeing to it that nothing
in the line of animsl manures iz allowed
to run to waste. If other fertilizers are
needed buy such as have been tried time
and again with almost uniform success.
Salt is a deadly poison to most land
plants. My first notice of its use ag a
fertilizer was where brine from a pork
barrel was poured at the roots of a large
bearing apple tree,  The tree was dead
the next summer. Pitch pine trees have
tap-roots that go down deep Into the
m‘l. but I have seen large trees killed by
standing near a cold storage house where
anlt and ice were used to get a low tem-
perature in the fruit room. It Is rare
that lsnd is injured by too liberal appli-
cations of good stable manure or stand-
ard commercial fertilizers judicionsly ap-
plied. 1 am sorry to see in

recommendationa to kill the common
tent caterpillar by burning the nests on
the trees. A nest of caterpillars, even
when the insects are small, contains a
large proportion of water and s any-
thing but readily combustible, and a fire

5o | that will kill the insects will surely kill

the limb to which the nest s attached.

=| A better way is to cut the limb off with

pruniog shears, when it is small and be-
vond reach, and destroy the caterpillars
by crushing. The time to do this is
when the insects are first hatched or as
soon as the first nest is made, which iz
almost fovarfably upon small twigs that
can be easily cut off with shears attach-
ed to « long pole. Caterpillars arein
their nests early in the morping, and
again about noon and at night.—A. W.
Cheever in New England Farmer.

THE BERMUDAS AS A MARKET
GARDEN.
A large market grower of green stufl’
who has just returped from the Bermu-
das laughs at the idea of Bermuda grown
stuff hurting growers here. “Why,
there lsn't enough stuff grown o the
whole group to Inst New York city three
days,” he said. It is the southern grow-
ers who hurt northern trade. The culti-
vable Bermudas do not cover more than
pine and one-half square miles, and

pockets of earth amidst outlying coral
formation. The big farms are five Lo
eight acres: the majority of the “‘felds’
cover from ten square feet to the size of
an ordinary building. The chief crops
are lilies and potatoes, both of which are
sffected by disease. It is a good thin
they don’t have to irrigate, as (althoug:

When the cows d calves It the

udders are in condition the calf 1s

taken away when one or two days old;

if the udder is badly swollen the calf Is

left with the cow longer, as I have found
nothing that takes the pim of acalfto
reduce a caked utider.

When taken from the cow they are put
In a dry, light box-stsll and kept sepa-
rate, 80 they cannot suck each other.
We commence feeding warm whole milk
three times a day for one or two weeks,
and then we get them on two feedsa
day, and begin giving them part whole
and part warm separator mllk, and keep
gome wheat bran, whole oats and a very
little cakemesl where they can get it,
with u little of the best hay we have,
and It is surprising to see how soon they
will begin eating the feed and hay.
When about four weeks old we get them
on the separator milk entirely, and con-
tinue to give them separator milk
twice a day in such judiclous quantities
thit they are hungry for more each time.
We give them a little water each da
after lhef are two or three weeks old,
and continue to give them the skim milk
a3 long as we have it for them, say six
or seven months.

I do not put young calves on grass
until nearly a year old.  After they are
large enough to get along without the
milk they get all the co:rse fodder they
want, with some wheat bran and cake-
meal. | like to see them eat pleaty of
coarse fodder, for it extends the stomach
—makes them large barrelled and round
ribbed, and a cow with a large stomach
has the capacity to eat and digest more
than one with s small berrel.

Calves that are iotended for the dairy
should not be fed heating foed like corn-
meal or cottonseed meal, as they should
not be made fat, but require light feed,
such as wheat brao and oats, so that
they develop good size and good diges-
tion. One ﬂ-rf e:sential point in raising
calves is cleanliness and fresh air. It is
seldom you find a nice pen of calves that
have not a warm, dry and well-ventilated
stable.  They should be carefully
watched and kept growing the comiong
fall and winter, so they do not get
stunted and lose what they have gained
as calves.

We try to have our heifers come in at
sbout two years old, and prefer to have
them calve during the spring, so that
they can have grass, which seems to have
a tendency to Jevelop the heifer as a
milker. A heifer after her first calf
should be milked just az long as possi-
ble, so as to lnduce her to be a long
milker. Great care should be taken not
to overfeed young calves, and the pails
that they are fed out of should be care-
fully cleaned.—Breeder's Gazette,

THE CURRANT FLY.

BULLETIN OF THE MAINE AGRICULT-
URAY. EXPERIMENT STATION.

In the report of the Maine Experiment
Statlon for 1889, Prof. Hal gave the
results of an extended study of the life
history of the Apple Maggot, 7rypeta

mionella. During the past two years

fessor Harvey has, with patient
labor, completely worked out the life
history of the Currant Fly, Epochra
canadensis. ‘This pest In its habits quite
closely resembles the Apple Maggot, snd
in some pwrts of the state is causing
much damage to the currant and goose-
berry crops. The more technlcal de-
scription of the currant iy and the re-
sulta of the investigation were printed
in the annual report of the Maine Station
for 1805. The present Bulletin, No. 35,
gives an somewhat more popular de-
scription of the life history, habits, and
the way of fighting this pest.

A tull page plate gives plctures of the
insect in all stages of development.

The insect spends nearly eleven
months in the ground. It cannot be de-
stroyed so far as known in the winged
stage. The eggs are deposited under the
gkin of the fruit and spraying would do
no good. A part of the infested frult
drops prematurely and the worms re-
msin init for some time before they
emergesnd go ioto the ground. From
this habit it is recommended to gather
the fallen currants frequently and burn
them. While this cannot be relied upon
to destroy all of the flies, it can be em-
ployed to keep them in check.

