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Objects of the Grnud Army. 

AUma «f Hon. Oniric* P. Kiiuball at 
Ibc Opening of the O. A. A Pair. 

I think it safe to assume that no one can 
fail to be interested in a brief recital of some 
ol the touching incidents in the early part of 
the great four years rebellion; neither can we 
fail lo take a deep interest in the brave sur- 
vivors of the war; especially the sick and 
wounded in oi r midst, or of the widows and 
orphans of the noble men who so freely gave their lives for their country. 

To commemorate the startliug events ol 
the great war, the grand and heroic acts of 
citizens and soldiers, historians have gath- ered together documentary evidence and of- 
ficial details, while the genius of poets has 
ent its charm to weave into verse the 
touching events of the great struggle, and 
the pen of romance has indited the most 
touching stories of dangers of battles, of love 
and horror, and all have adorned the noble 
soldiers with crowns of victory and glory. 
This makes it doubly hard for me in the short 
space of time allotted me to-night to interest 
or instruct you,but for the sake of those that so 
much need your sympathy and aid, I consen- 
ted to bring a few facts concerning the ob- 
jects of this grand fair before you. 

The mind instinctively runs back to those 
momentous days and hours in the early part of the year 1861. The memory of those davs 
as well as the heroic deed of our armies and 
fleets, of the officers and men, especially of 
our friends and acquaintances, individually, 
can never be forgotten; they wero written in 
blood before the eyes of this generation; they 
sank doep iuto our hearts and cau never be 
effaced. 

How plainly we remember that 12th day of 
nucu no loccivcu iuc staining, uo>vs 

ttat the rebels were firing on Fort Sumter 1 
The act was deliberate and meant war. 

It was by order of L. P. Walker, the con- 
federate Secretary of War, to Gen. Beaure- 
gard to at once bombard the doomed for- 
tress. The brave and gallant Major Ander- 
son held out until the last moment, but 
when the walls were falling all around 
him and the fort was actually in flames 
he reluctantly ran np the white flag. 
This did not stop the rebel guns. They still 
continued to pour shot and shell into the 
burning fort. Beauregard sent Col. Wig- 
fall, one of his aids, to the fort, to say to 
Major Anderson that they should not regard 
his white flag until the American flag was 
hauled down. The following touching in- 
cident will convey to your mind a faint idea 
of the feelings of the brave man and his little 
band of heroes on that occasion. Major Ander- 
son left Fort Moultrie and entered Fort Sum-, 
ter on the 26th day of December, 1860, taking 
with him the flag he had used at Fort Moultrie, 
he decided to raise it on Sumter the follow- 
ing day and stand by it until the last mo- 
ment. When ihe flag was a'l ready to raise 
the Christian soldier held the lines in his 
hands, called his men and workmen round 
him and with others knelt down and 
poured out an earnest prayer to Almighty 
God for support, encouragement, and mer- 

cy. When the words of the speaker ceased 
his men responded amen. Major Anderson 
then drew the Star Spangled Banner to its 
place over Sumter and the band played Hail 
Columbia amid loud and exultant cheers by 
the men. To haul down the flag was worse 
than death to the brave Anderson; hut the 
stern command of the victors was: “ We shall 
allow you no parley, pull down your flag,sir, 
and surrender or fight.” To fight in the 
crumbled, burniug fortress was impossible, 
and so the American flag was hauled down. 
That was a day never to be forgotten by ns. 
The excitement was intense. The feeling 
South was jubilant and guns were fired in 
nearly all the Southern cities. Truly we 
could say whom the gods wish to destroy 
they first make mad. 

Iu the North the news was received with 
sorrow and sadness; but it awakened a feel- 
ing of determination never before reached. 
The same day, April 12th, President Lincoln 
issued a proclamation calling for 75000 men; 
also a proclamation calling an extra session 
of Congress, to meet on the 4th day of July. 
On the 16th day of April Gov. Washburn, 
of Maine, issued a proclamation calling an 
extra session of the legislature to meet on 
the 22nd day of the month, “then and there 
to consider and determine on such measures 
as the condition of the country and the obli- 

gation of the state may seem to demand.” 
Tlnnvwr tliot nrnnlr nnortir oil (lio wiiliforrr 

panies in Maine met at the various armories 
and voted unanimously to hold themselves in 
readiness to promptly respond to the call 
of the state and nation. The enthusiasm in 
military circles wa3 at its highest. On the 
never to be forgotten 19th day of April, the 
Baltimore secessionists fired on the Massa- 
chusetts troops. How quickly the news of 
the rash act spread through the land 1 The 
battle of Concord on the very same day of 
the same month 86 years before, says Ban- 
croft, brought the political contest between 
England and the colonies to a summary end- 
ing and inaugurated the war of the revolu- 
tion. The news of the Concord fight was 
sent over the country by couriers, by beacon 
lights and bonfires. The news of this fight 
was sent with lightning speed to all parts of 
the civilized world, and the people at the 
North sprang to arms with wonderful rapid- 
ity. None of us that had arrived at the 
years of understanding will ever forget that 
day. I well remember as I was on my way 
up town I met the late lamented Senator 
Fessenden and told him the news as it had 
been but a moment before received. He 
stood still for a moment and silently listened, 
while tears trickled down his cheeks, and 
then calmly said: "Well, it has comeat last." 
Up to this time a very large portion of the 
conservative people of both sections of the 
country had strong hopes that some compro- 
mise might be effected and peace restored. 
From this hour all hopes of peace vanished, 
and the only hope was to conquer peace. 
The entire northern press agreed iu say- 
ing, on the 20th, that the last ray of hope 
for a peaceable solution of our trouble had 
passed, aud many thought the President 
would at once call lor 300,000 more troops, 
saying that it is a mercy that this thing 
should end in the shortest possible space of 
time. As Bancroft says of the battle of 
Concord, so it may be said of the fight in the 
streets of Baltimore; it brought the political 
contest between the North aud South to a 

