“Nigger-IIunting.” 
Confedrit X Roads, ) 

(Which is in the State uv Kentucky,) > 

August 27, 1874. ) 
The Corners hev, up to a very recent date, 

enjoyed the most profound peace. I beiu the 
only one of the old stock which kin read, our 
people have never bin vexed with the Bcech- 
er-Tilton scandal, and thank Heaven Bascom 
bez recovered from the effect of the Croosade, 
and his grocery is runniu ez yoozual. Pollok 
and Bigler was tendin to their biznes tollera- 
bly decent, and notbotherinuv us very much; 
the niggers come to town only ez often ez 
they cood help, and, in short, the corners liez 
been ez serene ez an average Joon mornin. 
The crops wuz looking tollerably well, not- 
withstanding the diffikulty uv gettin labor, 
(for niggers wuz all workin for theirselves.and 
our people will never do meenyal servis till 
they are compelled to) and Bascom wuz reely 
cheerful with the certainty of gettin suthin 
on account ez soon ez the harvest wuz over. 

Things wuz a runnin this way till one 
mornin the nooze reacht us uvthe nigger out- 
rages in Owen County, ez wellez similar ones 
in Texas and Mississippi. No matter what 
nooze don’t reach us, them uv nigger out- 
rages alluz comes direct and promptly. 

Immeditly Deekin Pograrn began to get on- 
easy. Issaker Gavitt began to cleen his 
double-barrel shot gun, and Capt. McPelter 
appeared at Bascom’s with two navy revolv- 
ers slung to him. 

“Why this warlike array ?” I asked. “Why 
this armin of yourselves ez if a deadly and 
imminent fray wuzpendiug?” 

Capt. McPelter replied that there wuz a 

fiery and wicked devil abroad. The niggers 
wuz in insurreckshun in Owen County and 
OIV1J II V VI-J'.j UUU IU II LWJ ilio U11UIWCOVU 

opinyun that the niggers uv the Comers and 
visinity wuz meditatin anuprisin, and for one 
he proposed to be prepared for it. The white 
race bed suffered enuff from bein ground into 
the yearth by the yoosurpers, aud his blood 
biled when he thot uv it.

Shood their heels be iWever on our 
necks? It wuz the dooty uv every white 
man to protest agin bein thus enslaved. 

And Capt. McPelter askt us all to take 
sutlrin, wich we did with the alacrity wich 
hez ever distinguished the Cross Roads. 

About this time Deeken Pogram came in. 
It is a singular thing, audaprovidenshul one, 
that the Deeken aliuz does come in jest ez 

somebody invites all present to take suthin. 
He isforchnit in that respect. And one by 
one all the reglers dropped in. To these 
McPelter expressed his leers uv a nigger up- 
rlsin, and after ten or a dozen drinks all round 
the danger seemed so imminent that it wuz 
deemed wise and prudent to arm and wait for 
the bustin uv the comin storm. Accordingly 
messengors wuz sent out to get sech arms ez 
wuz handy at their respective houses. The 
rifles, shot guns and revolvers wuz cleened up 
aud loaded, and we waited calmly for the 
comin uv the black hosts. 

But they didn’t come, and after wait’ng 
awhile Capt. McPelter, who hed histed in 
ten or a dozen drinks, sejested that the best 
thing to do under the circumstances would 
be to do under the circumstances would be 
to go and look for the invaders.

Fortunately there liappeued to be ten or a 
dozen niggers conspiring agin us in ez many 
different, feelds in the visinitv. and when thev 
heerd the report uv McPelter’s guu they 
came running to the spot. Seeing the life- 
less body of their fellow-invader a.lying there, 
and notisin that McPeiter wuz calmly re- 
loadin the empty barl uv his shot-gun, they 
defiantly fled in every direkshun. This wuz 
enuff. This wuz the last feather on the 
white camel’s back. Ef they wuz innosent 
of intending harm to us, why did they fly? 
Do innosent men fly like lioss tlieeves in the 
night? 

