The morning session was closed with I 
prayer by Rev. J. E. Cochrane of Burma. 

Afternoon Session. 
The convention re assembled at2 o’clock. 

Prayer was offered by Rev. E. Leger of Wa- 
terville. Kev. J. Ricker, D. D., correspond- 
ing secretary of the convention, presented 
the annual report of the board of trustees. 
The operations of the board during the year 
have been unparallelled. New fields and im- 
portant centres ha7e been occupied. Old 
fields have not been neglected. Our corps of 
laborers has been trebled. Progress has 
been made in the erection of new houses of 
worship and of parsonoges. Seven mission- 
aries, four of whom are lay workers, have 
been employed, and with gratifying success; 
An unusually large number of students, 25 
in all, have devoted considerable attention to 
missionary work. The spirit of our people 
was never better. Our educational institu- 
tions are thriving beyond the expectations 
of the fathers. We have reached a new 
stage in our work. A goodly land lies before 
us, iffonly we go up to possess it. 

A discussion of the report followed. Rev. 
Sewall Brown of Oldtown urged the use of 
lay missionaries in the more destitute fields, 
and referred to the work of such missionaries 
in the Upper Penobscot region during the 
past year. Rev. G. E. Tufts of Belfast spoke 
concerning new work an old fields, with es- 
pecial reference to what has been done in 
Waldo county. Gratifying results have fol- 
lowed labor on those old fields. Kev. A. T.

It is 
iroposed to sink perforated iron pipes in the 
iver bed and the approaches to the harbor, 
hrougii which petroleum can be foreed to 
he surface of the river by machinery and at 
high pressure. In this way a fierce stream 

if blazing oil can be sent down into the ene- 
my's fleet and destroy it or drive the ships 
iway. It is claimed by the projectors that a 
lame can be produced in this way as high as 
ship’s mast and sent with teirifle force into 

he attacking vessels many miles from the 
mint where the oil is supplied to the system 
if submerged pipes. 

THE QUEEN CITY 

Decides Not to Sell its Road—Elec- 
tric Lighting. 

Bangob, Oct. 2.—The joint special ccm- 
nittee of the city government tonight re- 

ported iu|favor of the city’s establishing an 
slectric light plant at the water works dam, 
to light the streets of the city, estimating a 
saving to the city over the amount now paid 
3f from $2500 to $3500 per annum, and esti- 
mating the cost of the plant, in addition to 
the power, ready to be used, at from $14,000 
to $16,000 for 100 arc lights, and from $18,000 
to $22,000 for 150 arc lights. The committee 
asks the city government to (authorize them 
to obtain specifications and advertise for 
bids. The report was accepted and placed 
on file, and the order passed for a joint spe- 
cial committee to obtain specifications and 
advertise for bids. 

The joint special committee, to whom was 
referred the matter of offers to purchase the 
Bangor & Piscataquis railroad, reported to- 
night that propositions had been received 
from the Castine & Bangor Railroad Compa- 
ny, and from Hon. Frank Jones of Ports- 
mouth, N. II., through his attorney, Frank 
H. Clergue, Esq. The former proposition 
has already been made public. The latter 
proposition is to assume ail the liabilities of 
the city on account of the Bangor & Piscata- 
quis railroad and pay for its stock and un- 
paid coupons some $100,000, either iu cash or 
after ten years, with an annual interest of 4 
percent. The joint committee, of which 
Mayor Bragg is chairman, in a lengthy re- 
port, giving reasons for their conclusion, 
recommend that neither proposition be ac- 
cepted, as in their opinion the value of the 
Bangor & Piscataquis railroad will never be 
less than it is today, and as they deemed 
both the offers and the security offered by 
them inadequate. The report shows the 
gross earnings of the road for five vears as 
follows: 1884, $130,892; 1885, $139,272; 1886, 
$147.368; 1887, $197,146; 1888 (estimated), 
$250,000. Last year, the net earnings, after 
paying full interest, were over $20,000, and 
this year it is assured the net will be at least 
$40,000. The report was accepted and placed 
en file. 

The York County Show. 
Saco, Oct. 2—The York county cattle show 

and fair opened at the new driving Park in 
this city today. Last night’s storm was a 
serious set-back to the exhibitors, but the 
prospect of good weather today has brought 
out many exhibitors. A little sunshine will 
put the new track in fine shape for the trots, 
which begin tomorrow. Among the entries 
for the three days’ trots are the best horses 
in York county, and many other noted trot- 
ters, including Jack Spratt, Glenarin, Au- 
bine, Maud R, Screwdriver and Dictator 
Chief. The exhibition in the hall is unusu- 

ally fine. 
All of tlie horses entered for the races are 

coining, and the following horses are stabled 
on the grounds: Nelson, Dictator Chief, Au- 
bine, Herolite, Screwdriver, Frank, Mattie 
B., Harry D., Katie R., Ned Cromwell, Ren- 
nie 1*., Frank A Gilford Boy, Kensey Girl, 
Payson T., Rangeley Belle, Goldwood, Guy- 
wood, and about 20 horses from Saco and 
Biddeford. Weather permitting, the mana- 
gers expect to see the largest crowd ever 
seen at a fair in this vicinity.

