The internal revenue section of the bill, so
far as it relates to tobacco, provides that af-
ter February 1, 1889, manufacturers of elgars
shall pay a special tax of §3 annually.

They had quickly come
to the conelusion that the House bill was to-
tally inadequate, that it was not a revision
of tariff laws but only an amendment of
them, that it only affected a portion of para-
graphs of tariff laws and did not aim to be s
revision and that it only cut here and there,

When the
House bill came to be examined in detall, it

was found to be full of ineco ities and
inconsistencies.

THE PRESIDENTS PENSION VETQES,

Six Thousand People in Detroit Mear
Mr. Blaine.

Money Denled to Veterans, Loaned
Without Interest to Banks.

How New York Democrats Look
Upon Covernor Mill.

DeTROIT, Oct. 3.—Mr. Blaine spoke about
twenty-five minutes this afterncon to an au-
dience of 5000 people in the Detroit Rink
The cold weather prevented a meeting in
Recreation Park. Mr. Blaine was loudly
cheered, but quite a large contingent of
Democrats made their presence and sympa-
thies known when, in the course of his
speech, he referred to Gen. Jackson and
President Cleveland. Gen. Alger presided
over the meeting. Mr. Blaine spoke of the
veto power, and reviewed Its use by various
Presidents, from Gen. Washington down,
commenting on the fact that President
Cleveland had used It over 300 times, against
T by all his predecessors. Continulng, he
sald: *“And of those vetoes by President
Cleveland, 206 have been used to prevent a
pitiful pension uf 84 a month, or 88 & month,
afew, 1 belleve, of $12 a month, to worn
down and nmtlng soldiers of the United
States. [Cheers and cries of *“Hear!”
“Hear!"] = And he is the first President of
the United States who ever vetoed a bill for
the relief of a soldier that had offered his
body to the cannon shot and shell of an ene-
my of his country. [Cheers.] There was
not, in any one of these vetoes,
I believe, & charge that the men
to whom pensions were to be given
had not been soldiers of theUnited States.
There was not a single question that the
men who were to be relieved by the pensions
sought were In sore ans pressing need of
b There was not in any single case,
the slightest question involved of the con-
stitutional power of Con to grant the
pension.  All of President Cleveland's
vetoes of pemsion bills read preclsely as
though they were deelsions of the commis-
sloner of pensions, for an applicstion for a
nnﬂon under the existing law. We all

ow that from the foundation of the
government, there has been a general pen-
sion law_to provide for s general class of
cases. We do our best by a general law to
reach all cases.  But, In generalizing, there
will always be found cxcertlom and every
one of these 206 that met a veto from the
President came cutside the general law, but
not outside of the personal merit of the men
who applied for relief. [Applause.] Every

The
paragraph from the Press which is the text
of Mr, White’s letter related to the situation
In New York. Now the question of prohibi-
tion is not involved in the gubernatorial
campaign in that State. The question there
is between free rum and a certain amount of
restriction. David Bennett Hill or Warner
Miller isto be elected Goverpor of that
State this fall. There is no possibility of the
election of amybody else. Hill has twice
proved himself opposed to the restrietion of
the liquor traffic by vetoing measures de-
signed to accomplish thatend. He s pub-
licly recognized by the rumsellers as their
“friend,” and almost to a man they are rally.
ing around his standard. On the other
hand, Mr. Miller has personally pledged him-
self to sign a measure of restriction, the
platform on which he stands is com-
mitted to such a measure, and the liguor
interests are practically unanimous In op-
posing him. These are the facts of the case.
They cannot be truthfully gainsaid or denied.
The PrEss has no hesitation in saying that,
setting aslae the question of the menl
politiecs of the two candidates entirely,
if it were published in New York it would
labor for the election of Mr, Miller on the
ground that his election woula bea step
toward temperance reform while the election
of Hill would be a step away from it. Bus
that would not be advocating high license as
against prohibition and no fair minded man
could interpret it so. The PrEss has ex-
pressed the opinion that, taking the facts og
the situation in New York as they are, the
Prohibitionists of that State should support
Mr. Miller. It now reiterates it. Such a
course would notcommit them to high license
as against prohibition. But the Prohibition-
ists say that to impose a license on the
rumt rafic is practically to endorse
it. That is mnot the fact however.
The rule is to allow the utmost free-
dom to business. The vast majority of
businesses are not subjected to legal re-
straints of any kind. Men establish them
where they please and when they please.
Now when it is enacted that a certain busi-
ness shall only be carried onjunder severe re-
strictions that enactment i an expression of
the opinion of the majority of the community
that that business is injurious in some way
to the public health, or the public safety or
the public morals. The placing of restric-
tions on the liguor traffic is an expression of
the average sentiment of the community that
that business Is one of this kind. It
aflixes & stigma to it. Now there are a good
many people in the community who think
that this business is so injurious that it
ought to be suppressed altogether. If they
are sufficiently numerous to give a reason-
able hope that they can carry their view
then they ought to contend for it. But if it
be absolutely certain that they cannot carry
their extreme measures and that contention
for them will tend to defeat any restriction
at all, then it seems to us that a proper regard
for the welfare of the community would lead
them to support a modified measure, Such a
course would never be construed by any
fair minded man as a compromise with evil.
On the contrary it would, it seems to us,
meet the approval of everybody, as the best
possible course under the circumstances. A
great many men in Congress who believed
slavery morally wrong and injurious to the
country, voted for its restriction, thus infer-
entially consenting to Its continued exist-
ence where it then prevailed. Supposing
they had said as some of the Prohibitionists
do in regard te the rum traffic, “Nothing
short of an act abolishing slavery shall have
ourapproval ; to restriet it is practically to rec-
ognize what we consider a sin,” would the free
States of the Noith have approved their
course? Wethink not. Nelther do we think
the sincere temperance sentiment of the
country will apvrove a parallel procedure on
the part of the Prohibitionists of New York
in the present contest.

Arrangements About Completed for |
the Gettysburg Trip.

MAINE VETERANS’

There was a committee meeting yesterday
afternoon of members of the Seventeenth
Maine Regiment Asscciation in Captain
Webb's office at the City Building, to make
additional arrangements for the excursion
of Maine veterans and their friends to the
battlefield of Gettysburg. The excursion
will leave Union Station this city next Mon-
day, at about 12.50 o’clock, noon, over the
Boston & Maine railroad via Rollinsford,
Rochester and Nashua to Worcester, the
Providence & Worcester railroad to Provi-
dence, connecting with the steamer Massa-
chusetts of the Providence line at 7.45 p. m,,
and arriving in New York on Tuesday, Oct.
9th, at 7 o’clock a. m. Annex boat will
transfer the party to the Pennsylvania rail-
road station in Jersey City, Train will
leave Jersey City at 9 o'clack a. m., and is
due In Gettysburg at 5.25 o’clock p. m. Re-
turning, leaye Gettysburgon Friday, Oct.
12th, at9 o’clock a, m., arriving in New York
at 5.50 p. m., where the steamer of the Provi-
dence line will wait for the party. Upon
arrival at Providence on Saturday morning,
the train will convey the excursionists
through to Portland, ana will be due here at
1 o’clock p. m.,

A transportation agent of Providence, will
start from this city with the excursionists
to see that all railroad connections are cor-
rectly made. Already 140 names have been
booked to start from this city and vieinity,
and about as many more will join the party
at Boston. A committee of two will leave
this city tomorrow for Gettysburg to make
arrangements forthe dedication of the monu-
ment, to obtain hotel accommodations for
the excursionists and so forth.

The following programme is announced
for the two days at Gettysburg, subject to
any change that may be determined upon
hereafter: :
