Maine General Hospital. 
The following is the report in full of the 

Board of Directors of the Maine General Hos- 
pital, crowded out of yesterday’s issue: 

The Directors of the Maine General Hospit- 
al, in compliance with article 7 of the bylaws 
of the corporation, beg leave to present the fol- 
lowing report: 

It may be remembered that in the report sub- 
mitted last year, we stated that the money ob- 
tained from the fair would be appropriated in 
toe iiquiuatiou or ueots men existing, anu to- 
wards finishing the eastern pavilion and build- 
ing the kitchen, laundry and boiler house, in- 
cluding the steam heating apparatus, agreeab'y 
to plans approved by our architect. 

Satisfactory progress was made during the 
summer and autumn, and in November work 
was suspended, as usual, for the winter. 

On inquiry as to our financial condition, our 
treasurer reported a nearly exhausted treasury 
but freedom from debt,—that additional money 
must be raised to fulfill the purposes referred 
to, and especially to furnish the hospital and 
place it at the opening in a suitable condition 
for tbe reception and treatment ot patients. 

In this exigency, your directors deemed it 
expedient to invoke the aid of the state. Ac 
cordingly a memorial was presented at the last 
session of the Legislature asking for an appro- 
priation of twenty-five thousand dollar!. The 
petition was favorably entertained, and a re- 
solve for the amount specified passed the Sen- 
ate and House with great unanimity and re- 
ceived the willing approval of tbe governor. 
With resources thus acquired, work was recom- 
menced in the early summer of this year aud 
has progressed uninterruptedly to the present 
time. 

We now have the great satisfaction and 
pleasure of announcing that the pavilion is 
finished and nearly furnished—with a boiler 
house, laundry, kitchen, heating aud cooking 
apparatus attached, complete in all thsir parts 
both for present and future wants—and that it 
will be ready for occupancy before the close of 
the mouth. 

The entire work of construction, thus far, is 
believed to be thorough and permanent cer- 
tainly for many years, and we trust it will re- 
ceive your close and critical inspection. 

Appointments have bean made and accepted 
to some of the most important offices of the in- 
stitution. And to correct an error which wo 
have reason to believe widely prevails iu the 
community, wo desire to .sav that the services 
of the physicians and surgeons who may com- 

pose the medical and surgical staff of the Hos- 
pital will be rendered always without compen- 
sation. 

The eastern pavilion can he made to answer 
our purposes fur a limited time, but it is very 
important that the central building be fin- 
ished at the earliest possible day. 

We shall|need the rooms it will furnish for 
the use of the executive officers, and especially 
for private apartments for that class of patients 
who may be able and willing to pay liberally 
for the manifold comforts and benefits, which 
a well conducted hospital will always afford. 

We believe that the central building, if fin- 
ished, would soon be a source of substantial 
revenue to the institution. 

General Hospitals are supported in part by 
payments of a reasonable board from all pa- 
tients who may have or can command the 
requisite means. It should be remembeied, 
however, that such institutions are or ought^to 
be great public charities, aud in the absence of 
state or municipal endowments, they can be 
made so only by gifts and bequests toward a 

general fund, and the establishment of free 
beds, or by contribution fora free bed fund, 
the interest of which to be appropriated ex 
clusively for the benefit of the poor. 

In this connection permit us to say that sub- 
scriptions for that object in small and large 
sums are constantly made to the Massachusetts 
General Hospital, and have been from tlio 
period of its opening to the present time, till 
the free bed fund, as it is called, irrespective 
of the general fund, amounts to more than six 
hundred thousand dollars. 

We earnestly hope that the wealthy and bu- 
maue throughout our state, by generous con- 
tributions, will enable this institution to em- 
brace always in its beneficent aim3 the poor 
and destitute as well as the affluent classes of 
society. 

The hospital buildings, as contemplated in the 
plan of our able architect we do, not expect to 
finish in a day, it will require, more than one 
decade to bring them to the completeness aud 
perfection which we believe they will finally at- 
tain. Fortunately, withour extensive grounds, 
iiutiuious can always De mane asiuture necessi- 
ties may require, and in conformity, wo confi- 
dently believe, with all improvements which 
the most advanced principles of hospital con- 
struction may be able to suggest. 

Tbe Treasurer’s account herewith presented, 
has been examined and audited by a committee 
appointed for the purpose, and it shows an un- 

expended balance in his hands of twelve thou- 
sand, five huudred and eighty-six dollars and 
sixty-four cents, out of wbich bills for work and 
material not yet presented will have to be paid, 
as well as tbe expense which will be incurred 
iu grading the grounds and enclosing them with 
a suitable fence. 

If the financial interests of the hospital will 
admit of it, we recommend that three Ihousaud 
dollars be appropriated towards finishing the 
first anil second stories of the central building.

