THREE ROVING CLASSES. 

Til Κ WKLL-TO DO, SHIKTLKS* ASI» 

TOCIKi LEAVE THE EAR*. 

There are three distinct clae»es which 
have been moving from rural commu- 

n tie·* to towns aftd cities. The tlr.-t U 
the hard working well-to-do farmer 
who has pissed his three-score or more 

of year*, and with his moderate wealth 
and economical way·, choose· the town 
or city—but preferably the town—to 

«pend the remainder of hi» days with 
freedom from the can·* and excessive 
labors of the farm. The second Is the 
discontented shiftless class who are 

never satisfied with existing conditions, 
good or had. The third class, and by far 
the larger class, are the young people 
from th«f farms who have, in various 

«says, imbibed false views of country life 
and are attracted to the city by the glitter 
and excitement which l« seen aud felt on 

the roey side of city life. While It is 
true thit the cltl< s demand a certain 
amount of brains and vital force from the 
country to supply the wwr and energy 
caused by the ru«h and excitement In- 
cident to city business life, there is no 

demand and no legitimate plac·* in th·· 
cities for the large numbers who h«v<* 
left th*· country. The prêtent con- 

gested condition of the wage earning 
population of the cities, from the sala- 
ried clerk to the day laborer, and the 
extreme poverty of large numbers is 
positive evidence that the great move- 

ment to the cities la uncalled for, that 
nine times out of teu it U unwise for the 
individual, and a detriment to the be?>t { 
In'erests of t>e country at lartf". The | 
prime factor in the exodus from country 
to city is a faulty education, net 1·> 
book·, but in fals«* view a of life and | 
erroneous opinion· «>f what consti ut*s 
real happiness. I! sppily a change Is 

taking place in this direction, and the 
farmer's bov and girl are beginning to | 

appreciate life in the formation of chir- 
kc:er and the producer ■</ happlnt- «s. 

The grange ha· been of untold value 
in this connection, and Its work in social 
and educational lines is highly appre- 
elated bv all who have given the matter ( 

anv attention. With the present trend 
of thought I think that the movement 
toward» the towns and cities will de- 
crease until an equilibrium Is restored. 
The rural population Is too sensible as 

a whole, to long continue a movement 
that is detrimental to their personal In- 
tere«fs and an Injury to the country.— 
New Kngland Farmer. 

EDUCATION FOR FARMERS. 
The prominent attention called to 

duwi nil niHtt' r·» through the com- 

mencement exercises held bv colleges, ! 
académie* and high schools during the 

pa«t mnnth naturally suggests Inquiry 
m to the part such education will take 
in the !i«t of the tiller* of the soil who 
constitute netrly one-half the population 1 

of the country, and it will be found upon 
investigation that not one in ten of the 
graduates who go nut from these educa- 
tional institution* with tiling color* will 
take ih«lr places in the rank* of farmer*, 
and we are obliged to meet the stubborn 
tact that the fundamental industry of the 

country, upon which all other interests 

depend, and in which there U an oppor- 
tunity for the greatest research, must 
contiuue to exi«t under the direction 
and management of men without special 
training for their business except that 

acquired through the practice of it. 1 

This was all very well in those times 
wh«*n there was comparatively nothing 
to be learned from books, and few men 1 

qualified to instruct in the matter of 
agriculture, for upon farms was then the 
ouly opportunity of acquiring knowledge j 
along thif line, and about the ouly ροβ-1 
slble means of obtaining information 
upon farming matters was from the prac- 
tical, successful and intelligent farmers, 
who, in like manner, had obtained their 
know ledge of farming from predecessor·. 
All of thU is chtnged and there is no 

profession to-day offering more inform- 
ation to the student than agriculture ; and 

yet the number of doctors, lawyers, me- 

chanic··, electrician·, engineers and j 
craftsmen of various kinds graduated j 
from educational institutions outnumber 
the farmers ten to oneln a country where 
there are a hundred farmers to one of 
rither of the classe-» named. These facts 
call for serious reflection by those who 
have the welfare of the country promi- 
nently in mind, by reason of holding 
responsible positions in the management 
of public «flairs, for the stability and 
prosperity of any people so prominently 
engaged in agriculture as our own de- 
peud in a large measure upon the Intelli- 
gence and skill of the tillers of the soil.