As the pupae are found only about an
inch below the surface, they could be
destroyed with little trouble by remov-
ing the soil to that depth from under the
bushes and burying it deep or depositing
it on a road or other exposed place.

Methods of extermination are belog
studied at the Station and it is ho
that an effective method of destroying
the insect may be worked out during the
season of 1807,

It was claimed by Mr. Littlefleld that
the articles of association conformed to
all of the provisions of the statute ap-
plicable to articles of association under
the general law,

Ex-Governor Cleaves and Mr. Bisbee
argued to the board that the description
of the proposed location was too indef-
inite snd did not conform to the statule
authoriziog the organization of railroad
corporations under the general law. The
ex-Governor sald that he was not here to
discuss the question of necessity or of
publi¢ convenience, that when the proper
time came under the proceedings that
were proposed here they should have
considerations to urge upon the board,
that they should have some facts to pre-
sent in behalf of the enterprising and
progressive people of our state, who had
developed the magoificent water power
at Rumford Falls, who had extended the
line of railroad Into this portion of Ox-
ford County enabling the investment of
capital in manufacturing and induastrial
enterprises ; that the present heariog
only involved the question whether the
articles of assoclation were in conformity
with existing lawa.

The Governor c¢laimed thit the provi-
sions of the statute requiring that the
corporators should state in their articles
the plsces from which and to which the
road isto be constructed and operated,
contemplated, that there should be »
definite sturting point and that the road
should terminate at or near a fixed lo-
cality. [If these provisions of the statute
are waived, the Governor declared that
the board would have no means of de-
termioing the length of the road under
the statute requirement, which was the
basis on which the ecapital stock was
fixed.

The Governor argued that the law
deseribes the character of the articles of
aszoclation, that such articles must give
specific information of what is desired
by the associates, that the public and all
parties interested were entitled to know,
before these articles were approved and
the charter issued, where it was intend-
ed to construct this proposed road; that
under the articles of association they
propdaed to cross and connect with the
Portland snd Rumford Fualls railway and
the Rumford Falls & Rangeley [akes
railroad and that they were entitled to
know, with reasonasble definiteness,
where they proposed to connect or cross
the existing railroads of these corpora-
tions.

At the close of the hearing the com-
missioners took the case under advise-
ment.

MEMORIAL AT RUMFORD CENTRE.
“SPARKES” REPORTS THE DAY, AND

ADDS SOME INTERESTING FACTS,

There were thirty or more veterans
present at the Centre Monday. The
Ellis River band played several airs
familiar to every one living who knew
much of the **heroic age of this repub-
lie.” The forenoon was devot to
greetings and remioiscence, and to the
services in the cemetery. Dinner abun-
dant and cholce was served at noon on
the lawn east of the church, and the
three long tables erected there were sev-
eral times “clothed and furnpished” be-
fore all of the large number present had
been fed. The sfternoon service in the
church was largely attended. Music
was furpished by a local quartette.
Three Methodist clergvmen were pres-
ent, Rey. Messrs. Congdon, Hannaford
and Mabry. After a fervent, patriotic
and effective prayer by Mr. Hannaford,
Mr. Mabry reud the address he had pre-
pared.  His subject was Patriotism,
which he treated under three heads, At
Par, At a Discount, At a Premium. It
was A fine preduction, and none the less
interesting because of the frequent
phraseological Mabryisms, his ideas are
sent home to listeners by. Brother
Mabry ia a forcible speaker. [He does
not try to hide truth behind or beneath
guuzy, light, meaningless words. If
vou put yourself beneath the droppings
of his sanctuary you must expect to re-
ceive blows, unless you are quite near
the right place mortals should oceupy.
Hen. Geo. D. Bishee was present and
wis called upon for remarks. He re-
sponded with a five-minute speech,
which was interesting, eloquent and
patriotic. L. F. Jones, a comrade, spoke
feelingly of the war, war days, and of
the benefits of comradeship.

The services at Rumford Centre Me-
morial Day, Monday, May 31st, were un-
usually well attended. At Rumford
Centre 13 the Joseph E. Colby Post, (.
A. R. Joseph E. Colby was during the
years immedistely preceding the rebel-
lion & prominent “citizen of the town of
Rumford ; had served at lesst two years
ns selectman. He was also prominently
known in Oxford County, serving two
terms as high sherifl.  He was a portly,
noble-looking man, when March 10, 1864,
he was mustered into Co. C, 324 Reg't,
Maine Vols,, as first lleutensnt. He
died June 25, 1864, at City Point, Vir-
ginia, aged 4 years.

If thereis a town in Maine where
Memorinl Day shounld be recognized in
the fullness of its purpose, Rum‘ord is
eminently that town. It responded
promptly to all the calla made for sol-
diers. Laipham's History of Rumford
gives a list of 127 sons of Rumford who
enlisted, snd the writer feels sure that it
is not complete. Of this number twelve
were killed in battle or died from
wounds received in aetion, and eighteen
divd of disease before the expiration of
their term of service.- Among the en-
listed men, the soldiers who entered the
army, there were several men well ad.
vunced in years at the time of their en-
listment ; besides Lieut. Colby were Os-
good Eaton, Davil Abbott sud Bartholo-
mew Coburn, The writer recalls two
boro In Rumford who entered the serv-
ice whose pumes are pot recorded in
that town’s **roll of honor,” yet bore
such honorsble part in the rebellion that
their record, to quite an extent, should
become an added honor to the grand rec-
ord belonging to Rumford for its devo-
tion to the Union. The nimes of those
sons are Willlum Wirt Virgin, who was
colonel of the 23d Reg't, and Capt.
Isanc G, Virgin of Co. G, lst Reg't,
Maine Cavalry, of which Willlam H.
Faroum was s member. He is still living
ut Rumford Centre, snd saw and took

the war.