summary ending and inaugurated the war of 
the rebellion. The aggressive spirit of the 
South showed itself everywhere. The peo- 
ple at the North were ready to act with ener- 

gy and spirit. Political matters for a lime 
were laid aside and all were ready to do for 
their country the best they could. Sunday 
April 21st, was one of the most exciting 
days of the war. A public meeting assem- 
bled in front of the old City Hail that could 
be numbered by thousands, from a notice of 
less than two hours; speeches were made by 
C. C. Woodman, Wm. P. Fessenden, F. O. 
J. Smith aud Albion Witbam and one other. 
This was the first great war meeting in Port- 
land ; bat one feeling prevailed, and that wa3 
to defend the flag and to stand by the gov- 
ernment and the constitution. 

The Legislature met April 22 and Gov. 
YYiUUUUIIL UCUYCICU (V U11C1, [MUIUIIU iUlU 

pointed address,which was received withareat- 
est enthusiasm by all present. Immediate- 
ly at its close Mr. Gould ot Thomaston, one 
of the ablest aud most prominent Democrats 
of the state, introduced a resolution pledging 
the entire resources of the state in men and 
money to the vigorous support of the govern- 
ment in an effort to put down the rebellion. 

The Legislature promptly responded to the 
patriotic recommendations of the Governor 
and the wishes of the people. Gen. Veazie 
of Bangor tendered the state a loan ot $50,- 
000; other banks and bankers promptly fol- 
lowed. Enlistments went on as they never did 
before, and probably never will again. The ex- 
citement continued to be intense. Business was 

neglected or at a stand still. The calm, dig- 
nified Judge Davis adjourned the supreme ju- 
dicial court on the 23rd day of April, stating 
that his mind was so pressed with the cause 
of his country that he felt he icas unfit to try 
a case. He had no doubt the lawyers, clients 
and jury felt the same. 

Troops began to pour into Portland from this 
section of the state. The Norway Light In- 
fantry, Capt. Beals, I think, were the first to 
arrive, and they were received by our citizens 
and soldiers with great enthusiasm and ad- 
miration. 

The first regiment was speedily formed and 
went into camp, aud were soon mustered in- 
to the United States service. And then for 
the first time the stern duties and regulation 
of United States soldiers were required of 
them. They were not then allowed to spend 
a portion of their days and nights with their 
families. 

They soou began to realize they were sol- 
diers indeed, and the thought ot leaving their 
families began to haunt them. The money 
they had left at home would soon be gone, thbn who would care for the wife and chil- 
dren ? How well I remember those sad days, and how I pray to God I may never see their 
like again. The feeling of the soldiers soon 
reached the people and the city authorities. 
Mayor Thomas called a special meeting of the 
city council to see what action they would 
take looking to the care of these families. 

One of the aldermen introduced an order 
appropriating the sum of ten thousand dol- 

lars for the aid of the wives and children of the 
soldiers from this city. This order was unan- 

imously passed, and a committee of both 
branches of the city government was appoint- 
ed to carry out the provisions of the order, 
and I say with pride tor this city, that I know 
the work was faithfully done. 

The same evening a member of the council 
offered and the council passed a resolution 
saying to all the men that had or should here- 
after enlist that we should consider tlieir fam- 
ilies as children of the city. I am thus par- 
ticular that you may more plainly see under 
what fair promises and pledges those brave 
meu who had heart and courage enough to 
lay down their lives for their county, left tlieir 
beloved wives and piecious children, llow 
well I remember the warm pressure of their 
hand as they tearfully left their homes to 
fight that you and I inightenjoy the blessings of tliis free country. And haw feeliugly they 
would say to you, meaning '.he people of this 
city: “We leave our wives, our children, our 
loved ones all iu your care, see to it they do 
not suffer at you hands.” Friends, have we 
done all for them we promised, all that they 
desire? We have doue much tor which God 
will bless us a thousand fold, hut much more 
needs to be done. Shall we shrink from our 
duty now, or go on ? I know you will say go 
on. Time will not permit me to follow the 
course ot events during that fearful struggle. To picture our hopes and our fears, out vic- 
tories and our reverses, the sad scenes we all 
passed through, the terrible anxiety of those 
who had relatives and friends in the great battles, or the sadness aud gloom that en- 
shrouded us when tho news of the death of 

VJUI 1UUI3 w*V» urouglll lolls. All 
these scenes made impressions on our minds, 
that are deep aud lasting, and may we not 
hope they have done us good, made us better 
men and women, helped to open wider our 
hearts to the needs and wants of those that 
suffered for us and for their country's good. 

The great day of deliverance finally came, 
the last great battle was fought and victory 
won, the cruel war was over, How we ex- 
ulted, how we cheered, how fervently wo 
thanked Almighty God for our deliverance. 
Then the noble heroes who'survived the ter- 
rible scenes of death, of rebel prisons and 
starvation,of suffering aud hardships, too hor- 
rible to name, came marching home they did 
not look as they did when they so gallantly 
left us. The southern sun had burned them, 
the war had vastly changed them; they were 
few in number compared with the mighty 
hosts that left us, yet the numbers were still 
great; more than one million of these brave 
men were thus sent home to care for them- 
selves as best they could. 