Capt. McPeiter gave the word and a pur- 
soot commenced, the heroism uv wich hez 
seldom bin ekalled in the history uv the 
world. Away thro the corn, over'the stub- 
ble, down the gulches, and over the hills we 
chased the infooriatcd demons. The reas-

The Canadian International Transporta- 

tion Scheme. 
The great International Transportation 

Company, which was chartered bv tlie last 
Dominion Parliament, with a capital of $3,- 
000,000, is beginning to move. A glowing 
prospectus lias been issued aud subscriptions 
to the stock are being solicited in Canada aud 
tlie West. The following extract from tlie 

prospectus shows what is contemplated: 
i “This association is established for the pur- 
l pose of combining the capital and great com- 

mercial advantages of Canada with the capit- 
[ al and influence nf tlie Western States ot tlie 
1 United States, as well as with oilier districts 

of the United States which may become in- 
terested in the movement, and organizing a 
system of cheap freights for tlie grain, tobac 

t co and other products of the United States 
from the interior, by way of the great natural 

highway to the seaboard, and from thence by 
steam or sail to Great Britain and Ireland and 
the continent of Europe. By means of such 
a combination it is believed to be able to suc- 
cessfully compete with the grain and other 
products of the Baltic, Adriatic, Black Sea 
and the Levant, which have been gradually 
driving the products of the West out of the ( 
market.” , 

The scheme is in the interest of Montreal ( and the Canada railways and water route, 
but the producing districts of the West are ex- s 

pected to contribute largely toward furnish- 1 
ing the necessary funds. The design is to 1 
construct a fleet of propellers to ply between s 
Montreal and Chicago, touching at Milwau- ( 
kee, Toledo and Detroit in passing both 
ways. In connection with these vessels ocean 
steamers are to run trom Montreal and Que- 
bec. It would seem that this was undertaking 1 

enough for one company, but the managers 1 
of this grand Canadian enterprise were not of 1 
that opinion. In addition to the steamers, t 
last freight lines are to be organized to ran 
trains from Cincinnati, Louisville, St. Louis, 
and other leading centers in the southwest to 
Montreal, and to connect with the propellers e 
at the lake ports. The steamers are to be 
used principally in the grain traffic, and the i 
fast freight fines will endeavor to turn the f 
cotton and tobacco trades from Baltimore and 
New York to Montreal. 

Much stress is laid on the fact that the ; 
Welland canal improvement will be com- 
pleted in about two years, when large class i 
vessels will be able to run through the entire a 
chain of lakes without interruption. The ad- j 
vantage of Montreal as a receiving and ship- 
ninrr nnrt. nrr> nnnn ot. Ipnotli 
Whether the desired $5,000,000 can be 
raised remains to be seen, but it would not 4 
be surprising it success attended this part of 4 
the undertaking. The Canadians will doubt- f 
less subscribe freely, in the expectation of i 
the West to follow their example. If any 
considerable amount is raised in this wray, 
the remainder can be negotiated in London. s 

But to carry out the practical part of the 
project is quite another thing. If the money 1 

is forthcoming, the vessels and cars may be t 
obtained without trouble; but to secure the 
necessary freight to make the investment 8 
profitable is where the difficulty will be ex- 
perieuced. The people of New York, how- 
ever, would" do well to imitate the enter- * 

prise manifested by their Canadian competi- 4 
tors. The latter aie continually devising 
means for attracting commerce down the St. 
Lawrence, while the former remain perfectly t quiet, waiting for commerce to thrust itself 
upon them. The superior advantages which 1 

New York has enjoyed have caused trade to c 

center there. But of late rival routes, fur- l 
uishing good facilities, have been opened, \ 
and uuless New York shows more spirit than 
she displayed in the past, trade will gradually f 
seek other channels.

The Colobs of Bibds’ Wings.—It would 4 
be au error to suppose that all the exquisite t 

raetahc shades which diaper the feathers of e 
birds and the wings of butterflies arise from t 
pigments; it was a dream of lhe,alcliemisls#to 
try to extract them. The sole cause is the 
play of light, fugitive as the sparkles of the 8 

diamond. When the beautiful feathers on a 
the breast of a humming-bird are examined c 

under the microscope it is astonishing to see t 
none of the shades the mystery of which you 
would penetrate. They are simply made of a 
dark-brown opaque substance not unlike 1 

those of a black duck. There is, however, a 8 

remarkable arrangement; the barb of the 4 
feather, instead of being alriuged stem, of- 1 
fcts a series of small squares of horny sub- 1 
stance placed point to point. These plates, , of infinitesimal size, are extremely thin, 
brown, and, to all appearance, exactly alike, 
whatever may be the reflection they give. 1 