GATHERED IN THE NATIONAL CAPITAL. 

Senators Spend the Oay Considering 
Conference Reports. 

Red Shirt’s Opinion of Pale Face 
Political Aspiration. 

The President Told of Aqueduct 
Irregularities Last May, 

Washington, Oct. 2.—In the Senate, to- 
day, the resolution offered by Senator Call 
on the 27th of September, instruct' g the 
committee on epidemic diseases to consider 
and report additional legislation to prevent 
the importation of contagious or Infectious 
diseases from foreign countries, was taken 
up, and Senator Pasco offered an amend- 
ment directing the committee to inquire 
further into the introduction of yellow fever 
into Florida and other States during the 
present year. Discussion followed, after 
which the resolution and amendment was re- 
ferred to the committee on epidemic dis- 
eases. 

The conference report on the deficiency 
bill was presented by Senator Hale, and ex- 

plained by him. The larger portion of the 
disagreeing votes had been arranged by the 
conferees. There were five matters on 
which agreement had not been reached. One 
was the Item to pay the widow of Chief Jus- 
Waite the balance of the year's Balary. The 
House conferees insisted that there was no 
precedent for it. Another was the item to 
pay the year’s salary of the internal revenue 
officer who remained at his post in Florida 
and died there of yellow fever. Another 
was the proposition to extend the land laws 
to No Man’s Land, and the other was the ap- 
propriation for the Industrial Christian 
Home of Utah Territory. Senator Hale 
stated the arguments in behalf of the latter 
item. 

After cousiderable discussion the confer- 
ence report was agreed to and the Senate in- 
sisted on its disagreement to the items still 
in controversy. The conference report on 
the joint resolution in aid of the sufferers 
from yellow fever was presented and agreed 
to. 

Senator Jones, of Nevada, offered a res- 
olution, which was referred to the committee 
on foreign relations, requesting the Piesi- 
dent to negotiate treaties with the British 

?;overnment and with Mexico, respectively, 
or the exclusion of Chinese laborers from 

the North American contineut and for the 
prevention of their advance into the United 
States from the territory of either such gov- 
ernments, or from the.'depeudencies thereof. 
The Senate adjourned. 

■ ne congressional uuiiook. 

According to the latest programme the 
Republican tariff bill will be presented to 
the Senate next Thursday. The report of 
the Republican committee will be completed 
at that time, but it will not probably be made 
public until the next day. Accompanying it 
will be the report of the Democratic minor- 
ity. It was at first intended to make both 
the tariff bill and the report public simul- 
taneously, but this plan will be abandoned 
in view of the fact that their great length 
will prevent more than a brief abstract of 
each from being printed in the newspapers, 
whereas if given out on different days a 
much fuller synopsis can be published. 

Both sides have pretty well made up their 
minds that there will be no adjournment of 
the present session of Congress, but merely 
a recess from Oct. 25th to Nov. 12th. The 
Democrats in the House have stopped talk- 
ing about adjournment, and will probably adjourn for three days at a time while wait- 
ing the movements of the Senate. Senators 
Allison and Aldrich favor going on with the 
tariff bill, and will probable hold their Re- 
publican associates to this programme. If a 
resolution for adjournment should come over 
from the House it might get a majority vote 
in the Senate, but it will not come. A single objector could raise the point of no quorum 
on a resolution fixing a day for adjournment 
in the House, and an objector will always be 
on hand. 

Cleveland Knew It Last May. 
Major Leydecker accompanied the Investi- 

gating party on the inspection tour of the 
new aqueduct. At every point was found 
evidence of bad work. It is said that $90,- 
000 was needlessly expended for a new reser- 

voir, owing to the incompetence of the army 
engineers. 

A charge has been made that Mlajor Ley- 
decker’s father secured the rejection of the 
lowest bid, and had the contract awarded to 
a bidder whose estimates were $84,000 high- 
er. 

The President is severely criticised for his 
inaction In the matter. A committee of citi- 
zens called on him last May, and protested 
against a continuance of the poor work, but 
he paid no attention to them. 

An Opinion Entitled to Respect. 
A laughable story is told in political circles 

here anent the recent visit of Red Shirt, the 
Ogallala Chief, to the White House on 

Thursday last. Red Shirt was one of the 
Indian members of the Wild West show 
whom the President invited to call upon 
him.' The Ogallala Chief expected a long 
chat with the Great Father, and prepared 
himself for a regular pow-wow. Great was 
his disgust, therefore, when the President 
merely shook his hand and politely passed 
him on to make room for the other members 
of the company. The interpreter, who no- 
ticed his disappointment, sought to comfort 
him by saying that the Great Father was very 
busy, and that Red Shirt had been fortunate 
to see him at all. He concluded by saying 
that sometimes the pale faces come to Wash- 
ington and wait an entire moon before seeing 
the President, to which Red Shirt replied: 
“Humph, white man heap damn fool.” 

When Red Shirt’s observation was repeat- 
ed to a distinguished United States Senator 
who has been continually hounded for office, 
that gentleman dryly remarked: “Red Shirt 
may in the past have been guilty of many 
ujicuuro iigumai, society, out ins aouny to 
size up’ the average politician entitles him 
not only to respect but esteem.” 