Oxford Comity Fair. 
The thirty-second annual exhibition of the 

Oxford Agricultural Society commenced ou the 
society’s grounds near South Paris, Tuesday.

eighteen entries of fowls; aud sixteen lots of 
horses.

or gesture and the pair had then begun house 

keeping, the marriage would, according to 

many eminent authorities have been good 
and valid. The Archbishop, with his purple 
cassock, lace rochette,silk tunic, stole, mani- 

ple, chasuble and other ecclesiastical millinery 
—with his “heavy gold pastoral cross,” his 
gold sandals, white silk stockings, “massive 

gold crozier” and “mitre resplendent with 
precious stones”—the three assistant and 
two waiting priests, the attendance of high 
civil and military oliicials, the diplomatic 
carps in uniform, the nuptial mass with its 
tedious hout’s ccrem mial, the fasting of 
bride, groom and archbishop, the rich aud 
costly floral decorations of house and church, 
the princely wedding presents, the enumera- 

tion of which reads like the inventory of a 

rich bankrupt’s estate, and the other details 
of fuss and feathers so gloatingly described by 
Jenkins,—all these were in excess of the es- 

sentials of a lawful marriage contract. Nor 
can au appeal be taken to nature itself in jus 
tificatiou of this extreme redundancy of orna- 

ni:ut aud parade. The floral envelope is often 
gorgeous, it is true, and brillianey of 
color vies with delicacy ot perfume in making 
a splendid marriage for the flowers. But or 

lament is ever subordinated to utility, and 
the beautiful petals of the watpr lily have 
their first and greatest office to perforin in 

protecting and supporting the wonderful or- 

gans within that are necessary to the perpet- 
uation of the species. Universal custom aud 
a prudent anxiety for unquestionable validity 
in a contract of so much importance have 
very properly led to the observance of more 

or less formality in celebrating marriages. 
But neither law, convention, analogy nor rea- 

son can be invoked to justify such a gaudy 
ceremonial as took place last week in Wash- 
ington. There are certain tribes of savages 
where the enamored swain comes stealthily 
on his bride and, depriving her of conscious- 
ness by a blow on the head with a heavy 
club, carries her off in triumph to his hut. 
Aud we have all of us recently heard of a 

western marriage where the officiating clergy- 
man, abruptly addressing the bridegroom, 
said, “Will you have this woman for your 
wife?”—and on receiving an affirmative re- 

ply, ejaculated, “Have her then!” declaring 
the couple duly married when he had fin- 
ished a like terse colloquy with the woman. 

There is no danger that insistence on pre- 
serving some degree of simplicity at weddings 
will result in the general adoption of so lean 
a ritual as that used in either of these cases. 

Persons who have once made up their miuds 
to disregard Punch’s time-honored advice to 

people about to marry—“Don't!”—owe some 

tribute to Hymen, Pronuba, Juno and the 
other awful powers that preside over nuptials. 
the payment of which may well be promptly 
made. But if their altars are to be loaded at 
the risk of impoverishing the victims and 
all their friends, marriage will become unpop- 
ular. 

* The display at Washington was so conspic- 
uous and ostentatious au affair as to be just 
subject for comment in the way of pointing 
a moral, which is, that every such extrava- 

gant demonstration tends to arouse a spirit 
of emulation, so that the young lady, who is 
married without a parade extravagant in pro- 
portion to her station in life, really feels that 
she is defrauded of a right inherent in the very 
nature of tiie ceremony; and the wedded pair 
start off in life with exalted notions which 
make the common things of existence look 

cheap and distasteful. The tendency in this 
direction has long been marked and so far 
has It gone that hereditary wealth alone will 
enable the average man to marry young. 
There can be no possible doubt that the cul- 
tivation of simplicity in this respect would be 
of very great benefit to the individuals, to 

community and to posterity. 
Democratic Third Term Men. 

When we said that the Southern ex-rebsls 
were conspiring by their outrageous conduct 
to force the nation to seek a continuation of 
Geu.

ality. From a very carefully compiled article 
on southern disturbances in Harper's Weekly 
of this week we inaka the following extract 
which should be thoughtfully read: 

However desirous our peaceable citizens may 
be of placing a more hopeful construction upon 
the condition of the Southern states than the 
events of the past few months will allow, the 
letters that are constantly received from the 
friends of the Union in that section show that 
they, at least, share in no such agreeable de- 
lusion. They steadily assert that the disunion 
faction is active in every part of the South, 
and that the political leaders who have as- 
sumed the nauio of Democrats are no better 
than traitors in disguise. In the neighborhood 
in Alabama where Mr. Billings was recently 
assassinated a reign of terror exists, we are 
told, that is, “'simply appalling.” The Ku-

rides. They are composed of "the vilest and 
lowest” of the population, but they are sup- 
plied with money and horses, and support- 
ed by the countenance of the Democratic 
leaders, who liopo by their aid to control the 
elections.