The heft time to sow clover is the lust 

of July if the we.-tther i* at all favorable 
to seed germination. It is also the be.it 

time to sow all the grasses. The next 
t>est time is in early spring, hut on many 
farm* the anuual weeds are so abundant 
that the clover sown then would be in 

danger of getting smothered by them. 
Clover le well worth growing as λ sep- 
arate crop to be cut twice and then the 
sod turned in for improving the condi- 
tion of the land for succeeding crops. 
Hut here in New England the common

ice at low par. As the farmer's family 
xvomes too Urge for the farm, the 
»lder soin try the city and And ready 
ueans of obtaining money that his been 
to scarce at home. 

They also rind that money goes more 

•aslly, but thev are wedded to the new 

life, their children know nothiug else, 
κι they become shop hands, whose 
,-hance of preferment grows leas with 
he establishment of trade union» that 
jetter their common conditions, but at 
he expense of their individuality. 
When, at la*t, the city is over supplied— 
ind no possible means can be found for 
paying for labor which Is not needed— 
:he farmer's boys will begin to stay at 
tiome and the "country supply to city 
population will grow lees. Farming 
alll grow relatively more profitable, 
jutll once again it Is over done. This 
statement of the case is too broad for 
present application, still It gives the key 
» the present problem. 

We have seeu the price of manufact- 
ured articles declining so that a dollar 
will buy more of them than formerly. 
Machinery flrst, then an over iuppfy 
from competition with machinery ex- 

plains this decline. The products of the 
(arm have also declined because of agri- 
cultural machinery and because of the 
modern unparalleled facilities for trans- 

portation, which alone makes possible 
competition amongst remote sections of 
the country. But when the population 
jrifts city-wards the cities become 

larger and need more farm land to sup- 
port them, so that the present tendency 
must be towards increasing the demand 
for farm products and therefore towards 
placing the farmers at an advantage for 
many years to come as these change* 
are slow, and few observe the turning 
points, or take advantage of them when 

they see them, but goon where they are, 
bitterly complaiuing of their hardships 
md hotly contesting for remedies, the 
value of which exists only in their imag- 
ination. 

Few things are harder to the average 
mau to understand tlnn when he is well 
off, and the thlnklug farmer's boy is be- 
ginning to stay at home.—New England 
Farmer. 

IMMENSITY OF THE POULTRY 
PRODUCT 

It is stated that the immensity of the 

poultry product is seen in many ways. 
Between 2,000,000 and 3,000,000 eggs art 

consumed by New York cltv each day, 
New Jersey does not produce as matij 
eggs as its cltiz- ns consume at home 
ilalf a dozen western states supply tht 
bulk of all the eggs which are consumed 
in New York city. Indiana sends thr 
largest number. Next in the lWt arc 

Ohio, Michigan and Iowa. It Is esli 
mated that Indiana is the largest egg- 
producing sthte lu the country. Illinol· 
has a Urge poultry industry, but nearly 
all of it* product goea to the Chlc.igc 
market. Not one of the New England 
states has any place in the markets, ye! 
there are thousands asking for some on* 

to direct them to the straight and nar 

row path leading towards prosperity. II 
the state of Maine should increase iti 
egg output :i thousand fold, the fact 
would hardly make a ripple at the dli 
tributlng centre, yet the eggs and poult 
ry of Maine are worth to the farmers oi 
Maine at lea-t two and a half million: 
annually. The Increase would hel| 
many a man pay taxes and insurant 
and go to the circus. If New Engian< 
should extend the business until it sup 
plied the home markets no one would b< 

injured in the least, but a mine of wealtl 
would be opened of inestimable value 
There would be doliara in clrculatioi 
aud the wallet of the fanner, who wouh 
be the ben man, would make a tramp* 
mouth water.