Thoughtful men looked with great anxiety 
on the situation. Neither our statesmen, 
newspapers, or people forgot that Rome war 
shakes to its very centre, by a disbanded sol- 
diery, while in Greece aud Spain the moun- 
tain fastnesses had been filled with men dis 
charged from their armies, whose subsistanco 
was wrung from the passing travelers, aud 
peaceful homes of the people. But thank 
God aud our free schools and enlightened 
people, and patriotic, honest soldiers, no such 
calamity fell upon us. Our soldiers returned 
to their homes, and all that were able to 
labor were ready to work at any honest call- 
ing for their livelihood and again become 
what they had been before the war, peaceful, 
law-abiding citizens. Thus our armies passed 
away and disappeared like the morning mist. 
The men sought their homes with hearts full 
of joy. No tears of mourning were shed over 
the cast off trappings of strife. They were glad- 
ly laid aside for the sweet sanctity of that 
heavenly place called home. 

Thousands were broken down in health and 
in spirits, other thousands were maimed and 
crippled tor lile, others found it impossible to 
procure employment that would afford them a 
living,hence in many cases these patriotic braye 
men that had done so much for their country 
and deserved so well from us, found nothing 
but poverty and distress staring them in the 
face. This state of things was seen by none 
so quickly as by the soldiers themselves, and 
to the lasting honor of those able to help 
their unlortunate comrades, let it be said, 
they lost no time in giving this matter their 
attention and serious consideration. The 
government gave pensions to a very large 
number. States, cities and towns did 
all perhaps that could be expected 
of them, hut much, very much still needed 
to be done. How to do it was the grand aud 
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triotic soldiers. They turned to history for 
their guide. They found the society of the 
Cincinnati had been formed at the close of 
the revolution but it consisted wholly of the 
officers of the war. Its plans and purposes 
were of an aristocratic older and not particu- 
larly for the good of the soldiers, since 
it furnished no precedent for the condition 
our citizen soldiers fouud themselves iu. 
They desired some kind of an organiza- 
tion that should improve and benefit all the 
officers and privates alike. Finally there 
sprang up in the state of Illinois early in the 
spring of 1806 an organization calling itself 
the Grand Army of the Republic. Who its 
originators were is a matter of tradition 
rather than of record, although the 
late Gen. B. F. Stevenson was no 
doubt one of its prime movers, being 
generally recognized as such, he organized 
the first post at Decatur, Illinois, in the 
spring of’66, and from that has sprung the 
present wonderful organization. The order 
spread rapidly through the state so that in 
July ’66 a meeting was held to organize a de- 
partment, and elected Governor Palmer as 
their grand commander. 

The order now began to spread in other 
states and so rapid was its increase that in 
October a call appeared for a national con- 
vention to organize a national encampment. 
That convention met at Indianapolis, Nov. 
30, I860, and remained in session three days. 
Delegates were present from eleven states 
and the national encampment was organ- 
ized and the regulation and ritual adopted. 
After the convention at Indianapolis, pasts 
sprang up in all the northern states as if by 
magic so that in December 1807 when they 
met in convention in Philadelphia twenty- 
one states were represented with a member- 
ship of over 200,000, and they have continued 
to increase rapidly ever since. The depart- 
ment of Maine was organized in Jan. ’68, 
and now we have 21 "posts in the most 
perfect working order. For the very great 
amount of good work they have performed 
they are entitled to the lasting gratitude of 
all good citizens. The organization is rightly 
named the Grand Army of the Republic. 
That name “Grand'’ was indeed a proper 
one; but the good work it has pertormed is a 
thousand times more grand than any name 
could be. 

We often hear it said that it is a political 
organization. Thousands have honestly 
thought so,and yet how far this is from the fact. 
Iu no society ever formed were there or could 
there be more efforts made to exclude every- 
thing of a political turn, than has been in 
this society. 

The officers of the Post have placed in my 
hands all the records and orders from the 
date of the organization to the present time, 
and I have looked them over with interest 
and care, and take great pleasure in assuring 
yo a in the most positive manner that every- 
thing of the slightest political nature is en- 

tirely excluded. From the records and reso- 
lutions passed at their national conven- 
tions, I make the following extracts. These 
extracts cover, as you will readily see, the 
whole grand work of this great organization, 
and tell the whole story of its inestimable 
worth. 

The first object avowed in their rules and 
reguniLiuus, puuusueu m ion is V) preserve 
and slrengthen those kind aud fraternal feel- 
ings which bind together the soldiers, sailors 
and marines who united to suppress the late 
rebellion, and to perpetuate the memory and 
history of the dead. 

Object 2. To ass:st such former comrades 
in arms as need help and protection and to 
extend needful aid to the widows and orphans 
of those who have fallen. 
I take the following from the resolutions 

passed at the national encampment at Cin- 
cinnati in 1SC9. 

Whereas, The welfare of our living comrades 
and that of the orphans and widows of the hon- 
ored dead, and the maintenance of our sacred 
principles demand renewed efforts in its behalf, 
therefore, by the National Eucampmeut, 
through the representatives here assembled, 
be it 

Resolved, That the destiny of the Grand Ar- 
my of the Republic is not fulfilled until it shall 
embrace within its protection every one of the 
millions of honorably discharged soldiers of the 
several armies of the service during the late 
war of the rebellion, until the families of those 
requiring assistance are beyond the reach of 
want aud their children properly educated and 
cared for by the country, and until the last faith- 
ful veteran soldier has surrendered without dis- 
honor to the great conqueror of all mankind, 
and has been released from his bouds and 
mustered into a grander army above. 

Resolved, That whatsoever suspicion of polit- 
ical nature may have heretofore attached to the 
Grand Army of the Republic as to its being a 

political organization, that we hereby declare 
it above and independent of all partisan feel- 
ing aud action, and actuated ouly by a deter- 
mination to sustain to tho fullest exteut the 
principles so clearly defined in the rules and 
regulations adopted by the National Encamp- 
ment aad embracing only the patriotic duties 
enjoined bv charity, fraternity and loyalty to 

flag and country, including a just eoudemtia- 
tiou of that fell spirit of rebellion, which 
would have destroyed not only the country, but 
rooted liberty itself out of the land. 