The brilliant large feathers of the peacock < 
are the same; the plates are only at a greater < 

distance, and of less brightness. They have | 
been described as so many little mirrois, but , that comparison is not correct, for then they 
would only give back light without coloring 
it. Neither do they act by decomposing the * 

rays which pas3 through them, for then they : 

would not lose their iris tints under the mi-

tallic plumage of the humming-birds can be 
compared; the effects of the plates in a fea- 
ther are like tempered steel or crystallized 
bismuth. Certain specimens emit colors very 
variable under different angles, the same scar- 
let feather becoming, when turned to ninety j degrees, a beautiful emerald green.—Popular 
Science Monthly. t

The first issue of The Republic, the new 

morning daily in New York, has reached us. 

It is a well printed sheet of eight pages and. 

forty-eight columns, bright and newsy. Spec- 
ial attention is paid to political a ad local news. 

The general make-up is after ihe fashion of 
the Times. It promises “an earnest and con- 

sistent support to the measures and adminis- 
tration” of the Repubiicau party. It has 
called to its aid men of experience and abili. 
ty, and promises the public a complete news- 

paper at a lower price than its morning con- 

temporaries. 
Although the political complexion of tne 

French couucils-general does not appear to 
be materially changed by the results of the 
recent elections the Bouapartists seem to 
have profited more than either the legiti- 
mists, the republicans or the supporters ot 
the scptenuale. The republicans have lost 
many seats iu the Gironde, hut have made 
compensating gains in the Loire. The most 
notable feature of the election is the choice 
of many of the mayors whom De Broglie had 
dismissed—a significant protest against the 

governmental nominations of mayors. 

The famine in Asia Minor appears to he 
as destructive as that whch nearly depopula- 
ted a large district of Persia a few years ago. 
An area of country as large as the state of 
New York is afflicted, and already 150,000 
people have died. Last year there was a to- 
tal failure of crops, and this year’s crops 
have failed too. The surplus of past years is 

exhausted, and the people are wringing a 

scanty subsistence from the herbs that grow 
by the wayside. The Turkish govern- 
ment is indifferent and uninterested. It has 

sent some supplies to the sufferers, but the 
relief thus afforded is trifling, and the famine 
striken people are dying by thousands. 

Owners of real estate in Washington are 

endeavoiing to persuade themselves and the 
world that the federal capital is to be the 
future seat of learning in diplomacy, and 
that the wi scst and most skillful diploma- 
tists of other nations will make the mission 
to Washington the objective point of their 

highest ambition. Diplomacy, say these san- 

guine people, has hitherto been an art; it 
remains for America to couvert it into a 

science, uuder the instruction of teachers 
profoundly versed in diplomatic lore. All 
these vain imaginings are simply because the 
British minister has built a nice house in 

Washington. If he should go to work and 
build a stable imaginative real estate owners 

would see in the national capital the New- 
market and Epsom of the future. 

The Congregational council at New Haven 
seems to have confined its efforts to a reduc- 
tion of the machinery of church and mission- 
ary work, aud a consequent economizing in 
time, energy aud expense. The recommen- 

dations are : That the mission work in cath- 
olic countries be turned over to the board of 

foreign missions; that the whole matter of 
home evangelization, including the ^work of 
the missionary Sunday school and the church 
building society, be put into the bauds of the 
home missionary society; and that the sever- 

al denominational magazines be consolidated. 
These recommendations are, of course, net 

mandatory, but coming from a representative 
body of such hich standing, cannot fail to 
have great influence upon the action of the 
denomination. 

Senator Carpenter comes to his own de- 
fense in the matter of the Kellogg fees, and 
publishes a letter in the Chicago Tribune ex- 

plaining his connection with the case. As 

payment of counsel fees was tardy, he seut 
the brief dunning letter which has been pub- 
lished by the New Orleaus burglars. After 
giving Ills consent to the publication of all his 
letters which may be found, he says: “No 
one who will examine my record on the Lou- 
isiana matter can be made to believe that I 
was bribed by Mr. Kellogg; as everything I 
have said aud done in the piemises, in the 
Senate cr before the people, has proceeded 
upon the ground, aud been intended to prove 
that Mr. Kellogg was not the legal governor 
of the state, and had no right whatever to 
that office. And the attempt to injure me in 
this particular is only a part of the general 
conspiracy to ‘get even’ with me, without re- 

gard to truth or justice.”