Maine Offices Benefited. 
The postoffice appropriation bill which re- 

cently became a law, contained an item of 
$450,#00 for the rent, fuel and light of third- 
class presidential offices. Heretofore post- 
masters of the first and second classes, the 
men who get the big salaries, were the only 
ones who had an allowance made for this 
purpose while the men whose salaries rang- 
ed from $1000 to $1,900 a year, had to pay 
for this out of their own pockets. Two 
thousand postmasters will profit by the ap- 
propriation. 

The law fixes the maximum for rentals at 
$300 per year and the fuel and lights at $<K>. 
lne amount to be allowed In each instance 
will depend on the local conditions, the size 
or the office, etc. 

Of the $450,000 appropriated New England 
gets nearly 10 per cent, or, to be exact 53,005. 

Maine has 30 officers of this class, and they 
will receive $5193, Bar Harbor, Belfast,

Tbe Department of State of Massachusetts 
has written to Senator Hoar calling attention 
to the following discrepancy in the electoral 
college law. The Uuited States statutes pro- 
vide that the messengers from the electoral 
colleges in the various States shall deliver 
their copies of the votes of their colleges to 
the President of the Senate before tile first 
Wednesday in January. The colleges have 
met heretofore on the first Monday in De- 
cember, but a law passed by Congress in 
1887 changed tbe time of meeting to tbe sec- 
ond Mouday in January, while the provision 
regarding the delivery of the vote was left 
unaltered.

LONDON’S MYSTERY. 

The Discovery of Another Victim In- 
creases the Excitement. 

London, Oct. 2.—The excitement created 
by the latest Whitechapel murders has in- 
creased rather than abated today. The 
trunk of a woman was found in a recess of 
the new police offices on the Thames Em- 
bankment this afternoon. The head, arms 

and legs were missing. The remains, which 
were in an advanced state of decomposure, 
were wrapped in a rough cloth and tightly 
bound with cord. It is believed the arms re- 

cently found at Pimlico and Lambeth were 
cut from this body. 

The police have made no progress in their 
efforts to establish a clew to the murderer, 
and have further lost public confidence in 
their efficiency by the fact that the persons 
arrested on suspicion of connection with the 
tragedies were released today for want of 
even a scintilla of evidence upon which to 
justify their retention in custody. They 
profess to be hopeful of success, however, 
and maDy people are inclined to hope with 
them, in the absence of any suspicion in their 
own mind, even remotely defined, as to the 
criminal’s motive, calling or identity. The 
private rewards offered for his arrest, added 
to that of the Lord Mayor’s, bring the total 
sum up to £1.200 and it is likely that it will 
soon reach £2,000. 

The fact that the latest murders were com- 
mitted within the jurisdiction of the city po- 
lice, has created a sharp rivalry between 
that body and General Warren’s metropoli- 
tan detectives. Many wagers have been laid 
upon the question of the murderer’s capture, 
with the odds largely in favor of the city po- 
lice solving the mystery and landing the 
fiend in jail. 

It is now proposed to send a circular to 
every householder in the East End, request- 
ing details of the movements, habits, etc., of 
their respective lodgers. 

The theory has largely obtained support 
today that the murderer has two domiciles, 
one probably a shop or a surgery to which 
he retires for the purpose of removing the 
traces of his crime, and the other a dwell- 
ing house where he is known as a lodger 
whose habits and manners make him a de- 
sirable tenant in the estimation of his land- 
lady. 

The police are being urged to station blood- 
hounds in the Whitechapel district in the 
hope that they may be able by their keen- 
ness of scent to run the fiend down when he 
seeks n fresh victim. 

The inquest on the body of the woman 
murdered in Mitre square will take place on 
Thursday, when startling revelations are 
promised, noi at an, u is said, 10 me cred- 
it of the police.

Har- 
rison from all parts of the country have mul 
tiplied into a collection that is now so large 
that it has been determined to give it exclu- 
sive occupancy of one of the best rooms in 
the Harrison home. Everything that has 
been received, the commonest and least val- 
uable relic or trinket, as well as the most la- 
boriously wrought relic of art, has been care- 
fully saved, and at present many of them are 
displayed in the hull,the parlors and the libra- 
ry, as attractions of special interest to the 
great number of persons who dally visit the 
house of the Republican standard-bearer, 
while removed from public view, in a bed 
room on the second floor, is an elegant silver 
case, of ample capacity, tilled with a great variety of small campaign relics and emblems, 
in itself a Presidential gift museum of such 
attractiveness as to afford the seeker of the 
odd and interesting an hour or more |of de- 
light. Cieu. Harrison and members of his 
family give evidence of sincere appreciation 
of these tokens of good will in the manifest 
pride with which they are shown to callers. 
Few strangers are permitted to leave the 
house without an invitation to look at “the 
General’s presents,” as they are called, but 
all are not and cannot be shown. 