force the negroes into insurrection; and the ne- 
groes, who, we are told, ‘‘are quiet and peacea- 
ble, and have no more idea of insurrection than 
an infant,” are subjected to such horrible out- 
rages as no other race lias ever borne so patient- 
ly. Every night the murderers chase them from 
their cabins to the woods and swamps, where 
they hide in hopeless terror. Some are shot 
down as they fly; all live in fear of tbeir lives, in a condition of misery that no language can 
describe. Meanwhile,our informant continues, “Lhetft villains—White Leaguers—march in hun- 
dreds by (I have seeu them), making night hid- 
eous with their demoniac yells.” No Republican dares to sleep in his owu house in this district 
of Alabama, where the Mobile Itegister insists 
that all is pea?e and order. But it is against the 
white Republicans, whetheriuative or Northern 
born, that the Democrats show their deadliest 
^1 at red. Mr. Billings, oue of their most recent 
victims, was an amiable and excellent man, “a 
noble Northern gentleman, againstlwbom not a 
word of reproach could he uttered.” lie was a 
moderate Republican, but careful never to in- 
troduce political topics in conversation, posses- 
sing a wide information, and a welcome visitor 
in every household‘‘not prejudiced by passion.” 
None of his frieuds dreamed of his assassina 
tion. He was shot down in the night by a 

troop of the masked and demoniac League. 
The Southeru-horn Union is tslare no more se- 
cure than the Northern. Unless speedy help is 
given them they will be murdered like the pat- 
riot Billings. “1 beg you in God’s name,” ex- 
claims one of them, “to heed my cry for help, and spare no effort to have these murderers 
brought to justice.” 

Tiik Baugoi Whig prints, as a communica- 
tion, with corrobroative and commendatory 
editorial words, au assault on’a gentleman 
formeily connected with journalism in this 
state, so gross and indecent in its references 
to his family relations as to excite renewed 
wonder at the very remarkable conduct of 
the Whig in these latter days. The printing 
of this letter from an anonymous writer 
making a personal attack of a worse charac- 
ter than any complained of as justification, is a 

shameful thing and a disgrace to journalism. 
It is deplorable that such a production should 
fiud place in a respectable newspaper. 

The Argentine insurrection is of some in- 
terest to the people of this country, not uieie- 

)y because of its influence upon trade, but al- 
so ou account of its suggestiveness. The Ar- 

gentine Republic has a constitution almost 
exactly modelled upon ours, and its electoral 
college presents the same peculiarities.

NEW YORK. 

Forger Arreslcd. 
New York, Oct. 8.—The swindler arrested 

in Brooklyn seems to be John W. Couter, an 

Englishman of about 55 years. It is said that 
he has been employed in many swindling 
schemes, often been arrested and has served a 
term in the state prison for forgery. Under his 
bed in his room were found several forged 
bonds; a small printing press, bond paper, dies, 
ink,plates and other counterfeiting implements, 
which are now at the central office. Several 
of the dies contained the names of prominent 
railroad companies whose bonds wore forged. 
The names of all the companies whose bonds 
were forged could not he ascertained, but it is 
certain that the Union Pacific, Central Pacific 
and Reading & Philadelphia railroad com- 

panies, and the Western Union Telegraph Co. 
were among them. 

DiNn&lrou* Eire* 
New York, Oct. 8—This evening a fire 

broke out in a three storv brick building, in- 
cluding Nos. 516 to 530 West 27th street, occu- 

pied by a gutta perclia and rubber manufac- 
turing company, and spread with such light- 
ning rapidity that a large number of men and 
boys employed in the building were unable to 
escape by the stairways and had to jump for 
their lives from the second story windows. 
Among them was John Brennan, aged 30, of 
425 10th avenue, whose clothes took fire and he 
wa3 so terribly burned that liis life is despaired 
of. The walis of the manufactory, which are 
of poor construction, fell soon after the fire 
commenced. The east wall fell, crushing in 
the roof of a two story brick tenement iu the 
rear of the factory. Patrick Galligau, aged 30, 
wlin nppimipil t.hp 11 nnpr floor nnd \vn< in flip 
room at the time, was crashed to death by the 
falling wall. 

The loss of the Gutta Percha and Rubber 
Manufacturing Companies is estimated at $150- 
000; insurance §100,000. Loss on building, 
which belonged to the Brown Lillienthal es- 
tate. is estimated at §80,000. Buildings 525 to 
531 West 24th street, occupied bv the Combina- 
tion Rubber Company, were damaged to the 
extent of §5000. Several adjoining buildings 
were damaged by fire and water, and the loss 
thereon will probably be $3000. The fire is sup- 
posed to have originated from the boiling over 
of iullammabic material used in the prepara- 
tion of rubber. 