MAN DROWNED AT MEXICO. 

Friday mnrniug, the !>th, James V. 
Robertson from Prince Edward Island, 
was drowned in an eddy near the mouth 
of Swift Hiver, reporte the Iiumford 
Kalis Times.

; tkally ashore and telephoned F. A. Por- 

ter, coroner, who replied that an inquest 
was not necessary, as there was not any 
evidence of foul play. The body re- 

inalued on the shore until nearly night, 
when the Peru authorities buried It. It

ÇHEK8Ï AMI» Celebt.—Whip a gill of 
thick, aweet cream, and add enough 
•harp, freshly grated cheese to make a 

f , P*ete·, »pre«d bread with thla, and 
sprinkle thickly with very finely minced 
white atalka of celery. 

Chicken and Tomato.—'Take firm, 
ripe tomatoes peel, and allce very thin 
* ith a «harp knife. Have ready a tea- 
cupful of finely minced breast of chicken, 
mixed with two large tableapoonfula of 

"w^0 w 
* dree»lng. Spread the bread 

witn butter, cover w 1th a layer of the 
chicken, add a allce of tomato, nicely 
«»*K°.n.elL,t2r 0n lhe correaponding allce 
of buttered bread, and cut Into narrow 

strlpa. 
Sa κ hike.--Mince two hard boiled 

eggs and a handful of creaa, and mix 
• lib two spoonfuls of majonnalae 
Butter thin slices of brown bread, spread 
with this mixture, add a layer of tiny 
sardines, boned and halved, join the 
ilicea, and cut In stjuares. 

Siiai» Koe.—Wash the roe, and put In 
a saucepan of aalted boiling water, suffi- 
cient to cover. Boll very gently twenty 
mmutis. Allow it to cool, then remove 
the outer akin, and mash fine with a 
fork. Season well wltha.lt, cayenne, 
and a dash of lemon juice. Place a layer 
of it between two eliceaof buttered 
bread, aud cut in any ahape desired. 

Game.—'These are delicioua made with 
either brown or white bread. The rame 
should be roaated or broiled, to have the 
«neat flavor, then shaved in the thlnneat 
possible allce·, placed over the prepared 
bread, seasoned aud doited with bit· of 
curraut jelly. 

bWEET Bkeai».—Blanch, parboil, and 
**ute the sweet breads, tliop rather 
coarsely, and season well. Prepare the 
bread, put in a layer of the mince, cut 
in rounds, on each one place a very thin 
s Ice of lemon, without the rind, and 
close. If lemon |a not liked, one ma ν 
substitute a thin circular alicc of grani- 
or other Urt Jelly. This makes a very 
delicate sandwich. 

In spreading bread for aaudwiches 
many think it easiest to spread each slier 
with butter before cutting it from the 

" thia i« done the slice must of 
course be halved as no corresponding 
alice could be cut. 

All sandwiches should be made as 

shortly as possible before serving, but if 
t is necessary that they should staud, 

let them be well wrapped in a dampened 
cloth. Of course when finished they 
may be tied with ribbon· or arranged In 
any way which fancy dictate·. 

WHEN GREEN PEAS ARE PLENTY. 

freshly picked, promptly prepared 
and carefully cooked green peas are one 
of the delight* of life, at thin season ot 
the war. The housewife, who can have 
them plucked aud podded during the 
early morning hours for dinner the same 

da), has a manifest advantage over those 
who are dependent on the flabby kinds 
that have been transported either by 
sea or by rail, miles and miles away 
from their place· of growth, interspersed 
a oog the way with rough handling, 
thiough various grades of climate and 
dusty belonging,. Such M Uicse are 
without ap|>eti/ing or nourishing quali- 
[«%*** *r* 1υυ °'ten u*lcle«* In- 