Was a higher or loftier purpose ever avowed 
and how nobly they have lived up to it, dis- 
bursing with care and caution every dollar 
they could command for the relief of dis- 
abled soldiers aud their families, and the 
relief furnished has not been confined to the 

members of the Grand Array, but much the 
largest portion of it has been expended for 
the benefit of those in no way connected with 
thi3 organization. I find by their records this 
single post has paid out since 1808 between 
five and six thousand dollars. The relief and 
comfort it ha3 given those needy j,eopie, no 
pen can ever describe. The great object of 
this fair is to raise lunds to continue this aid 
to a very ranch larger extent than ever be- 
fore. A cold, hard winter is almost upou us, business is dull, employment in many branch- 
es ofbusioess hard to find. Shall we allow 
the families of those brave men who rescued 
our country from destruction to suffer? No, 
no, God forbid it. I most earnestly appeal to 
you, my good friends, in behalf of those peo- 
ple, to buy, to give, and give liberally, re- 
membering that God loves the cheerful giver. 

There was, a few years since, a train of 
cars coming from the far west; in ouc of the 
elegant sleeping ears was a noted New York 
prizetightei and his friends. Directly oppo- 
site the berth of this man a little child con- 
tinued to cry and moan. At last the prize- 
fighter pushed aside his curtain and with u 
fearful oath said: “Why don't the mother of 
that child stop its noise?” The opposite cur- 
tain was gently moved aside, a pale faced, 
tcarlul man raised his head from his pillow 
aud said: “Sir, the mother of this child was 
killed yesterday, and is now in her coffin in 
the baggage car. I am doing all I can for 
the poor child and I hope yon will bear with 
us patiently.” 

The stout heart of the man was touched to 
its very core. He sprang from his berth, 
took the little child gently in his arms and 
walked the car to still it and bade the father 
rest. He then ordered his attendants to tele- 
graph to the nearest city lor the best nurse 
to he fouud, without regard to expense, aud 
have her ready to take the truin on its arri- 
val and take charge of the motherless child ; all ot which was promptly done, and all the 
bills paid by the prizefighter. This little in- 
cident shows how little we can judge of the 
heart by outside appearances. But we may 
rest assured that when the Great Judge of 
us all takes into account the acts aud doiugs 
ol this misguided man, he will not overlook 
his noble generosity to a bereaved husband 
and motherless child. 

Ladies and gentleman—those patriotic 
members of the Grand Armv of the Republic, 
who have given their time aud energies to 
arrange and place before you this grand at- 
tractive fair, now most earnestly appeal to 
your hearts in behalf of the sick and 
wounded soldiers, and for, the widows and 
orphans of their deceased comrades now in 
your midst an 1 needing yo"x aid. Do you 
ask them where the lather or husband is that 
h* does not care for these women and chil 
dren ? They will tell you with tearful eyes aud 
sorrowing hearts that to save this glorious 
country for you and for me he gave his life, 
it may be at C'hancellorsville, at Fredericks- 
burg, at Antietam, or in the terrible Wilder- 
ness fight and that his body now rests in an 
unknown grave on southern soil. 

Can I say more? To you the true, gener- 
ous-hearted men and women of Portland, 
I once more appeal in behalf of these suffer- 
ing worthy people in your midst. All your 
past acts of generosity and goodness bids me 
have no fear for the result.

Thus, this preparation fills all tho 
conditions required of a remedy for a habit which 
it is difficult to abandon when the system has been 
taxed to the farthest point to sustain, and both mind 
and body are unequal to the struggle. Not a single 
obiection can l»e urged against it, while thousands 
are outspoken in its praise.

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The Third Term Conspiracy. 
There is certainly a conspiracy to make 

Gen. Grant a third time President. We 
make the statement in this bold form for the 
express purpose ol giving onr Bangor friends 
and other censorioui critics an opportunity to 
detach it from the remainder of the article 
and parade it as an evidence that the Pkess is 
given over to hardness of heart and a reprobate 
mind. It is always a pleasure to afford persons 
who are disposed to improve the opportunity 
the means of displaying their deep penetra- 
tion, their infinite sagacity, their fairness and, 
above all, their dauntless loyalty. It does 
them a great deal of good, and does us no 
harm whatever. So we say once more that 
there is a movement on foot which seems to 
us to tend in the direction of a third term. 

It is not the occasional alleged declarations 
of Gen. Grant’s friends, or the starting of 
third term organs, or the assertions of the 
Democratic press, that excite our dismal ap- 
prehensions. It is the acts of the Democrats 
themselves. It is they who are conspiring to 
extend the presidential term to a round doz- 
en years. And they must take care or they 
will accomplish it. There is no hazard in 
predicting that if the conspirators continue 
their profligate career eighteeu months lon- 
ger they will as good as insure Gen. Grant 
against paying house rent for several years to 
come. 

There is only one thing which can prolong 
Gen. Grant’s official term beyond the fourth 
of March 1877, and that is the rise of a well 
grounded feeling of apprehension in the minds 
of the Americau people. Iu mild summer 

weather it matters not so much who is at the 
helm; but when the storms of winter begin to 
howl and life itself is at slake, people natur- 

ally turn for security to the mau whose trust- 
worthy courage aud prudence have more than 
once carried them safely through deadly per- 
ils. Now in this matter of the presidency, 
Gen. Grant, lias st.mnsiv imnr#issml IIia nunnlt. 

especially since the beginning of his 
second term, with the idea that he is pre- 
eminently a safe ruler. Such prudence 
with so much firmucss, such self-poise with 
so little ostentation, such statesmanlike wis- 
dom in the use of executive power with such 
marked reluctance to stretch it a hair’s 
breadth beyond the bounds of unquestioned 
legality, have rarely been united in one per- 
son. In a time of distress or danger there is 

probably no other man in the country whose 
character would furnish such security against 
the perils of inefficiency, an the one hand, 
and of unprincipled ambition and the tyran- 
nical exercise of power, on the other. 