Onr New York Letter. 

The Ncandalonw Aspect of the Louisiana 

Troubles—Legislators as Attorneys in 

Public Causes—91cLncry no claim to sup- 

port, &c., Ac 

New York, Oct. 5,1874, 
The Louisiana troubles have degenerated 

from a revolutionary to a scandalous aspect. 
The invaders having got bold of the private 
correspondence of Gov. Kellogg, have en- 

deavored to turn it to account, by using it to 

injure the reputation of Senator Carpenter 
and Gen. Butler. It happens that both those 

gentlemen have energetically opposed the ex- 

isting state government. One would have sup 
posed that McEnery and Penn would have 
been dissuaded by a sense of common gratitude, 
from employing such doubtful weapons of as- 

sault upon such steadfast friends. However 
people who convert confidential papers, sur- 

reptitiously obtained, to political or personal 
advantage, are not apt to be controlled by any 
nice ideas of propriety on minor questious. 

The revelation provokes discussion as to the 
limitations, to which members of Congress 
ought to be subjected, in respect to the ac- 

ceptance of retainers from parties who may 
possibly represent interests which may bo 
affected by Congressional legislation. Perhaps 
there is no ethical offense in acting for such 

clients, but as a matter of taste, it will cer- 

tainly be conceded tliat it had better be 
avoided. A popular representative cannot be 
too careful to guard himself from the reproach 
of being influenced by selfish considerations. 
That insidious foe of free institutions, the pro- 
fessional lobbyist, invariably pursues his dis- 
graceful trade by indirection. He uses the 
fiction of describing' himself as an advocate, 
aud the bribe he offers as counsel fees. He 
walks in darkness and is veiled in mystery. 
He is just as likely to cheat his employer as 

anybody else, and often sells a vote, which he 
couldn’t influence if he had all the money in 
the world, by artfully contriving to discover 
on which side it is certain to be cast. 

It has long been one of the ugliest counts in 
the standing indictment which the people are 

periodically prosecuting against Gen. Butler 
that he so persistently ignores the distinction 
between his rights as a lawyer ami his obli- 
gations as a legislator. Ho has small scruples 
about accepting fees in suits for or against the 
government. If a man is accused of frauds 
upon the revenue lie will prosecute the case 

for the informer, or appear for the defense 
with equal readiness. It is with him a mere 

affair of business, to be considered solely witii 
reference to the proht it will bring. He can- 

not therefore he very greatly disturbed by any 
disclosure that may be made as to the nature 

of causes in winch he has been or may he en- 

gaged. 
With Senator Carpenter it is entirely differ- 

ent. Although he has not altogether escaped 
calumny, be has not hitherto been regarded 
as a man who could be swerved by pecuniary 
inducements. It is only fair, therefore, to as- 
sume that he saw nothing unbecoming in the 
acceptance of a retainer from the governor of 
a state in an action before the Supreme Court, 
notwilhs'anding ho was perfectly aware that 
he might be required to deal with tbe affairs 
of that state in his senatorial capacity. 

Nevertheless, it is, to say the least of it, un- 

fortunate that he took that view of his respon- 
sibilities and will occasion serious regret to 
his friends. He is just now appealing to a 

highly intelligent constituency for a re-elec- 
tion, and it is only reasonable to presume that 
he will be an object of sharp criticism. My 
respect for Mr. Carpenter’s capacity and bril- 
liancy, leads me to hope for tbe success of hi3 
canvass, but if I thought his return canid be 
construed as giving sanction to any loose no- 

tions in regard to the restraints which ought 
to hold every man in public life within health- 
ful moral discipline, I should feel other- 
wise. As between the rival factions which 
disturb the peace of the people of Louisiana 
there would he little to choose, were it not for 
the incurable hatred which the impenitent 
rebels have for the negro. The carpet baggers 
are for plunder, the white leaguers for murder. 
That is the simple truth about it. 

When the rebellion ended, the southern 
whites inspired by the apostasy of Andrew 
Johnson, sulkily refused to participate in re- 

constructing the state. This was exactly the 
course the adventurers who had migrated 
thither wanted them to pursue. Such fellows 
as Warmoth sprang into the arena, and were 

giau or me cuance to emicn memseives at tue 

expense of the state. The black population 
outnumbered the white and it was only nec- 

essary *to get] into their good graces to ob- 
tain absolute control of affairs. This was 

easy, because the whites made no concealment 
of their hostility to their colored fellow citi- 
zens, and they had no alternative but to fol- 
low the lead of the men who professed to be 
their friends. 