In the collection is a miniature horseshoe 
no larger than a silver quarter, sent bv a 
blacksmith at Martinsburg, Pa., and on the 
day it was received a floral horseshoe was 
presented to General Harrison by the South- 
side Horseshoe Club of Indianapolis, and 
two well worn horseshoes were found in the 
street directly in front of the Harrison house. 
There were three or four buck-eyes in the 
collection, one of which was sent by a 12 
year old girl living in Ohio, who, in a letter 
accompanying the gift, says that it has lain 
in her mama’s spool Ijox for over 20 years— 
and the little well-wisher adds, “Both of my 
grandfathers voted for your grandfather. We are going to do all we can to get you 
elected and you must do all you can, too.” 
“Lucky bones" taken from a white perch 
caught in Wabash river, sent by a Hoosier 
Republican, and a rabbit’s foot, “taken in 
the dark of the moon,” the present of a phy- 
sician, yre among the gifts that are expected 
to be important campaign aids, as well as 
protectors from harm. 

About the most interesting of the presents 
are the canes, which are kept in the library 
where Gen. Harrison spends most of his 
time while at home. They are rare pieces of 
workmanship, but about the most wonderful 
of the lot is one that was sent to the General 
within a couple of weeks after the nomina- 
tion, by Comrade Truesdale, of the Grand 
Army Post of Sharon, Pa. It is made of 
10,500 pieces of wood of 38 varieties, so close- 
ly worked together and so neatly polished that it is only upon close inspection that the 
wonderfully complex work of the painstak- 
ng old veteran can be discerned. The cane 
s not over an inch and a half in diameter in 

the thickest part, and uone of the more than 
10,000 pieces of wood in it are larger than an 

ordinary nail head. 
Gen. Harrison evidently values all of them 

as too precious to be (used. He sometimes 
carries a cane, but it is a very common look- 
ing one, capable of standing much hard use. 
When he attended the reunion of his old reg- iment at Clayton, a few days ago, he took 
with him a llgh, elaette stick, with a silver 
handle, and he used it as a substitute for the 
chair of the presiding officer, which he gave 
to a tired country woman who carried a 20 
pound babe in her arms. 

Miniature log cabins are conspicuous 
among the presents, and there are innumera- 
ble log cabin pictures, books and papers, rel- 
ics oi the campaign of Gen. Harrison's 
grandfather, all sent to the Republican 
standard-bearer by men who have through all gincu HUH troamivml (hum no 

mementoes of good old Whig days. One of 
the imitation log cabins which has been on 
exhibition in the hall came from far-away 
California, and another from Virginia, but 
the most perfectly constructed and the 
smallest of them all is the work of a convict 
in the Minnesota penitentiary. 

More relics have been received than any 
other kinds of presents. The majority of 
them came from men who were supporters 
of the hero of Tippecanoe in the campaign 
which lives in the memory of old voters as 
the most exciting in the history of the coun- 
try.

Diphtheria at the Insane Hospital. 
The trustees of the insane Hospital made 

the following report Monday night In regard 
to the diphtheria: 

One new case of diphtheria has appeared 
today at the hospital, an attendant. There 
are four Isolated, all mild cases. Close ob- 
servation of the patients is made twice dally 
throughout the institution, and disinfection 
is as thorough as possible. No one is al- 
lowed to visit the isolated ward except the 
physician in charge, who observes the strict- 
est rules relative to thorough disinfection of 
persons and clothing. Although there has 
been no case creating the least suspicion 
that the contagion was conveyed by attend- 
ants, and with the preventative measures in 
constant use, no probability that such can 
occur, yet in compliance with the expressed 
wish of the State Board of Health, and to al- 
lay any anxiety that might exist in the 
minds of the public on this score, an order 
was passed by the board of trustees on Fri- 
day fast instructing the superintendent to 
employ a physician, whose sole duty shall be 
to attend upon these cases, and who shall re- 
main isolated with the patients. While we 

may reasonably expect more cases, yet we 
are pleased to report that there is no scare 
and in every respect the hospital is in as 
good condition as is possible considering its 
over-crowded condition.

Wilson, N. C.,Sept. 29,1888. 
Dear Sir—I desire to make Inquiry through your 

paper concerning Charles Freeman, who was 
drummer of the 6th Maine Regiment during the 
year of 1861. He was captured at the first Ma- 
nassas battle In July, 1861, and carried a prison- 
er to Richmond. Va. He was then about 13 or 14 
years of age. In September of that year he was 
allowed to stay in camp with the 1st North Caro- 
lina Volunteers on the Peninsular, and remalued 
with that regiment for about two months and re- 
turned to the prison In Richmond. Owing to his 
youth he was only nominally a prisoner amt was 
allowed to go at large on the streets of that city 
till exchanged. 

The writer saw him in November, 1881, while 
passing through Richmond. He became quite a 
favorite with the regiment and many sympathized 
with him In bis misfortune. He was homesick 
and suffering from rheumatism. He was a native 
of Portland, Me. If any of your readers know 
anything of his alter life I would be pleased to 
hear what became of him.

IN SYMPATHY WITH THE PLATFORM. 

Mr. Morton’s Letter Accepting the 
Nomination for Vice President. 

The Principle of Protection Clven an 

Hearty Endorsement. 