I*lbel Suit Against “The I'faliou.r 
A libel suit has been instituted in the Court 

of Common Pleas by Cyrus Williams against 
the New York Nation, to recover damages for 
an article which appeared iu that paper charg- 
ing him with salting the Little Emma mine by 
which parties were deceived into purchasing 
stock. The case came up before Judge Robin- 
son to-day on a motion to dismiss the com- 
plaint, on the ground that it nowhere avers 
that salting is anything more than a legitimate 
mining transaction, or that plaintiff's character 
could be Injured by such a charge. Decision 
reserved.

SOUTHERN ANARCHY. 

Another Vcnitn of the Alabama Difficul- 
ties. 

New Yoek, Oct. 8 —A letter from Mont- 
gomery, Alabama, to the Tribune says of the 
troubles in Sumter county, under date of Oct. 
3d, that the Republican party of that county is 
about equally divided into two factions, that 
are more bitterly hostile to each other than the 
Democrats and Republicans, and the reason 
that it was impossible to hold Republican meet- 
ings w as because those of each faction were 
broken up by members of the other. Last Sat- 
urday evening the negroes of one faetiou were 
holding a meeting at Wilson’s station, iu that 
county, when the speaker was attacked bv a 
band of negroes of the other faction. The 
platform was pulled from under him, a barrel 
put upon his head, and be was otherwise so 
maltreated that a fight ensued, in which the 
leader of the attacking party was shot dead. 
These are the only class of troubles that have 
occurred in this county, and I assert on the au 

thority of statements made to mo by Mayor 
Faber, a Republican, that the story about in- 
sults to Republicans in the streetsof Montgom- 
ery by spitting upon them, throwing them off 
of the sidewalk, tripping them as they pass, 
knocking off their hats, etc., are lies, made up 
of whole cloth. 

The party press on both sides is very bitter in 
political controversy', hut the Republican papers 
are just as denunciatory of their opponents as 
the Democratic, and it is not true that the lat- 
ter have or do now advise their friends to resort 
to intimidation or violence. The authors of 
some of the slanders that are destioying the 
credit of the statcaud drivingaway immigrants 
live in this city, and I do not wonder that they 
are treated with contempt.

The biennial electiou for Mayor aud 
administrators takes place on the 2d of Novem- 
ber, aud candidates have just been nominated 
hy the conservatives. They claim that the city 
is conservative hy a large majority, and that 
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interferes. Under the decision above referred 
to the Governor may sign a new charter even 
after election. 

Intimidation in Toni innn. 
A New Orleans despatch to the Times states 

that Frank Morey, Congressman, states that 
intimidatiou go thoroughly prevails in Union 
parish that not more than 300 of the 800 color- 
ed voters will register. He states that a simi- 
lar condition of things exists in Claiborne, 
Lincoln, Jackson aud Franklin parishes. Re- 
ports ard also said to he continually received 
from country districts that the Democrats will 
not observe the compromise.

Washington, Oct. 8.—In compliance with 

the request of Secretary Belknap, made yester- 
day upon Gen. Sheridan, to detach a regiment 
of troops from his department for duty in the 
South, that officer issued orders directing the 
13tli Infantry, commanded bv Col. DeTroliami, 
to report for duty iu that department.

Mobile, Oct. 8.—Testimony iu the Sumter 
county case closed yesterday, aud Robert ti. 
Smith, counsel for the defence, is now making 
his argninent. The decision of the Couimis" 
siocer will probably be rendered to-morrow. 
The evidence is very conflicting thus far, and 
witnesses for the prosecution except Henry J. 
Greattas, Billing’s law partner, have been col- 
ored. Of the witnesses for the defence, part 
are white and part colored. One colored wit- 
ness for the prosecution identified Renfroe aud 
Bullock, and swore positively that they were 
present and assisted in the killing, along with 
20 or 25 others. 

Tue witnesses swore tiiat they were in the 
road at the time and saw the killing. Hillman 
was not ideulitied, aud will orobubly ha dis- 
charged. 

The evidence for Reufroe and Bullock in es- 
tablishing an alibi is strong. Several parties 
swore positively that they were at their homes, 
the nearest nine miles away from the scene of 
the killing. Tlieie is a discrepancy about the 
name of Hillman. He is called in the affidavit 
and warrant of arrest William Hillman, but 
his tine name is Phillip A. Aillmau. The two 
main witnesses for the prosecution swore that 
Billings, who was about 35 years of age, was 
killed between sunset and dusk Saturday, Au- 
gust 1st, as he was riding along a public road, 
about 100 yards from his residence in Sumter 
county. Both man aud horse were killed, and 
were found dead on Sunday morning. They 

also swore that Reufioe came out of the wands 
and said with an oath, “Halt!” when the oth- 
ers rose aud tired. 