Λ. Γι» Ι»-*νο an enjoyable and satl'factory 
UUb υ! green peas, the pod· should be 
washed or rinted, but not the pea* when 
|>odded. After «helling, the peas should 
be kept iu a cool place and covered « lib 
a moistened cloth, to keep them from 
the air as much an occasion may allow. 
The boiling should be done in salted 
water, sutlicient to cover them well, and 
when tender drained well before turning 
into a sauce pan for seasoning, In which 
0|teration good, sweet butter should not 
be overlooked. Seasoned in a saucepan, 
after a few minutes cooking and a dish 
lit for the gods will be the result. 

Among the many new ways for cook- 
ing pea*, the following has the assurance 
of one who has tried the recipe, as 
"found in a uewepaper," of being "very 
nice, indeed" : 

"To cook peas with lettuce, procure a 

solid head of lettuce, remove the outside 
leaves iind cut the remainder into rib- 
bons. Tut one quart of young peas into 
a saucepau with oue small onion cut into 
halves and the prepared lettuce and pour 
over the whole one gill of stock or 
water. Season with salt and pepper and 
a generous supply of butter. Cover the 
pau and let the contents slowly cook 
until the [>eas are tender. Beat one egg 
light aud stir into it two tablespoonfuls 
of cream. When the peas are cooked, 
add the egg mixture, remove the onion 
and seive as soon as possible." 

At the opening of the green pea sea- 

son, care should betaken not to cook 
too long. The genuine green pea flavor 
is almost entirely lost by overmuch 
cooking, but as the season advances, the 
danger lies with the other extreme, 
i'eas should always be cooked and sea- 

soned, according to age and condition 
of fresh or stale peculiarities and pro- 
pensities. 

LIVING BEYOND INCOME 
Many people are living among luxuries 

which are tuited to their tastes and their 
desires, but are not suited to anything 
else about them. Their circumstances, 
would we could thoroughly apply that 
word, are not their real surroundings— 
not tho»e of their proper standing. 

The false start is made wiih the wed- 
ding presents. Foolish friends give to 
the bride of the young clerk or book- 
ke« per articles of luxury suited to an es- 
tablishment that should expend $10,000 
a \ear. It would knock out a great deal 
of the sentiment, no doubt, for wealthy 
and liberal well wishers, to send a check 
expressive of their interest, but it would 
give a little freedom to the uewly-mar- 
ried folks, to put It away for a future 
demanding more expense. Of course 
the foolish bride might instantly spend 
it in some personal or furnishing flnery, 
might feel under obligations to the giver 
to do so, when the money should be con- 
sidered rather as a "nest egg." 

As it is now, everything is made hard 
for them. They are expected to com- 

pete—in church and out of it—with in- 
comes live times their own. They are 
asked to contribute, with the rich, to 
every charity that is going. They have 
never studied the economies of house- 
keeping or cooking, and neither of them 
knows how to save coal· nor bow much 
to teach the Ignorant servant· who come 
into their service. 

CARE OF THE TABLECLOTH. 
When the tablecloth i· removed alter 

a meal, It should not only be very care- 

fully folded in the creases into which It 
was Ironed, but it should be laid away 
under some heavy weight. ▲ small 
marble slab, if procurable, Is excellently 
adapted for this purpose. If the well 
smoothed cloth is laid beneath it three 
times dally, It will keep its freshness re- 

markably and last much longer before 
need of change. 

Miss Parloa says that one of the 
secrete of the genuine French bread, 
which It seems to be the ambition of 
many housekeepers to duplicate in their 
kitchen, Ilea In the fid that the dough Is 
worked without too much dry flour. It 
Is not kneaded very much, and what lit- 
tle kneading there Is is accomplished with 
less Hoar than the average bread maker 
would consider possible. This scant 
kneading accounts, too, for its quick dry- 
ing. French bread, like French butter, 
la for this day only. The more dough is 
kneaded the finer grained It ιψΐ be and