The Democracy of the South, abetted in 
some measure by their Northern allies, 
seem to have entered iuto a league to force 
these considerations upon the minds of all 
thoughtful men. They insist upon reviving 
old issues and putting in peril the most vital 
principles thought to be established by the 
war. There is hardly a family in the North 
but has invested something of either treasure 
or blood in the enterprise of making the 
South an organic part of this Union and giv- 
ing to all citizens within its limits the ben- 
efit of institutions truly democratic. And if 
now the late confederates suppose that all 
this investment is to be allowed to count for 

nothing because of a little residuary malice 
or unstifled prejudice on their part,— 
if they suppose that the relations of 
‘uimici aim stave, uuucr n«w names, 
are to be re-established by fraud or violence, 
without an energetic remonstrance from the 
North, they are more mistaken than they 
werj in 1861. They may succeed iu re-elect- 
ing Gen. Grant, but they can never succeed 
in reassuming a monopoly of jrolitical and 
civil rights, and making their part of the 
country an unsafe residence for their fellow 
citizens of the North. The Potomac and the 
Ohio must never again separate the soldiers 
of 1861-5 from a foreign country, where their 
lives and property are at the mercy af a law- 
less aud savage mob. 

The means which the ex-rebels are using 
to secure Giant’s re-election are certainly 
most deplorable, and the sooner the conspir- 
acy is abandoned the better it will be for the 
Whole country. Ifitbenot abandoned, it is 
likely to accomplish what no use of official 
patronage, no management of expert politi- 
cians and no manipulation of caucuses can 

bring about. The President himself, as we 
have the best possible gronuds for belief, has 
neither the purpose nor the inclination to 
bear the honors and the cares of the great of- 
fice after the expiration of his present term, 
at which time he will have passed sixteen 
consecutive years with the constaut aud op- 
pressive burden of vast public responsibilities 
upon him, aud will be ready for rest. The 
traditional limitation of the presidential term 
to eight years i3 respected by the American 
people, but so is President Lincoln’s warning 
not to swap horses while crossing a river. If 
the river be safely crossed they are not only 
willing but anxious to make an exchange. 

A veby bad and wonderfully shrewd little 
boy has just come to light in Detroit. In- 
deed his depravity and duplicity are without 
parallel. He made his way, in an extremely 
dirty and ragged condition, to the police sta- 
tion in that city the other day asked to be 
sent to the Reform School. He was home- 
less, he was starving, aud he had a brother in 
that institution with whom he longed to be. 
The officers told him that he had commuted 
no crime for which he could be sent to the 
school. At that the small boy burst into 
tears and said he would go out aud steal 
something, Ihougn he luted to. The hearts 
of the officers were deeply moved by bis hou- 
eity and his distress, aud oue of them pro- 
posed to leave a pocket book containing a con- 
siderable sum of money on the desk, where 
young integrity might take it aud so steal, 
and then be sentenced to the Reform School. 
In pursuance of this plan the officers with- 
drew; but when they returned neither the 
boy nor the pocket book were to be found. 
Up to the last advices the boy had not come 
back to be sentenced.

Beecher at Home. 

His Receptiou at Plymouth Church. 

New Yoke, Oct. 4,1874. 
Plymouth church is always the sceno of a 

great ovation to its beloved pastor, on the first 
Sunday of October, when be returns to bis pul- 
pit from the summer vacation. But the gatb. 
ering to day far eclipsed all preceding ones in 
numbers aud enthusiasm. Au hour before the 
service commenced crowds began to assemble 
in front of the doors, awaiting the chauce of 
admission after the regular congregation had 
taken their places. The interior was tastefully 
festooned with flowers aud evergreens and the 
large platform on which the preacher sits was a 

perfect conservatory. As early as 10 o’clock, 
pretty much every seat on the floor and in the 
spacious galleries was occupied. Promptly at 

10i o’clock Mr. Beecher made his appearance, 
aud there was a perceptible hush of silence, ev- 

ery person in the great audience intent on ob- 
serving the face of the man who had, since he 
last sat there, passed through such a fiery fur- 
nace of persecution and conspiracy. I never 
saw him looking more finely. It seemed to my 
fancy that his countenance had been imnsfio-. 
ured by suffering. There was evidently a deep 
current of emotion tuuning with electric force 
through the hearts of all present, expressive of 
sympathy, tenderness and unabated trust. It 
was not a mass of curiosity seekers, but of 
faithful, loving, generous friends, who came 

there to welcome back, with affectionate greet- 
ing, the minister in whom detraction had not 
shaken their confidence uor weakened their re- 
gard. 

After a brief lapse, the doors were opened 
and every available space in the building was 
speedily filled with men and women, and eager 
faces peered through the shutters which com- 
manded a view of the altar. 

The initial exercise was the singing of theTe 
Deum in superb style by a choir of between 
thirty and forty practiced vocalists. Nearly 
cvcry word of that grand poem was enunciated 
with distinctness and the performance was ex- 

ceedingly impressive. Then followed a short 
invocation by the pastor, the reading of a por- 
tion of the Vthchapter of Matthew, the singing 
of a hymu to which effect was given by the 
joining in of the congregation, and the prayer 
uttered with that fervor and beauty of diction 
for which Mr. Beecher has attained such celeb- 
rity. 

There was another hymn sung and then came 
the sermon from the text, “Thy will be done in 
earth, as it is in Heaven,” Matthew vi—10. 

It was not a discourse which gave evidence of 
elaborate preparation. It was preached from 
notes but was mainly extemporaneous. There 
were some remarkably fine passages in it, as 
there always are in the sermons of this wonder- 
fully gifted man, and at the close be spoke with 
a depth of feeling and in such touching accent3 
that there could hardly have been an unatten- 
tive listener in the whole house. 