In 1872 Warmoth gravitated to the Greeley 
eoalition. It was natural he should go there. 
It was an utter impossibility that there should 
be affinity or fellowship between a man of the 
Warmoth stamp, and au administration of 
which Gen. Grant was the head. They had 
nothing in common. Gen. Grant gave him the 
cold shoulder with such charming frankness, 
that the baffled adventurer was forced to seek 
the more congenial companionship of the motley 
combination of odds and ends, the ragged regi 
meat to which Greeley was only too happy to 
play Falstaff. He proved a serviceable recruit. 
He counted in the electoral ticket for the allies 
with a supreme indittereuce to the actual state 
of the poll. In fact if he could have managed 
to get control ot every jiolliug place in the 
United States,bis candidate would have carried 
every elector in the college. Ho manufactured 
returns to suit the emergency, and it wasn’t of 
the smallest consequence to him whether his 
party got a majority or were in ever so hopeless 
a minority. His inspectors settled that busi. 
ness by the requisite certificates neatly made 
out and unblushingly sworn to. 

But Warmoth shared in the discomfiture of 
the alliance, of which he had become a leader, 
and the state government which he had pro- 
posed to establish by paper bulletins was super- 
seded. The President acted in the premises 
with his customary wisdom and foresight. To 
have recognized the McEnery government 
would have been not only to endorse the gro-s 
frauds upon the ballot box, which the laic gov- 
ernor had practiced with such audacity, but to 
surrender the black population to rapine and 
slaughter. He did the nextbest thing. He as- 
sumed the eligibility of Kellogg and recom- 
mended Congress to provide for a new and hon- 
est election. Congress failed to perform this 
important duty, and in default of such action 
the state necessarily remained in the bauds of 
the Kellogg party. Uutil a fair election does 
take place, it must so remain. 

There is no justification for the assumption 
that McEnery has any claims to recognition. 
The inferences are all the other way. There 
is a clear Republican majority in the state- 
The blacks are all Republicans and they num- 

ber atleast 60,000 legal voters. There are about 
60,000 white voters, but of these at least 10,000 
probably 15,000 arc Republicans. Consequent- 
ly when there is a free, uninterrupted exercise 
of the elective franchise—when the colored 
men are not kept from the polls by intimida- 
tion or violence—there must,with mathematiea1 
certainty, he a Republican state administration 
chosen. 

The treatment which the colored people in 
Louisiana have received from the coalition of 
White Leaguers, Ku-Klux and Warmotliites, 
which constitutes the McEnery faction would 
disgrace the wildest tribe of savages that ever 

existed. Hundreds of peaceable and industri, 
ous citizens have been murdered in cold blood 
without having given the slightest provocation 
to their cowardly assassins. This saturnalia of 
violence a*d bloodshed is still going on, and the 
government is very properly sending troops to 
Louisiana to protect the lives of the sable yeo- 
manry of that doomed commonwealth. 

To sympathize with the McEnery cabal is to 
join hands with cutthroats and outlaws. Every 
sentiment of humauity revolts against tolera- 
tion of such criminals. Nor is it less a violation 
of the laws of political economy, for the blacks 
are the sources of the husbandry and produc- 
tiveness of the state. They must be protected 
aud made secure iu person and property, or the 
Republic is dishonored. They have neither the 
weapons nor the training for self defense. They 
are peaceable, orderly, frugal people. Their 
Eguit is that they are too docile, and not quick 
?uough to resent indignities. But that is a part 
»f the tyranny of their lives, and gives them a 

rll the stronger claim to the effective shelter of 
the flag. Their assailants, though inferior iu 

lumbers, are armed to the teeth, and are prac- 
ticed in fighting. A large portion of them 
were soldiers iu the rebel array. In ray view 
there never was a clearer case of the expedi- 
;ney and necessity of federal interference, and 
f think the country will heartily sustain the 
President in the exercise of his authority to 
suppress promptly the riotous and disorderly 
conduct which is crimsoning the soil of Louisi- 
ana with innocent blood. 