Tariff Views Formed In Forty Years 
of Business Life. 

New York, Oct. 2.-IIon. Leri P. Morton 
has written the following letter formally ac- 
cepting the Republican nomination for Vice 
President: 

Rhiskcuit, X. Y., Oct. 2. 
To Hon. M. M. Estee and Others, Commit- 

tee: 
Gentlemen—In making my formal accept- 

ance of the nomination as the Republican can- 
didate for Vice President, 1 desire to express 
my grateful appreciation of the confidence 
reposed in me by the convention. The du- 
ties devolving upon the Vice President as 
presiding officer of the Senate and, in certain 
contingencies, as a participant in legislation 
by Congress, make it proper that the people 
should know distinctly and unreservedly the 
political views of the candidate who may be 
presented for their suffrages. It fortunately 
happens that this duty for myself Is easily 
discharged by referring to the principles em- 
bodied in the resolutions unanimously adopt- 
ed by the Xational Convention. 

These resolutions, unequivocal and com" 

prehensive In character, reflect my personal 
convictions and have my hearty approval. 
It is difficult, however, in a political cam- 

paign to fix popular attention on more than 
one issue, and, in the pending election, every 
voter in the United States clearly sees that 
the controlling question Is whether the pro- tective tariff duties, now In force, shall be so 
reduced as to destroy their efficiency, or 
whether these duties shall be retained with 
jujh modifications and adjustments as shall 
better adapt them to the great end of pro- tecting the vast and important industries of 
the whole country. The Republican platform, while recogniz- 
ing the necessity of reducing the revenue, declares that this reduction must not be 
made at the expense of these industries and 
American labor. The American people have 
now enjoyed the protective system for a lon- 
ger continuous period than ever before In 
the history of the national government. The 
result is that for more than a quarter of a 
century they have realized a degree of in- 
dustrial and financial prosperity unprece- dented in this country and never equalled In 
any other. 

The pressing reason given for once again 
iij mg me experiment oi a revenue tarltr 
without protection as a motive or end, is 
that the present tariff has produced and is 
producing a surplus in the treasury. But U 
it not easily within the wisdom or Congress to adjust the national income to the national 
expenditure without sacrificing, or even im- 
perilling an industrial system which has 
brought untold advantages to the entire 
country. Admitting that the present tariff 
by lapse ol time and the targe expansion ol 
trade which it has stimulated, needs revising, is it not wiser and more patriotic to revise it 
with a careful regard to the Interest of pro- 
tection than with the purpose of lessening 
its protective features? These are some of 
the questions which must be answered at the 
polls in November. For myself, as a citi- 
zen and as a candidate, 1 do not hesitate to 
declare that, from long observation, I am an 
unwavering friend of the protective system. 

In a business life now extending over forty 
years, 1 have witnessed and compared the 
effects upon the country of a revenue tariff 
tending to free trade, with a proteetive tariff 
encouraging home industries. Under the 
former, the development of the country has 
always been arrested, while under the latter 
it has uniformly beeu promoted. To meu 
who earn their bread by the sweat ol their 
brows, tlie difference between the two sys- 
tems is that of narrowing chances on the one 
hand and expanding opportunities on the 
other. Free trade would open America to 
competition with the whole world. Protec- 
tion reserves America for Americans, native 
and adopted. The industrial system of a 
country is as sensitive as its public credit. A 
hostile movement creates distrust In the 
public mind and confidence, the only basis of 
successful trade, becomes Impaired. New 
enterprises wither in the bud and capital 
grows timid. The field of labor Is contracted 
and the pressure for employment Inevitably 
reduces the wages of all working men. 

With the views of the convention so frankly 
expressed in its resolutions upon all the other 
questions of public interest, I find myself in 
hearty accord. In relation to silver and its 
important bearings upon the national cur- 
rency, as well as in connection with its Influ- 
ence on the prosperity of large sections of 
our common country; in its advocacy of a 
judicious settlement oi public lands policy; 
in urging the necessity for better coast de- 
fences and the duty we owe to the shipping Interests of the country, the platform but 
repeats the approved principles of the Re- 
publican party. The Republican platform 
proposes a distinctly American policy, not 
one of narrowness and bigotry, but one 
broad and phllanthroptcal; a policy that best 
helps the whole world by an example of a 
great, growicg and powerful nation, found- 
ed on equality to every man before the law. 
It Is for the American people to develop and 
cultivate the continent to which. In the prov- 
idence of Uod, they have fallen heirs. They should adopt that policy which looks steadi- 
ly to this grert enu. With no spirit of nar- 
rowness toward other peoples, but rather in 
the highest interest of all, they should find 
under their own flag a field of limitless ad- 
vance in the direction of the improvement, 
prosperity and happiness of man.

can contribute to the Democratic campaign 
without running the risk of a term in the 
penitentiary; also that he cannot refrain 
from so doing without incurring great risk of 
being bounced. No more official circulars to 
convince him of these things are needed. 

It is now said that the President will not 
give Hiil a letter of endorsement, preferring 
political death by assassination rather than 
by suicide. Weil, the great American pub- 
lic is not deeply concerned about the method 
of the taking off. They are willing that be 
should select that. If he prefers to be knifed 
by Hill’s friends rather than by the Mug- 
wumps, all right. 