Nothing was proven by the prosecution as to 
previous threats by either of the prisoners 
against Billings. The prisoners are quite re- 
spectable looking young men, and farmers in 
Sumter county. 

After the argument, about 2.30 p in., the 
Commissioner rendered his decision, commit- 
ting Renfroe and Bullock to jsil without bail, 
and discharging Hillman.

UNITARIAN CONFERENCE.

The conference assembled in prayer meetir; 
at 8J o’clock a. m. It was intended to begii 
the business session at 9 o’clock. There seem 

ed so little business to transact and the remark] 
and oilier exercises of the devotional servict 
were so interesting that 9 o’clock came ant 

went, and 10 o’clock came and went, and tin 
services still went on. 

At last the conference was called to order 
the Vice President, Rev. Hr. Sheldon, in tlu 
chair. 

An essay by the Rev. Mr. Gifford was read by 
the Recording Secretary, Rev. C. C. Viual. 
UTion the subject, ‘'How best to promote the 

religions life of ocr societies.” The religiou- 
sentiment is common and natural to man. Sav- 

age and civilized alike possess it. The differ- 
ence is not of quality, hilt of more and less. 
Tii» tew Testameul is a high |tall lamp that 
lights the. highways; hut the byways of igno- 
rance are illuminated only by the taper of con- 
science. Religious ministers have held out to 
the spiritually sick new vials containing various 
would-'oe remedies, labelled “Methodism,” 
‘'Presbyterianism,” '‘Liberal Christianity,” aud 
said, take this sweet or hitter pill and you will 
be cured. Napoleon founded his great civil 
code by choosing from all that he could find the 
best features of each, and incorporating them 
into that of France. So we might attain to 
the highest religious system by an clecticism 
exercised upon all the religions of the world. 
But creeds are not what we want. The sym- 
pathetic communication of heart with heart in 
worship is of tire highest use to the religions 
congregation! Can Congregationalism secure 
something like this as does Episcopalianism for 
its devout adherents in its liturgy. The Sunday 
service book may possibly help Uiiitariauism, 
hut it is likely that the minister and choir will 
continue to perform the most of the service, as 

now. There should be as the nearest approach 
to our need a conference meeting daring the 
week. It should be in a fixed place, so that 
we could grow to feel at home there. This 
place should be made as attractive as possible. 
The young people would come if they could be 
led to feel that it is their meeting as well as 

that of their eiders. There is no great danger 
that the young men will become loquacious or 

the young women flippant. If they did it 
would not be as bad for them as to remain in- 
oiirereut ana ignorant upon spiritual concerns. 
A beginning may bo made everywhere. ♦There 
should be the largest liberty and the widest 
scope of debate, discussion and effort. 

A resolution was offered by Dr. Nichols of 
Saco, thanking the First Parish for inviting the 
conference and for its hospitality ir. entertain- 
ing the guests; also the Park Street Society for 
generous hospitality, and the railroad and 
steamboat companies for furnishing free return 
tickets. 

The Kcv. Mr. Buck, as chairman of tl e com- 
mittee on the revision of the constitution, re- 

ported no meeting and no complete report. The 
present constitution makes it doubtful whether 
any are members of the conference but those 
who can vote in Parish meetingsof the respec- 
tive congregations. Thu3 even ministers may 
be excluded. It was proposed to define the 
membership more exactly. 

Dr. Palfrey remarked that this was of no 

consequence except that now the conference 
was to be incorporated. 

Dr. Hill explained that the act ot incorpora- 
tion only established a legal body having the 
same name as this, to hold thoconference funds 
as a board of trustees, and we need not meddle 
with the present constitution. 

Mr. Buck then offered as the report of the 
committee on revision, that any change is in- 
expedient, as it is the sense of this conference 
that the present article on membership intends 
to include all who regularly attend Unitarian 
services and the ministers of the denomination 
in the state. This report was adopted by the 
conference. 

Dr. Nichols wanted to know if there was 
anything in the constitution of Unitarian so- 
cieties which prevents them from having such 
conferences as Mr. Gilford suggested in bis es 

say, just read. He bad himself failed to get 
any such meeting in his congregation. The 
regular Sunday servioes are not enough for the 
religious life of a congregation. The people 
don’t know each other either in the spiritual or 
the natural plane. There is no assembling 
themselves together, although they meet under 
one roof. He sees nothing in Unitarlanism to 
bring this about, and wards to know if any one 
else does. He feels that none could do the 
work proposed better than Unitarians. The 
thieves and robbers of our natural properly are 
not at all to be feared as compared with the dis- 
traction's which destroy our regard for each 
other. We must see that these are kept out 
A good conference meeting once a week would 
he a great aid in this direction. 