When another hymn had been sung and the 
benediction pronounced, there was an instinc- 
tive movement towards the pulpit, and when I 
left Mr. Beecher must have already shaken 
hands with several hundred of his flock. Such 
warm “God bless yous,” such evidences of af- 

i fection were pleasant to hear and see. The 
Plymouth people were all there. There are no 

! wanderers from that fold. They kuow there 

I noble pastor as none others can know him, and 
i they have no more doubt now of his goodness 
i and worth tbau they had before a brace of con-

The advocates of a prohibitory liquor law are 
commencing the work of again petitioning the 
Dominion Parliament during the, approaching 
session for the passage of an act which will 
meet their views. They are determined to push 
the matter to a vote at the next meeting. 

Phe new Quebec ministry are going to inves- 
tigate the land gtab scandal,and if sufficient 
evidence can be obtained to establish the proof 
of the assertion'tbat fraud has been used in 
the transaction, steps will be taken to have it 
set aside. They will also introduce a very 
stringent election law, modeled after the one 

now in force in the Dominion and tho province 
of Ontario. 

Canadians are quarreling with Mr. Smith of 
the Department of Marine aud Fisheries, con- 

cerning the relative standing of Cnuxdx as a 

maritime nation. That gentleman placed it 
as low as seven or eight. Mr. Henry Fry of 
Quebec, however, controverts the statement, 
and says that while the registcre 1 tonu xge of 
the Dominion may be but 920,000, the actual 
amount is much greater. The St. John Tele- 
graph thinks that Mr. Smith lias exaggerated 
lhe tonnage of other nations, and, estimating 
Canadian tonnage at 1,200,000 tons, says the 
Dominion is entitled to the third place in the 
list of maritime nations.

As you enter the main hall, ou the left of the 

door stands Major Chas. Walker, with bis 
assistants.

Crockett, and Chas. H. Walker. 

All money left at this stand is clear gain for 
the Post, aseverything is contributed; but in 
order to make money the goods must be dis- 
posed of.

Not a single 
dulled bird in the room belongs in the Natural 
History room.

Among the number there is to be 
found a Chinese pheasant, Canada grouse, 
Western prairie chicken, a godwit, yellow leg 
plover, woodcock, Euglish woodcock, English 
ruff, American quail, a lark, mountain quail, 
from California, an American eagle, a pair of 

Canada otters, a two-headed lamb, a sturgeon 
from the Kennebec river, a great heron, two 

loons, two large grey squirrels, a black cock, a 

pair of wood ducks, sea pigeons, gnlls, surf 

ducks, magpies, white Guinea hens, a number 
of prairie chickens. In all there are over 450 
varieties. This morning he will receive several 
live birds. 

The fair was formally opened at eight o’clock 
by prayer from the Rev. G. W. Bicknell, chap- 
lain of Bosworth Post. Gen. J. D. Fessenden 
then introduced the orator of the evening as 

the man who obtained the passage through the 
City Council of an order providing for the sup- 
port of the families of volunteers, and a man 

who was actuated by pure and patriotic motives 

throughout the war.

Mr. Kimball's 
words vividly brought before the audience those 
days of feverish excitement iu 1801, when the 
news of the fall of Sumter was flashed across 

the wires, and an indignant people rose in 
arms. Tho audience recalled, too, that first 
great war meeting at which Mr. Kimball took 
so noble and patriotic a stand. The address 
was peculiarly grateful to the Grand Army, 
containing, as it did, so vigorous a defence of 
the organization against the charge of partisan- 
hip. 
At the conclusion of the address the Portland 

Band, which was present, favored the audience 
with some choice music. Following this came 
a beautiful tableau entitled “Welcome,” in 
which a host of pretty young ladies t jok part. 
Then the visitors were free to wander at their 
own sweet will, and wander they did. 

The refreshment room was a favorite place of 
resort with many. The tables were furnished 
by the ladies of Ward One, and were running 
over with cake, coffee, &c. The attraction of 

pretty waiter girls was net forgotten, and every- 
thing conspired to draw the crowd. Of course 

there was a great rush to see the bird show. 
There is really a very fine collection of live and 
stuffed birds and animals, larger than was ever 

before got together in Maine, aud it will richly 
repay examination.

Vitr Affairs. 

The regular monthly meeting of both boards 
of the City Government was liolden, last even- 
ing, at which the following business was trans- 
acted: 

BOA HD OF MAYOR AND ALDERMEN. 

Orders passed—That the committee on pub- 
lic buildi ngs be and are hereby authorized to 
finish off a room in the India street ward room 
at an ex pense not to exceed $75, and to let the 
rooms in said ward room on such terms as they 
deem expedient; that the proper committee be 
authorized to adjust the matter of sewerage 
with John Dow on Spring street, on such terms 
as may be of interest to the city; that the treas- 
urer be authorized, with the consent of the 
building commissioners, to sell, transfer aDd 
assign to any person or persons any deed of 
mortgage, together with the debt secured there- 
by, given to the city of Portland in pursuance 
of an act entitled “an act to enable the city of 
Portland to aid in rebuilding the city,” upon 
receiving the full amount due upon such mort- 
gage. 

The standing committee ou health, to which 
was referred the petition of J. S. Palmer and 
others against the city maintaining the piggery 
of the city poor farm, reported that its mainte- 
nance in the present position was offensive to 
the public, and ought to be abated; and as the 
expense of moving would be considerable, the 
committee suggest that a suitable person be 
contracted with to collect the offal aDd take it 
out of the city limits. The report was accepted 
and a suitable order passed. A person has al- 
ready been secured to take away the offal. 

The names of persons selected to form the 
new company to take the new hook and ladder 
truck now ou Market street were repoitel from 
the chief engineer and accepted. 