Those who counsel the recognition of Me- 
Enery and Penn either overlook or are indiffer- 
ent to the safety of llio 400,000 black people 
who would thereby be given over to persecution 
and spoliation. It would be a substitution of 
scorpions for whips. The government cannot 
consent to such a virtual abandonment of its 
rightful wards without involving itself in inef- 
fable disgrace. 

The whites are abundantly able to take care 
of themselves. Whenever they are willing, in 
good faith, to accept the constitution as it is, 
yielding unreserved obedience to the amend- 
ments which have established the political 
equality of the blacks, there will be no diffi- 
culty iu their obtaining a full share in establish- 
ing a solid and satisfactory state government. 
Their sufferings under extravagance and mis- 
rule have been of their own making, and must 
be of their own undoing. Relief will not come 
to them over the smoking ruins of negro cabins 
an! the slaughter of blameless citizens, unless 
the Ameticau republic falls under the sway of 
an administration w holly lost to every consider" 
ation of justice, humanity and self-interest.

The York county fair opened auspiciously 
yesterday. The show on the grounds was very 
fiue, the amount of stock exhibited being larg* 
er and of sunerior nnalifv to what. lin« Imrptn- 

fore been exhibited. The Messrs. Dane of Ken- 
nebuuk, were present with their fine herd of 
Ayrshires and Jerseys. There was also a good 
show of Durbams and some fine Dutch. The 
display of steers and working oxen was excel- 
lent. In fowls there was a good exhibition of 
Asiatics, Cochins, Plymouth rocks and leghorns. 

Horses were of course present in abundance. 
The noted stallion Palmer Knox was present 
with eight of his colts, and Emery Fearuaught 
put in an appearance with six colts. The dis- 
play of Patclien stock was handsome. The 
following shows about the number of entries 
on the ground to noon: Oxen, 42; steers, 26; 
cows, 20; colts, 25; mares with foal, 6; mares, 
4; bulls, 10; heifers, 10; horses, 9; town teams, 
2; stallions, 2; calves, 4; boars, 3; sows, 1; pigs 
7; flocks of sheep, 4; herds of cows, 1; herds 
of bulls, 1; trios of fowls, 25; entries of pig- 
eons, 1. 

The display iu the hall exceeds in variety, 
quality and extent that of last year. Of course 
the cotton mills make a grand show, and Ike 
Hardy Machine Company has an excellent dis- 
play. 

The vegetable show is larger than for several 
years past, and well worthy the attention of 
any one interested iu garden produce. It has 
been pronounced larger in extent and equal in 
quality to the late Horticultural Fair iu Port- 
land.

North Aroostook Fair. 
The annual cattle show and fair of the North 

Aroostook Agricultural Society was held Tues- 
day and Wednesday of last week. The weath- 
er was somewhat unfavorable, and the result 
was a smaller exhibition of neat stock and 
horses than in previous years. There were 
some fine herds of Durham cattle, and a thor- 
oughbred Ayrshire bull on the grounds, show- 
ed that the Aroostook farmers arc awake to 
the improvement of their stock. There were 
some excellent specimens of Herefords also on 
the ground. The display of horses was not 
large, but included some fine animals. The 
show in the hall was very creditable to the fruit 
raisers of Aroostook. The ladies contributed a 

large assortment of useful and fancy articles of 
home manufacture. 

There were three race3 iu connection with the 
show, the first for horses that never trotted for 
money; the second for four year old colts, and 
the third for horses that never beat 3 minutes. 
In the first the black gelding Charley, owned 
by Samuel Caughey, took the first money; the 
second was won by H. E. Ward’s bay mare 

Bay Bess; and the third by J. F. Dyer’s black 
stallion Black Kuox.

In addi- 
tion to the war relics are old curiosities that 
have no reference to the rebellion or any other 
war. 