There is certainly no comfort for Demo- 
crats in the Connecticut town elections. All 
the changes have been In favor of the repub- 
licans. Of course elections of this nature are 
not very significant, inasmuch as a great many 
questions of a purely local character enter into 
them and tend to break political lines. Nev- 
ertheless they are always affected to a greatei 
or less extent by general politics and in 
the face of a presidential campaign that in' 
fluence is likely to be much more marked 
than in an off year. Republicans there- 
fore are justified in pointing to these election! 
as showing a drift in their favor. 

The President’s message on the Chines! 
exclusion bill is well enough. It might, 
however, have been shortened one half 01 
two thirds without losing anything of im. 
portance, and probably would have been had 
not a Presidential election been near al 
hand. But the opportunity presented tc 
make himself solid on the Pacific coast, Mr1 
Cleveland could not resist and so he put m 
a half column or so of hackneyed platitudes 
about the undesirability of Chinese immi- 
gration, and the inability or Indisposition of 
Chinamen to adapt themselves to our insti- 
tutions. The best thing in the message is 
the recommendation that Indemnity be 
promptly given for the Rock Spring outrage. 

The excitement at the South over the yel- 
low fever has to a large extent subsided, and 
reason has resumed its sway. The situation 
however, is still very bad in some districts, 
especially in Jacksonville, and the improve' 
ment which yas announced some days 
ago, has not been continued. The daily 
record of new cases is still disquieting, 
though happily the death rate is not very 
large. There is no danger that tho subscrip- 
tions taken at tho North will exceed the aid 
needed. Business has been completely par- 
alyzed, and the opportunities for a livelihood 
taken away Long after the fever is exter- 
minated therefore there will be need of as- 
sistance. 

It looks now as if Mayor Hewitt would be 
re-nominated for Mayor of New York and 
would accent. Hewitt since he has been 
mayor has affronted a great many people 
especially citizens of foreign birth. That he 
will be unmercifully cut by this class there 
can be no doubt. On the other hand, his ad- 
ministration has been characterized by an 
honest purpose, and doubtless his ugliness 
has blocked many schemes for looting the 
city, so that he is pretty sure of a big vote 
from people who have no axes to grind and 
whose only concern is that a man be at the 
head of the city government sharp enough to 
know a swindle when he sees it and honest 
and courageous enough to kick the authors 
into the street. Hewitt appears to have 
these qualifications. A great many New 
York mayors have been without them. 

One of the notions of the Prohibitionists is 
that the tendency of restriction of the liquor 
traffic by means of high licence is to re- 
tard the progress of the prohibition senti- 
ment. This view, however, will not, we 
think, bear the test of examioation. Quite 
the contrary would seem to be the proba- 
bility. Convinced of the benefits of restric- 
tion,by experience, the public would naturally 
call for further restriction, and in time pub- 
lic sentiment would be so enlightened and 
strengthened as to demand the total suppres- 
sion of the traffic. Thi s on the assumption 
that high license will restrict, the traffic as 
its friends claim. If, on the contrary, it 
should not do this, then the Prohibitionists 
will have a clear field, for the only rival to 
their method will have been completely dis- 
credited. To make free ruui the only alter- 
native to prohibition, as the Prohibitionists 
seem Incdned to do, is not calculated to ad- 
vance the cause they have at heart; and in 
many communities where public sentiment 
is not up to a total suppression of the rum 
traffic, hut is up to a restriction of it. its ten- 
dency can but bo very detrimental to the 
public welfare. 

Gen. Benet’s circular, issued with the ap- 
proval of the Secretary of War, is to receive 
a thorough airing iD the Senate as it de- 
serves. In spirit and in letter It Is altogeth- 
er the most defiant spoils document that has 
yet emanated from this administration. 
The Mugwump press are constrained to 
condemn, though they attempt to re- 
lieve the administration from the responsi- 
bility by placing it entirely on Gen. Benet’s 
shoulders. But Benet has stated that the 
circular was the result of a consultation be- 
tween him and the Secretary of War, and con- 
formed to the latter’s ideas as well as to his 
own. The intention was to keep the circu- 
lar secret, but it accidentally leaked out. 
There is nothiDg surprising about it, however. 
On the contrary it is strictly in accord with 
the treatment the civil service has been re- 
ceiving from the administration since it be- 
came necessary to whoop up the boys, who 
were a little cross, for Mr. Cleveland's elec- 
tion. It is of a piece with the summary dis- 
missal of Superintendent Jackson of the 
railway mail service. Mr. Cleveland is 
using the offices for all they are worth to 
secure his re-election, and occasionally con- 
clusive evidence of the fact crops out spite 
of precautions. 