Dr. Sheldon thought the meeting should con 

elude, and after the singing of the doxology 
Dr. Hill pronounced the benediction, and the 
conference was adjourned.

THE CLEMENT INSURANCE CASE 

Verdict for Defense. 

The case of Ruth If. Clement vs. Ecouomi 
cal Life Iusuranee Company of Providence, lias 
been on trial before .fudge Fox in the Circnii 
Court, for the last few days, aud has resulted 
in a verdict for the defense. 

This was an action upon a policy of insurance 
issued by the defendent company Sept. 27, 
1871, upon the life of Joseph L. Clement oi 
Brownfield, for the sum of §5000. The case 

has been on trial for five days and resultedjyes- 
terday morning in a verdict for the defendants. 
The defense was want of notice of preliminary 
proof of death, and fraud. The last poiDt was 

the one mainly relied upon. The facts wer^l 
peculiar that we give them in full. George Jh 
Hartford, the main witness for the plaintiff 
stated that on the afternoon of October 2, 1871, 
be and Joseph L. Clement were at Cornish, 
and were together daring the afternoon; that, 
they started for their home in Brownfield 
at about six or a little before, each riding in 
his own carriage with Clement ahead; that 
the night was moonless aud very dark; and 
that while on the road Hartford got out of his 

carriage and got in with Clement aud ate some 

raisins; that before he got to Great Fails in 

Hiram, he returned to his own carriage; and 
that at this time it had grown so dark that they 
could see the way with difficulty; that when 
they arrived near the head of the falls, and at 
a place where the road approached near the 
hank of the Saco River,aud while descending a 

slight declivity, Clements started his horse up 
and disappeared from sight; that he next heard 
a splash in the water, and driving up he heard 
a cry, apparently from the river, which was 

twice again repeated, as from a person in dis- 
tress; that running down to tho head of the 
falls he crawled down on the dam and out on 

the ledge, aud shouted without reply; that ha 
then went to Hiram bridge, a place two miles 
up the river, aud there obtained assistance and 
returned with a lantern to the head of tho falls 
where they found the horse aud carriage in the 
river near the bank where he went off, the 
horse lying dead; that they found a white cloth 
}u the road on the Cornish side of the place 
where the horse lay, and the hat of Clement on 
the bank near where tho horse lay; and that 
although search was made no trace of Clement 
could be found; and that be has never been 
seen to thi3 day. Plaintiff also proved that 
Clement left a wife and three children. 

In defense testimony was offered to prove 
that Clement was a poor worthless fellow, 
thoroughly dishonest and of a speculative turn 
of mind, and without business during the sum- 

mer prior to his disappearance, and living in 
an old shanty claimed by Geo. li. Hartford; 
that Clement and Hartford were -intimate 
friends and much together; that May 11), 1871 
Clement obtained from the North Western In 
surauce Company of Milwaukee a policy of 
$5000 on his life; that prior to his disappearance 
he had repeatedly told that he was going west 
where his mother lived, and had his goods 
packed for shipment at Cyrus Durgin’s, the 
brothei of his wife; that Sept. 21, 1881, he ob- 
tained of the Travellers’ Assurance Company 
of Hartford an accident policy fop eighty days 
for $5000; and going directly to Boston, Sept. 
27,1871, obtained $5000 more of the defendant 
company, making $15,000 iu all; that he re- 
turned to Brownfield, and obtaining a horse 
and wagon of his brother-in law, Cyrus Dur- 
gin, went to Cornish as stated by Hartford, 
but that instead of starting for home about 
six o’clock, that Clement and Hartford started 
about twenty minutes of five and lounged on 

the road almost two hours iu goiug four miles; 
that at the falls the track of the wagon was 

plain to be seen where it went over the bank; 
that there was no evidence of fright of the 
horse; aud that the position of the ho»(ie in the 
river, the curve of the wheel, the posiliou of 
the cloth from the place where' the carriage 
weut over, aud the fact that at that place, a 

track of the horse was found pointing from the 
river indicated that the horse and carriage 
were purposely backed over tho bank; that a 

spot was fouutl on tlie horses head between the 
eyes with the skin gone as if from a blow; that 
after tbe horse went over tbe falls the skull 
was found fractured and no water was found 
in the lungs as would have been, had he drown- 
ed instead of being killed bifore be went into 
the river; that Clement was a mau lame in his 
left foot, which turned out aud heeled down, 
making a peculiar track and giving him a 

hitch in his walk; that the next morning after 
his disappearance, Clement was tracked going 
toward Cornish, where he would cross the 
river on the way to NVaterborc’; that after his 
disappearance and within two weeks, he was 

tracked between Durgin’s hoase and George B. 
Hartford’s, and was seen by three different 
peisous in the evening at points between these 
two places, aud upon seeing them instantly 
darted into the bushes and disappeared. Some 
evidence was also offered tending to show con- 

spiracy between Cyrus Durgin and Clement 
touching the sale of the house and raising 
money to obtain insurance, but this was denied 
by Cyrus Durgin. Evidence was offered, 
showing the general bad character of George 
B. Hartford, and his bad reputation for truth 
and veracity, and bo testimony was offered to 
rebut it. 