Petitions Presented and Referred—Of Wm. 
Babicheau and R. H. Greenleaf, to keep fish 
market on corner of York and Danforth streets;

Commercial street; of John Taylor, keeper of 
hay scales, that water may be brought into the 
yard; of F. H. Thompson for permission to re- 

move horsechestnut tree from in front of his 
residence on Cedar street. 

The resignation of Frederick Fox, Esq., as 
school agent, was received. 

A motion to refer the matter to a special com- 
mittee, to see if Mr. Fox could not be induced 
to withdraw his resignation, was adopted. Al- 
dermen Gerrisli and Daveis were appointed on 
ilie part of this Board. 

The following gentlemen were drawn as trav- 
erse jurors for the October term of the Supreme 
Judicial Court: William T. Morris, Harlan P. 
I ngalls, Arthur Libby. 

The committee reported inexpedient on peti- 
tion to widen and lay out Oak street, between 
Free aud Congress. 

The report of the committeo in regard to 
building a fence around the North school bouse 
was brought up. The committee were in fawor 
of an iron fence, to cost trom $700 to $800. Al- 

•dermen Daveis and Clark were in favor of a 

wooden fence. Alderman Gould thought it 
would be a disgrace to the city to put up a wood- 
en fence. Finally the matter was withdrawn 
for further consultation. 

The committee on laying out new streets re- 

ported that they had, on petition of P. F. Var- 
num, laid out a new street between Clark and 
Brackett streets, to he called Cushman street. 

l'ha resignation of James L. Bounds as police 
officer was accepted. 

The following order was adopted: 
Ordered, That the committee on public in- 

struction be, and they are hereby, directed to 
examine into all matters relating to the control 
and management of our public schools, and re- 

port what change, if any, is necessary to be 
made in the school law for the benefit of the 
city and its schools, and make their report on 

or before the first Monday in January. 
The action of this hoard in regard to the 

widening of Oak street,between Free and Con- 
gress streets, came hack from the Council, that 
body non concurring. This board voted to ad- 
here. 

A communication was received from the su- 

perintending school committee, recommending 
the adoption in the schools of Smith’s Ameri- 
can Text Books of Art Education, instead of 
Bartholomew’s system of Drawing, now iu 
use. The publishers agree to make the substi- 
tution and, in addition, furnish a teacher free 
of expense, to give our teachers instruction in 
the same. 

The board then weut iuto joint convention to 
give a hearing to the school committee on the 
matter of changing the text books.

THE J1AKOEBV K1VBBAI INQUEST 

VerJiet of the Coroner’s Jury. 

Coroner Gould iinpaunellcd the following 
jury, yesterday morning, to investigate the 

Murray case: Chas. Holden, foreman; Benj. 
F. Chadbourn, Sewall Waterhouse, Chas. Rich- 

ardson, John True and J. B. Hudson. They 
met at the house of the deceased and examined 
the body, after which they adjourned until half 

past two, to meet at the County Attorney’s 
office. 

Drs. Weeks and Webster made a post mor- 

tem examination. 
In the afternoon they met at the County At- 

torney’s office, and listened to the testimony of 
the physiciaus and others. 

Dr. Weeks testified that he found the rigor 
mortis well marked, the greater part of the au- 

terior surface pale, and of the posterior surface 
stained by the settling of blood after death from 
the position of the body. He testified to the 

many bruises about the body, aDd the eyes, and 
the temples Most of the bruises he should 

say were the result of blows, though many of 
them could have been occasioned by falls. 

They existed previous to death, some for eight 
or ten days, some for three or four days. The 
skin was not broken in any place. No indica- 
tions of disease about the external or internal 

genital organs. The brain and membranes 
wer e healthy. The bowels were inflamed, the 
cause of death appearing to be peritonitis, or 

excessive iuflamation of the serous membrane 

lining the abdominal cavity, caused by intem- 

perance, and not caused by blows. 
Dr. Webster’s opinion coincided with Dr. 

Weeks’. 
The remainder of the witnesses examined 

were neighbors of the deceased, and testified to 

her ill-health and of tbe ill-treatment she re- 

ceived from her husband from time to time. 
The following is tbe verdict of the jury: 

The jury find that the said Margery Murray 
died on Sunday, Oct. 4th. 1874, about 6 o’clock 
in the evening, after a sickness of about one 

week, and that the cause of ner death was in- 
ttamation of the bowels. It also appeared that 
the deceased had been for a long time the ob- 
ject of very severe abuse at the hands of her 
husband, John Murray, although her death 
could not be traced to such ill treatment, and it 
further appeared that the deceased was for 
years past a woman of intemperate habits.

Thirty-three Person* Seriously Injured. 
The raid of frenzied bulls through the streets

Seve 
ral of the hulls were chased by large mobs, 
which kept up an incessant tire of pistols at 
the beasts, which jumped upon and tossed any 
human being that came in their way.

It is believed that no fa- 
talities will ensue. 

Various rllalicr*. 
David Valentine & Co jobbers in silks and

There 
is a reports of another failure up towu, but it is 
not confirmed. 

Henry Clews & Co. have decided in fairness 
to their customers to suspend for a day or two 
receiving deposits, and have transferred the re- 
mittances received during the past lew days to 
the custody of the Continental Hank, and to 
the credit ot those who remitted them. The 
The firm do this as a prudential matter, though 
a much larger loan than the $100,000 already 
negotiated in Loudon i»expected in a few days. 

The Pacific Mail directors have decided to 
send the new steamship City of Tokio on the 
tea and silk merchant’s trial to Aspiuwail. This 
action is necessitated by heavy accumulation 
of freight on the Isthmus, for the removal of 
which extra facilities are necessitated. 