There are several pairs of old shoes worn by 
rebel soldiers, the upper part of leather and the 
sole of wood covered with iron, old Indian 
relics of all kinds, such as stone hatchets, 
pistols, a human scull, &c. There is also a 

hangman’s rope, with a history, but the troublo 
is no one knows it; the hoof of a horse of a rebel 

general, a Bible and card captured from Gen. 
Robert E. Lee, confederate money and bonds, 
&c. Tbe bonds were issued February 16,1874. 
They are for sale. The bills bear the portrait 
of Jeff. Davis. Two shot are shown that were 

found near the site of Fort George in Bruns- 
wick. There are rebel swords, handcuffs and 
muskets in abundance. A sword and scabbard 
worn by Ichabod Goodwin of Kittery, in 1758, 
attract a good deal of interest. A small piece 
of hardtack is to be seen, that was taken from 
the pocket of a dead rebel soldier. Small 

pieces of the flags of tbe 32d Maine Regiment 
and 17th Maine Volunteers are on exhibition. 
A four pound ball thrown from a British brig 
Into the town of Falmouth in 1814, is to be 
seen. A trunk and box takc%from the head- 

quarters of Gen. Beauregard, containing pri- 
vate papers is on exhibition, and a revolution- 

ary sword is near at hand. A uniform of tbe 
Gray Infantry, worn in 1830, aud owned by 
Henry Pennell, is on exhibition. An ostrich 

egg, a sea fan, official rebel papers, cups found 
at Appomattox, rebel shells, and a large num- 

ber of other old relics are scattered about. This 
room is thought by many to be the most at- 
tractive in the whole fair.

Capt. Secord and the steward, Mundee, were 

recalled and testified that they hid never made 
statements contrary to their testimony in the 
case. 

John A. Brewster, police officer, who assist- 
ed in the arrest, testified as to the prisoner’s 
conversation with the city marshal,and corrob- 
orated the latter. 

Win. P. Cook, policeman, who bad charge 
of Robbins in the lockup, testified to conversa- 

tions with the the prisoner; said be asked Rob- 
bins why he went on board the vessel, and the 

prisoner said he was hard up and didn’t care 

much where he went or what he did ; also said 
in answer to a question from witness that the 

Englishmen were good fellows and used him 
well. 

The prisoner preserves his cheerful and un- 

anxious demeanor. The testimony will be 
closed to-morrow.

this purpose by either party in a a peuding 
case, provided twenty days’notice ha given to 
the adverse party, but nothing herein shall pre- 
vent the taking of testimony before any other 
person with leave of the court, nor prevent the 
council accepting a shorter notice than twenty 
days by agreement in writing; claims support- 
ed by printed or written testimony shall be first 
heard in the order iu which they stand on the 
docket unless otherwise specially ordered by 
the court, and afterwards those claims iu sup- 
port of which claimants may desire to intro- 
duce oral testimony. 

The Court will to morrow adjourn for several 
weeks, giviDg time for the preparation of cases. 

New Valuation of Foreign Currency. 
The Secretary of the Treasury will shortly 

issue a circular correcting the value heretofore 
assigned to the Chinese tael, Austrian florin, 
and other foreign currency. The valuation is 
to be upon the basis of American gold dollars. 
The circular of December fixes the value of the 
tael at SI.61, whereas it is worth now only 
about SI.35. The department will refund 
several hundred thousand dollars which have 
been collected upon merchandise Under ex- 
cessive valuation of such foreign currency. 

INDIANS. 

Pen, Miles’ Expedition. 
St. Louis, Oct. 6.—A despatch from Topeka, 

Ivan., says that advices to the 26th ult. have 
been received from Gen. Miles’expedition. The 
h’avy rains and lack of sufficient transporta- 
tion retarded active operations. No Indians 
had been encountered since ’lie attack ou Cal- 
lahan’s train on the loth ult, The scouts re- 

port them all headed iu the direction of the 
Staked Plains. Gen. Davidson, with nine corn- 
paries of troops, effected a junction with Gen. 
Miles the 10th ult. He marched from Fort 
Hill up the Wachita and the north fork of the 
Red River, but met no Indians on the route. 
There aro now three columns within support- 
ing distance of each other, operating against 
the Indians. They are commanded by General 
Miles, Gen, Davidson and Col. Price. Nothing 
had been heard from McKenzie, who is advanc- 
ing from the south north from Buell, who is 
coming across from New Mexico. 

A scouting party from Fort Wallace, operat- 
ing on the north fork of Smoky Hill River, in 
western Kanses, discovered last Saturday the 
bodies of three men and a woman murdered by 
the Indians. The parties killed were emigrants 
from Blue Ridge, Georgia. Within the last 
two weeks eleven persons have been killed by 
Indians in western and southwestern Kansas. 
Several others who are missing are supposed to 
have met the same fate.