Postmaster General Dickiusou, whose zeal 
for Cleveland and free trade appears te ex- 
ceed that of all the other cabinet officers put together, is making some astounding revela- 
tions to the people of the West. Notwith- 
standing the great Democratic victory in 
Maine, Mr. Dickinson appears to have a 
peculiar spite against New England, and he 
has been venting it in the columns of the 
Chicago Herald. Among other statements 
made to the Herald reporter was this, which 
for boldness of misstatement is entitled to 
carry off the prize. No Democratic orator 
can hope to outdo it. He said : 

"The West pays tribute and tax to New Eng- land and gets nothing in return lor it. They don’t 
buy a pound of Western produce. They buy 
neither our flour nor our provisions. Talk about 
the manufacturing Slates affording a ‘home 
market!’ They buy nothing from the West, but 
only sell tbetr products to us. The South buys from us, uud takes our flour and provisions Tile 
surplus we sell to England at her prices.” 

The most charitable supposition is that the 
Postmaster General was filled with new wine 
when he fired off the above, for it seems im- 
possible that a man of Mr. Dickinson’s in- 

telligence while in his right mind 
could possible declare that New Eng- 
land buys no dour or provisions in the 

West. There is hardly a pound of flour used 
in the New England States but conies from 

the West, and as for provisions our meat 

and pork come largely from that section. 

The Chicago Tribune, commenting on Mr. 
Dickinson’s statement, says: 

"Imagine a man whh any pretensions to intelli- 
gence talking thus. New England Is the largest 
and best customer for the grain and meat of the 
West With a population of nearly five million, 
that Bection does not raise a million bushels of 
wheat. It does not raise 10,000,000 bushels of 
corn, where Illinois raises 825,000,000. Bhe buys 
of the West 00 to 70 per cent of the meat she eats 
aud fully 95 per cent of the wheat she consumes. 
Siuce the completion of the Western railroads ex- 
nosed the farmers of New England to the de- 
structive competition of the gram growers of the 
West, the people of that section have not tried to 
raise euoogli to feed themselves. They raise 
much sweet corn, which they can. for isale; they 
cut considerable hay to feed their mi'cli cows; 
they grow potatoes, especially In Maine, where 
they make starch of them; they pay much atten- 
tion to dairying; aud they raise flue horses and 
considerable garden truck. Nearly half of the 
Inhabitants are engaged In manufacturing, and 
they look to the West for the bulk of all that they eat. The South buys from us some flour aud ba- 
con, but neither in quantity' nor variety do its 
purchases compare with those of New England. The South has little that we want to buv. New 
England lia, much; and hence she is our best cus- 

•PfSSfVt,? u,u*t llav'* consumed last year about 
6,000,000 barrels of Western flour. Where else 
could her people get it? They did not Import it Irom England. They did not get It from the 
htales to the Immediate west of them, for they do 
not feea themselves. Nor was there are 'trlbuto 
or tax' about It. The West gave meat and corn 
and got their value In goods.1. 

The Percentage Racket. 
The Boston Herald which is the champion 

Democratic .figurer on the Maine electioni 
and still continues to serve up consolation 
to the crestfallen Maine Democrat at two 
cents a copy, has been comparing the total 
vote'thrown at gubernatorial elections in 
Presidential years in this State for the past 
twenty-eight years—not including 1880—and 
finds that this year the Republican vote is*a 
smaller per centage of the whole vote than 
in any one of the previous years. 
Of course it did not take the trouble 
to examine the Democratic vote. If 
it had done so it would have discovered that 
the Democratic vote this year was 42.1 per 
cent, of the whole vote, which is a smaller 
per centage than any Democratic vote since 
1864, with the single exception of 1884, the 
year in which, according to the Argus, the 
Democrats had no money and no organiza- 
tion and made no fight. In 1868 the per cent, 
was 42.6, in 1872 44.2, in 1876 44.1, in 1880 
49.8, in 1884 41.4, and in 1888 42.1. As 
the Herald considers the showing this 
year a Democratic victory, it would seem to 
follow that the Demociacy have won victo- 
ries every presidential year, with one excep- 
tion, in this State since 1864, and that every 
one of them has been a bigger victory than 
this one. What a pity the Boston Herald 
figurer was not born earlier! Here were a 
half dozen opportunities for grand celebra- 
tions neglected because the Democracy were 
too stupid to recognize them. The “cold 
truth” is the Democratic proportion of the 
whole vote Is this year the lowest with one 

exception—and that the year in which they 
made no fight—of any presidential election 
since the war. 