After a careful charge from the presiding 
judge, the jury found a verdict for the defend- 
ant company, thus confirming their defense of 
gross fraud on the part of Clement and his 
confederate, if he had one. 

The case has been closely contested. Messrs. 
Clifford and Clifford appeared for the plain- 
tiff, and Nathan Morrill, Natliau Webb aud 
A. A. Strout appeared for the defendant. 

RAILROAD ACCIDENT. 

A .flail’* Legs Cat off. 

About a quarter before eleven o’clock last 
night, Win. Marriner of Cape Elizabeth, a 

switchman on the Eastern road, had his legs 
both cut off by a car that passed over them. 
The particulars are as follows: Mr. Marriner is 
engaged a3 switchman at the railroad crossing 
at l’ortlaud bridge. At the time of the acci- 
dent there was a shifting engine in the yard 
making up a freight train, aud the train was

THE FARM ASD HOUSEHOLD. 

Thoroughbred Hwiue. 
Mr. Alexander Charles writes in reference 

to this subject, in the Swine and Poultry 
Journal, as follows: 

The theory has been advocated and prac- 
tice has clearly demonstrated that it is im- 
practicable for the general farmers of the 
country to become breeders of line, or prop- 
erly speaking, thoroughbred stock, with the 
idea ol disposing ot it at fancy prices. There 
may be many reasons ascribed for this, the 
principal ot which is that it takes more time 
and more capital to start than most of them 
are in circumstances to afford, to say nothing of the business being a profession which ac- 
quires more study and experience than most 
ot them can give. The breeding of any of 
the improved breeds of swine is, however, 
quite different from horses cattle, or sheep, 
and we are fully convinced that any farmer 
of the country can become a breeder of 
thoroughbred swiue, and make it a remuner- 
ative business. Some may say we cauuot all 
selj them at fancy prices, which is very true, neither do they need to do so in order to 
make it profitable. The man who buys a 
short horn cow at §1,000, must necessarily 
sell her calf at §300 or §400, or the invest- 
ment will not be a paying one. Silcli an an- 
imal will produce only one calf in a year. 

The case is quite different with swine. A 
farmer at the present day can buy a pair of 
thoroughbred hogs ready to bleed, ot any of 
our improved breeds, at from §35 to §40 per 
pair, and with ordinary success will produce 
twelve to eighteen pigs during the year. Thus it will be seen that he only has to sell 
them at §1.50 or§2.00 to be making as much 
on the capital invested as the fancy breeder 
who is purchasing cattle and horses at §1,000 
eacli and disposing of the produce at §500 
per head. Then it is at once apparent to all 
that the above prices are not as much as can 
be realized for the common scrub hogs of the 
country at two or three months old. Then 
should he find difficulty in disposing of them 
at that age, it will pay him thiee-fo'd to keep 
them to twelve or fifteen mouths ot age, at 
which time they will be hogs weighing up- 
ward of 300 pounds, which are woilh from 
one and one-half to two cents more per 
pound, than the scrub hogs brought fo mar- 
ket. 

We ask Hie careful attention of the reader 
to thi3 matter; we are not writing fioin a 
theoretical standpoint, but from practice of 
what we write, knowing that such are daily 
occurrences. These being the facts, why 
will so many of our farmers persist in keep- 
ing a stock of hogs so well known as the 
Prarie Rooters? Some may say they cannot 
afford to buy the stock to stait with. This 
excuse will hold good only in but tew cases, 
while the prices of all our improved breeds of 
swine arq so low. The experience of all who 
have tried it fully attests that the use of 
1 linrniirrliVwi3»J moloo i»v l.nivm. 

or swim1, is one of the best paying invest- 
ments they can enter it. Ami if it is so in 
cattle, then it must be doubly so iu swine, 
anil if those who do not believe in thorough 
breeds will use thoroughbred males of any of 
the improved breeds on their common stock 
or sows, it will soon show a marked improve- 
ment that will in a very shoit time pay 
many hundred per cent on the investment. 
Surely no objection in regard to cost can be 
raised Iroru pursuing this course while the 
best breeders of the country are offering 
choice males from $15 to §25 each. 