Counsel for Tweed appeared before Judge 
Brady in the Court of Oyer and Terminer,with 
a hill of exceptions, and moved for some cor- 

rections in the record. Arguments were post- 
poned until the 14th. 

WASHINGTON. 

The Redemption Agency. 
Washington, Oct. 5.—Tbe Redemption 

Agency has made calls upon the national banks 
since the suspension of redemptions for about 
7,000,000 legal tender notes to reimburse the 
Treasury tor tbeir circulating notes redeemed 
and assorted. Calls of a same nature for about 
five million dollars will probably be made 
during the week. When the hanks have re- 

sponded to the calls the agency will he in a 

condition to resume redemption. The force of 
the agency is now sufficient to count and assort 
the hank notes as fast as received, so there is 
not auy likelihood of another suspension of re- 

sumption. Hereafter a call will be mada upou 
the banks for reimbursements as fast as their 
notes are assorted, so that the calls for any 
period will about equal the redemption. The 
5 pet cent, deposit leaves so small a margin for 
the agency to work upon that calls must be 
made with great frequency to prevent the ex- 
haustion of the fund. 

The Yellow Fever at Pensncoln. 
A despatch received at Ilia Navy Department 

this afternoon, from Capt. Semmes at th j Pen- 
sacola navy yard, announces that Lieut. Com- 
mander Kellogg is desperately ill, Paymaster 
McMahon seriously, and Lieut. Commander 
Barclay is doing well. Miller, a fireman, is 
desperately ill, Robertson, an ordinary seaman, 
is seriously ill. Moore, the machinist of the 
Ajax, is dead. There are fifteen convalescent. 

The Indiana. 
Indian Agens Miles writes to Commissioner 

Smith from Cheyenne and Arrapahoe Agency, 
Indian Territory, September 20th, as follows: 
Yesterday noon we received information through 
Indian channels that tbe Cheyennes' ad forced 
Gen. Miles to retreat to the vicinity of Ante- 
lope hills, and that encouraged by their success 
they had started out war parties, one of which 
had met Geo. Davidson somewhere up Washi- 
ta, aDd they had lost three of their braves kill- 
ed, and that another party of about twenty-five 
were camped yesterday morning thirty miles 
west of this agency, ou their way to the road 
betweeu here and Caldwell. I at once sent out 
a courier along the line of the road to warn 
teamsters, etc., of apprehended dauger. He 
was followed by Capt. Cramer with a full com- 
pany of cavalry. My wife aud three little ones 
are now between here and Caldwell, detained 
by high waters. They have an escort of ten 
soldiers, which would he sufficientluuder ordin 
ary circumstances. 

Look out for news from the border of Kan- 
sas. The Cheyennes are exaspeeated by their 
losses and encouraged by their successes, aud 
will tight like demous. They will scour the 
whole country, and all available ineaus should 
be used to puuish them aud protect settlers. 

A Reigu of Terror ■■ Aloha inn. 

A letter to the Post Office Department from 
the special agent sent to investigate the murder 
of a colored rente agent in Alabama a month 
ago, says: I have just had warrants issued 
against uine of the murderers of Thomas Mey, 
including the sheriff of this county, aud will 
proceed to make arrests immediately. The 
reign of terror iu this county far exceeds any- 
thing of the kind I have ever seen. Armed 
bodies of men are riding over the country aud 
colored people are afraid to go into the fields to 
save their crops from waste and ruin. The right 
of free speech is denied them and many desire 
iu icium wj oiavcij. 

The letter is dated, “In the Woods near, Liv- 
ingstone, Sumter County, Alabama, Septem- 
ber 29th.” *

New York, Oct. 5.—The Post’s special says 
it is the purpose of the'administration to cause 
prompt arrest and puuishmeot of all persons 
in the Southern States who may be violating 
the laws by raiding around the country inti mi1 
dating negroes and resorting to acts of violence. 

THE SOUTH. 

The Present Status of the Compromise. 
New York, Oct. 5.—A New Orleans despatch 

says that the reeent compromise contains a pro- 
vision allowing the Republicans twenty days to 
carry out the terms of agreement, and if dur- 
ing that time they do not in good faith recog- 
nize the Kellogg government, keep the peace 
towards the negroes, and cease from the acts of 
intimidation tbe Republicans will be absolved 
from making the appointments agreed upon. 
The same despatch says that Kellogg was in- 
formed that upon the arrival of federal troops 
at Coushatta some fifteeu White Leaguers who 
were engaged in the recent murders have fled 
to Arkansas and Texas. 

The White Leaguers Still Active. 
New Orleans specials to the Republic state 

that tbe election of delegates to the Democratic 
parish convention Saturday in the city was 

quite exciting and bitter, with several fights. 
The White League carried several wards in the 
registration in New Orleans. The Democrats 
are largely in excess, but the Republicans lead 
in tbe country. The White League is recruit 
iug and receiving supplies of arms, and drilled 
in Canal street Saturday night. It is said the 
negroes seriously contemplated keeping away 
front the elections, and Aristides Mario, a 

Creole, who opposed Kellogg in the nominating 
convention of 1872, advises this course, on the 
ground that Kellogg’s policy since the riots in- 
dicates a repudiation of the negroes. He says 
the negroes will require guarantees or they will 
not go to the polls. 

POLITICAL. 

Massachusetts Governorship. 
Boston, Oct. 5.—Of 770 delegates to the Re- 

publican state convention 344 are for Talbot, 
247 unpledged, 85 anti-Talbot, 74 for Loring, 
and 20 for Butler. This estimate was prepared 
this evening in the Advertiser office, and is 
based upon the instructions given delegates in 
caucus. 

Tne Globe makes a much stronger showing 
for Talbot, which, it claims, is based upon its 
own investigation. 

Congressional Nominations. 
St. Louis, Oct. 5 —The Republicans of the