Now there is another cold fact which the 
Herald either does not know, or which if It 
does know it carefully conceals from its read- 
ers, and that is that an increase in the total 
vote, though the difference between the two 
votes may remain precisely the same, always 
increases the percentage of the party which 
throws the smaller vote. For instance. If 
the total vote is 100 and the Republicans 
throw 60 and the Democrats 40 the Repub- 
lican percentage of the total vote is 60 and 
the Democratic 40. Now increase the total 
vote to 200 by adding 60 to each side. This 
will make the total Republican vote 110 
and the Democratic 90. Now 110 is 
66 per cent of 200 while 90 is 45 
per cent of 200. That is, the Republican 
percentage of the whole vote is 55 and the 
Democratic 45. The increase of a hundred 
votes In the total, though divided equally be- 
tween the two parties, has lost the Republi- 
cans 5 per cent and gained the Democrats 5 
per cent. It is this peculiarity of percent- 
ages that has deceived the Herald, or enabled 
it to deceive its readers. Now take actual 
election figures. In 1864 the total vote thrown 
in this State for governor was 111,986, of 
which Cony (Rep.) received 65,683, and How- 
ard, (Dem.) 46,403. The difference between 
these two votes is, in round numbers, 19,000. 
Cony’s percentage of the total vote 
is 58.5, and Howard’s 41.5. Four 
years later the total vote was 131,782, 
of which Chamberlain (Rep.) got 75,523 and 
Pillsbury (Dem.) 56,209, a majority in round 
numbers the same as in 1864, namely, 19,000. 
It will be seen that the Republican vote had 
increased 10,000 over 1864 and the Democratic 
vote almost precisely the same amount. But 
the Republican per cencage of the whole vote 
was only 57.30 as compared with 58.56 four 
F iars before while the Democratic per centage 
w as 42.6 as against 41.5. There was a differ- 
ence of more than two per cent in favor of 
the Democrats as regards the percentage re- 
lation of each party’s vote to the total vote, 
and yet the actual increase in the votes of 
the two parties was precisely the same. It 
will be seen therefore that this percentage 
business is a delusion Now let us see 
what the next trick of the Democratic 
figurers wiil be.

THE 80LDIERS’ MONUMENT. 

The Committee Authorized to Con- 

tract with Mr. Simmons. 

The Ceneral Design of the Monu- 
ment. 

The executive committee of the Soldiers 
and Sailors 'Monument Associatiou held a 

meeting at the office of Mr. Fred H. Fassett 
yesterday afternoon, the president, Gen. J. 
Marshall Brown, in the chair. 

The report of the committee on design was 

accepted, and the committee was authorized 
to contract with Mr. Franklin Simmons, the 
sculptor, for the bronze figures which are to 
adorn the monument. One of the figures, a 
statue representing Victory, will surmount 
the monument proper, and will be 15 feet in 
height. On either side of the monument, 
upon the pedestal, will be two groups in 
bronze, each group composed of three fig- 
ures, one group representing the army and 
the other the navy. 

It was also voted to contract with the Con- 
way Grani'.c Company for the stone for the 
pedestal, all cut, and with Green & Jordan, 
the masons, that firm to lay the foundation 
for the statue, and to construct the monu- 
ment. 

It was voted to place on the back of the 
pedestal a bronze tablet, bearing the names 
of all the soldiers from this city who were 
killed in action, or who died from wounds 
received in action. Another tablet will be 
placed on the front of the pedestal, the in- 
scription to be decided on later. 

Work will proceed at once, and before 
snow flies it is intended to have the pedestal 
in place on the Market Square lot.

Some Facts About the Weather. 
The stormy weather still continues, and 

is, it is needless to remark, a subject of con- 
versation everywhere. Old folks say they 
never experienced such a long period of 
stormy weather and lots of grumbling is 
done. Just at present the Agricultural fair 
societies seem to suffer the most from the 
rainfall, but hundreds of other people have 
about given up looking for fair weather. In 
this vicipity, in fact, this year’s weather con- 
tinues to be w ithout a precedent. It was 
learned at the United States Signal office in 
this city yesterday that there has been this 
year, up to, and including the last day of 
September, as compared with the normal 
for a corresponding period in the past fif- 
teen years, an excess of rain fall amounting 
to 9.G3 inches, and a deficiency of 1,152° of 
heat. Up to, and including the last day of 
August, there had been thus far this year a 
deficiency of ^995* of temperature, so that 
during the month of September, just past, 
there was a loss of 157° of heat. During 
the month of September 8.22 inches of rain 
fell, the heaviest falls being on the 1st, the 
17tb, and the 26th days of the month. On 
either of these days more than an inch of 
water fell. From midnight to midnight on 
the 26tb, 2.05 inches of rain fell. Certainly 
there seems to be some ground for complain, 
ing.

THE SECOND PARISH. 

Additional Facts in Its History. 
In his centennial sermon, the pastor of the 

second Parish did not name the important 
act that the Rev. Mr. Kellogg was so eer- 
iest for the calling of Mr. Payson as assist- 
ing pastor in 1807 that lie offered to relin- 
inish a large part of his own salary. His 
etter, read at the parish meeting, contained 
die following offer: “In case of Mr. Ed- 
vard Payton’s acceptance of your united 
iall, and his harmonious settlement among 
is as colleague pastor with me, I shall, and 
lo hereby', reduce my legal and other claims 
if salary to #300 per aununi.’’ 

In the sermon is the statement that “Mr. 
Kellogg was greatly desirous of extending 
lis society by establishing a branch in the 
vest end of the the town, which was rapidly 
trowing.” Mr. Kellogg perfected bis plan 
[or an out chapel, so fai that the means to 
mild weie secured, and apian was drawn by 
;he talented architect, Capt. Alexander Par- 
ris, who had designed and built several 
mildings here and in Boston. Two years 
jefore he built the elegant Portland Bauk 
milding from his own designs. It will be 
recollected as occupying the site of the pres- 
et Canal Bank building until the great fire.

The expense of ed- 
acating an Indian is less than one-lentil that 
af caring for him in pauperism.