I'lculi Bid for E owLs. » 

A foreign coirespondent of the Richmond 
Dispatch sends that paper an account of the 
large poultry yards near Paris, France, where 
the fowls are kept principally upon flesh lood; 
from which we condense the following items 
of interest: 

The Society ol Arts Journal slates that 
poultry does not thrive best on a pure grain diet, hut that on the contrary, a mixture of 
animal matter has great advantages. Starting from this suggestion, and proceeding to the 
extremity of the animal food theory, a person 
commenced some years ago at Belleville, cn 
the outskirts of Paris, the production of poul- 
try out of horse-flesh. There are at present 
several of these hippophagous farms, which 
supply a considerable portion of the fowls 
consumed iu the capital of Frauee. The sys- 
tem answers well, provided the creatures are 
not kept too long on an exclusively animal 
diet, iu which case they become diseased and 
totally blind. 

A few years ago an enterprising individual 
introduced great improvements in this system 
of raising poultry. This new establishment 
occupies filly acres of land, and is capable of 
accommodating 100,000 pullets at a time. The 
pullets are divided into parlies according to 
their ago, and each pasty lias its yard and dor- 
mitory, both oi which are kept with the ut- 
most possible regard for the health and com- 
fort of the boarders. The food consists almost 
entirely of horse-flesh, supplied from a slaugh- 
ter-house adjoining the farm, and belonging 
to the same proprietor. This mode o) feeding 
is kept as secret as possible, as the prejudice 
against horse-flesh still obtains, notwithstand- 
ing the fact that it is largely sold in the public 
market for human consumption. 

The market value of a dead horse is thus 
estimated by the proprietor: Skins weighing 
from 60 to 75 pounds, §3 to 3.75; long hair, 
from one-half of a cent to one cent per pound; 
flesh, from §7.25 to $9.25; blood, from §2.50 
fo §3.50; intestines, $1.60 to §1.80; tendons, 
§1.80; grease, from §3 to §6.25; bools and 
bones, about $2.50; shoes and nails, 5 to 10 
cents. The number of horses slaughtered av- 
erages about twenty a day, and (be business 
is so well organized that the sales pay all ex- 
penses, leaving the flesh as clear profit. This 
last product is boiled iu enormous coppers, 
chopped up as if for sausages, and'conveyed 
to the farm, after being seasoned with a small 
quantity of salt and pepper, which prevents 
putrefaction, and also contributes to the 
health of the poultry. 

During one winter this establishment sent 
400,000 dozens of eggs per week to market, at 
about 13 cents per dozen. The hens yield on 
an average about $3.25 per head per annum, 
Slid they lay for four years, at the end of 
which time they are fattened for three W’eeks 
with bruised grain, and sent to the market 
alive. The steam-hatching apparatus of the 
estahliahinent is on a great scale, furnishing 
employment for sixty or seventy women. The 
spare cocks are sent to market, and these 
amounted during the preceding autumn to 
over t.000 dozens in three months.” 

fliiaiolojir of Egj/ti. 
Every fowl has two small organs near the 

extremity of the body called the ovaria. It 
is filled with elastic tissue, and feels under the 
finger like a sponge. The eggs are started 
ncie, a ini uiosu which win mature a year, or 
two, or lluce years hence, are in embryo. One is forced up, is seized by the stroma, which is seventeen inches long, and passed 
rapidly through. When the egg leaves the 
ovary it consists ot yolk only, but in its pas- 
sage through that short canal, the yolk is 
surrounded by enough albumen to perfect the 
chick. The white of the egg has in it all 
that nature requires for making bones, mus- 
cles, blood-vessels, connecting tissue, skin, 
and feathers. Just before tbe egg leaves tbe 
body, this canal.bas the power of secreting 
lime for the shell. This shows how valuable 
the egg is as a nutriment, and also what de- 
mands are made tor rich food by a ben that 
lays an egg daily. Besides what she reqnires 
for her sustenance, she is called upon to se- 
cret tbe material for tbe body of an entire 
chick, and also retains (or the little crea- 
ture sufficient to last many hours after 
it leaves the shell. It shows also that 
a lien cannot make albuu en so 
rapidly, except out of albuminous food, such 
as wheat, meat, and small animals. It is 
not true that there is a certain number of 
eggs, and that, tins number exhausted, no 
more can be expected; bat it js true tllat 
tbe secretions lessen as old age comes on 
and latterly tbe ben fails to have sufficient 
force to carry forward tbe process. The 
practical bearing of this is that we must see 
that the fowl is always well kep*. The way 
to have good laying pullets is to quicken the 
circulation and strengthen tbe systems by 
liberal uutiiment. The yolk is food for the 
first three or four days. Careful housewives 
make a mistake by attempting to feed them 
beiore ibe expiration of that time. Let the 

mother bird have charge, and success will he 
certain, tor she knows better than any mau 
cau what the chick requires.—Poultry lle- 
XillO.
